sleeper*, and this work of repair* and renewal* ia 
still going on effectively. The snn-rssful estab- 
liahuient of the Portland rolling milk ha* ii*tri­
bu ted very math to the facility with which new 
rails of superior quality an- now furnished to thi* 
and other line* of road haring immediate i-onnec- 
tion with Portland. Very extraordinary diflvul- 
ties were encountered from reprated *aow storm* in 
the monthaof February ai#d March last, extending 
throughout the Atlantic line and over much of the 
Grand Trunk line in (snails. Nothing so severe 
had occunvd aince the opening of the through line 
in 1853. But these difficulties were orenoow by 
the persistent efforts of the ménagers of the line, 
A* tnr winter was altogether beyond the average 
in severity, and. the track ia now eo much im­
proved, there ia a just encouragement of greater 
success in the future operations of the road. Some 
progress has been made in the equity suit brought 
by the trustees under the company’s mortgage of 
1851, but it is not yet determined. Meanwhile 
the interest has been regularly paid by theleseees, 
on the outstanding bonds iaeued under the mort­
gage. The first loan of the credit of the city of 
Portland in aid of the Atlantic and St. Lawrem-e 
Railroad began to mature in December last The 
steps taken and pavmrnts made upon the matur­
ing instalment., of the loan are stated in the an­
nexed report of the commissioners of the sinking 
fund, w tth regard to the balances of instalments, 
not satisfied out of the sinking fund, satisfactory 
arrangement* hare been completed, under the 
legislative act of March, 1888, by which the city 
issues new bonds on it* own account, to supply 
the deficiency, reUiuing, of course, sll the «sen 
tial securities which it had for the whole original 
debt, with the additional provision of a new sink­
ing fund,- adjusted at such rates and time of accu­
mulation, that it will discharge the entire debt at 
maturity, if no losses occur—these arrangement* 
being afao s» formed that they will s|»ply in the 
same manner, and to a simii.tr result with the 
second city loan, which matured in February, 
1871. The report of the treasurer gives the eus to­
man- statement respecting the stock accounts and 
funded debt of the company.

t—Then' is a life insurance comjwny in Kngland 
mainly conducteil under the auspices of the Church 
of Kngland, which confines its assurances to the 
lives of clergy men. The Clergy Mutual Was or- 
gaidaed inl»29, and an exicricnco ot forty yearn 
having been now obtained, presents some inter­
esting and curious results in n'gnrd to mortality 
alnong clergymen. It ajqiears that had deaths 
occurred in this society according to the new rate 
of mortality lately jinhlished as having lieen ex- 
js-rienced by twenty leading offices, the uumlier 
of deaths would have bien 1,183 instead of 734, 
showing a différence of no less than 449 in favour 
of the Clergy Mutual. It is material to notice 
also that the average duration of jiolicies taken 
out in this society of clergymen, during foity 
years was twelve and a half years;—6,506 policies 
having been under observation as risks daring an 
aggregate of t|8'588 years,—when-ns the average 
duratiotl of likes under observation in the twenty 
offices was only nine years; and also that out of 
734 deaths of Clergymen in this society more than 
one-third of them took place after sixty years of 
age.

iNst R.vxt k ok Tansn:iK*.—There is no sub­
ject in conned ion with tlie trades we represent, 
whose interest has been so OlUch neglected as the 
above, and whose importance is really so great. J 
It is a notorious fact that a large number of tan­
neries are actually burnt, and we are sorry to hat*? ! 
to lelieve that, in localities where the supply of 
berk is run out, and the buildings consequently 

kworth little or nothing, fires have taken place 
which hav< not been altogether the result of acci­

