WHEN LA BGURGOCNE SANK
While the first thought of comparison in
the Emoress of Ireland dizaster is with the loss
of the Titanic, the almost uncannily striking
similarity is to be found in the loss of La Bour-

gogne. :

La Bourgogne went fo her_deom in 1898.

Like the Empress, het plunge followed collision
with 2 muzh smaller vessel. As in the case of
the Empress, 100, the crash took place in a fog,
and in the early hours of the morning. When

the great mass of the ship's company were

asleep in their berths with never a chance for
lite. Again, as in the case of the Empress,
foundering came with mer_iless speed after
the blow. ‘It was said that La Bourgogne went

under ten minutes! after the British four-mast- -

ed sailing ship, Cromartyshire, came flapping,

. ghost-like, out of the mist and struck+ her on
her flank—a flank unprotecied by a double
skin, as was the flank of the Empress. And
still again, as in the case of the Empress. the

- watch ondeck. ~Of the 166 survivors-only one
was a woman. Only sixty-two were passen-
gersat all. No less than a 104 were seamen,
firemen and stewards.  Of these that went to
their last rest there were 580. e e T

But here the striking comparison ® ceases.
From the Empress there comes no such awful
tales as came from La Bourgogne, of . sailors
abandoning their pas:engers, of rowers Dbeat-

ing their oars upon the heads of swimmers, of .

blackened, hali-naked firemen spewed up from
the fire-room’s depth to fight their way with
great bars through women and chkildren to the
boats. And from the Empress there comes no
such dramatic story as that of the master mar-
iner’s adieu from the bridge of La Bourgogne.

La Bourgogne was the crack of the French
Line. And, Deloncle, ‘her éonfmander,  was.
the crack of the French captains, Chevalier of
the Legion, late of the French Navy, and
famed upon the western ocean. as: much  for
distinction of manner as for seamanship. A
tall, strange, withirawn man was Deloncle,
known to the best clubs in New York: and
Paris. His cabin was lined with bouvks. Poe
and Beaudelaire were the authors of bis choice.
Over his berth hung Beaudelaire’s lines:

THE INTERNATIONAL SERIES.

Text of the Lesson, Luke xviii, 9-14; xix,
1-10—~Memory Verses, 19, 10—Golden
Text, Mark ii, 17—Commentary Pre
‘pared by Rev. D. M. Stearns.

Perhaps there are no people more
difficult to deal with or to live with
than those who, like the Pharisees,
pride themselves upon their own right-
eousness, which in the sight of God is
ouly as filthy rags (Isa.Ixiv, 6) and can
in no case entitle one to enter the king
dom (Matt. v, 20). The righteousness
which is required by God must be at
solutely perfect, an unbroken law, fo
“whosoever shall keep the whole law
and yet offend in one point he is guilty
of all" (Jas. 1i, 10), - The law is so
holy and righteous that no sinful ma
camr keep it, and it was never intended
to give life, but to prove our guilt, shut
our mouths and lead us to Christ. who
is God's perfect righteousness and the
end of the law for righteousness to
every one that believeth.

There is no Saviour or salvation for
a righteous man in the Bible—that is,
for such as think themselves righteous
~but only for sinners.

In connection with the murmuring of
the Pharisees when our Lord called
Matthew or Levi, the publican, and
JLevi made\ Him a feast in his own
house, at which a great company of
publicans and others were present, our
Lord said: “They that are whole need
not a physician, but they that are sick.
] came not to call the righteous, but
sinners, to repentance” (Luke v, 31, 32).

On another occasion He said to the
chief priests and elders, “Verily I say
nuto you' thidt the pdblicans and the
barlots go into the kingdom of God be-
fore you” (Matt. xxi, 23, 81). To this
day there are churchgoers and church
members: who, “being ignorant of
God’s righteousness and going about
to establish their own righteousness,
_have not submitted themsélves unto
the righteousness of God” (Rom. x, 3).

It is indeed a fearful thing to be sat-
{sfied with oneself and have no convic-
.tion of sin. In the first part of our les-
son today the Pharisee did not pray to
God, did not ask God for anything, did
not seem to need anything, but prayed
with himself and told God what a good
man he was and how much good he
did and how thankful he was that he
was not a bad man nor even like that
publican. Truly he was well satisfied
with his righteous self. The publican
had ‘no goodness to prove his right-
éoustiess; fiothing good to say of him-
self, but he did have a consciousness
of his own sinfulness, and from his
heart he said, “God be merciful to me,
& s'in'nel'.su n %:g _marg%n of the T&
vised version it is, *God be propitiated
to me, the sinner.”

- - The Pastor thea discussed some of
the so-called finding§ of Higher Cri-
ticism—that Moses did not write the
Pentateuch, nor Isaiah the greater
part of the prophecy which bears his
name, etec. These critics, he declar-
ed, are trying to prove something by
the outside of the Bible. Their so-
called findings he believes to be a
matter of mere guesswork, although,
as some of them are very bright men,

were unwilling longer to retain God
in their minds; and then the Al-
mighty gave them over to reprobate
minds,. to do improper things, and to
sink lower and lower in degradation.
Then it was thaf the ‘‘doctrines of
demons”

That internal
evidence canfiot be doubted. The
Old Testament prophecies and the
teschings of the Lord and the Apos-
tles so interlock and depend one up-
on the other that no human being
conld possibly have thought out'the
great Plan therpin found. All the
way. from Genes:s to. Revelation the
parts so co-ordinate and fit together
that one great harmonious Plan of
the Ages is the result. Another
strong proof of the inspiration of the
Bible is furnished- in present-day
conditions, which were foretold by
the Prophets thousands of years ago.

Then the speaker considered some
of the objections to the Bible usual-
ly brought forward by infidels. He
showed that it is:a weak argument
indeed -which credits priests and
knaves with writing the Sacred Book.
If Catholies had made the Bible, they
would zaturally have put into it

for he realizes that these dear people
mean well, and he lovés all who love

whole world is greatly injurerd by
the false conceptions of God’s char-
acter handed down from the Dark
Ages, and that many people are ‘go-
ing after sin to-day who would, if
they had a right knowledge of God,
be following - after righteousness.
