For years he has promulgated the legend
of his own supreme acuteness and has
mercilessly satirized the inferiority of the
blundering Saxon intellect, but now Shaw,
the wit and the wiseacre, has taken his
place, in the opinion and language of the
masses, as a “Juggins,” and Brixton is
smiling over its tea and Clapham is grin-
ning aver its herring.

A few days ago a messenger boy ar-
rived at the luxurious hérmitage of Mr.
Shaw, No. 10 Adelphi terrace. He bore
a letter purporting to come from Mr.
F. W. Pethick Lawrence, a suffragist
agitator, It was a forgery, and so was
the “crossed” check for $2,625 enclosed. .

The letter reqiested Mr. Shaw te give
to the bearer an “uncrossed” check for
the same amount, as Mr. Lawrence
wanted the cash at once. :

f~HE reduction of the price of the

Times from 3d. to 2d., or 4 cents, has

created more stir in newspaper circles

than among the general public, be-
cause it is recogﬁlzed that it places the
two cent papers in rather a new position,
The Times is like American newspapers
in one respect at least. It is printed in
sections, and each issue looks more ke
two or three newspapers than one, one
section being devoted to news of the day,
with leading and other articles, the other

sections being purely literary, financial,
engineering, or supplement relating to the
commerce of the colonies, the develop-
ment of new centres of industry and so
forth. At the price, therefore, it is the
cheapest newspaper publication in the
Kingdom, cheaper than either the two or
even one cent papers,

‘With the great increase in cost of pro-
duction of late years, those who under-
stand what the maintenance of & great
riewspaper means are wondering if it can
pay, and if the two cent papers can afford
to meet the Times in the production of
supplementary sections which have lately
become such a great feature of the Times.
For one thing, English newspapers can-
not get the advertisements which £ill the
newspapers of America.

Mr. Johin McBain, who understands pub-
lication .on both sides of the Atlantie, dis-
cusses the subject in the Daily Mail, which
is a one cent paper, and while he bélieves
that for the present there may be &
breathing space owing to & temporary
cheapening of paper, he thinks the one
cent paper may yet cost two cents and
the two cent paper three cents.®

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RUSSELL
Pastor Brooklyn

Boston, Mass.,, May 11.—Pastor
Russell gave two addresses here, un-
der the auspices of the International
Bible Students Association. We re-
port one of these, from the text:
“Upon the servants and upon the
handmaidens in those days will 1
pour out My Spirit. After this T will
pour out My Spirit uporn. all flesh.”—
Joel 2:28, 29.

The Pastor called attention to the
fact that he had transposed the two
parts of this text to make their mean-
ing more a_parent. He declared that’
the Prophet uncuestionably taught
two outpourings of the Holy Spirit,
only one of which has yet come. The
one generally commemorated to-day
by Catholics and Episcopalians is the
first of these—the pouring out of the
Holy Spirit on God’s faithful servants
and handmaidens. The second one is
not to be upon the same class. but
upon all flesh—not upon the Elect,
but upon all mankind, the non-elect.

The Pastor remarked that Pentecost
was a Jewish festival celebrating the
harvest. On that day, nearly nine-
tcen centuries ago, God poured out
His Holy Spirit upon His waiting
servants and handmaidens, in the up-
per room at Jerusalem. That event
was important, not only to those who
then participated, but to all of God’s
people fron. then until now. Prior to
that day of Pentecost, no one except
Jesus had ever received spirit beget-
ting—the Holy Spirit of sonship.
‘Prior to that date, God held all hu-
manity at a distance from Himself,
declaring that because they were sin-
ners He could not accept them as
sons, that first their sins must be
atoned for.

Pastor Russell pointed out that this
alienation from God had .continued
for more than four thousand -years
before Jesus came. Adam was called
a son of God, but after him no one
was styled a son of God until Jesus.
During all that time, Abraham alone
was styled a friend of God, because
of his. devotion, his faith. But a
friend is not a son, and none other
than Abraham had even so high a
title as friend. The Jews had the
honorable title of servants of God,
attaining that through the Law Cove-
nant, under Moses.

