HUGE MUNITIONS BUSINESS

Mr. J. W. Flevelle, Chairman of the
Imperial Munitions Board, has furnish-
ed the Minister of Finance with a state-
ment showing the extent of the business
in munitions which has been built up
in Canada with the financial assistance
of the Dominion Government. The fig-
ures are very striking as evidencing
both the industrial power of Canada
and the extent to which the present fav-
orable financial and ‘commercial con-
ditions have been created by this gigan-
tic business. The total value of orders
received by the Board is $850,000,000,
which 1s equal to the entire internation-
al trade of Canada (imports and ex-
ports) of 1912. The value of munitions
shipped to April 30th was $470,000,000,
the total disbursements of April 30th
being $543,000,000 The number of em-
ployees is divided as follows:— Head-
quarters staff, 800; inspection, 4,000;
workers, direct and indirect, 250,000 to
300,000, Six hundred and thirty factor-
ies, chemical and loading plants are in
operation in carrying out the orders of
the Board. The products covered by
these orders include shells, and their
