S "APPLES

LAKED APPLES AND PEARS.
Peurs and apples gprinkled with sugar
and baked for‘several hours until red In
A mcouerate oven make a pretty and very
agreeable compote. The syrup should
be bofled up once and poured over the
fruit after it is done.

APPLE TARTS.—Peel, quarter and
cure iuri apples. Line pw tins with
plaiu paste, put In a layec of the quar-
terew apples, sprinkle with two table-

cokiuls of .sugar, a tablespoonful of

nuatnon, a litile flour, and dot with
small iumps of butter. Add two table-
apucrifuls of water and bake in a quick
oven until the apples are tender,

AFPLE JELLY WITH ORANGE.
Tert apples cooked as for jelly; oue cup
Sugar 1o one cup of juice; two oranges,
gru.+- one-fourth of the rind; throw away
tho white part, cut up the pulp in tiny
bite. Cook fifteen minutes. Pour In
Jelly glasses.

APIPLE MERINGUE.—Peel and core
8ix upples, belng careful mot to brealk
them. Put them In a syrug swade of
iwo tablesponfuls of sugar anua two cups
of wator and bake them until they are
tender. Butter a baking dish, put the
applcr in and fill the centres with apricot
jani.. Beat the whites of two e‘?l to a
stuil froth, and a tablespoonful o owW-
dered sugar. Cover the apples complete-
ly with the meringue, put into the oven
and bake until the meringue is brown, or
for about ten minutes.

AFPPLE DUMPLINGS.—FIill the six
cups of & buttered muffin pan with pared
auad spliced red apples, sprinkle delicately
with salt and ad two tablespoodafuls of
water to each cup. 8ift together three
times a cup and a half of flour, one-half
teaspoonful of salt, three leasponnrull of
baking powder, and work in lightly one-
fourtl: cupful of shortening. Mix lu' a
suft dough with one-half cupful of milk.
Drop the dough from a spoon upon the
apples, smoothing It well over each cup.
Bake in a moderately hot oven twenty-
five minutes. Served by inverting the
muffin pans upon a large platter, bring-
ing @e apples uppermost. Upon each
dun:itug place a spoonful of hard sauce
and grate a lttle nutmeg over that.

WOMEN'S RIGHTS,

The womwen uiifrngetté. have reason
to’ rejoice at the vietory gmined by
them in California last week. It is a
step nearer thne goal they are striving
tor, and, whether right or wrong, is
bound to have an influence in their

favor. Another outstanding fadt of last
week in this connection was the sppear-

ance of women delegates at the Metho-,

dist Ecumenical Conference, in Toronto.
Given a seat and a voice in this world’s
Parliament of Methodism, it will be hard
to frame excuses for keeping them out
of the Annual Conferences or the Quar-
terly Board. Not only that, but it gave
these delegates an opportunity to ap-
peal to the reverend fathérs and breth-
ren on behalf of women in general’ Some
of these appeals were not only pathetic
in the extreme, but bristled with argu-
ments in favor of women hnvin\x the
suffrage that have yet to be met® The
statement that “the hand that rocks
the cradle rules the world,” and by im-
glicntion does not need a vote, was met

the query, what about the millions

women who have no cradle to rock,
and what about those who have doma
rocking the cradle. The other stock ar-
gument that women ghould not have a
vote because they cannot fight, was met
by the statement that the time was
coming when the world would emerge
from the barbarism of war, but that in
the meantime woman did her share in
the field of bgitle under the red cross.
They might have gone further, and ask-
ed what about the millions of men—the
aged and infirm, the weakling and the
sickly, who are unfit for war, but still
possess votes. The many disabilities un-
der which women are legally placed, was
a compelling force in making women
take up the role of a suffragette, they
contended, and they felt it to be a “call
of God.” It is noteworthy that none
of the mere men delegates ventured to
cross swords with the ladies.

