green fodder ; those who have not, wili
now see the disadvantage of being short
of food just at this season, It is very
easy to secure this-suply of food for the
shortseason, Every farmer has a neglects
ed piece of land, which is bringing in
nothing, and which could be made to pro-
duce a very profitable crop of green feed,
Blich an opportunity should not be
neglected. - Where the supply has been

«th ona table,

pr?vided, a Itheral feed should he given
daily, 1t is & mistake 1o suppose that it

is a waste of food, to feed libetally wow
and that it is better to save the food for
“winter, and spareit at this season, When
any animal is kept short of food, it goes
back rapidly, and more food will be re-
quired to make up this lost ground, than
would have kept the animal in its normal
condition. This is especially true as re-
gardsswine ; if these are pgrajitted to fall
off now, fer lack of foed, they will con-
sume much more than the present gain,
in recovering the loss, Animals that are
intended for fattening, should be kept on
full feed now, and those to be wintered
over, should be kept in good condition,
The old, and true adage, should not be
forgotten, viz : “an animal that is well
summered, is half wintered.”—American
Agrieulturist for September,
