The hotel men say that they 
greatly under estimated the strength of 
the temperance element last year, but 
that the mistake will not be repeated 
next January. A meeting is to be held 
shortly to organize for the fight.

News of the illness of City Engineer 
Macallum. who was suddenly stricken 
with appendicitis yesterday afternoon 
while visiting his sister, Mrs. (Dr.) 
Samuel Johnston, of Carlton street, To­
ronto. came as a shock to the City Hall 
officials here. Mr. Macallum aoparently 
was enjoying his usual good health on 
Saturday and made no complaints about 
feeling ill. He was removed to the 
Toronto General Hospital and operated 
on at 5 o’clock yesterday afternoon. A 
message received last night by Secre­
tary Brennan, of the Board of* Works, 
announced that Mr. Macallum was rest- 

• ing easily. Consulting Engineer Barrow 
will look after the engineering while 
Mr. Macallum is absent.

City Solicitor Waddell ex 
plained to-day that the granting of the 
motion meant that the plaintiffs would 
have to furnish more specific informa­
tion about the bribery and corruption 
alleged and the city will then file its 
reply.

CHICAGO’S NEW 
CHIEF OF POLICE

Pittsburg, Aug. 23.—As a smoke be­
fogged sun rose over‘the dull houses and 
factories of McKee’s Rock early to-day 
nothing except two piles of brick and 
a street littered with broken glass indi­
cated to the casual observer that last 
night one of the bloodiest riots in Penn­
sylvania since the days of the Home­
stead strike had occurred, costing six 
lives and at least seven mortal injuries, 
the result of a six-weeks’-old labor dis­
pute between the Pressed Steel Car Co., 
of Schoenville, and its employees.

From midnight until dawn to-day 
county and State officials searched dark 
alleys and èrowdcd desolate tenements 
for additional wounded men and women. 
Before nightfall it is predicted that the 
death list will total more than a dozen. 
The State’s toll is two dead and one fat­
ally injured. The county lost a deputy 
sheriff, while the striking employees of 
the car company lost five of their lead­
ers—two dead and three fatally injured. 
One woman, wife of a striker, for the 
sake of her husband’s cause, was shot 
in the hack and will not recover. A ltoy 
who stood beside her during a clash be­

tween the State’s troops and the infuri­
ated mob of strike sympathizers, also is 
in danger of death, having been shot 
with a rifle ball.

It is not unlikely that 
militia from the eastern part of Penn­
sylvania will be . ordered to Pittsburg 
within the next 24 hours if conditions 
warrant.

Last night’s rioting came suddenly and 
without warning at the close of a calm 
and peaceful Sunday.

About 9 o’clock strikers were seen to 
gather at the Schoenville end of the Don­
ovan bridge, a viaduct spanning the 
Pittsburg & Lake Erie tracks. Suddenly 
it was rumored that a number of strike 
breakers 'were being l vr ought from the 
city into the plant. Pickets were im­
mediately doubled. Every car that came 
from the city was held up.

RATTER BREAD.
Two cupfuls of meal, one heaping 

spoonful of lard, a pihcli of soda, one 
teaspoonful of salt. Scald your meal 
thin with milk, add two eggs beaten un­
til light, and hake in a greased pan for­
ty minutes.

SOFT CORN BREAD.
Two cupfuls of corn meal, yellow; two 

tablespoonfuls of butter, one teaspoon- 
ful of salt, four cupfuls of boiling wa­
ter. yolks of six eggs, beaten light; 
whites of six eggs, beaten to a froth and 
stirred in last.

Rake in buttered dish twenty minutes. 
This makes a nice dish for the children’s 
luncheon.

SALT RISING BltEAl).
This recipe is unfailing:
Slice two medium potatoes thin, add 

to them two tahlcsponnfuls of corn meal, 
one teaspoonful of sugar, one-half tea­
spoon ful of salt. Pour over this txvo tea- 
cupfuls of boiling water and place in 
warm palcc oxer night.

In the morning stir and strain out po­
tatoes, and to one pint of the liquid add 
one teaspoon ful of soda and one-lmlf 
teaspoonful of salt. Thicken xvith flour 
and place in warm xvater to rise, then 
proceed as in any salt-rising bread, and 
the result trill lie most gratifying.

KEEPING VEGETABLES CRISP.
Wash your green vegetables, such as 

lettuce and spinach, inclose in covered 
dish and let stand. Vegetables treated 
in this manner will keep fresh and crisp 
for days.
TO TIGHTEN LID ON GLASS JAR.
Break white of an egg into a saucer 

and dip the rubber and lid of the jar 
into the egg and place them upon the 
jar and tighten and there will be no 
danger of the fruit fermenting.

TO PEEL TOMATOES.
To peel tomatoes without scalding 

rub the back of a knife over the entire 
surface of the tomato,1 thus separating 
the thin skin from the tomato. Break 
the skin at the stem part and gently 
pull it away from the tomato. In this 
way tomatoes may be prepared without 
the semi-cooked taste which scalding 
gives them.

FARM I
RESULTS OF CO-OPERATIVE EX­

PERIMENTS WITH AUTUMN 
SOWN CROPS.

Four hundred and $en farmers 
throughout Ontario conducted experi­
ments xvith autumn sown crops during 
the past year. Reports have been re­
ceived from thirty-six of the counties 
of the province. Those counties which 
furnish the greatest number of good re­
ports of successfully conducted experi­
ments were Middlesex. Huron. Brant, 
Norfolk and Muskoka. The experiment­
ers deserve much credit for the good 
xvork which they have done, not only 
for themselves, but for the farmers gen­
erally. Average results of the carefully 
conducted co-operative experiments with 
autumn sown crops are here presented 
in a very concise form.

Winter Wheat—Four varieties of win­
ter wheat were distributed last autumn’ 
to those farmers who wished to test 
some of the learing varieties on their 
oxvn farms. The average yield per acre 
of straw and of grain are as follbws: 
Imperial Amber. 1.4 tons. 24.1 bushels; 
Abundance. 1.3 tons. 23.9 bushels; Bul­
garian. 1.2 tons, 21.9 bushels, and 
Nigger. 1.4 tons. 21.9 bushels.

The Imperial Amber gax*e the greatest 
yield per acre in the co-operative experi­
ments throughout Ontario in 1907 and 
in 1908. as well as in 1909. It also came 1 
first in popularity with the experi­
menters in each of these years. The 
Imperial Amber will again he distri­
buted throughout Ontario this autumn 
as one of the varieties for co-operative 
experiments. We distributed the Daw­
son's Golden Chaff for co-operative ex­
periments throughout Ontario in each 
of twelve years, hut not within the last 
three years. According to extensive 
inquiries which we have made this year 
the Dawson's Golden Chaff is still the 
most popular and the most extensively 
grown variety of winter xvheat in the 
province.

Winter Rye—The average yield of 
grain per acre of each of three varieties 
of winter rye. distributed in the autumn 
of 1908, is as follows: Mammoth xvhite, 
28.1: Common. 22.1. and Washington, 
19.6. In the experiments throughout 
Ontario the Mammoth White surpassed 
the Common rye by n average of fixe 
bushels per acre in 1907, 5.4 bushels per 
acre in 1908. and six bushels per acre 
in 1909.

Fertilizers xvith Winter Wheat— In 
the co-operative experiments with dif­
ferent fertilizers applied to winter wheat 
the average yields of grain per acre for 
fixe years are as follows: Mixed fer­
tilizer. 25.2 bushels; nitrate of soda. 23.8 
bushels; muriate of potash. 22.9 bush­
els. and superphosphate. 22.7. bushels. 
The unfertilized land gave a^i average 
of 19.9 bushels per acre. The super­
phosphate was applied at the rate of 
320 pounds and the muriate of potash 
and the nitrate of soda each 100 pounds 
per acre. The mixed fertilizer con­
sisted of one-third of the quantity of 
each of the other three fertilizers here 
mentioned. The usual co*t of the fer­
tilizers as used in this experiment is 
between $4 and $5 per acre.

Fodder Crops—In each of six years 
the seed of hairy vetches ami xvinter 
rye has been distributed throughout 
Ontario for co-operative experiments in 
testing these crops for fodder purposes, j 
In the average of six years’ expevi- | 
ments. the hairy vetches produced slight- j 
!y the largest yield of green fodder per 1 
acre, hut in 1909 the largest yield was I 
produced by the xvinter rye.

ANTS PROTECT PLANT.

How They'Defend It Against Leaf De­
stroying Insects.

A standing army of ants for defensive 
purposes is kept and provided with food 
by a sensitive plant of Nicaragua. In 
this acacia there are two large thorns 
at the base of each leaf inhabited by 
colonies of ants which l»ore into the 
thorns and make a home for themselves 
by eating out the soft inner tissue. On 
the leaf stalks there are honey glands, 
and at the tip of en eh leaflet there is a 
sausage shaped body, about as large as 
a pin’s head, consisting of albuminous 
food. The ants sip the nectar and eat 
the food bodies, and being contented 
with their lot, remain on the plant with­
out doing it any injury.

Whet the plant is threatened by an 
invasion of leaf cutting ants, which 
would damage it. the ants composing 
the plant's army or police force rush out 
and repel the intruders. Many similar 
arrangements exist in tropical plants,

In one of the most remarkable of 
these ant plants the female ant bits a 
hole in the stem and brings up her 
brood inside it. The stalk of each leaf 
is swollen at its base and bears food 
bodies which are eaten by the ants 
when they emerge to find for them­
selves. As the old food bodies are eaten 
new ones are formed, thus keeping the 
ants, which are of a fierce disposition, 
in the plant’s employment. Plants of 
the same species which do not happen 
to Ik? inhabited by ants fall an easy 
prey to leaf cutting kinds of ants, which 
are only too plentiful in the tropics. 
In other cases the defensive ants are 
provided only with shelter in cavities 
of the stem, and various naturalists 
have observed that these ants pour out 
in troops whenever leaf cutting enemies 
attempt to attack the foliage.

