IDS WORTH FIFTY ThOUSAND DOLLARS
FUU‘XD IN AN OLD TIN. ’

Abont nine years ago a promient
manufacturer died in Cmcmnatl leav-
ing a widow and three children and an
estate varu.uslv estimated as worth
