" |OUR PUBLIC SCHOOLS

The Able Address Delivered by
Dr. Inch, Chief. Supt. of
Education,

At the Opening of the Becent Provincial
Teachers' Institute.

LADIES AND GENTLEMEN — MEMBERS OF
THE INSTITUTE :

It is my privilege to greet you once
more in this annual conference of New
Brunswick teachers. You have passed
through another-year of labor and respon-
sibility ; and you are here to congiatulate
each other on whatever success has at-
tended your efforts, to sympathize with
each other in the trials and discourage-
ments you have experienced, to review
the past, to plan for more effective service
in the future, to learn from each other,
to give and getin mutual converse and
association.

I am glad, from my general outlook, to
" be able to report. progress —slow it may
be, but progress notwithstanding. There
are yet parts of this province where great
ignorance prevails. There are districts
where it is almost impossible to organize
a Board of Trustees, the- members of
“which can subscribe their own names to
the teacher’s contract. There are settle-
ments in which a echool has never been

| organized. There are here and there

young men and women who have grown
up in this country,
Boasting of Its Free School System

who have never had a day’s instruction
at school. And yet the light is penetrat-
ing into these dark places. The former
‘days were not better than these; they
lwere much worse, for the light did not
then Teveal the darkness.

The facts, as compiled from the last
annual report, show decided progress.
There are facts even more encouraging
which cannot be tabulated in a report. I
am happy to believe that the tide of pop-
ular interest in’ educational work is ad-
vancing, that the ocutlook is auspicious,
and that the tendencies are in the right
direction. To create and help forward
such tendencies is the best work we can
do as educators. In our work we must
particularly wait for results. Asindividu-
al growth in the healthy youth is not
from day to day marked by any conscious
change, and is not observable by his as-
sociates; so the educational progress
which aftects society “cometh not with
observation.” Itcan only be measured
by comparisone made at intervals of time
widely separated — by comparing gener-
ations of men, not successive years of the
calendar. The educational schemes
which promise wonderful results within
brief time limits, as well as those which
dispense with long-continued study, vol-
untarily pursued, may always be regarded
with just suspicion. If we can set ten-
dencies in operation, the good results of
which will be clearly manifest to the
general public in ten, twenty, or thirty
vears, we are doing well. The man who
plants the seed may not live to eat the
fruit, but he has benefited his kind, not-
withstanding. It is our duty to plant the
seeds, to see that the conditions of growth
are present, and then confidently trust
the results to the unchanging laws which
Divine Wisdom has established in the
universe of mind as well as in the uni-
verse of matter. Lord Bacon says: “Man
can do nothing else tlfan move-bodies to
or from each other ; nature working with-
in does the rest.” It is much the same in
regard to the work of the teacher upon
the sensitive soul of the pupil. The
teacher presents truth in many and varied
forms in its re'ation to the senses and the
reason ; the child’s mind, working under
its own laws of perception, elaborates
the facts and truths as presented, and the
result is knowledge, power, culture, which
after many days transform society, and
make the difference between barbarism
and civilization.

Marks of Improvement.

Among the facts which may be enumer-
ated as indicating that tendencies are set:
ting in the right direction at present in
our province, the following may be men-
tioned :

A gradual increase in the number of
schools, and in the number of pupils in
attendance.

A marked improvement in the quality,
equipment, and number of school build-
ings. An increase in the number of
school libraries.

A gradual increase in the average num-
ber of days per annum during which the
schools are kept in operation.

Improved ‘regularity of attendance.

A largely increased attendance at the
Norman School.

A gradual increase in the length of the
period of service of teachers of the higher
classes.

An increase in the relative number of
first class teachers employed as compared
with the number of second and third class
teachers; and an increase in the number of
second class teachers employed as com-
pared with the third class.

Increased ambition and intellectual ac-
tivity among teachers and pupils. This
is clearly manifested by the large num-
bers who are voluntarily presenting
themselves for the Departmental examin-
ations. Forintance,at the closing examin-
ations for licemse held from the 12th to
the 15th of June over 300 candidates
stood the examinations of whom 125 were
teachers already licensed, working for a
higher class. For the approaching exam-
inations to be held next week at11 dif-
erent localities throughont the province,
about 675 have made applications. Of
these 600 are for the preliminary examin-
ation either for entrance to the Normal
School in September or advance of class;
sixty for University Matriculation, and
tifteen for junior leaving certificates. The
latter have completed the courte of study
in the public schools up to the end of the
10th grade, or the second year of the high
school course. Those who succeed in the
examinations will receive a certificate or
diploma under seal, which will serve as a
testimony of scholarship coveringa defin-
ite field of study, and vouched for by com-
petent and impartial examiners appoint-
ed by a joint committee of the board of
education and the senate of the University
of New Brunswick.

