The experience 
of the United States, France, and 
Switzerland, whore manhood suffrage 
prevails, and that of Canada, and the 
Australian colonies, where the fran­
chise, though not quite so extended, 
is very libéral, should be quite suf­
ficient to reassure those who dread 
revolutionary attacks on property 
and jicrsotial rights, in case of the 
passage of the bill.— Toronto Xews.

Tho Canadian Pacific Railway 
Company have boon doing good 
practical work towards inducing 
^qçriculturai settlement along its line 
in tho North-west Terri lory, by 
establishing experimental forms here 
and there, where the various kinds 
of grains and vegetables aro being 
cultivated.

Returns of last year there was im­
ported during tho year into Canada,

This was of tho free of duty class, 
being the fine wools such as are but 
little grown in Canada. Besides 
that there was imported of wools, 
such as tho ljeiccstor and combing 
wools, generally produced here, and 
paying An import duty of three cento

)wr pound, 17,687 pounds valued at 
17,031. Tho total amount of wool 

importations according to tho above 
figures was nearly five thousand 
tons, valued at over two million 
dollars. During tho year there wore 
imported into the Ifominion of 
woolen goods, of cloths, carpets, 
flannels and the like, equal to 10,- 
229,1.58 lbs., valued by tho importers 
at about that many dollars, or in 
exact figures to $10,202t901. Dur­
ing tho sumo year there was export­
ed of woot-oî Canadian production, 
to tho extent of 1,376,572 pounds, the 
estimated value of which was $280,- 
650, and of “woolens," tho total 
value of tho export is put down at 
but $31,296.

It will bo eeen by comparing the 
above figure* that though Canada 
has tho reputation of being one of 
tho finest sheep-growing countries 
in the world, it is etill very largely 
dependent on othoa countries for lie 
wool supplies, and for ito 
lured woolen good». These figures 
ought to furnish good subjects for

We have 
no sym|>athy with the manner in 
which Nova *Scotia was legislated 
into the Union ; but the Dominion 
so far made atonement for the wrong 
which the people of that Province 
considered they had suffered, that 
some of the most violent among 
them became reconciled, and have 
since cordially lent their assistance 
towards building up and extending 
their new country.

When Confederation was first 
brought before the people, one of 
the stock arguments of its opponent» 
was that the smaller and weaker 
members would be sacrificed to the 
larger and stronger, and that the 
influence of Ontario would pre­
dominate in the government to a 
dangerous extent. Nor have the 
minds of the people, after an ex­
perience of seventeen years, been 
entirely disabused of this idea, lor it 
has boon nursed and fostered by the 
Grit party, who, for want of a better 
war cry, have eagerly used this 
means to excite disaffection and sus­
picion among an otherwise happy 
and .contented people. Strange as 
it may seem, yet, true to their 
character, the Grits of Ontario hold 
precisely similar opinions regarding 
the Maritime Provinces, and insist 
that their Province bears by far the 
greater portion of the burden of 
government. A grasping, narrow­
minded spirit j»ervades Gritism 
everywhere, and the Ontario article 
is no improvement upon the sample 
wo have in Prince Edward Island. 
Ontario Grits believe that the Mari­
time Provinces are but jumpers 
subsisting on the bounty of the 
former, and the Grits of Nova Scotia 
are firmly of opinion that their 
Province is especially taxed for the 
benefit of Ontario, and of the Canada- 
Pacific Railway in particular. What 
a happy family this Grit party is, 
and how indissoluble is the bond 
which holds them together !

poorer Provinces:* In the face of 
these amer tiens made by the Grit 
party and tBtir leaders, what hare 
we to expect from them?

