attacked unexpectedly. A very 
serious phase of the fighting 
far is the large number of British 
officers that have been jtilled. The 
wires tell us that General Bailer, 
with his forces, bfts arrived 
Cape Town. It will take him 
some time to reach the scene of 
action ; but it is to be hoped 
further serious casualties to our 
troops shall occur until a eoncen 
tration of forces can be effected 
when we confidently hope the 
Boers will be driven back and 
completely defeated.

Official reports from Kimberly, dated 
Tuesday, state that Col. Scott Turner, 
with 270 men, proceeded northward to 
MacFarlane’e farm, where they nn- 
saddled their horses. At 9 o’clock a 
party of Boers was seen on the right 
flank end wae quickly scattered, Col. 
Scott Tamer opening fire on them, and 
several of the enemy being seen to fall. 
The enemy moved to a sand bill and 
opened fire on the British, which wae 
returned. Col. Scott Turner attempted 
to prevent the Boers advancing against 
Col Mnrray, but wae met with a heavy 
fire fiom a wall, 600 feet to the left. At 
11 o’clock Col. Murray ordered 150 men 
of the Lancashire regiment to proceed 
to the north. An armoied train is 
already supporting Col. Scott Turner. 
At midday Col. Murray started also 
with two field gnns and two maxims 
end seventy moan ted men. One of tbe 
two Britieh guns oponed suddenly upon 
the Boers, The Boer artillery fire wae 
brisk. Another armored train wae 
held in readiness. At 2 o’clock the 
second train was sent forward with 
additional ammunition. The Lanca 
shiree behaved splendidly. Command­
ant Botha and many Boers were killed. 
The British loes was three killed and 22 
wounded. The engagement was a 
brilliant snccese for the British forces.

A special despatch from Pietermaritz­
burg, Natal,dated Oct. 24, says: “Nine 
hundred and eighty Boer prisoners ar 
rived here this morning, They include 
Captains Dewitt, Hamer, Fighloe, 
Dorrey, Vanlegger and Dottner.”

According to farther advices from 
Kimberley, the Boers removed their 
killed end wounded in carts. No reli 
able estimate cf their losses has been 
m «de. Mr. Rhodes rode oqt gpd watch­
ed the fight. The townspeople, includ 
ing tbe women, mounted the trenches, 
watching eagerly for the return of tbe 
troops,

Tbe body of Sir William P«nn Sy­
mons, who died Monday afternoon, wae 
buried without a coffin, shrouded in tbe 
Union Jack. Among the papers found 
upon him wae a telegram from Lady 
Symons congratulating him upon bis 
success.

-Loudon, 6ct. SI.—The War Office has 
received a despatch from General 
White, commanding the British forces 
at Ladysmith, reporting that the Royal 
Irish Fusiliers,No. 10 Mountain Battery 
and Gloucestershire Regiment were 
surrounded iq the bills by the Boers 
and after loeiug heavily were obliged 
to capitulate.
