The public astonishment that the
vacaneies in the Legisldative Coun-
c¢il should be filled at this late hour
on the eve of a general election and
at a time when no Legislature exists
to transact public business but when
the Government of the day has im-
posed its existence upon the people

for a period of six months bevond the |

time allowed by law. The Govern-
ment’s term of office began the Gen-
eral Election in May 1909 and expired
four years later. There is now no
Legislatm'é in existence and there
has been none since June last. Not-
l\\'ithstzmding this fact, these appoint-
‘ments are made by a Government

1t fs an out-
rage upon the community—why has

it been done? Why has His Excel-
lency the Governor allowed himself
to.be a party to such a palpable fraud
upon the rights of the public?

What is the political
significance of this move on the part
of the Government? It has Dbeen
actuated by two principal motives,
one to embarrass the incoming Gov-
ernment by placing Morris nominees
in a majority in the Council that he
may manipulate his pawns in the
Upper House to obstruct the wishes
of the people at large as expressed at
the .polls next month. Surely the
Governor has placed himself in a
most in\'iflious position by allowing
his high office to be used by a
political trickster like Morris as a
tool to thwart the wishes of the peo-
ple expressed in a constitutional way
at the polls. If this is so he has been
either fooled by Morris or he has de-
liberately become a party to this
political fraud. Will this Lkind of
thing ever stop? Is the Colony to be
always at the mercy of a Governor
who either deliberately or foolishly
allows himself to be the political tool
of men of the Morris stamp. The
other motive which has actuated
Morris in this matter is to pacify
political followers who are in revolt
against himself and his policy of
ruin. Both motives deserve the con-
demnation of all thoughtful men. 1t
is a disgrace to the country to the
Government and to the Governor to
see the Legislative Council made a
mere “dump” to be used for political
cast-offs like Murphy.

The 'speed of the stéamers which
ply in the Thames and other English
rivers is strictly regulated by the
rules laid down by the various con-
scrvancies, and is generally linrited to
six knots an hour. This is a most
nccessary precaution, for the bow
wave or wash kicked up by a com-

paratively small craft is most ruin-
ous to-the banks. Even along the

Thames, thousands of pounds. have

been spent in  strengthening the
banks with bags of cement and other
material. Otherwise, tons of earth
would be carried away every day by
the sucking action of the waves made
by the tripper steamers.

At regattas, where a launch fol-
lows the racing craft at ten or
twelve miles an hour, the spectators
have to be uncommonly careful to
avoid swamped. and every
year there are accidents caused by
canves or punts being caught broad-
side on and filled.

The bow wave of a Dbig
steamer travelling at anything like
Jull speed is three to four feet high,
and so steep that no row boat is
safe within half a mile. If you want
to see what such a wave can do at
close quarters, watch one of the big
iransatlantic craft coming down the
BSolent * from Southampton. Of Ilate.
the speed of big steamers in this
marrow strait has been limited for
the damage done to small craft moor-
ed or drawn up on the mud used to
be really serious.

Carried Away the Landing Stage.

In many cases lives have been lost
of people on shore who could not
et out of the way in. time. No
longer ago than last August 3rd, the
huge Hamburg-America liner Augus-
ta Victoria was the cause of whole-
sale massacre. She came down the
fillbe at much too rapid a pace, and
her ‘wave caught tlie landing-stage
at Wittenborgen, and carried it com-
pletely away.

Nearly forty people were flung in-
to the = water. Two were drowned
outright, four more died after they
were got out, and over twenty were
mjore or less injured.

The worst waves are those which
strike a sloping bank. They run up

to a most surprising distance.
Those who have been over from Do-
ver to Calais will remember the long

¥the steamer

stone jetty running out Dbeside the
harbor. This was the scene of a ter-
rible-tragedy on August 15th, 1908.

Calais was crowded with excur-
sionisks, both French and English.
It was hot weather, and a number
had been paddling, and some ,of these
climbed up on the jetty to look for
mussels.

At half-past four in the afternoon
Queen came past, and
her swell swept right over the jetty
and washed away about a dozen peo-
ple into deep water. Assistance was
at hand almost at once, but no fewer

than six people were drowned. Three
of them were children of nine to four-

teen years of age.

Some vears ago, a Plymouth man
fishing off the rocks on Plymouth
Sound, opposite the end of the break-
water, was caught unawares by the
swell thrown up by a cruiser, and
swept into the sea.

In spite of the fact that he was
wearing heavy boots and that he had
a creel strapped on his back, he
struck out and tried to get ashore
again. But the rocks were so slip-
pery that he could get no hold.
so ‘he boldly started swimming back
to an inlet where there is a strip of
shingly beach. But the task was
bevond him. He was actually sink-
ing when a boat came up, and res-
cued him just in time.

An almost exactly similar incident
occurred at Gibraltar, where a sol-
dier, fishing off the rocks one even-
ing, was in like manner caught and
washed into the sea. He fell, with
his head on a rock, and was stunned.
Yet, when he came to, he found him-
self ashore again.

The odd thing was
was not a soul in sight.

It was not until long afterwards
that he found out that his rescuers
had been a boat load of Spanish
smugglers, running a cargo of to-
bacco into Spanish territory.

LONDON, Sept. 21.

The Commjttee appointed by the
Governmnet to investigate the Land
problem, or at any rate, that part of
it, which deals with the rural work-
er. have made the following recom-
mendations: (1) A widespread sys-
tem of small holdings, cultivated by
tenant occupiers, holding the land at
equitable rents, with security - of
tenure; (2) The system to be safe-
guarded by the establishment of
Land Courts with judicial powers:
(3) Establishment of Wages Boards
to adjust wages in accordance with
local conditions; (4) Re-adjustment
of the hours of labour, and more
frequent holidays. A system of land
purchase financed by the State was
rejected by the Committee on vari-
ous grounds, the chief of which was
that peasant proprietors must soon-
er or later become burdened with
debt and sink into the clutches of
money-lenders. Housing rural
workers is for the moment left an
open question, though it may be tak-
en that on this question the Govern-
ment policy has not yet been formu-
lated.

LONDON, Sept. 21
Commenting on Lord Haldane's
published Montreal address under

the title of the Higher Nationality,

the Morning Post says that it is
well worth reading for its simple
presentation of ‘the sane and true
idea which he put before his audi-
ence and all others capable of ap-
preciating. It cannot but set men
thinking about the basic truths and
facts on which this idea reposes.
While Haldane's sanguine tempera-
ment suits him to be what is called
an optimist, and while he chooses
well those facts which do not har-
monize with his purpose, he forgets
the great hold that French law and
ideas of conduct have on a large
part of Canada. He ignores the
strong infusion of German ideas and
German “settlichkeit” in the United
States. These are not harmful omis-
sions, as they enable him to set out
the main thought with greater clear-
ness. He may be so far right that
the German element in America nor
the French element in Canada are
not likely to change the general
trend of feeling, if no attempt is
made to force it into a pre-designed
channel. ‘The value of the address
is not its novelty, but lies in giving
expression in an intelligible' shape
to feelings which have gradually
upgrown.
