URGENT APPEAL ISSUED.

SOFIA, Sept. 13.

An urgent appeal to the nation has
been issued by a group of Bulgarian
men of note, to support the opposition
demand for convocation of the Byl-
garian Parliament, “with a view to
preventing action ,contrary to the
country’s centuries old traditions.”
The centuries long traditions of the
Bulgarians, as of other Balkan na-
tions, have consisted of uncompromis-
ing opposition to the Turks as the
usurpers and tyrants of Europe. As
there have been many evidences of
late that the Bulgarian Government,
presumably - under the: leadership. of
King Ferdinand, is leaning strongly
to the side of the Germans and Aus-
trians, and necessarily, therefore, on
the side of the Turks, it would seem
that the opposition in parliament, de-
manding. the convening of the cham-
ber, is opposed to giving any assist-
ance to the Turks. Only since the
second Balkan war has Bulgaria be-
come so violently opposed to Greece
and Serbia, as almost to forget her
age-long hatred of the Turk. It could
hardly be said, therefore, that the
“centuries old traditions” spoken of,
refers to this more recent policy of
the opposition to other Balkan na-
tions.

The Bulgars and~ -
Their Czar.

It would be a strange irony of fate
were we to find eventually Bulgaria
fighting side by side with- Turkey and
supporting the Turkish hordes which

oppressed them for five centuries.

Over thirty years ago Mr. Gladstone

made the world ring with his de-
nunciation of what was then called
the Bulgarian atrocities, which were
in fact horrible deeds of massacres
and unspeakable crimes committed by
the Bashe Bazouks or Turkish irregu-
lars against the Bulgarian men, wo-
men and children who then occupied
the territory known now as Roumania
and Bulgaria, which was then divided
into Turkish vilayets under Turkish
governors and was part and parcel
of Turkey in Europe. Russia cham-
pioned the cause of the Bulgars with
her arms and eventually two nation-
alities emerged from the struggle,
Roumania and Bulgaria. Both coun-
tries owe their freedom from Turkey
to Russia, and it would be a strange
outcome of the present conflict if Bul-
garia should provide soldiers to aid
Turkey against Russia and her allies,
“With a view to preventing action
contrary to the country’s centuries
old tradition,” an agitation has been
started in Bulgaria. Germany and
Austria have been wdrking on the
susceptibilities of the Bulgarian Gov-
ernment, which considers itself out-
raged at the way she was treated aft-
er the Balkan League had defeated
Turkey. Servia and Greece quarrelled
with her over the Turkish spoils.
Roumania intervened against her and

Turkey turned and received back

from her Adrianople. She was forc-
ed to agree to the Treaty of Bucha-
rest, which gave to Servia and Greece
Turkish territory she coveted. It is
on this soreness, Germany and Aus-
tria have been working, first to stop
the formation of a new Balkan Lea-
gue against Turkey; second, to ob-
tain a benevolent neutrality; and lat-
terly to turn that benevolent neutral-
ity into active support of Turkey.
The central powers have an agent to
hand in the Czar of Bulgaria, who was
a German princeling, born in Vienna
in 1861, and the youngest son - of
Prince Augustus of Saxe-Coburg one
of the Duchies of the German federa-
tion. He has this bitter remembrance
of the Treaty of Bucharest to work

on. Should, however, the present agi-
tation gain headway and the recent
soreness. be cured by concessions
from Servia, Greece and Roumania he
may meet with the fate of his pre-
decessor and be deposed.

Norwegian Barque
Towed to Port

IN A BATTERED AND LEAKY CON-
DITION.

