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Church of England 
Educational Campaign.

Whoever inspired this Educational 
Campaign is to receive public thanks. 
!t would be difficult to locate the par- 
,y. The Education Committee of the 
Diocesan Synod has had some share 
n it, I should judge, for during the 
last ten years it has again and again 
’orced to the attention of succeeding 
Governments the need for greater at­
tention to our educational work and 
a as proposed many important addi­
tions to our educational system. The 
Methodist people have certainly 
shown us how to organise the Cam­
paign. Every encouragement has 
;ome from His Grace the Archbishop 
af St John’s in any move in the di­
rection of improving the means of 
education, and His Grace has made 
same very important public announ- 
aements on the subject. I have little 
ioubt that the war has stirred us all 
to recognize more fully than before 
the vast importance of education to 
«very phase of life—private and 
public, individual and social. Be all 
this as it may, our Campaign is on 
md we want 350,000 dollars—more if 
sbtainable.

I concluded my third lot of notes by 
smphasizing how essential to welfare 
ligher education is and that if a 
University cannot be reached then 
jur Colleges must be expanded and 
ipllfted. I propose in this set of 
ictes to deal briefly with the history 
>f the Church of England College.

The Church of England College 
iriginated in 1850, partly out of a

private school maintained by Bishop 
Feild and partly out of a General 
Academy, which was started inz 1846 
and maintained by the Government 
Its existence was due to the efforts 
of the great Bishop who, previous to 
his appointment to the Newfoundland 
See, had already in England made a 
reputation as an Educationist: Bish­
op Feild was a man of the finest 
character and his life in the Colonv 
should ever be an inspiration to ev­
ery lad who attends the College he 
founded.

For some time the work was con­
ducted in part of a house called Ava­
lon, on Forest Road. In 1858 the 
present spacious and central site was 
secured and the substantial building 
forming the centre and west wing 
of the present suite of buildings was 
erected. In 1876 the plain wooden 
structure to the rear of the main 
building was added, and in 1894, ow­
ing to a large increase in number of 
students, the handsome extension on 
the East and North wsa made.

In 1877 the Synod Girls’ School was 
made a part of the institution but did 
not come under the complete man­
agement of the Directors of the 
College until 1916, when the Synod 
directed that this should be done.

From 1850 to 1892 the institution 
was known as the Church of England 
Academy. By the Education Act of 
1892 it was styled the Church of Eng­
land College, and in 1894 the boys’ 
side was named Bishop Feild College 
and, a year or so later, the girls’ side 
Bishop Spencer College.

In 1918 the present Feild Hall was 
opened as a residence for boarders 
attending Bishop Feild College, and

] Hall property was acquired for the 
purpose of Spencer College. In 1912 
a large house on Church Hill was 
purchased for boarders attending 
Bishop Spencer College.

From its start the institution has 
enjoyed the patronage and protection 
of the several Governors of the Col­
ony, and the care and oversight of 
the several Bishops of Newfoundland. 
Consistently the effort of the institu­
tion has been to afford to the boys 
and girls attending it not only such, 
knowledge as would fit them to take 
up their positions in life but such 
training as would lead them to fear 
God, Honor the King and love the 

! Brethren.
The lives of the boys and girls as 

they have passed Into manhood and 
womanhood have amply proved that, 
the seed sown at the College has 
borne good fruit. Dealing with the 
boys only, let us pause for a few 
moments to think of some of those 
who received their early training in, 
or who were otherwise closely iden­
tified in life with, the institution. It 
is not claimed that the College is en­
titled to all the credit for the lives 
of those to be named, but it is claim­
ed that it did in some measure—who 
shall determine how great—mould 
their path. In the list that follows 
no particular order has been attempt­
ed; it is only claimed that they are 
In some degree products of the fine 
institutions, to amplify which the 
campaign has been Inaugurated.

The possibilities of Cold Stor­
age have yet to be developed in 
this dominion. True there have 
been several plants erected for 
this purpose in connection with 
the export of fresh fish, but 
even these have not gone far 
enough, and if we may judge by 
the results, not half the busi­
ness has been done that could 
be carried through. It is an 
opinion, generally expressed, 
that cold storage plants for the 
preservation of fish, newly 
caught, for export under refrig­
eration, should not be too far 
away from the fishing centres, 
and in such cases every facility 
should be given the transfer of 
the fish from the boat to the 
cold chamber, in order that de­
terioration may not set in.

