LONDON, July 21.

Mr. Lloyd George declared In the 
House of Commons to-day that it was 
essential tor the Government to pro­
ceed with its policy of replacing ob­
solete capital ships of the navy.

Chas. Parsons, Jr., spent a couple 
of days at Harry’s Brook last week 
and secured three salmon, the heavi­
est weighing 23 lbs.

The water In Serpentine River was 
very low last week, and some rain is 
now needed to put that river in good 
fishing condition.

Recent arrivals from the Serpen­
tine Valley state that pea trout in the 
Serpentine this season were very 
large but so far not in great num­
bers. Many salmôn and trout could 
be seen last week at the lower pool, 
and outside, and with the first rain 
fall these fish will be moving up 
stream. *

Dr. C. B. Parker, of Brooklyn, 
N.Y., who was on a fishing trip to the 
Upper Humber, came down to Curl­
ing on Saturday. The doctor had one 
week of very good fishing. Hip 
heaviest fish weighed 26% lbs., and 
he landed several 20-pounders. After 
the first week the water dropped in 
the river due to the continuous dry 
weather, and is now quite low. Dr. 
Parker went west by Monday’s ex­
press and will spend some days whip­
ping1 the pools of the Codroy Valley.

Geo. W. Stewart, S. D. McLellan, 
Judge of Probate, and M. M. Mc- 
Learen, chief train despatcher, all of 
Truro, came to Curling last week 
from Serpentine River, where they 
had been salmon fishing. In eight 
days the party landed 32 salmon, 
averaging 10% lbs. each, the smallest 
fish weighed eight and the heaviest 
19 lbs. They also had some splendid 
sea trout fishing, and Mr. Stewart 
landed one weighing 6% lbs. They 
had several very fine days fishing at 
first, but the dry weather of late has 
considerably reduced the water In the 
river, but many fish could be seen 
hovering about the mouth. Mr. Stew­
art, who caught four fine fish in the 
Humber last year, one tipping the 
scales at 36 lbs., is remaining on the J 
coast for a few weeks longer, and left 
for the Upper Humber on Friday.

It Isn’t so strange that the Buffer­

ing of dogs and horses can touch our 
hearts because both of these animals 
suggest to us the highest and finest 
qualities, as much as if not more than 
human beings. “The more I see of 
men the more I admire my dog.” For 
myself the three things in fiction 
which opened the fountain of tears 
most deeply were the death of Colonel 
Newcome in Thackeray’s "The New- 
comes," the disgrace of the dog Red 
Wull in "Bob Son of Battle” and the 
death of Ginger In "Black Beauty.”

The Authorman and I were discuss­
ing the tiger story and he admitted to 
a similar feeling ^of suspense even i 
though he is not so fond of animals 1 
as I. “It shows what a writer with 
skill can do,” he said. "I wonder If 
he could take an insect as his hero 
and get us all excited over him.”

Net the Fly or Mosquito.
We considered that point and de­

cided that while there are certain 
Insects, such as the spider or the 
ant or the bee, for which sympathy 
might be aroused, there are certain 
others, such as the catterpillar or 
the fly or the mosquito, for which not 
even the cleverest author could arouse 
sympathy.

Of course the way the thing Is 
done is by personification, by ascrib­
ing to the animal the big human 
feelings. In the case of the tiger, It le 
the devoted mother love that arouses 
our sympathies. We are Imagining 
ourselves in the animal’s place and 
pitying ourselves.

And it would really be too much 
of a strain to Imagine oneself in the 
place of such a detestable creature 
as the caterpillar, wouldn’t it?
