How Japanese Tea
is Made.

____  t r t
Almost everybody drinks tea, but 

very few people know, how it is ac­
tually "made."

The tea plant belongs to the same 
family of evergreens as the camelie, 
and has small white flowers, slightly 
fragrant As a rule the seed^s are 
planted on terraces on gentife hill 
slopes, but level ground may also be 
used provided it is kept drained. The 
shrub is not allowed to attain a height 
of more than three or four feet.

It la ready tor picking in its third 
year,but is at its best from the fifth 
to the tenth year. The first picking 
takes place at the end of April, and 
lasts three or four weeks There is a 
second picking in June or July. This 
work is generally done by girls.

As soon as possible after being 
picked, the leaves are placed on à 
round tray, with a brass wire bottom, 
over boiling water. This process of 
steaming, which is completed in half 
a minute, brings the natural oil to the 
surface.

The next and principal operation is 
the firing, which is done on a wooden 
frame, with which Japanese paper 
stretched across it, charcoal well cov­
ered/with ashes being the fuel employ­
ed. ,

This first firing is done at a teur- 
peprature of about 120 degrees 
Fahrenheit. Meanwhile the leaf Is 
manipulated tor hours by men who 
roll it into balls with the palms ft 
their hands.

The final result Is obtained when 
each leaf becomes separately twisted, 
and changes its color to a dark olive 
green. Two more firings at a lower 
temperature follow, after which the 
leaf is allowed to dry until it becomes 
quite brittle.

When this process is complete the 
tea is kept strictly dry, as moisture 
destroys its aroma. Tea so made is 
the genuine Japan tea or what Is com­
monly known on this side of the At­
lantic as “green tea.”

At the Fleet Street, end of Chancery 
Lane, In London, stands a huge pile of 
buildings constituting the Public Re­
cords Office. In this great building 
there are over twenty-six miles of 
shelves, packed with documents which 
represent the accumulation- of seven 
centuries. The records in this pHe of 
offices date back to the reign of King 
John; but a few go further back still, 
and Include some ancient Saxon Char­
ters. King John was the founder of 
the British records, and he establish­
ed the system of recording pubUc 
transactions. Some of these old papers 
deal with trivial things like a gift of 
wine as well as an important foreign 
treaty. Throughout the centuries these 
documents accumulated and found ac­
commodation in various homes until In 
1862 a permanent home was establish­
ed by the building of the present 
palatial public record office. The trea­
sures of this office have been' tabulated 
and arranged by successive Keepers 
of the Rolls, and ransacked by many 
historians and ■'writers. On February 
24, 1800, the Record Commission sat 
to deal with‘the growing mass of 
documents and ponderous -folio vol­
umes were published as a result of'the 
work done. The whole mass was thus 
arranged in a systematic way. Later, a 
great deal of work in connection with 
the problem of these vast treasures of 
ancient times was done by the deputy 
Keeper, Sir H. Maxwell Lyte. But the 
tragedy of the situation lies in this: 
the men who compile and arrange the 
mass of ever-growing material at the 
Record Office have neither the time 
nor the energy to reconstruct history, 
and our historians have often neither 
the experience nor the time to dive 
into such a mass of original records. 
So in these vast offices dn Chancery 
Lane lies buried the great story in 
all its exact detail, all the historic and 
official past. It is said that a new con­
stitutional history is needed to bring 
Stubbs' and Maitland’s great works up 
to date; and it is in the Public Record 
Office material for such a work will 
be found.

a miracle: Now it is one of the 
treasures of the British Museum.

It reached the Museum ae ■ part of 
the contente of the Cottonian Library. 
Sir Robert Cotton, in the reign of 
James I., visited his tailor, and found 
him with a pile of parchments whcih 
he was uisng to cut out patterns of 
garments. Sir Robert entered the 
shop as the tailor took up his shares 
and thus saved for the nation what is 
probably the most valuable piece of 
parchment In England.

In the British Museum, too, there 
is that valuable fragment of papyrus 
containing the “Sayings of" Jesus.” 
which was found at Oxyrhynchus less 
than twenty yeare ago, after having 
been lost for seventeen centuries. 
None of these alleged “sayings” is in 
the New Testament, yet they have • a 
family likeness as: “Every one that 
hearkens to these words shall never 
taste death.”

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Ghandi—India's 
Saint.

