Statistical Proof
of the Return to
Normal Conditions

A Record, published by Brad-
street’s on failures and liabilities
indicates that the vscillations of
the financial pendulum caused
by the war are ceasing, and slow-
ly but surely normal econditions
are being restored in the busi-
ness world.

There were 19,159 failures re-
ported to Bradstreet’s for the
calendar year 1928, a decrease
of 14.5 per cent. from the high
peak calendar year 1922, and of
4.3 per cent. from the second
high record calendar year 1921.
Liabilities for 1928 decreased, a8
did failures, from the high peaks
of 1922 and 1921, but the total,
$631,224, 794, was only 2.8 per
cent. below that of 1922, while
16.4 per cent. below the peak
total of 1921. The assets of
those failing in 1928 were $369,-
154,418, or 58.4 per cent. of the
liabilities, whereas in 1922 they
constituted 56.2 per cent. of the
total liabilities.

WHY MEN FAIL.

Statistics establish the fact
that business success or failure
is largely personal; in other
words, upon the individual him-
self depends that individual’s
business success or failure. In
1918 the proportion of failure
credited to causes which are
classed as originating within the
individual himself rose to its
highest point, 86 per cent., while
outside influences’ were credited
with causing 14 per cent. The
1919 returns were almost iden-
tical with these, 85.9 per cent.
being credited to the individual
and 14.1 per cent. to_ all other
causes. In 1920 the proportion
due to personal causes fell to
83.1, but even this was higher
than in any year prior to 1917.
In 1921, however, the failing
trader, comparatively spedking,
became a child of circumstarices,
many of them beyond his con-
trol.

IN MONEY OBDER TRANSACTION.
By reason of an agreement recent-

{1y concluded between the Minister of

Pogts Hon. M, Hawco and the official
at Washington a large saving on in-
terest charges ‘covering the cashing of
Postal orders from the States will be
effected . From the Minister of Posts
it is learned that an issue of money
orders payable in the States is very
small in comparison with the U.S.A.

orders payable here. As the value of

orders issued in the U.S.A. for payment
heve is about $50,000-per month against
our transaction of about $4,000 per -
month, the creditor administration has
a heavy financial burden of roughly
$600,000 per year'to carry. Interest

on this amount at 6% had to be paid -

by the Newfoundland Government up
to the recent agreement, whereby the
Washington authorities have agreed to
‘place $50,000 to the eredit of the New-
fouridland Money Order Department
with thé agents of the Bank of Mon-
treal in New York. This money will
