Further examination shows that the
assassin must have held the pistol close
to the head of the unfortunate gentleman
when he fired the shot. The ball entéred
the neck behind, just at the base of the
brain and a little to the right. It passed
through the head out of the mouth and
lodged in the door—the conical end out-
wards, knocking two or three of the teeth
out in its passage. The hair at the place
where the ball entered is singed, showing
that the assassin must have been quite
close when he committed the deed. Mr.
McGee was in the act of opening the door
when he was shot. His latch key was in
the door from which he fell backwards
upon the sidewalk. A daughter of Mr,
‘Trotter’s was still up, and on.going to the
door when she heard the shot, found the
body lying on the ground. The door was
bespattered with blood. - The page, her
brother, at that moment arrived. He at
once gave the alarm and in about a min-
ute the news was Leard at the Russell
House, 500 yards distant. The page on
going from the Parliament House to his
home passed from Wellington to Sparks
street by way of O'Connor street, while
Mr. McGee apparently passed down Met-
calf street and thence along Sparks street,
west to Mrs. Trotter's, which is onlya
few doors east of O'Connor street, on
the south side.

lodgings, after having left the Parlia-
ment buildings at half-past two
o’clock. 'Wher he was picked up, al-
most immediately upon the ocour-
rence of the ‘shocking event, it was
found that death was cansed by a ball
which entered at the baek of the head
and came out of the mouth. Death
must have been instantaneous. A
large number of his parliamentary
friends were at once called to his side,
but life had gone. The Minister of
Justice immediately telegraphed news
of the shocking event to several par-
ties, in order, if possible, to secure the
arrest of the murderer.

We have no time to-day to write at
length on the splendid talents, the
noble qualities, and the warm sympa-
thies of him who was the foremost
Irishman in Canada. But we cannot
resist the impression that his awful
fate is due—to quote the words of the
Leader—"* to the personal and politi-
cal animosities which his love for
British connexion brought upon him.
There has been no more bitter de-
nouncer of Fenianism in this coun-
try. He has stood, in Canada, be-
tween this great crime and the Crown.
By his bold and outspoken utterances
he brought much obloquy upon him-
self from bad men; and we fear he
has been offered np a sacrifice to his
honest devotion to those principles
which became the stronger in him as
he grew older.”

ARrIAL NavicATION.—Mr Kauff-
man of Glasgow, has constructed an
areo-motive machine, with which he
intends to sail through mid air, direc-
ting his course whithersoever he may
please. 1t is twelve feet long, and
supplied with wings, the area of each
being 221 square feet. Itstotal weight
is 7000 1bs., and the speed it is intend-
ed to attain is forty miles an hour.—
In shape it will bear a close resem-
blance to some large bird, progress be-
ing gained by flapping the two large
wings with which it is furnished. A
still larger model of 120 horse-power
and weighing 8,000 lbs. is to be com-
pleted in time for the exhibition of
the’ British Aeronautical Society, at
the Crystal Palace at Sydenham in
June next. A number of English and
Scottish savans, who have given the
subject considerable attention, are of
opinion that betore many years elapse
these zerial machines will be crossing
between Europe and America with as
much regularity as now characterizes
the movements of the steamboats, and
that the distance between the two con-
tinents will be performed in from 24
to 30 hours.
