He 
told him on which side of the bed she 
lay as she had a room mate, and suggested 
that an easy way to kill her would be to 
run a darning needle into her heart. He 
suggested that thiee gold watches, which 
would be found in the room, should be 
stolen in order that the robbery might be 
ascribed as a motive for the deed. Collins 
agreed and arranged for another meeting 
last evening. At the time appointed In­
spectors Collins and Houghton, both dis­
guised, met Holman, who repeated the 
details of his plan. The murder was to be 
committed this morning and the money to 
be paid on the fifteenth instant at Spring- 
field.

each individual in the multitude seems to 
have some distinguishing peculiarity in 
his purpose or Ins method of attaining it 
Broadly, however, they may justly be 
classified in five grand divisions—ped­
dlers, beggars, thieves, swindlers and so­
licitors of favors. The margins of these 
divisions are necessarily ill defined, for 
the reason that individual representatives 
of either are so apt temporarily, under 
the temptation of opportunity,; to merge 
themselves into the other classes. The 
ostensible peddlers are, of course, by far 
the most numerous. There were regis­
tered at the marshal’s office during the 
past year 1,513 new licenses issued to 
inis class of liawkers and ,*68«enewalg, 
the former at' $1“ each and tlW latter 
twenty-five cents. But the maushals say 
that there is a great deal t of neglect to 
renew the licenses of merchandise ped­
dlers, either because they drift awayi 
from the city or choose to run the risk of 
being fined $10 for peddling .without a 
license rather than pay twenty-five cents 
for its renewal» It is estimated that 
there are not less than 2,006 of these 
baskets carrying hawkers, besides whom 
there are many who conceal their wares 
iu their pockets. A bright little lady 
who recently moved into an up town flat 
on the west side was requested to “keep 
tab” on her invaders for five days, and 
at the end of that time reported :

“If there are, as you say, only about 
2,000 peddlers infesting New York, then 
they must be badly distributed, and I feel 
that I have had more than my share, for 
no less than thirty-seven have rung my. 
bell this week. And such a variety of 
things they had ! It would astonish you.
I liad no idea of half the things being 
peddled that I know now are sold in this 
way in New York. Why, they included 
cravats, suspenders,, shoe’ laces, cheap 
jewelry, soap, rugs, matches, blacking, 
cheap candies, brushes, needles, tape, 
thread, buttons, garters, furniture polish, 
gas burners, plaster of "pans thingmum- 
mies, a sure cure for corns and bunions, 
stationery, a catarrh remedy, felt slip­
pers, bamboo wristlets, a lot more things 
that I neglected to put down, and, would 
you believe it, liquors and lottery tickets? 
Nearly ati the peddlers looked as if they 
were Jews, but those vending the last 
two things I name werq not.

Children Cry for Pitcher’s, Castoria. To the Editor:—I have noticed several 
letters in The Colonist about the Jubilee 
Hospital plans, but no mention has hither­
to been made, of what, in my eyes, is the 
one great flaw in the whole scheme, 
namely, the utterly unsuitable site chosen 
for the hospital.

To be of use a hospital ought to be in 
the centre of the city, or at least, within 
the city limite, so as to be easy of 
to all possible patients. The government 
and many private 
tributed largely and generously towards 
the building of the hospital, and it is to 
be supposed that they db not wish 
their money squandered or expended in a 
useless and unsuitable way. How is it 
then that the committee was allowed to 
fix upon such an absurd site as the one 
chosen—two or three miles from the city, 
out on the Cad boro Bay road ?

There were lots of discussions last year, 
I believe, amongst the members of the 
coinmittee, and why did not the minority 
insist on being heard by the general pub­
lic of Victoria ?

Is it not the fact, that, taken as a 
whole, all of us in Victoria, “ have let 
things slide,” and_have never taken the 
trouble to express publicly our condemna­
tion of the sitq_chosen by some of the 
committee ? I confess, with regret, that 
it was only two or three weeks ago that I 
learned where the site was, and that 
it was actually bought.

Surely anyone can see that when acci­
dents happen in Victoria the medical 
men will very properly say, “ Take the 
patient to the nearest hospital, ” when 
there is but a choice between 
Victoria and one two or three miles out 
of Victoria..

Then, when ill and miserable, what 
patient is going to allow himself t«* 
be jolted out miles, to 
pital, when another is close at
hand ? Then, again, how will the friends 
of. patients like going eut two or three 
miles to see their sick relations ? In many 
cases it will be impossible for them to do 
■o at all, because, being hard-working 
people, they will simply 
time in which to undertake such a pil­
grimage. They will, therefore, take this 
drawback into consideration, and will de­
cide to send their sick friends to the hos­
pital within the city limits. This is an­
other reason against building the Jubilee 
Hospital on the proposed site. “ Fair 
play is a jewel;” so let the new hospital; 
have as good a chance of success as the: 
hospital now in town.

The oolachan run in the Fraser is about
THE QUEEN OF THE PACIFIC.

Ada Faye Says the Spiritualistic Prediction 
was Correct—A Singular Case.

A dispatch from San Francisco says: 
As regards the theory that the founder­
ing of the Queen of the Pacific was fore­
told by spiritualists, *and that some agent 
of the spiritualists was responsible for 
the sinking of the ship, Mrs. Ada Faye, 
a noted medium, was seen and questioned 
in relation to the alleged prediction. She 
confirmed the report, with an emphatic 
“Yes, it is true. The prediction,” she 
continued, with mediumistic fervor, “was 
made by John Slater, at the Odd Fellows’ 
hall, one Sunday night, seven weeks ago. 
I was not present at the time, but there 
are 600 people who can testify that John 
Slater really predicted the disaster. He 
singled out a young man, and in his own 
short, jerky fashion, told him that he 
was going to sea. The man did not 
deny it, whereupon Slater told him 
not to do so. He then gave the 
name of the Queen of the Pacific, and 
said that she would sink within a few 
weeks, or rather something would happen 
to the vessel. The prediction excited 
considerable comment at the time, and it 
was only last Wednesday night when 
some friends of mine insinuated that 
Slater had for once made a poor prophecy, 
I told them to wait and give the spirits 
time. When I read the news of the 
disaster I realized what a magnificent test 
had been given.” A number of mediums 
seen later told substantially the same 
story, and all ignored the supposition that 
villainy had been practiced. In their 
opinion, the occurrence, was incontrovert­
ible proof of the genuineness of Slater’s 
medmmship and of the truth of a sublime 
belief.

