A peculiar feature of the past
week’s trade'is s depressed fecling as to
valdes, bu® no actual change was annmounc
ed. “American buyers are making heavy
purchksel of barley in wettern Ootario for
shipment to Michigan and Ohio, and some
large transactions from the neighborhood of
Brampton were reported. Our local brewers
have bought in moderate quantities of Eog-
\ish'hops, snd'a more active movement in
prime grades of American hops is not'ced.
A heavy decline in_foreign dried (Mediter-
ranean) fruits is reportsd from New York.
Currents are lower, but prunes are advanced.
Very little; if any, foreign fruits have been
warehoused by our wholesale houses, owing
t0.a dispute between the customs authori
ties and the importers over the question of
extra changes, The matter has been re-
ferred to Ottawa for settlement.
