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Standard Headstones Will
Be Used in War €emeteries
For All the Dead Heroes

UDYARD KIPLING has re-
buked the relatives of British
soldiers . killed in the war
who have been protesting
against the action of the Imperial
War Graves Commission, of which
Kipling is a zealous member, in de-
ciding that the headstones in Bri-
tain’s war cemeteries must be stand-
ardized, and Trefusing permission to
Jndividuals to erect tombstones ot
their choice. What he has said will
be of intense interest to the thou-
sands of Canadians whose loved dead
lie in France.

The subject was raised in Parlia-
ment in connection with a vete of
$4,965,000 for the Imperial War
Graves Commission. Winston Church-
ill, ‘'War Minister, stated that Bri-
tain’s war cerheteries number 4,000
and that half a million tombstones
must be erected.

“The work will occupy ten years in
any event,” said Mr. Churchill. “If
individual choice in the matter of
headstones is permitted, it will take
a generation.” Sir James Remnant
agreed that there should be limita-
tions with regard to the cost and size
of monuments, but declared that,
within these limits, the relatives
were clearly entitled to say what
type of headstone should be erected.

Mr. Kipling's letter was then read.
It is as follows:

‘““We have no grave to go,to. Our
boy was missing at Loos. The
ground is, of eourse, battered and
ruined beyond all hope of any trace
of him being recovered. I wish some
people who are making this trouble
would realize how more than for-
tunate they are to have a name on &
headstone in a known cemetery.’’,

Mr. Burdett-Coutts, also a member
of the Imperial War Graves Commis-
sion, expressed his agreement.
““Those who aet for the nation,” he
said, ‘‘ought not so to act that a
mourning woman in cottage or tene-
ment can say {o herself, ‘My man
made the great sacrifice, died the
same death for the same cause; why
should he not have as beautiful a
monument?’ "’

Mr. Asquith’ made a speech in sup-
port of standardization and was fol-
lowed by J. H. Thomas, the Labor
leader. The latter told of a visit to
a battlefield cemetery where he saw
the grave of an unidentified British
soldier between those of Raymond
Asquith, eldest son of the ex-Premier,
and young Tennant, the poet. He
plucked a leaf from the grave and
after he had mentioned the episode
at a public meeting he received a let-
ter from a blind woman in Leicester
who said she believed that this grave
was that of her son. Thomas had, he
added, the melancholy pleasure of
sending her the leaf, and an assur-
ance concerning the position of the
grave,

At the close of the discussion the
wote of $4,955,000 was agresd to.

' GRAVES 10,000 FEET HIGH.

Some Famous Men Have Strange
Resting Places.

The body of Sir Star Jameson,
the leader of the famrous ‘raid,” is
shortly to be interred on the Matoppo
Hills, in Matabeleland, alongside the
grave of his old friend and colleague,
Ceeil Rhodes, says Pearson’s
Weekly.

Amid these remote fastnesses, far
from human habitation, will rest side
by side for all time the two ‘“Makers
of South Afriéa,”” the twin graves
marked by a huge pjllar of unchisel-
led native granite chosén by Rhodes
during his life-time.

Similar hill-top interments are not
altogether uncommon, Robert Louis
Stevenson, the novelist, for instance,
is buried on the summit of the high-
est mountain in his beloved Samoa,
whither he was carried by the na-
tives, who adored him.

Probably the loftiest grave in the
world is that wherein reposes‘ the
body of Wilson Everitt, the famous
mountaineer, who on his death ex-
pressed a wish to be buried as near
as possible to the summit of Orizaba,
the lofty Andean peak which he had
been the first to scale. His desire
was duly carried out, the grave being
blasted with dynamite out of the liv-
ing rock high above the snow line.

So long ago as 1766, a Mr. Hall
built the tower which stands to this
day on Leith Hill, the highest point
in Surrey; and underneath the edi-
fice he was duly interred, according
to his wish, when he died, six years
later. On top of the neighboring
Box Hill, too, there reposes the body
of a certain Major Labelliere, who,
tradition says, was buried head
downwards.

Finally, there is the case of the
eccentric American millionaire,
William Barbour, known as the
“Yankee Dick - Whittington,” who,
tramping as a poor, homeless lad in
the Adirondack Mountains, sat down
“n a boulder to eat some food ‘he
Lad begged. A farmer passing by,
znd noting his dejected attitude, of-
fered him worky fifty yéars later,
when he had ‘“made his pile,” Bar-
bour had the enoromus boulder
transported to the top of the highest
peak in the range, and beneath this
strange tombstone his body now
rests.

