Mk. Editor,—Permit me through your 
paper to say a few words against yiis in­
strument of torture, used so largely by ig­
norant horse-owners of to-day.

THAT TUE PRISONER HAS TO P.E OFABDED 
BY ARMED OFFICERS.
Hanover, N. H., Aug. 20.—This town Is 

again wild with excitement, and Frank C. 
Almy, the murderer of Christie XX arden, 
has “caused it. Monday evening, Mrs. 
XX"arden discovered under the barn an 
empty jelly tumbler and twelve cans that 
bad recently contained salmon, oysters, 
peaches, and other substantial eatables. 
There were also some empty wine and beer 
bottles. On XX'ednesday morning further 
investigation under the barn resulted in the 
finding of more bottles and a bludgeon about 
the shape, but somewhat larger than a 
policeman’s club. Inquiry among several 
families whose cellars have been robbed of 
late showed the articles found in the barn 
had been taken beyond doubt from them.

Last night Prof. G. H. XVhitcher and 
Sheriff H. G. Brown watched Wardens’ 
premises. About 2 o’clock, while they bad 
hidden in some corn in the garden a man 
whom they first supposed to bo Warden 
•came towards them to some apple trees 
within ten feet of where they stood. Prof. 
XX" hitcher says : “As I thought it was 
XVarden, but as he came nearer I thought 
I recognized Almy’s walk. He was bare­
footed and bad a bag which he filled with 
apples, which he ate ravenously. After a 
little while he leisurely and unsuspectingly 
walked back to the barn and passed round 
to the eastern side ; that was the last we 
saw of him.”

The watchers returned to the village and 
aroused some 40 men, who proceeded to 
and surrounded the building. Twenty-two 
volunteers entered the barn and in a short 
time Almy’s voice was heard 20 feet down 
in the hay. He said if he were guaranteed 
protection he would surrender. “ If you 
don’t give me protection,’ he said, ‘ I will 
sell my life as dearly as possible and then 
kill myself.”

“ Sheriff Brldgeman came out and ad­
dressed the gathering ” requesting them to 
refrain from doing violence to Almy and 
appealing to them as citizens to allow the 
law to take its course. Bridgeman’s re­
marks were greeted with cries of “yes, yes, 
lot the law take its course.”

To John M. Fuller, Almy said he had 
been there since Juno 14th, and had been 
to the grave as often as twice a week. He 
gave Fuller a roll of papers and a ring. 
The papers have not yet been examined. 
Almy said that on Monday night he de­
cided to leave and went down beyond 
Hartford, Vt., but he felt as if he could not 
leave the place, and came back again.

been established that Almy is none other 
than Geo. H. Abbott, who escaped from 
Windsor, Vt., State prison, about six 
years ago. Warden Oakes and two super­
intendents from Windsor have just identi­
fied him positively as the man sentenced. 
Abbott is known as an expert burglar and 
desperate criminal. When arrested in 
1881 he was the ringleader of a gang of 
burglars who operated in the towns on 
Connecticut river from Barnet, Va., to 
Lyme, N. H. At the time of his capture 
he made a stubborn resistence and received 
a number of bullet wounds before he sur­
rendered. F our days after he escape 
his captors and ran over a mile and a half 
with notliing on but a night shirt and bed 
spread thrown around him. He concealed 
himself in a railway culvert but was soon 
recaptured. Stored in the woods where 
Abbott had his den, were found over 300 
articles the gang had stolen, among them 
a rifle which he had stolen from his captor, 
Deputy Sheriff Berry. Abbott also had 
$800 with him. In 1881 he was convicted 
in nine counts for breaking and entering 
and sentenced to 15 years imprisonment. 
He escaped from prison about six years 
ago. A reward of $400 was offered for his 
capture, but he had never been apprehend­
ed. His father was Harris E. Abbott, of 
Salem, Mass., who has been dead for sev­
eral years.

Many people ure under the impeasion 
that cucumber is very indigestible, and 
when they eat it they do so under protest 
and with apprehensions of possible dire 
consequences. How this delusion can have 
arisen it is difficulty to say, unless it be 
that ctfcumber is often eaten with salmon 

and other indigestible table foods. It is 
not the cucumber, however, but the salir.on 
that sits so heavily upon our stomach's 
throne. Cucumber, in fact, is very diges­
tible when it is eaten properly. It cannot 
Indeed, be otherwise when it is remembered 
that it consists mainly of water, and that 
those parts which are not water are almost 
exclusively cells of a very rapid growth. 
In eating cucumber it is well to cut into 
thin slices, and to masticate them thor­
oughly. Even the vinegar and the pepper 
that arc so often added to it are of service 
to the digestion, if not taken in 
The cucumber, as everyone knows, belongs" 
to the melon tribe, but in our somewhat 
cold country it does not grow to any very 
large size, and therefore it is firmer and 
looks less digestible than its congener, the 
melon. —London Hospital.

Now, see the double wrong there is in 
such a proceeding. It is the advertising 
and the reputation that have brought the 
customer. The advantage of these is stolen 
away from the man who lias paid for them, 
to be used by somebody else. And then, 
in addition, an inferior article having been 
palmed upon the customer, lie finds it to 
fall short of his expectation, and is very 
likely to become disgusted with the- whole 
affair, and to be prejudiced against, the 
really meritorious arricle.

This practice has gone much further than 
people suppose. There is but one way to 
deal with it. it is to refuse to take any 
but the article advertised. That may, as 
a rule, be relied upon. It h not worth 
while to spend a large amount of money 
required in general advertising upon any 
except materials of merit ; but concoct ions 
designed in fraud have prima facie evidence 
in themselves that they are inferior or 
worthless. They ought to he shunned, and 
the men who undertake to introduce 
them should be viewed with suspicion.

BOSTONDeception in Dealers.

The attention of the western press 
been given to an abuse in con;iaction with 
the scaly of advertised articles by retail 
dealers which is not peculiar to that section 
of the country. There are many standard 
articles of general consumption, the value 
of which has been brought before the pub­
lic by extensive advertising. The names 
of these articles will readily suggest them­
selves to the public. Very large sums of 
money have been spent in this way. *1 be 
merit of such articles is, of course, to be 
tested in the end by those who use them, 
and the proprietors are fully content that 
this should be the case. The wrong under 
yrhich they labor is that there being 
spiracy to prevent their being so 
the dealers in many cases hold them back 
from the public, and substitute another 
article, spurious, and often to a great degree 
valueless, for them.

The operation is in this way : The adver­
tised article is made of valuable material, 
and it is well adapted to its purpose. It 
has been proved to answer the ends claimed 
for it. In short, it has established itself a 
reputation. This is the fair capital of. its 
owners. The knowledge that it is every­
thing they claim it to he justifies their ad­
vertising it. The public arc desirous of 
possessing it. They go to a store to make 
its purchase. There, under the operation 
of the fraud we are exposing, they find 
themselves forestalled. Some other manu­
facturer, appreciating the favor which 
rit and advertising in combination have 
brought for the article, is there to rob its 
proprietors of their legitimate outlay. He 
has appeared with an imitation. It is not 
an absolute counterfeit ; that the law might 
reach. But it is got up closely to resemble 
the genuine product. “ How is he to get 
this subkituted ?” we may be asked. He 
does it in collusion with the dealer, 
times, indeed, he is the dealer himself. In
