The chureh has sustained several very heavy Tosees within the last
fow weeks, Such men as Dean Chureh, Cainon Siddon, Canon Moles-
worth and Archbishop Thomson cannot be easily roplaced, “The Areh-
bishop of York died on Christmas morning at the age of 71, He
was an old Shrewsbury boy. and edaeated at Queen’s Collese,
Oxford, where e was suecessively Scholar, Fellow, Tuator and
Provost, being afterwards appointed  Pecacher at Lincolw’s Ion,
from whenee hie proceeded, in 1861, to the Bishoprie of Gloncestey
and DBristol, and only ten months ater was yaised to the Arch-
Lishopric of York. The following remarks ave taken fiom Lrath :

Dr. Thomson was a consummate organizer and administrator,
and his strong, shrewd comman zense, his immovable fivmness,
and hix boundless selfrelianee, were qualities which particularly
recommended him to Yorkshirewmen. He was a thoroughly practieal
man, and few prelates have been more in touch with all classes of
the laity.  Amaong the working people in such places as Sheflield
and Leeds he was most popular, and there never wis a more effee-
tive speaker at their Church Congress meetings, for he was always
frank, sensible, and carnest, and did not nauscate his audience with
wheedling Hlattery and vapid twaldle, like come other right reveremd
orators, nordid he cither speak over their ieads or manifestly embar-
rass himsell by endeavoring to be funny, joeular, and familiar.

In carly life the Archbishop distinguished himselt at Oxford as
a vigorous University retormer, and while preacher at Lincoln’s
Inn his admirable sermons drew the largest coneregations that had
ever been seen in the chapel there. Dr. Thomson filled the See of
Gloucester and Dristol for only a few months, and then le was
transhated to York. Ile had been brought prominently before
the public by his excellent little book n Logic, his remarkable
article on ** Crime and it Excuses,” in 2 volume entitled ** Oxford
Zeays,” and his editorship of the collection of essays eatitled
«¢ Xid= to Faith,” of which his own article on the Atonement, and
Mansel's on Miracles were the most able and important.  Dr.
Thomson had recommended himselt” 1o the Court by a very beauti-
ful sermon on ¢ The night cometh,”™ which he preached betore the
Queen and Prinee Albert, and which greatly pleased and touched
them, aud the wood impression thas created was strengthened by
the famous seemon on the death of Prince Albert which he preached
in Gloucester Cathedral. - As Tait was the greatest of modern
Archbishops of Canterbury. so Thom~on will be known as the
greatest of modern Archbishops of Yok, o b as we havegone,

The Arehbishop detested and despised Ritnalistic mommerics of
all kinds, fora truly relizions man of his powerful wind and mas-
sive intellect could wot understand how clergvmen could struggle
and squabble about such contemptible titles, while the first prin-
ciples of their faith were being attacked all round. He devoted
himself to strennously defending the articles ot the Christian fuith,
and hundreds of thonsands aceepted him as a trustworthy teacher,

It was on the occasion of Dr. Thomson's appointment to the
Archbishoprie of York thut the Queen and Lord  Palmerston had
the only serious mirunderstanding which ever disturbed the harmony
of their relations after he beeame prime minister. When Arch-
bishop Sumner dicd. Lord Paluerston (acting under the influence of
Lord Shaftesbury) recommended that Dr. Baring, Bishiop  of
Durham, shoulld bLe trauslated to Canterbury, but Dr. Longley,
Archbishop of York, the favourite of the high chureh party, was
preferred. Then desperate effarts were made by Mr. Gladstone and
others to obtain Yok for Bishop Wilberforee. whoe certainly onght
o have been appeinted. Palmerston’s candidate was Dr, Widde-
grave, Bishop of Carlisle, a feeble bat bigoted Evangdical.  The
Quacen vetosd the appeintment, to the great indigaation of the

Minister, and insisted upon the translation of the new Bishop of
Gloucester and Dristol—a proposal which inereased Lord Palmer.
ston’s wrath.  The Queen had her way, and from that time Lo
Shaftesbury’s influence disappeared.  Bishop Wilberforce never to.
wave Thomson, and seized every opportunity of saying and  wiitin
spiteful things about him, but the Avchbishop certainly justified the
Queen's high opinion of him

It will be most difficult to find a suceessor to the late Archbishep,
and to replace him in any adequate way is simply impossible. “Th
claims of the Bishop of Peterborough are far and away supetior 1
those of auy other prelate, and surely Lord Salisbury will not pass hin,
over.  The Queen will, no doubt, press for the appointment of th
Bishop of Ripon ; but a man ought not to be made Archbizhop of Yo,
merely because he is 2 most eloquent preacher and a very charmia,
person. A first-rate man of business, and one who s really o
“ruler and governor,” is required ut Bishopthorpe, and Bishig
Boyd-Carpenter undoubtedly and conspicuonsly lacks the o
important qualitication for this great office,

1 think it quite pussible that, in the anxions task
of mecting the awfully urgent needs of so vast an association,
unwise expedients may in some cases have been adopted.  But this
does not for a moment shake my confidence in (General Booth and
his fellow-workers as men of absolute integrity and singleness of
purpose.  And as for small uibblings of criticisin as to the exact
number of those in utter wretchedness, no variation in statistical
inlerences can possibly atlect the patent glaring fact that, around us
and beneath us, there are awful wastes of human ruin, vice, and
misery ; and that, for their amelioration, this scet of yesterday has
laboured as tew have laboured, and with an ovious blessing on the
visible immediate result of their aggressive toil such as no other
religious budy can easily claim. I therefore will do my best to aid
by my sympathy, and in such other way as I can, those who with
immense courage and unselfishness are willing to try a great experi-
ment, undaunted by its proportions and its desperate difliculty. 1
will not be one of those who, sitting comfortably in armchairs,
dribble their vitriol over the faces of these earnest and devoted
workers.
