AsM.Spencer's was one of the carliest of the conver-
sions which since thon have followed Nvith ever increasing
rapidity, we Nvilt. give a short accounit, taken fromn his own
wvords, of the stops by iihI lie advanced tili lie wvas at lnst
led into the true fold.

About Chiristînas, 1822, the lon. George Spencer w-as
Ordained dencon in flic Church of England, being quite satis-
lied that il] Nvas righit in that Churcb, thougli ho hiad flot
talcen much pains to sttudy the grotinds and prineiples of its
,establishment. Whcn ho ontored tipon active cmploymnent as
a clergyman, lie was naturally led to seek information more
fuly. HO uscýd to rend and admire the Church liturgy,
and often %vonclcred 110w so heautiful a work could have been
produced. in the inidst of sncb confusion and wickedness, as lie
wvas taught by ,Protestanit historians, liad accompnnicd ail the
pr*oceeç1ings eof the chie£' actors in the Reformation. 31cj had
been brought up to look at the Cathoio Ch urch as ai mass of'
errer, and lho little suspocted that all that ho admired iii the
English Iiturgy wvas morely an abridgoment of the holy
Offices Of the Roman Catholie Chiurci. Tho lessons, Gospels
and beautiful Collee-ts of tho Book ef "'Common rar"are
aIl borrowed froîn. the IRoman missal, and the one litany

Mr. Spencer lîsed to seek ont dissonting Protestant min-

ist6rý in the hope of lcading, thcm baek into the Churcli, but
