For over a century before the close of the
war with France in 1763 there had been a
small revenur collected in the Colonies. It
arose from @ .ties imposed by two acts of the
English Parliament, viz. 25 Car. IL., and 6th
Geor. II-  The first on goods exported {rom,
the other on goods imported to those Colon-
ies; such duties were payable before ship-
ment. Aslong as the English administra-
tion thought those import duties, as applied
to foreign trade, were of small account their
collection was submitted to by the Colonists
without question. But, in the course of time,
a brisk trade had sprung up with the West
Indies and Spanish Main of such importance
to the Colonies as to make it a matter of
necessity that it should be regularly system-
atised, and the only method pursued by the
British Government was the stringent en-
forcement of the Revenue duties and Cus-
tom house regulations, absurd enough in
themselves, but doubly so when their opera-
tions tended to destroy a most lucrative
commerce. As this very trade was the means
of introducing British manufactured goods
into the Spanish Colonies, it was as profitable
to the English producer as to the Colonist,
but so dense was the ignorance prevailing at
this period on this subject that its beneficial
operations were not ascertained nor the ne-
cessity of removing all obstructions thereto
recognised ; English statesmen were not
alone in this want of knowledge, it was not
recognised by the Colonists, and although
the effects of the enforcement of the Rev-
enue Laws were most disasterous in raising
discontent, the subsequent “Declaration of
Independence” puts the issues on a mere sen-
timental footing by asserting a constitutional
paradox, viz: that they could not be taxed
by the British Parliament as they were not
represented therein, although their constitu-
tional rights were derived from that body.

It might be naturally expected that the

discontent arising from this restriction of
commerce would be most intense in the
Northern Provinces, the people of which
were more directly engaged therein, but the
Middle and Southern Provinces also suffered
in a considerable degree, as their trade in
agricultural products was almost annihilated
—thus these foolish Revenue regulations
produced discontent in the whole of the Col-
onies. For many months the newspapers of
the Northern Provinces were filled with
abuse of the officers of the Navy, lamenta-
tions of the seizure of vessels, the destruction
of commercial interests and well grounded
apprehensions of financial ruin.  These feel-
ings were heightened as the plans of the
British administration gradually unfolded
themselves; the principal of those were—
that the Colonies should be obliged to bear a
share in any expense which might be necessary
for the future protection, and for this purpose
certain duties werc to be imposed on mer-
chandize imported into the Colonies, which
duties were to be paid into the Royal Ex-
chequer, where they were to be set apart as
a seperate fund, together with the produce of
all taxes raised in America by parliamentary
enactment—for the purpose of defraying in
part oll future charges incurred in defence
of the Colonies; a Bill providing for those
contingencies passed through both Houses
and received the Royal assent on the 5th
April, 1764.

The object to be attained by this Act was
to requlate the commerce of the Colonies and
to raise a revenue as far as it was applicable
to articles of Foreign Import, it was intended
to discourage their consumption and promote
that of British and Colonial manufactures,
and this last object was the most mischievous
of all; yet it is singular to see the United
States a century later copying in their fiscal
regulations the main provisions of that act
which led to their seperation from the British
Empire. No exception could be taken o the
principle of this act, theduties imposed were
not the real grievance, but the attempt to
make trade flow in a prescribed channel by
Legislative enactments and confining the
market of the Colonist to one country alone.

During the same session of Parliament an

Act was passed regulating the currency of
the Colonists. During the late war the vari-
ous Colonial Assemblies had on different oc-
casions issued a legal tender paper currency
to meet their exigencies, those legal tender
notes were redeemable after a certain time
either by the ordinary revenue, the special
tax imposed for that purpose, or by the
money alloted to the respective Colonies by
votes of Parliament as a compensation for
their services. This legal tender currency was
issued in greater profusion than necessary,
and owing to the injudicious course pursued
by the British Administration in restricting
trade the various Colonies had not been able
or neglected to provide the necessary means
of redemption; this evil was aggravated in
Virginia especially, probably in some of the

other Colonies by the misconduct of the

treasurer; those bills which were paid into
the Colonial Excliequer were re-issued by
him for his own benefit instead of being can-
celled. The consequence of all this was that
the rate of Exchange with Great Britain rose
as high as been 30 and 40 per cent; the con-
sequence was as general a scarcity of specie
as the States are now suffering from. The
Act of Parliament restrained the Colonial
Assemblies from making their paper curren-
cy alegal tender, and although it created
great dissatisfaction, yet within two years it
had equalised the rate of Exchange.

The British minister moved the following
resolution in the House of Commons at the
same time the Act alluded to was introduced :
“ That towards further defraying the expenses
of protecting the Colonies it may be proper fto
charge certain stamp duties in the Colonies ;"
but no bill was introduced upon this resolu-
tion, it being the Minister's intention to
leave the question open to the Colonial As.
semblies, if this mode of taxation was dis-
liked a more fitting and proper one might be
suggested. There can be no doubt that this
last resolution and the bill subsequently
founded thereon was unconstitutional, as the
superior authority in the Empire the British
Parliament had a right to levy taxes on Im.
ports and Exports for purposes of general
defence, but when that right was extended
to what was fairly and properly a part of the
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Internul Itevenue of the Provinces, which
should be alono applied to their own xocial
wants, an interference with the rights of the
Provincinl Assemblies of the most unwar.
rantable kind was attempted, and that con-
stitutional resistance was lawful and expedient
and tould have bzen cffective.

Tho lower Louse of Assuinbly of Massachu.
sotts being u. . great degree composed of
men ecither individually largely engaged in
tho smuggling trade or connected with thoso
who were so, and having suftered from tho
very injudicious enforcement of the Revenue
laws, by o resolution in the Fall of 1764 de-
clared that their right« as men guaranteed
their freedom from the authority of the
British Parliament; and they complained
that the “late exteusion of tho powers of the
Admirality Courts” virtually abolished tal
by jury.

Ir consequenco of the whole populatios
of this Colony being engaged in t..> smug:
gling trade a conviction was impossible, the
Courtsof Admirality were intimidated and the
oparation of the law impeded; tomeet this
tho regulations of the past year provided that
a vessel seized in one place might bo sent to
another for adjudication, but this was only
enforcing the general powers of the Admi-
ralty which they had exercised from their
first institution, and 1t was not by any means
a new or exceptionable featuro in the Act of
Parlinment, because similar clauses had been
inserted in Acts as far back as 7 and 8 Wm.
3, chap. 32.

