We learn with much regret that a sedous outrage—not, 1t would appear,
the first--has been committed at Guelph, Ont. The omimous name of
thtc Caps appears in connection with it The vicum was dragged from
his bed by four men, his face kicked o a Jelly and s body black and blue
allover. 'We bad hoped that White-Caps, Regulators, and all such lawless
organizations were confined to the United States, but, as evil communica-
tions corrupt good manners, it is to be feared that the evil examples set by
that country have at Jast contaminated our own. The injured man is said
to be in 2 position to identify three of his assailants, and it is carnestly to be
hoped that no pains will be spared to bring these criminals to justice, and
that the law will be enforced with the utmost tigor. If existing laws are
oot sufficient for the adequate punishment of this most atrocious kind of
outrage, it will be the duty of the Clovernment to initiate special legislation
calculated to stamp it out.

. The following notice in a recent issue of the Quebsc Murniny Chronicle
s evidence of the growing interest taken in the Maritime Provinces by the
upper ones. This is by no means a singular instance, a number of Ontario
papers having, since the recent visit of the Ontario Prossmen, devoted con-
siderable space to the Provinces by the sca. This fortunate event, indeed,
seems to have produced as good results as cven the Carnival. A buom
scems to have struck our Maritime Province friends, and unusnal activity
in commercial and shipping circles appears to prevail.  From St. John, N.
B., and from Halifax, we have most cncouraging reports, and times were
never better  Roth cities have had their summer carnivals, and though
small deficits occurred in cach, the general beaefit will be wvery ygreat.
Many thousands of people were attracted to St. John and Halifax who had
never scen those enterprising cities before, and the foundation of future

places in the United States was laid down.”

Notwithstanding the far from creditable action—or inaction—of the
T'nited States Government in the matter of the Behring Sea outrages, we
have litte doubt but that it will be ultimately settled in a sufficiently satis-
factory manner.  Mr. Frye has apparently initiated a new departure in the
contention which, though there is about it a fine flavor of the cool assurance
which “ distinguishes American diplomucy,” is yet to a certain degree pre-
ferable to the claim of a closed sea, which Mr. Frye seems to have quietly
dropped. The Senator has now, however, discovered that the part of the
sea in which the seals are caught “is and always has bLeen so regarded.”
As Mr. Frye is in some sort a licutenant of Mr. Blaino, it is additionally
satisfactory to learn that he further predicts thoe settlement of the whole
affair by practical common sense diplomacy.

There can be no doubt that an uneasy fecling is gaining ground in
Canada at the supineness of the British Governinent in taking steps to put
a stop to the Behring Sea outrages. ‘I'he Toronto Weal is somewhat out-
spoken in the matter, and its outspokenness has the more weight in that its
utterances are alway calm and judicial. “ A spzcial cablegram from Eng-
land to New York,” says the Weel, ¢ which bears internal marks of inspi-
ration frum protty higl suurces, declares with emphasis that the British
Government will not follow Canadian counsels in the Behring Sea matter.
¢ They do not mean to provoke a collision iu the waters of tho North Pacific.’
¢ They do not, as matters stand, propose to send a British flcet or any single
British vessel to protect British sealers.’ ‘It is known that in Downing
Street there is the strongest possible wish to escape the necessity of resent-
ing any American act’ And so on almost ud nawsedn.  The burden
throughout is that the ‘angry tone of the Canadian press’ finds no echo in
England.” Isit significant that the Week has lately hinted at the comparative
advantages of Independence as against Imperial Federation or Annexation?

Sophi, Emperor of Persia, sent t» King Philip IIT of Spain, six glasses that
were malleable, and would not break by being hammered ; and Blacourt
tells that an inventor having present+d a bust of malleable glass to Richelieu
in 1629, was rewarded for his ing:nuity by perpetual imprisonment, lest the
vested interests of French glass workers should be injured by the new
invention.” ** There is nothing new ander the sun,” and many apparently
quite new « xpericnces are but repetitions of those of bygone ages  The last
sentence of the above quotation has a direct beariug on a quite recent inci-
dent in the glass trade.  Every one will remember the invention of almost
unbreakable glass by La Bastie.  We have ourselves seen a lamp glass of
it thrown vigorously across a store, and 1all to the floor without lracture.
It was sume time ago generally understood, and we believe it is a fact, that
this invention was deliberstely burked by the glass trade, by means of a
large sum paid to La Bastie, in order that the sale of common breakable
glass should not bLe interfered with.

We learn a great deal from time to time of the sins of the British House
of Lords, and the clicteness of the Canadian Scnate.  Yet the former fre-
quently does guud work, and the latter not long ago made, no matter uander
what influence;, an clleciive stand against the C. P. R. monopoly.  The
Senate of the Umited States being the outcome of a republican system is
regarded by many witls different feelings, yet we shall find some difficulty in
discovering amunyg s recotds any great number of broadly bencficial votes
or lincs of action  Its deliberations have .f late, indeed, been characterized
by crudeness, violence, prejudice .nd unreason to a remarkable extent.
But the most cunons fzacare about 1t is the fact tht it not vnly possesses a
far more substantial— 1:d oficatimes a far nore anschievous power thaa the
House of Lords, b.t that ut is rapidly becoming * the most aristocratic
social club in Ameiica.”  Tais is owing to the mouupuly of its seats by men
of enormuus weaith, it haviag become practicaliy very difficult for 2 maa of
moderate m:ans o ::iain the somewhat questionable hosor of membership.
Should such an unc cffoct an entry, he and his colleague, coatrolling the
patronage of their Siai, it is pretty well uaderstood that if they made their
entry into the sacied budy comparatively poor, it is not long before riches
accruc to them. 1In cflect the American Senate is a house of millionaires,
and it is casy to ase the tendency of such a body oa questions of capital and
labor, trusts, cumbiues, monopolies, protectiou, ctc. On the whole it is
somewhat of an anumaly as a republican institation, while its entire control

