Thero is considerable talk at Rat Portage
of the town putting in a waterworks system.

The Rat Portage council gave the firsy
reading to a by-law to raise by debentures
$10,000 for local improvements,

The Canadjan Pacific Railway has issued
two new tariffs governing shipments of freight
to Rainy Lake, one from Rat Portage and
the other from Daluth via Port Lrthur.

It is rumored that work on the dam bein
erected by the Keewatin Power Company wiﬁ
bo shut down at the end of the present month.
The company have the work sufficiently ad.
vanced that they can supply power as soon as
there 18 a demand for the same.

A te]esmm from Port Arthur on April 24
says: Navigation is now open. Theice has
moved so that the channel to Duluthis clear.
The Thunder Cape entrance is still blocked.
The tug Merrick passed through the St,
Mary's river, arriving st Sault Ste. Marie
yesterday, opening navigation for Lake Su-
perior.

The Hudson Bay Railway,

Various rumors have been circulated this
week as to the renewing of operations on this
road, and of assistance promused by the Do-
minion government. One rumor is to the
cffect that the government will do nothing
until the liabilities of the promoters to Eng-
lish firms for rajls have been in somo way re-
moved. This deal for rails in England is one
of the several disgraceful transactions of tho
Hudson Bay milway promoters in the past,
and the governmont should certainly sec that
it is cleared up before granting further aid.
The liability of the company to this province
amounting to about $360,000 should also be
adjusted. = Any further grants toward the
centerprise should be carefully safeguarded to
prevent the onrichment of private persons
at tho public expense,

Smuggling Cattle.

The Commercial stated last week that it
was probable that the roports of exports of cat-
tle from Manitoba to the United States had
been exaggerated, as we could not sce how
cattle could be shipped to the States from here
profitably, owing to the duty and quarantine.
In addition to the duty on cattle going into
the United States, there i3 a quarantine of
91 days at the boundary. The latter regula-
tson is really a greater hindrance to an export
trade from Canada than the duty.

On onquiring into the reports of exports of
cattle from Manituba to the States, we learn
on reliable authurity that quite a little ex-
port trade has being gning on ever sincoJast
fall; but the cattle have really been smugeled
into the States. Tho cattlo have been bought
up by buyers from the other side, at points
in Manitoba near the boundary, and thoy
have been quictly driven across the boundary.
It is estimated that about 1,000 head of cat-
tlo had Leen taken over, in this way. Now
that the authoritics have got onto the busi-
ness, it will be put a stop to.

Refrigerator (},ar' Routeg for 1895

The Canadian Pacific Railway Company
is arranging for & very extensive zystem of
handling dairy produce and perishable goods
by refrigeratur cars in Manitoba this year.
Tast year the only regular refrigerator car
route was on the main line west from Winni-
peg to British Co’umbia points. This year a
number of routes have boon decided upon.
Commencing on May 14 and every second
Tuesday thercaflter a refrigerator car will be
run from Napinka to Winnipeg via Deloraine
and the Pembi.:a Mountain branch, for the
purpose of picking updairy produce and other
perishable goods along the route. Commeonc
ing May 21 and every second Tuesday there-
after a refrigerator car will be run from
Napinka to Winnipeg via Souris and the
Southwestern or Glenboro branch. Com-
mencing May 18 and every second Monday
thereafter a refrigerator car will bo run from
Broadview to Winnipeg over the main hine
west. A refrigerator car will leave Winni-
pog on May 16 and every Thursday thereafter
during theseason for thecoast. Goodsfrom this
car will bo delivered at points west of Dunmore
to the coast.

The rate over the two branch lines and the
main line to Winnipeg for this refrigerator
car service will bo 10¢ per 100 pounds extra,
and fron. Winnipeg to points west of Dun-
more, 20c por 100 pounds extra over the or-
dinary rates, to cover cost of icing.

In addition to the routes named, the com-
pany contemplates establishing a refrigerator
csrservice on the Edmonton branch, if ar-

rangements can be made for ice, ote., pro-
viding there is a reasonable amount of busi-
ness offered.

It is to be hoped the merchants will patro-
nize these refrigerator cars, rather than send
butter and other perishable commodities by
regular freight. In warm weather the dam-
age to butter when shipped even a very short
distance. is often very great, and for the
slight extra cost it will not pay to take the
tisk of sonding by ordinary freight,

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SRITLEMENT OF VACANT LANDS.

The committee appointed to enguire into
tho subjeot of the best means of securing
sottlors for the vacant lands in the organized
districts of Manitoba, prosent:d its roport at
& meoting of the Winnipeg board of trade,
held on Monday afternnon. The roport said
that the committes bad addressed a circular
letter to the reeves of municipalities in the
Red River valley, asking a roturn of the
amount of land held by the municipalities
and the torms on which they would be hand-
od over to sottlers, and if any cucouragement
in the way of exomption from taxes for a
term, would be offered to actual settlers.
Answers from a number of municipalitics
wore recoived, snd from thes it will be scen
that plenty of land is held for sale by indi-
viduals in these municipalities at-“prices
rangimg say from 81 to $10 per acre; but no
vory large quantity is yet held by munici-
palitios as the result of tax sales. It further
appears that thero does not seem to be uny
desiro on the part of municipalities to offer
any inducoments to sottlers in thoe way-of
cxomptio from taxes, The committeo waited
on the provincial government on several
occasions regarding mattersin connection with
tho settlement of the Red River valley lands,
with satisfactory results, The government
will have a well boring apparatus at work
this summer in Eustern: Manitoba. A new
drainage act has been substituted for the one
passed last year. Under this act the govern-
ment will sond out an ongincer to examine
any lands for which drainage is petioned and
if that ofiicer ondorses the request the govern-
mont will proceed direct with the necessary
work, and after tho completion of such the
municipal officers ave compelled to lovy for
taxes according to the benefit accruing to the
lands drained. The government issue drain-
age debentures after the cost of the work is
ascertained and their own oflicials decide as
to the proportion of benefit rccoived by any
lands within the drainags area. The com-
mitteo asked the government to establish an
agricultural colloge near Winnipeg, but
recoived a reply that at present no funds
could be sot aside for that purpose. The
committee also urged that the govermmaent
exercise a more direct and vigorous enforce-
ment of the act relating to the eradication of
noxious weeds. As a result of their lzbors
the committee at its last. meeting reachod the
eanclusion contained in the following resolu-
tion: “That it is the opiuion of the com-
mittee that the best izeans to bo adopted to
securo tho settlement of the vacant lands
is through the formation and operation of
a joint stock company.”