dent, while the inflammable nature of the bark, 
and generally of the buildings also, is such aa to 
make a tannery, on the whole, an undesirable risk ; 
indeed a Director of an lrimiranee Company, hira- 
selb a tanner, in conversing with ua on the sub­
ject, said that his Company dfel not want to ihsure 
anv tanneries. The consequence is that it is quite 
sufficient that the building to lie insured should 
lie a tannery to cause a jiremium of 3 or 4 per 
cent, to lie exacted, w it bout the least considera­
tion as to the arrangement of the buildings or 
their location ; the Insurance Coro|urnies liave be 
come sea ml, and eéuar the honest and careful 
tanners to pay "for all louses by the dishonest and 
careless. Surely there is no reason why there 
should not be some discrimination. In the course 
of our visits to hundred* of tanneries, we have 
seen tanneries that would willingly insure for 
14 per cent., while'others, again, we wtrold not 
insure for 6 to 7 per cent. A\ e would suggest that 
it would lie for the interest of Insurance Companies 
ami tanners if the former would appoint at the 
joint expense of the Companies interested, some 
comp tent man thoroughly acquainted with the 
arrangement of tanneries as an insjiector of that 
class of building, to report on the nature of the 
risks, which might Ik- classified according to the ar­
rangement of the loiil.liiigsi omposing the tannery, 
the suUtanee of w hich they are built, the water 
facilities for putting out a tire, the distance of the 
furnace and engine house from the main building, 
etc. ; in fact there are numlwrlew ways in which 
the risk on a tannery could bo increased or dimi­
nished, and what we propre would, we think, he 
certainly advantageous to the com | en ies, and at 
1 became time be an inducement to tanners to be 
mort careful.

If some of the lending men in tlie trade would 
take this matter in hand, and hold a conference 
with the I nan ranee Comywnie* interested, we have 
no doubt that some satisfactory conclusion could 
be arrived at, as tlie question is one of great im- 
portancej and one on which tanners, we know, 
frel very strongly.—Huit and Ltaiktr Intertd.

\ SCOTTISH MORTALITY EXHKR1NCE.

When it was resolved, in 1862, that the new 
exjwrience ol the Life Offices should be taken out, 
the Scottish managers and actuaries very readily 
concurred, and promised their co-ojieration. But,. 
with true sagacity, they further considered whe­
ther, without iinjK'ding the general object in 
view, the exjierience of the Scottish Offices should 
not be separately ascertained, and, if so, whether 
there should not be sejmratioii of the jwrticipating 
from the non-part icijmting assurances. This 
course was decided upon ; and so coiuM to us the 
Scottish Mortality Experience in the shape of a 
rejsirt full of interest, and in several jerticularsof 
especial value. ' 71

The same care Was taken to distinguish between 
jiolvics and lives as in the case of the new ex- 
jierienve ; and the same form of card was used, 
with the additional details, of the amount insured, 
whether the life was English, Scotch, Irish, or For­
eign, the fractions of incomplete years during 
which tlie jtoliciea were in force, and the cause of 
death. White wards weree also used for male 
lives, and pink for female. The particijintiug 
were distinguished from the nvn-narticipatiug j*di- 
cies liy a 1 land of color running through the cards.

■ The following office* agree to contribute their ex­
perience, and did so :—

Scottish Widows', North British k Mercantile, 
Edinburgh Life, Scottish Union, Standard Life, 
Scottish Equitable, Scottish Provident, City of 
Glasgow, Life Ass, of Scotland, Scottish National.

The whole of the lives insured by each offiee 
from the commencement of business wp to the 31st 
Dec., 1863, was included in the returns ; and thus 
a total of 115,254 policies was given ; but after de

By way of supplementary observation the raor 
tality was deduced from the whole policies opened 
at each age, every life more than once insured being 
reckoned as a new life at each age at which it had 
been the subject of selection

Aa a icason for distinguishing between English 
and Scotch lives it may be mentioned that the 
experience of one large office shows a very con­
siderable difference in the mortality of these re­
spective classes of lives.

There is included in the report a Table of 
great interest. It shows the sums at risk snd the 
amount of claims resulting from d eat la at each 
year of age, with a per ventage of the rate of Loss 
at each age. Such a Tablé baa never before, we 
believe, been prepared; and we regret that we 
cannot comiense the Table into a jcoper form. 
By tray of example, we mar take age 24. The 
total amount of sums insured on healthy lives be 
tween the 24th and 25th birthdays, was £4.944,- 
235, of which £6^250 became claims by death 
Within the year; thus indicating for each £1 ex 
posed to risk a ratio, or probability of loss of .013,- 
899. The entire sum exposed to risk at all ages 
by all the policies included in the Table, amounts 
to £653,281,740, of which £11.066,520 had become 
claims. The ratio, or proliability of loss of each 
£1 exposed to risk being .016940 Policies of £10- 
000 and upward» are taken as bring limited to that 
amount for the purpose of this Table. Again the 
rata of mortality experience amongst healthy live» 
charged extra for foreign residence has been inves­
tigated, aa alao the rate on the whole lives ex­
cluding those so charged. The results are not 
given in this report.