Not only do the Old Testament
Scripfures not refer to the Jews as
sons of God, but the Jews themselves
have never claimed such a relation-
ship. On the contrary, after Jesus
had received the Holy Spirit and had
begun His  ministry, He spoke of
Himself as being $he Son of God, and
this the Fews resemtedrtaling-
stories to stone Him. They declared
it blasphemous to claim so close a re-
lationship. to. Jehovah. =~ Again, “we

“read of the disciples before Jesus’

death, “The -Holy Spirit was not vyet
given; because that Jesus was not yet
glorified.”’—John 7:39.

From these testimonies of the.Bible,
the Pastor dedueed that it was neces-
sary for Jesus to finish His sacrifice
for sins, and to ascend on High, into
the presence of - Jehovah God, and
present the merit of His sacrifice on
behalf * of . the Household of Faith,
before the Apostles or any of the

.Church could be recognized of God.

The desire which Jesus had awaken-
ed in their hearts was that they
His footstep followers
in doing the Heavenly Father’s will—
even to the extent of laying down
their lives for the Truth, for righte-
ousness. And so His disciples de-
clared that they had left all to follow
Him.

Before leaving them, Jesus admon-
jshed that they should not attempt
to begin their work until after receiv-
ing the Father’s recognition of them
as sons. He said, “Tarry ye i the
city of Jerusalem until ye be endued
with power from on High.” While
He,was with them, He breathed upon
them and gave them of His Holy
Spirit and - power, by . which they
healed the sick, cast out demons, etc.
But when He left them they had not
this power, or authority, and must
wait until {he Father gave it to them
directly, even as He gave it directly
to the Lord Jesus, at the time the
Holy Spirit came upon Him at His
baptism.

For ten days the Apostles and other
faithful brethren. tarried, praying in
the upper room, waiting for the
promised demonstration of Divine
acceptance 'that ‘would indicate to
them that Jesus had appeared in the
presence of ‘God, and had made satis-
faction for their sins, and that the
Heavenly Father had accepted Jesus’
sacrifice on .their behalf, and by the
begetting of the Holy Bpirit would
Tecognize them-as. sons of God—not
as human sons, however. The sonship
to which Jesus and tire Church have
been begétten dnring this'Gospel Age
is on a far higher thad human plane
—far above, the ;angelic,. also.  St.
Peler explains that our begetting is to
“Divine nature.”—2 Peter 1:4.

Without the begetfing there could
be no ulfimate birth fo the Divine
|pnature in the resurrection.” Thus it
lwas with Jesus., He was begotten of
the Holy Spirit, quickened by the
‘Spirit, and gradually developed dur-
ing the three and a half years of His
earthly ministry. But He was not
born of the Spirit until His resurrec-
tion, as we read: “‘He was the First-
born from the dead”—“the First-born
amongst many brethren.” The Church
are begotten of the Holy Spirit under
the -sameé ‘Covenant‘of Sacrifice, that
if faithful they may attain to the
sam. Spirit birth by a similar resur-
rection. :

8t. Peter explains that 'while the
gift of the Holy Bpirit was from the
Father, it would not come to the
Church direct, as though ignoring the
Lord Jesus. Fe says of Jesus, “be-

ing by the right hand of God exalted:
and having received of the Father
the promise of the Holy Spirit, He
hath shed this forth.” (Acts 2:33).
Again he says, “Who is gone into
Heaven, and is on the right hand of
God, angels and authorities and pow-
ers being made subject unto Him.”
a Peter 3:22). The Pentecostal bless-
ing, therefore, was a double attesta-
tion. It proved that Jesus as the
great Redeemer accomplished, ir a
manner pleasing to the Father, the
work the Father gave Him to do. Tt
prqved that those- who received the
Spirit were accepted as sons of God,
their original sin being canceled
through the merit of Christ’s sacrifice.