That the leaven is working in the
Mathedist. Church is seen by a note in
last week’s Christian  Guardian  from
Mrs. Deltor, North Bay, in which she
smys:

“I intended to say that this year there
was a atrong feeling against promising
any specific amount to the trustees of
the church, and that the ladies simply
raise what they could in the ordinary
way, but to make no special efforts,
not that the Board did not appreelate
the Ladies’ Aid and its splendid work,
hut becauvse the Official Board had thus
far failed to recognize by resolniion or
otherwise the right of women to be rep-
resented in our church courts.”

These words mean, if they mean any-
thing, that if argument and appeal will
not give them their rights in the church
they will use coercion. No vote, no
money will be the ultimatum. Apparent-
ly the women are growing tired of col-
lecting money, washing dishes, buying
carpets and such like work. They rep-
resent perhaps the largest halt of the
membership, and they want equal rights
with the men. And they will get

them.

Perhaps the pub-
liec takes up more of the capital,
any event the original invesiment  of
$300,000, probably actually incrensed
somewhat, must earn profits on $3,000,-
000, and support a new-made wmillion-
Aire or two, The public the buyers of
shares and the consumers of the Mmo-
ducts of the merger—must furnish the
wherewithal. At least, those concern-
ed in the flotation take no risks.

There was an -illustration of the op-
eration of this high finance in a snit in
Newark the other day. Action wae tak-
en to compel the cancellation of $10,000,-
000 worth of common stock in the Na-
tional Sugar Refining Co. This stock had
been, it was alleged, issned to the late
Henry Havemeyer without any consid-
eration whatever! In the hearing, testi-
mony was given as to the organization
of this company. The New York Sugar
Refining Co. plant estimated at $1.850,-
000, was put in at $3.000.000, The Mol-
lenhauer plant, valued at $1.258,773, Wiy
put in at $3,000,000, and so on. On the
whole, it is claimed that $10.000.000
worth of ¢common stock issuned to Have-
meyer represented no actual  walue
whatever. It iy bad enough that  the
public should have to pay prices to yield
profits on this fictitions stock;  but
it is still worse to sell to unwary inves-
tors printed certificates which are of
no more value than blank paper. Tt
is high time that governments shonld
move in the direction of protecting in-
vestors qnd the general public against
sich methods of high finauce. They may
be strictly legal; but if so, there is
urgent need for changes in the law.

And who knows but
that by and by we may learn how to
direct electric discharges by wireless so
as to make war practically impossible
—80 a3 to render navy-building useless,
and war ships of either sea or air ob-
solete? When a .boy shall become able
to press a key and send the mightiest
Dreadnought o the bottom by explod-
ing her own maguzines, while she is
many miles distant, or to wreck the
greatest aeroplane, Dreadnoughts and
aeroplanes will be uiore likely to give
Way to reason in the settlement of in-
ternational difficulties. And it seems
as if the building of engines of war will
go om, in spite of labors for peace, till
nations become convinced of the futil-
ity of attempting to outvie each other
in armaments, Perhaps when & warship
eosting twelve millions may, miles from
Iand, be turned into a mmss of twisted
wreckage in a moment, by this mysteri-
oug force, directed by a schoolboy from
shore, naval appropristions may be re-
duced and justice may be exalted.

Eugene Ely Fell Distance
of Fifty Feet.

First Birdman to Land on
Deck of Warship.

Macon, Ga., Oct. 23.—With ten thou-
sand people looking on, Eugcne Ely,
the aviator, fell to his death at the
State Fair grounds this afternoon.
When he struck Ely was terribly erush-
ed, and died eleven minutes later. He
regained  consciousness long enough to
mutter: “l lost control; 1 know I am
going to die.”