The ants which thus defend these 
plants are small, but sting with extreme 
virulence, their small size making them 
the more formidable. The leaf cutting 
ants cut off the leaves and pile them 
up in heaps, forming a sort of kitchen 
garden of leaf mould, upon which they 
cultivate a fungus belonging to the 
mushroom family. They sow the spheres 
of the mushroom and make a pure cul­
ture of the fungus, nibbling at it to pre­
vent the development of mushroom 
heads and thus promote the .growth of 
spawn. Chicago Tribune.

MICHIGAN ISLAND.

Rises From Lake Orion Every Summer 
and Sinks Every Winter.

One of the deepest mysteries to be 
found in this part of the State is the 
island that every summer comes to the 
surface of Lake Orion over beyond Park 
Island, and every winter goes back again 
to the depths from whence it arose.

Its period of appearance and disap­
pearance are nearly regular. It comes 
to the surface along about the middle of 
August and goes down again about Feb­
ruary 15. What causes it to act. thus 
strangely is a conondrum that none has 
been able to solve, and the best efforts 
that have l>een put forth to keep it with 
us or compel it to remain in the depths 
have been alike without results.

On one occasion a number of farmers 
and teamsters resolved to put the island 
out of the floating business. In their 
efforts to do so they hauled many loads 
of stone and deposited them on it dur­
ing the early part of the winter, believ­
ing that when it went down in February 
it would go down for good, weighted as 
it was with the stones. But the follow­
ing August saw it bob up serenely from 
below—minus its load of stones.

At another time an effort was made to 
keep it on the surface and it was chain­
ed to the surrounding country with 
heavy log chains. When its time for de­
parture came it departed—and the log 
chains departed with it. The log chains 
were never recovered.

The island is composed of soft mud 
and rushes, and there are some sceptical 
souls who attribute its formation and 
appearance and disappearance to the 
gathering of vegetation in one spot by 
the currents of the lake and its subse­
quent decay.—Lake Orion «correspond­
ence Detroit News-Tribune.

Cutting Iron by Gas.
Most of our young folks have seen 

pictures projected on a screen by an 
oxhydrogen “limelight” stereopticon. In 
this double, “magic lantern” a bright 
light is produced by the intense heat 
of burning oxygen and hydrogen to­
gether against a small cylinder of lime. 
The heat makes the lime shine very 
brightly, on the same principle that a 
piece of iron glows when the black­
smith takes it from his forge. Though 
this familiar fqrm of burning gases is 
very hot. it is far excelled in heat by 
burning acetylene (a gas) in oxygen.

This intense heat has recently been 
used in a marvellous tool, the results of 
which seem almost if not quite like 
magic. The Davis-Bournonville Com­
pany has perfected a torch that burns 
oxygen and acetylene together, and 
makes it convenient to apply this in­
tense heat in cutting off or welding

Running this penlike flame across a 
thick sheet of iron melts a very narrow 
strip and cuts it off about as you might 
cut a sheet of ice with a red-hot poker. 
It will also melt the edges of two sheets 
or blocks of iron and enable a mechanic 
to fasten them together easily. Huge 
iron eastings that have lieen broken may 
be repaired bv running the flame around 
the edges of the fracture and “sticking” 
them together. From the mechanical 
point of view the possible uses of this 
new tool are very many. * * * The
intensely hot flame melts a narrow open 
space through a piece of iron, even up 
to half an inch thick, almost ns easily 
as would a red-hot wire melt through a 
very thin sheet of ice.—From “Nature 
and Science” in September St. Nicholas.

Money in Rats.
The only good rats are dead rats. 

Alive, the rat carries disease. Dead, it 
may have a commercial value. The skin 
is fine material for book covers and for 
making purses and photograph frames. 
It may also be. used in the manufacture 
of gloves for women, ami in several of 
the great cities the rat killing industry 
is assuming proportions. The rat in Scan­
dinavia, as well as the species known as 
the Norwegian, a big, bothersome rodent 
because of its fighting proclivities, is par­
ticularly valuable for the purposes nam­
ed. The bodies can be converted into 
fertilizing material. Thus, in many com­
mercial centres abroad, is the rat being 
killed by the many thousands not be­
cause it is a menace to public safety, 
but because uses have been found for the 
heretofore worthless hide. The time may 
come when the rat will be hunted assid­
uously in this country, not only because 
of the money that’s in it, but because it 
is our enemy.—Indianapolis News.

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pTURAL, NOT PASTEURIZED.
? A contemporary in speaking of the 
%vork of the Hamilton Milk Commission, 
£which attracted the notice of the Pro- 
uncial Commissioners on Friday, falls 
into the error of treating the work as 
one of pasteurization, describes how the 

/milk is “pasteurized and treated,” and 
compares the local methods with those 
of the Straus system in New York. It 
^particularizes that the Hamilton plant 
• “lias small bottles which are filled with 
jthe pasteurized fluids,” whereas at the 
(Straus plant “pasteurization is done af­
ter the bottles are sealed.” The mis­
take is a radical one. Ne-pasteurization 
is carried on at the Hamilton plant. The 
object of the local Commission is to fur­
nish clean, wholesome milk, from healthy 
cows—milk obtained and handled under 
Such sanitary conditions that it is safe 

(without pasteurization. The process of 
"pasteurization is always a detriment to 
jmilk that is clean and pure, although, 
'well done, it is a safeguard in the case 
Jof contaminated milk. Imperfectly done, 
it is a delusion ; and it can never serve 
to make contaminated milk equal to 
,clean, rich milk from healthy cows that 
is handled in a sanitary man 
ner. The clean, rich milk is 
what is being furnished to 
Hamilton babies through the local 

, Commission’s efforts. And the work it 
is doing, at no small cost of trouble and 
expense, will have an educative effect 
or* the dairy industry of the locality, be­

dsides conserving infant life.

WINNIPEG PIQUED.
Professor Marshall, of Queen's Uni­

versity, who has been travelling in the

ÎVest, is contributing a series of letters 
o the Kingston Standard. He naturally 
demotes a good deal of attention to the 

jcitv of Winnipeg, and some of his ex­
pressed views have aroused the wrath 
of the denizens of that city. One para­

graph in particular has created much re­
sentment. It is as follows:

“Winnipeg is in my opinion the most 
parasitic city on the continent. It 
^exists in virtue of its power of tak 
Jug toll on the incoming settler and his 
outgoing grain. It has no manu­
factures. The power to take toll de­
pends on possessing a stand and its 
fortunes are inland and. therefore, to 
V certain extent unrealized. As long 
4* an increasing stream of immigration 
fikeeps coming in and an increasing 
’stream of wheat going out, the posses­
sion of a stand enabling you to toll this 
,yill be valuable. But let there be n 
•frheck to immigration, as last year, and 
;even the richest people are badly put to 
"Jt for ready money. I was told that, even 
the millionaires last winter bought safe­
ty razors to save barber’s fees.”
| In closing one of his letters, the Pro­
cessor discusses the' future of the prairie 
<4ty and again treads on dangerous 
ground. He says:

“As to the future of the city I should 
.think the estimate a liberal one which 
tlooks forward to a doubled population. 
<Tf there is any gateway to the West it 
\n Fort William, where the grain must 

-leave the rails for vessels. As a mere 
^distributing and financial centre, Winni- 
_peg may easily l*e rivalled bv half a 
pdozen other more Western centres. She 
>hn;i no doubt » great advantage in he- j 
fling first, with ground, but there is not a j 
gibing which she has which might not as 
bwrlt have branches farther west, while 
' whatever manufactures the West will 
-have are more.likely to be in the midst 
of the coal belt than a thousand miles 

•farther east.”
His opinions and his prophesies call 

t forth from the Winnipeg Free Press 
nVery warm expressions of dissent. It 

/Fsays that “It is to he said Of Professor 
^Marshall that he has distinguished him 
£*elf by demonstrating the unreliability 
jof the dictum that prophecy is the 
xmost gratuitous form of error ; he has 

signalized his recent visit to Winnipeg 
yby indulging in prophecy and by eom- 
vmitting at the same time a more gratui- 
' tons error than the most mistaken pre­
diction could turn out to be.” The Free 
?Press takes particular exception to Win 
Lnipeg being represented as lacking in 
^manufactures. It points out that while 
‘^Winnipeg had in 1001 only $R.($lfi,24R of 
a manufacturing output, according to a 

( census bulletin it. had in 1000 increased 
that output to $19.983.200 worth.

^ That certainly shows that Prof. Mar- 
shell's statement larks something. Win­
nipeg will have her share of manufac­
tures, although we fancy her greatness 

iwill probably always be commercial. She 
-will be the capital of a very large and 
‘ rich territory, and as such will naturally 
‘to some extent manufacture to supply 
Its heeds. Our contemporary looks for­
ward to Winnipeg outstripping Hamil­
ton as a manufacturing centre by 1011. 
That is probably a too sanguine expec­
tation. Hamilton’s manufacturing fit- 
ttire is well assured. But Winnipeg has 
no cause to doubt the future. It holds 

;for her great things. A quarter of a 
century ago, and many times since, the 
Times expressed its opinion that Winni­
peg would ere long become one of the 
greatest cities of Canada. We held that 
view when few had confidence in Winni- 
■peg or the west, and we have never 
doubted. There will be other great cit­
ies in the prairie country and west of 
the Rockies, but It will probably be 
.«tuny years before any of them will 
•natch the prilhacy from her.