Permit me here a word in regard to the
educational value of these examinations,
and the expediency of establishing a sys-
tem of cornupetitive examinations.

I know that competitive examinations
are

Not Infallible Tests of Merit
and need to be carefully guarded in order
to avoid some undesirable results, But I
do not know of any other test so likely to

command confidence as freedom trom pre-

! judice and partiality on the part of examin-

ers ; and on the whole so equitable when
large numbers of candidates from different
schools are brought together to show the
result of their training. There may be
cases of unfairness to individual candi-
dates arising from circamstances which
cannot be foreseen or controlled ; but falli-
bility is an attribute of all human judg-
ment, and the burden rests upon those
who object to written competive
examinations to point out a more excel-
lent way. Several hundreds of teachers
and schools will be brought into friendly
competition in these examinations. The
tendency will be to an increase of the
number from year to year. What a stim-
ulus will thus be presented, both to teach-
ers and puplis! What mental activity
will be awakened! The papers from year
to year should so differ as to discourage
cram in any special direction. From year
to year the tests should become moderately
more severe 8o as to keep up a gentle pres-
sure for higher standards and more ad-
vanced scholarship. To these who are dis-
posed to complain that there is now too
high a pressure upon pupils in theschools,
I reply : You judge of the matter from too
narrow a circle of experience; You gener-
alize from a very few instances. There
nigy be a teacher and a school here and
here whose ambition needs check, and
who with a zeal without knowledge, dis-
regards hygienic and intellectual laws ; but
in my opinion a dull, perfunctory, and
monotonous discharge of routine duties is
a much more frequent cause of failure and
harm than too high a pressure of work.
In the nature of things the curb is needed
less than the spur. -

I will not dwell here upon tendencies
in the wrong direction in our educational
higtory. If there be sich the only ad-
vantage of discussing them is to direct
public attention to them in order thata
remedy

May Be Found and Applied.

If evils be remediless the less we talk
about them the better. The old philoso-
pher was wise who said: “There are
two things we should never fret about;
What we can help, and what we cannot
help.” If we can help.the evil, let us do
80, and cease grumbling; if we cannot
help it Jet us bear it in silence.

Iam glad to believe that few, if any,
difficulties exist in connection with our
educational work which may not even be
overcome by patient and well-directed
effort ; but for the removal of some of
them we must await the slow process of
gerfleral enlightenment. A public school
system having its ultimatesanction in the
will of the people, and drawing from the
people its sole means of support, can only
employ measures which public opinion
and sympathy sustain. Every school dis-
trict in the Province is in itself a corpora-
tion invested with the powers of determ-
ining just how much or how little shall
be appropriated in the district for educa-
tional purpoges. In many casesignorance,
selfishness, personal animosities block the
efforts of the more enlightened and pub-
lic spirited. In many cases Trustees are
elected who have no intelligent interest
in maintaining an efficient school, and
whose greatest merit in the opinion of
some of their constituents consists in sav-
ingexpense. In other cases there is not
sufficient interest manifested by ratepay-
ers to induce them even to attend the
school meeting. In not a few cases it is
impossible for Trustees, however earnest
and intelligent, to maintain a good school
even for one term in the year on the
small pittance voted by the rate payers.
But why continue the unpleasant story ?
It is already too familiar in its vexatious
details to many of you who have felt the
consequences of such unwisdom. In the
cities.and principal centres of population,
the evils of which I speak do not exist,
except in a limited degree. The problems
difficult of solution are found chiefly in
country districts, and must be patiently
yet persistently dealt with until the con-
ditions improve. Legislation and regu-
lations of the Board of Education can do
but little

To Improve This Condition.
The truth may as well be stated that the
equity of general taxation for the educa-
tion of the children of the country has
not by any means been universally ad-
mitted by those who have no children to
send to echool ; as a consequence a policy
of obstruction and passive resistance to
the administration of the law is still too

frequent.
I come pow to speak briefly of a few

matters of prospective interest to you as

teachers. And first I may refer to the

course of stndy. The present course for

the first eight grades was authorized five

years ago in 1889. There has never been

up to the present a complete course auth-

orized for the High school. A revised

course is. now being prepared for all

grades, including those of Superior and

Grammar schools up to and including the

twelfth grade. With the sanction of the

Board of Education, this course will

take effect at the opening of the next

term, and I trust will be found well

adapted to the needs of our schools, and

in harmony with approved modern

methods and ideas. It has been my pur-

pose to depart from the present course

only in regard to matters in which the

opinion of educational experts favors a

different plan. Some of you have seen

and read the report of the committee of
ten appointed by the Educational Asso-

ciation of the United States to draw up a

syllabus of studies for the schools of that

country. These ten invited the co-opera-

tion of six other groups of ten each, as-

signing to each group the consideration of
subjects in regard to which every member-
of the group was a specialist. Each of
these six groups made an extended re-