Tboi BLovs times seem in store 
for the |H*«>pl«* of Newfoundland 
Our readers will remember the un 
tbrtunute Onuigo riots ol last Do 
ccmber, wherein several jKirtios lost 
their lives. Nineteen |»orsons, known 
as the Riverhead party, were recently 
tried for the manier ul William 
Jeans, one of the Orangemen, and 
alter a patient hearing of forty-seven 
days, and the examination of over 
one hundred witnesses, the jury re­
turned a verdict of “ not guilty." I n 
u British Court of Law wo are 
accustomed to look for justice 
stern and unbending it may be, 
more otten, perhaps, tempered with 
mercy, and it was, thorelore, that it 
was hoped the verdict would be 
accepted by all reasonable parties 
and a stop put to further agitation,
Not so, however, unfortunately, and 
it is with pain wo observe the tone 
of a portion of the Newfoundland 
press, who denounce the verdict and 
threaten dire consequences if a simi­
lar decision is rendered in the next 
trial. As the trials are not yet con 
eluded, such a course of procedure is 
much to bo regret toil, and we are 
surprised that any respectable news­
paper should adopt it. The language 
used by the Evening Mercury is not 
only intemperate, but insulting to 
the judge, the jury, aud the whole 
Catholic population of Newfound­
land. According to it the jury, 
from motives of prudence, if from 
no higher consideration, and in order 
to satisfy in some measure the 
Orangemen, should have returned a 
verdict of “ manslaughter" as a com 
promise. This would bo justice with 
a vengeance. Concluding his article, 
its editor says: “The trials are not 
yet done, and better counsels may 
prevail with another jury. This 
much may be taken for granted, that 
unless the guilty members of the 
Riverhead party are punished, and 
the Roman Catholic body separated 
from them by unequivocal manifes­
tations of its intention to aid in their 
conviction, instead of assisting their 
escape, the whole Protestant people 
of this Island will unite, and denomi­
national ism, with all its attendant 
evil», become the ruling political 
factor in this Island." This might 
be a terrible calamity in the eyes of 
the editor of the Mercury, but it 
would not be nearly so bad as to 
have the fountains of justice corrupt­
ed, as he recommends. Wo observe C0:W' 
that the Chief Justice, in discharging 
the jury, congratulated them upon 
the great care and attention which 
they had bestowed upon tbe case, 
and we fancy that had they not done 
their duty, ho would be slow to com­
pliment them as he did. The insti­
tution of Orangeiem is a terrible one, 
and opposed to every principle of 
Christianity ; ite history in New­
foundland is the same as in every 
other country where it has taken 
root—one of blood and violence.

Pedigree Influence-
The following extracts from n recent 

publication of Albert Carey, a British 
writer, contains in brief some of the 
most definite conclusions reached in 
regard to Influence of pedigree In the 
breeding of live stock :

Pedigree, as explained by Professor 
Tanner, ' depends entirely upon a fuller

those of an opposite character, and 
surrounding tli«m with specially fav­
orable conditions. * When individuals 
of the same, or even of a distinct 
variety, are allowed freely to inter­
cross. uniformity of character, or fixity 
of type, is ultimately acquired.’ By 
judicious pairing of even cross-bred 
animals it is practicable to establish a 

breed. For instance, the im­
proved Essex pig owes its excellence 
to repeated cross»** with the Neapolitan, 
together, probably with some Infusion 
of Chinese blood. So with onr British 
sheep; almost all llie races have been 
largely crossed, except the Southdown*.

Breeding in-and-in means too close 
interbreeding from roemliers of the 
same family. The pairing of n father 
and daughter, n mother and son. or 
brothers and sisters, if carried on for 
several generations, is the closest form 
of interbreeding. Breeding in the line 
means breeding from selected animals 
of pure and separate families, all des­
cended from a common ancestry. 
Breeding in-and-in will enable the j 
stock, and impart fixty of type or.

.aracter,’ but in effecting this, great 
care is necessary on account of in­
fertility, loss of size and constitutional 
vigor, sometimes accompanied by a 
tendency to malformation. Breeding 
in the line is a system adopted i.t once 
to keep up the purity and to impart 
fresh constitutional vigor, by tho in­
fusion of fresh, but iqually pure blood. 
The celebrated Improved Ka»cx nreed 
of pigs, raised • by Mr. Fisher Hobbs, 
was maintained in perfection for more 
than twenty yeimi by judicious selec­
tion from the tun e distinct families 
into which lie divided his stock. 
Breeding in-and in will in time produce 
barrenness, and it is asserted that there 
can bo found no instance of it breeder 
who followed this practice during his 
whole life. A celebrated authority 
states that by strictly breeding In-and- 
iu with pigs, the seventh generation 
in many instances failed to breed ; in 
others they produced few that lived, 
and of tile latter many were idiotic, 
without sense even to suck, and when 
attempting to move could not walk 
straight. Bates’ herd of shorthorn 
cattle was esteemed the most cele­
brated in the world, and though he 
had the most exalted notion of the 
value of his own •t<>ck, within seven­
teen years, after thirteen years of inter 
breeding, he thrice infused fresh blood 
Into liis herd on account of their 
ened fertility. Sterility also is known 
to result from changed habits of life, 
though these cases are acknowledged 
exceptions. A breeding condition is 
iiften injured by excessive feeding, and 
excessive fatness diminishes the prog­
eny. Excessive leanness diminishes 
fertility, and, as a rule, the progeny is 
good for nothing. Ivws of size In 
p uiigree stock is a result of breeding 
in-anl-in for too long a )>eriod. and 
can be remedied as other faults from 
the same cause, by change of blood 
and varied conditions of life.