In a battered and leaky condition,
the barque Ravenscourt, which was
in collision off Cape Race with the
American steamer Allaguash, was
towed to port yesterday afternoon by
the s.8. Prospero. The Ravenscourt’s
story of the collision is much the
same as the Allaguash’'s. As previ-
ously mentioned, the barque was
bound from Pittsburg, N.S., to Car-
diff, England, with a full cargo of
lumber. On Friday last it was dense-
ly foggy. :Sometimes the weather
would clear and then get thicker and
thicker. Between ten and eleven
o’clock, when about sixty miles S.W.
by W. of Cape Race, those on board
the barque knew nothing until they
crashed into the Allaguash, ramming
her amidships. It was then very dark
and foggy, in fact a light on the
steamer could not be seen from the
barque at close range. As a result of
the collision the barque was serious-
ly damaged. The jibboom and bow-
sprit were carried completely away,
the foremast broken off at the middle,
cutwater, windlass and all head gear
was damaged. The vessel began
leaking badly forward and the fore-
peak quickly filled with water. The
topmast fell on the deck when it
cracked off, but fortunately struck no
one. Another  fortunate matter is
that the barque was going very slow-
ly at the time of the mishap. After
the collision and when the s.8. Alla-
guash had bore up for St. John’s,
promising to send out assistance, the
barque was in ‘a bad state. Tempor-
ary repairs were made and on Sunday
morning the vessel came along under
her own canvas. Considering her
condition she fmade fairly good head-
way, being favored by the wind. Yes-
terday the wind veered contrary and
the vessel could not makeé progress.
The tug John Green, which was sent
to give assistance, took the barque in
tow off Cape Spear, but had to let go
again as the strain of a 1,400 ton ves-
sel, heavily laden with lumber and
partly with water, was too much for
her to tow along. After the tug came
back the Prospero went out, took the
disabled vessel in tow and brought
her to port. She is 24 years old and a
splendid type' of vessel.

Serious Trouble on
- Norwegian Ship.

Weapons Used.—Two Men Wounded.

From a party who reached the city
by yesterday evening’s express we
learn of some serious trouble that oc-
curred quite recently at Little Bay on
board a Norwegian steamer, which
was loading pit props in that section.
The alleged trouble was the outcome
of a breach of that part of the Game
Laws prohibiting the killing of cari-
bou in close season. In a big row that
occurred two men were wounded and
later the ship went ashore. The name
of the Norwegian steamer is thought
to be the Karisbrook, as this vessel
was reported this morning to be
ashore at Little Bay Island, according
to a message received here by the De-
puty Minister of Customs LeMessur-
ier. The story is told that on last
Thursday morning a fireman and an-
other man, who was coast pilot on the
ship, killed two deer with an axe and
brought the vension aboard the ship.
The Game Warden around there was
put wise and soon hiked it off to the
ship- and seized the meat and ac-
quainted the two men who had kill-
ed the deer that they had broken the
law, as it was close season, and that
he intended to take action. After the
Game Warden had left it transpired
that someone on board had acted in-
formant for the Warden and then the
row began. A Norweg:an seaman was
stabbed with a chisel and was brought
to Little Bay Hospital while another
seaman who committed the deed was
arrested by Const. Dewling under a
warrant sworn before Stipendiary
Magistrate Wells. When this trouble
had abated awhile another seaman
was struck with another instrument
by some one else on poard and seri-
ously injured. It is not unlikely that
Jnore arrests will be made and -the
prisoners brought on to St. John’s.

Three Dead as a
Result of Explosion
on Hiawatha.

Newfoundland Schooner Loaded With
Oil Burned to Water’s Edge in Bed-
ford Basin Early Friday Morning—
Hubert Clarke, Master of Vessel
Among the Dead.

Three men are dead as a result of
an explosion which occurred early
yesterday morning on the Nfid. schr.
Hiawatha, which, loaded to the hatch-
es with oil and gasoline, was lying at
the Bedford Basin pier of the Imperi-
‘al . Oil Company awaiting a favorable
iwind for sailing to St. John’s, Nfid.