The little trade done hitherto 
between Newfoundland and 
Canada, in fresh fish exports, 
has been confined to the South 
and West Coasts, the shippers 
there having erected small 
plants containing cold cham­
bers, for their own benefit and 
capable of holding only such a 
quantity as each one considers 
it wise to purchase. These lo­
cal refrigerators are also used 
for keeping bait, the freezing 
process being that produced 
from a mixture of ice and salt, 
held in iron or galvanized cylin­
ders which pass through the 
space in which the fish are laid. 
These local refrigerators have 
proven highly successful, but 
as their capacity has necessar­
ily to be limited, it stands to 
reason that no big ventures in 
frozen fish can be made. It is 
justly claimed that the instal­
lation of a chain of cold storage 
plants at places on the South 
Coast, where the fishery is car­
ried on the whole year round, 
would give a big impetus and 
encouragement to a venture, 
the success of which would re­
volutionise the fishing industry 
of Newfoundland. Some years 
ago, one of the promises made 
by a political party, which was 
elected to power, and promptly 
forgot all about it, was that, if 
given the popular mandate, its 
leaders would begin the erection 
of a number of such plants at 
points most contiguous to the 
fishing grounds. Voters took 
them at their word and marked ! 
their ballots for the men who | 
would inaugurate this new and 
necessary utility. Years have 
passed since then, but the prom­
ised erections have failed to 
materialise. They, however, j 
sowed the seed and implanted ! 
the idea, and it is now time that 
the matter was taken in hand 
and put through.

The fisheries of Newfound­
land must, and will, ever be the 
principal asset, and no matter 
what amount of money is ex­
pended scientifically to improve 
them, will be money well used. 
But we want no amateur bung­
ling and wastefulness. Too 
much good money has already 
been thrown away chasing 
chimeras by men, in charge of 
departments, who should have 
known better. The fish expert 
pretender has had too many in­
nings at the expense of the 
revenue. Their names and the

sums paid them are scattered 
broadcast over the public ac­
counts.

It is high time now for us to 
wake up and make use of the 
resources with which nature 
has bountifully endowed us, by 
calling in the aid of practical 
fishery scientists and experts in 
all things pertaining to the con­
servation and care of our vast 
water wealth. Cold Storage is 
essential. The world is looking 
for greater supplies of fish food 
and asks for it in its fresh con­
dition. In supplying this ever- 
increasing demand, Newfound­
land must take part. The fu­
ture depends upon our being 
able to export fresh fish of all 
kinds in large and ever-increas­
ing quantities, year in and year 
out, but in order to ensure our 
ability to do this, the first thing 
to be accomplished is an up-to- 
date cold storage service, capa­
ble of holding such a quantity 
of frozen fish as would be suffi­
cient to meet any order for ship­
ment to foreign countries. Peo­
ple are eating more fish. The 
late war taught them that as 
a- food, fish has no equal. New­
foundland has the opportunity 
now to get into the world’s 
fresh fish trade. Can advan­
tage be taken of the prospects 
which are being held out, the 
inducements that are being of­
fered ?

Their 
stay, they say, was very enjoyable, 
three things only being wrong with 
the country. These, Lieut Clements 
humourously remarked, were: “Too 
much bad weather, too much politics 
and too many newspapers.”

“Earn and Give.” ^

A WORD TO THE SCHOOL-CHILD- 
REN AND THEIR PARENTS:

To-morrow the intensive campaign 
to raise funds for the Church of Eng­
land schools will commence. This 
campaign will continue for a week, 
and no doubt all will be anxious to 
avail of the privilege which is being 
extended of contributing to so import­
ant an object.

This “drive” will not be confined to 
adults alone, but includes within its 
scope every child who is able to earn 
and so to give his or her mite.

This latter phase of the campaign, 
in many respects a most important 
part of it, is in the hands of a com­
mute known as the “Earn and Give” 
committee, and has for its object the 
promotion of interest in education and 
esprit de corps amongst the children 
by providing them with this opportun­
ity of giving to their own schools. 
What child is there, old enough to 
take a pride in his or her school, who 
is not willing and anxious to have a- 
share in the improvement of that 
school, and the uplift of its standard 
of education. But, it will be asked, 
how can a child help in such a move­
ment? By undertaking, with the ap­
proval of the parents, to earn and 
give $2.00 a year for five years. This 
at first may appear to be a somewhat 
big undertaking for some children, 
but where is the child of ten years or 
upwards who cannot, with a little ef­
fort or self-sacrifice, earn or save 
four cents a week, a little more than 
half a cent a day, for that is what it 
amounts to?