Much has been printed in the 
press of the world of late, about 
the leader of India’s “Weapon­
less Revolt” against British 
sovereignty over that country. 
“To India,” writes Bernard 
Sexton in “Current History,” 
"the name of Ghandi is like the 
morning star. He is the leader 
of the insurrection in spirit, a 
man whose title is not General, 
but Mahatma (Great Soul). 
Ghandi has invented for war a 
new explosive which he names 
soul-force.” With this new 
weapon Ghandi intends to com­
pel the abandonment of British 
influence in all India. How far 
he has progressed along the 
road which he has built, by 
non-co-operationist stages has 
not yet been clearly defined, but 
that his followers number mil­
lions is well known. All through 
India his influences have been 
felt and an order from him is 
obeyed by all those who have 
ranged themselves with him, 
and who represent resurgent 
India. Not since the days of 
the Mutiny perhaps has there 
been such excitement in the In­
dian Empire as there is over 
the sôul-force campaign of 
Ghandi, a brief biographical 
sketch of whom may not be out 
of place at the present moment.

When the Grÿat War started, 
Ghandi was in London, where 
he organised the Indian Field 
Ambulance Corps. The extreme 
views now held by the Mahatma 
only came at the close of the 
war, when certain alleged re-, 
pressive measures wrought a 
radical change in his sentiments | 
and loyal as he was before, he 
is equally outspoken in now de­
lating that the British Govern­
ment in India is unworthy the 
loyal allegiance of its former 
Hindu subjects. Rank sedition 
of course, but the Government 
of India do not take him seri­
ously, merely holding him to be 
an idealist, and one seeking op­
portunities to pose as a martyr. 
Notwithstanding however, the 
attitude of apparent contempt, 
the Indian Administration rea­
lises to the utmost, that Ghan­
di has started a movement most 
menacing and dangerous. In 
speech Ghandi is direct and un­
compromising. He is the chief 
contributor to Young India, the 
organ and mouthpiece of the 
Nationalists. Here is an extract 
from one of his articles dated 
November 21, 1921:

•‘As a non co-operator I neither 
own nor disown George as my 
King. I have disassociated myself 
from the system administered un­
der the King’s name. X keep my­
self free to give allegiance to him 
if I can attain my full growth in 
his kingdom, and can secure full 
redress of the Khalifate and Pun- 
jaub wrongs.”

Holding that civil disobedience, 
if entered upon prayerfully is a 
sacrifice of selfish interests for 

; the sake of the mother land,
: Ghandi has impressed his fol- 
j lowers with some of the spirit 
! animating himself, and directing 
| his weaponless campaign. As a 
driving force he.is qne to be 
reckoned with, and British rule 
in India cannot afford to permit 
itself to be threatened even by 
such an idealist as Ghandi is re­
presented to be. There is too 
much at stake.

* * ♦ *

, Mohandas Karamchand Ghan­
di, to give his full name, was 
born in Porbandar, India, on 
October 2nd, 1869, and is there­
fore in his 53rd year. His an­
cestors had held high office, for 
generation after generation, 
under the native princes. Not 
until he began to study law in 
1888 did he know or see any­
thing of the great world outside, 
but he, faced unfamiliar life in 
London, England, with courage, 
and during his law courser-spent 
much time in studying Christi­
anity and Westëm civilization, 
returning to his native land in 
1893. When ah opening was 
offered him by a law firm in 
South Africa, he accepted, but 
upon his entry into that coun­
try he discovered that a savage 
prejudice existed amongst the 
Colonials against him, and he 
himself suffered many indigni­
ties. Always a man to whom 
conscience was first, he spent 
several terms in prison in South 
Africa for the sake of his con­
victions. Durihg the Boer War, 
Ghandi was a loyalist, and or­
ganised the Indian Ambulance 
Corps, working under fire with 
others of his countrymen in or­
der to demonstrate the fidelity 
of the Indian community to 
Britain and Britain’s. cause. 
Naught availed, however, to les­
sen the hostile spirit of the 
Colonials and in 1906 Ghandi 
and a large gathering of Indians 
took a solemn oath of passive 
Insistance the tenor of which 
was to wage weaponless war 
against prejudice in order to 
break down the antagonism 
that existed in all the British 
Colonial possessions against 
Hindus. For Ghandi is one of