DANGERS OF MINING.

An address, signed by 3,730 dissenting 
ministers, was presented to Mr. Gladstone 
to-day expressing the sympathy of the 
signers with the work of reconciling Ire­
land.

One great fact stands out conspicuous­
ly in the Blue Book on “Mines” just is­
sued, says the London Christian World. 
That fact is, the coal miner’s occupation 
is now well nigh twice as safe as it was 
thirty years ago. Of course it is still ex­
ceptionally hazardous, and therefore de­
mands exceptionally careful consideration 
on the part of employers, not to say ex­
ceptionally strict supervision on the part 
of the Government. The number of per­
sons employed in or about coal mines last 
year was 561,092, of whom 5,668 were 
females, laboring above ground. The 
number who came under the Coal Mines 
Regulation Act was 619,970, of whom 
4,131 were females. The accidents 
amounted to one for every 644 persons 
employed; the deaths to one for every 
646. Less though this is than what be­
fell .thirty years ago, and though the 
diminution has proceeded faster dur­
ing the last ten years, it remains 
a tremendous liability—more, much more, 
that even soldiers and sailors are usually 
called on to face. There seems to be a 
consensus of opinion among the inspectors 
that the greatest number of' deaths are 
due to the falling in of the roof or sides of 
the crevices in which the men work. 
Surely safeguards of an effectual kind 
might be provided against this risk. But 
if the employers are to blame for neglect 
or parsimony, much more are the men for 
a recklessness that must be condemned as 
foolhardy. They are addicted to smoking, 
and will carry the means for striking a 
light, and so enjoy a whiff, where the in­
dulgence is most perilous. They are 
averse to the use of the safety lamp, 
mainly because it gives a little less light 
than a naked flame, and so hinders their 
work, especially in the cleaning of their 
coals, to an extent which they think is 
not compensated by the extra penny or 
three-half pence a ton to which’its habitual 
use entitles them.

THE COLEMAN FAILURE. Arrival of Rev. Father Lemmens from Clayo- 

quot Sound—The Indians Excited Over 
the Mysterious Disappearance of a 

Chief—Sealing News, etc.

Rev. Father Lemmens arrived by canoe 
Wednesday morning from his mission sta­
tion at Clayoquot Sound, and is staying 
at the Episcopal palace, Yates street. The 
rev. gentleman left Clayoquot on Sunday 
afternoon and had a rather rough trip to 
Victoria, the canoe being nearly swamped 
on one or two occasions. He reports the 
Indians on the coast greatly excited over 
the mysterious disappearance of the head 
chief of the Mucnalat tribe, the belief 
prevailing that he has been murdered by 
a hostile tribe named Maechat, who live 
above Hesquait. It appears a party of 
Maechat Indians visited the Muchalet 
tribe some two months ago to borrow 
some fish-hooks, 
promised to go by canoe to the fishing 
station of the Moechats and take the 
/Books. A few days after, the chief left in 
his canoe with the hooks and has not been 

Failing to return home 
at the appointed time, his friends made 
inquiries and were told by the Maechats 
that the chief had arrived at their place 
with the fish-hooks and left for home the 
same day. They think he must have met 
with an accident and been drowned; but 
the Muchalafc tribe say he has been mur­
dered and demand an investigation into 
the circumstances. They say two months 
have now elapsed since their chief disap­
peared, and think it only a matter of just­
ice that the authorities should enquire in­
to the matter; that if a white man had dis­
appeared there would have been an in­
vestigation at once, and that the same 
course should be pursued with the In­
dians. Although

BRANCH LINE EXTENSIONS. The Head of the Firm Says No One 
Will Lose a Dollar.The rails were laid on the extension of 

the Algoma branch from Algoma to Sault 
Ste Marie before the end of the year, but 
much ballasting remains to be done and 
the station buildings, permanent water 
houses and some other facilities have yet 
to be provided, before the line can be- 
opened for traffic. It is expected, how­
ever, that all this work will be completed 
during the month of J une. The rails on 
the Minneapolis, Sault Sfce Marie <fc At­
lantic railway were laid continuously from 
Minneapolis and St. Paul to Sault Ste 
Marie at the close of the year, and this 
important connection will also be ready 
for regular traffic by the end of June. Of 
the Duluth, South Shore & Atlantic rail­
way, extending from Sault Ste Marie to 
Duluth, about 30 miles remains to be com­
pleted and it is expected that this equally 
important railway will be in full working 
order before August.

The Sault Ste Marie bridge connecting ; 
the Algoma branch of the Canadian Pa­
cific with the two American lines above 
mentioned, was completed in December. 
In this bridge your company holds a half 
interest, the other half being divided 
between the two American companies.

The extension of the Ontario and Que­
bec Railway from Smith’s Falls to the 
Atlantic and North-West Junction near 
Montreal, was completed and put in regu­
lar operation on the first of September.

The St. Lawrence bridge was completed 
at the same date, and the section of the 
Atlantic & North-Western railway from 
the bridge to Point Famham was opened 
for traffic shortly afterwards, affording to 
the South-Eastern railway, mainly owned 
by your company, an independent connec­
tion with the Canadian Pacific and an in­
dependent entrance to Montreal, and 
affording to the Canadian Paciffic a direct 
connection with the lines of the Boston & 
Lowell railway, reaching Boston, Port­
land, and other principal points in New 
England.

With a view to economy and to the 
efficient working of a through traffic, the 
company undertook from the date of the 
completion of the St. Lawrence bridge, the 
operation of the South-Eastern railway for 
the account of the trustees. The earnings 
and expenses of the South Eastern rail­
way are not included in any of the state­
ments accompanying this report.

On the extension of the Atlantic and 
Northwest railway across the state of 
Maine (The Short line) to the maritime 
provinces unexpected difficulties and un­
favorable weather have greatly retarded 
the work of construction, and it is not 
now expected that this line will be ready 
for traffic before the end of the coming 
summer.