How the Heckler Got‘ His Name.

As the political spellbinders be-
come perfervid in their oratorical ef-
forts between now and election day
next November the “heckler,” no
doubt, often will make himself heard.
The average person usually wants to
“get in his word’” and in doing so
may become a ‘“‘heckler.”

In Scotland the word “heckling”
is very well understood. The word,
which is spelled “hackler” in Eng-
land and also in Ireland, is applied
only to the flax trade. Prior to the
introduction of machinery, ‘“hack-
ling’” .was a process carried out by
hand, the “hackle” being an instru-
ment consisting of a wooden base,
into which a Jarge number of steel
pins were fixed at short distances
from each other, projecting about
four inches through the wooden base,
somewhat after the style of a hair-
brush. b

The “hackler,” or “heckler,” held
the flax material firmly by the hand,
drawing it the requisite number of
times through the hackle pins,
thereby straightening and splitting
the fibre and at the same time re-
moving the loose fibre, which is
called “tow.” Nowadays this proce
is done by machinery, but the politi-
cal application of the word is '"heck-
ler”” very soon finds out what a can-
didate is'made of, and that, too, often
in a. much more rough-and-ready
fashion than etiquette allows.

Christopher Joseph Quinton Brand,
D.S.0. (K.B.E.) for completing a
flight from England to Capt Town,
via Cairo, in 44 days, February 4 to
March 20,°1920. These two aviators,
who are South African Dutchmen, left
Eagland in the Silver Queenl., which
was wrecked at Wadi Halfa, Egypt,
on February 11. A new start was
made from Cairo on February 22 in
the Silver Queen' II., which was
wrecked near Bulawayo, Rhodesia
March 6. On March 17 the trip was'
resumed on the Voortrekker (Pio-
neer), the machine whick replaced
Silver Queen II., and the trip of 5,206
miles was completed on Maxaiy A9,

KORESHANS.

Strange Religious Cult Found In

London, Ontario.

Of course, you say, everybody
knows the earth mov around the
sun. Don’t be too sure of that. Lon-
don, Ontario, has long been rated as
the home of more unusual religious
cults than any other community in
America with the possible exception
of San Diego, Cal., or Boston, Mass.,
but only recently the strangest of
them all appeared here, namely the
Koreshans.

Now the remarkable thing about
Koreshanity, as it is called, is its
peculiar doctrine of cosmogony which
teaches that the sun, instead of mov-
ing around the earth as the ancients
believed, or that the earth moves
around the sun|as most moderns be-
lieve according to the conception of
the universe framed by Galileo and
Copernicus, is in reality the centre
of a great, hollow sphere, that this
hollow sphere is the earth and that
the mountains, oceans, trees, forests,
houses, cities, all the landmarks of
the old world, are on the inside of
the earth instead of on the outside.

Only a little group of Koreshans
has appeared in Ontario, but in view
of their strikingly unusual ideas of
cosmogony, a very few of them are
creating no end of interest by the
propagation of their doetrines. Most
of them are recent converts and as
soon as they become more thorough-
ly immersed in their new faitll, they
will, -in all probability, leave for
sunny Florida, where at Estero, in
Lee County, is already gathered the
nucleus of the citizenship of a new
Holy City they propose to build. Eor
a time a colony existed at Englewood
in Chicago, where the Koreshan
faith first attracted attention, as far
back as 1886, when street meetings
were held and literature extensively
distributed. But in 1903 the Chicago
Koreshans removed to Hstero, and
an edict went forth that no more per-
manent colonies were to be establish-
ed elsewhere than at Estero, which
place had finally been selected by the
leaders as the one location for the
city of the Messiah. The Estero col-
ony was founded in 1894,

Dr. Tyrus R. Teed, born in Utica,
N.Y, in 1839, was the founder of the
new faith, and the name Koreéh,
which is Hebrew for Cyrus, was
adopted by him as his title as the
Messiah of the new cult. According

w

scriptural passage in the 45th chap-
ter of Isaiah, “‘Cyrus” is referred to
as the Messiah.” To his followers,
Dr. Teéd came to be known as Kor-
esh, the new incarnation of the Mes-
siah.