In tha Southern or Middle Colonies the
Act rogulating the currency gave occasion
for complaint, their specie and circulating
medium being derived from the Spanish
trade in exchange for agricultural produce;
this trade being now annihilated by the Rev-
enuo Laws occasioned great suffering and
exasperation inall the Colonies, especially as
the proposed taxes were to be paid in specie
which it was thought would drain the Colonies
entirely of that necessary medium of trade
and send it all t2 England. Taken together
those coramon grounds of complaint brought
the Colonies into accord, diversity of mterests
and pursuits baving hitherto kept them
apart, and this anion was encouraged as their
fears intensificd by the conduct of the oppo-
sition headed by the clder Pitt in the British
House of Commons.

George the Third, an upright honest man
of narrow understanding, influenced by his
mother, entertaining high notions of his pre-
rogatives and determined to govern us well
as reign, had organised such an etlective
party in the British House of Comumons as
enabled him to sway that body as he liked.
Many reasons conspired to place this power
in his hands, he tenaciously withheld honors

and rewards from every one who opposed his
measures, while he showered both witha hb.
eral hand on those whosupported them. Con-
stituted as the British House of Commons
then was no difficuity need be encountered
in securing a majority, and as the King him-

self was popular he had the peoplo on his
sido; uo ministor could hold offico under
him but one who would carry all his mea.
sures, and as a consequence the exclusion of
the opposition frem oflice and its emoluments
wore certain; this latter circumstanco added
virulenco to tho attacks made on the minis-
terialists, and tho leadors of the opposition
Jdid not scruple to brand ministers with a
design to subvert tho libertics of tho people,
henco when the difticulties of tho American
Colonies avose they wero eagerly laid hold on
by the opposition, the malcontents encovr-
aged to resistancoe by the asscrvations that
their liberty was at stako, and it was not till
this conduct had evoked tho robellion that
the lenders becamo aware of tho mischief
their demagogical eftorts had inflicted on
the Empire.

During the whole of the miserablo contest
those worthless intriguers devoted their en.
ergies to embarrass the ministry of tho day,
and when they succeeded to offico that they
proved far moro incapnblo of allaying the
cvil than those whose blupders first excited
the opposition; to the Whig party in par-
ticular this issue is to be ascribed, and it was
owing to their sclfish violence that the flames
of rebellion was kindled in the Colonies, and
the British Empire bereft of its fairest pos.
sessions. History furnishes no more pitiable
spectacle than that afforded by the last ap-
pearance of the first Earl of Chatham in the
House of Lords, and the contrast between
his repentance and the political sins com-
mitted by Pitt, is a picturc humiliating in
the extreme. As a violent party leader he
cast suspicion on the acts of his Sovereign
and imperiled the cxistence of his native
land, as a statesman passing out of theworld
he saw and repented of the mischief but was
not allowed time to propose a remedy. Com-
ing from such a source, endowed by & man
deservedly popular in the Colonies, the lead-
ing men eagerly adopted all his ideas and
were constantly on the watch for manifesta-
tions of thosc arbitrary acts which he taught
them to believe was the settled policy of the
Rritish Court. Without any means of analys-
ing the truthor falschood of those assertions
the American Colonists cagerly fell in with
thoso ideas which were in accord with their
own feelings and promised a chance of re-
dress from what were real grievances of
wvhich the true solution was an enlightened
commercial policy, and this was foreign to
the genius of the age.

‘The British Colonies in America were not
organised in such a manneras toadd strength
or dignity to the Empire, a set of isolated
communities without even & common cur-
rency, governed by men with little authority
and less brains to exerciseit, nowonder need
bo experienced at the rapidity with which
revolutionary ideas spread through them.
When the first unconstitutional steps wero
taken and open resistance to the law at-
tempted; there was no central authority of

sufficient power to put it down by force, and

tho Exccutive woakness being uscertaing
in obedience to well known laws governing
such cases, it was treated with contempt,

On tho 29th January, 1765, the Britwh
Minister moaved jfifty.five resolutions for uy
posing stamp duties on certain papers and
documents used in the Colonics, and shortis
afterwards introduced a bill founded thercon
which was carried through both Houses anq
recawved tho Royal assent on the 22nd Marey
This Act so productive of momentous conse
quencos was to tako offoct in tho Colonies op
vhoe 1st November following, and as it bt
received considerable opposition in its pas
sago through the House of Commons, tne
Colonial malcontents were not without hopes
that & spirited resistance on their parts might
distress if not overturn the Administratio
and cventually produco its repeal.

It was with no small feelings of surprse
that the first legislative opposition it should
receive in the Colonies would come from the
hitherto loyal Colony of Virginis, the causes
of this have been hinted at, but in adation
there was the currency difficulty, the lossof
demand for agricultural produce, and the
feeling of exasperation produced by theap
plication of an impracticable act of Parhs
ment. Because it is evident that as none ¢
the ordinary transactions between man and
man were legal except the provisions of the
Stamp Act was complied with—in a Colony
with ut a circulating medium where most of
the . :altransactions were carried on by bar
ter—great difficulty must have existed m
complying with the Statute which supposed
gold and silver to be sufliciently plentiful for
ordinary circulation, which was not the case.

In the House of assembly the Stamp Act
gave rise to a most violent debate, in which
the celebrated Patrick Henry is reported to
have said -——-¢ Cresar had his Brutus, Charles
¢the First an Oliver Cromwell, and George
‘-the Third"—here the speaker was inter
rupted by loud cries of ““Treason,” and the
Speaier rose declaring he would quit the
chair unless he was supported by the House
in restraining such intemperato speecches.—
As soon asorder was restored Mr. Henry said
—‘“may profit by their example, and if that
“is treason I beg leave to apologise to the
“ouse.”

The four following resolutions were agreed
to and entered on the Journals of the House
on the 29th of May:—*The first declarced
that their ancestors brought with them from
England and transmitted to their posterity
all the rights, privileges and imunities enjoy
cd by British subjects.” “The second, thst
these were confirmed and declared by two
Royal Charters granted by King James the
Firstf* “The third, that they have ever
since enjoyed the right of being governed by
their own Assembly in the articles of taxes
and internal police, which right has not becn
forfeited or yielded up but has been recog
nised by the King and people of Great Ba-
tain,” And the fourth, “That the Generl
Assembly of Virginia, with His Majesty or his
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substituto, havo in their respective capacity
the only exclusive right and power to evy
taxes and impositions upon the inhabitants
of that Colony, and that overy attempt to
invest such a power in any person or persons
whatsoover other than tl s General Assomuly
aforcsaid is illogal, unconstitutional and un-
justy and hos & manifest tendency to destroy
British as well as American freedom.”

To understand these resolutions it is ne-
cessary to observe that o distinotion was
made between fares and duties on Imports
and Exports so that the former of those
terms did not include the Iatter, a distinction
as whimsical as any other connected with the
quostion of trade and fiscal relations at this
period. As no responsible ministry inter-
vened between tho Assembly and the Gov-
arnor, the lattordid not hoar of this transac-
tion in timo to prevent its consumution, but
on receipt of the intelligenco ho instantly
digsolved the Assembly; tho prudence of
which act may well be questioned becauso
these men wers sure to be returned by the
copstituencies and to come back with embit-
tered feelings.