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Have we Bluenoses yet taken in the fact that this Province . ¢ ours is
stepping ahead in a pretty lively style, Not only has Halifax waked up,
but many formerly quict villages have grown into enterprising towns, and
on every hand are to be scen evidences of advancoment and prosperity.
Young Nova Scotians should mark this change, and before deciding to seek
their fortunos clsewhore, they should find out whether with the same expen-
diture of vim and intelligence they could not make even a better living at
home, The Province is often blamed for the short comings or want of go:
aheaditiveness of individuals, but we have faith in the Piovince.

No wonder we Nova Scotians get sickened with politics, since we
have them drummed into u$ in scason and out of season. What we” want,
and what we would not get sick of, is a ringing Nova Scotian or Maritime
Provincial policy, a veritable hume policy that would have the support of
our patriotic men and women, and would advance the intorests of these sea
washed Provinces, and not be content to truckle to mere partyism. Who
will raise the standard of patriotism and lead us on to & victory? Party poli-
ticians need not apply, for they but stir opposition, and what we desire is
to see union and 2 common purpose upheld by every representative from
the Lower Provinces.

It is now stated that some of the scaling schooners registered in Canada
and sailing under the British Flag are partly, or perhaps principally, owned by
Americans. This fact, if it be a fact, does not alter the case of Canada
against the United States, because the flag protects foreign owners who are
conjoined with a British owner or owners, and so long as one British owner
appears on the registry of a vessel there is nothing to prevent his having
foreign copartners. It has more than once occurred that foreigners have in
this manner found their advantage in seeking the shelter of the British Flag,
notably by Americans during the American civil war, and by Germans
during the Franco-German war, and outrages on it are not mitigated
bﬁ;:aps% it happens to protect foreigners, so long as the protection is legally
obtained.

Some one has asked the question, asto whether it was her natural advan-
tages that made the Halifax carnival such a success, or whether it was due
to money or energy ? 'We unhesitatingly say it was energy and nothing else.
The natural advantages of Halifax have been here for years, and yet here
they have remained almost unknown to the people of our Province, had not
a few energetic spirits who have the interests of the city at heart conceived
the idea of a carnival, and bent their energies to seeing that it was success-
fully carried out. As to money, Halifax capitalists have over six millions
of dollars lying on deposit receipts in two city banks alone, not a cent of
which was proffered toward advancing the inferests of the city in which it
was amassed. No, energetic young Halifax deserves the credit for the suc-
cess of the summer carnival, and not the beauty of the scenery nor yet the
money bags,

The great educational machine is again in motion, and our boys and
girls are again vlunged in the work of the school room, and will be so until
Christmas-tide. Much might be said about our educational system, but just
now we only want to direct our public and private teachers to the absolute
necessity that exists for more caro in physical training. Many a life-long
invalid, many a deformed man and woman, many a weak and disordered
intellect, many a depraved and degraded character, has resulted from the
utter neglect of the schoolmasters and mistresses of common prudence in
looking after their precious charges. Over-taxing the pupils, cramming
their memories, confinement in ill-ventilated rooms, want of ample exercise,
checking the flow of spirits with undue severity, harshness and lack of real
interest, have caused hundreds to fail at school, and will cause the failure
of hundreds more so long as the sum total of teachers' duties is regarded by
so many of them to be the receipt of the salaries they have agreed to take
for the term.

In May last the workmen who are digging the foundstion for the new
law courts in Rome discovered a sarcophagus buried thirty feet below the
surface. Immediately the telephone called to the spot the membets of the
Archalogical Commission, scientific and literary men, who watch with
jealous care all the excavations made in the Eternal City. Under their
directions it was careflully raised and opened. Within lay the skeleton of
a young girl, with the remains of the linen in which she had been wrapped,
somo brown leaves from the myrtle wreath with which, emblematic of her
youth, she had been crowned in death. On her hands were four rings, of
which one was the double betrothal ring of plain gold, and another with
Filetus, the name of her betrothed, engraved upon it. A large and most
exquisite amethyst brooch, in Etruscan setting of the finest work, carved
amber pins, and a gold necklet with white small pendants were lying about,
But what is most strange, as being almost unique, was a doll of oak wood,
beautifully carved, the joints articulated so that legs and arms a.d hands
move on sockets, the hands and feet daintily cut with small and delicate
nails. The features and the hair were carved out in the most minute and
careful way, the hair waving low on the forehead, and being bound with a
fillet. On the outside of tho.sarcophagus was sculptured her name, Try-
ph=na Creperia, and a touching scene, doubtless faithfully representing her

arting with her parents. She is lying on a low bed, and striving to raise
Eersclf on her left arm to speak to her heart-broken father, who stands lean-
ing on the bedstead, bis head bowed with grief, while her mother sits on the
bed, her head covered, weeping. It scems but yesterday, so natural is
the scene, and yet it was nearly eightcen centuries ago that these stricken
parents laid so_tenderly away their dearly-loved daughter, with her orna-
ments and her doll,