The roport was adopted and the same com-
mitteo was re-appointed to continue the work
in the interest of the settlomont of our vacaut
lauds.

From this veport it will be seen that there
i3 not asmuch land in the hands of the muni-
cipalitics as was supposed. It was understood
that some of thd municipalities held consider-
ablo areas of vacant lands, but this does not
appear to bo the case. If o company is
organized to carry on the movement it will,
therefore, Lo necessary to rely upon lands
from private parties vory largely at the out-
sgt, ho give the company a basis to work upon,
Onco organized, however, the company might
be able to arrange with the municipalities for
tho taking over in the future of tax lands.
instead of having these lands sold to specula-
tors, It would certainly be much bettor for
the municipalities to turn the lands over to a
company formed for the special purpose of

“bringing in sottlers, than to throw the lands

into the hands of speculators, where thoy
would bo held idle for years. It is to be
regretted that the municipalities, in many
cases have not scat in very encouraging
reports, but this should not prove entirely
discouraging. and we still bolieve that there
is an opportunity for doing good work by
following this matter up.

THE QUABANTINE BEGULATIONS,

Tt will bo seen-by the report of the meeting
of the Winnipeg board of trade, published in
The Commercial this week, that the board
has taken up the question of the quarantine
regulations, in their operation to keep out
sottlers from tho United States. The board
has decided to petition the Dominion Govern-
ment to make such changes in the quars utine
regulations as will remove the great hind-
rance which they are to immigration.

A fow weoks ago 'The Commercial devoted
an articlo to the quarantine regulations
regarding live stock brought into Canada,
showing how these regulations operate to
prevent settlers from coming into the country
from tho United States, By far tho most
hopeful immigration field we have isin the
western and northwestern states.  This sea-
son there is quite an inflow of good settlers

{rom the svuth of the boundary, but it is
siothing like what it would bo if theso quar-
antine regulations were out of the way. It
requires no study whateves to see what a
tremendous barrior these regulations place in
the way of immigration from the United
States. A quarantine of ninety days at tho
boundary for the cattle is simply prohibitory
in many cases. There are thousands of
familiés in cortain districts of tho central
western states who are anxious to move and
will move somewhero. “The have several
locations in view perhaps, one of these being
Canada. They are undecided whethet to
come to Canada or move to some other.state
or country. They-make inquiries, and when
they learn of the quarantine their stock
would be subjected ta, they at oncetdscide
that they cannot come here.. That so many
sottlers are coming here from the states in
spito of this batrier; only serves to show what
a strong attraction this country is to the
i Wwestern states farmer,; forit certainly requires

a vory strong incentive to induce thom to
undertake to come hero against such a draw-
back in the way,

As matters now stand vory little good 13
being served by this quarantine against
cattle. The cattle in the northern western
states are just as free from disease as thosn of
Manitoba, Canadian cattle enjoy no advan-
tages in oxport markets vver those from the
United States, so that there is no reason for
keeping up the quarantine in the interest
of the axport trade. A simple iuspection of
cattle brought in from the border states by
immigrants would seem to be all that is
reallv necessary. The quarantine could still
be kopt up against the southern ranching
states, or any other districts which might be
considered o8 affected by any dangerouscattle
disease. In the case of the nothwestern
states, however, there seoms to be no good
reason at present for depriving oursclves of
the much desired immigration simply to
maintain the cattle quarantine,

WEALTH IN THE SOIL.

A good deal of interest is being taken in a
plan adopted Ly the city of Detroit, the chief
city of tho state of Michigan, to provide for
those needing public charity. Vacant land
about the city was secured and turned over
to poor people to work, Ssed was also fur-
nished them. This enabled many families to
produco sufficient vegetables to keep them
during the winter. It was found that a very
small plot of ground was sufficiont to produco
a supply of vegetables large enough to main-
tain a family., It was estimated that
vegetables to the value of $10,000 were obtain-
ed in this way, at a cost to the city of §2,500.
The exneriment made in Detroit last year
has resulted so successfully that it will bo
tried by other cities this year,

We know of no city where vacant land
could be more readily or abundantly obtain-
el than in Winnipeg. There is cnough
unproductive land within the. corporation
limits, if it were all cultivated, to casily
maintain all the poor in the city. To bring
the people into contact with the land appears
to be the best remedy for poverty yot tried.
It would also be less demoralizing to” the
average individual than the acceptanco of
charity in the usual way. ‘There is wealth
in the soil. With our millions of acres of
choice Jands lying idle, there should be no
oxcuse for poverty in Manitoba, and happily
thore is very little here. \What little thore
is could be casily cared for, if those who need
charity could be brought into cuntact with
the soil, in the right way. No doubt there
is a good deal of vacant land abuut the aity
which would be given frce for the scason for
cultivation to poor people, if it were,appliod
for. It “certainly would seem worth.while
attempting some plan of utilizing all the dor-
mant wedlth lying about us in tho iifdtest
of the'poor poople of the city, * 377

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THE SOAROITY OF BUTOHER'S STOOK.

A popular cry has et worked ap in the
United States that the heavy advanco in the
prico of beof has beon caused by wanipalation,
and a domand has been made for a govern-
ment investigation, The ery of anti-combine,
always a popular theme with the unthink-
ing masses, has been raised in this cas:, and
the meat dealors ere boing vigovously de-
nounced. Of comse the farmers are not in
this outery against tho alleged combine, as
thoy aro reaping the beunefit of the high prices
for beof cattle, [t is therefore a combine, if
the expression is permitted, which will be
popular with the farmers. At tho same tiwe,
tho cry of cumbine 1n this case appears tu be
purely imaginary, The fact appearsto be,
if statistics are correct, that there has been
an cnormous shrinkago in the number of live
stock in the Lnuted States.  This shrinkage
has been going on for years, until it has
reached the point of making a scarcity, honce
the highor prices. DBradstrects says:

Not for seven years past was the number of
beef cattle in the United States so small ason
January ! this year. ‘I'he number of sheep
was the smallest for fiftecen years and valuo
tho lowest on record. Hogs were smaller in
number than in_any year since 1883, and,
with the oxcoption of 1891, the lowest in
values for ten years. Horaes, owing to
special circumstances (such as the intro-
duction of trolley cars and bicycles), added to
tho all-powerful business depression, were
lower in value than in any year since 1879,
and since 1890, four years, their value has
fallon 42 per cent. Under the circumstances
it is not strange to find that the total value
of farm animals is the lowest reported for
fourtcon years.