The report aaye:—the causes of death of 'healthy 
male,' ‘healthy female,* and 'diseased' live» have 
been separately classified according to the system 
followed W the Scottish Registrar General, and 
the rates of mortality thus appearing hare been 
compared with the corresponding rates among the 
population of Scotland during the yearn 1855-64. 
Males, females, and diseased lives lwing treated 
eparately. I

The results of the report as ta diseased lives 
have already I wen given. It wan found in these 
observations that there was a difference in the rate 
of mortality between those insured ' with profits, ' 
'and those"insured’ ‘without profits, ' which msy 
be illustrated in the most simple form, by an ex­
ample given. The number of healthy males and 
females «citk profil», between their 24th and 25th 
birthdays was 6,928, of whom 61 died within the 
year, thus indicating for each life exposed to risk 
a ratio or probability of dying within the year of 
.008805, The sum of such ratios for the age 2C-24 
being .034846, while in the vitknvt profil class, 
the numbers at the same age were 928, of whom 9 
died within the year, giving a ratio of the pro­
bability of within the year or .009698 ; the sum of 
the ratios for the ages 20-24 being .039909. The 
difference in the number» to be observed upon in 
the two classes may account for the différence ; 
but those conversant with tb« circumstances which 
frequently lead to the selection of Hon-participat­
ing instead of the participating foak will see

ARE FOREIGNERS GOOD LIVES *

One of the largest and oldewt of our Mutual 
Life Insurance Companies has issued a circular 
" for agents and solicitors only," from which we 
make the following extract:

“Ourpxprriencchaadenionstrwted that residents 
in this country of foreign birth, and especially 
those emigrating in middle life, are not equally 
good risks as native-born citizens; and that, of 
those, the Irish are decidedly the poorest, and the 
Germans the next. It is believed that of the 
above two classes who now embrace life insurance, 
the number is so large aa to materially disturb the 
sverage rate of mortality expected from selected 
lives, and to materially increase the cost of iaau- 
ranoe. We therefore request that agents will not 
make any special efforts to solicit applications from 
among those classes, and that they will use discre­
tion and care in selecting cases from those classes 
to hr sent to this office. '

Now it cannot be pretended that either the Irish 
or German race is constitutional* feeble, or that, 
when living at home, especially the rural popula­
tion, in a regular normal condition, these races do 
not attain the full average of longevity. The ex­
cellent physical condition ef Irish and German 
emigrants on their first arrival here usually con­
trasts favourably with the mass of the native 
American population. The Irishman that has 
worked for sixpence a day as a cotter, and lived on 
milk, bread and potatoes, or the well-to-do email 
farmer, comes to our shores with blooming cheeks 
and well-knit frame. The vitality of this race is 
notorious. Aa aoldiem or sailors they are quick, 
i-ourageous, and possessed bf great power of endur­
ance. The Germans are alao a sturdy nu-e. From 
the days when the Gotha and Visgoths swept the 
plains of Italy, down to the famous field of konig- 
grstz, more than twelve centuries, German mind 
and German valor have been the controlling power 
of Europe. Germany has ever been the home of 
free thought and free institutions. Such a history

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HARVEST OF 1800 REPORTS BY THE 
; G*ANDTRUNK RAILWAY/

An Mutual account of the growing crops, 
furnished by the station agents, is a feature 
in the management of the Grand Trunk. 
That for 1809 has just lieen given to the 
public through the daily press. The reports 
are interesting and of some value if they are 
not so comprehensive as they should be. 
Without doubt, they give a pretty correct 
idea of the croi»» in the iuqiortant districts 
through which the G rank Trunk and its sub­
sidiary lines pass.

It apjiears that along tlie Buffalo and Lake 
Huron Road, the yield of wheat has varied 
from JJ0 to 30 bushels per acre, giving an 
average of about -25 bushels. From Sarnia 
to Georgetown, on the western 'section, the 
average yield would be About 30 bushels,stud 
from Georgetown to Toronto 35 bushels to 
the acre. From Toronto to Belleville the 
average is from 20 to 30 bushels ; from Belle­

ville east, the figures vary from 12 to 22 
bushels. Taken altogether, the statements 
indicate a crop above the average aa to quan­
tity. In point of quality, the accounts are 
not so satisfactory. Rust did much damage, 
causing the berry to be small and shrunken. 
Harvest weather was generally cloudy and 
wet so tl'iat the grain was housed before being 
made thoroughly dry. This will tell against 
the flour trade next season. When the 
weather is warm it is impossible to prevent 
flour made from damp or uijpound- wheat be­
coming heated and turning sour.