And although the miraculous mani-
festations of God’s favor have not,
been repeated during this Age, we
know that all of the same class are
participants in the same blessing.
“The God and Father of our Lord
Jesus Christ . . which according
to His abundant¥mercy hath begotten
us again.” (1 Peter 1:3.) While we
are required to “Walk by faith and
not by sight,” nevertheless our faith
has its sure footing in that original
Pentecostal manifestation. We, as
well as the Apostles, can realize that
the sacrifice of Jesus was acceptable
to the Father, and that we have been
accepted through our Redeemer as
members of His Body, which is the
Church. -

It is because the Church is one
Body, although of many members.
that' no repetition of Pentecost has
been mnecessary. As soon as we by
consgecration come into the one Body,
we are sharers in all the blessings
that belong to that Body, the start
of which came on the memorable Pen-
tecost Day. ‘“By one Spirit ye were
all baptized into one Body, which is
Christ.” Jesus the Head of The
Christ, The Messiah, first got His
blessing, which was completed on the
plane of glory. Then He made appli-
cation of His merit for all those who
desite to become members of His
Body, of the Bride of Christ.

This was the foundation necessary
for Divine acceptance of the Church.
On this basis, the gathering of the
Church has progressed for now nearly
nineteen hundred years. Soon, we
believe, it will be completed. The
last member proving faitlful -and
passing beyond the veil, the Body will
be. complete in glory—united to the
Head, or under the other figure, the
espoused virgin Ohurch, united to
her Lord, will be the Bride, the
Lamb’s Wife. :

libération from the thraldom of sin
and death, as well as introduction into
the family of God. Thus it signifies
the beginning of all the blessings
which the people of God have known
as the fruits of the Spirit—meekness,
gentleness, patience, long-suffering,
brotherly-kindness, love, joy, peace—
fellowship with God and our Lord
Jesus Christ.—Galatians 5:22, 23.

Nevertheless, the Pastor explained,
those wonderful blessings are not
complete. The resurrection — that
glorious change from imperfections in
the flesh to perfection on the spirit
plane—will be the consummation of
all the Church’s hopes, and that con-
summation, although mear, we be-
lieve, has not yet been attained.

God has purposely deferred the
secondary outpouring of His Holy
Spirit—that - upon the world, “all
flesh”’—until the establishment of His
Kingdom. - That will be a great Jubi-
lee. It was, by Divine appointment,
typified in Israel’s experiences. Dur-’
ing the fiftieth year, every Israelite
was set free from bondage and debts
of every kind, and had a fresh start.
Thus was pictured how during Mes-
siah’s glorious reign as Mediator of
the New Covenant, God on account
of Jesus’ sacrifice will cancel the sins
of the whole world, and grant release
from all weakness, and assistance
back to the fulness of Divine favor.
In other words, the Jubilee of Israel
typified the coming Times of Restora-
tion of all things, when Jesus the
Head and the Church the Body, as
The Messiah, will reign for a thous-
and years, for the purpose of blessing
all the families of the earth and up-
lifting them out of sin, weakness, de-
pravity—mental, moral and physical.

Oh, what a Jubilee that will be!
No wonder St. Peter, in describing it
and telling us-that it will begin at
the second coming of Jesus, also tells
us that it will be Times of refreshing
from the Divine presence! It will be
the world’s Pentecost. The Hoiy
Spirit will then be poured out upon
all flesh. We are mnot. to understand,
however, that it will be done uncon-
ditionally. Rather, we may surmise
that the conditions on which it will
be open to all flesh will be that only
those who desire the blessing will re-
ceive ‘it: But who would refuse such
a favor when fully enlightened re-
specting it, when fully aware of its
import. and possibilities?

We cannot, of course, know in ad-
vance how this outpouring of the
Holy Spirit upon all flesh will be
manifest at the beginning. We mere-
ly assume that the first manifestation
will be in connection with those
worthy patriarchs, Abraham, Isaac,
Jacob and all the Prophets. They
have already been tested and proven
loyal to God. They have merely been
waiting, “sleeping’” until the com-
pletion of the Gospel Church. As 8t.
Paul says, they cannot be perfect,
nor enter upon their reward untilwe
first are perfected and enter upon our
higher reward, as the Spirit Kingdom.
—Hebrews 11:39 40.

the 'Holy Spirit’s operation upon the
world in the next ‘Age will be totally
different. Then its work will be the
perfecting of all ‘who will of the hu-
man family—an earthly blessing.