Ely was killed while making his
second fiight of che day. He ascend-
ed about three o'clovk ang circled the
fair grounds at a speed of fifty miles
an hour. Ae he was compieting the
circle he wade one of his spectacular
dips, The machine sbot earthward
with great velocity, and the spectators
cheercd, thinking Ky would rise, as
he had done before. But Ely. when
75 feet from the ground, evidently lost
his grip on’the lever. He rose from
his seat. then he jumped and almost
cleared the aeroplane as it struck the
ground. The machine was shattered,
bits of wood and meta! flying hundreds
of feet. FEly himself struck with ter-
rific force, and was partly jeaught
under the wreckage of the machine.

The broken body of the aviator was
removed to his hangar and physicians
summoned, but they could do nothing.

Ely had a premontiion of disaster be-
fore he ascended this afternoon. He
told %his assistants he felt that some-
thing would happen. and asked them to
notify Mrs. Ely. at the St. Marburg ho-
ted, 164 West Fourteenth street, New
York. Thke body will be sent to New
York to-morrow, B

Ely left his wife in New York two
weeks about to come to -Macon te fly
at the Georgia State Fwir.., He had
béen making spectacular flights fer
eight days. To-day he offered te K
at night, painting his agroplane wi

phosphorus so as to make it glow.” “Pfe |

offer was declined. for the reason that
he wanted a . thousand doflars, and
the association thought the sum too
large.

Ely was the firat mesn to alight on
the deck of a warship with an aeroplane.
He flew from land and alighted vpon
the deck of the erniser Pennsylvania,
which was anchored in the San Fran-
cisco bay. He also attempted a flight
from the deck of another warship, which
was anchored in Chesaneace Bav. He
wae born at Davenport, Towa. in 1885.

MAD DOG

Five Cases of Rabies Under
Treatment in Toronto.

Toronto despatch: Rabies has made
its appearance in Toronto and five cases
are now under treatment by the Pro-
vincial Health officers. One dog, which
upon examination was found to bave
suffered from rabies, is responsible for
four of the cases. The animal belonged
to a family in Admiral road, and when
it began to show alarming symptoms
a veterinary surgeon wae call in. While
handling the dog he was bitten. He at
once had it killed and the head sent to
the Provincial Analyst.

The examination showed that rabies
existed and the surgeon went to the
Western Hospital to take the Pasteur
treatment. Two children in the
house and their nurse, who had been
playing with the dog, are being given
the treatment as a precautionary
measure,

The fifth case comes from Ronces-
valles avenue, where a boy was bitten
by a dog suspected of rabies. The
report on the animal’s brain has not
been received, but the boy is being
treated at the Western Hospital.

Young Teacher’s Body Dis-
covered in Riven

Parry Sound Coroner to
Hold Investigation.

Parry Sound, Ont., despatch: The veil
which for the past ten days has sur-
rounded the disappearance of Violet
Bmith, the young Toronto school teach-
er, who disappeared from her boarding
house ct Diilonsport on the 9th instant,

been at last lifted by the discovery
of her body in the Shebashekong river
to-day.  Mr. Brock Batten. of Colling-
wood, who married a sister of the de-
ceased girl. and who has been one of the
most persistent searchers, had about
given up in despair, and yesterday re-
turned to Parry Sound. He had an im-
pression that he should return and
would be successful, and so he wen't
back to the scene of her disappearance,
followed the trail leading to the river,
about haif a mile from her boarding-
house, and with a pike pole began ‘to
make investigation, and after a short
time and about 11.30 this morning. he
found the body ncar the bank at the
point where the trail strikes the river.
Without waiting to remove the body
from the water he. with assistance, at-
tached it to the bank .and without mak-
ing any examination. he at once started
for Parry Sound to relieve the anxiety
in so far as it was possible to do so, by
the mews of the certainty of the fate of
the unfortunate girl.

Dr. Davis, corener, Crown Attorney
Haight and others, will go early to-
morrow and begin an ‘inquest on the
body. A most searching enquiry will
be held. and cverything that can be
dome to clear up the mystery will be
done.

$2,000,000 SURVEY

Boundary Between North-
ern Canada and U. S.