CERTIFIED PATRIOTS.
' The Imperial Maritime League i* evi- i 
dcntly patriotic, after a manner. The 
two gentlemen who are at the head of 
the movement evidently regard them­
selves as commissioned to save the Brti 
Tab Empire from everlasting ruin. Their 
.opinion of the millions of their country­
men does not seem to be of the most 
complimentary Character. They send 
out a booklet intended to arouse the 
patriotism of the people and to con- 
-found the Liberals generally, and the 
Nonconformists in particular, and they

solemnly challenge attention by this 
legend :

•‘May the League be Yet in Time to 
Save the Empire.

“Lord God of Hosts! Be with us yet! 
Judge of the Nations! Spare us yet! 

“Lest we Forget! ! !

Hard as t-hey are on the Germans, 
they are still more severe on the Non­
conformists, “whose God is Lloyd- 
George,” and whom they would have 
hurled into the sea. These gentle pat­
riots thus proceed to give us a hint of 
the motives of their “patriotism”:

“If the overshadowing imminence of 
the latter peril were fully realized by 
that portion of the people of the Unit­
ed Kingdom which still retains virility, 
the instinct of self-preservation might 
well tempt them to displace toy force the 
present Government, and to impose, by 
force, their will ou the anti-patriotic 
and degenerate part of the nation. The 
great mass of the Radicals and the So­
cialists, who compose this part., would 
then be reduced to a condition analogous 
to a state of slavery, which is, as al­
ready said, an historic fact—that is to 
say, in all known human experience— 
the natural state of men who will not. 
or cannot, fight. Since the conquest of 
this country by Germany, which is now 
a near contingency, would impose on 
them (and, unhappily, upon us all I a 
far more serious state of subjection, the 
forcible eviction from office of the unfit, 
would seem a course of action merciful 
to themselves.”

A pretty state of things, isn’t it? 
But there is more to tell. They go on 
to inform us that the army is a sham, 
that “the miserable and grievous truth 
is that the navy has become a sham, 
too.” They a4k us to believe that the 
magnificent fleets recently reviewed, to 
the wonder of the world, consist of “col­
lections of decrepit ships, lines of crip­
ples waiting at anchor, cripples with 
their hatches closed over degenerating 
machinery,” that they were metaphor­
ically, if not actually, a display of 
"painted ships upon a painted ocean.” 
And the agonized hope is expressed that 
“the actual footstep of an invader" may 
arouse the British nation from “the 
sleep of fools.”

Surely that ought to l>e alarmist 
enough to suit the greatest of sh-outers 
for Dreadnoughts. There is a danger, 
however, that the heads of the move 
ment, Mr. Harold Frazer Wyatt and Mr.
L. Graham H. Horton-Smith, have some­
what overdone their part. Wyatt was 
once prominent in the Navy League, but 
his blood current seems to have been 
toe turbulent for that organization. He 
and Smith—beg pardon, Horton-Smith— 
have evidently set out on their own ac­
count to save the Empire. For five shil­
lings a year, cash in hand, any Briton 
may escape from a nation of fools and 
become an Empire-saving patriot wear­
ing the Imperial Maritime League brand, 
certified by these Empire savers and 
duly privileged to denounce the Liberal 
British Government, the Nonconform­
ists, and the German people alike. Get 
your Lags early,

UNEMPLOYMENT.
“At this distance the adoption of tar­

iff reform seems the obvious course for 
the British public to pursue. Moderate 
protection will furnish work for many 
of the unemployed, place a great deal of 
idle land under crops, give the Govern­
ment a lever with which to force con­
cessions in foreign markets, and enable 
it to extend a preference to the other 
States of the Empire.”—Toronto News.

In an article in this month’s “The Na­
tional Review,” entitled “Protection and 
Unemployment, Mr. J. A. Hobson deals 
in a very clear manner with the claim 
that protection furnishes employment 
to the unemployed. His argument leads 
to conclusions the very opposite of 
those stated hv the News, and the mis­
leading nature of the position assumed 
by it can best l>e shown by quoting the 
final paragraph of the article, as fol-

There is no escape from the logic of 
this chain of economic causation. A tar­
iff designed to cure unemployment must 
keep out foreign goods, not tax the for­
eigner; since foreign goods when they 
entered were ex hypothosi cheaper, their 
exclusion must cause a rise of prices for 
the entire supply in the home market; 
if, then, any of the employment in these 
trades is to be cured, it can only be by 
dix ci ting some expenditure from other 
tr.vvs into these protected trades, and 
so shNting the unemployment from the 
latter into the former group of trades. 
This process of inducing consumers to 
buy protected goods in subsidized trades, 
iunload of free goods in unsubsfdized 
trrdes. involves a reduction in the aver­
age efficiency of our national industries, 
and a double reduction of real wages, 
partly to correspond with the reduction 
of the national product, partly because a 
smaller share of the profit will tie ob­
tainable by labor. Reduced efficiency 
of labor will occasion a reduction in 
the volume of our most important sta­
ple industries, will cheyk our export 
trade through rise of prices, and will 
drive an increased quantity of capital 
and labor to seek employment, in other 
countries, thus lesseing the aggregate of 
employment in tills country.

Mr. Hobson also says :
For simplicity of reasoning Î have so 

far contented myself with proving that 
a tariff can do nothing to reduce the 
aggregate amount of unemployment. 
But in fact it is not difficult to see that 
a tariff, imposed so as to keep out for- 

.eign goods and thus to increase employ­
ment- for home xvorkers in these trades, 
must result in reducing the total quail 
tity of employment inside the national 
area. For, in as far as it enhances em­
ployment in the protected trades at the 
expense of employment in the unprotect­
ed trades a tariff takes labor from rela 
lively more productive work to put it 
into less productive work.

Mr. Hobson might have added that in 
the ultimate it is goods that buy goods, 
and if protection forces the manufacture 
of an article at home that could be 
manufactured to better advantage 
abroad the goods that would Imve 
been made to be exchanged for them 
would not be made, with the result that 
labor would be forced into a less remu­
nerative and profitable channel.

Public Works Act arbitration clauses 
apply to the acquiring of easements tor 
the transmisison line. The Globe says:

When some of the farmers along the 
line were reluctant to accept the prices 
determined by the Commission the de­
fect in the legislation became apparent. 
The Commission determined to get over 
it by notifying the owners that the sums 
tendered were “deemed by the Commis­
sion to be reasonable value,” and that 
in case of refusal the question would* be 
“submitted to arbitration, as provided 
in the Act, respecting public works in 
Ontario." In this notice, according to 
the Canada Law Journal, the Commis­
sion “pretends it has power which it 
knows it has not.” It is further char­
acterized as "a clear misrepresentation 
and suggest!o falsi.” Under the law, 
according to the same authority, there 
can be no such arbitration. The Canada 
Law Journal puts it mildly in declaring 
that any citizen, high or low, intelligent 
or ignorant, lias a right to suppose that 
a document emanating from a Govern­
ment office is trustworthy. Dealing 
with the Government, a citizen should 
not feel the necessity of submitting doc­
uments to legal scrutiny.

But the Hamilton Herald can remedy 
all the Commission's blunders by declar­
ing that the Globe, the I-aw Journal and 
all other objectors are “liars.”

Walter Wellman's polar balloon has 
burst, likewise his hopes, which for tit 
teen years he has cherished of being the 
first to reach the north pole.

SPOKE TO THE 
YOUNG FOLKS.

Interesting Sermon In Central 
Methodist Church.

That the facts of religion are real, 
and therefore ae students we have as 
much right to take notice of religious 
as any other facts waa the thought em­
phasized by Rev. Isaac Couch in a ser­
mon to young people at Central Meth­
odist Church last night. A lot of people, 
seemingly good fellows, did not look at 
it in this way, he said, and had objec­
tions—objections that were not very 
deep when examined. One excuse many 
people made was that there were a lot 
of fellows in the church they did not like. 
Mr. Couch agreed with them. The same 
thing might apply to singers as well as 
Christians, and to amost every side of 
life, but it was no legitimate reason for 
remaining out of the church. There 
were those, too, who objected because 
the church routine was monotonous and 
had not enough ife. This was one ol 
the very reasons why the people who 
shunned the churches on this account 
should throw in their lot with them. 
Mr. Couch admitted that in religious 
work there are many things unpleasant, 
but this was no reason why we should 
abstain from entering ourselves. Reli­
gious life, insisted the speaker, required 
keeping up like anything else. People 
could not keep it up by just dabbling in 
it occasionally any more than they could 
learn Greek or Hebrew in a week. They 
must make a business of it.

Many of those outside the church 
complained that the word of God was a 
dull book. Parts of it are. Some have 
to do with history that does not con­
cern the world to-day. It was not a 
book, however, but a library of many 
books, and to say that all are dull is 
not correct. Those people who declared 
that they preferred Shakespeare’s and 
Tennyson’s work to the Bible iorgot 
that these authors burrowed very large­
ly from the Bible. After all, there was 
no absolute connection between the 
Christian life and the Bible. There were 
many Christians before the Bible. Dis­
cussing the doubts of young people on 
matters of religion, Mr. Couch declared 
that if we remained true to ourselves 
we must be right in the end. In reli­
gion, after all. the great question was 
not to think, but to do. Botany is not 
to be learned in the pages of book's, but 
out of the leaves and flowers and the 
things of nature. So with religion, it 
was not in the things that are dry, but 
in human life. What difference does it 
make In a man when he becomes a 
Christian? His answer to this was 
that it made one a straight man, help­
ful to other men, an individual element 
reforming politics and commercial life. 
Mr. Couch made an earnest appeal tor 
the strong ones to throw in their lot 
with the Christian church. They should 
not be content to leave Christianity to 
a lot of weaklings.

Germany’s State-Owned Roads 
Charges Are Very High.

Montreal, Aug. 23.—"Of all the rail­
ways I have studied on this trip, I 
have found none better than the In­
tercolonial. Let the Intercolonial be 
fun by the Government, along the 
t|me lines as a private corporation 
would operate it and it would pay.”— 
Hon. G. P. Graham.