port to the committee of ten; and the

latter compiled their several reports, and

prepared a scheme which has been given

to the public as the matured result of the
best thoughts of the seventy. It would
be difficult to devire a plan more likely
to accomplish the purpose intended in
providing the best possible curriculum for
the public schools of the Republic. I have
studied this report carefully, and have
availed myself of many suggessions it
contains; but have not thought it ex-
pedient to follow too closely its details in
the course prepared for our schools, as the
conditions are somewhat different. Be-
fore formally adopting the revised course
for our schools, I propose to submit it for
examination to the members of the Ex-
ecutive Committee of this Institute, and
to invite their suggestions as to desirable
modifications.

In this connection it may be proper to
say a word or two in regard to the proper
use by teachers of a prescribed course of

Study For The Public Schools,
It is a difficult task to strike the golden
mean between a freedom of action as to
subjects taught, and the relative time giv-
en to each, which would allow the teacher
in each locality to be a law unto himeelf;
and on the other hand to demand a rigid

power to take local circumstances and in-
dividual necessities into consideration.
And yet a mean between these extremes
must be found if we are to avoid on the
one hand confusion, disorganization, and
waste of time ; and on the other a mechan-
ical system which exalts form above sub-
stance, and insists that every pupil in our
schoolsshall be stretched on the same Pro
crusteanbed. The difficulty may be part-
ly avoided in the higher grades (if a suffi-
cient staff of teachers be employed) by al-
lowing optional studies and elective cours-
es. In the grades below those of the high
school, the relative time devoted to each
study must be, in some measure, left to
the teacher’s discretion; for even in the
same school the conditi>ns frequently
change. The spirit, rather than the letter
of regulations should govern the teacher;
but in any modification of a prescribed
course of study, he should be careful not
to depart from the written record, whether
in regard to relative time or subject, ex-
cept in so far as the best educational inter-
ests of any of his pupils shall clearly re-
quire a change. It would be detrimental
to the general interests to permit the indi-
vidual opinions, the personal preferences,
the prejudices or the whims, whether of
pupils, teachers parents, or trustees, to
determine the kind and extent of the in-
struction to be given in any school; but
discretionary latitude must be allowed the
teacher to some extent to provide for

Special Cases and Local Conditions.

In addition to the carrying out of the
programme provided for the guidance of
the proceedings of this institute, I trust
we shall be able to find time for the dis-
cussion of two or three matters in regard
to which an opinion expressed by the
teachers would have great weight with
the board of education.

The first of these I shall mention is
whether or not it will be in the interests
of public edcatian to revert to the former
arrangement as to the school year —that
is having the school terms beginning on
the first of May and the first of November
respectively, and the school year end on
the 31st of October. As the provincial
fiscal year has bedn, by the action of the
legislature at its last session, made to end
as formerly in October, it would seem to
be fitting that the school year should ter-
minate at the same time. It is not neces
sary, however, that the school year and
the fiscal year shall be exactly co-termin-
ous. Such an arrangement would, with-
out doubt, be desirable in many respects;
but the inconvenience of disturbing pres-
ent arrangements, the * necessity that
would follow of making numerous chang-
es in the school manual, and the tempor-
ary confusion incident to a general change
of any kind, when great interests and a
large number of persons are concerned,
suggest that the chaunge should not be
made fnless it be clearly apparent that
the educational interests of the country as
a whole

Shall be Thereby Advanced.
Should the scHool year remain ag it it,
and should the legislature be called fo
meet in January or February, I would
probably find it impossible to lay the ann-
ual school report before the legislature at
the opening of the session ; but, I presume,
that is not a sufficient reason for changing
the school year, as the report could be
ready before the close of the session.

As I propose to invite the institute to
give an expression of opinion on this mat-
ter, I do not wish here to state the reasons,
which present themselves to me.for or
against the suggested change. I will only
say that the general interests of education
throughout the province should determine
the matter, not the convenience of either
the educational departments or of the
teachers as a class—much less sectional
views or local prejudices.