The dead are James Saunders, sea-
man, William Hooper, seaman, whose
‘charred bodies lay on the deck of the
destroyed schooner, and Capt. Huﬁert
'Clarke, master "of the ill-starred ves-
sel, who was taken to the  Victoria
General Hospital and expired there
shortly before noon. Two other mem-
bers of the crew Fred Kirby, seaman,
and Thomas Farrell, cook, are at the
hospital, one with fractured leg and
severe burns and the other with only
minor injuries. Sidney Hussey, the
mate, escaped uninjured. All the
members of the crew hail from Burin,
Nfid.

"“We were going to sail this morn-
ing for Newfoundland,” said Farrell,
tle cook when a reporter of The
Chronicle visited the Victoria General
Hospital yesterday morning, “and I
had gone forward into the galley to
get breakfast for the boys. We had
not been able to sleep in the foe’sle,
the night before, because of the fumes
from gasoline, which had settled
there. I went toight a fire in the
st.mre, when suddenly theré was _ a
sharp. “e¥plosion and the foc’sle was a
1 leaped for the com-
panion way and got through safely,
but just in the nick#of time. I jump-
ed overboard and escaped with Minor

{ injuries.. Kirky, who was leaning on

he:starboard rail at the time, was
thrown to the deck by the e‘xplqsipn.
and he, too, jumpedinto the water.

In_doing so he fractured his leg. I
think that Capt. Clarke also jumped
from the ship but cannot say defin-
itely. It all happened so quickly that
it was hard to give a clear idea of
what each man did. Poor Saunders
and Hooper were caught in the flames
and perished.”

The watchman-at the Oil Company’s
plant and men on a warship who were
in a position to see the commence-
ment of the Hiawatha’s destruction,
say that at about half past six o’clock
in the morning they heard an explos-
ion and looking towards the pier
where the schooner was lying, saw a
sheet of flames sweep along her deck
and up the masts and rigging. A na-
val boat put out to the scene and the
watchman ran down the pier. The
flames had then taken full possession
of the ship and it was impossible to
board her. (T'he cries of the men who
had jumped overboard were heard
and they were quickly brought to
shore. The mate had also made his
way to land, so that there were only
two more to be accounted for. In the
meantime a message had been sent
into the city for assistance from the
Fire Department and men and appar-
atus were desi)atched tg the -scene.
The mahager of the ?mpm‘ial 0il
Company also secured the services of
C. S. Campbell & Co.’s tug Togo,
which responded very promptly to the
call. Thanks to the work of the
tug and the city firemen the blaze .did
not spread to the company’s tanks
from the water. The schr., however,
was totally destroyed. There was no
possibility of saving her. A portion
of the pier, of an area about thirty
feet by fifty feet, was burned, before
the fire was fully.checked.

The cause of the explosion is said
to be the aécumulation of gas -in the
galley, from fumes from the gasoline,
which, when a match was lit, prompt-
ly exploded.

CATCHING SUBMARINES.

LONDON, To-day.

he Paris Figaro’s naval critic, af-
ter visiting the British fleet, writes:
German submarines are hunted not
only with guns, explosive bombs, but
also with nets. When they leave port
their commanders know the chances
for their destruction far exceed those
of their return to port.

DEMAND REPRISALS.

LONDON, To-day.

Since public opinion forced the
Government to intern aliens and de-
clare cotton contraband, public meet-
ings are being organized to demand
reprisals on German towns for Zep-
pelin raids. It is pointed out there
were no such raids for two months
after the French aviators bombarded
Karlsruhe. Bonar Law advocates
compensation for damage caused by
Zeppelins from enemy alien funds
now held by public trustee.

AEROPLANE CHASED OFF.
LONDON (Official), To-day.
A hostile aeroplane passed over the

Kentish coast- this afternoon and
dropped some bombs which resulted

in a house being seriously damaged
and four persons /injured. The aero-
plane was chased off by two naval

aeroplanes.

WANT A BILLION DOLLARS.

NEW YORK, To-day.