It is unnecessary here to indicate 
the many ways of earning this trifling 
sum. - The teachers who have under­
taken to procure pledges from their 
pupils will be only too glad to afford 
suggestions, should any be required.

Finally, there are a number of chil­
dren at present out of town on their 
vacation who, although time will not 
permit of a personal appeal, will be 
anxious to do their bit. If these will 
will communicate with Mr. Alex. 
Winter, Chairman of the “Earn and 
Give” Committee, Bank of Nova Sco­
tia Building, he will be glad to see 
that they are provided with pledge 
cards which can be returned within 
the week.

This is a unique opportunity for 
the children to become interested in 
their own educational advancement, 
and we feel sure that the teachers 
■will meet with a ready response from 
children and parents alike.

ing, 5,360 cwt. of turbot, 4,253 cwt. 

The 
return also shows that 1,289,542 
crabs, 140,917 lobsters, and 368,673 
oysters were landed.

For the first five months of the 
year the quantity of fish landed in 
England and Wales was 2,385,958 
cwt, compared with 1,211,812 cwt.

A Great Irishman.

auNAiun^ linuusn'-l. fob salt

The latest attempt to find a solution 
of the Irish question has this at least 
in its favour, that it comes from an 
Irishman who is honoured wherever 
the thoughts of men are occupied with 
Ireland. Sir Horace Plunkett is one of 
those who have not been able to avoid 
fame. Seeking nothing for himself, be 
has won the sincere praise of all con­
ditions of men on behalf of Ireland for 
thirty years, and what Ireland thinks 
of him was shown when the Irish Con­
vention assembled and he was unani­
mously elected to its chairmanship. 
That nation, which is as delicate in 
compliment as it is fervent in abuse, 
could have paid him no higher tribute.

If you met him in the street you 
would, I suppose, pass him- by without 
a second glance. The people who are 
really great are so often so securely 
disguised. There is just a little grey 
man of 65, with an untidy grey beard, 
with none of the outward tokens of dis­
tinction. And when he talks his words 
are slow and hesitating, with no touch 
of splendour in the framing of them.

But presently you realize that the 
little grey man is burning with great 
purposes, and behind the stammering 
words there are visions which begin to 
reveal themselves, and yonr wandering 
attention is fixed and held.

When Eton .and Oxford had done 
with him, Horace Plunkett went cattle- 
ranching in Wyoming, and he has kept 
up his connection with America ever 
since, and has, indeed, a house in Cali­
fornia. But in 1889 he came back to 
Ireland and set to work on the redemp­
tion of the rural districts. He saw in 
agricultural co-operation the great 
hope of the future, and in 1894 he 
founded the Irish Agricultural Organi­
sation Society, whose marvellously 
clumsy name has been the banner of 
an increasing hope for Ireland ever 
since.

For consider what that society, with 
its thousand branches and its num­
berless kindred organisations, has 
done. It is not only that it has shown 
the Irish farmer the way to prosperity 
—though that in itself is of the high­
est importance. But, beyond this, it 
has shown the Irish people how pos­
sible it isfor men of violently diverg­
ent political and religions faith to work 
together in harmony for the good of 
Ireland. “One of our best men is a 
Presebyterian minister," he told me, 
“and another is a Catholic priest. And 
they get on famously."

All this, of course, is an aid story, 
but it is well to remember it at this 
time, when the man who set these 
quarrelsome people working in unity is 
making his greatest appeal for unity to 
his countrymen. “There has been so 
much muddled thinking about Ireland," 
he says, “and the Irish themselves 
have done a great deal of it. But forced 
to think clearly, Republicanism is 
impossible, and so Is the (lister pro­
gramme. The question is, What can 
we find that is possible?”

He believes that he has found the 
answer to his own question. What 
Ireland and the world in general will 
think of it remains to be seen. But it 
is at least certain that his convictions 
are based on the most honest and 
thorough consideration of all the facts 
as he knows them.—London Daily 
Mail.