AN EIGHT FOOT SEAM

Of Coal Is Struck in the Union Mine, Comox.

Hon. Mr. Dunsmuir yesterday received 
a telegram frotn the steamer Pilot at De­
parture Bay, which had just returned 
from Comox, conveying the news that an

BIGHT FOOT SEAM
had been struck on Cabin Ridge in the 
Union Mine. The news is in the highest 
sense satisfactory. Mr. Dunsmnir states 
that by next year fully one thousand 
miners will be at work, and an output of a 
thousand tons daily will be secured from 
the Comox mines.

The rails for the road now being built 
from the wharf to the Union Mine will 
reach here by about the 1st October, and 
as soon as the track is laid shipments will 
begin.

The discovery of this large seam demon­
strates beyond doubt the great coal fields 
that are comprised in the Comox district, 
and their development- will mean an ex­
tensive expansion of trade on the whole 
island, in which Victoria will very largely 
share. It may also be the means of 
hastening the extension of the Island 
railway north to Comox, the building of 
the branch line to Beecher Bay, and the 
construction of the A merican line to meet 
it at Crescent Bay.

THE PROVINCIAL EXHIBITION. Bill Affecting Stationary Engineers.

An açt was recently passed in the 
House of Commons which provides for 
examination and licensing of persons em­
ployed as engineers elsewhere than on 
steamboats. It sets down that every per­
son who claims to be qualified to perform 
the duties of an engineer in connection 
with a stationary engine set up and used 
in any miU, manufactory, or other place 
for the moving of machinery of any de­
scription whatsoever, shall apply to the 
board of inspectors, who shall examine 
or shaU cause an inspector or inspectors 
te examine and report upon the qualifica­
tions of the applicant and the proofs that 
he produces in support of his claim, and 
any such examination may be upon oath, 
which any inspector may administer; and 
if upon fuU consideration the board of in­
spectors are satisfied that his character, 
habits of life, knowledge and experience 
in the duties of an engineer are all such 
as to authorize the belief that the appli­
cant is a suitable and safe person to be 
entrusted with the powers and duties of 
such a station, the said board of izlspec- 
tors shaU give him a license to that 
effect for one year, undei the i hand and 
seal of the chairman, and the said certifi­
cate, subject to the above conditions, shall 
be renewable yearly, or oftener if applied 
for; and for every such certificate the ap­
plicant shall pay the sum of Jive dollars, 
and for every renewal one dollar, which 
shall be paid over to the minister of fin­
ance and receiver-general to form part of 
the consolidated revenue fund of Canada.

Clauses 2 and 3 treat, the former of the 
revocation in several cases and the latter 
of temporary certificate by inspector ex­
amining an applicant. Clause 4 reads as 
follows: “No person shall employ another 
as engineer, and no person shall serve as 
engineer, unless the person serving or 
employed as an engineer, is then licensed 
by the said board or temporarily by an in­
spector as aforesaid, and anyone who vio­
lates any provision of this section shall 
incur a penalty of two hundred dollars. ”

Clause 6: “This act shaU come into 
force on the first day of January, one 
thousand eight hundred and eighty-nine. ’’

With commendable zeal the officers of
the British Columbia Agricultural As­
sociation are ‘ ‘ taking time by the fore­
lock,” and are making such arrangements 
as wiU ensure a successful exhibition on 
their grounds, Beacon HiU, on the 4th, 
6th and 6th days of October next. Already 
a handsomely executed little book con­
taining the programme, rule» and regula­
tions has been published and is in the 
hands of the public some five months 
earlier than in past years. This in itself 
is a move in the right direction and testi­
fies to the zeal being taken in the forth­
coming exhibition by those who have its 
direction. Included in the pamphlet 
Prof. Saunders and Mr. James Fletcher’s 
lectures on “Experimental Agriculture 
and its value to the Farmers,” delivered 
before the North Lanark Farmer’s Insti­
tute, at Almonte. The prize list is given 
in a clear and concise manner, each 
division being set out with the fuUest ac­
curacy, preventing the possibility of a 
mistake. The work wiU soon be in the 
hands of the farmers and will be a 
valuable guide to them as to the 
conditions and 
event in which they are, or ought to be, 
deeply interested. The Dominion ex­
hibition grant has been done away with, 
so that we must depend entirely upon 
ourselves.

vessels and American citizens ir. all re­
spects and all circumstances, and that that 
government will see the justice and pro­
priety of according to American vessels 
engaged in the business of fishing all 
commercial rights and facilities in her 
North American ports that are so freely 
and cheerfully accorded to her own in the 
ports of the United States, and that this 
friendship and good feeling which ought 
to exist between neighboring nations, 
may be finally established and secured. ” 
The majority resents the President’s action 

in declining tosubmit all the correspondence 
incidental to the negotiations of the treaty 
and the assumption that a portion of such 
correspondence could be entrusted ex­
clusively to the discretion and control of 
the executive, and properly withheld from 
the senate, is believed to be contrary to 
the essential nature of the constitutional 
relations between the president and the 
senate, and in violation of continuous 
practice from the foundation of the gov­
ernment.

The report of the minority opens with a 
statement that the objections of the 
majority are based upon claims, first that 
the treaty was negotiated by persons not 
duly empowered to conclude a treaty, and 
second that on its merits the treaty is not 
expedient and should not be ratified. The 
minority claim that in accepting the papers 
sent to the senate as the treaty and re­
ferring it to a committee ofthe senate, 
has already waived any informality which 
may exist and have left the merit of the 
treaty as tiie subject of consideration. The

THE MARQUIS OF SALISBURY TO SIR L. 
WEST :

Foreign Office, Sept. 10th, 1887.
Sir :—By a despatch of the 30th Octo­

ber last (No. 214) the late Earl of Iddes. 
leigh instructed you to call the attention 
of the United States’ Secretary of State 
to the circumstances of the seizure in 
Behring’s Sea, by the American cruiser 
“Corwin,” of some British Canadian ves­
sels; and his Lordship directed you to 
state to Mr. Secretary Bayard that Her 
Majesty’s government felt sure that if the 
proceedings which were reported to have 
taken place in the United States’ District 
Court were correctly described, the Uni­
ted States’ government would admit their 
illegality, and would cause reasonable rep­
aration to be made to the British subjects 
for the wrongs to which they had been 
subjected and for the losses which they 
had sustained.