The divine mission of the Koreshan,
movement is the building' of ‘“‘the
Church Archtriumphant.” The Kore-
shans believe that *“the Bible is a&
column erected to the memory of
transcendental literary genius.” It
is “the product of the Word of God;
the Word of God is its genius; the
Word of God is its Author.”
Communism is held to be “the very
foundation of the social life of the
followers of the Lord,” and the
eo!ony at Estero, Florida, is conduct
od on a communistic basis of wealth

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TRAPE AS F.RAGE CROP

[T MAKES IDEAL PASTURES FOR
SHEEP.

Nothing Equals This Food for Ewes
gnd Lambs During Nursing Per-
jod—It May By Sown at Succes-
give Intervals Dufing the Year
and Always Proves a Quick
Grower,

Rape is the ideal forage crop for
shéep. It .not only lends itself ad-
mirably to. intensive _systems of
sheep farming but'it yields more and
petter green food to the acre and at

less expense than any other erop in
the long list of succulent summer
foods. It tides the flock over the
dry, hot season, when grasses are
dead and ficlds brown, and it con-
tinues to grow and furnish luxuviant
grazing late in the fall. It is extreme-
ly feasible to sow rape for fall pas-
turage and turn the flock on to the
gucculent plots whén the common
pastures are exhausted or destroyed
by early frosts. Nothing equals it
for the ewes and lambs during the
nurging periods, and for weaning
lam it is incomparable, carrying
them “from mother-milk to self-sus-
taining lambhood with scarcely a
sign of shrinkage. Rape is unexcell-
ed as an autumn food for starting
mutton sheep and lambs on the pro-
fitable road to full grain feeding.

The feeding value of the rape can-
not be too highly exploited; it is not
a feed of week or month, but may
be sown at successive intervals so as
to 'provide. continuous pasturage
from early June until bleak Decem-
ber. One acre of rape feed in con-
nection with a limited grain ration
will produce as'many pounds,of mut-
ton as two thousand five hundred
pounds of corn and oil meal. Grow-
ing lambs and breeding ewes make
greater gains in live weight on less
supplemental grain feed when pas-
tured on rape than similar lambs and
ewes on clover pasture,

A field of rape and sufficient port-
able fencing to provide the flock
with fresh grazing as the occasion
demands will be of great value in
maintaining the breeding ewes and
conditioning the lambs into that de-
sired quality and excellent condi-

| tion so important on the market.

The portable fences permit of fre-
quently changing the ewes and:lambs
that are being conditioned to new
aréas, of the rape fields as soon as
the crop is consumed. When first
turned in upon a field of rape sheep
and lambs should become gradually
accustomed to the change and allow-
ed to have continued access to it,
unless in.time of storms, and, when
once removed, care must be taken
not to put them back upon it when
hungry. If the sheep get a moder-
ate amount of grain feed in the morn-
ing before they are turned on the
rape field the danger of bloat and
digestive derangements is to some
extent lessened. Access to salt-and
to other kinds of pasture crops is
desirable when the flock is pastured
on rape. Two kinds of rape seed are
upon the market; one ig thé sum-
mer; ‘the other the winter annual,
or biennial rape. The summer rape
Is' not suitable for grazing, being
grown commercially on a small scale
as a food for birds. One should in-
gist that Dwarf Essex seed be sup-
blied. The usual cost of rape seed
Is about eight cents per pound. As
a rule, three or four pounds of Dwarf
Essex seed per acre, sown in rows
twenty-eight inches apart will give
the~best results. Rape thrives best
opn a rich, fertile soil and better
yields always result on land that is
well manured and fertilized and giv-
en thorough preparation before the
crop is sown. If planted in rows and
cpltivated it will produce a maximum
growth of forage. .
Rape is a quick, rank grower. If
the moisture conditions are favorable
for the seed to germinate quickly the
field will be fit for grazing in seven
weeks after sowing. Soils having a

I find that the erop does best
on an, easy-working clay loam, well
under-drained and rolling enough to
prevent standing water in case of ex-
ressive rainfall. Land intended for
rape production should be ploughed
early and thoroughly prepared before
seeding. Newly ploughed land never
grows good rape, as the moisture eva-
porates too rapidly and the growth,
and development of the plants are
checked.