The Assembly of Massacusetts had during
the preceding year petitioned the King com-
plaining of a variety of grievances, and
amongst others of tho resolution of Farlia-
ment which announced an intention to im-
poso Stamp Duties on the Culonies. On the
sixth of June they entered into a resolution

getting forth the expediency of holding a|)

General Congress of deputies from all the
lower Houses of Assembly iun the Colonies, !
for the purpose of consulting together rela-
tive to the grievances under which they la-
boured and {0 take measures by address to
the King and Parliament for redress; it was
also resolved that letters sigued by their
Spesker by order of the Housc should be
sent to the Assemblies of other Colonies
communicating this resolution and appoint-
ing the first day of October following as that
of meoting in New York; they also nominat.
cd their own deputies and voted £450 (four
hundred and fifty pounds) for defraying their
expenses, Although the character of tho
leading men in the New England Colonics
did not stand high in tho opinion of those of
the South and Middle Colonies, and this act
had all the appearance of dictation, it never-
theless met with universal approbation.

THE WIMBLEDON PROGRAMME.

From the Voluntcer Service Gazette (England.)

The Prize List for Wimbledon, which bas
just been issued, contains several important
and novel features. Tho chief of these are,
the oxpansion of what used to be Mr. Basg’
Prize into a so-called ‘*Enfield Nursery’’
Competition, tho re-arrangement of tho
prizes and conditions for the ‘‘Albert,’” and
the redistribution, on an entirely new sys-
tem, of the Carton Prizes.

In addition to theso, thero are many
smaller changes, so that it may be well to
adhere to our usual custom of going through
the list in detail, and pointing out the modi-

fications which it is proposed to makeo. We

should, howover, mention that the present
is only what may be called the first ~tition
of the List, and that, in ono or tw cases,
the details of competitions aro not fully de-
cided upon. ‘Thero may also, of course, bo
additional prizes to be announced.

‘The Queen’s Prize, weo need hardly say, is
practically unchanged in its conditions, ex-
copt that, as has been previously announced,
the number of competitors which may be
sont by onch buttalion is increased by two.
Thus & battalion of ten companeis might
send in all twenty two men—:uc., two per
corpany as at present and two oxtra men.
Also it will be noticed that the ontrance-feo
isin this, as in all othor cases, increased so
as to wclude the charge for two sighting
shots ut each range. Competitors have, as
was announced sotne time ago, to bring their
own Government o1 stamped long Eutields,
tho War-Office heving no muzzle-loaders to
give or lend. Tho condition as to ammu-
nition is, as regards both the first and second
stages of this prizo, and in many other cases,
rewritten, to preclude if possiblo any unfuiv
dealing on the part of o competitor. Itis
now distinctly stated that where the ammu-
nition is to boe that issued on tho ground, it
must ‘in no way bo tampered with.”

‘The Prince of Wales' Prize remains as it

; was, anc the prizes in the St. George's Chal-
, lenge Competion aro as in 1868. ‘The win-

ners of the first ten prizes iuclusive will
each receive, in addition to his money, a
nainiture “jewel.” The budges—to thedesign
of which exception has, it may be remem-
bered, beon taken—aro to bomuch improved
in form. The number of shots in the fiest
stago of this competition is reduced from
seven to five. "Tho entrance fee will be ten
shillings and six pence instead of ten shil

ings.

\%’e are once moro to have at Wimbledon
the contest for the International Challenge
Tropy betwoen English, Scotch and Irish
Volunteers, with Enfield rifles. The winning
twenty, of course, holds tho ** Trophy ;" the
highest scorer, to whatever tcam he may
be%on g, holds forayear a valuabloChallenge
Tup, given by tho Gunmakers’ Company,
and aleo receives £10. The highest scorer
in the winning twentv receives a prize of
£10.

‘The competitons for the Irishi Challenge
Trophy, the Oxford and Cambridge Match,
and the China Challenge Cup, require no
notice ; and then wo come to what used to
bo the * Bass' Prize, but which is now called
the Enfield Nursery, Mr. Bass’ Prize being
given to breechloaders. Tho Enfield Nur-
sery Prizo consists of twenty prizes divided
into one of £10, ozo of £7, one of £6, four
of £5, fivo of £4, and seven of £3. The en.
trance fece is raised from 5§ shillings to 6
shillings. The competition is restricted, as
Bass was, to efficient Volunteers who have
never won & prize at Wimbledon or at any
County Association meeting. Noting that
the Carbine Prizes are done away with, and
that the remaining Volunteer competitions
—viz., the Martin’s Cup for marksmen, the
Belgian Cup for volley-firing, and tho Con-
solation Prizes—remain as they were, wo
come to tho Albert, the conditions {or which,
as we have stated, have undergone consid-
erable modificstion. In the first place, the
valuo is reduced from £670 to £598, the
value of the prizes in the first stage being
£498, a3 against £520 last year. ‘The so-
called Range Prizes asro done away with, and
in the first stage prizes aro all given for ag-
gregato scores at three ranges—200, 600 and
800 yards—there being no 500 yard shooting.
The prizes vary from one of £40 to ten of
£5each. The entranco fee is £33s. In
the second stage, instead of threo ranges

with sevon shota at each, thereis to be only
ono rango of 1,000 ymds with fiftcen shots.

‘I'ie Alexandra and the Windmill undergo
nochange: butwhen we cometo the Associa-
tion Cups, wo find that, both for any rifloor
Enfield ** ladies, being members of the N.R.
A., avo ontitled {o a nomiuation. The nomi
nces must bo membaors of the N.R.AY We
bolieve, however, that with this indulgenco
will be coupled a condition that a member
compoting both as a lady's nomineo and in
his right must not fivo his two sets of shots
without a certain interval of time, to be
specified, having clapsed botween thom. In
other words, precautions will bo tuken
against the now rulo operating to give any
competitor tho chance of a whole row of
Tighting shots before really entering tho
1sts. .

Any-Rifle Nursery Prizo has Jost its second
stage, it being, wo imagine, thought right
to assimilatoit in all respects to the analo
gous prize for Enfields. Passing over the
Ladies’ Prizes as requiring no notice, and
obsorving that the ** Army Prizes,” aro now
tho “Army and Navy Prizes,”” and that the
restriction to marksmen is withdrawn, wo
come 1o the Cartons, in which most iimport
ant alterations bave been made.  Formerly,
it will be remembored, by far the largest
amount of money was given to tho ¢ most
central shots,” the *‘greatest number of car-
tons.’’ which really implies tha best shoot.
ing coming off a bad second. This is to be
entirely altared. £100 is to bo added to the
prizes of each rifle, and the prizes will be re-
distributed so as to give the larger sharo to
the greatest number of cartons. A mini.
mum will, however, be fixed as to the num-
ber of cartons, to insure no prize being
taken without a really good score.