Well tramed and sciontific explorers m the Swate of Chiapas, Mexico, are
said to have made discoveries of the highest interest, which support the claim
for an carlicr advanced civilization in America. Near the famous Palenque
fresh ruins have been found of great mapgnitude, conmaining houses of four
and sometimes five storeys high, in some of which stune beams of great
size constitute part of the architecture, which indicatos a high degree of
scientific attainment,  Perfect arches are also said to have beon observed,
as well as elaborate sculptures in profusion, and brovzed lamps. One fine
broad paved road has been traced from Tonala down into Guatemals, and
another of gr at size oxtends from Palenque across Yucatan to the island of
Cozumel, acruss which it is continued. It has heen estimated by calcul
tions said to have been made with some care, that the region explored must
have contiined a population of thirty millions. [t is certain that a high
civilizition of grea , though as yet unknown, antiquity has here gone down
before the resistless march of time, and the fittest has failed to survive,
‘The publication of the full roport of the explorers will be awaited with deep
interest,

* With smokeless and noiseless pawder, such as it is claimed has been
invented in England,” says an exchange, “the wars that are to be death
will take on more terrors.  The first notice of the presence of an enemy
will be in the sudden sinking down of men as though smitten by a pestilence.
‘The sentry will die at his post and give no sign. The sun will shine down
sorenely while the battle rages, and no canopy will obscure the butchery.
Battles will bo silent executious, save when trumpets sound and furious men
shout or wounded mon moan, There will be nothing to kindle the battle
ecstacy , no booming of hotly worked guns will give nouice where the baule
is sorest. With the battle clamors and the battle canopy driven away, il
will require more nerve to be a valiant soldier than ever before. ‘The

There are two sides to every question under the sun. * Mr. Powderly,
Master Woraman of the Knights of Labor,” says the Maple Leaf, “is
strongly opposed tu strikes, believing that they can be done without, while
Mr. Arthur, chief of the Brotherhood of Locomotive Engincers, deciares
that he will nover authorize another strike. In England Mr. Balfour
admitted some months ago that the tenants had a right to combine against
the payment of unjust rents, and this right of combination is adnutted on
this side of the ocean. Even in Germany, where the laws are bzing made
so severe, the right of workmen to combine for their wutual benefit will nut
be taken away.” With regard to the recent serious strikes in London there
appears to have been much justification of the action of the strikers It
begau, it is now said, with the demand of the dock laborers for an extra penny
an hour. The cuirent rate seems to have Leen fivepence (ten cents) au
hour, which would give just & dollar a day for ten hours’ work. It must
also be borne in mind that the work of this body is not continuous. For
men with families this 1s but hittle removed frum a starvation rate.  Ou e
other hand, the Commercial Dack Company, 10 whouse refusal of arbitration
the complication is due, assert that the extra penny a day would cost them
85,000,000 a yoar. The chief of the strikers estimates it at abbut a quartes
of that sum, and claims that the work wouid be better perfurmed. Tin
movement seems to have prompted the idea that the great docks wonld be
better in the hands of the Government than in those of private companies.
The loss and inconvenience are of course enormous, but it is more than pro
bable that good will eventually result from the enforced consideration of the
conditions governing the mutual relations between employers and smployed.

The Kentville Star says :—* The rails are all laid on the Nova Scotia
Central railway as far as Lunenburg, and the work of blasting is progress-
mgf.ﬁ It is expected before Christmas the road will be open for regular
traffic.

_The heat has for the past week been unusually oppressive, and is
evidently augmented by forest fires. From one end of the Province to the
other the air is smoky, and the breeze, when there is one, seems to only
make the air warmer,

. Anpther vessel, the Pathjinder, seized by the Rush, bas arrived at
Victoria, B. C. Like the Blaek Diamond she was put in charge of a singlo
seaman, whose protests against the schooner being taken to Victoria were
disregarded by her crew.

. Labor day was celebrated in Montreal on Monday with great cclat.
Fifteen thousands knights marched through the principal streets. The
Mayor of Montreal, Premier Mercier, Secretary of State Chapleau and
other prominent public men took part.

We are in receipt of the first number of Camibridge House School
Magazine. Itisa very neat and well got vp little periodical, and seems
likely in every way to fulfil the objects of such a publication. There will
evidently be no want of ability either in conducing it or in its contributions.

At a meeting of the shaieholders of the Yarmouth Steamship Company,
held on Tuesday it was resolved to increass the capital from $190,000 to
$342,000. The directors 'were empowered to make a contract at once for
another steel stoamer to be finished ready to go on the Yarmouth-Boston
route next spring.

Reports received from the Northwest show that the German settlers, an
unusually large number of whom arrived last spring, are delighted with the
country, and they will encourage many more of their countrymen to come
out. The cattle ranching business is reported to be flourishing on the
Canada side, while in Montana there promises to be very little food for the
cattle during the coming winter. - .