TEE TRAMP NUISANCE.

The Portage la P’rairie Liberal newspaper
has a timely article on the tramp question,
T'ho season is now at hand when the tramp
nuisance will be here again, During the last
fow years hundreds of these undesirable
gentry have made their appearanco here
annually, coming in the summer season
from the United States. The tramp should
not be allowed to go abroad in the land with
impunity, and the Liberal 1s right in calling
for some means of dealing with this riff-raff
of creation, We would like to see some law
passed when the provincial legislature
re-assembles, which will be specially suited
for ridding the country of tramps. The
tramp is not only & nuisance, but he is a
menace to every community. Whilelaziness
is perhaps the chief characteristic of the
tramp, a great many of them are vicious,
They are very low in the scale of morality,

and will not stop short of committing any
crime which may be prompted by their low
and brutish natures, The record of crime,
frequently including murder and outrage
upon defenceless women and children, which
stands against the tramp, demands clearly
that thesoe low creatures should be shown no
quarter. In the isolated homes of the rural
districts, the tramp is the terror of the more
timid females, who have sometimes to be left
alone while the men are away at work in the
fields. A little vigorous treatment would
drive him from the country, and we would
Iike to see measurses adopted to give hima
“warin® recoption this season,

PENITENTIARY FARMING.

We want an nxperimental farm for enatern
Manitoba. How would it do to try aud
induce the government to establish an experi-
montal farm in  connection with tho

_penitentiary, which is located in a very ad-

vautageous position for such an iustitution,
near Winnipog? \n experimontal farm in
counection with the penitentiary would serve
a double purpose, Tt would not only afford a
means of carrying on the ordinary experi-
mental farm work in the interest of tho
country, but it would also afford an opyor-
tunity of educating the unfortunate inmates
of the penitentiary in agricultural pirsuits,
~o that when their term of servieo hed
oxpired, they would be in a position to seok
work as expert farm hands, or settle down
and become useful citizens. “The iden of
carrying on manufactiuring enterprises in

counnection with prisons is not generall
regarded with favor, as interfering with pri-
vato enterprise, but farming is something to
which no objection could be made. A large
and fine farm might easily be maintained
in connection with the penitentiary, at a
moderate outlay over the ordinary expenses
of that institution, and at the same time a
great public good would be accomplished.

BIVIC GOVERNMERT.

The Winnipeg board of trade will investi-
gate the important question of the best
mothod of governing the city. Mr. Bole, who
has had considerable experience in muunicipal
matters, has given notice that at tho next
meoting of the board he will move for the ap-
pointment of a committee to report on the
best system of municipal governmeont for the
ciiy. No more fitting question than this,
p:xchaps could be taken up by the board.
The mombers of the board are the largest
property owners and tax payers of
tho city, and they are directly in-
terested in the question of civic govern-
ment. It isnot only wise for the board to
take up this matter, but we may almost say
it is the duty of the board to give some at-
tention to this very important question. Itis
to bo hoped the investizwuons of the board
will lerd to some desirable results as regards
the government of the city. The present
system, as Mr. Bole expressed it, can never
prove satisfactory. The Commercial fully
agrees with him in thisassertion. The govern-

ment of a city by an irresponsible council can
uever be satisfactory. While the old plan
may be made to work fairly satisfactorily in
the case of small towns, it will never, we feel
sure, prove entirely desirable in the case of
large towns and cities, What is lacking in
civic government scems to be responsibility.
Until we can have a system by which close
responsibility can be fixed upon some oneor
more persons, we can never oxpect anything
better than a very loose mode of conducting
the business affairs of a city,

BOOIS AND SHUES AND LEATHER.

Hides keep firm, and leather and boots and
shoes must advance more yot to be on a parity
with hides. No. 1 buff hides at Chicago have
reached 8¢ per Ib. MHides have advanced
100 per cent, which is double or more the

advance in leather so far, so that the latter
commadity will have to apprecinte consider

ably yot to bo on & fair basis in comparison
with hides. 'The Montreal Trade Bulletin
fays:

*“The advance in the prico of boots aud
shoes has become pretty general among
Montreal and Quebee houses.  The advanee
upon which actual business has tra .spired
1y por cent on staple lines and J per cent .
the finer goods; but this is regarded asonly
the initial step in the .upward movement. a.
the prices of leather have moved up from 20
to H0 per cent, while tho price of hides has
gone 100 per cent skyward, 2o that a further
advance in the price of boots anud shoos isa
forogono conclusion. Tho upward movotirt
in leather continues to bo & leading featnre
in the market, a further advance of 3¢ per i
having been established in Spanish sole 1+
boing now the lowest price fur No. 2, while
20c is the quotation for No, 1. At the recent
sharp appreciation in values, buyers are
naturally timid, but they will 2o doubt ha,
to toe the mark when they are compulled ¢

roplenish their supplies."

THE PETROLEUM “BOOM.”

The boom in petroleum has led to tho dis-
covery that stocks are remarkably low. "l'en
or cleven years ago stocks of crude petroleum
averaged 80,000,000 to 40.000,000 barrels,
from which time it decreased stoadily toabout
ten and a half million barrels in 1890. With
lower stocks came o spurt in prices in that
yéar, which in turn stimulated production,
and stocks increased to about 18,000,000
barrels in two years, Since 1892 stocks have
decreased until they wero only something
over 2,000,000 barrels according to a late
estimate. This accounts for the present
bulge in petroloum. It remains to be seen
whether the present advance will bring about
a large increase in production. A great in.
centive will bo given to efforts to inerease pro-
duction, and wo will soon know what truth
there is in the statements that the oil terr.
tory 1s giving out. If & great increase m
production does not quickly follow the present
high prices, 1t may safely boattrihuted to the
nability of the oil territory to yield the
product.

NEW KIND OF PROTECTION.