Tlie coarse grains are favorably reported 
on in almost every district. Barley grew 
rank and tall and will give a large yield in 
quantify, but the quality is very inferior. It 
cannot l>e doubted that the season was, un- 
suited to the barley crop. The berry is plump, 
it weighs well, but the color is wanting, and 
upon that the name and fame of Canadian 
barley chiefly depends. Pease arc generally 
good, though the wet weathef did them much 
mischief. Oats are described as a luxuriant 
crop; they were widely sown—never more 
so—in consequence of the high prices' and the 
scarcity of the past two seasons. Such an 
abundance of oats with an unusually heavy 
Crop of hay and of roots, must give a super­
abundance of fodder for live stock, and make 
it correspondingly cheap. We should" add 
that the potatoes in the Province of Quebec 
were much injured by 1 icing rotted with the 
excessive wetness of the ground.

The midge did very little damage in the 
districts intersected by tlie Grand Trunk; 
this is re-assuring; we hope soon to be rid of 
this pest altogether.

In the counties of Simcoe, Grey and Bruce, 
we happen to know from other sources that 
a great portion of the wheat crop has fallen 
a victim to the midge, it having migrated 
thither. Tlie farmers of that section will 
have* to ajopt the tactics which have proved 
so successful in the older townships to rei»el 
the foe. 1 ' ’ f ■ ’ |

The" harvest of 18V9 is fully two weeks 
Liter than last year. This is an unfavorable 
circumstance. It crowds the fall work into 
ft few weeks; ihrenders it difficult to get grain, 
barley esj>ecial|y, threshed ami marketed be­
fore the close i»f navigation. This is of tlie 
utmost consequence in the case of barley, as 
it-has to lie malted during the cold weather 
.or Held over till the next season. The cheap­
ness of carriage by water enables dealers to 
pay a much 1 letter price for it during navi­
gation than they can do afterwards.

, As. a whole the retrospect is pleasant. The 
prosi»ect, also, is full of hope. A good har­
vest and good prices for it mean prosperity 
for all classes. Successful* agriculture with 
us is tlie basis of sucxfcssful commerce and 
manufactures; without it they would bo like 
a stream severed from its fountain.

A BRILLIANT OPERATION.

Mr. E. H. King seems to have been a pro­
minent actor in the drama played off ao suc­
cessfully on Friday week, in Wall Street. 
Those who ought to know, assign him a lead­
ing iwsition in the clique which planned and 
executed the scheme to comer gold. We have 
no information as to the final result to Mr. 
King of the many brilliant operations he ia 
supposed to have participated in on that 
occasion. Let us hope tlmt he and his bank 
have not fallen in with the same kind of luck 
that has happened to most of the other lead­
ing spirits in that memorable “bull-and-bear” 
fight, which has made them pretty sick of the 
whole business. , j 

•One transaction of Mr. King's in this con­
nection is of interest to Canadian business 
men and ought to be placed on record. Tlie 
facts are: A Canadian broker arranged with 
an agent of the Bank of Montreal on Friday 
for the nse of 810,000 gold, in New York, 
for a large consideration, which, with 
810,000, was debited in the agent’s hands. 
The agent at once telegraphed the branch of 
the Montreal Bank in New York, to place to 
the credit of Mr. So-and-So 810,000 gold. 
No reply was obtained for some time ; finally, 
after much evasion, it was ascertained that 
the agents order was dishonored—the bank 
substantially protesting its own draft—and 
thus the firm Was deprived of the use of the 
money which it had paid for. And not 
until the following Tuesday, ‘‘after a new 
arrangement had been made, was the $10,000 
handed over. We happen to know that Mr. 
King is himself directly responsible for this 
little stroke of financiering. No other infer- 
ance can be drawn from it than that the 
funds of the’bank' were locked up in Wall 
Street operations, and were not available. 
Such is Canadian banking, as interpreted by 
the Bank of Montreal. . . *

AMERICAN LAKE AND OCEAN 
MARINE.