We are mot to forget that God was
as well pleased to make Father Adam
an.earthly being, perfect, in His own
image and likeness, a little lower
than the angels, as He was pleased
to make the angels of a higher order
in His own image and likeness. The
Church, now being begotten of the
Holy Spirit to the Divine nature, is
to be far above angels, but it is_the
same Holy Spirit which operated in
all - God's creative work, whether of
angels or of men, or of the Church of
the First-born.

Adam . undoubtedly had the Holy
Spirit of God in his perfection. Man-
kind in general, during the thousand
years of Messiah’s Kingdom, will be
receiving more and more the Holy
Spirit of God. Its operation in them
will be the perfécting of their flesh.
Thus the Lord declares it, “‘I will

take the stony heart out of their flesh. |

and will give ther: an heart of {losh.’
(Ezekiel 11:19.) The Scriptures sprak
of Adam in his periection as crowned

with glory and honor, and set over |

the beasts of the field, as earth’s un-
derlord, or king, responsibile only to
the Almighty. (Psalm 8:49.) Sin
disarranged all this; as we have seen,
but God has provided the Redeemer.
His work of a thousand years, the
pouring out of the Holy Spirit upon
the world of mankind, will result in
bringing all the willing and obedient
back to human perfection—to that
which was lost in Adam, and re-
deemed at Calvary.

This does not mean, said the Pastor,
that the Holy Spirit will be forced
upon any; but merely that God’s
Spirit will be available to all flesh,
even to all His servants and hand-
maidéns, in Yproportion to their love
and zeal. So the world’s progress
back to perfection will depend largely
upon their appreciation of the call to
God and of the privileges extended
to them. X

“The gift of God is everlasting life,
through Jesus Christ our Lord.” This
gift will not be given to any except
to those who demonstrate their de-
sire for it, on God’s terms. The wick-
ed will not be granted everlasting life
On the contrary, we read,
“All the wicked will God destroy.”
“It shall come to pass that every soul
that will not obey that Prophet (Mes-
siah) shall be destroyed from amongst
the people.”

Neither does this great generozity
on God’s part in the forgiveness of
sins and provision for the return of
humanity mean that sins of the pres-
ent life will go unnoticed. We may
be sure that it is because we are in-
competent to judge as respects the
guilt and responsibility of others that
the Lord has so strenuously guarded
His people, saying, “‘Judge nothing
before the time.”” We may be sure,
therefore, that .any judgment we

God’s judgment.

In God’s judgment respecting wick-
edness, we perceive that He takes
into account all the.circumstances—
the ignorance, the superstition, the
hereditary taints and weaknesses, ete.
From God’s standpoint any trans-
gression of His Law is sin,- but the
geriousness of the sin depends upon
he wilfulness with which it is com-
mitted. The Lord will deal justly
with all of our race; and the Church,"
associated with Him in glory and in
the work of judging, will then be
fully competent for that appointed
work. So' we read, “Do ye not know
that the saints shall judge the
world?”’—1 Corinthians 6:2.

The Secriptures, therefore, warn
everybody, ‘“Whatsoever a man SOW-
eth that shall he also reap.” This
indicates that our words, our
thoughts, our deeds, all have a bear-
ing upon the future life. While only
the spirit-begotten are yet on trial for
life or death eternal, nevertheless the
world’s words and deeds have either
an elevating or degrading influence
upon their consciences. Accordingly
their opportunity in the future wjlll
find them either lower or higher, with
more or less steps to retrace, in order
to attain the perfection of character
in the flesh.

Surely all who rightly appreciate
the Church’s Pentecost of neprly nine-
teen centuries ago will rejoice to see
the Divine arrangement for the
world’s Pentecost, under Messiah’s
Kingdom. Nor can it do harm to let
the Truth be known. The lack of the
knowledge of the Truth and creedal
misrepresentations have doubtless led
many to despair, and robbed others
of peace as well as joy. By these
means the Heavenly Father’s charac-
ter has been slandered. It is time to
tell the world about the Love of God.
It is time that Christians should re-
member that it was not fear that drew
them to God, but as 8t. Paul declares,
“The love <® Christ constraineth us.”
—9 Corinthians 5:14.