Vancouver, B. C., Oct. 23.—J, D. Craig,
Chief of the Canadian Boundary Survey,
here from Alaska to-day, says the past
few months have been devoted to run-
ning a line along the 141st meridian from
Mt. St. Elias, to the Arctic Ocean, The
survey started this year at the Arctic
Circle and compietea the line to within
thirty miles of the Arctic Ocean. The
work consigts of cutung paths twenty
feet wide through the dense timber, pit-
ting up bronze monuments at average
distances of three iniles apart, and map-
ping the country. The expedition consist-
ed of % men and 200 horses. Canadian
surveyvors composed about hLalf of the
Joint party.

The survey of the boundary between
the northern possessions of the United
States and Canada, 1= costing the two
Governments jointly about $2,000,000. The
work has been going on for the past
fourteen years, but will be completed
probably next year. Work on the 141st
mer!dian has been under wey for the past
five years, With the extension of the
line from Davidson’s Mountaing, where
it was left this year, to the Arctic
Ocean, the entire survey will have been
conmpleted. The Davidson Mountains are
about 8000 feet high and are very rugged
and inaccessible.

AGED MINISTERS

The report showed that the perman-
ent fund amounted to $412,018, and the
special reserve fund to $107,776, of which
$59,058 had been transferred to the per-
manent fund, leaving a balance of $48,-
717, which, with the surplus annual fund
of 1910-11 makes $76,582. Investments
amounted to $93,600, less £5.000 deposit
loan from the church and parsonage
aid fund.

Receipts during the period from July
15, 1910, to July 31, 1911, were $188,578.
an increase of $10,000. The chief amount
was $90,623 for circuits and missions.

Expenditures came to $160,713. There
were 239 ministers’ claims amounting to
$04.248, and 291 widows’ claims, reach-
ing $56,170. The surplus transferred to
special reserve fund was 207804,

BAPTISTS  MEET

It. was added that the bequest of the
late Allen McLean, of the Jarvis Street
Chureh Toronto, made it possible
to add $i0,000 to the remuneration of
graduates in arts in mission fields.

Favotable reports were received from

Woodstock College for men and Moul-
ton College for women.
Chancellor McCrimmon prophesied that
the eming union of othsr Protestant
bodies, would but intensify the /Buptist
position and focue attention on it.

Other speakers ,however, contended
for union within the body and oblivioa
of all past differences, if Baptists were
to.hold their own.

Baptists too often eent their childrea
to the educational institutions of other
bodies, which resulted in a serious leak-
age from the church. They were urged
to be loyal to McMaster, Woodstoek
and Moulton.

Mre, McMaster, widow of Senator
McMaster, who founded McMaster Uni-
versity, and himeelf founded Moulfon Col
lege, and who is 92 years of age, was
present, during part of the educational
debate. As ehe left, on the arm of her
nephew, the assembly rose and applaud-
el her warmly.

Pagtor Sullivan subsequently report-
ed that Mrs. McMaster had said to
him. of Chancellor McCrimmon:

“I can trust that man at the head
of McMaster University.”

1. Based upon God’s mercies. “Thou
hast been favorable” The favor of God
is -the fountain of happiness to nations
as well as to indivi .. There is more
in God to give cheer than in circumstan-
ces to cause distress. Though Cyrus had
proclaimed deliverance to the Jews they
recognized God’s hand in it, and in their
restoration were assured of divine for-
giveness for all past sins. In their cap-
tivity God had marked all their ten-
dency and knew when they were healed
of their tendency to idoltry. Then was
he merciful and extended his power to
bring them out of the land of captivity
to their own land where they could again
enter upon free and open devotion to
God. The thought of all their sins and
the boundless love and mercy of God
filled the mind of the psalmist as he
approached the Lord to ask for his spec-
ial help in their new life in Canaan. He
desired that they might realize the full
blessings of restoration. The public in-
terests lay upon the pesalmist’s heart,
and his prayer was for the great congre-
gation. His sense of their present af-
flictions did not obscure the remem-
brance of former mercies.