The Minister of Railways and Can-

earlv this morning. He was just re­
turning from a trip of several weeks' 
study of the different systems of rail­
way management.

"Railway men in England are in­
clined to think that we have given our 
railway commission here entirely too 
much authority over rates,” remarked 
Mr. Graham. "It astonishes them. Of 
course. I explained that conditions 
here were very different from those 
in England, but still they could not 
understand how any body should be 
jgven such wide and absolute powers.”

Germany supposed to have the ideal 
system of state-owned railways, came 
in for special study. Contrary to the 

. idea popularly hold here. Mr. Graham 
explained, that by state owned it was 
not meant that they were owned by 

, the Empire and controlled by the Fed- 
ieral government, but were owned by 
each of the individual states and op­
erated by them. Prussia having one 
system, Bavaria another, Wurtemburg 
another and so on. For through traf­
fic. however, the rolling stock of one 
line was run through on the railroad 
of the other states.

"The state-owned roads are well 
. managed and are very good in every 
way. Their passenger rates run a lit­
tle above ours, but their freight rates 
considerably above. The railways pay 
big dividends to their respective 
source of revenue. In Prussia the 
freight rates could be cut in two and 
still there would be a profit.

"Now in Canada.” said the Minis­
ter. "the people wouldn't stand for 
anything like that. They would de­
mand that they get the benefit and 
that the rates be cut down until there 
is no profit.

"There is not nearly so much pub­
licity given the operations of those 
roads as there is of the Intercolonial.” 
he continued. "I claim, as I said in 
the House last winter, that the In­
tercolonial is being run under a great­
er handicap than any railway I know, 
in that the details of its purchases, 
the prices and the names of the deal­
ers are given and published broad­
cast, giving those dealers chances to 
form petty combines and force up the

"Then the tender system is not al­
ways the best. I find that in Ger­
many no such details are given. The 
operation of the railway is discussed 

B in the Langstag, but there is no such 
demand for petty details of adminis­
tration. The railway is managed by 
a railway man who enjoys the trust 
of the Minister who is ovef the rail­
way department. He is responsible 
for the men under him, just as in 
the case of a private corporation. He 
is expected to get results' and in al­
most every state in Germany, there 
are good financial results.

"So the Intercolonial should be run. 
No private corporation would make 

fi its whole business public because it 
would give the competing road a big 
advantage. The Intercolonial^ has to 
compete with such corporations and 
to do so successfully she should be 
run on similar business lines.”

SENATOR GIBSON.

minion of Canada. They were all proud 
of him and welcomed him there that 
day. It was by the indomitable pluck 
and grit of sueh sons of our own nation 
that «be retained the supremacy she had 
to-day. H% had much pleasure in intro­
ducing Senator Gibson. (Applause.)

Senator Gibson, who was cordially 
received, said that that gathering 
brought to his mind the earliest days of 
his political campaign in Canada, when 
they had to go into the bpen air in the 
little towns where there were no build­
ings sufficiently large to hold all the 
people who came to the meetings, whe­
ther of his political faith or the faith of 
the other feljow. He was delighted and 
highly honored with that mark of dis­
tinction at the hands of the people of 
his own locality, and to be able to say 
a few words to his ain folk. Flowers 
such as were to be seen inside the 
marquee did the people of £hat locality 
a great deal of credit. Looking back to 
his boyhood lie recalled the feeling of 
refinement that the presence of flowers 
gave in a certain degree in the old 
academy. But as flowers were practi­
cally unknown in the town of Peter­
head the boys had to go to the country 
to procure them, of course with the 
approval of the rectors of the day. The 
boys of that day were well acquainted 
with the kind ladies who were always 
willing to give them of their store of 
flowers to‘decorate the academy. There 
were others who were not so kind-, but 
as in the vase of the Scotchman who 
gave the advice to his son to get money 
honestly if lie could, but to get it, they 
got the flowers. (Laughter.) One could 
not h<dp a feeling of gladness when 
passing through their large cities to see 
the little plots beautifully decorated 
with flowers, aud even those who were 
not in very comfortable circumstances 
in the larger areas of population had 
at least a few flowers in their little 
windows. He was glad to say that 
within his recollection the finest flower 
shown at a London exhibition had been 
grown on a window sill in the city of 
London,e which* showed that it was not 
quantity but quality that won distinc­
tion. It would be hard to Wat the ex­
hibition they were about to hold that 
day. It did credit to those who had 
brought their products there, no doubt 
after a great deal of hard work and 
care and attention, and he was sure it 
would meet with recognition and ap­
proval. (Applause.) He happened to 
have the pleasure the other day of 
meeting Mr. Hutchison, of Cairngall,and 
he was telling him of the delightful 
time he spent one day last year with 
that dear old Mr. Davidson, his gar­
dener. On visiting the Cairngall gar­
dens ho had asked1 Mr. Davidson if the 
gentry were at home and if he was an 
intruder, and Mr. Davidson had told 
him to never mind, as he could take 
anybody around the place. Nobody had 
Wen there so long as he had been, ns he 
had been 57 years at Cairngall. Where, 
the Senator asked, did they in 
this day get Davidsons of that 
ilk—(applause). Those of them who en­
joyed the luxury of having a garden 
knew that although the garden might be 
theirs the flowers belonged to the gar­
dener—(laughter). It looked like sacri­
lege to destroy the beautiful work they 
hud done so much to produce. In his 
own country, he meant Canada, flowers 
grew in great profusion, as well as fruits 
of all kinds, as many of them were 
aware. Last year w-lien lie was over 
here he happened to stroll into a fruit 
store in Aberdeen, and there he saw in 
a little basket, beautifully laid up in tis­
sue paper, two peaches. One of them 
winked at him as much as to say “Take 
me away.” He asked the shop girl what 
they were, and she replied that they 
were peaches. On inquiring their price 
she said they were one-and-sixpence each. 
Well, if they would come over to where 
they lived in Cqnadu they could get a 
bushel of peaches for that money. Grapes 
grew there in the open, and were sold 
for about a halfpenny a pound. That 
would give them some idea of how pro­
fuse and prolific fruit was in Canada. 
He found, however, that their people 
did not appreciate the advantages they 
had and the things given them so much 
as did those things which required a 
great deal of care and attention. In 
Canada everything was done by the Gov­
ernment for the benefit of the Agricul­
tural and the horticultural classes. They 
had experimental farms from which re­
ports were made monthly, and where 
the farmers could go at any time to get 
information with regard to the different 

- kinds of seeds suitable for the various

kinds of soil, and that saved them not 
only a great deal of trouble but a great 
deal of expense, besides getting to know 
that, certain things would grow under 
certain conditions. In addition to "that 
they had their eoM storage system, so 
that the farmer might keep his fruits* 
until such time ae they were fit for 
shipment. Then they had their agri­
cultural colleges. There their young 
ladies were taught domestic ecieoee. and 
their young men were taught agriculture 
on scientific principles. If they were 
willing to work they were allowed so 
much a day, so that a young man who 
went there to learn farming, if he was 
industrious, could make as much money 
as not only pay for his college fees but 
put him in a position to take up farm­
ing at the end of his college course. 
Everything was done for the benefit of 
the former in Canada, and he sometimes 
wished that it were done a little more 
in the old country at the present time. 
They had also dairy stations where milk 
was taken from the farmer at so much a 
gallon, and if the farmer should send to 
the dairy farm milk that would not beer 
the butter fat test he was fined. Some 
of their farmers who had done so were 
known as “skim-milk farmers”—(laugh 
ter). Flower culture had got to be si 
most a necessity in Canada. In some 
parts of Canada—Brampton, for in­
stance, where they had glhss houses 
seven acres in extent—flowers were 
grown very extensively and sent to all 
the large cities in Canada and to many 
in the United States every day. In Can 
ada it would be an offence almost be­
yond forgiveness if. at dinner or other 
‘parties, the table decorations were not 
os minutely described as the" dresses ojr 
the ladies. He threw out the hint to 
the Peterhead lad*’* that when giving 
five o’clock tea—“pink tea," as they call­
ed it in Canada—they should see that 
the floral decorations were as minutely 
described as their dresses were—Ai laugh­
ter and applause). Haring told a hum 
oroue story apropos of brevity in speech­
making, Senator Gibson said he wished 
every success to the opening of the ex­
hibition and continued success on the 
two days it was to remain open, and said 
he had much pleasure in opening the 
flower show of Peterhead—(loud ap­
plause).

Ex-Baillie Booth, in proposing a rote 
of thanks to Senator Gîtwon, said he 
was ever ready and willing to do what 
was required of him. Probably he was 
so much accustomed to doing such things 
on the other side that he thought noth­
ing about it. He xvas sure they all cor­
dially wished that the Senator and Mrs. 
Gibson should be long spared to come to 
pay them an annual visit, and he could 
assure them they would always be heart- 
ilv welcome— I applause).

Mr. Booth then presented Mrs. Gibson 
with a beautiful floral bouquet, saying 
that he did so on behalf of the society 
with great pleasure, and remarking that 
although it might not he able to vie with 
the fine flowers of Canada, it was a 
good sample of what could he done in 
Bucha n— ( applause).

ICE CAPS ON MARS.
Snew fields it Seeth 

Defiled.
Pele Well

Berlin, Aug. 21.—Some important 
changes on the surface of Mars, 
strongly tending to confirm the theory 
that the planet enjoys changes of sea­
sons similar to those experienced on 
the earth, have liecn detected by Dr. 
Friedrich Archcnbold, director of the 
Treptow Observatory in Berlin.