Another interesting subject of discussion
pertains to the expediency of establishing
gome system of reciprocity befween the
provinces of the Dominion in regard to the
recognition any where in Canada of teach-
ers’ certificates or licenses granted by the
educational department of any of the pro-
vinces. This question was introduced at
the Dominion Association held in the city
of Montreal in 1892, when the Minister of
Education for Ontario and the superinten-
dents of the other provinces were constit-
uted a committee to report on the feasibil-
ity of adopting some system of Inter-pro-
vincial Reciprocity in this matter. Ihave
recently had a communication

or the subject which I will now read for
your information :
EpucaTioN DEPARTMENT,
Toronto, 5th April, 1894.
My Dear Sir:

At the meeting of the Dominion Edu-
cational Association held in Montreal in
1892, the Minister of Education for Ontario
and the varicus Superintendents of the
other Provinces, were constituted a com-
mittee to report on the feasibility of adopt-
ing some system of Inter-Provincial recip-
rocity in Teachers’ certificates of the high-
er grades.

In order that you may consider the
standards adopted in the Province of On-
tario, I enclose a memorandun of the re-
quirements for 1st and 2nd Class certifi-
cates from which, and from the Statutes
and Regulations respecting the Public and
High Schools, which I send herewith, you
will be able to compare the qualifications
required for these grades with the qualifi-
cations required for similar grades in your
province.

I shall be pleased to receive from you
at your earliest convenience, a similar
memorandum of requirements for the
same grade of certificates in your province
in-order that I might be able to form an
opinion as to whether it would be consist-
ent with the standards in Ontario to re-
ceive teachers holding such grades of cer-
tificates without further examination.

Ifon consideration of the course of study
required for Ontario, you are of opinion
that teachers holding 1st and 2nd Class
certificates may properly be accepted by
vou without examination, kindly let me
know. I shall communicate with you, on
receipt of the papers asked for, with re-
gard to the acceptance or non-acceptance
of your standards by the Education De-
partment of Ontario.

By reference to page 30 of the Minutes
of the Dominion Association you will ob-
serve that the same committee was ap-
pointed “to consider and report to the
next meeting of the Association some
general system of classification and nom-
enclature of schools.”

I would be greatly pleased if the differ-
ent provinces would adopt some common
classification as it would greatly facilitate
comparisons and statistical references. If
the different provinces could agree upon
a classification for statistical purposes, un-
der the head of elementary schools and
secondary schools, all that would be re-
quired for statistical purposes would, in
my opinion, be attained. The question to
be settled then would be a common stan-
dard for these two classes of schools. In

uniformity which leaves no discretionary

Ontario, Public schools, Separate schools,

$1.00 PER YEAR

Kindergartens and Night schools would
then be classified as elementary schools
and are practically so classified now under
the designation public schools. In the
same way our high schools are secondary
schools and the only class of secondary
schools recognized by statute. Ifall the
provinces in their statutes and regulations
adopted the terms “ elementary schools”
and “ high schools ” for certain courses of
education it would greatly simplify mat-
tess, but even if this were not done as a
matter of statute, if the reports of the
various departments summarized school
population under these two heads, the
same thing would be accomplished pro-
viding the standards were identical, or
nearly 8o, in all the provinces.

I would like the Dominion Association
to hold its next meeting in 1895; my
present impression is that the meeting
should be held in Toronto. .

I will not anticipate the discussion on
this important subject which I trust we
shall find some time'for holding,before the
close of our deliberations. I will only say
that, however, such a system of inter-pro-
vincial reciprocity might affect the indiv-
idual interests of teachers in any of the
provinces; it can only be regarded with a
broad,patriotic, national stand point. The
framers of the British North America Act,
were politically wise when they avoided
the attempt to solve several difficult, if
not impossible problems, by relegating
educational affairs to the care and control
of the provincial governments, rather than
of the central government. But it is nev-
ertheless to be regretted that there is no

Strong Central Educational Bond

to unite the several provinces of our com-
mon country in matters which lie at the
very foundation of its prosperity, and
which must be a potent factor in deter-
mianing its status among the nations of the
earth. The formation of a Dominion
Association of teachers was intended to
aid in creating such a bond. One result
of the crganization of that Association
has been the appointment of a committee
to prepare a Canadian History for our
schools which shall treat the subject from
a Canadian, and not a purely provincial,
stand-point. Another result is the. pro-
posal before us to unite upon a syllabus of
scholastic and professional qualification
for teachers, which -will be recognized
from -the Atlantic to the Pacific; so that
any of you who shall have passed the pre-
scribed examinations in his own province
would be recognized throughout the Do-
minion as a educated and trained teacher
having a right to offer his professional
services to any Board of School trustees
from Cape Breton to Vancouver I:land,
without being subjected to the inconven-
ience, and sometimes the humiliation,
of undergoing examination again, even
upon the elementary subjects of a common
school course .I believe there is no disposi.
tion in any of the provinces to disparage
the educational work of its sister pro-
vinces ; and yet judging from the section-
al nature of our school regulations a strang-
er might be justified in inferring that the
educational department of each province
viewed with distrust and suspicion the
license examinations of all the others.