The present plan of the joint Ang-
lo-French financial commission, it
was reported to-night, is to borrow
one billion dollars in the United
States with straight British and
French Government bonds without
any collateral whatever. If this vast
sum of money :is .obtained, it .was
said, it is to be spent to the last penny
in the United States in payment of
wheat, cotton, meat and other com-
modity shipments, inciuding muni-
tions of war. It will therefore, in the
opinion of financial authorities, be
classified as a commercial loan. Whe-
ther the neutrality of the States will
be questioned in the case of bankers
financing a big loan, should they ac-
cept straight British and French Gov-
érnment notes as their security, has
been given serious consideration. It
was said, financiers familiar with the
plan, have every reason to believe the
Washington Administration would not
interfere. “We are not in a position
to make a statement at the present
time,” Lord Reading said to-night,
“hecause we are studying the condi-
tions in New York and elsewhere in
relation to American exchange on
London and Paris.”

DISPUTE BETWEEN THE
STATES AND GERMANY.

WASHINGTON, To-day.

The conferences yesterday between
President Wilson and Secretary of
State Lansing and between Secretary
Lansing and Count Von Bernstorff,
German Ambassador, brought the sit-
uation growing out of the German
submarine activities to the following
status: (1) The German Ambassador
has been furnished with evidenee of
officers and survivors of the Arabic,
all agreeing that the liner was.-pro-
ceeding peacefully. when torpedoed
vithout warning, and the Ambassador
has been advised the United States
desires‘a disavowal of the attack and
reparation for American lives lost.
(2) Evidence will be sent by Count
Von Bernstorff to the Berlin Foreign
Office, which has not been available
hefore. - Probably ten days will elapse
béfore Berlin can be heard from. In
some quarters it is believed possible
that the Foreign Office upon examin-
ing the evidence may change its posi-
tion and disavow the action of the sub-
marine commander, who it was claim-
ed in the last note sank the liner be-
cause he thought she was about to at-
tack him. (3) The States has all in-
formation in the case as it now stands
at hand and is ready to decide upon
its course, but action may be delayed
uitil Count Von Bernstorff has had
time - to - exchange: communications
with .his. Governinent. (4) While the
Siates will not consent to arbitration
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of p_rinciple nor on the question, in-
volving the safety of American l'ives
she has accepted Germany’s assur:
ances that peaceful liners will net"be
torpedoed without warning® If Ger-
many desires to arbitrate on the
amount of indemnity and the question
whether the Arabic actually attempted
to attack the submarine, or whether
her actions justified the submarine
commander believing he was about to
be attacked that probably would be
agreed to. The President, and Secre-
tary Lansing were in conference for
nearly an hour. Later Count Von
Bernstorff spent half an hour with
the Secretary. No announcements
were made.

ROUMANIA GETS READY. ,

ATHENS, To-day.

It is reported in diplomatic circles
here that there has been heavy mobi-
lization of Roumanian troops, includ-
ing several regiments of cavalry, to
face an unexpected concentration of
Austrians, which is directed presum-
ably against Roumania. Railroad
traffic on Northwestern Roumania is
declared to have been suspended in
favor of troop movements. All horses
have been requisitioned and the se-
cond series of reserves are mow with
the colors. It is asserted the Austro-
German explanation is that the con-
centration is directed toward the sup-
pression of espionage in Transylvania
but this statement is not taken seri-
ously.

GRAND DUKE ACTIVE.

PETROGRAD, To-day.
(Official). In the coastal region on
Saturday there was cannonading and
rifle firing in the direction -of Olti.
Near Arkhil, our patrol dislodged the
Turks from the rocks. No change on
the remainder of the front.

HEAVY WAR TAXES EXPECTED.

LONDON, To-day.