By a previous despatch of the 9th Sep­
tember you had been desired to ask to be 
furnished with any particulars which the 
United States Government might possess 
relative to the seizures in question; and 
on the 20th October you were instructed 
to enter a protest on behalf of Her Ma­
jesty’s Government, and reserve for con­
sideration hereafter all rights to compen­
sation.

Nearly four months having elapsed 
without any definite information being 
furnished by the United States Govern­
ment as to the grounds of the seizures, 
my predecessor instructed you, on the 8th 
J une last, to express to Mr. Bayard the 
concern of Her Majesty’s Government at 
the delay, and to urge the immediate at­
tention of the United States Government 
to the action of the American authorities 
in their treatment of these vessels and of 
their masters and crews.

On the 3rd February Mr. Bayard in­
formed you that the record of the judi­
cial proceedings which he had called for 
was shortly expected to reach' Washing­
ton, and that, without conclusion at that 
time of any questions which might be 
found to be involved in these cases of 
seizures, orders had been issued by the 
President’s direction for the discontinu­
ance of all pending proceedings, the dis­
charge of the vessels referred to, and the 
release of all persons under arrest in con­
nection therewith.

On the 4th April, under instructions 
from me, you enquired of Mr. Bayard, in 
view of the approaching fishing season in 
Behring’s Sea, whether the owners of 
British vessels might rely when not near 
land ou being molested by the cruisers of 
.the United States, and you again asked 
when the record of the judicial proceed­
ing might be expected. Mr. Bayard in­
formed you, in reply (12fch Apnl) that 
the papers referred to had reached him 
and were being examined; that there had 
been unavoidable delay in framing appro­
priate regulations and issuing orders to 
the United States vessels to police the 
Alaskan waters; that the Revised Stat­
utes, relating to Alaska, sections 1956 
and 1971, contained the laws of the 
United States in relation to the matter; 
and that the regulations were being con­
sidered, and he would inform vou at the 

lieat day possible what haa been de­
cided, so that British and other vessels 
might govern themselves accordingly.

In view of the statements made by Mr. 
Bayard in his note of the 3rd February, 
to which 1 have referred above, Her Ma­
jesty’s Government assumed that, pend­
ing- a conclusion of the discussion between 
the two governments on the general ques­
tion involved, no further similar seizures 
of British vessels would be made by order 
of the United States Government. They 
learn, however, from the contents of Mr. 
Bayard’s note of the 13th August, in­
closed in your despatch No. 246 of the 
16th August that such was not the 
meaning which he intended should be at­
tached to his communication of the 3rd 
February; and they deeply regret to find 
a proof of their misinterpretation of the 
intentions of the United States Govern­
ment from an announcement recently re­
ceived from the commander-in-chief of 
Her Majesty’s naval forces in the Pacific, 
that several more British vessels engaged 
in seal-hunting in Behring’s Sea, have 
been seized when a long distance from 
land by an American revenue vessel.

tiie highest bidder. Most prominent 
among the firms manufacturing were 
Fook Duong, Lai Yuen, Hop Loong and 
Wall Hing. When the government pro­
posed to let the exclusive right by tender, 
Fook Loong and Lai Yuen combined, and 
succeeded in obtaining the first lease for 
four years, under the name of Yen Wo. 
After the expiration of the four years Hop 
Loong and Wah Hing outbid the Yea Wo 
combination and opened up under the 
firm uatoe of Chop Sing. For the first 
and second four years the firms holding 
the lease paid to the government 
about $150,000 per annum for the 
privilege.

The present lien law 
makes it absolutely certain that the lien 
holder will, so far as due him," get the 
benefit of every dollar of the contract 
price, and no honest man will ask 
Mr. Duval’s objections to Mr. Davie’s bill 
only serve to show his transcendent 
ignorance of the commonest 
plea of law. 
with an act practically making the 
owner a guardian for the furnishers of 
labor and materials, but wants them de­
clared lunatics or incapable of contract­
ing for a release of their liens. There is 
scarcely a limit to one’s right to make 
lawful contracts about one’s own business. 
Under the old lien law a contractor might 
agree with the owner that there should 
be no liens, which would bar 
ployed by the contractor, and 
architects had such clauses printed in 
their contracts. To avoid this, the clause, 
“unless there is an agreement in writing 
to the contrary,” was put in so that every, 
man now has a lien, unless released 
his own signature, but under Mr. Duval’s* 
bill the release might have been proved 
even by verbal evidence. Mr. Duval’s 
ABC illustration is quite as cloudy as 
his law. The only good thing in his 
respondence is his remark in the first let­
ter, that there is a necessity “for a proper 
lien law to protect mechanics, laborers 
and material men from losses at the 
hands of unscrupulous contractors.” The 
laboring man has no grievance against 
his best friend, but he needs to be saved 
from his arch-enemy—the laboring 
who never labors, but lives on the credul­
ity of his “fellow workmen.” There are 
several species—one is the plausible 
fellow, who obtains .a contract without 
means, creditor honesty, draws the money, 
and absconds, leaving his “ fellow-work­
men” unpaid; another species is the lazy 
man, who has just enough sense to play 
the role of agitator, to inculcate feelings 
of malice and envy, get himself on all 
committees that are salaried, and ask the 
Legislature for a measure that would

The Sing Wo Co. started a branch in 
Victoria three years ago under the name 
of the Sing Wo Chang Co., with the 
avowed object of driving the other firms 
from the trade. To accomplish this they 
reduced the price from $10 to $7 per 
pound. However, they did not succeed, 
the other factories having a general busi­
ness to aid them in fighting the Sing Wo, 
who manufactured opium exclusively.