Rape can be very successfully
grown if sown at the last cultivation
of the corn crop. We have seeded
one or two acres of rape with corn
for several yeaxs and find that a
large crop of forage can be secured
In this manner  without additional
preparation of the soil. Where the
corn crop is removed and put in the
gilo the land is soon ready for pas-
turing. When the rape plant is about
twelve inches high it is ready to turn
on to, and if not grazed too closely
it will continue to produce forage

DANGER OF WASTE LANDS.

Cultivation Gret{l, Aid In Destruction
of Grasshoppers.

More than the usual number of
complaints of injuries from grass-
hoppers have been received this year,
says L. Caesar, Provincial kntomo-
logist. In every case investigated, the
insects have bred in waste lands or
old pastures and from these breeding
places spread to cultivated _fields.
This, of course, suggests one of the
best methods of ‘prevention—cultiva-
tion of waste lands. It -has been
found that if the eggs are buried five
inches beneath the goil, the young
grasshoppers from these cannot reach
the surface -and therefore must per-
ish; hence, as eggs are laid in late
summer and autumn,, ploughing in
October or early spring destroys
countless numbers of the insects.
¢ ‘Wherever these steps have  not
been taken or are impracticable and
the grasshoppers are present in suffi«
cient numbers to cause much -loss,
they can be successfully combatted
without much expense or labor by the
use of the ‘“Poison Bran Bait,” as
follows: 7

Formula—Bran, 20 Ibs.; Paris
Green, 3% to 1 1lb.; molasses, 2
quarts; oranges or lemons, 2 or 8
fruits; water, 2 gallons.

Mix the bran and Paris green dry
in a tub or large réceptacle or even
on a cement floor, squeeze the juice
of the lemons or oranges into the
water and run the rind and pulp
through a meat-chopper and add
these also. Pour the molasses into
the liquid and mix well. Then grad-
ually add the sweetened water td the
bran and Paris green, stirring thor-
oughly a* the same time. Continue
the stirring until all the bran is moist
and will fall through the fingers like
sawdust. This work, to save time,
should be done the day before treat-
ing the fields. Then in the morning
early, between 5 and 6 o’clock, scat-
ter the mixture very thinly around
the borders of the crop to be pré-
tected, and also wherever the grass-
hoppers are present, treating all in-
fested surroundings for about twenty
rods back to prevent the grasshoppers
coming from waste lands. Do not ap~-
ply during rain and if showers fol«
low an hour or two after the treat-
ment, repeat the next morning. Us-
ually, under favorable conditions, one
treatment is sufficient, but sometimes
a second or even a third application
is necessary. As 5 lbs. of the poison-
ed bran is sufficient for one acre, the
mixture should be applied very thin-
ly after the manner of sowing grass
seed —a single handful covering
many square yards. The grasshop-
pers move about and thus readily
find the substance. They are also at-
tracted to it from a considerable dis-
tance.

Do not look for results until about
two days after the work has been
doae. Theré is no danger to cattle
or sheep when the bran is applied
as directed, but poultry should not
be allowed in the field for a day or
two. '

mixed dry, the salt dissolved in the
water and the liquid then added te
the poisoned sawdust, which should
be carefully mixed until all ig wet. It
should then be allowed to stand over
night and applied just like the bran,
early the next morning. Sawdust will
not cover quite so much ground as
the . poisoned bran, the above amount
being sufficient in our experience for
not more than about 3 acres, where-
as the bran will suffice for four acres.

Lime and Fertilizers.

Prof. H. O. Buckman, of the Soils
Technology Department, Cornell Uni=
versity, at the recent Soil Fertility
Conference held at the O. A. C.,
pointed out how the continuous use
of sulphate of ammonia tended to de-
plete the lime, but where lime was
supplied in sufficient abundance this
form of ammonia-carrier became very
important. The general impression is
that acid phosphate leaves the soil
acid. However, this is far from cor-
rect; indeed, general experience
points to the fact that acid phos-
phate tends to leave the soil neutral
or alkaline. The term acid phosphate
is a misnomer and gives one abso-
lutely the wrong idea.

There is great need for further ad-
vocacy of higher grade fertilizers.
Fertilizers well used will cause
changes to take place in the soil, but
these changes should be for the bet-
ter and not for the worse. ‘‘My con-
clusion is “that rational fertilizing
donsists in the adjustment of the
composition and the amount of fer-
tilizer to soil and crop in such a way
that you should get paying results
from your. investment, and. ate the