The distribution of the prize money in the
Breechloading Competitions is still, we ob-
sorve, not yet fully sottled, but the aggre-
gato amount is increased from £100 to £330,
Mr. Bass’ DPrize being transferred to this
competition.

The rest of tho prizes call for littloremark.
In the Public Schools competition, the trig-
gers are to be of a6 lbs. pull, and in the
Winners' Prize (the Peck and the Dudloy),
the absolute definition of a qualifying mini.
mum at the lower ranges is witudrawn, the
matter being left in the hands of the execu-
tive to fix a minimuma if necessary. The
conditions of the Rifle Club Match may pro-
bably have to be reconsidered.

‘The special Army Prize of £100, given by
an officer, will this year be compated for,
we believe, by rapid firing by each file of the
detachments sent up for the Army and
Navy Prizes.

THE INFANTRY SHAKO.

The Post says that the Duke of Cambridge,
Honorary Colonel, hasit in contemplation
to recommend that a small black horsehair
plume bo substituted on the shako of offi
corsand men, in place of the round black
ball now in use. Tho Rifle Brigade and rifle
regiments of miitia will also wear the black

lume. Moreover, the mounted officers of
infantry are 1o havea gold cord with acorns
attached to their shakos, which will hvop to
a loop, or pass round the neck, so as as to
prevent tho shako being blown off in windy
weather, which is now so frequently the
case; or, whatis worse, to preventan offi
cer holding his shako on with his drawn
sword. Tho rifle regiments are to have a
black cord instead of gold.

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ENGLAND AND AMERICA.

(From the Broad Arrorw.)

As tho faco of the heavens in these islands
of ours is 8o unstablo and deceitful in its
aspect, that prophecies drawn from it about
tho weat'. »r proverbially fail, so the appear-
8 1c0 of tho r-litical horizon which separatos
our country from America, has, sinco the
close of the groat intornecine struggle in tho
New World, been so changeable and unsot-
tled, that it has been almost impossible to
augur from it with any certainty the future
relations in which the two nations aro likely
to stand to each other.

If for ono momenta fow gleams of light
athwart the sky overhead have led us to
suppose that fine weather was at hand; in
another, lurid banks of cloud havesuddenly
arisen, and givon every indication of a com
ing storm. Of so fitful and uncertain, of so
unsatisfactory and contradictory a character,
has been (to drop metaphor) the political
intercourse between the two countries.

We confess that wo cannot look back with
any feelings of pride or complacency to the
part our Government has played throughout
the period in question. Whether tho Con-
servative or the Reform party have been in
power, it appears to us_that our necgotia-
tions with America havo been alike conduct.
ed in anything but a dignified or an impos.
ing manner. Forced back from one position
toanother, wo haveyielded, and yielded too,
in each instance, with a bad giace. No

losses can hide, no subtorfuges aiter this

ct. And the worst of it is, that as cach
concession has been successively wrup g
from us, our adversaries have advanced an.
other stop in their position. Tho evidence
we have afforded of our willingness to make
any gacrifices 10 obtain their good will, seem-
ing only to have incited them the more ob-
stinately to withholdt. For how stands
the matter now, after all we have done—wo
had almost written—suffored ? ‘I'he Senate
has unanimously rejected Mr. Reverdy John-
son’s settloment of the Alabama claims, and
Nr, Motley, the new Ministor to this coun-
try, comes to us laden with instructions to
make fresh demands—demands which, if
report speaks truly, it will be impossible to
accede to without absolute humiliation.

The blessings of peace can hardly be
over-estimated, and all our endeavours, no
doubt, have been exerted with a view to re-
tain them, but the question arises, whether
tho method wo employ to this ead is a right
one, and the best at all events, that under
the circumstarces we could pursue. As far
as wo know, our efforts in tlns direction ap-
pear, after all, « 2ly likely to stave off' the
ovil day, and however desirable such a con
summation may be, the delay can of course
be purchased at too high a price. Nor isit
altogother iznprobable that a firmer and less
vacillating attitudo on our part from the
beginning, might have been on the whole
better calculated to achievo the desired re-
sult, since such would havo afforded less
oncouragement for encroachment and Jess
temptation for attack. In making theso
remarks we believe wo speak the feelings
of a vast msjority of our countrymen.

A review of our psst policy, however,
would be practically unprofitable, unless a
consideration of its byegoneerrors led us to
avoid them for the future. We trust, there-
fore, that the experience we have now gain-
ed of tho utter futility of endeavoring to
improve the accord which eoxists between
ourselves and our transatlantic brethren, by
the exhibition of an unduo readiness, to
make all and every concession demanded of

Ins, will coaso, and that by inauguratingn
lino of action more in accordance with tho
instincts of our race and their own, we shall
sucoeod nt all events in securing their res-
}»oct, aftor which, we shall no doubt find
ess difficulty in cultivating their estoem.
In other words, thoro must bo an end of
concessions o Amorics, an ond to  humour-
ing, an ond to all attempts to keep penco
botweon the two countrics, oxcept by so
acting as to allow the Americans to realise
the fact that nation for nation wo are, and
shall probably for generations cont.nue to
be, their mastors—that is the word, their
masters—their mastors in war, their mastors
in real progress, their mastors in husband-
ing the results of the past.

Tho citizens of the United States, think
what their shallow demagogues may, will
not remeinunited. The only means whereoy
they will for any period, even in the presont,
remain united, is by a foreign war, and that
again will be the only means of kastening
their disunion.

The President, and those of his compa.
triots who nave tasted blood, think other-
wise, and fancy they have only to await n
declaration of war to over-run Canada, and
consolidato the Union by the incorporation
of the Dominion; but they aroc mistaken,
they will never incorporate the Doiainion.
Canada, in its good timo, will moro proba.
bly conquor and annex such portions of the
present Union as will, by such annexation,
cohduce to tho consolidation of Canada.
But thatis not in the immediate future, and
we do not credit American statesmen with
the modest .wcumen of seeing 1t in tho dis-
tant future ; otherwiso thero might bo some
statesmanship in forcing a struggle whilst
Canada was supposed to be at the mercy of
her unweitdy, rough, and half-bhnd neigh-
bour.

For the present we inay say that the con-
ceited blindness of the Americans provent
them from realising tho strengthof Canada.
There is no negro population there. nor will
thero bo south'of the Lakes, that unanimity
of feeling and commercial interest amony
the northera Shoddy traders which ennbled
them in the Civil War to tramplo out what.
ever clements of chivalry and nobility the
old Union ever aspired to possess.