The Hon. J. S. Carvell, who becomes Governor of Prince Edward
Island, is a native of Miramichi, and is 57 years old. Mr. Carvell is a
brother of Mr. L. Carvell, at one time superintendent of the Intercolonial
Railway. He carried on a mercantile business at Charlottetown for some
years, was Mayor of that city in 1877-78, and Spanish Vice-Consul for the
Island. He has been in the Senate for ten years.

According to an agreement entered into by all the shop-keepers of
Parrshoro, shops have all been closed at 8 o'clock every evening since
the first of July. This arrangement zllowed the proprietors of shops and
employees to enjoy tho fine summer evenings, but now that the days are
shortening and the demands of customers for later hours aro becoming mor~
urgent, the practice is dying out, although the arrangement was suppose.
to last until the ond of this month.

The weathor in Manitoba during the past fortnight bas been glorious for
harvesting. Tho crop is now estimated at 25 bushels per acre.  Ono farmer
at Portage Laprairie, from 11 bushels of wheat sown, threshed 235 bushels,
and many fields will yield from 40 to 50 bushels per acre. Samples show
that this year's grain is by far the best ever raised in Manitoba, the kernal
being very plump and the color bright. Itis now pretty certain that the
estimates of over a month ago will be fully realized, viz., that the wheat crop
in Manitoba and Assiniboia together will be 12 million bushels.

A number of ladies and gentlemen from Wolfville and Cornwallig are
camping out beeide Gasporenux lakes, enjoying the fishing, shooting, boat
ing and beautiful scenery which are to b2 found in that charming spot.
Hall's and Baxter's Harbors, two fishing villages on the Bay of Fundy
shoro, are also well patronized by the p ople of Kings who wish to enjoy
the Lracing air and surf bathing which these as yet unfashionable rerorts
furnish in perfection.

Dzar Cousty Canyy,—Qne cannot in conscicnce, 'tis true, urge tho woman
who 18 housowifo and mother together, to add a single ono to her already
ovor-many interests, but thero are ** no ond "—as tho'boys say—of idle hands
still.  If wo boliove in the evolution of the ideal, and wish charitably to
bo fittest, and so among the survivors, how better can wo accomplish it than
by keeping Satan and his budget of mischiefs at bay? Hore in Massachu-
setts, you know, where thero aro thousands and teus of thousands more
women thon men, there bo msny who *“must live and die plain Miss,”
Of course, Horaco Greoley should have addressed his memorable advice
about going West to women no less than (o men ; but whatever the journal-
istic penny-a-liners would have done without this feminine surplus to poke
fun ot is past finding out. To be sure benevolent individuals take pains
every littlo while to explain that this surplus of women includes more
widows than it does unmarried women, mais n* importe. The fact remains
that there are a great many women here, and it is certain to bo true in some
degreo of every place, who are not blessed with *“ homes of their own" in
the sonse of having husbands and children to care for.

Another whose forte is
delicious desserts, or perhaps nice preserves and pickles, secures regular
customers willing to pay woll for fine viands, and she earns her living in
cloanly, comfortable fashion, with leisure to boot to spend as sho wills it on
whatever swestens life most for her. One woman elects to do fine mending,
and another—a queer occupation, but one that pays well—goea from house
to house among regular patrons, and cleans, fills and trims the valuable
lamps in the premises that cannot be properly attended to by the average
kitchen maid with everything olse sho has to do.

People who entortain a great deal are grateful and willing to pay well for
the servico of a woll-bred woman, accustomed to the best society, who
relioves tho hostoss'of much care and trouble by suporvising the sorvants,
ordering tho dotsils of the dinner or ball, znd so on, ad infinitum.

Theso aro but two or three of tho ways out of the beaten track that
women aro taking to support themselves. There are very many others quite
as original and remunerative. Women who have homesteads are moeting
with success raising small fruits for the market, or in the culture of silk
worms, in raising bees or poultry, and in the culture of flowers snd plants.
This last 18 a fine industry for those living just outside towns or cities where
the demand for smell bedding plants, cut flowers and potted plants for decora.
tions, is a large and steady one.

Somoe one of theso out-of-door (for much of the time) occupations ts an
oxcollent avocation for one whose ragular work is close and confining. The
scalo upon which it is pursued may bo big or little, of course, to agree with
circumstances. .

For example, Cora’s sister, who teaches Greek at the Annex, writes wo
sho is raising poultry for recreation, and putting the procecds into a fund
that means Luropo Jater on.  Sho says, by the way, in response to my query
whother sho did not find the actual work irksome or disagrecably odorous,
and so on, something that may interest you. For one thing, liens take care
of themsolves pretty much, if you, by providing plenty of scratching matenal,
keep thom always at work. The ground should be dug up with a hoe or
spaded occasionally. If any time thero is any porceptible odor comes up
from the ground, it should bo disiufected. This is easily done by adding a
gill of crude carbolic acid to four gallons of water, and sprinkling the yard
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with 4 common walering pot. A coat of whitowash now and thon, aud nn
occasionnl wotting with the above solution will keep tho poultry house sweot
and clean. .