A new kind of protection is to be inaugu-
rated in Canada. Manufacturers and pro-
ducers in the eastern provinces have com-
plained about the low railway rates from
United States points, goods being hauled from
distant points in tho United States tocon-
suming markets in Canada, at much lower
rates than were charged for similar Canadian
products, hauled a much shorter distance to
the same markets. Thus nearness to markets
did nof, prove any material advantago to the
home producers. We are now told thatat
a meeting of the railway agents, held at Mon-
treal recently, in conjunction with the metal
manufacturers, it was agreed to advance rail
way rates from western and southern point
from 15 to 40 per cent., in order to prowct
the Canadian manufacturers from tho com
petition of United States goods.  What with
the customs tariff and railway freights both
arranged to protect the Canadian manufactur
er, the Canadian consumer is sure to have a
hard timo of it.

THR BUSINESS SITUATION.

VISNIPEG, Saturday, Aypril 27,
T'he weather has continued favorablo for
sceding, =% a goneral rain is needed.
Wheat sceding was mostly completed o week
ago, and n goud share of other grain crops
are in tho ground. though somo farnters have
heen holding back, thinking it too early.
The early spring has been favorabloe for plow-
ing, and there is nothing to hiuder tho far-
mers putting in as large an area as they like,
so far as the weather is concorned. A few
parties of immigrants are arriving from
Furope, but with the excoption of tho immi-
geation from the United States, the number
of nowcomers arriving is very small  Immi-
gration from the United Statesshowd a steady
increase.  Thero has been a guad deal of talk
about new railway work lately, the Hudson
Bay and the Dualuth and Winnipeg being tho
roads mentioned as likely to be-pushed ahead.
There is moro or less mystery, however, still
swrrounding the immediate future prospects
of these roads., Fxport business in catvlo and
hogs is lighter this week, Wholesalo trade
is much about the same, only a moderato
business being done in any branch,

been mado by Fastern Canada refiners at as
low as 8}c for granulated and 8)c for second
grade, and yellows at 2 5-16 to 23c.  Coflees
are firm. Mara:aibos are ic higher east. A
‘F'oronto report says that “owing to n vigor-
ous export demaund for dyeing and other pur-
puses tho quantity of dried apples is now very
limited and they are firm at Gic. ‘Uhe de-
mand for evaporated apples during the past
few \-;'s,eks has been liberal and the market is
firm.

GreEN Frutrs.—The reduced prices have
led to a large demand for oranges, aud sales
have been large this weok. Stocks have been
largely reduced and prices are now fiem, with
an advance looked for. California navel
oranges are aboutcleaned up,and it is doubt-
ful if there will be any more in this season,
Dealers avre looking for higher prices on all
classes of oranges. Bananas are held very
firm south, and it is diflicult to get this fruit
in here at low enough prices to suit the pop-
ular idea. In fact it i3 now the opinion that
bananas will remain at comparatively high
prices all the scason. There are a few good
Ben Davis apples in the market yat, and they
o ‘o now held higher at $7.50. New Egyptian
onions are expected in o few weeks.
Thoy will likely be firm, good
keeping stock. Spanish onions are now about
out of season. Quotations are as follows:

LUMBER.—The lumber trade has not open-
ed out very briskly yet., Tt is feared that the
5.UKL0U0 feet of logs for tho Winnipeg mill

will not get down this year, owing to low
water. The water in thoe streams has not
been g0 low for many years at this seasnn as
it is now, It.is hoped that the usual spring
rains will provide  lenty of water. ‘I'here
is a rumor of a new mill company for the
Lake of the Woods, reference to which is
made in another column. There has Ween
some excitement in our wostern Manitoba
town of Brandon of late, owing to heavy
cutting in prices,  Sume dealers there started
bribging in lamber from the States and began
cutting prices.  This did not snit the Lake of
the Woods interest and the prices for Lake
lunber have been cut very low—so low
thas it has made the wmporters of United
States lumber very sick.  The war may be
settled soon. There is =aid to have Leen n
propect of a little fun of this nature in Win.
nipeg, but the matter appears to have been
arranged quietly. At DBrandon lumber is
being sold retail at less than ordinary whole-
sale prices, 20 that the consumer i< gettiug a
anap while the fizht is on between the Cana-
dian mills and the inporters of United States
lumter, The Brandon people have alwo
brought in cedar shingles from Pugot Sound,
Wash., Prices ave the same as quoted Jas*
weok.

Harnpwaue, Puasrs, Ons, Ere —Some
dealers r.port a good trade for April, one
house reporting a better business for both
March and April this year than (or the same
two moths of last year. There has 1em no
further change in petroleum locally. 'The
edge appears to have been taben off the
*hoomn” in Penusylvania crude, and prices
havo sold down to abont $2.10 per barrel.
This is still a very high price. though consi-
derably below the top reported last week, AN
petroloum producs lecally remain at the ad-
vances mentioned in ‘I'he Comumeccial last
week,  Turpentine is easier and prices have
been cut about 3e per gallon to 63c¢in barrels.
Linseed oil has also been cut about 2¢ from
quotations to G3c for raw and Gue for Wwiled
in barrels. Glass is firm on account of the
strike in Belgimn, but it will not atfect sprir~
importations which were bought some tim.
ago at tho prevailing low prices thon current.
Prices othor thun noted are the same a3
auoted last week for hardware, paints, ete.

GRAIN AND PRODUCE.

WHEAT.—Wheat has had another fairly
strong week and prices have averaged higher
than Tast week in leading markete. T'here
was a fairly largo decrease in the visible sup-
ply and the visiile is expected to show a large
decrease on Monday next.  Rain was needed
in Kansas and other southwestern
states.,

Exports of wheat, including flour, from
bath coasts of the Umted States this week
were 2,131.000 bushels. In the corresponding
week a year ago ‘+the total exported was
2,727,000 bushels; in 1893 it was 2,507,000
bushels and in 1892, 325,000.