Representatives of the shipping interest a 
Boston are agitating for a change in the navi 
gation laws of the United States, so as ti 
allow the registry, at their Custom Houses 
of foreign built lxittoms, which shall becomi 
the pnqierty of American Citizens. It ii 
charged that Congress lias taxed America! 
tonnage out of existence; and the shipowner 
thus deprived of their property are not per 
mittea, by the existing law, to purchase ton 
nage in the cheapest market, but are com 
pelhid to employ foreign vessels, Mid liant 
over to them the profita of the carrying trade 
So long as the vessels of each nation had th< 
monopoly of their own trade there was n< 
ground for complaint, but now that theprin
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ciple of competition has been admitted, and 
the international carrying trade thrown open 
to all comers the case is widelv different. 
Tlie cheapest tonnage will do the business.

There were two motives which led to the 
inactment of the present law. It was desired 
to punish those shipowners who had trans­
ferred their vessels to foreign hands, in order 
to escape destruction by Southern privateer», 
during the war, and it tv a* expected that the 
refusal of the right to purchase abpoad would 
stimulate the building of ships at home. 
This latter effect has not followed, but the 
complete ruin of American ship-building has, 
and hence the demand for a change in the 
law.

These Boston gentlemen are entirely satis- Montreal Company 1 and if so, why did
•lied with the monopoly of the inland coasting 
trade, enjoyed by American vessels. Tho- 
rougly enamoured of protection, in all its 
forms, they have not a word to say against 
the ungenerous and vexatious restrictions 
imposed on Canadian vessels, trading with 
their lake ports. They do not want the pre­
sent arrangements as to the lake and river 
trade, disturbed in any respect, as it suits the 
purpose of the shipping interest exactly. It 
is for the vessels of these imneighborly ]«copie 
that we are naked to build the Georgian Bay 
Canal, that they may have a more direct 
route from the west to the east. Should we 
not rather open such channels as suit the 
wants of our own traffic ? It will be time 
enough to build canals for the accommodation 

, of American shipping when they are prepared 
to meet us half way—to abandon their pre­
sent policy of driving the Canadian Lake 
Marine from these waters.

DOMINION TELEGRAPH COMPANY.

A fortnight ago we published two circulars, 
signed by the President of this company, re­
ferring to the present position of the under­
taking, announcing the future policy of the 
directors, and making calls on the stock. It 
is therein stated that an arrangement has 
been made with the contractor, Mr. Reeves, 
by which that gentleman abandons his con­
tract and ceases his connection with thecom- 
pany. On this ground it is that the confi­
dence of the shareholders is asked anew, and 
that they are cx]«ected to pay up the balance 
of their subscriptions.

It is satisfactory to know that a contract 
which we long qgo proved to be grossly un­
fair to the shareholders, has been cancelled, 
and that a new contract on a business basis, 
we suppose, is to be let. But we claim for 
the public soiné further information. Confi­
dence, once rudely shaken, is not to lie re­
stored by the simple statement of one fact ; 
4 clear, full, and explicit exhibit must be

made of what has been done up to this stage, 
from which an intelligent judgment of the 
prospects of the enterprise may be formed. 
Without this, we venture to affirm that the 
calls for more money will not be responded 
to. It is desirable to know how the manage­
ment is now constituted ;• whether the local 
boards at Hamilton, St. Catherines, and 
elsewhere arc still ready and willing to co­
operate ; of have they turned their backs 
upon the undertaking ? Is it intended that 
the capital stock of the company shall remain 
at the original figure, since the field lias been 
circumscribed bÿ the cstablislunent of the 
People’s Line. Was an effort made to sell 
out the portion of the line already built to

that attempt fail ?> What price j«er mile has 
been agreed upon with the new contractor, 
and who is he l and how to be paid ? The 
directors can, if they are silling, give infor­
mation on these and other points which will 
be interesting, and which ought to he given 
if the work is proceeded with.

It is worse than useless to attcmi«t to com­
pete for the telegrapth business of this country 
s-ithout a sound practical scheme, an organi­
zation with sufficient capital, i*assessing the 
confidence of the public, and lines built and 
worked so as to give the greatest possible 
facilities at the lowest paying rates. Nothing 
felsc can succeed, or is deserving of publie 
support.