II. Based upon man’s present need.
Though a representative number of the
Jews were settled in
they were surrounded by enemies and
many evidences of their weakness were
manifest. They were in a state of deep
distress, such as is described in Ezra and
Nehemiah. For them the psalmist
sought forgiveness and consolation and
prayed for a revival. His prayer ex-
pressed his dependence upon God. his
confidence in God and his .importunity
with God. He looked to him alone as
the source of reviving power and grace,
since he only can speak true peace to
the soul.

III. Based upon God's ideal for man.
When the psalmist reached the height
of his pleading. his soul grew quiet in
the presence of his Maker and he felt
constrained to silence before him. A
patient, attentive, obedient disposition
possessed him and_an expectant, waiting
frame of mind enabled him to graspe
the ideal, the plan of God for his needy
people. The very approach to a true re-
vival was conditioned on a convenant
not to “turn again to folly.” As God
was the fountain of all their iercies,
he must be the centre of all their poys.
God had thought of peace in relation
to his people and fulfilled them in con-
formity with his truth, but always in
harmony with his righteousness. When
mercy, truth and righteousness have a
sovereign influence on men’s hearts and
lives all good maw be expected. Mercy
and faithfulness blend together in all
God’s dealings . with his people, and
righteousness and peace are inseparable
in' their spiritual’ . experiences.  The
divine purpose is to reverse the moral
state of things so long prevaltnt among
mankind. The psalmist foresaw a spir-
itual revival. a new realization of God,
when doubt and weakness should give
place to confidence and strength, when
truth should cover the earth as right-
tousness clothes {he heavens, when
earth and heavens so long alienated in
svimpathy and character shonld be gue.
when man should bear the image of God
and earth should be the reflection of
heaven. A spiritual revival begine as
a personal gmatter and the rame stand-
ard must reach from individunals to na-
tions. What a delight to discover, in-
atead of a world of rebels agzinst God,
a world of loyal subjects! The earth
quickened by the scede of truth and wa-
tered by the raine of righteousness shall
vield her increase. Truth shall spring
up and flourish anc o clothe this low-
er world as to make it the counterpart
of that upper one. As the psalmist wait-
ed before the Lord he grasped the
thonght of fellowship and companion-
ship with God. a place of safety for all
who walk in the “way of his steps.”
There was revealed to him a higher
standard for his people than any previ-
ous experience had reached. His vision
embraced the dispensation of the gospel.
The ‘porsibility of divine life grew bright
before his prayerful soul.

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HOW 8EST TO BLEED POULTRY.

Aside from the common and most ob-
jectionable method of bleeding poultry,
that of chopping or wringing the head
off, two methods are followed by those
wio place the poultry on the market
dressed. One method is the dislocation
of the neck and allowing all the blood to
remair. and be sold with the bird; the
other is that of bleeding in the mouth,
leaving the head on the bird with every
appearance »f being unharmed.

In the practise of these two methode,
the former has peen the more common.

Ther- 18 some objection to it. The bird
killed by this nfeans are unsightly aboul
the head and necy when dressea, an
scnietimes discoloration of the .whole neck
is in evidence. -There is a growing fav-
or tcwards dressing pouiltry that has
been bled.

4n the United States, the pure food
lawe compel the bleeding of poultry. One
needs only Lo see birds killed by euch of
these methods to decide in_favor of
thuse that have been bled. The svoner
the: we In Canada awaken to the fact
tha. poultry should be bled, the better it
tt will be for the industry.