The alterations, which occur in the 
vicinity of the Martian south pole, 
were first discovered as the result of 
a scries of highly successful photo­
graphic experiments in 1894. The white 
spot known as the polar cap on the 
southern half of Mars disappeared 
from view. It has been conjectured 
that since that time a period of summer 
had l)een prevailing there, for the white 
spot lias now again become visible, as is 
shown by Dr. Archenbold’s photographs, 
which reveal at the polar axis a well- 
defined white area bearing a strong 
resemblance to the ice fields at the ter­
restrial poles.

FOREST FIRES.
West of Like Slecsn, B. C, 

Damage is Great.

Grand Forks, B. C\, Aug. 21.—Along 
the west .of Lake Slocan forest fires 
arc sweeping the countryside. Rose- 
berry, lying directly in the path of the 
fires, was reported destroyed yesterday 
afternoon, the C. P. R. roundhouse being 
the only building left. Women were 
removed when the danger was manifest, 
and the men fighting to the last, also 
got safely away.

The fire is now sweeping a mile wide 
down the valley and threatening Hatton. 
Women and children have been removed, 
and the steamer Slocan is standing by 
to render help and to remove the fire­
fighters if necessary. The Provincial 
Government is fully awake to the emer­
gency. and the forest rangers arc press­
ing all available persons into fire fight­
ing, but, owing to the dryness of the 
season, the fight is uphill at best.

ROBBERS IN LONDON
Jewel Thieves st Work Near Bank 

of Englend.

London. Aug. 22.—An extraordinary 
robbery occurred here to-day.

INDIAN MURDERED.
TRAGEDY ON ARROW LAKES, 

BRITISH COLUMBIA.

Two Men Started From Their Ranch 
to Burton City—Only One Arrived 
There and Suspicious Circum­
stances Led to His Arrest.

Nakuap, B. C., Aug. 21.—It is evident 
that murder ha* been committed on the 
lower Arrow Lakes, about thirty miles 
south of here, resulting from a drunken 
brawl among some Indians. On Sunday- 
last two members of the almost extinct 
tribe, there being but twenty odd left, 
departed from Kauquier’s Ranch, and af­
ter securing two bottles of whiskey from 
a Chinese proceeded in a rowboat to 
Burton City. Only one arrived there, 
and he stated hia partner had returned 
to the Needles by the shore.

Mr. F. G. Kauquiev had occasion to 
go to Burton, and finding that neither 
man had returned, came on to N'akusp 
and reported the matter to the police. 
Chief Constable Devitt immediately 
started on the hunt, and last night lie 
arrested Kootenay Frank for the murder 
of Antoine Baptiste, his partner, near 
Grass Roint. Arrow Lakes, about three 
fniles from the Needles. Devitt had fol­
lowed his man since' Tuesday, and arrest­
ed him in the bush between Thrums and 
the mouth of Kootenay River. • He mi l 
another Indian had purchased changes 
of clothes and a rifle when arrested.

Suspicion attached to Kootenay Frank 
because when he left Needles ranch he 
was without funds, and later Devitt dis­
covered he was spending twenty dollar 
bills. Subsequent to his arrest he made 
a* complete confession to Devitt, and 
said he killed Antoine by* clubbing his 
rifle and hitting him on the back of the 
head. He then opened his stomach ami 
bowels with his knife, tied a stone to his 
wrist, and towed him to mid-lake, where 
he sank the body and the rifle. Devitt 
brought his man to Nakusp this morn­
ing. and lodged him ih jail, returning 
with grappling irons to search the lake.

FLOODS IN AUSTRALIA.

Grops Submerged; Orchards and Gar­
dens Destroyed.

Melbourne, Australie, Aug. 22.—The 
raine have abated and the floods are 
subsiding slowly in most pinces, but the 
Goulbum River is still rising and 
threatens several towns. The damage 
in all parts of Victoria is enormous, 
but details are not yet available. Most 
of the telegraph wires are down and

RICH IN TANNIN.
Use Fond For Waste Liquor From 

the Pulp Mills.

Detroit, Aug. 22.—A special from Mus­
kegon, Michigan, says: After nearly two 
years of labor in a specially equipped 
laboratory at the plant of the Ventral 
Paper Company here, George H. Tousev 
and Walter H. Dickerson, two New York 
chemists, have perfected a process 
whereby the waste liquor from the pulp 
mills of the paper factory may be util­
ized profitably in the manufacture of 
an extract for tanning leather.

The results of the chemists' investi­
gations is a new industry for this city, 
and the likelihood, if the process is 
generally adopted, of a considerable 
lowering in the cost of manufacturing 
paper. The Muskegan Extract Com­
pany has been incorporated with a 
capitalization of $100,000, and articles 
of incorporation have been filed at 
Lansing.

If the process works out as success­
fully as predicted, it will be necessary 
to greatly enlarge local facilities in 
order to handle the thousands of gallons 
of waste liquor that come every year 
from the big digestors at the paper 
mills, where the wood chips are mingled 
with acids and cooked into paper pulp.

Death-Dealing Veltage Raised 

Through Electrician's Body.

Vancouver, B. C'., Aug. 20.—Harold 
Hicks, a young electrician, was killed to­
day at the An^lo-American Lumber 
Company’s mill. He slipped while ad­
justing a wire, and caught hold of the 
latter, with his foot touching the gal­
vanized iron roof. As a result the cir­
cuit formed a death-dealing voltage and 
passed through his body, which was ter­
ribly charred.

A man named Widham was killed yes­
terday on the Magee road while blast­
ing for Point Grey municipality. A shot 
failed to go off, and he bent to examine 
the cause, with fatal results.

ISLAND DISAPPEARS.
Mexicsn Warship Sent to Investigate 

the Circumstances.

Mexico City, Aug. 22.—A despatch 
from Acapulco says that the Govern­
ment warship General Guerrero has left 
there to investigate the fate of Clipper- 
ton Island, which is reported to have 
partly disappeared as a result of the 
recent earthquake shocks. The island 
is claimed by both France and Mexico, 
and the question of possession is in pro­
cess of arbitration between the two 
governments. The island was inhabited 
by the governor, Ramon Arnaud, and 
family, a company of soldiers; with the 
officers and employees of a guano ship­
ping company.

The island is surrounded with reefs, 
and it can only be approached in fair 
weather in lighters. The people on the 
island possess no means of communica­
tion other than the occasional visit of 
the ships which convey the guano pro­
duced on the island.

WHOLE TRAIN FELL.
No Due Was Killed by a Ferty- 

Foot Drep Threugh Bridge.

Victoria, H. Aug. 22.—That the 
age of miracles is not yet past, is de­
monstrated by the experience of a 
Great Northern passenger train from 
(jrand Forks for Spokane this morning. 
The locomotive, mail car, combination 
baggage and express, and passenger 
coaches with a number of passengers, 
dropped through a burning bridge into 
a gulch some forty feet below, but with­
out the killing or fatal injuring of any­
one, although the train is a total wreck, 
and the financial loss exceeds $25,000.

MR. VERVILl'eTO RESIGN.

Sam Landers Out for Presidency of 
the Labor Congress.

Montreal, Aug. 2*2.—Mr. Alphonse 
VerviHe, M. P., announced to-day that 
he would resign the Presidency of the 
Trades and Labor Congress of Can­
ada at the coming Quebec convention. 
He has Held the position for six years. 
It is said that there will be a big 
fight for the office, Messrs. S. Landers, 
of Hamilton, and Jaimes Simpson, of To­
ronto, being the rival candidates. It was 
said that a man from Winnipeg would 
also be a candidate.

AT ORILUA

WOMEN DROWNED.
Boatiig Accident on-Creek at Jas­

per—Conductor Drowned.
THE TUDHOPÉ CARRIAGE WORKS 

DESTROYED BY FIRE.

English Church at Elk Lake Complete­
ly Destroyed—Glencoe Suffers Loss 
of Sixty Thousand Dollars—Part of 
Marconi Station at Glace Bay 
Burned—Oxford Farmer's Heavy 
Loss.

Orillia, Aug. 21.—Half a miHion 
dollars went up in smoke in less than 
two hours this afternoon, and as a 
result three hundred men are out of 
employment and a dozen families are 
homeless. At 2.15 p. m. an alarm of 
fir> was sent in from Box 6, and it 
was immediately seén the mam­
moth works of ttte Tudhofre Carriage 
Co. were ablaze,! dense volumes of 
smoke rising frorii that section of the 
town. The run was only tvl) blocks 
from the fire station, but byythe time 
the brigade and hose wagoA arrived 
flames were issuing from a/l the up­
per windows, and all four buildings 
were soon on fire. Several streams 
of water was quickly on, but it was 
soon realized that the factory was 
doomed, and the firemen turned their 
attention to saving adjacent build­
ings. The* Tudhope factory consisted 
of a four-storey brick structure with 
a frontage of 200 feet on Colborne 
street and an equal frontage on West 
street, three three-storey metal-clad 
buildings, engine and boiler house in 
the rear, together with several small­
er storage buildings, with lumber 
yards. The property covered two 
blocks, bounded my Colborne, West 
and Andrew streets and the Barrie 
road. Half an hour after the alarm 
was sounded the front wall of the 
main building fell out, and in an hour 
the immense plant was practicaly in

The fire crossed Colborne street to 
the north and licked up the large 
bakery uf the D. C. Thompson Com­
pany, together with three dwellings, 
and numerous outbuildings are badly 
damaged, also other buildings adja­
cent.

Spreading south the fire consumed 
another half dozen dwellings. At one 
time it looked as if the business por­
tion of the town was in danger, but 
the wind fortunately was not in that 
direction. Dwellings in the southern 
portion of the west Ward, blocks away 
from the fire, caught from sparks, 
and there were a score of roof fires 
blazing at one time. Not till the fac­
tory had spent itself was the brigade 
able to get the fire under control. Bar­
rie sent tip their steam fire engine 
and rendered good assistance.