If it be for the highest interests of the
Dominion to avoid radical and religious
jealousies, to discourage provincial sec-
tionalism, to promote a sentiment of
national unity and true patriotism ; then
the schools must be inspired with

A Spirit of Genuine Charity
towards all classes of our people, an abid-
ing faith in the country we call our own,
and a greater pride in being a Canadian
than in being even a New Brunswicker
or a Nova Scotian.

In my opinion it would materially con-
duce to thisend were there an educational
Bureau organized at Ottawa under the
direction of a man of ability and enthusi-
asm equal to the ability and enthusiasm
of W. T. Harris, the U.S. Commissioner of
education at Washington. There is an
ample field and abundance of work for
such a man and such an office, without
encroaching in the slightest degree upon
the educational antonomy of any indi-
vidual province. The generous mainten-
ance of such a department by the Federal
Government would tend to solve some
knotty problems, and could scarcely fail
to promote the educational work of every
part of the Dominion.

There are other subjects, ladies and
gentlemen, upon which I would like to
say a few words if time permitted; but I
must forbear. The success of this Insti-
tute as an educational agency is largely
in your hands. The teachers who are ap-
pointed to read papers do not wish to
monopolize the time of this Institute.
They present themes and thoughts for
your consideration, and invite the expres-
sion of your views. The interests com-
mitted to us are

Of Surpassing Importance.

To conserve them we need to gather in-
formation from every available source.
We need wisdom, not simply erudition.
We need the wisdom which is “profitable
to direct.” '

We who are assembled here represent
all grades and conditions of schools; we
have been surrounded by social circum-
stances which greatly differ ; but we have
one purpose in common, to become better
teachers. Itis the duty of each to con-
tribute to this result, whether he came
from city or country, whether engaged in
the higher or lower grades, whether
ready of speech or disposed to plead as
did the great Hebrew law-giver when
confronted with a public duty: “O my
Lord, I am not eloquent, neither hereto-
fore nor since Thou hast spoken to Thy
servant; but I am slow of speech and of
a slow tongue.” Take courage. The
man, ‘“slow of speech and of a slow
tongue ” did a great work for his kindred
and country, while his more eloquent
brother brought shame and confusion to
the host. I have made allusion to one
old testament hero. I will refer to an-
other in conclusion. It was said of David,
the great king of Israel: “After he had
served his generation by the Will of God,
he fell asleep.” Ladies and gentlemen,
fellow teachers, we can have no grander
ambition than to “serve our generation
by the Will of God.” A greater than
David said: “He that is greatest among
you let hin be your minister.” Great
ness is measured not by the number of
our followers who serve us, but by the
number whom we are able to faithfully
serve.

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ARRANGEMENTS TAKING SHAPE.

Although Fredericton’s programme for
the reception and entertainment of Lord
and Lady Aberdeen cannot as yet be an-
nounced with absolute certainty in all its
details, the fgeneral scope of it is fairly
within the minds of the gentlemen who
have charge of the affair. The general
committee have had several meetings and
are actively working up a provincial in-
terest in the farmers’ picnic. They have
extended an invitation to every county
and hope for a favorable response. The
question of site has caused some discus-
sion. The first impression was in favor
of Government House grounds, but is
said the majority of the committee are
against going there on account of the
distance and the expense in fitting the
place up. On Thursday, the Mayor ap-
plied to the Minister of Militia for Officers’
Square, and permission to use it was
promptly granted. It will be for' the
committee to decide between the two
-gites. Parliament Square is also mention-
ed as a suitable place for the picnic, but it
is altogether likely the Officers’ Square
will be chosen, and that the civic address
will also be presented and the public re-
ception held at the same place.

It is understood that the programme in
detail may be unofficially stated as fol-
lows:—

Wednesday, Aug. 15th—Arrival of the
Vice Regal party by train from St. John,
and disembarkation at the foot of Bruns-
wick Street, about 6 p. m.; dinner at Gov-
ernment House the same evening, to be
followed by a reception given in honor of
the visitors by Governor and Mrs. Fraser
in the Parliament buildings. Presenta-
tions will be made in the Assembly Cham-
ber, and after that a little bird whispers
to Tee HeraLD that the Council Chamber
will be cleared for dancing.