When Parliament reassembles, its
principal concern will be schemes of
new taxation to help providing for the
expenses of war. An increase and ex-
tension of the income tax is expected
in most quarters. ‘An attempt to re-
strict the volume of ‘imports is urged
by many public men and most likely
a measure in this direction and large
additions to the duties on tea, tobacco,
wine, sugar, petrol and possibly new
duties on luxuries of various charac-
ter. Other taxes which have ~ been
suggested are upon tickets for\ea—
tres and motion pictures, autos and
carriages, employers' of domestic ser-
vants. An increase charge for let-
ters, telegrams and telephones, all
of which are under Government con-
trol is a further possibility, but the
greater part of a half billion dollars
or o, which the Government proposes
to add to its annual income will come
according to the well informed from
income tax. Most authorities are
agreed that the income tax must be
broadened and the minjmum exXemp-
tion presumably will be made for as-
sessing wages of as many Wworkmen
and small business men as earn more
than a flat minimum demand necess-
ary to support existence. It is esti-
mated the total income of inhabitants
of the British Isles'is $12,000,000,000
a year. Of this less than five billions
of dollars are now assessed for taxa-
tion. New Legislation is expected to
reach ot least three and a half bil-
lion dollars more. With small work-
men it is proposed that the collection
of tax may be made weekly by install-
ments by means of stamps affixed to
weekly war tax cards. With the mc_)d—
ification of theincome tax law which
Reginald McKenna, Chancellor of the
Exchequer, is expected to introduce
into the new budget will come the op-
portunity for a general revision of
methods of collection. Many influen-

the Russian posgt on Kerch Peninsula
in the Crimea. The submarine came
up to reconnoitre and exchanged
shots with the shore before retiring
at full speed. In view of the size and
type of the underwater boat, it is evi-
dent it made its way by sea to Turk-
ish waters.

WILL PAY DAMAGES.

LONDON, To-Day.

The German Government has in-
formed the Norwegian Government,
according to a Christiania despatch.
that it could not' recognize any re-
sponsibility for the sinking of the Nor-
wegian steamer Svein Jarl on July
9th, as the steamer was not provided
with any sign showing that she was
neutral. However, twelve of her crew
having perished, and in order to show
its friendly disposition towards Nor-
way, Germany agrees to make up for
the damage done and asks Norway to
nominate an-expert,.who, with-a Ger-
man expert will fix the amount of
damages.

STEADY PROGRESS ON PENINSULA
PARIS, To-Day.

The Allied fleet has succeeded in lo-
cating the Turkish batteries along the
Asiatic shore of the Dardanelles, ac-
cording to a Jomrnal despatch from
Athens. Observers in a captive bal-
loon spied out the Ottoman artillery,
which was silenced by shells from
British and French guns, with the re-
sult that the camps of the Allied
troops are now more tenable. Ad-
vices from Myteline received at Ath-
ens are to the effect that large bodies
of Franco-British troops are disem-
barking on the Gallipoli Peninsula
and steady progress by the Allies is
reported to be causing consternation
in Constantineple.

BELGIAN GOVERNMENT PROTESTS

HAVRE. To-Day.

The Belgian Government has pro-
tested to the neutral States against
the action of the German administra-
tion in tearing up and transporting to
Poland the tracks of the Belgian rail-
roads. The protest is based on an ar-
ticle of the Fourth Hague Convention,
which stipulates that the occupation
of invaded territory shall constitute
only an occupation de facto.

BULGARIA AND TURKEY SIGN
AGREEMENT.

ATHENS, To-Day.

The situation on the Russian front-
jer is not considered immediately
menacing by persons in official cir-
cles here, especially in view of the
fact of Roumania being not yet fully
prepared for eventualities. The tense-
ness of the situation has promoted
steps however for as closer :under-
standing between Greece, Roumania
and Serbia with a view to eventual
action. in the event of an Austro-
German attack. Bulgaria has not been
included in these negotiations, for it
is now admitted that the Turko-Bul-
garian agreement finally has been
signed and that Bulgaria will not ac-
cept Serbian concessions.

GERMAN | FILMS.