There are now thirteen factories in 
operation in this city, with an annual 
output of nearly 90,000 pounds, but ow­
ing to the competition from Sing Wo, 
there is little profit compared to that 
made in earlier years. Altogether there 
are 900 cases of crude opium imported to 
this port during the year, on which there 
is paid for duty $160 per case, a total of 
$144,000. The annual license fee is placed 
at $500, so altogether the Dominion re­
ceives over $150,000 each year from the 
manufacture. The value of the opium pre­
pared in Victoria is in the neighborhood 
of $600,000. Of course this large amount 
is not consumed in Canada, but is export­
ed to Honolulu and various points in the 
United States.

have lost $40,000 during the three years 
they have been warring against the other 
firms, and are likely to lose more if they 
keep up the fight, for the local firms show 
no sign of giving up.

As previously 
announced, the new assembly will consist 
of twenty-two elected members, and 
more than three legal experts. The dur­
ation of tho assembly is three years.

DRILL SHED.

It is exceedingly difficult to understand 
what the Board of Aldermen means by its 
action in reference to securing a site for 
the drill-shed. It was long ago agreed 
that that at James Bay, on which the pre­
sent drill shed stands, was inconvenient 
in the extreme, that its situation was such 
as to prevent many who would otherwise 
like to take an active interest in military 
matters from doing so, because of its dis­
tance from the centre of the city. It was 
also felt that it was desirable, in order to 
promote the efficiency of the service, that 
the city should take immediate steps to 
meet the government half way by pur­
chasing such ground in a convenient 
locality as would ensure an appropriation 
for a suitable building. The facts are well 
known, and yet the matter is being de­
layed from week to Week and all kinds 
of objections are being raised to the 
erection of so desirable a structure. In 
every city in the Dominion where a 
drill shed has been placed the Govern­
ment have appropriated a sufficient sum 
of money to ensure the erection of a 
handsome building, ornamental as well 
as useful Jt is quite unlikely that 
Victoria would be made an exception 
to the general rule. The report of 
the special committee1 selected tp confer 
with the military authorities regarding 
a suitable location was presented last 
Wednesday night and was to the effect 
that one on Tates street, convenient to 
everybody, could be purchased for $3,800. 
On motion it fell to the ground, and there 
it lies ! What are the people going to do 
about it 1 Do they think it proper that a 
necessary building, for which they have 
long been clamoring, is te be denied them 
because of the shortsightedness of 
some aldermen and the apparent lack of 
interest in the city’s welfare of others ? 
It does seem that instead of doing all that 
is possible to advance our fortunes, any 
overtures made us to that end are being 
repelled, and nobody seems to be awake to 
the grave consequences of such a state of 
things. Opportunities which were within 
our grasp have been allowed to slip away, 
and Victoria has suffered serious loss. It 
is unnecessaty to point these out—they are 
too palpable to everybody. In this mat­
ter of the drill shed it simply means that 
unless this city has public enterprise 
enough to secure a site for it, a valuable 
and costly structure will be lost to Vic­
toria, and that the militia will languish 
and decline. We do hope that at this 
evening's meeting of the Board the ques­
tion will be reconsidered, and that the 
aldermen will see the necessity of meet­
ing the wishes of their constituents by 
doing something practical. Urgency is 
demanded; immediate action is necessary.
If the scheme falls through no blame can 
be attached to the Dominion government; 
they are willing to do their share.

A CAR OF DYNAMITE EXPLODES
the

Causing Death and Destruction—The Shock 
Felt for Twenty Miles—A Collision of 

Cars the Cause. SIEGFRIED & BRANDENSTEIN
(Special to The Colonist.) SAN FRANCISCO.

6m-d&wShamokin (Pa.), May 7.—A freight 
train on the Philadelphia & Reading rail­
road was passing through Locust gap, six 
miles from this place, at 11 o’clock Sunday 
night, when a car of dynamite exploded, 
killing seven people, wounding twenty, 
some seriously, and burning eight houses, 
levelling four more blocks to the ground 
and wrecking hundreds of others. The fol­
lowing are the names of the killed: Jno. 
Quinn,* aged 40; Kate Dunn, aged 8; 
Willie Kavanaugh, aged 15; Mary Kavan- 
augh, aged 9; Alice Kerwick, aged 4; an 
infant child Simon Kerwick, bom dur­
ing the afternoon. The engine was
drawing seventy cars and running down 
grade at a rapid rate to the siding one 
mile west of the gap, to allow the Phila­
delphia fast line, going south, the right of 
way. The engineer tried to slow up when 
in the gap but the cars had attained such 
a momentum that he was obliged 

fast to keep the tank
from being bumped. The head of steam 
was too much for the couplings, and the 
seventh car from the engine broke loose. 
The engine was stopped to make a new 
coupling, when the two parts of the broken 
train came together with a shock sufficient 
to explode dynamite. The force of the 
explosion shook the ground for twenty 
miles around, wrecking many houses in 
Mount Carmel and neighborhood. The 
train men, aided by horror stricken 
people, rushed to the rescue, and succeed­
ed in saving many lives from the burning 
buildings. Of the dead nothing remains 
but a few charred chips of bones found in 
the ruins. A subscription list has been 
started in Shamokin and neighboring 
towns. A number of the wounded have 
been taken to the miners’ hospital.

PROF. HUXLEY ON INDUSTRIAL 
EDUCATION.

0. BOOTH, 
Assessor and Collector.

The subject of industrial education has 
by this time entered upon a new phase of 
discussion. Its claims upon public atten­
tion are now no longer urged by enthusi­
asts alone; it has become a subject of 
general interest and appeals to increasing 
numbers of people whose interest in it is 
not primarily industrial or commercial. 
More especially is this so in England, 
where the claims of industrial education 
have the advantage of the advocacy of 
men of light and leading in many different 
fields of activity, such as Mr. John Mor- 
ley, Sir John Lubbock and Prof. Huxley. 
An example of the earnestness and serious­
ness which men of this class bring to the 
discussion of the question is seen in a 
recent article by Prof. Huxley in the 
Nineteenth Centvry, which he somewhat 
significantly entitles “The Struggle for 
Existence. ” Prof. Huxley, who is well 
known as a man of unusually broad 
culture, does not base his advocacy of in­
dustrial education on the interests of 
industry alone—he advocates it in the 
interest of breadth of culture as well— 
but it is in consideration of its industrial 
bearing that we are specially concerned 
here. Prof. Huxley’s central idea is that 
the international competition of the pre­
sent day is in the nature of a war into 
which Industrial populations are forced by 
the continued pressure of population up­
on the means of subsistence, and that, as in 
the case of war, that nation whose in­
dustrial forces are better organized and 
equipped has, other things being equal, 
the best chance of success. It is the office of 
industrial education to supply the needed 
equipment. The need is more seriously 
felt owing to the presence of conditions 
which have been steadily working to lower 
the general level of technical skill and 
knowledge among workmen. Upon this 
point Prof. Huxley says :