As to ourselves, we fear too much for Ca-
nada. Let us put moro confidence in our
North American fellow-subjects. ‘They will
bear their part, and nobly, in any war; for
they know that for us Canada is no patrimo-
ny. Both of the two great parties in Eng.
land are agreed as to the advisability of
looking on Canada as an independent em-
pire of the future, and both are in favour of
abandoning our military hold of the Domi-
nion. The sentiment may be different in
degree in Whig and Tory, but it is the same
not only in tho desire to see Caunada rrce
and strong, but in the detormination to ex-
crt the whole force of the British nation in
her defence.

It1s time v ¢ should both feel strongly
and speak plainly in this sense. Away with
the twaddle about kith and kin. Our Ame-
rican kin seek to place their knuckles at
our throat; but they have not the power to
keep them there, If it must be, wo will
fight them; and to & certainty we shall
thrash them.

Itis stated that, in his interview with
Lord Richard Grosve. .or on the subject of a
tunnel between Dover and Calais. the Em.
peror Napoleon spoke of the project as en-
compassed with difficulties, but he laughed
outright at M. Boutet's iden of a bridge
iacross the Channel.

THE PRINCE AND PRINCESS OF W:{l})
IN THE CRIMEA.

—

We oxtract tho following from Dr. Ry
soll’s lottor to tho London Times:
THR FIRLD OF ALMA,

“From the Monumental Chupel 1y,
Royal party went to the Great Cemetery
‘The bust of Gortschakoff himself—a veyp
oxcellent likeness—placod under a marly,
canopy, atiracted most attention. The ve
toran died at Warsaw, but in compliang
with his wishes his romains were camg
hither and ropose amid those of his faithf,
soldiery. Ho looks, as it wero on tho scep
of his greatest exploit, for bencath is 1,
spot whero the bridge spanned the roy
stead, and here, having covored his rotrey
by tremendous explosions, he led his army
across by tho light of a burning city, ay
loft us piles of ruins on which to celobr,
our victory. Inthe Cemetery itself there
groat order and neatness. Trees are play
ed, and give sure promise of thriving, byth
paths which are lined by vaults, each o
taining 40, C0, or 80 men, and marked wy
a cenotaph : officers are favoured by se
rate tombs, as if their rank followved they
to tho grave. Tho gentle Princess, vey
probably, as she looked at all this, ay
heard how such an one led such a somy
and how many fell- —a regiment, the nap
of which I could not decipher, 15 notedy
having lost 4,716 rank and file—felt I,
*¢Jittle Wilhelmine'' in Southey’s ballad, J;
was curious to watch the crowd of Russiyy
outside the Cemetery and try to make oy
what they thought; but theories differed o
that point, though there could be no dogy
that in garb, and countenance, and dw
lings the people, men and women, wen
poor and miserable enough. . We hidu
escort of Tartar cavalry, very irregular apy
unarmed, who rode by the side of tho ey
riagesand kicked up a thick dust as
cortego left the Cemetery and hirled ai g
treir andous rate over the hill to the rightof
the North or Star Fort, This fort seems noy
in good order. The Prince and Princes
General do Kotzebue, and Sir A. Bucharp
ocoupied one carriage with another of the
party to explain the English view of thepo
sition, for the General did not comeo to tb:

The forges and
warkshops of the Russian Steam Navigation
Company down below wore at work, and
gave some life to the place, over which
otherwise ‘the abomination of desolation’
might have been written everywhere. The
Psyche in the harbour, the Tiger near at
hand, and a small steamer and two sailing
ships alongside the quay, represented the
fleet and commerce of the port. Dockyards
and barracks and hospitalall ruin! ruin!
ruin! It was with the impressions excited
by such a spectacle in us that we rode round
to the front of the Marine Barrack to see
tho colossal statue placed on a granite pe-
destal which now forms so yromincent a fea-
ture mn the landscape. ‘fhat rough, vigor-
ous, and sagacious-looking head and power-
ful fornm, which the designer has rendered
so well in bronze, represent on a gigantic
scalo the Dazareff' who is venerated by Rus-
sian sailors as the father of the Black Sea
fleet, once so formidable. He stands look-
ing out on the waters of the deserted roads,
beneath which are rotung away the results
of his energetic conception,jfor several ships,
I am agsured, still remain below. and aro
now so decayed that they cannot be remov-
ed. He dicd befcre the war, and those who
knew him say he never would have surviv-
ed the catastropbe of his fleet. Admirals
and ships alike aro gonc—Korniloff, Isto.
wine, Nachimoff. The veteran who has a
singcuro now as Commandant of the port—
Kirlinski—retains a memento of his gallant
services in the form of a terrible wound in
his skull. The object of the Allies has been
accomplished so far as tho destructien of
tho Black Sea Fleet and tho great arsenal
on which i¢c depended is concerned, and
Turked may breathe freely through the
open Rospuorus, which was once but a water
way to her very heart; and noone who sees
Sebastopol can deny that Russia hasaccopt.

Or1EN when looking back upon the his-
tory of our race, and observing the
gradual development of nationality and the
means by which Great Britain rose to bo the
ruling power of the world, we are convinced
that it was not by granting concessions to
insolent foes, for by & weak desire to pre-
serve peaco that she attained that position.
French, Spanish, Dutch, Yankee, Russian,
and Chinese, with the host of barbarian na.-
tions that dwell beyond the regions of civili-
zation, have all been successively taught
that Britain had an arm long enough to
reach the heart of their power, and & hand
strong enough to grasp and wringit. Re-
membering this we confess we were alter-
nately astonished and grieved by the vacil-
lating policy of Imperial statesmen in rofer-
onco to tho dispute with the United States
arising out of the circumstances of the laia
war. With an overweoning desire to main-

tain peace concession after concession was

grantod to the rapacious politicians of a
rabid faction in tho States, which was, for
tho nonce, trinmphant ; but as each position
was successivoly surrendered that peace
might be preserved, the action was constry
ed by American statosmon 8 & sign of
woakness or timidity, and operated as ar
incontive to further demands. Itis thero
foro 2 matter for little astonishment tha
they should at last have renched tho utmast
point of forbearance and the alternato whine
and bluster of the wordy war silenced by an
unmistakable voico declaring, * Thus far
and no farther.”

We confoss to entertaining a romoto sort
of sutisfaction at the rosult, as it will prove
to British statesmen tho folly of a policy of
conciliation towards a nation ruled by .
fanatical faction that cannot undorstand and
consequently cannot approoiate a diplomacy
unaciuated by bigotry and passion. Per-
haps the process of political fe..mentation
continually going on upon this continent
amongst & people allied by languago and
raco to England, has had, and continues to
have. considarable reactionary forca upon
the mother land; indeed it moy fairly bo
presumed that American demooracy has
sont on many waves across the Atlantic a
portion of that restless frothiness of thought
which distinguishoed the Republic. By this
only can we account for that strange admir-
ation for Americanism occasionally displayed
by a small portion of the British press. In
contradistinction to this wo qunte, in the
prasent issue, an article from tho Broad Ar
row; wo give it ontire as it displays, on the
part of the writer, a juster appreciation of
the people of the Dominion and of their
country than we usually find in our English
contemporaries, and take the present op.
r rtunity to thank our confrere for the un.
. ‘skouble manner in which he hasex:
pressed himself. Uad the British press
spoken out at the beginning of this miser-
able squabble in the same stylo the affair
would have beeu settled long ago, England
would have baen preserved from humilis-
tion, and, perhaps, the inevitable dissolu-
tion of the Repablic postponed for another
half century.