With all your multiplicity of cares, I should never think twice, if I
woro you, of ombroidering a screen ! My dear, buy sumo protiy figured or
flowered Indin silks in harmonizing tints for the panels. Have small brass
rods se! in each panel, ouo a quarter of an inch fiom tho top of tho frame,
aud one the samo distanco from tho bottom bar. Upon these hang tho silk,
full enough to look well, and not to hido the design of the silk too much,
Havo no headings, but merely run in hems just doep enough to admit the
rode. This makes au attractive screen, vory, and it is cheap and casily mado.
Do'you know a common clothes horse in threo hinged scctions may be
stained and polished, and then with the feet lowored, and the openings
covored in soto such fashion as that just describod, looks really like a pieco
of art furnituvre from the manufuctory.

For black walnut staiu about a ponnd of burnt umber to a ¢ good™ pint
of oil gives a good color. Colors come propared in tin boxes, and require
only to be mixed with oil that can also Lo bought roady for use in cans.
This oil is made from boiled wil, turpentine and a dryor, and casily put
togethor by any paiuter. A thin mixture of Indian red and the prepared
o1l wakes a warm, rich color. The best pulishis given by rubbing the wuod,
* both hard snd long,” with woullon rags or cotton waste. Noxt bust is a
coat of good varnish.

A physician with tho welfare of mankind at heart says something about
rheumatism that 1 am going to traunseribe for you :

The enormous growth of luxury in New York in very rocont yoars must,
1ndeod, strike ovory observer who has travelled through the town with his
oyes opon. Lxtravagauco has becomo a popular gospel. Wo aro a long way
bohind Londou yet, but London is the only city in the world where spend-
thrift Javishness goes abroad as splendidly lavish as it does with us. Tho
infection here reaches all who have any money to spend. The difference
betweon the ran of millionsand the man of thousands is only one of degree,
The same instinct for tho indulyonco of a manis for sponding money ani-
mates and controls both. Frowsy women serve boer in tenement-house
groggories with dismonds in their unwashod esrs and on their bofouled
fingers, Tenement rooms aro furnished on the instalment plan with exorbi-
tantly costly imitations of the splendours of Fifth Avenue parlors and bou-
doirs. The ehop-girl, living as one of halfa dozen in a bedroom in a
cheap boarding-houso, apes in hor ovoryday atlire the splendor of Miss
McFlimsoy, who has a new outfit for overy wook of the year. Tho counter-
jumper has his clothes msde in imitation of those of the supporters of the
Knickerbocker Club. Jones, on an income of 25,000 dollars a year, and
with a family, houses himself in a 600 dollar flat, and Brown, who makes
10,000 dollars a yoar, sponds 2,500 dollars for house rent and keeps a car-
riage and a retinue of servants,

This does not mean that the mass of people in Now York are making
more mouey than over, but that they aro spending more. Where they once
hoarded they now waste. Where the Browns and Joneses and Smiths were
once content with a family circle scat at tho opora on holiday nights, and
four visits to tho thoatre a year, they now require orchestra chairs for every
novelty, Whoro tho Mrs, Browns and Mrs. Jonoses and Mrs. Robiusons
werc onco satisfied to make their own dresses, with a sewing woman who
wont out by day to do tho rough sewing, they now patronise a modiste,
who mukes—or, at any rate, is supposed to make—annual visits to Paris,
and professes to dress her clionts on models furnished by Worth and Felix
end Pingat,

At the fashionablo jewellors thoy will tell you that their most profitable
customers to-day are those who ter yoors ago did not venture even to look
in at Tiffany’s window. Thore ate diamond brokers in the very slums, and
makers of French boots and millinery in the districts blackencd by factory
smoke and grimed with tho squalor of tho rookeries of tho town.

Only yesterday, lounging awong tho mazes of tho murky East Sido, I
found myself roading, in the shadow of a goal wall, thosign of an “ English
Tailor and Habit Maker,” at whoso door dirty childron pelt each othor with
:\‘ gwd cat, whilo thore is no street so low or poor that it does not boast its

Even in the poorest shopping streets the

2ootroaker from London.”
samo conditioh of affairs provails. Tawdry imitations of costly dresses,
whicli aro dear even at tho prices askod for them, usurp the place of durable
and ngoful fabrics. Pinchbeck jewollry, imitation poarls, diamonds of glass
and silk umbrellas of varnished cotton, invite the patronage of a crowd that
must shorten its allowanco of bread to indulge in these vulgar and worthless
supotfluitios.

Tho only differenco between Broadway and the Bowery, botweon Twen-
ty-third, Fourtoenth, and Grand Stroets, is in the quality of the goods thoy

offor for salo. Whilu Crcesus invosts a fortuno in Moissoniors, Millots, and
Daubignys at the great picturo eales, Clod wastes his hard-carned cash on
tho frightful daubs sold by the mock nuction doglors, Macenas fills his
portfolio with tho rarities of the printseller's shop, while his bootblack adorns
his walls with pirated copics of tho masterpicces his_botters buy at moro
than their weight in gold. Thoro was at ono timo in London a rago for liv-
ing for appearances, st no matter what ultimato cost, that all tho novelists
and woralists of tho day satirisod in their koonest terms. ‘I'he samo vico of
small vanity and false pride bas found its root in New York and put out its
bait for all manner of mon and women to snap at, and they take hook ns
groedily as a black bass will enap a tempting fly.—Pittsbury Bullelin.

A CRUEL SILENCE.