WitsaT Locatty . —The local situation 1s
very firm, owing to the very light stocks of
wheat held heve and in Eastern Canada, and
in sympathy with tho general situation.
Manitoba wheats are still held relatively
away above prices in the United States and
in Eastern Canada prices are also relatively
much higher than in the States, But for
the duty wheat and flour would becoming m
freely from the states at present prices ruling
in Canada. Visiblo stocks of wheat in Can-
ada, cast and west, are placed at about 8,35,-
000 bushels, as compared with about #,100,-
000 bushels a year ago. Millers in Ontario
are obliged to buy back wheat which had
beon shipped to Montreal, and are paying as
much as 10¢ above New York prices.” It is
reported that the \\"nnimg arain syndicate
has sold 50,000 bushels of No. 1 hard to the
Ogilvies, forJune delivery at Fort Wijliam,
at 74c per hushel. The sale wss certainly

A general rain would Yo
dedirable new, as there is danger from high
winds while the weather remainsdry. Other-
wise the weather has been favorable thix
week for spring work. There were sharp
frosts on a couple of nights thix week which
would ent growing wheat down some, though
it ix not thought any permanent injury
would be done,

Frovi,—It is a long time since flour has
changed in price here, but this week tho spell
has been broken. Yesterday local prices were
advanced 10¢ per sack by the millers, Ad-
vices from tho East have been very strong for
some time, and tho receut advance in \ﬂmat
was exveted to zoon tell on flour. DPrices
for stapl. brands of Manitoba tlour were ad-
vanced 20 to 2i¢ per barrel at Montreal this
week. Sales by millers here are mado at
S1.95 for patonts and 81.75 for strong bakers
per sack of 981b3,, delivered to city retail
dealers, with a discount of 3¢ per sack for
cash in 80 days.

MiLLsrores.—The quotation to the lecal
trade is $12 for bran and 218 for shorts, per
ton with small anantities held at St per
ton more. Shorts were offered on track at
$12,50 this weck,

GrOUNXD  FEBD — DPrices ave  firwm,
Prices range from $18 to 220 per ton, as
to quantity and juality, for ground oats and
barley feed.

OATMEAL.—DPrices are easier in the Fast
owing to the late decline in oats. Rolled oat-
meal is uwachanged at $1.90 to 82 por sack
of 80 pounds, in broken lots to retail dealers,
a3 to quality. Standard and granulated meal,
§2.15in mall lots, per sack of 100 1ls. for best
grades.

Oars.—There is no materinl change and
very little business is doing. Wequote 80 to
92¢ for cars on track here, and farmers loads
sold at about 29 to 30c¢ per bushel of 84
pounds. ITolders ask 81 to 82¢ for cars here
usuatly, with 80 bid for ordinaty feed grade
Freer offerings are expected after the farmers
are through with their spring work.

BARLEY.—No business doing. We quote
about 40c per bushel for feed grade.

O11, CAKE.--Ground oil cake meal is quoted
ng $21 per ton in cacks, with small lots at
$25.

BuTteRr,—The local market isabout the
same. Any change is toward casier prices.
Advices from outside markets are increasing-
ly unfavorable. There i3 considerable ofd
Manitoba dairy butter held in Montreat, and
it is very slow sale. Advices from there are
anything bnt hopeful for a sale at any price.
Toronto reports dairy butter at G to luc for
the class now arriving in that market.
British C'olumbia coast markets are glutted
with common to mediwm grades of dairy, and
they are talking of shipping butter from Van-
couver back to Montreal,  We quote 10 to
12¢ for new dairy in the Winnipeg market.
Country dealers would perhaps do better to
advise their customers to cease making rolls
now, as from this out tubs will be preforred.
The refrigerator car routes for the season of
18951‘ are announced in another column this
week.
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THE COMMERCIAL,

EGG8.—Receipts have fallen off some, dae
probably to the rush of farm work, and as
soon asseeding is over receipts will nodoubt in-
crease, asfarmers will have more time to come
tomarket. Somelargeshipments of eggs have
been made to the coast. Prices here have
been a little firmer. One house advanced
their prices to 83c to retail dealers this week,
and others seemed inclined to follow the ad-
vance, and they have sold in case lots at 7}
to 84c. Packers have been allowing shippers
7to 73c net, per dozen.

CURED MEATS,—Smoked Meats are
quoted : Hams, assorted sizes, 1llc;
breakfast bacon, bellies, 12: do backs;

1lc; picnic hams, 93c; short spiced rolls. 8c
long rolls, 8}c; shoulders, 9¢; smoked long
clear, 93c; smoked jowls, 54c. Dry salt meats
are quoted: Long clear bacon, 8}c per lb:
shoulders, 7§c; backs, 93c; canvassed meats,
or put up in parchment paper, 3¢ per 1b.
extra; barrel pork, heavy mess $15.00
clear mess, $16.00; short cut, $17.50 ; rolled
shoulders, 815 per barrel, pork sandries;
fresh sausage, 7c: bologna sausage, 7c; Ger-
man’ sausage, 7c; ham, chicken and tongue
sausage, 10c per package ; pickled hocks, 2¢c;
pickled tongues, 5c; sausage casings, 80c 1b.

LARD.—We quote : Pure,$1.85 to $1.9) for
20 pound pails, and $4.60 for 60-1b pails; pure
leaf lard in 8, 5 and 10 pound tins, quoted at
"$6.75 per case of 60 pounds, tierces 9¢ pound.

Pourrry.—Held, cold storage stock is
jobbing at about the following prices:
Chickens 8c, turkeys 10, geese, 9 to 10c,
ducks 8c.  About 1 to2c per pound high r
would be paid for nice fresh birds, or 65 to
70c per pair for live chickens.

DREssED MEATS.—Beef is very firm. The
general price is now 6c¢ for good city dressed,
but at the present price of cattle best beef
should bring 63c, and there is a probability
of an advance. Good fresh mutton holds at
10c. Two or three city retail dealers have a
little frozen mutton yet iu cold storage, which
they are catting up for their customers, but
1t is not selling in a wholesale way, though
we quote it at about 7c by the carcass, City
wholesale butchers get 6c for dressed hogs.
Veal is worth 5 to 6c. The consumption of
meats is light, which is attributed to the low
price and large consumption of eggs.