EXCHANGE OF CARS-TRANSHIPMENT 
AT TORONTO.

lu the contest which lias Wen carried on be­
tween the representatives of the Wellington, Grey 
and Bruce liai I way Company, broad gauge, and 
those of the Toronto, Grey and Bruce VCmpwny, 
narrow gauge, fur the support of. the Municipali­
ties, it has been a favourite argument with the 
broad gauge men that a change of gauge woqld 
j«n-vent the exchange of ears cardie different lines, 
tliu« »eeei*iuting frequent transhipments, and 
thereby increasing the cost of-carriage. The ap- 
|«orcnt reasonableness of this |>lca lias givtu it a 
good deal of weight with those tinaei|imintefi with 
the facta of the case. At the late meeting fnf the 
Bruce County Council, greet stress was 'laid oh 

thia jBdut by the advocates of the Hamilton 
scheme. On tlie other side, it was contended that 
the similarity of gauge would lie of no practical 
advantage to the people of Bruce, that the exist- 
isting lines do not exchange cars excepting in very 
unusual cases.

The question in dispute lias been very fully met 
by a letter addressed by Mr. Brjdgi-s to Mr. Geo.

During* the first 
Punic War <264 to 241 It. (;> the at was re­
duced to a sixth part of its original weight, that 
ia to two ounces, and the State gained five-sixths. 
During the second Punic War (218 to M B. C.t, 
and in the year of the dictatorship of Fabius (217 
B. C.) the at waa again reduced, this time to one 
auuee, and finally by the Pajiiuiau Law ( B. O. 191) 
it became half an ounce— which was. equal to about

7-91 mills of our money. This latter standard 
remained fixed even undei; the Emj/erors.

Originally the coins of aU.couutric» seem to have 
had the same denomination! as the weights com­
monly used in them, an 1 contained the exact 
quantity of the jm-cious metals indicated hr their 
names. The Giwks had their “ talent "’--the 
Romans their at-we have our “jxmiid"*—the 
French their /(rrr-*end the Italians the pondo. 
The necessities of these countries, however, caused 
the standard to l>e lowered in course of time. The 
Greeks clung to their lalrutum, but we have seen 
how the-Romans reilu.-ed their of. The Cart ha - 
genian coinage seems to have always remained at a 
high standard. Their gold coins are patieularly 
fine.

The chief Roman gold coin was the aurtut, 
which weighed at first nearly 130 grains; in the 
reign ot Xem it weighed only 100 grains. During 
the age of the Automnes it weighed 118 grains, 
but by the fifth century it had been reduced to 58 
grains, a little more than half its original weight. 
At the time of Constantine, a new gold coin was 
introduced called the So/iew*. This was the lar- 
gilining of the famous Bezants (an called as coming 
from Byzantium).' In the reign of .lohn Du cas 
Vatares, they contained equal {importions of gold 
and alloy; Michael Pala-olopus coined them of nine 
carats of gold and fifteen ot alloy. The standard 
rose to ten after his death, hut was in the reign of 
Androiiicus reduced to one-half, that is, out of 
twenty-four parts no more than five were of gold. 
The copper or bronze coinages of the greater and 
lesser Empires were debased toquite as great, if not 
much greater, extent as the gold. A minute des- 
crijitibn of their diminution in value would be im­
possible within ourlimits, sml wrreit jiossible would 
not be jirofitable. The middle ages were prolific of 
base coinages, one of the most remarkable being 
the liracteste coins. These are a fair example 6f 
the expedients to which 'recourse is had in Un­
settled states of society. The date of the issue 
may tie roughly set down as beginning in 1150 
A.D., and extending to 1250 A.D. It took as its 
model a certain cup, like species of late Byzantine 
base money. It was of thin silver, and only 
stamjied on 5ne side, the ba.-k having the hollow 
indent of the same stamp. The series is marked 
hy fougli workmansliiji and bears several types. 
One of the more {imminent is the cross, others 
are heraldic inti<j,tUi chosen by different countries 
as national emblems. Kurojie was divided into 
numerous sejiarate States after the destruction of 
the Emjiire of the West. Each iff these nation­
alities 'formed coinages of their own, and each 
wanted its own currency in its own way. An, 
enumeration of all the base coinages of these 
countries would be a very extensive table, and all 
we can hojie to do is to give a slim t account of 
the more imjwrtanf. England lias lieen singularly 
fortunate in jireserviug the high stai.dard it has 
had for five or six hundred years. During all this 
perns! there has only bee* an interval of a few 
years-from the 34th year of the roign of Henry 
\ 111 to the second year of that of ElizsbetH— 
when there waa a reduction. The Jw«e coins of 
Henry having the lulf face of the king soon began 
to show the base metal at the end of the nose

which stood out prominently. This gave rise to 
the nickname 5f “Old Copper Nose," by which 
that monarch was familiarly known.