Berore killing by the method now re-
con'mended as the best, the birds are
hung ‘up by the legs for a few minutes
before being bled. Then the incision Is
mnade with a small knife, which severs
the jugular vein, The blood. ‘for the
maoét part comes away  almost instant
aneously. ‘and 1s caught 'ln a small tin,
which 18 hioo~ed Into the bill of the bird.
The knife 1s ‘ned inserted Into the brain
through & small groove between two
boner in the upper part of the mouth
and given 8 mixht twist. Braining the
bird 'lets the feathers go and they then
ceme awav readlly.

This method then is to cut the jugular
vein, walt a minute until the blood is
out. the= turn the knife and bmain the
bird It tae Jhicken squawks and gives
a little duiver on {he knife being inserted
jmto the brain, one knows that he has
toucked the brain. If done right, every
muvecl” in the bod?' relaxes, and as feath-
ers are held by little muscles, they nat-
urally let g0: two draws, one up and one
down and one up on either side of the
breast; the same on the back, legs and
neck, and the feathers are practically all
out.

When through plucking, it is.well to let
the bird hang down ior a little while.
“Ther. when It is taken down, give it a Ht-
tia snap; there will be a. little gurgle and
a “spit” of blod will come away and the
bird will be perfectly clean.—Farm and
Dairy.

THE HORSE.

Fall ploughing and cultivation is heav
work. Be careful to adjust the draft
so tl.at the bearing on the animal's
sjiculder Is true an deven,

Good action in all classes of horses is
generally accompanied by symmetry and
well-balanced proportions.

A cold stable is not necessarily a well-
ventiluted stable. Now is the time to
remedy poorly-ventilated stables, before
the horses go into quarters,

Legzy and ghort-bodied mares should
not he purchased for breeding purposes.
Such mares cannot ve expecied to pro-
dvce large, growthy foals.

Dirty collars and sore shoulders are
ciosely related condltions, Keep the
collar-iinings clean and free from dirt
and perspiration, and thus minimize the
danger of this trouble.

The malin consideration in the feeding
of the newly-weaned colt is to produce
bone and muscle, and keep him growing
vigorously without fattening him.

Ponies are sald to be mueh more intel-
ligent, cunning, tricky and knowing than
lJarge horses, and they develop a more
intimate acquaintairte and friendship
with human beings than Is the case with
horses. What is there that can instil the
irto the youth of the country a greater
love for horses, and, incidentaly,  tor all
doniesticated animals, than the ownership
and care of one of one of those minia
turc horses? If every child was privi-
leged to own, feed and care for ®ne of
these pets, greater interest would soon
be manifested in horses, and these noble
animale wonld receive more intelligent
care and kind trectment.

Wouldn't you glve quite a bit for a tip
as to the disposition of a horse you pur-
pceed buying? Let him be a model in
type, and sound every respect, but If
you .find he . has me viclous habit or
an ugly temper, you will begin to took
for another horse. Now, Isn’'t that
right? J

DISPOSITION.

Although It must be admitted that dis-
poeition is to a certain extent inherited,
yet most vicious tempered horses can
have this ‘temper traced to thoughtless
hancling or ill-treatment as colts, As
vicious a temper can be developed in a
colt through improper handling as was
ever gred Iinto one. Besides, as much
harm can be done by papering as by ill-
trestment. The process of developing an
ug’y disposition, though, usually takes
in al! these treatments, beginning with
pampering, fellowed by teasing, and end-
ing with abuse.

A little thought by the owner or the
grom in handling the colt can maintain
a sweet dispositinn, or hubdue to & cer-

tain extent, an innerited, viclous temper-
ament. Kind but firm management I8
necessiry at 8l times. Never to try to
mako the eolt do anything unreasonabkle,
but se: that he finirhes any training you
undertake to put him through. Give him
enough training with the halter to let
him thoroughly undertsand that he has
to do as you wish; handle his feet and
lezs. and do not allow any wild frisking
while he is being led. Training with
1hese points in view will do much to de-
velop & temperament that sho at least
give a god working horse, n0 matter what
the breeding.—Farmar's Advocate. .ang
Home Jounrnal, .Winnipeg. !