The Tudhope Carriage Company's 
plant, buildings and stock were worth 
approximately five hundred thousand 
dollars, with insurance for somewhat 
less than half that amount. The in­
surance was placed by Reed, Shaw & 
McNaught, Toronto.

The following families are home­
less:—Chas. Brennan, Wm. Bloom­
field, William A. Drink, John Wad­
dell. Mrs. McIntyre, J. Anderson 
Walter Cavins, W. Tennant, Joseph 
Tiffin and J. Johnston. The losses 
on dwellings and household furniture 
will probaby amount to $25,000. The 
loss is a heavy one to the town, as 
there will be approximately three 
hundred men thrown out of work for 
the winter.

Mr. Mayes, was aliout to begin his ser­
mon wlien the fire was discovered. 
Thanks to the presence of mind of the 
rector and the good sense of the con­
gregation, there was no panic or un­
necessary crowding, although the last of 
the worshippers were not out of the 
church before it was completely envel­
oped in flames, followed a few minutes 
Inter tyv Mr. Seymour’s house.

MARCONI STATION BURNED.
Glace Bay, N. S.. Aug. 21—The oper­

ating room, condenser room and all the 
buildings under that roof were com­
pletely destroyed by fire at the trans­
atlantic Marconi station, Glace Bay, 
about 6.15 this morning.

FARM AND STOCK DESTROYED.
Woodstock. Aug. 21.—Fire at mid­

night last night completely destroyed 
the large barn on the farm of Thomas 
E. West, just east of the city, entailing 
a loss of between four thousand and 
five thousand dollars, with two thou­
sand dollars insurance. *

GLENCOE ALSO SUFFERS.
Glencoe, Ang. 22.—A disastrous fire 

destroying some $60.000 worth of pro­
perty, took place here early this morn­
ing.* The dry goods firm of E. Mayhew 
& Co., James Wright & Son, hardware 
merchants; J. E. Rooms .grocer; W. A. 
Currie, grocer and milliner, and the 
warehouse of J. A. Scott, druggist, were 
totally destroyed. The fire was first 
noticed about 4.20 a. m., and only with 
difficulty was it kept from spreading 
throughout the entire business section. 
The properties destroyed were fine brick 
structures.

STEAMERS COLLIDED.

The Senator, of Detroit, Sunk Near 
Detour.

Detroit, Aug. 22.—A Sault Ste. Marie, 
Mich, special to-night says: As the 
result of a collision off Detour shortly 
after 9 o’clock this morning the steamer 
Senator, owned by the Michigan Steam­
ship Company, of Detroit, and valued 
at half a million dollars, is on the bot­
tom, while the steel freighter Norman 
B. Ream, with which she collided, re­
ceived such serious damages that she 
will probably find it necessary to dock 
for repairs.

Few particulars of the accident are 
obtainable, but marine men incline to 
the belief that it was the result of a 
misunderstanding of signals. Both boats 
carried a number of complimentary pas­
sengers, friends of the owners, and these 
were safely taken off, although badly 
frightened.

A message from Captain W. K. Nes­
bitt, of the steamer Senator, states that 
the after part of the vessel is under 
water. The wrecker Favorite has left 
Port Huron for the sunken steamer.

Smith's Falls, Aug. 21.—A very de­
plorable fatality occurred at Jasper, a 
village about six miles from here, yes­
terday afternoon, when two ladies were 
drowned in the small creek there. The 
two ladies were visiting at the home 
of Mr. J. C. Neil, Jasper, and were 
Mrs. Harry Stephens and Miss Jessie 
Jones, two sisters, from Syracuse. Thev 
went out on the creek in a boat or punt 
about 3 o’clock, aud a young boy some 
time later saw the boat floating on the 
stream without the occupants. He at 
once gave the alarm, and soon had many 
willing helpers. The bodies were found 
about 5.30 o’clock between the road 
bridge and the C. P. R. bridge, not 
over six feet from the former.

In the drew of one of the ladies was 
a trawl, and as there was scarcely any 
water in the boat, it is presumed that 
one of them had fallen out of the boat, 
and in trying to rescue her, the other 
one had also gone overboard.

RACIAL FIGHT.
Jews aid Freichmeo in Melee For 

Two Hours in Montreal.

Montreal, Aug. 22.—Twenty-five Jews 
and French Canadians attacked one 
another in St. Lawrence street Saturday 
night, arousing race feeling that led to 
two hours of street fighting near the 
corner of St .Lawrence and Demontigny 
streets, while five hundred people jostled 
together on the pavement watching the 
riotous proceedings. It was the angriest 
street scene that Montrealers have wit­
nessed for a long time, and it has pro­
duced a harvest of indignation that will 
be unloaded in the Recorder’s Court by 
the Hebrews, who are loud in their pro­
tests, owing cb the fact that only Jews 
were arrested, while the French-Cana- 
dinns, who, they claim, started the 
fighting by pulling an old man’s lengthy 
whiskers, were allowed to escape.

Street ears and vehicles were blocked 
in St. Lawrence street while the fight­
ing lasted, innocent spectators were 
dragged mto the fray and had their 
coats pulled off, their shirts torn, and 
their faces bruised by fist blows- and 
falls in the street. Only one policeman 
was on the scene to cope with the fight 
at the start. This was Constable Des- 
mnrteau, whose strength and weight­
throwing abilities are renowned in the 
leading Canadian cities. But he had 
all he could do to handle the situation, 
and his only result was the arrest of 
three Jews, who claim they are innocent 
of disturbing the pence, whereas the 
French-Canadians all managed to es-

The fight started shortly after five in 
the afternoon and lasted until after sev­
en o’clock.

R0BBERSL00TTRAIN
They Held Up Railroad’s Cashier 

and Got $15,000.

Kislovodskv, Aug. 22.—A band of 
fifteen revolutionists have perpetrated 
a successful train robbery near here as 
a result of which they are $15,000 
richer. They boarded a mail train 
bound for Rostov-on-the-Don as pas­
sengers. At a given signal they assem­
bled, held up the train and robbed the 
railroad cashier. The robbers then made 
off on horses that were being held in 
readiness by accomplices. In the ex­
change of shots one of the robbers was 
w ounded, but his companions carried him 
away. A sergeant of gendarmes was 
mortally wounded.

CZAR'S VlSufVo ITALY.

Efforts to Combat the Popular Agita­
tion Against It.

Rome. Aug. 22.—Secret orders have 
been sent by the Government to all the 
prefects in Italy to cpmbat the popular 
agitation against the approaching visit 
of the Czar. The Government represen­
tatives throughout the country have 
been instructed to prohibit all* public 
meetings on the subject. Unfortunately 
these secret orders have been divulged, 
and the organs of the popular, parties 
are now giving them wide publicity, 
thus rendering them practically uselcs*s.

How Animals Learn.
(Youth’s Companion.)

Dr. T. Zell, a German naturalist, lias 
collected many instances to prove that 
animals learn by experience, and thus 
become wiser than their uninstructed 
parents. Game animals of all kinds, he 
avers, have learned the range of modern 
rifles. Greyhounds quickly learn to let 
rabbits alone, and foxhounds pay no 
attention to either rabbits or hares. 
Killer whales and gulls follow whaling 
vessels, just as vultures follow an army. 
Crows begin to accompany the chamois 
hunter as soon as they have seen the 
result of his first successful shot, and 
rough-legged buzzards follow the sports­
man after winged game. The number of 
birds that kill or injure themselves by 
flying against telegraph wires is much 
smaller than it used to be. Dr. Zell 
also refers to the fact that birds and 
quadrupeds have learned to disregard 
passing railway trains, as horses quick­
ly cease to be frightened by automobiles. 
His instances of the intelligent selec­
tion exercised by sheep dogs are familiar 
to all.

A Million Dollar Fire.
Decatur, Ill., Aug. 22.—A score of 

business buildings were burned and a 
dozen others were damaged to-day by 
a fire that swept along the business 
portion of East Main, Merchant and 
Water streets. The total damage is
placed at $1,000,000, with insurance of
about 80 per cent. The fire burned
from 1 o'clock this morning until sun­
set to-night and was the worst in the 
history of the city.

TO MAKE 
LIBERAL PEERS.

MR. t. HARCOURT HINTS AT WAY 
OF CARRYING BUDGET.

Changes in Land Tax—Property of 
Friendly Societies Exempted From 
New Rate—This is a Concession to 
Labor Unionists—Unionist Lead­
ers Still Carrying on the Fight 
Against the Budget.

London, Aug. 21.—Having succeeded 
by means of an all-night sitting of the 
House of Commons in passing through 
the committee clauses of the budget im­
posing a tax on land values, the Govern­
ment has given the members a week's 
release from their arduous labors, during 
which time less contentious measures 
will be considered. The fight over the 
budget, which will fairly revolutionize 
the system of taxation in England, lias 
been one~'*r>f the most strenuous in 
the history of the Parliament. A mere 
handful of Unionists as compared with 
the huge Liberal majority had been able 
t-i hold up legislation week after week, 
until the Government, though loath to 
introduce guillotine methods in order to 
limit the discussion, was forced to bring 
in new rules of procedure, which au­
thorized the Chairman to refuse to con­
sider purely blocking amendments.

The last of the land taxation clauses 
has been passed by the committee, but 
their form is qùite different from that 
originally introduced. The Chancellor of 
the Exchequer Ha* made a number of 
concessions, chief among these being 
that in regard to the valuation of land. 
Under the bill as introduced the cost of 
the valuation was imposed upon the 
owner. This charge has been taken over 
by the State, however, which will be call­
ed upon to spend for this purpose $10.- 
000,000. This is more than tire tax will 
produce, during the first year.