Thursday, Aug. 16th—In the forenoon
the visitors will be driven around the
city and to Marysville, and in the after-
noon the Farmers’ and Dairymen’s As-
sociation and the City Corporation will
present their addresses, followed by
speeches from the Governor General, Ex-
Governor Hoard of Illinois, Prof. Robert-
son, and prominent local men. A popular
reception will probably follow this. In
the evening the Governor will give an-
other dinner party, and the firemen pro-
pose a display of fireworks and a torch-
light procession to escort the visitors
through the city to wherever they may
be staying. :

Friday, Aug. 17th—If agreeable to the
visitors, a special steamer will be placed
at their disposal for a trip down the river
to St. John. :

These are the arrangemenis so far as
Tee HerALD could learn them from au-
thentic sources this morning. Governor
Fraser is taking an active part in the
preparations and acting in concert with
the Attorney General and the committee,
to make them as complete and satisfactory
as possible.

THE SESSION.

The Parliamentary session which
opened at Ottawa on the 9th of March, will
close Monday afternoon, having lasted four
months and twelve days. It has been
most barren of useful legislation, and
notorious for the corruption it has re-
vealed. Mr. Foster started out with a
great flourish of trumpets in the matter
of tariff reform, but when he got through
the schedule the duties remained substan-
tially at the old figures. The tariff re-
form policy had to give way before the
monopolists who flooded the Capital, for
it is these gentlemen and the contractors
who furnish the government with elec-
tion funds. The French treaty has been

ratified against the protests of the prohi-

bitionists, and in this the country wit-
nessed the remarkable spectacle of the
Finance Minister, a professed temperance
man and prohibitionist, pushing through
parliament a measure to reduce the duties
on liquors imported, not only from France
but from all other foreign countries. The
Curran bridge scandal which was probed
in the public accounts committee showed
that the country has been robbed of tens
of thousands of dollars by corrupt contrac-
tors and officials whose liberal contribu-
tions to campaign funds closed the eyes
of the government to the rascality. The
session was fruitful in whitewashing votes.
Caron and Langevin, heroes of the pub-
lic works scandals, received a second dose,
and Turcotte, an M. P. who was paid
money directly by the government for
his interest in government contracts was
shielded by the administration and sent
out with a parliamentary certificate for
honesty. The dying hours of the session
were occupied in the passage of railway
subsidy resolutions, which pledge the
country to an enormous expenditure, and
a special bonus of $50,000 was voted to
Senator Burns’ Caraquet railway. These
are some of the things that mark the
session just closed, as one discreditable to
parliament, degrading and debauching to
the country and strong evidence of the
general corruption and dishonesty of the
Tory party. Under the late Sir John
Macdonald, public affairs were adminis-
tered from a party standpoint, but the
present Premier has given countenance
to and abetted conduct which should
bring the blush of shame to every honest
Canadian.

With increasing taxation, a reduced
revenue, and largely augumented expen-
diture, Canada may well pray that the ad-
ministration which has flourished in cor-
ruption for the past sixteen years should
give place to more honest and capable
men.

AvrrHoUuGH Mr. Cotton, the leader of the
opposition in the British Columbia As-
sembly, was in jail during the recent gen-
eral election, he was elected in Vancouver
by a vote of nearly two to one over the
highest government candidate.

Tre Constitutional Convention Com-
mittee on Suffrage of New York, have re-
ported adversely all the proposed woman
suffrage amendments, except the proposi-
tion to give women the right to vote for
school officers.

THE Government estimate of the Cur-
ran bridge at Montreal was $122,000, but
the actual cost was $450,000. The differ-
ence represents the sum of which the
country has been robbed by Government
negligence.

FARMERS’ PESTS.

A Keswick farmer informs Tae HErALD
that the oat fields in that vicinity are suf-
fering from a new pest, which leaves the
grain in a scorched and useless condition.
The same report comes from other parts
of the province, from Nova Scotia and
Ontario. The pest or oat fly, as it is
called, has such a voracious appetite, that
most of the late oats and a great deal of
the early will be destroyed if the plague
continues its ravages. The fly is so
small as to hardly be visible to the naked
eye, but when placed under a microscope
it is seen to be armed with a pair of pin-
cers, with which it pierces the oat. A
poison contained by the nippers of the
insect, works its destructive course, turn-
ing the straw a reddish color. One bite
is sufficient to blast a stalk of grain. With
the parent are associated several of a
brood, ¢ach of which does its share in
the work of destruction. ]

The same farmer also tells us that the
potatoes are suffering severely from the
bug, which do not yield to generous doses
of Paris green as formerly. He believes
the poison, as now sold, is adulterated
and will not do its work as effectively as
formerly. Some farmers, whose crops
have been quite destroyed by the bug,
have ploughed up their fields anew and
cropped them with buckwheat.