“Flicker Alley” is never long with-
out excitement. To, the Charlie Chap-
lin craze has succeeded the great
German film scare, which is being
fiercely pursued in the columns of a
halfpénny evening paper. There are
serious warnings that German films
are -being foisted on unsuspecting
English picture palaces by hyphena-
ted American films. Inquiries in the
“Alley” to-day suggest that the whole
this is —well, a film that has not tak-
en. Trade opinion is that there are'
no films taken in Germany on view
here. However willing Americans
might be to disguise them with fresh
trade marks and so on, the films
would inevitably give away -their
German origin. For one thing, the

| girls in romantic German films are

usually about fifty years old and un-
mistakab®y American. We should all,
of course, be quite pleased to see
German films if they were available
—always assuming that by so doing
we did not put money into German
pockets—which they are not, as re-
lieving the eternal monotony of Am-
crican cowboys and the twranny of
Charlie Chaplin’s big boots. There
have  been stories recently of an ‘at-
tecmpt of a Danish firm, now amalga-
ted with .a Berlin concern, to circu-
late the official German war films in
neutral countries as propaganda. Fere
again one would be only too pleased to
have a chance of seeing them. The
complaint against the contrel of the
British film market by American
producers has more in it. If the av-
erage film in our picture palaces

‘could talk, it would talk unmitigated

American. The reason is simply that
in America the film-producing busi-
ness is much bigger and better or-
ganised than with Gis. The money put
into the busine§s in ‘America and the
enterprise shown are far greater than
in' British film -‘production, though
that is fast making progress. I 'am
told that some 6f ‘the best-known
English firms are controlled by Am-
ericans. As to war films, I hear that
the War Office has at last agreed to
sending out two British operators. to
record the doings of our army—in be-
lated imitation of ‘the Fremch and
Russian Governments.

MEN’S GARMLN TS.

:Although the summer is not yet
over, those responsible for the cloth-
‘ing’ of-the men who are unable or
Anwilling to follow the' prevailing
fashion of khaki, have made all their
preparations. for ‘the coming autumn.
From a sartorial point of view the
season will undoubtedly be a grey
one, for owing to the shortage of dye
stuffs it is impossible to secure any
great quantity of cloth dyed to any
other color. Grey will be a matter not
of choice but of necessity. Of course
there will be some browns and blues,
but they will be comparatively few in
number, especially blue serges, the
cheaper qualities of which have near-
ly doubled in price since the war. No
change of style worth noting will
characterize the average man's suit or
overcoat, for the manufacturers have
been' too busy on khaki work to give
much attention to such matters and
they are finding no difficulty whatever
in selling what goods they are able
to make up. In fact,the supply is
considerably . less thHan the demand,
so that although it would' be rash to
say that there will not be sufficient
new suits and overcoats to go round,
it is certain that there will not be a
great surplus, and the public will
have 'a much reduced selection to
choose from. The stocks of garments
made up for last autumn and left un-

ant rush of men to the colors, would
in the ordinary
available now, but the Government
bought up most of the surplus over-
coats and also such old stock for the
new armies last winter, while as re-
gards suits the extensive
recently placed for ‘discharged sol-
diers’ suits have absorbed the bulk of
those which were left over. A num-
ber of clothing manufacturers an-
nounce that they are already sold out
of suits and overcoats at popular
prices.

VOGUE OF THE OVERALL.

One of the most flourishing branches
of the ‘dress-trade at the present
somewhat critical juncture in the
world of fashion is that devoted to
overalls. In the days before the war
there was a steady demand for over-
alls on the part of the housewife, who
took to these -enveloping cotton gar-
ments when doing her own house-
work as a convenient method of pro-
testing her dress without donning the
white starched regalia of the domes-
tic servant. Lately, however, the
overall has entered upon a new phase.
It has been given a department to it-
gself at the large stores, and expert
designers have put such ingenuity in-
to its fashioning that it has become
the garment par excellence of the
war service woman. There are special
overalls, for instance, for munition
workers made of good stout drill and
other fabrics, warranted to wear,
smartly cut, and belted with black
patent leather. Navy blue is the fa-
vorite color of the munition worker,
green for the woman gardener or
other worker on the land, white for
the woman doctor and the grocery
girl.