Technical education in the strict sense 
has become a necessity for two reasons. 
The old apprenticeship system has broken. 
down partly by reason of the changed 
conditions of industrial life, and partly 
because trades have ceased to be “crafts,” 
the traditional secrets whereof the master 
handed down to his apprentices. Inven­
tion is constantly changing the face of our 
industries, so that “use and want,” “rule 
of thumb” and the like, are gradually los­
ing their importance, while that knowl­
edge of principles which alone can deal 
successfully with changed conditions is be 
coming more and more valuable. Social­
ly, the “master” of four or five apprent­
ices is disappearing in favor of the “em­
ployer” of forty, or four hundred or four 
thousand “hands,” and the odds and ends 
of technical knowledge, formerly picked 
up in a shop, are not and cannot be sup-, 
plied in the factory, 
formerly given by the master must there­
fore be more than replaced by the system­
atic teaching of the technical school.

So much for the reasons which render 
technical education a necessity. As re­
gards the question of' ways and means 
two alternatives are considered. One is 
the establishment of special technical 
schools; the other is the establishment of 
technical classes, especially 
classes, in connection with other schools, 
which might be attended by persons al­
ready earning wages in industry. Prof. 
Huxley points out the limitations which 
circumscribe the usefulness of special 
Rohools, the chief of which are their ex-

Lieut. Schwatka, of Arctic fame, is 
out with a letter on the Hudson’s Bay 
railroad scheme. He says the only diffi­
culties to be encountered are in the straits 
themselves, and there he thinks there 
would be great trouble arising from float­
ing ice. He concludes:- “Another point 
bo consider is bhe relation of bhe cereal 
crops in the Northwest to the closing of 
the navigation of the strait, both by ice 
and the other obstacles I have mentioned. 
To assume that the crop of any year can 
be ripened, harvested, carried to the 
railway, transported by it to an elevator 
in Hudson’s Bay, transferred to a sailing 
or steam vessel that can be out of the 
strait before very dangerous navigation 
ensues, is to assume a very rapid hand­
ling for even one ship-load, but when 
enough ship-loads have to be ensured to 
make a long railway line pay, it seems to 
be almost impossible, unless owners are 
willing to allow most of their grain to re­
main in storage until next spring, rather 
than send it out by American railways, 
which is hardly business-like. Take it all 
in all, the new test to be given is just 
within the limits of reasonable commercial 
venture and no more.”

FURTHER PARTICULAJtS.

The Reading railroad track, at the 
point of the accident, just at the extreme 
western end of the. town, is about two 
hundred feet above the level of the street 
and runs alongside a mountain, below 
there is a street containing one single 
dwelling on the north side and three 
double ones on the south. Of these noth­
ing now remains; they were completely 
tom down by the explosion and the fire 
did the rest. It was in these that all the 
deaths occurred. Mr. and Mrs. Kerwick, 
who lost their three children, had a mir­
aculous escape. The man was blown out 
of the window and only slightly injured, 
he then got his sick wife out of the burn­
ing building and afterwards rescued sev­
eral of his neighbor’s children, which, in 
his dazed condition, he believed his own. 
About one hundred yards below these 
buildingir there is another row of four 
double houses, these are terribly demol­
ished, but the fire was arrested by the 
promptness of the dwellers in extinguish­
ing the burning coals which fell out of the 
stoves. On the same street some three 
hundred yards east nine more honses 
while not so entirely demolished, show 
plain evidence of the destructive force of 
the explosion ; boards are tom out, the 
roof is caved in and the interiors are sim­
ply masses of wrecked furniture, 
great was the upward force of the explod­
ing powder that car wheels and axles 
were thrown a distance of two hundred 
yards, one axle falling through the roof of 
one of the houses on Lower street. On 
the hills above traces of the debris may be 
found a quarter of a mile away, while be­
tween that distance and the wreck there 
are quantities of debris of the cars.

Beneath the wrecked train there is a 
large hole about fifteen feet in diameter, 
the work of the dynamite. None of the 
train hands near the accident were in­
jured, though one is said to have been 
blown a considerable distance. The en­
gineer of the locomotive which was very 
close at the time of the explosion, was 
stunned but soon recovered.

signing the Viceroy ship of India, Lord 
Dufferin said:

“ I shall resign my great office at the 
end of the year with many regretful feel­
ings, but also with a most grateful recol­
lection of the universal indulgence with 
which my humble endeavors to perform 
my duties have been met. I am already 
the oldest Viceroy that ever ruled India, 
and I feel that the time has come when, 
in the public interest, the heavy respon­
sibilities of the office should be confided 
to the hands of a younger man.

While the prince iu his palace is conscious 
that his throne is as irrevocably secured 
to him and his dynasty as that of the 
Queen-Empress herself, at the same time 
the zemindar in his country house, the 
trader in his shop, and the humble peas­
ant, in his cabin are equally convinced that 
where they have sown there shall they 
reap, and that English might and justice, 

ready to protect the Empire from 
outward aggression, will equally assure to 
every citizen the untroubled enjoyment of 
his rights and privileges. ’-’