Tae anniversary of Her Majesty’s birth
day was celebrated throughout the Do-
minion in the usual putiriotic manner. In
accordance with Guneral Order issued some
time ago, the Volunteers in the various
cities, towns and villages assembled and
fired & few de joiz at noon, and the people,
a3 ususl, enjoyed this grateful holiday, We
regret to notice that, owing 1o the restive
ness of & young horse, one of the drivers of
the Ottawa Field Battery was injured, but it
is hoped the accident will ot prove very seri-
ous. In many placesthe Volunteorsturned
out in large numbers and displayed, as they
have ever done, an array of force and loy-
alty indicativo of the apirit which has always
animated the yoemsury of Canuda.
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Ow anothor page of tho presont issuo will
“bo found the copy of u Moniorial addressed
to 8ir @. E. Cartior, Minister of Militia, sub-
mitting o number of suggestions fo, tho
modification of the cxisting militin low. Tt
was banded to us with the requost that we
would give it a place in our columns that
the Foroo at large might have an opportuni
ty of judging the merits of tho yroposed al-
torations. Wo aro informed that the move-
ment has tho support of a large number of
officers, soveral of whom nro mombors of
Parlisment; and that the suggestions offer
ed aro of anature to meet tho difficultics
which the momorialists belleve aroe not ob-
viated by tho existing measure. We are
protty wolt acquainted with tho wants and
requirements of the Force, and from long
connection with it aro in a position to form
acorrect estimate of what would suit; but
it must be borne in mind that, apart from
the Volunteor element which has always
been found ready to petform its part, de-
spito the faults of legislation or the blun-
dering of incompotent commanders, thore
arc other considerations to be observed.
The first of which is the absoluto necessity
of cstablishing a military system, which,
while it will not weigh upon tho industry of
the nation, will furnish & guarantee for de-
fenco in case of invasion. Candda in the
event of war will not, in the first instance,
act the part of assailant, although it is more
than probable she would loarn 5 retaliatoe
in the course of any struggle in which she
msy be involved. We confess we are not
among those who believe war an unmitigat-
ol evil; it has ever been a necessity cf
national existence, and should be provided
against the same asany other contingency,
therefore a national military system, suited
to the social condition, material 1esources
and phyeical proportions of the couniry
should be established, and, if wisely cariied
out, cannot but tend to mske the country
formidable to an attacking enemy. When-
evern past years the chances of war became
imminent the spontaneous uprising of the
Canadian people has given any number of
Volunteess, ready and enthusigstic in de-
fonce of their threatenad liberties. But
there is, nevertholess, required a disciplined
management of these forees, that life, the
most precious of warlike material, be not
uselessly squandered. Another thing to &
bornsin mind is that, in the changes ina
dent {0 time and widely separated loealities,
it is necessary to logislato not for one parti-
calar class of people or section of country
but for all, and in such » manner 23 to bring
tho whole as much in harmony with the
genwral peinciple as possible. This, we have
always believed, was tho grand object of Sir
George’s Militia, Act, and although & num-
ber of its dotails might be modified with ad-.
vantage, especially- to the Volunteers, it is
on the whole erected upon a principle well

nigh unassailable. .

Concerning the alterations propozed in

tho Memorial wo will not at present argue;
proferring to awnit the oxpression of tho
opinions of active membera of the Yorco
which its publication will probably elicit.
Doubtless the Minister of Militia will give
tho suggostions of tho memorialists careful
and candid consideration, as nothingcan Lo
surer than his carnest desire to place tho
defences of 1.3 country 1n the best possible
condition. We do not supposc however that
any actic n will bo taken on the matter dur-
ing the present session, indeed wo think it
would bo rndvisable to let tho law as it exists,
have a fair .nd complete trial. Another
year will provoe its adaptabilicy, if it proves
a failuro, then those who opposeit will have
suro groand to work upon, if the contrary
bo demonatrated, then cavil must cease and
the law bo ellowed to work out tho objocts
for which it was framed.

Oneimportant alteration in too Act, which
tho removal of the Imperial troops will ne-
cessitato, has not occurred to the memoral-
ists, nnd that is the establishiment of a smll
regular force.  If onr military school systam
is to be continued it 1> 1equisite that they
be supplied with an cfficient staff; sucha
staff should be selected from military men,
not men who have meroly * crammed’’ a
certain amount of superficial military know-
ledge. The material is contained aniong
tho Voluntcers for supplying all the staff
necessary for the schools, all that is requir-
ed is to embody it in a regular manner.
Creato o small regular force and from tho
members thereof, who will in o short time
becotne real soldiers, men can be chosen
who will be found ecveryway qualified to
tako the places of the insteuctors from the
rogular regiments. For cavalry and artillery
schools thero are a largo number of discharg-
ed non-commissioned officers in the country
whoso seryices could be easily secured, and
who are fully competent to give all the in-
siruction ordinarily required. We are con-
vinced that beforo o very great while it will
bo found necessary to establish o regular
Canadian army and navy, and the sooner
the fuctis realized and the proper steps
taken for their efficient formation the better
it witl be for the country at large, and for
the future peace and securi’'y of our fron-
tiers. By withdrawing her soldiers from
Cor~da Great Britain has hinted pretty
plainly that we must undertalo the greater
share of the burthen of self defence, and we
must prepare to govern ourselves accord-
ingly.