Thero are times when spoech is unsoasonable, but there also times when
silonco 18 wrong and ovon oruol. If thero is much said that should nover
have been Dbreathed, thore is also much that ought to have freo utterance
which i3 nover spoken. It 1s impossible to ostimatejthe amount of happiness
and benofit that is suppressod by this untimely silence. Not only to the
absent, but sumotimes to thoso presont with us, is ailonco cruel. There iy a
wholesome droad of flattory among honest people, which not unfrequently
leads them into an opposito oxtrome of withholding praise whore it is duo.
Much discouragomont and many abandoned offorts may be traced to this
gource. Of courso, it is not the ideal of manlinoss to require such o motive.
The young and inexperionced, the humble and self-dopreciating, and all
boginners especially, neod every sincere word of encouragomont that can bo
givon. It is a stimulus which no parent, no teacher, and no omployor can
allord to set aside. Has the child beon faithful, obedient, studious, solf-

donying? ‘Toll him so, and expross the real plossure you fool. Ifas tho
young wan proved himself trustworthy, indefatigable, intelligent? Lot him
have tho satisfaction of knowing that you approciate his offorts. Has tho

timid beginnor in somo enterprise done well for a first attempt? Do not
deny him the incentivo to further efforts that your approval will afford him.
Silence at such times is not a more negative, & blank, an omission; it is a
positive injury, a bar to improvemont, a destroyer of well-earnod happiness.
"Then, loo, happiness, of whatover kind, recds utterance. Sadness and
gloom, pain and distress, may well have the shield of silenco to provent their
difiusion, but overything that is bright, cheery and delightful should be
shared and spread as far as possible. Yot how frequently is this reversed,
and tho misfortunes of life aro disclosed in all their details, while its bles-
sings are passively accepted without remark.

The shadows aro eagerly describoed, while of the sunlight nothing is said.
Is not this aleo a cruel silonco? Happiness is to the heart what sunlight is
to tho body, and he who shuts out either is an enomy to socioty. Thore are
porsons who will wortk for the good of their fellow-men, who will give
monoy ond time, labor and thought, to reforms and schomes for goneral
welfaro, who will not hesitate to make sacrifices to perform benevolent ind
kindly actions, but who never give free and hearty utterance to the gladaess
that thoy feel, or the ploasure they onjoy. It is not that they intend to
deprive any ono of happiness, but thoy do not realize how much they could
thus bestow. Whilo trying in msny ways to give light and warmth to their
follow-mon, they bottle up their own sunshine, forgetting that its influence
might oxtend far and wide. Lot all such pernicious silence ba spoedily
broken. If the day is fair, and tho air purc and clear, lot us emphasizs the
fact; if we soc any hoauty, leb us point it out, if we fool any joy, lot us
hasteu to share it; if we have recoived any good, let us freely oxpress it.
St. Paul tells us, * Whatsosver things are true, or honest, or just, or pure,
or lovely, or of good report, if thers be any virtue, and if there bo any
praiso, think on these things.” And if, ay we think, wo also speak of them
with frosdom and gladness, the world will be happier and better for our
having lived in it.—Philadelphia Ledger.

INDUSTRIAL NOTES.

An mvention is reported from Europo which promises to revolutionize
complatoly the industry of china decoration. By a process discovered by
Mr. J. B. Bonnaud it is possible to obtain in a fow minutes the same nrtistic
offects which coet the hand painter on china days of labor. Landscapes,
groups of figures and portraits are produced by this means on vases, plates
and placques in their natural colors, even in tho most deticato shade.

Messrs. Humphrey & Snow, Moncton, N. B., will build a 100 x 30-foot
addition to their woollen mills in that town, increasing their capacity about
50 por cent, This factory now gives omployment to 44 hands. Provious
to.ltlho introduction of the National Policy it was simply a country carding
mill.

A gongloman doscribed as “ one of Nova Scotia’s best known business
moen ” recontly wade tho following romarks to an Empire correspondant at
Montreal ; —*¢ When Nova Scotia threw in her lot with the Upper Provinces
in 1867,” the genteman went on to say, ‘the number of factories in the
country districts could bo countod onthe fingers of one hand, whilo now
such towns as Now Glasgow, Truro, Windsor, Amherst, Yrrmouth, and
others, support a very large and xapidly increasizy manufacturing population.
Halifax has lost, to bo sure, a portion of her Nova Scotis trade, but tho old
city a good deal more than holds hor own, and as the terminus of the short
line, tho wintor port for tho new lino of ocoan steamers, tesides tho head-
querters for numorous other lines, she cannot but reap great advantages in

tho near future,”
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And now it is apples. ‘The oxports from America to Great Britain in
tho last fiscal year ronched a total of 1,401,382 barrols. Of this quantity
481,756 Vbarrols woro forwarded from the port of Noew York, and 380,175
barrols from tho port of Boston. Halifax sent 95,122 bairels, and Annapolis
only 9,119 barrols— the total loss than ono-cighth the quantity of Now York
and Boston shipmoents. The United States apple growers, it will bo soon,
aro not only supplying their home market, but beating us sll hollow in the
British market. And yet cortain grit papers have tho audacity to tell our
farmeors and fruit growors that all they need to make them prosperous is
unrestrictod rociprocity with the Statos! It is clear that there is littlo
warket in tho Unitod States for our apples, hut fortunately thore 18 an almost
unlimited matket in Great Britain,  While wo have beon grasping aftor the
shadow, the United States producera have beou reaching out for the substance.
If the grit press had been in the pay of Cauada's enuviies, the most ingenious
could scarcely have dovised a policy so well caleulated ax the advocacy of
unrestricted reciprocity to stitle entorprise and prevont our poeople from
adapting themselves to the changed conditious of the world’s warkets. -

COMMERCIAL.