HIDES.—Country butchers and others who
ship hides should be more careful about
handling hides now. A lot of green hides
reached here in a rotten and practically
worthless condition, It is absurd to ship
green hides this time of the year. Hides
should be spread out and salted at once. If
thrown in a heap with the animal heat in
them they hairslip very quickly, All reports
from eastern and United States markets con-
tinue strong on hides. Montreal reports still
another advance of 4¢ to 7c for No. 1
cows. Drices have advanced 2¢c per 1b.
in the United States within the past ten
days. We quote: Hides Winnipeg in-
spection, green, 43c forNo. 1 cows, 8ic for No.
2,and 2}¢ for No. 8, and 53c for No. 1 heavy
steers, and 43c for No.2 Steers; branded hides
grade No. 2, when not otherwise damaged to
reduce them to No. 8, Cured, hides 5 to 5}c.
We quote: Calf, 8 to 15 1b skins, 5to Gc per
Ib. Kips 4 to 5c. Sheep skins, 85
to60c each, as to size, ete. Tallow, 4 to 5c
rendered and 2 to 3¢ rough.

WooL.— We quote 9 to 10c for unwashed
Manitoba fleece.

SENECA RoOT.—It is said that 19c was bid
for the 4,000 pound lot of seneca root offered
here a couple of weeks ago, but this bid was
not accepted. It was reported that 20c would
have taken it. Indications continue for low
prices on the new crop, and 20c is lonked up-

on as likely to be the outside price this sea-
son.

VEGETABLES,—Sume car lots potatoes have
been offered in the country, but they were

held to high to ship to any outside market
and they are not wanted locally.
About 20¢ per bushel could be paid to ship to
the States and this price has been offered for
two or three cars. Loads on the market sell
at 30 to +)¢.  Rhubarb is lower. Onions are
very scarce, in fact, there are none in the
market at present. All old vegetables except
potatoes are scarce. Prices are : Potatoes, 30
to 40c per bushel for farmers loads ; cabbage,
8¢ per 1b for good to 2¢ for poor stock; carrots,
60 to 75c per bushel ; beets, 50 to 6Uc per
bushel ; turnips, 20 to 25c¢ per bushel ; par-
snips, 2¢ per lb. ; rhubarb, $2.25 per box of
about 45 pounds.

Hay.—Still very dull. Prairie baled is
quoted at $1 per ton on track here.
LIVE STOUK.
CATTLE.—The number of head handled at
the Winnipeg stock yards has been very much

less than last week, Gordon & Ironside had
oneshipment to go forward to-day, of about

150 head, which is the only shipment
this  week. Cattle fit to ship at once
are said to be getting scarce.  Some

loads in this week are said to have cost 34c on
the cars at points of shipment. A local but-
cher. however, reported getting a choice lot
at 33c here. We quote 33 1o 3§c for good to
choice loads of cattle. Some cattle and hogs
were coming in to-day for Mullins & Wilson,
who will ship a train load on Monday.

Hows,—Hogs are rather easier locally and
Toronio was reported easier yesterday. 'The
top price here last week was 44c for selected
packing hogs,though mixed 1)ads sold at about
43c.  Oune load came in which was bought at
41c in the country. We quote 4}c off cars
here for ordinary loads. A few car loads
would go cast to-day and Monday with cattle
trains.

SHEEP.—No sheep in and no business re-
ported in them. The last to arrive some
time ago cost between 4} and 5c.

At Toronto on Tuesday this week cattle
were a trifle easier.

'"The Nor-Wester™ Newspaper.

The sale of the daily Nor-\Wester news.
paper plant and business by the sherifl, has
been a much talked of event this week in
Winnipeg, It has been known for some tinme
that the paper has not been a paying enter-
prise, and that the company was m close
quarters financially. The sale by the sheritl,
though done very quictly and suddenly. was
not a matter for surrrise. The judgments
under which the sale was made were held by
Miller & Richard, of Toronto, dealersin type
and printing supplies, to the amount of St.-
958; and by R. P. Roblin and Murray
Miller of Winnipeg to the amount of $1,718.
‘Tho Intter two parties aredirector: of the Nor-
Wester Company, and the liability to them
was for monoy advauced to the company.
‘The sherifT sold the establishment at private
sale to Thos. A, Ball, who comes from Fort
William, for 31,8, There were a number
of creditors who hat not secured judgments,
and it was supposed that they would ko left
entirely, but some of the directors state that
the amount realiced will be devided among
all the directors.  The following i< a state-
ment of the affairs of the company:

Agamnst this heavy list of Habitities theve is
only the amount of the sale to 'I'. A, Bell and
the hook accounts, valued at 709 net, or a
total assets of £5,5 0. From this there is the
sum of SLOUY for wages, and the claim of
Miller & Richard. which is secured by lien,
which nust be paid in full, leaving only about
£2.590 for the remaining creditors. The out-
side craditors are negotiating for a settloment
with the directors, and an offer from them is
now under consideration. The directors
offered to allow the creditors to audit the
books if they wished. to sce that everything is
straight. It is likely asettlement will be made
between the directors and the outside credi-
tors on an amicable basis. Messrs. Roblin
and Miller.two of the divectors, appear to have
been left by their fellow directors to share
pretty much all the fiancial responsibility of
the concern, and they have advanced heavily
to the company. The ameunt of stock pawd
in to the concern is said to have been about
$§19,000.  The paper has appeared regularly
and now bears the name of 1. A. Bell as pub-
lisher.

The financial diflficulties of tho NorWester
show the folly of conducting papers for politi-
cal purposes. This custom of cstablishing
newspapers for the purpose of aiding a
political party or assisting on the political
interests of individuals or chiques, is dex
moralizing to the newspaper business both
finaacially and morally. Large sums of
money have been sunk . such news.
paper enterprises in  Canada and even
tn Winnipeg alunea considerable amount has
been suuk in the various political euterprises
which have from time to time been attempted
here. Nowspapers shonld bz run as business
enterprises, and if only this plan were follow-
cd. there would not have been a third daily
paper in. Winnipeg at present.  There were
vimnors going about the street which were
not at all complimentary to some of the
direetors, it so far as The Commercial can
learn, the directors have shown a desire to act
very reasonably under the circumstances.

The municipal fire insurance bill before the
Legislature of Ontarie, has had its first read-
ing, but the fecling is said to be such that the
bill is not likely to become a law.
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British Grain Trade.

The London Miller reviews the course of
British wheat markets for the month of
March as follows.