Edward VI issued coins of the same low stand­
ard aa his predecessor, viz., 4 oz. of silver to 8ez. 
of alloy, and the penny was only 10 grains. The 
shillings of this issue were coined down to nine- 
jience, then to sixjience, end finally in the reign 
of Elizabeth to fourpence half-penny. A baser 
coinage even than thia was issued by the same 
King, and this was the issue which called forth 
the strong remonstrances of Bishop Latieter. 
Elizabeth called in three base coins, and a new 
issue was made of the full old English standard, 
viz., 11 oz. 2 dwt. fine silver to 18 dwta. alloy. 
During thfc following reigns many private tokens 
were struck, of lead and tin, but they were not 
state issues. And the seige pieces of Chari* 1, 
though rude in execution, are generally of a good 
standard. The coinage of Scotland, waa originajly, 
exactly of the same value as the English. Tfce 
ransom of David II, in 1355, bv exhausting the 
money of the country, led to a depreciation which 
continued to au<-h an extent that in 1604 the coins 
had only one twelfth of the silver they had had 
in 1350. In the reign of Mary (1542-1587) Bilim 
coins of four parts of cojiper and one silver were 
introduced. Thia billon money must not he con­
founded with a true copper coinage—for though 
really cojvprr, they were issued as billon, being 
washed with silver, which has disajipeared now in 
moat cases. Among the names given to thia billon 
money were, plaekt and An/it brads, both living 
derived from the French.

Ireland seems always to have been unlucky in 
coinage, as in other repects.

Henry VIII., Mirv, and Klizalietb, issued Isaac 
coins especially for that island, and James 1. con* * 
tinned the practice. When James II. waa fighting 
for his crown, in 1689, the- famous arm Money was 
struck for him. The metal# of which this waa 
composed were various, but there was a little sil­
ver. As the metal became scarcer the coins got 
smaller, aud aa the date of the month waa placed 
on them, this decrease can be traced. They end 
with July, 1690. In the leign of George I. a cer­
tain W illiam W ood obtained a patent to coin for 
Ireland. His half-jwnce and farthings, though of 
good execution, were smaller than the terms of the 
jwtent allowed, and Swift attacked them in hi* 
famous Drajiier Letters. He succeeded in raising 
a great agitation aud they were aithdrawn.

Turning from the British Isles to the Continent, 
in France we find, in the reign of Philip I., (*"con­
temporary of William the Conqueror) jienniee of 
leather, with a silver nail fixed in the centre. The 
troubles with England raised an issue of Villpn i 
coins. These were the Hard or hardi, the i/usOfc 
and the nit*. Naj/oleon “ the great," also iwued 
bane coins—some of his ten centime pieces being 
copper washed with silver. One of the most re­
markable attempts at defacing, was that of Baron 
Goerty, Minister of Charles Xll. of Sweden. In 
a time of distress he despised paper, but attempted 
to give a fictitious value to copper. He consi­
dered that if high sounding nomenclature were 
attached to his new coina^the jiill might be gilded.
He gave them accordingly the names of Heathen 
Deities, and the Jupiter, the Venus the Man, 
were accordingly issued in all the glory of their 
name, but they cost the Baron his life, as ha was 
beheaded by an angry government. Nowhere 
more than in the .Sûtes of Germany has deface­
ment been followed out, sod until lately consider­
ably more than half of the money in circulation 
there was defaced. Denmark baa also had its day 
of billon coins—they were struck by Erie, on his 
return from the Holy I,and in 1426. v

I have given a succinct account of the principal 
issues which have lieen made of debased or defaced 
monies, but have not touched upon some which 
might seem worthy oi notice, such for instance, 
aa the tampering of Edward IV. of England, with 
the gold nobles, or the potin and billon issues of
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tome of the later Emperor* of the east and west ; 
yet enough has lieeu advanced to shew how true 
in indication of the civilization aiM the wealth of 
a country is to be found in its coinage. It serve* 
as a means by which to discover the condition of 
a people in regard to prosperity, and material ad 
vauceuient, and looking to ourselves we are forced 
to own. that fortune has lieen remarkably jwopi- 
tioua to England, in preserving for her, through 
so many generations, the stain lard of fpnrity in­
tact from détérioration.