The property of friendly societies, 
which own lands valued at upwards of 
$5Q0,000,000, is also exempted under 
the new taxation. This is à concession 
to the labor unionists, who form a 
large majority of the shareholders of 
the societies. Another amendment 
made to the bill came as a result of 
criticism bv the Lord Chief Justice. 
It was originally proposed that the val­
uation placed upon property by com­
missioners appointed for that purpose 
should be final, but the Lord Chief Jus­
tice pointed out that this would be in 
direct contravention of tlie British con­
stitution, which expressly gives the right 
of appeal in all cases. The Government, 
therefore, amended the bill, allowing the 
right of appeal.

Another much criticised provision of 
the 'bill, imposing a tax upon unmined 
minerals, was also withdrawn, and a tax 
on mining royalties and rents was sub­
stituted. The Government, however, 
maintained the principle of taxation on 
land values, and in the campaign 
throughout the country, in which all the 
Cabinet Ministers are taking part, is at­
tempting to justify it* policy. The Un­
ionists are just as busy in opposition to 
this policy.

The masses seem to favor the measure, 
and some Unionist newspapers, recogniz 
ing this, are urging the party to give up 
the fight and turn its attention to tariff 
reform. The leaders are supported by a 
majority of the party, however, and are 
insisting that the contest go on until the 
bill reaches the House of Lords, when 
the hope is expressed that tlie Upper 
House, ignoring all precedents, will either 
amend or throw ou* the measure, and 
thus, thev believe, foree the Government 
to appeal to the country.

A LIBERAL THREAT.
It is doubtful whether the Lords will 

take the extreme step of interfering with 
taxation, which has heretofore been con­
sidered the prerogative of the House of 
Commons alone. Even if they did it is 
considered doubtful whether a general 
election would follow. /

Mr. Lewi) Harcourt, First Commission­
er of Works, in a speech yesterday said 
that if the House of Ivords, by refusing 
to pass the bill, plunged the country and 
the constitution into chaos, the Cabined 
could be depended upon to tender such 
advice to the Sovereign as would best 
conduce with tlie immediate future pre­
dominance of the will of the electors. 
In some quarters this is taken as a 
threat to confer enough Liberal Peerages 
to overcome the Unionist majority.

There are still many clauses of the 
budget to be dealt with upon which 
the Opposition promises to continue 
its fight. These include the license 
duties, death duties, income tax and 
stamp customs.

THE SPEED DEMON
Siatched Three More Lives at 

Indiaiapolis Races.

Iudiauapclis, Aug. 21.—Three more 
lives were sacrificed to-day ih the mad 
speed carnival, which has inaugurated 
the great Indianapolis speedway. One 
mechanician and two spectators paid 
the penalty of their lives to satisfy the 
extreme desire for speed. The fatal 
accident came when a National car, 
driven by Charles Mcrz, in the three- 
hundred-mile race, lost a tire and crash­
ed through a fence into a group of 
spectators, spreading death and destruc­
tion in the wake of its wild plunge.

The dead arc: Claude Helium, of 
Indianapolis, mechanician in the Na­
tional car; Orax Polliffe, Trafalgar, 
Ind., and James West, Indianapolis.

HARRIMAN HAS CANCER.

Physicians Give Railroader But Few 
Months to Live.

Omaha*. Neb., Aug. 22.—The Omaha 
World-Herald anounced yesterday after­
noon that E .H. Harrimun has cancer uf 
the stomach and has been given only a 
few months to live. The information is 
given the newspaper by an insider, who 
stands so close to Harriman that there 
is no doubt of its authenticity.

The name of the informant is with­
held. According to this report, Harri­
man was told by his physician before 
his trip to Europe that cancer of the 
stomach had a hold on him and that 
he had less than one year to live. The 
European trip was then made in 
hopes that some of the great foreign 
physicians might be able to offer him 
some hope. However, tlie trip was 
without success and Harriman is now 
returning with his death predicted 
within three months. Because of the 
effect of this news would have on the 
stock market, it has lieen closely guard­
ed.

WELLMAN FAILED.
MISHAP TO HIS GREAT DIRIG­

IBLE BALLOON.

Guide Rope Broke Shortly After Polar 
Voyage Began—Airship Forced to 
Turn Back—Exploded on the Ice 
—Wellman Explains.

Camp Wellman, Spitzbcrgen, Aug. 15, 
via llammerfest, Aug. 21.—Walter Well­
man's second attempt to sail over tlie 
north pole in a balloon has resulted in 
failure. The giant dirigible America, in 
which Mr. Wellman and his party ot 
three set out upon their perilous flight, 
to day met with a mishap, which pre­
cludes and further attempts being made 
to reach the pole through the air tins 
year. When the America had gone about 
thirty-two miles on lier northward jour­
ney hey guide rope, to which was at­
tached 1,000 pounds of provisions and 
stores, broke away, and the airship, re­
lieved of this great weight, shot upward 
at terrific speed.

The pilots succeeded in bringing her 
down, however, aud, wheeling her round, 
started to fight their way southward 
against a strong wind. After much dif­
ficulty a tow rope was gotten on board 
the steamer Fram, which was seen be­
low, but the strain of towing proved too 
great on the airship car, and the Ameri­
ca was brought to the surface of tlie 
water, and her crew, dogs and scientific 
apparatus were transferred to the Fram. 
A fresh start was then made, and the 
dirigible, was towed back to the landing 
stage, a short distance from her starting

But the ill-luck of the expedition was 
not yet at an end. Just as the airship 
had reached the" landing stage and 
everything looked favorable lor its res­
cue without serious damage a sudden 
gust of wind caught the big inflated bag 
broadside on and snatched it away from 
its tow lines. It was curried careening 
over rough ice hummocks for some dis­
tance and then it exploded. The balloon 
was not seriously damaged, but it can­
not lie repaired in time for another at­
tempt to reach the pole this year.

Mr. Walter Wellman, in a statement 
regarding his unsuccessful attempt to 
sail for tlie north pole, says: “Had the 
ship not broken up while landing we 
would have tried another voyage this 
month with a new guide rope. 1 do not 
give up the fight, but hope to recon­
struct the America, enlarged and im­
proved, and try again, taking advantage 
of all our somewhat varied and exten­
sive Experience. My faith in the prac­
ticability of the project is«wi no wise 
diminished. The America demonstrated 
her strength, speed and adaptability to 
this work.”

QUEER LICENSE LAW.

Labor Organizer at Fredericton, N.B., 
Refuses to Pay.

Fredericton, X. B., Aug. 22.—A novel 
situation has arisen here in connection 
with the strike of the union boo-t and 
shoe makers at the Hartt factory. Or­
ganizer O’Dell, who has been here sr.ce 
ihe strike in the interest of the men. was 
called on yesterday by the Ohief of Po­
lice to pay a license fee of five dollars a 
week for the privilege x>f doing business 
here. O’Dell did not pay, and will fight 
the matter in court.

Regarding his case, Burn has the fol­
lowing to say: “I have explained to the 
Amateur Union that at the time of the 
race I was sent for to San Francisco,

amount to defray my expenses north, 
and the union seem entirely satisfied 
with my explanation. I do not want to 
be professionalized, and will never run 
in anything but an amateur contest. 
My sole and only desire is to go to tha 
next Olympic races and win the chain 
pionship of the world at the full Mara­
thon distance, which I feel confident 
that I can do.”

Burn is at the present time running 
under the colors of the Spokane Ama­
teur Athletic Club, and it is hardly pos­
sible that he will take part in any more 
races until next month, when he will 
enter in the big amateur Marathon that 
is to take place at Seattle. Burn is cer­
tainly good at the Marathon distance, 
and can do the journey well under three 
hours. With proper handling and good, 
consistent training he should be able to 
loom up well in the big Olympic Mara­
thon he is so anxious to win. The only 
thing that stands in his way at the pre­
sent time is the mix-up that he has had 
with the amateur body, and if this blows 
over all right.

Hobies of Autocrat.
Although living in daily terror not 

only for his own life but his familv’s 
as well, Nicholas II., Czar of all the 
Russias, has still found time to adopt 
numerous hobbies.

Music is his favorite recreation and he 
is himself a composer of uo mean merit. 
He plays the violin well and is fond of 
an instrument called the balalaika, 
which is a kind of guitar with oplv 
three strings. He often sings to this in­
strument, tor he poesessea a tenor voice 
of excellent quality. He is more than a 
little proud of his \-ocal powers, and 
once, after entertaining his domestic cir­
cle with some ditties, he laughingly ex­
claimed : “Well, my children, my enem­
ies say many harsh things of me and ac­
cuse me of being destitute of many cap­
acities, but I defy them to say that I 
cannot sing as well as the best of 
them !” The czarina is also musical and 
a celebrated violinist once said of her 
that “She sings and plays so well that 
if she were in another sphere of life 
aud became a professional she would win 
great fame.”

The Czar is quite up to date in his 
liking for golf, though he does not de­
vote much time 1o the “royal and an­
cient game.” In the park of the winter 
palace there are links and Nicholas II. 
is sometimes to be seen there enjoying 
himself immensely. The autocrat of all 
the Russias has always taken an inter­
est in agricultural matters, and another 
hobby of his is farming. Some photo­
graphs were taken some time ago show­
ing an engineer giving the czar instruc­
tions in the use of a newly inx-ented 
plow. In one of these pictures Nicholas 
II. was himself guiding the plow as it’ 
turned up the furrows.

The czar is by no means what can be 
called deeply read, but he takes great 
delight in literature of the lighter kind, 
aud lie is credited with the remark: 
“Were I not—well, what I am—I should 
be the greatest bookworm in the world.” 
One of his most curious hobbies—and 
yet perhaps not curious when one con­
siders his extremely nervous tempera­
ment—is the study of occultism. He 
loves to get hold of spiritual mediums 
and clairvoyants and he is superstitious 
in many ways. Some time ago a certain 
spiritualist was established at the court 
and it was rumored that the Czar and 
this man used frequently to arrange 
seances together. A weird story used to 
be told during the late Russo-Japanese 
war to the effect that a diver'told the 
Czar that, having dived to the bottom 
of the sea, he beheld the ill-fated Ad­
miral Makharoff standing on his sunken 
battleship with a halo around his head. 
“Fell the Czar” said the apparition, 
“tha Russia will soon be victorious.”