A Pleasant Excursion,

I happened to be one of the lucky ones
that was on the Rev. Mr. Bell’s excursion
to Chatham on the 11th inst. It is about
thirty years since I moved from Chatham,
and I am sorry to say that Chatham has not
improved in appearance. The west end of
the town has gone back. I was sorry to see
the old Muirhead ship yard and mill prop-
erty gone to decay, also the David Richey
ship yard and several other dndustries, all
things of the past. The east end of the town
has made marked improvement. Wm.
Richard’s' mill, Snowball’s and the pulp
mill, give employment to a large gang of
men. Mr. Richards is very popular in
Chatham, and everyone hasa good word
for. One great improvement in the town,
is the fact that there are no open liquor
shops, as there used to be. The Scott act
has done much to improve the morals of
the people, and the inspector is the right
man in the right place.

At two o’clock, p. m., we boarded the
trim little steamer for Newcastle, and the
sail up the Miramichi riveris just lovely.
We got a fine view of the old French fort,
where once the French planted their batter-
ies and the grim models of their guns
guarded the river so that no enemy could
reach their town on Bubar’s Island.

Newecastle has rapidly improved having
fine public buildings; in fact all the build-
ingsin Newcastle are tasteful, clean and
pretty and thestreets are clean and well kept.
The old square the people made a cow pas-
ture of in bye-gone days is now just lovely ;
it is nicely fencedand and planted with nice
shade trees; it also has nice gravel walks,
there is a nice fountain, and a very high flag
staff where the old Union Jack is unfurled
to the breeze, reminding one that under
it there is protection to life and property. I
must not forget to mention our old friend,
the caretaker of the post office and custom
house, which is a fine freestone building.and
cost about $5,000. Our friend the caretaker,
showed us through all the deparments,
every part of which is so clean and trim,
that it is a real pleasure to go through it.
Then our friend took us to his own apart-
ments on the top flat, and introduced us to
his lovely daughter, who is & host in her-
self and served light refreshments. Time
being up, we had to part with our new
friends, and we carry home with us kind
memories of them, and when they are done
with the things of time, I hope their end
will be peace and heir heaven glorious.
I must say that the employes on the C. E.
R., are the most obliging lot of good fellows -
I ever got acquainted with.

VIGE-REGAL

How Dufferin, Lorne Lans-
downe and Stanley

Were Welcomed to Fredericton.

The topic uppermost in the minds of
Frederictomans at the present time, is the
approaching visit of the Governor General
and Lady Aberdeen, and the manner in
which they shall be received, and this sug-
gests and recalls the visits and reception of
former Governors General. TeE HERALD
has taken some trouble to look into the
incidents of the past in this connexion, and
is able to lay before its readers to day, a
succinct and correct account of each of the
vice-regal visits with which Fredericton has

| been honored. Dufferin, Lorne, Lansdowne

and Stanley have been welcomed to this
city, and on all these occasions the citizens
extended a hearty and loyal reception to
the distinguished visitors. The arrival of
the Marquis of Lorne with his royal wife, of
course, was made the occasion of the big-
gest welcome, but the other gentlemen had
no reason to complain of the manner in
which they were treated in the Celestial
city. The present Governor General and
his distinguished lady, who will arrive here
on August 15th, will be none the less
Learty welcomed, not only on account of
the elevated position they occupy in Can-
ada, but also because of their brilliant past.

Dufferin’s Visit.

Lord Dufferin;was tha:first Governor;
General of Canada to officially visit Freder-,
icton, and accompanied by Lady Dufferin:
and his staff, he arrived -here from St. John
August 23rd, 1873 — nearly twenty-one’
years ago.. The party came up the river in
the David Weston, and when hear this city,.
were met by the reception committees and’
a large number of the populace on steamers
gay with bunting. A guard of honor and
an artillery salute greeted the distinguished
visitors ‘as they stepped on shore, and
among those who were at the wharf to re-
ceive them were Governor L. A. Wilmot,
Mayor Gregory, -Sheriff Temple, Colonel
Saunders, Major Otty and Major Inches.
The Governor General and his lady were
escorted to Government House by a long
procession of dignitaries, through crowds of
cheering multitudes, and after dinner, four
thousand people were present at the Exhi-
bition building to witness the

Presentation of the Civic Address

to His Excellency. The same evening the
firemen had a torchlight procession, con-
ducting Lord Dufferin and his party through
the principal streets, and past brilliantly
illuminated residences and public build
ings.