Mr. Duval’s adherence to his bill shows 
that he is incapable of comprehending a 
legal document. He slanders the Oregon 
and California bars by alleging that the 
leaders of those bag framed and ap­
proved his bill We cannot agree with 
Mr. Duval in his assertion that His till 
“will hold water in spite of the sstutem 
of lawyers or the partiality or crankiness 
of judges,” and could be enforced without 
the intervention of lawyers. We will 
point out a few of its absurdities which we 
think are sufficient reasons for its defeat. 
Owing to the rule of law that the express 
mention of certain things implies the exclu­
sion of all others. Section 3 of Mr. Duval’s 
act gives a lien on certain things only, 
viz. : A building, wharf, bridge, ditch, 
flume, tunnel, fence, machinery, or 
aqueduct, but nothing else. Had 
this act passed the workingmen 
would have had no lien for railways, (ex­
cept tunnels and possibly for laying the 
ties and rails), sinking mines or artesian 
wells, sewers, streets, retaining walls, 
clearing land, filters, dams, reservoirs 
and many other things. The words “or 
any other structure or superstructure” 
are not general words. A “structure” is 
a large building or edifice, and a “super­
structure” is an edifice or erection built 
on or over something else, and it would 
be synonymous to say “or any other 
large building or building on a founda­
tion.” The act that passed provides a 
lien for the price of every kind of work 
or improvement. Sections 4 and 6 of 
Mr. Duval’s act are useless, and display a 
total ignorance of well known principles 
of the common law of the country. The 
lien could not in any case attach to any 
land, except the interest of the “owner;” 
then, why do so foolish a thing, as have 
long clauses in section 4 carefully provid­
ing that it shall not attach to some other 
person’s interest, which are followed by a 
clause providing that “where the holder 
of a leasehold interest has forfeited his 
right thereto” (by nonpayment of rent 
or otherwise) “the unexpired portion of 
the term” (which no longer exists) may 
be sold.

CORONER’S INQUEST

On the Body of the hate W. S, Hall-Verdict of 
Accidental Drowning.

Dr. Win. Jackson, Coroner, held an in- 
ruing on the body of 
Samuel Hall, who was 

drowned in Victoria Arm on Monday 
evening last.

The following jury were empanelled : 
Michael Young, (foreman), C. Giessel- 
man, J. Fullerton, Geo. Dougherty and 
C. Crossman.

The jury, having viewed the body at 
the undertaking rooms of Mr. Thos. 
Storey, adjourned to an anti-room where 
the evidence was taken. The corpse pre­
sented a shocking appearance, the head 
and face being cut and bruised from 
tact with the rocks, and there were several 
ugly wounds in the neck, suppo 
caused by the grappling hooks 
dragging for the body.

The first witness sworn was Chas. 
Harvey, one of the men who was in the 
boat at the time of the accident, who 
deposed : About 6 o’clock last Monday 
evening we left Marshall’s hotel near the 
Gorge to row towards home; Hall was 
rowing, and he said he would pull 
through the Gorge ; the tide 
running up and we floated through 
the riffles easily ; when we turned 
to pull back again, the tide was running 
so strong that we were unable to get 
through at the first attempt; in the second 
attempt the boat grounded on a rock; 
Hall jumped out, the water being up to 
his knees; West, the other man in the 
boat, shouted “Look out Sam, you’ll get 
wet”; the Wit then tilted apd filled, and 
in the cuufu-iuu 1 did nut notice Hall dis­
appear, as 1 was helping to get tile woman 
ashore; Mr. Pagden came toouc assistance, 
and W'th his aid the gill and 1 got out, 
the boaf drifting away up the stream. Mr. 
Pagden asked where the other man was, 
meaning Hall; I said I didn’t know; 
after we saw him about 100 yards up 
the stream floating in the water; W. Mar­
shall, who was there, undressed with the 
intention of jumping in to save him, but 
was restrained from doing so as it was 
considered impossible; there had been no 
quarreling in the boat that I heard.

To juryman—There was no boat at the 
landing, or we would have got it to go to 
the rescue; when we saw Hall in the water 
he was about gone; he had ceased to strug­
gle; we were all more or less drunk and 
had been drinking when we started from 
Victoria.

The next witness sworn was the woman 
Mabel Dickson, who was much agitated 
and seemed not to have yet recovered 
from the shock occasioned by the accident. 
She said : As «ion as the boat grounded 
Hall jumped out; he tried to pull me out, 
too, but 1 hung on to Harvey; 1 don’t 
know who saved ns; but when they got 
me out of the water they turned round to 
look for Hall; we could see him up the 
stream and Marshall wanted to jump in 
to save him, but bis Wife wouldn’t let him 
as it was certain death; it would have been 
death for me, I know, if 1 had not been 
pulled out; (with a shudder) eh, 1 felt so 
bad. (Turning to the coroner), she asked 
apprehensively: “I won't have to look at 
the body, will I ?”

Coroner—Well, I think for the purpose 
of identification, it may be necessary.

Witness, in a terrified tone—Oh, please 
don’t ask me. I couldn’t ! I couldn’t ! It 
would kill me.

The previous witness,Harvey, here con­
sented to look at the body, and having 
identified it as the body of Hall, the wit­
ness, Mabel Dickson, resumed : I only 
saw Hall onoe or twice, -before the 
dent; on that afternoon he came to my 
house and asked me to go for a boat-ride;
I consented and we all went; I was sober;
I don’t drink whiskey unless with plenty 
of water; I saw the boys had been drink­
ing; I told Hall he would drown us if he 
attempted to pull through the rapids; he 
said he didn’t care, he would drown us 
all. (With another shudder at thought of 
the accident)—“Oh, I feel so bad; I won’t 
go boat-riding ever again; I believe Hall 
grounded the boat on purpose; when the 
boat tilled I sang out “I’m drowning;” 
Hall wanted to drag me into the current, 
but I clung to the boat and my fingers 
are sore yet, from hanging

Mrs. Elizabeth Marshall ______
the accident Mr. Pagden came to her 
place and asked if they had a boat; Mar­
shall said he had not; went down to the 
Gorge and could see Hall floating in the 
stream some distance off; his head was 
just out of water; Marshall wanted to 
jump in, but witness would not allow him 
as it was of no use; by this time Mr. Pag­
den had got his own boat and pulled 
across, thinking Hall would rise again 
and he could save him; when Hall was 
last seen only the crown of his head was 
above water; the body was recovered 
Thusday afternoon dose to the beach just 
above the .Gorge, near the oyster bed; it 
was in an eddy floating face downwards.