It is a singular fact that at the very time
when tho English Parliament is engaged in
an honest endeavour to settle all causes of
discontent in Ireland that agrarian outrages
should beon the increase, and that within a
very short period the worst cvils of a bygone
timo should bo again made so fearfully ap-
parent. We do not believe that even when
the Irish Estsblishment is swept away that
the cause of discontent will be reached, for

thoro scoms (0 be some abiding political
soro in the heart of the community which
cannot well be got at by more legislation,
The dicestablishmont is a concession grant-
ed to the progress of the ago, and when that
will bo accomplished the land tenure will be
found a far more diffioult and darngerous
subject to settle, These, whilo they are
steps in the right direction, will not pacify
Iroland, the causo is a moral ono snd lies
inhorent in tho people and their paculiar
modos of thought and tho embittered recol-
lections of former wrongs. Tbe following
paragraph from an English paper is worthy
of considcration as coming nearer the truth
than much that has been ‘“ said und sung’
on the same old question: —

“The Globe shrowdly obsorves that Feni.
anism in Ireland is democracy, plus Roman-
ism. ‘Thero is no powor,' as the Zablet as-
sures us ‘that can for & moment dispute
with the bishops and priests of Irclaud the
direction of the minus and bearts of the
Irish Catholic Beople.’ Democracy in Eng.
land, when it has the boldness and candour
to speak out a3 in Reynold” Newspaper,
and other organs of the ‘adve..ced Liberal’
party, is Chartan plus sympathy with Fe.
nianism. By that class of politicians, the
agrarian war in Ireland is naturally contem-
plated with much satisfaction. ¢Every click
of tho blunderbus,’ every murderof a baii-
iff who is tumbled over by its shot, directed
with ¢detormined, resolute, and unerring
aim,’ is viewad, not as a crime against socie-
Ly, but as ¢a practical protest against tho
practices and proceedings of tyrant land-
lords.’ *The lai 8 of naturo aro asserting
their supremacy over the ong-sided Ilaws of
man.’ As forthe ‘rights of property,’ when
they clash with the ‘laws of nature,’ the
for.ner must give way. ¢ The right to live
capvnot be set on one side by all the Parlia-
ments, all the crowned heads, or all the
aristocracies in the world.'

Hero wo havo the key of the whole mys-
tery and we are glad to sce the British press
is beginning to look upon Irish grievences
in their true light. The wrongs of whick wo
hear so much are not governmental or po-
litical so muvch as they are sectionsl and in-
dividual. It is indeed only the old, old
story of landlord and tenant, and the British
Parliament may logislate till the ¢“crack of
doom™ on the sentimental bearings o: the
question at issuo without arriving one whit
nearor the solution. The antagonistic classes
must be brought into harmony, and the
people taught that their interests aro iden-
tical before thero will be much hope for the
peace, contentment and prosperity of Iro-
1r L

‘The disease which effects the people of
Ireland, for there is no longer an Irish peo-
ple, is chronicand hereditary and will exist
until, like tho Saxons, they are absorbed and
losa in tho amalgamation of races tho dis
tinctivo traits of o partial nationality. In
Americn two generations are sufficient to
destroy all recollection and affection for
mother landg, the reugon is to be found ir
assuciation of races and enlarged experience;
and if the inhabitants of Ireland could only
got an infusion of new blood it would mako
a great change among them. 'Tho experi-
ment worked well in Ulstor bofore and we
hayo nodoubt it would succeedif tried again.

MEMORIAL.
TO THE HONOURADLE SIR G, E. CARTIEK, THE
MINISTER OF MILITIA OF OANADA:

The undersigned Fiold Officers, serving
in tho Volunteer Militia of Canadabegleavo
respectfully to subi it

1. That tho state of the Activo Force, as
at present constituted, is not, in our opinion,
such as to justify tho belief, that, in tho
event of any of those cmergencies arising,
which would require a force to becalled into
the field, it would bofound sufficient for the
duty required of it, viz: to insure & reason-
able, or auccesful defe.co.

Tho Volunteers, who alono have acquired
any Military training, or oxperience in the
field, do not now receive such encourage-
ment as toinsure their maintenance either
in numbers or efficiency, the re-enroiment,
recently effected, being chiefly due to the
personal exertions of the officers,—thoe feel-
ing among the men being strongly adverse
to continued service under existing rogula-
tions.

‘The regular Militia, which in the event of
the failuro of the Volunteer Militia, is look-
ed upoa to takeits place, has no organiza-
tion; nor is there, in the opinion of your
Memorialists, the means of makingit effec.
tive apart from the Volunteers, at least in
such time as to meot possible emergencies.

2. That the efficiency of the Force, taking
into consideration the elements given by
the present Volunteer organization, would
bo best promoted by constituting the Vol
unteers the Regular Militis, retaining all
offective Corps as representing the Militia
of their respective Counties, and applying
to them the provisionsof the existing Mili-
tia Law respecting the contemplated Regu-
Iar and Reserve Militis, subject to such mo-
difications as the circumstances of each case,
local or otherwise might require.

3. Your Memorialists respectfully submit,
that by these means would be gained:

First .—The element of stability, contem-

lnited by the organization of the Regular
ilitia.

Second—That of simplicity, in ha\‘ing
only one organization to deal with, an
which would bo capable of beingextended
50 as o embrace ths whole military resour-
ces of the country.

Third—That with the existence of the
power of drafting, in case of necessity, there
would not be much difficulty in maintaning
the force on almost a pure Volunteer basis.

Your Memorialists, with the view of carry-
ing out these suggestions, and showing how
casily they may bo accomplished, beg to
submit and recommend the following alier-
tions in the existing law :—

1. The insertion of a new clause, d eclaring
that horeafter; all existing Voluntoer Corps,
shall be the Regular Militia, retaining their
present numbers and distinctions, and that
any increase which may be required, shall
be, by the formation of Regiments in Coun-
ties or Regimental Divisions whero such do
not now exist, annd by the addition of second |
Battalions to existing Regiments as may be

rc%uoired.
Repeal 1st and 3rd. eub-section of Clause 6.
Repeal Sth Clayse.
Repeal 9th Clause.
_Amend 10tk Clause —making 3 years sor-
vice.
Repeal 20th Clause.
Repeal 21st Clause.
Repeal 2nd sub-section of 22nd Clause.
Repeal the 45th Clause.
Repeal 46th Clause, and insert in liou
thereof':

“That while on duty, or performing the
apnual drill, which shall be done in camp,

if possible, and in numbors not less thana
Battalion of Infantry, a Battery of Artillery,
a Troop of Cavalry, or othorwise as may be
provided ; the officers sball receivo thasame
rates of pay as ifon actual service, and tho
Non-Commisgioned officors and r..n shall
receive their rations in addition to tho pay
at present allowed by law, or an allowance
of 25 Cents per man perday in lieu of rations,
The Annual Drill to bo not less than §, nor
moro than 21 days in each year, and that in
addition to the annual drill in Camp, every*
memberof a Regular Corps shall perform
24 drills of two full hours each, at the ¢ om
pany or Battalion Head Quarters, during
the evening or other most convenient time,
and for which every non commissioned offi
cer and man shall receive the sum of25
cents for each drill."”

In addition to the foregoing changesin
the MMilitia Law, the undersigned Memoral.
ists respectfully suggest the expediency of
some inducement being given to the officers
and men of the Active Force to retain them
in the service, such as, :

1st.—A contingentallowance,jto Command
ing Officers sufficiont v cover their yearly
Rogimental Expenses for Postage, and Sta-
tionery, and their travalling expenses, when
on Regimental duty, which they have at
present to pay, from their own resources—
as the allowance of $3 per Company, for the
year, for Postage and Stationery, is barely
sufficient to meet the item of postago alone
—stationery and travelling expenses bemng
altogether unprovided for.