In all lines of staple goods a good, healthy business has baon accom
plished, and trade thioughout has been both in character and in volume
gonorally satisfactory. While it is true that some complaints of slow pay-
nsonts are mado, still, considering tho time of yoar, thero appoears to bo but
little reason to grumble. On the whole, payments are very fairly woll met.
As to trado, whilo thero is no rush, everything®is moving along as well as
ought to ho expected. To ebsuro stability in business and to protect innocent
dealors logislation should be had as soon a8 possiblo in regsrd to bankruptey
enses, Our presont bankruptey laws are altogether and unwarrantably too loose
and, in consequence, proferred payments are of far too frequont occurronce.
Proforentiol psyments aro (or should be) not only illegal, but are very unjust
to the majority of credilors, who aro doubly losers through u conspiracy
ontored into hetween tho ‘nsolvent and preferred creditors for the purpose of
robbing tho goneral cstate for their special—and often mutual—bonefit,
‘This may bo called by the term ¢ preforential payments,” but it is neverthe
less a fraudulent conspiracy which has for its object the tleccing of the gone
ral creditors for the benefit of a few. Under the same catogory most bills of
sale come. A man ostonsibly in possession of a quantity of peorsoual
proporty can readily obtain credit, but whon his creditors attompt to recover
what is due to them thoy too often discover that all that tho debtor has 13
covered by a bill of sale. In most cases it is impossible to prove tho fraud.
The debtor cither becomes the agent of his assignee to dispose of the goods
thus protected or sails sorenoly through the bankruptey court, and is ready
to bo “trusted” again. Theso methods are prima facie fraudulent, but
they aro of dsily occurronce, and the law does not reach thom.

Dry Goops.—Another quiet woock has passed in the genersl dry gouls

trade, although considerable activity has beon shown in the fancy goods and
willinery dopartments. Orders for fall goods come in moro frooly than they
did, and it now looks as if tho season’s trade will oxceed that of last year.
Thero has been no particular change in cotion or woollon goods. There has
been gn advance in prices of wools abisad, which promises to be well maia-
tained. .
IroN, HARDWARE AND METALS.~]n iron and hardware there has been a
good business with prices strong. In fact what with strong cables, dock
strikes which retard shipments, and a steady demand here, it seoms unlikely
that consumers will do any better by holding off, eapecially as freights will
doubtloss advance soon. Warranis in Glasgow are gradually creeping up,
being cabled at 46s. 8d. Gartsherric and Lapgloan are cabled as basving
mpdo a further advance. ‘Tho London metal—tin, copper, lead, antimony,
etc.—markets are firin, and quotations are unchanged. From Pittsburg, Pa,,
a large weok’s businoss is reported to have been quietly doue in iron aud
steol at the fullest prices for tho year. Bessomeor iron, sll kinds of steolin
billets and slabs, also muck bars in large lots have met with ready sale, and
there are numerous enquiries now on the market for supplies, which naturally
bave a tendency to harden prices. [n Philadelphia most concerns are over-
sold, and conscquontly refuse to mako reductions from curront quotations
on full deliveries,

Provisions.—Owing to the recent strong western markets, whoro there
has heen an advancoe in prices, thero has hoon a stronger fecling in the local
provision markel on pork. ‘Thero has beon more enquiry, and tho markel
was moderately active with a fair amount of business, but orders have been
principally for small lots. There has boon no change in the Liverpool pro-
vision market, pork, lard, bacon and tallow all remaining steady. ‘L'here
has been greater activity in the Chicago provision market and a strong feel-
ing provailed. Pork advanced 20c. to 223¢. Lard was casior and foll off ic.
Short ribs wore stronger and moved up 7ic. to 10c. Tho hog market was
woakor and dropped off 5c. The cattle market was fairly active.

Burrer.—Trade has continued uninteresting and featuroless in character,
heing of small volume and restricted to supplying loesl wonts.

Cuerge,— The cheesu trado during tho past week hes been quiet. ‘The
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country producers show 1no specisl dosire to sall, and thore is just onough
demand to maintain prices fairly well in viow of tho prolonged dull apell.
In Livorpool cheeso is advancing, Iato csbles showing it 1s. to 1s, Gd higher
than last wook, This fact, howover, has not as yot had any spocial offect
here. Though it has croated a botter tono, it failed to increaso business. If
it should be continued or even aintained it will have its influenco with us.

ArrLes.—Tho apple crop this scason will bo a small ono as compared
with that of last year, and prices will probably rule somowhat highor, ~ Still
thoro scos no reason to doubt that thoro will bo amply suflicient to supply
all homo ond export requiroments. It is reported that buyers representing
» aumber of Chicsgo firms have rocontly been vigorously canvassing the
apple-growing districts of (ntario, and buying up the crop by tho orchard
at vory high prices. Also thal farmors soou incrossed their demands for
tho fruit fastor than tho buyors could afford to follow them, so that this
businese is nearly stopped for the presont.