*The month’s trade began with slow
country markets, Value at Norwich was
firm, and even advanced 6d, at Wisbech, but
the great majority of exchanges were discour-
aging. Mark Lane on the 4th was firm, and
American and Russian wheat advanced 6d.
per qr. English wheat was dull at currencies.
The Liverpool market of the 5th was steady
and some of the country markets were better
in toue from the end of February. The
Scotch markets on the 6th were 6d. dearer
for both wheat and flour. but on the 8th
Liverpcol was weak. Trade, in fact, wasvery
undecided ; some places were weak, through
large local offers; others very firm. because
ot moderate stocks and supplies, But the
continental demand for cargoes was livelier
than it had been in February, and this im-
parted ‘tone’ to the ‘Baltic.” On the 1ith
London was firm for all breadstuffs and gocd
flour made 8d. to 6. more money for all but
tIp price, which remained simply steady in
value. The Scotch markets of the 13th were
again rather dearer, but an advance of Is,
from the end of February checked demand.
Bristol on the 14th was encouraging, both
English and foreign Dbreadstuffs being Gd.
dearer on the week. On the 18th London
was 6d. dearer for all sorts of wheat, but sales
were not brisk, On the 19th Ipswich ad-
vanced 6d. per qr. for wheat, which made?21s.
to 24s, per 501 1bs.  On the 20th Braintree,
Yarmouth and Romford were 6d. dearer for
English wheat, but Hereford and Chichester
were rather cheaper. On the 21st Manches-
ter was a fairly strong market and DBristol
was strong, but the exchanges on the 22nd,
including Liverpcol and Wakefield, were
somewhat unsatisfactory. The weather at
the vernal equinox was fine and spring-like;
tield work was once more in active progress,
and the buyer of grain began to assert that a
spring and not a winter view of trade and
prices should now prevail. At Mark Lane on
the 25th there was a general indisposition to
pay any more money for either wheat or
flour; in fact, previous advancing tendencies
were arrested. Liverpool was dull on the
26th and the end of the month was not mark-
ed by much business either in English or in
foreign wheat,

Tobacco Fa'ctory Fire.

W.C. McDonald’s extensive tobacco factory
at Montreal was partially destroyed by fire
April 25. About 900 hands mostly women and
children were imprisoned on the top flats and
the building is said to have been without any
means of escape. A number of girls were
injured by jumping from windows. If tele-
graphic reports are correct the proprietor
appears to be crimnally negligent as to the
welfare of his employees, while the greatest
censure should be thrown upon the authori-
ties for permitting such a scandalous state of
affairs.

The Lakezmaamers.

The first Canadian Pacific boat to leave
this year for Port Arthur will be the Atha-
basca. She will leave Owen Sound on May
2 and will be followed by the Alberta on May
6. These steamships will leave Owen Sound
Mondays and Thursdays and leave Port
Arthur on Thursdays and Sundays during
the season. The company will run the
steamer Manitoba from Windsor to Port
Arthur this year, beginning about the first
of June, Lake and rail rates are the same
as last year.

The first boat of the Beatty line will leave
Sarnia or Windsor on or about the 8rd of
May for Port Arthur.

The New York Banker's Magazine gives a
list of railroads in default on their mortgage
bonds.

On
March 6 last the unpaid death claims amount-
ed to $2,717, and the cash assets were $53.

The trial of (:uldstaub on a charge of set-
ting fire to his store at Plam Coulee, Man,,
and of concealing goods with intent to defraud
the insurance companies was concluded at
Winnipeg, on Saturday. before Justice
Killam. Numerous witnesses were called for
the prisoner and the gist of their evidence
was that Goldstaub was awakened on the
night of the fire by a sense of suffocation
{from smoke and rushed outside, when he dis-
covered the fire, and then started to carry
out the goods and cried for help. Numerous
parties came and assisted him to carry out
some of the goods which were laid on the
sidewalk and afterwards carried to the stable.
where they were subsequently found. covered
over with hay, accidentally, by a man who
delivered a load of hay to feed cattle with;
the man pitched the hay in not knowing that
there were any goods in the stable. The
amount of the prisoner’s stock at the time of
the fire was about $3,480 and the insurance
he had on the goods was $2,570. His Lord-
ship delivered judgment, stating he could
not convict the prisoner on the charge of
setting fire to the house; the circumstances
afforded considerable ground for suspicion
and the crown council had presented strong
arguments upon them, but they did not suffi-
ciently satisfy His Lordship’s mind, to leave
it free (rom reasonable doubt, that- the fire
could not have been accidentally caused above
the kitchen or household part of the building.
On the charge of fraubulent concealment of
the'goods His Lordship held that the conceal-
ment for the purpose of making it appear
that the goods had been burned was clearly
proved. Prisoner was allowed to go on bail
to appear before the court on Tuesday and
submit to sentence or the further order of the
court.

Grocery and Produce Trade Notes.

Advices from Smyrna report the stock of
Sultanas there about exhausted and the price
2s higher than it was about ten days ago,
when the last advance was reported.

The feature of the coffee market, says the
Montreal Gazettee, has been the firm feeling
in Maracaibos and prices are fully 4e per 1b,
higher, the inside figure now being 2lc. The
demand, however, is only fair, and sales are
principally in small lots to fill actual require-
ments. We quote: Maracaibo, 21 to 224c ;

Average number of
pounds of milk required to make a pound of
cheese, 10.68; average price,9.81 cents. The
net prico per 100 received by the patrons for
their mulk, was: April, 83 cents; May, 82.4;
June, 73.5; July, 71.5; September, 85.5;
October, 92; November, 95.2; Iecember,

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Winnipeg Board of Trads.

A goneral meetiug of the board of trade
was held on Monday afternvon, president R.
T. Riley presiding.

Tho prosident outlined tho business trans-
actions y the council sinco the last meoting.
The council had passed a strong protest
agatust the special rato levied by the insur-
ance companies to cover the amount of taxes
charged against them. Someof the compames,
1t was ostimated, profited to the extent of
81,500 to 81,600 a year from thisspecial rate.
In accordance with instructions received, the
report on freight rates had been embodied in
tho cunual report. A cunsultation had been
had with the comptroller of customs and
strong reprosentations had been made as to
the inconvemence of the presont location of
the custom house 10 Winmpeg. The com-
ptroller had promized to taken the matter in-
to cunsideration.  An arrangoment had been
made in regard to postal packages, and a
room had beon opened in the postoflice build-
ing. But nothing had been done in regard
to the removal of the custom house staff. T'he
council had again communicated with the
authurities at Ottawa, and Mr, Wallace had
stated that unless the government were
bound to the present location, he had little
doubt the change would be made. The com-
nutteo uns the establishment of tanneries were
working on the matter, Lut was not yet pre-
pared to report.