Cars of the Refrigerator.
Nothing is so dangerous to the health 

of the household as a refrigerator that 
is not perfectly clean.

It means possible typhoid fever, for 
one thing, and other diseases less dang­
erous. but troublesome.

In the first place the waste pipe 
should not be connected with the drain. 
It is more trouble to empty a pan once 
or twice a day, but to have the food 
supply connected with the house drain 
is certainly undesirable.

The refrigerator should be washed out 
at least once a week, and twice in hot 
weather, with strong ammonia water. 
The shelves should he taken out quickly 
and washed, too. Rinse in clean, warm 
water, and wipe dry. This is important., 
as one of the properties of the perfect 
refrigerator is dryness, which helps to 
preserve the food.

Every morning take out the food left 
from the day before and examine it. If 
it is the least bit tainted it should be 
thrown away at once.

Charcoal or a lump of dry lime should 
be kept in the food box. They absorbe 
impurities and act as a disinfectant.

Milk and butter should always be kept 
in a covered crock, or otherwise protect­
ed. They are extremely perishable, and 
easily absorb the odor of other food».

Of course, all foods with a strong odor 
should be covered also, and such things 
as pineapple.

Food should always be put away in 
china or glass. Tin, "and eben silver, af­
fect foods when they are kept together 
for a number of hours.

Finally, never put food away hot. It is 
likely to spoil, and it causes moisture in 
the refrigerator.

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A WARM ARGUMENT 
SUNDAY MORNING.

Ryerson Officials Anxious to Assist Author­
ities But Dislike Discrimination.

Neither the way in which action was 
taken nor the method adopted to give 
the people of Ryerson Methodist Church 
notice that their church was to be quar­
antined, gave the officials any oppor­
tunity to notify the congregation of 
what the Barton Board of Health had 
done. Some members had not even seen 
the newspaper reports of the board’s 
meeting, and consequently a small gath­
ering, about 25 people, assembled yester­
day morning. The church was not open­
ed at all, but the pastor, Rev. Mr. Ap- 
plegath, was there, and chairs enough 
were carried across to accommodate the 
gathering under the fine old apple trees 
opposite. There hymns were sung, pray­
er offered and Rev. Mr. Applegath gave

short talk on the prodigal son. He 
had just finished speaking when Mr. J. 
Wilkins, Barton Health Inspector, ap­
peared on the scene. He walked up the 
street to where the people were gather­
ed, and Aid Morris invited him to be 
seated, but he preferred to stand.

His questions for a few minutes flew 
thick and fast.

Mr. Applegath told Mr. Wilkins that 
he had received no official notification 
that the meetings were to be discontinu­
ed, and further stated that there had 
been unjust discrimination in Mr. Wilk­
ins' action in keeping such a close watch 
over Ryerson, when St. Ann's Church 
was allowed to hold services.

Mr. Wilkins evidently did not like the 
tone of Mr. Applegath's words, for he 
replied that he had instructions to see 
that the four churches in Crown Point 
»nv Ryerson Church were closed, 
and the four in Clown Point had closed 
like gentlemen, and had not acted in 
such a stubborn and ungentlemanly wav 
*s had Ryerson.

'Wait a minute before you sav we 
pre stubborn,” said Aid. Morris. “We 
met here this morning more for the pur­
pose of notifying the members in a prop­
er manner that the church had been or­
dered closed, and I see nothing stubborn 
in that. As I am the superintendent 
of the Sunday school, I will meet here 
this afternoon and tell the children the 
same thing.” lie continued.

Mr. Wilkins warned them that “they 
were running up against the law, and 
there would be trouble if the meeting 
did not disperse.”

Mr. Applegath said when it came to 
the legality of the notification, the 
church would stand all right, for they 
had not been legally notified, but they 
were ready to assist the movement to 
stamp out the scarlet fever as best they 
could. Mr. Wilkins had told him that

the church would be placed under quar­
antine, and had asked his address that 
the proper notification could be set to 
him, but up to that time he had receiv­
ed none, and thought he was perfectly 
within his rights in holding the meet­
ing.

Mr. Wilkins replied that he had told 
Mr. Applegath that the church was to 
be quarantined, and had not intimated 
that he would sent him a written noti­
fication that the church was to be

Mr. Morris stated that he had had a 
talk with Councillor Hills, who told 
him that the quarantine referred only 
to the building and not to holding 
meetings outside.

Mr. Wilkins’ answer was that the 
church was the gathering and whether 
it met in the building or on the street 
made no difference. He had his in­
structions and was going to see that 
they were carried out.

“Councillor Hills further told me that 
the motion passed by the Barton Board 
of Health included St. Ann’s Church, 
and you have not yet notified them,” 
continued Mr. Applegath.

Aid. Morris said as there had been 
no intention of holding meetings and 
the gathering intended to disperse Mr. 
Wilkins had no right ta call them 
stubborn and ungentlemanly.

Mr. Applegath added that he had 
taken Mr. Wilkins’ word that the place 
was ordered closed, and that he had 
authority to close it, and the meeting 
intended to disperse, but Mr. Wilkins 
should have given proper notification.

In speaking to Aid. Morris after. Mr. 
Wilkins said he had no orders to close 
St. Ann's Church, but he thought the 
church should be closed as it was nearer 
the scarlet fever belt than Ryerson. but 
he also thought Ryerson should he 
closed. He quoted*an alleged instance 
of where a child came from a house in 
which there was scarlet fever, and sat 
beside other children in Ryerson just a 
week previous.

A deputation has been appointed by 
the church to wait upon the Barton 
Board of Health to ascertain exactly 
where the church stands. The officials 
have no desire to do anything contrary 
to the board's ruling, but are rather 
anxious to assist in stamping out the 
disease. They, however, cannot see why 
their church, which is far away from 
the stricken locality, should lie* closed 
when churches nearer by are not. Ryer­
son Church officials even went so far ns 
to offer to quarantine the two cases 
at Prospect Place in their anxiety to 
assist the board. If no new cases occur 
at Prospect Place the quarantine against 
Ryerson will lie lifted before next Sun-

FATAL RIOT;
SIX KILLED.

time when a car carrying Deputy Sheriff 
Exler came along. He was returning 
from Pittsburg to the steel car plant. 
A revolver was placed at the motor- 
man’s head and the car was stopped. A 
crowd of strikers immediately suspected 
the deputy sheriff, lie was ordered to 
leave the car. Instead it he said he 
threw back his coat and showed his star.

This was the signal for a fusilade ot 
shots. Exler opened fire in return, and 
all the cartridges in his “revolver were 
exploded before he fell under a shower 
of stones and bullets. The motorman 
and conductor placed the body on the 
car, and took it to the office of a phys­
ician in McKee’s Rocks.

A large bullet hole through his fore­
head was the direct cause of his death, 
although his head and body were terri­
bly mangled and tieaten by stones and

Hardly had the car bearing Exler’s 
body started for the physician's office 
than the mob sighted another car ap­
proaching the viaduct. As the car near­
ed the mob formed ten deep a Areas the 
tracks. State Troopers Williams, Smith, 
Jones, O’Donnel and Kitch, all of troop 
A, were on the cur. They had been on 
a brief furlough. When tile mob board­
ed the car and seized the conductor the 
men arose to make a fight. Then began 
a fusillade, in which five hundred shots 
or more were fired. O’Donnell was the 
first to fall with a bullet through his 
left side. Trooper Kitch stood over his 
fallen comrade, and gamely opened tire 
upon the mob with a revolver in each 
hand. Volley after volley was fired at 
him, hut he escaped being shot, though 
he was terribly stoned and beaten after 
all his comrades fell wounded at his 
feet. Soon after O’Donnell was shot, 
Trooper Williams fell mortally wound­
ed after n volley, and finally rolled over 
on his back dead. It was in the defen­
sive attack of the troopers that most 
of the members of the mob were shot.

Word of the lmttle reached Lieut. 
Smith, of the constabulary, and he or­
dered out his entire force of troopers. 
As they galloped toward the O’Donovan 
bridge with carbines drawn the mob 
broke and fled. By midnight McKeee’s 
Rocks was as quiet as during the early 
Sabbath afternoon.

SHOOT TO KILL.
Pittsburg, Aug. 23.— Just as dawn 

was breaking the constabulary, mounted 
and heavily armed, rode to the scene 
of last night’s carnage, and gathered 
every particle of evidence. Hats, coats, 
handkerchiefs and. other wearing ap­
parel were found and taken to the com­
pany’s office. Every possible effort will 
be made to locate the owners of these 
articles with a view to arresting them 
in connection with the deaths of the 
officers.

While matters were quiet early to* 
day, everyone is on the alert. Orders 
were issued to-day to the constabulary, 
deputy sheriffs and special police to 
shoot at the first sign of trouble. The 
practice of the past several weeks of 
firing into the air his been abolished, 
and from now “shoot to kill” is the

An investigation bv the Associated 
Press shows that the trouble arose from 
the fact that three new memliers of the 
state constabulary and a deputy cheriff 
refused to obey the commands of the 
strikers when ordered from a street car. 
For weeks the strikers have been hold­
ing up street cars and ordering the 
occupants of them out. Heretofore all 
have obeyed. Last night, however, the 
troopers and the deputy sheriff, all of 
them armed, refused to be ordered about 
by the strikers. They resisted, and for 
twenty minutes a battle ensued. It ia 
apparent to-day that all the dead and 
a majority of the injured fell in the 
battle.

Later, when reinforcements arrived, 
many more were clubbed and shot, but 
the first battle waged 1>v only four men 
was the fatal one.