On the morning of the 25tl: their Excel-
lencies accepted an invitation to take a run
over the narrow gauge — New Brunswick
railway — then in course of construction
from Gibson te Ldmundston, and accom-
panied by many lcading citizens, they went
to the end of the track, some thirty miles
up river. Returning, the party picnicked at
Keswick,wherein a bower of fir and spruce,
an excellent luncheon had been prepared.
A number of speeches were made, the
principal one by the Governor General,
who responded to his health in a very
happy manner. Other?speeches - included
the eloquent Governor Wilmot and General
Warner, United States Consul at St. John.
That évening Mrs. Wilmot lreld an at home
at Government House in honcr of her dis-
tinguished guests,- an official dinner,
however, preceding it. During their stay
here their ‘Excellencies visited Marysville
and were received by Alex. Gibson and his
family, and on the 26th they left by car-
riages for Woodstock, their visit here having
been -a round’ of ‘loyal ‘demonstrations,
which did infinite credit to the citizens of
Fredericton. ;

Governor General -and Princess,

The announcement in the spring of 1879
that the Marquis of Lorne,Governer General
of Canada and his royal spouse Princess
Louise, would visit Fredericton during the
summer, aroused the loyal citizens to a
high pitch of excitement, and on July 25th,
the first public meeting of citizens was held
to prepare for the reception. Mayor Greg-
ory presided, and A. F. Street acted as
secretary. Among the speakers were Chief
Justice Allen, Judge Wetmore, Attorney
General Fraser, A. G. Blair, M. P. P., A. A.
Sterling and E. L. Wetmore. The Mayor
said there were no funds in the city treasury
for the celebration, and a large and influ-
ential committee was appointed to raise the
wind. It was also resolved to thoroughly
clean the streets, and at subsequent meet-
ing- sub-committees were struck to degorate
Sherman’s wharf, the proposed landing
place, and the exhibition building for the
presentation of the municipal addresses.
The erection of an arch was spoken of but
that was abandoned. However, quite a
large sum of money was raised by subscrip-
tion, and Frederiction was in gay attire
when Lord Lorne and the Princess arrived.
The number of people who visited the city
on this occasion was never surpassed except
during the Prince of Wales’ visit in 1860.

The vice royal party came from St. John
on the David Weston on Saturday, Aug.
9th, arriving shortly after 4 p. m. The
Fawn accompanied the Weston and they
were met at Lincoln by the Florenceville
and Soulanges laden with ladies and
children from Fredericton. The Agricultur-

said that “a prettier sight was never wit-
nessed on the river than when the Weston
beflagged from bow to stern, with the
Soulanges and Florenceville and their en-
thusiastic freights on either side, and the
Fawn in the rear, steamed up the noble St.

In the meantime a great crowd of
people had gathered on the ‘* Flats” wait-
ing for the signal that the flotilla was

At Government House where Lord Lorne
and the Princess were guests during their
stay, Gov. Chandler welcomed them, and
the procession returned to the city. That
evening the Governor gave a dinner party
in honor of his guests, and those present
included the Chief Justice, the Metropolitan,
Judge Wetmore, Hon. J. J. Fraser, the then
Premier, and other members of the Local
Government, Speaker Stevenson, Mayor
Gregory, Warden McBean and Col. Maun-
sell. The city was- brilliantly illuminated
during the evening, fire works were set off
from Officers’ Square and a band concert
followed.

On Sunday the vice regal party attended

A drawing room
followed at 9 o’clock, and some hundreds of
citizens were presented to their Excellencies.
While the latter function was in progress
the monster firemens’ procession with gaily
decorated engines and hose carts, and
marshalled by Geo. Hatt, Wesley Vanwart,
F. B. Edgecombe, Geo. Y. Dibblee and D.

Although Lord and Lady Lansdowne
came to Fredericton only semi-officially,
they were no less warmly welcomed. They
arrived here by their own special train from
8t. John shortly after 4 p.m. on Wednesday,
October 22nd, 1884, accompanied: by Gover-
nor R.'D. Wilmot and Col. Maunsell. At
Fredericton Junction the train was boarded
by Hon. A. G. Blair and other members of
the local Government, Mayor Fenety and
others. At the depot an immense con-
course of people watched the arrival of the
party, and a guard of honor from the R. R.
C. I. was on hand. The visitors were
driven directly to Government House, and
that evening were dined, the company in-
vited to meet them including the members
of the Government, Major Gordon and
Major Street, A.D.C’s, the Chief Justice and
Judges Fraser, King and Wetmore of the
Supreme Court, E. L. Wetmore, M. P. P.,
Hon. A. F. Randolph, Dr. Jack and Mayor
Fenety. A public reception followed the
dinner. The following day, at 11.30 a. m.,
the Governor General drove to the Parlia-
ment buildings, where in the Assembly
chamber, Mayor Fenety, surrounded by his
council and a distinguished gathering of
citizens, presented an address from the
corporation.