This concluded the evidence, and the 
jury after a brief consultation returned a 
verdict of “accidental drowning. ”

It is easy to remedy a miscalculation on 
the safe side if occasion requires, and Sir 
Charles Tupper seems to have resolved 
that he would avoid the opposite extreme, 
and that the country will do the 
same if his advice is observed. 
Owing to the fiscal year ending in mid­
summer while the session of parliament 
is held at the beginning of the year, it 
falls that three distinct periods have to be 
treated of in considering the financial po­
sition of the country—the past, the pres­
ent and the coming year. With regard to 
1886-87 Sir Charles was able to make a 
very satisfactory report. Last year he 
had anticipated there would be a deficit of 
#300,000;he had a surplus of $97,323; and 
this though the actual expenditure had ex­
ceeded the estimate by $67,680. The 
figures were: Revenue, $35,764,993; ex­
penditure, $36,667,680. But the 
that led to this result operated in a differ­
ent way as regards the current year, 1887- 
88. Anticipating changes in the customs 
duties, large quantities of merchandise 
had been taken out of bond previous to 
July last. The first year profited at the 
expense of the latter. As a consequence, 
in the early part of this year customs re­
ceipts fell off, and though they later in­
creased, a second decline was experienced, 
and on the 20th April they were $227,000 
less than in 1886-87. In view of this the 
Finance Minister has reduced his estimate 
of the revenue by $400,000, making the 
total now looked for $36,000,000. The 
estimated expenditure on the other band 
was $37,082,000. 
has been exercised, the expenses have 
been cut down to a considerable extent, 
and taking into account all the probabil­
ities it is thought by the Finance Minis­
ter that an equilibrium between income 
and outgo will be maintained. Coming 
to the next year, 1888-89, Sir Charles 
apparently proceeded with much circum­
spection. Anticipating that his advice 
to care in the matter of importations will 
be taken, he calculates on receiving from 
customs only $22,500,000; from excise he 
looks for $6,650,000, and from other 
sources $7,750,000—altogether $36,900,- 
000. The estimates now before parlia­
ment amount to only $35,421,440; but in 
this is included nothing for mail subsidies 
or steamship subventions, and a consid­
erable amount will necessarily be asked 
for in the supplementary estimates, in­
cluding the charge subsequent upon the 
assumption of the St. Lawrence channel 
and Quebec harbor debts.

They have urged the matter up to a point 
which is satisfactory to the Canadian gov­
ernment and this position is supported by 
facts of which we are in possession, and 
no doubt there may be some very good 

for the government not laying cer­
tain diplomatic correspondence before the 
House, or until a certain period has pass­
ed. But what we really want practically 
in British Columbia and in the vicinity of 
the Behring’s Sea are two things: We 
want compensation for the vessels seized 
and the damage done, and we waut a pre­
vention of the recurrence of such a thing 
in future. I will not weary the House by 
reading the Alaska Commercial Company’s 
charter from the United States govern­
ment or the act for the prevention of the 
extermination of seals in the Behring’s 
Sea, but I will simply give a reference to 
them so that hon. members can refer to 
them themselves. The act for the pre­
vention of the extermination of 
seals in the Behring’s Sea will be 
found on No. 120 of that little 
blue book issued last year when the 
reepondence was called for. While I am 
referring to the matter of extermination 
of seals in the Behring’s Sea I will take 
this occasion to repudiate a statement 
which has got wind, to the effort that one 
of the reasons for preventing persons from 
killing seals in the Behring’s Sea is that 
they kill indiscriminately ; that they kill the 
female seals with pups, and seals under 
two years old. I have taken the trouble 
of critically going into this matter, and I 
have enquired from masters, officers, 
mates and the crews of these vessels as to 
what percentage of the seals killed would 
come under that category. I have the 
very best of assurance that out of pos­
sibly 21,000 or 22,000 sealskins brought 
down by each vessel from Behring’s Sea 
to Victoria harbor, that there will not be 
2 per cent of them belonging to seals such 
as should not be killed, which is a very 
small percentage indeed: Then, as re­
gards the Commercial Company’s lease, 
that will be found a little further on in 
those papers of last year, to which I have 
already alluded. Although I have lots of 
material here that I would like to refer to 
and place on record, the ground has been 
so well covered by those who have spoken 
that the patience of the house must have 
been fully tested upon this subject. The 
only excuse I can offer for taking up so 
much time of the house is that British 
Columbians do not usually occupy the time 
of the house, unless it is some important 
matter having particular reference to 
their own province, such as a question of 
this kind, in which possibly some of us 
have an individual interest, as I 
have already stated I have. There 

many matters which come up before 
this house, such as the fishery treaty, and 

hon. gentlemen may say: Why do 
not British Columbians speak on that sub­
ject ? One very good reason may be 
given for this and that is that on some sub­
jects “silence is golden.” There are some 
questions which come up which im­
mediately it would be in the interest of 
British Columbia to adopt but which in 
the near future I rather apprehend it 
would be in the interest of the province 
not to adopt, and considering the future 
and the present and the conflict between 
them it is just as well to say nothing on 
them.

30 days after the work is finished, without 
providing a rule for his ascertaining who 
had worked on the building or supplied 
materials, the owner, or any purchaser 
or mortgagee would be open to attack by 
lien holders for an indefinite time, and 
the result would have been either to re­
quire every man to release all claims to 
lien before going on the work, or 
else the owner would have been 
obliged to keep back all the 
until 30 days after the work is completed.

THE LATE JUDGE HENRY.

In the death of Judge Henry, of the 
Supreme Court of Canada, the bench of 
the Dominion has lost a brilliant orna­
ment. A Haligonian by birth, he was 
called to the bar of his native province in 
1840 and was shortly after a member of 
the legislative assembly of Nova Scotia. 
The question of responsible government at 
that period agitating British North Ameri­
ca was strenuously opposed in Nova 
Scotia and the other provinces. Mr. 
Henry, however, upon hie entering into 
the legislature supported it, and in 1842 a 
vote of want of confidence was carried 
against the government, whi* opposed 
the system, and in 1843 the ministers re­
signed. An appeal having been made to

government steadily 
increases, and the pensioned class 
ever eager for more.