2nd.—A yearly allowance to efficient Re
gimental Bands.

3rd.—An allowance for Fuel and Lights at
Head Quarters Drill Sheds.

4th.—The Contingent allowance to Cap-
tains of Cowspanies, for care of Arms, &¢, &c.,
to be slightly increased, and this sum, as
well as the yearly allowance for Drill Instruc
tors, only to be paid after the commanding
officer has certified to the efficiency of the
Corapany—this certificate to be sent to Dis
trict Head Quarters previous to the Inspec
tion by tho District Staff Officer.

5th.—A grant, either in money or land,
to officient Volunteers, who after serving the
prescribed period, shall enlist for and com
pleto a second term of service, the bounty
or reward being conditional upon the man
receiving an honorable discharge.

6th.—Free transportt and from Company
Head Quarters to ail Companies procoeding
to Battalion Herd Quarters, to perform the
Annual Driil.

Your Memorialists beg leave to assure
you that in submitting their views on the
practical workwng of some of the clauses of
tho new Act, thoy are solely influenced by
their desire o assist in your cndeavour to
organize the defences of the Dominion on a
sound and practical basis, and by their
wishes for the good of tho service.

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THE ART OF DINNER GIVING. -

A Most Reluctant Diner-Out” writes in
the May number ofthe Cornhill Magazine a
humorous account of his exporiences nsa
guest at friends’ tables.

*The other day,” ho says, **I dined with
that most pleasant host. Mr. G., aud his still
raore pleaseut wife, Mrs. G. Butit wasa
sad day forme. G. i8 a man who has been
blegsed, or tho other thing, by great riches;
and has a French cook.  Some of this great
artist’s inventions made mo veryill. Now
I would apostrophize my friend G. in this
way: “Donot think. whenI refuse your
invitations to dinner, tbat it is from my dis-
taste for your society and that of Mrs. G.,
but T dread your French cook. That plea-
sant, rotund and accomplished foreigner—
comely, too, with his white vestments and
his whito cap—presents to me the awful idea
of Black Death. When that distinguished
foreigner goes to revisit hisdear Paris for
three weeks (surely you, who are a kind-
hearted man, allow him that holiday), I
shall be dolighted to dine with youand Mrs.
G., and to banquet upon the inferior pro-
ductions of some Betsy or Molly, who holds
the undistinguished post of Kitchen-maid
in your superb kitchen.”

Suggestions are also made thus:

% Ono great point in dinner-giving is, that
the hostess should know when to move after
dinner. Most clever women stay too long.
They delight in good talk, and in the geod
talk of clever men; but they forget that
festivity, to be successful, should be ragid.
Everything in this lifo is too long; and din-
ners, as well as church services, require to
bo gréstly abridged.’ A great wit, of a for-
mer geaeration, once said to me, after wo
had beon detained an unconscionable time
by a very bnlliant Hostess not being willing
.to leave the dinner table, *There is no ma-
torial difference, sir, among women, but
this— but this—that one woman has the
sense to leave the dinner table sooner than
another. I trust, young man, that you will
recollect this when you have to make the
choice of & wife.”

“Tet it not be thought that in the endea-
vor to make tho party-givingef markind
moro simple, less formal, less expensive,
and more rleasurable, we are suningata
small matter. Tho greatest men—among
them, Goethe and Sydney Smith (¢wo peo.
plo not much alike in other respects)—have
laid down tLis grand maxim (Ihave not the
words before me, but I remember the sub-
stance of the passages): that pleasure is an
abiding thing—that man is permanently the
better and happier for having, if only once
in hislife, enjoyed some innocent pleasure
heartily. .

Theso two remarksble men coincided in
another view they took of human society.
Thoy had both seen and lived with the most
intelligent peoploin their respeciive coun-
tries. They had lived with witsand scholars
and men of scicnece, and great people; and
they both said that the hnpﬁpiness of society
consisted in bringing people together who
had & outual respect for one another, and
who would be inclined tolove one snother.
Now let dinner givers think of thisgreat
maxim, though it may appear to be a com-
monplace one. Your object should be—for
fortunec has blessed you with tho means of
doing 1t—to promote harmony and good fel-
lowship in the world : to makemen of differ-
ent classes understand one another; and, in
short, to blend socioty together in bonds of
affection and respect.

I have hitherto spoken of this matter of
entertainment, if not humiorously, at any
rate without great scriousness. Butthere

is a sorious sido to thomatter. “plain living
and high thinking" should be the main
object to be aimed at; and you, who are
rich and poiverful, could do much to pro-
mote this. Remembor thatif therois any
truth impressed upon us by the records of
history, it is this; that great luxury general-
ly precedes remarkable decadenco in overy
nation—that is, in every nation that we
kaow much about, the annals of which have
been accurntely recorded. Itis foryouto
encourago simplicity in living ; and youmay
bo surc that this simplicity will coincide
with tbat, which must bo your great object,
namely, to give the greatest pleasure by
your centertainments.”

MUSKETRY.

Tue Adjutant-General, Lord William Pau.
let, has promulgated tho following in o gen-
oral order :~

“The Secretary of State for War having
been pleased, on tho recommendation of the
Field-Marshal Commanding-in-Chief, to ap-
proveof the grant of & money prize with a
medal to the best shot of the army in each
year, and also of the regimental rowards for
good shooting being in future issued in lump
sums instead of by daily payments; and bis
royal Highness being of opinion that, in view
of tho advantage thus held out to the
troops, the standards of proficiency required
in order to qualify for prizes ought to be
raised, and ¢hat this can be attained with
benefit to the public service, and. without
exacting from the soldiers more than they
are quite capableof performing: It has been
decided—1. To increase the number of
points for passing from the third to the
second class from 30 to 36. 2. To increase
the number of points to bo obtained in the
first class, inorder to becomes ‘ marksman,’
from 20 to 22 for tho Enfield rifle, and from
30 to 33 points with the Whitworth. 3. To
reduce tho number of answers to bo given
in each judgng distance practico from six to
four, requiring eight instead of twelve an-
swers ip each period, but retaining thesame
number of points as at present for pmsing
from the third into the second class, an
requiring 10 points to. be made in order to
pass from the second into the first class. 4.
‘I'o increase the numberof points required
to render a soldier eligible for reward as
tbest shot of the battalion,’ and ‘best shot of’
the company,’ from 20 to 22 with the Enfield,
and from 30 to 33 with tho Whitworth rifle,”’

‘I'hese new rules aro to be adopted for the
present year's course. Tho order defining
tho amount and regulating the issue of the
money prizes in lump sums will be promul
gated by the War Office.