Duiep Fruits—The Patras currant market aftor oponinog at 13s. has
rulod strong, and cable ndvices thence nolo an advanco of 1s. Gd, to 14s. to
14s 6d. Valencia raisins for August shipmoent woro cabled at 18s. to 18s,
6d., but Septombor shipmenta may bo purchased at lower figures. The
Fronch prune crop is reported to bo of vory fine quality with prices ranging
from 13s. to 27s, according to size of fruit, but roports of Bosnian and
Servian crops aro not as favorable, There is no life in the local morket on
spot though offerings of good fruit have been large.  Tho extonsive London
striko has delayod soveral large shipments of dried fruit that were to have
beon made to Canada,

Svoar.—In this markot there has been no change to note, prices having
ruled steady. The demand from local buyers has beon slow, owing to the
fact that most havo amplo stocks on hand just now. Tho opinion of
rofinors is that prices have touched bottom this time, and a more active trado
is looked for. Thoro has boon little onquity for granulated which has ruled
stoady. Privato cables from London wero woak and noted a decline of 3s,
3d. on prompt beot to 15a,, which is a brosk of 13s. 6d. eince July 10th, whon
tho prico was 28s. 6d. The market, however, has been most active at the
decline, and o larger volume of business has beon done.

Movasses.~There has boon no improvoment in the molasses warket,
business having continued quiet, which is no doubt due to the recent weak-
ness and tho large offering of Barbadoes to arrive at Montreal, Consequently
buyers havo been holding off and making low bids. Only a fow small lots
have been sold.

Tea.—~Sinco our last 1eport the market has continued active undor a
good demand and a considerable volume of husiness has been accomplished.
Advices from abroad have been strong snd in some cases note a further
advapce in prices. The prospects look bright and there is every indication of
a brisk trade later on, as stocks are light and fow lots of old teas aro offering
on tho market. There is a good demand for low grado Japans and blacks,
but few are offered. Cable advices from Yokohama are very strong aud
ordors are hard to fill at buyors’ views here,

Fisu O1Ls.—The Montreal market remains quiot but steady. A lot of
pew Nowfoundland cod oil is offered at 38c., and we quote 38c. to 40c, as
to quontity. Halifax is quoted at 3Gc. to 37c. Steam refined soal oil
is firm and quoted at 46c. to 474c. under a fair domaund. Cod liver oil 18
quoted steady at Gbe. to T0c. .

FisH.—There has been no change whatever in the fish market since our
last roport. Accounts raceived from the banks are by uno means oncourag-
ing. Vessels arriving home averagoe only two-thirds fares, 'Lhe North Bay
codfishing fleet bave done better, and are arriving bome with good fares,
but they have found both bait and fish more plentiful than bankers have.
The shore codfishing is more successful than it has b.en during the past two
months, Mackerel still keep clear of our shores, and notbing is doing in the
bay. Somo smnall lots of herring are being taken along our shores. The
latest reports from the Labrador herring fisheries are not favorable. Our
outside advices are as follows :—Dlontreal, September 3.—** Theroe is a good
enquiry for dry codfish, and prices aro quoted at 35, although some holders
havo boen instructed not to tako less than $5.25, Prices in St. Johans, Nfld.,
hsve gone away up to 84.80. Quite 2 demand is experinnced for groon cod,
but tho supply issmall. A few Capo Breton herring selling at $6 per bbl,
Labrador berring are oxpected noxt weok, which is about the carliest over
oxperionced. The quality is said to be unsurpassed. Prices aro expected
to opon at about §6.25 to 85.50. A cargo of 1,000 bbls, 13 expected hero
about September 15th. The fish trade is roported good alt through Canada.”
Boston, September 3.—¢ The situation in regard to mackerel remaiuns about
the same, although the flect on this shore have beon doing a little bottor.
Somo captains are still confident of gelting some good hauls yet. Oano thing
seoms to ve quite definitsly settlod, and that is that mackere] are about as
high as they can possibly go. The demand for them at present prices is
vory limited. Extra fat shoro bloaters, running about 150 fish to the barrel,
that ten days ago sold at $30 to $32, have dropped to $26. N.S. largoand
medium 3's aro solling at S16. Island mackerol have sold this week at 319
to $20—principslly at $19.50 to $20.” IHavana, August 24— Early in
ihv weok thore was considsrable demand for codfish, but since Thursday
buyers have not shown.quito as much anxicty. The market closes as it
openod, say $5.75 por 100 lbs., at which figure it may bo cabled dull but
firm. Haddock opened at $5.25 strong, aud has so continued throughout

tho week, but a$ tho present writing, buyers for the first time, refuse to pay
over §6. Hako oponed at 85, but with Jarge stocks in comparison to the
consumption, and holders have had to cedo 25c. per qtl. in order to make
sales.  We expect that further concossions may have to bo made next weok
unloss recoipts fall off”  Mayaguez, P. R, August 19.—* Our market for
fish is at procent rather dopressed owing to the inferiority or stocks on hand,
but as soon as theso are consumed we oxpect 3 bottor market for first
arrivals of new catoh.”