The committee appuinted to 1nquire into
the subject of the best nieans w be adopted to
sveure the settloment of the vacant lands in
the vicinity of Winnipeg made a report which
will be found in another column.

The report of the committeo on the quar-
antenng of settlers cattle was adupted, and
the munorial embudied was ordered to be
furwarded to the authorities at Ottawa. Thoe
prosision requiring settlers’ cattle to be quar-
antined for ninety days was prohibitory tu
many settlers who were ready ‘o leave Min-
nesuta, Dakuta and uther states, bringing
their steck with them, the majurity of thom
being desirous of engaging in dairy farming.
This barrier, it held, was unnecessary as the
settler was not allowed to dispose of his cat-
tlo for six months after his arrival. The
guverment was asked tu have quarantine
rai~ed afte- inspection in the case of settlers’
cattlo from uninfected districts,

Mr. Bule repurted verbally for the commit
te vl the yuestiun of riding un treight trains.
He said the Jubbers' Union Lad taken the

matter up.  The first delegation had got
little satisfaction form  Superintendent

Why te, but subsequently there had seemed
to be better ground for hope.

Mr. Bule, as convenur of the (ommittee un
the establishment of tanneries, repurted that
a circular letter had been sent out, but the
replies were not all in yet.

Mr. John Arbuthnot, lumber merchant,
was admitted to mombership in the hoard.

M. R. O'Louughlin wrote that he was about
to remove to New York and he asked that his
membership be transferred tu his bruther, J.
M. O’Loughlin. Mr. Bole moved that the
1equest be granted aud in doing so he ex-
pressed regret at the temuval of Mr. O Lough-
lin, who was one of the best business men in
the city. The secretary was asked to write
wnveying to him the seuse of the buard that
it was losing a valuable member.

A wiunalication was read frun Mr. Geu.
Hadril, seuotary of the Moutreal Luard,
widdusing a petition asking the Dosinion
parligient to appant a buard of general cus
toms appraisers for tho speedy aud satis-
facuty  sullicitohl of disputes butweets the
custwins authorities and impurters. It was
staied that such a bward of customns cxperts s
iu s 1ceessful opn ration in the United States.
It was resulved that the buaid adopt the
puuciple and endeaver tu get as many sigua
tures to the petitivn as pussible,

R H. Haward, secrotary of the Manitoba
board of underwritors, sent to the board a
copy of o lotter addressed to the Winnipe,
city council, complaining of a want of disci-
pline in tho fire brigade, alse of a lack of
knowledge of wheroe the watcrsupply from the
waterworks is tn be obtained in cases of fires,
as ovidonced at tho last fire at the Mulvey
schocl.  Also it has been publicly stated that
some of the members of the brigade were ad-
dicted to drunkeness. The appliances of the
brigade were not kept in as good shape as
they onght to be.

On motion it was resolved that in tho
opinion of the board an investigation should
bo mado by the city council in the matter of
the charges against the fire department.

Mr. Bole gave notice of a motion at the
next general meeting for the appointmoent of
a committee to report on the best system of
municipal government for the city.

Mr. Steen gave notico of a motion that re-
porters be admitted to all meetings of the
board, except when the council determines
heforehand that they shall not be present.

Stockers and Feeders.--Only one or two
head could be had to-day  Prices are firmer
at from 8c to 8c per 1b.

Hags —Really chnice hegs. not ton fat, are
fotching 5}e per pound, weighed off the cars
All kinds of hogs are wanted. Stores are sel-
ling at from 81 75 to 5 par cwt  Thick fat
hogs are selling at $4 80 to 5 per cwt , weigh-
ed off cars.

Sheep and Lambs.—Not half a hundred
head offered to-day, and thn market was
firmer Mr Kinnear will give 5ic per pound
for gooll grain-fed yearlings. A bunch of 17
yearlinga was sold to-day for 5c per pound,
but they would have brought }c per pound
higher had they been fatter  Lambs weigh-
ing from 45 to 60 pounds each sold for §3°50
to $1 50 per head.

Calves.— Quotations raled from S1 50 to §5
per head.

Mileh Cows and Springers. —Not many
offered and the market is firm  Choice new-
ly calved milchers bring $15, the ruling
figures being from that price dowa to $25 per
head.—Globe, April 19.

The American Agriculturist says. ‘Al
descriptions of live stock have Leen for some
timo on the up-grade. Sheep aro 25 to 10 per
ent higher than in the autumn, while hogs
have not shown any relative gain, though
they are materially botter than i the late
winter, The position of the caltle market
assumes more prominence than anythingelse
Present offer; s aro mostly corn-fed farn,
animals, and it is & noteworthy fact that the
advanco failed to brir.g out any special in-
crease, Thero has been for a long timo a
general tendoncy toward a decline in the beu!
cattle industry. Prices have assumed a lovel
so high it is almost certain consumption wili
bo cut down. There is a boundary to the
purchasing power of the meat-consuming
world, and when prices yeach a certain lovel
other foods will largely take the place of -
pensive cuts of beof,

To make
a first-closs article of rolled wats it i3 neces
sary tu have cats uf the same size and shap,
and experionce has shown that a long, thm

hulled, plump grain is the most sutabie.
The consumption of rolled oats 1s rapidiy 1n-
creasing in Canada, and o limited quantity
13 bewng sent to great Britam, Germany,
Denmark and other notivns n Kurope, and
1t 18 the desire and purpose of Lanadian uat.
meal millers to largely increase the export
trade with these countries, and with that
object in view they now ask the co-oparation
of farmers and grain dealers. Farmers can
matenally increase the whole value of the
oat crop 1n Canada by giving careful attention
tosecuring the best varioties of well cleaned
seed that will be suitable for catmeal milung.
The vaneties now in general use best adapted
for militng are the improved Au.crican Ban-
neg and Australian or white XKussian, but
any variety will do that will yield well and
18 & long, plump, and thin hulled, white
grain, Grain dealers, by keeping separate
the tiick and thin hulled varleties, wilt
obtain from millers a higher price fur tho
latter.
