Prevention of The Sixth Annual
Consumption. M e e t i n g of the
Canadian Association for the Pre-
vention of Consumption and other
forms of Tuberculosis, will be held
in Ottawa on Wednesday, March
28th, 1906. His Excellency, the
Governor-General, will occupy the
chair at the evening session. Dr.
Richer, of Montreal, will give "A
Lantern Demonstration with a
talk on the Exliibited Subjects."

Alcoholin -Analyses conducted by
Patent the Unie>d States De-

Medicine partment of Internal

Revenue have shown that a nuimber
of popular patent niedicines contain
an excessive proportion of alcohol,
and consequently a special tax has
been imposed upon therm. Among
the preparations- whiéh have thus
been classed are Atw'ood's La
Grippe Specific, BHostetter's Stom-
ach Bitters, Kudros and Peruna.
Altogether eleven " remedies " are
affected by the order.

Document No. -34, of the Massa-
chussett's State Board gives the
proportion ôf alcohol contained in
36 patent mnedicines. This.ranges
from 12 to 47.5 per cent. In only
14 of the preparations is the per-
centage less -than 20, while in 12
it is more than 25 per cent.

Football at The recent agitation
Harvard. favoring radical

changes in the rules of American
football bas brought forward a
very interesting summary of foot-
ball injuries received by the
Harvard squad during the past
year. On glancing at this sum-
mary one is amazed to find -that
froim Sept. 12th to Nov. 25th,
1905, over eighty 'per cent. of
the men engaged received some
injury necessitating at least a tem-

porary retirement from the game.
With these figures before us, can
it be any wonder that the thinking
men of the country are advocating
changes which will make the play
less dangerous. A comparison. of
English and Ainerican football dis-
closes the fact that the former is
healthful, invigorating play; the
latter dangerous, exhausting work.

Pathology of Joseph H. Barach, of
Enteric Fever Pittsburgh, in a n
article published in the New York
Medical .Journail of Jan. 13th, on
the Pathological Physiology of
Typhoid Fever, eipbasizes the
following beliefs :-that typhoid
fever is a disease dependent essen-
tially. upon the bacterioemia :that
the Peyer's patches and, solitary
follicles are not the sources from
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vhich the bacilli are sent out into
the circulation, but that their mark-
ed development is owing to their

peculiar histological structure or to
some physiological relation that
exists between the typboid bacilli
and the lymphoid elements ; that
perforation with the ordinary pyo-
genic infection is so much more
dangerous than with the pathogeinie
infection, because to the latter
there is already a partial iimimunity
established.

Dangers of Byron Robinson, of
Curettage. Chicago, (Ivew York
Mfedical Journal, January 20th)
opposes strongly the use of the
sharp curette within the uterus,
except in a very few cases, and
by the most skilful specialists.
There is no gynmecologiý, I instru-
ment except the uterine sound
that bas been so extensivelv and
badly imisused as the curette. It
bas probably caused more suffer-
ing and death than any other
gynecological instrument. The
injuries of the traction forceps, of
the dilator and curette are pro-
found on the g e n i t a ' tract.
Curettage produces relief in about
twenty-five per cent. only 6f
atrophic and maldeveloped. uterus.
The dainage inflicted by curettage
on the other seventy-five per cent,
overbalances the relief secured by
the twenty-five per cent. The
relief secured by curettage in
subjects of anannia, neurosis, mal-
nutrition is largely due to the
preparatory and subsequent opera-

tive treatment, and the favorable
mental impression. There is no
operation in gynmcology that re-
quires greater skill, knowledge of
pathological conditions, or exten-
sive experience than curettage.
In general, curettage of the uterus
is as irrational, unn ecessary, and
harmful as it would be to curette
the nasal mucosa.

Gonorrlieal Gonorrheal Rheuma-
Rheumatism tism is discussed in
the New York eïdical Journal of
Jan. 13th, by Martin W. Ware, of
the Mount Sinai Hospital staff.
He reports the cure of a gonorrhceal
knee joint by Bier's method: and
in speaking of the occasional in-
vasion of muscles by the gon.ococcus
reports the following case. A man
con sulted him for severe pain about
the shoulder joint, which was
swollen and limited in its range of
motjon. The posterior axillary
fold was tender and infiltrated.
Eventually a swelling was detected
which becane so painful as to call
for incision. No pus was encoun-
tered, but a tuIbid serum containing
Gram's negative diplococci. The
muscles showed all the changes of
interstitial myositis. Gonococci
were also found in the secretion
expressed from the muscle fibres
and in sections of the diseased
muscle.

This article throws considerable
light on a nost troublesome affec-
tion, the perusal of which. will
amply repay the interested reader.

February
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The Relation Philip King Brown
ofthe Kidneys writes under this
to Eclampsia caption in the Jour-

nal of the American iMfedical Asso-
ciation for January 13th. From
a study of 54,010 birth-records,
he concludes that albumin is pre-

sent in 80 per cent. of normal
pregn an cies ; that albumin
and casts are found in 30 per cent.
of all pregnancies; that the renal
condition is not accountable for the
eclampsia which depends upon
some extrarenal cause, though
there appears to be some.connection
between the albuminuria and the
extrarenal cause; that defective
thyreoid or pai'athyreoid action is
to be considered among causal
factors; that toxic substances are
formed in the placenta which are
very likely accountable for eclamp-
sia and possibly also for the
headache, edema, abdominal pain
and especially the albuminuria
found in non-eclamptic and non-
nephritic cases.

Hidden Intesti. T. Dutton Steele,
nal lHemorrhage. of Philadelphia,

(New Y ork iledical Journal, Jan.
20), finds the Examination of the
Stools for Occult IlJemorrhage
in cases of suspected gastric ulcer of

therapeutical and prognostic value,
but says that too much must not
be claimed for the test. It must
be performed under suitable condi-
tions as to food, and other sources

of bleeding ri'ust be eliminated. It

will aid in dete:-mining the length of

the various periods of the medical

treatment of ulcer; in detecting
the tendency to bleeding during
the course of gastric ulcer and in
anticipating and preventing seri-
ous baiorrhage; in determining
when niedical treatment may be
considered to bave failed and
surgical treatment is indicated;
finally under certain circunistances
in detecting the development of a
cancer upon the floor of an ulcer.
The bleeding should stop within a
week after the patient is placed on
a milk diet and rest in bed. As
soon as blood disappears froni the
stools, provided the other symp-
toms are favorable, the diet niay
be increased. If bleeding reoucurs
it indicates that the diet is being
increased too rapidly. Persistent
recurrence would indicate that the
ulcer will not heal with medical
treatment and that surgical inter-
vention is required. Boas says
that when bleeding recurs per-
sistently in people beyond middle
age, devclopment of cancer upon
the ulcer must always be suspected.

The Resistance • . 1 o n a t b a n
to Bacterial Wright, of -New

Invasion. Y o r k, theorizes

(.New York Medical Journal, Jan.
20th, 1906) concerning "the Prim-
ordial Nature of the Forces Ex-
erted Against the Penetration of
Bacteria 3eneath the Surface of
the Body." Positive éhemotaxis,
exemplified in the attraction of
the spermnatozoon for the egg, and
negative chemotaxis seen in the
phenomenon of bacteria held back

at the periphery of the epithelial
cell, are regarded as forms of
electro-dynamic force. Many who
have studied the phenomena of
cell division have been struck
with the resemblance of the karyo-
kinetic figures to those made by
iron filings in the fields of two
poles of an electro-magnet. The
processes suggest within the cell
some form of electro-dynarmics,
now recognized not only as the
fundamental attribute of all mat-
ter, but as the very substance of
all matter. If we see so many
facts pointing to the existence of
intracellular forces of attraction
and repulsion, if we consider that
this is the fundametIal manifesta-
tion of all matter, and if we know
from biological and chemical
studies that it is more pronounced
between heterogenetic units of
p r o t o p 1 a s m than homogenetic,
wbich is in accordance with the
results of recent work on im-
munity in its usually received

meaning, we cannot escape the
belief that the relation of the
bacterium to the epithelial cell
can only be investigated in the
liglit of a fundamental knowledge
of electro-dynamics. In the gene-
ral scheme of evolution we must
conclude that intracellular activi-
ties are correlated with intercel-
lular forces. The epithelial cell
in the tonsillar crypt allows harm-
less inorganic dust to pass through,
and arrests the foreign organic
protopiasm of bacteria at the sur-
face. This is due to the trans-

mission of those habits of molecular
affinity and repulsion which guide
nutrition and which govern the
determination of immunity and
susceptibility.

Friedreich's W h a r t o n Sinkler
Ataxia reports (New York

Iedical Journal, January 13th,
1906) thirteen cases of Fried-
reich's Ataxia, all of the spinal
cord variety, described by Fried-
reich. He distinguishes this dis-
ease from the so-called cerebellar
hereditary ataxia. Of the thirteen
cases, «three were in one family,
three in another, and two in a
third, so that the thirteen cases
occurred in eight families. In
addition one of the patients had
a brother who also had Fried-
reich's disease. There were seven
males and six females. . The age
of onset varied considerably, but
there seemed some tendency for
the disease to come on at about
the same age in the same family.
Thus in one family where three
were affected, the ages of onset
were 2, 3 and 3 years; in one
family with two cases the ages
were 18 .and 19; and in another
18 and 21. The age of onset in
the fourth family group is not
determinate. Nine of the cases
were not over eleven years of age
at the commencement of the dis-
ease. In one case it is stated that
the child had never walked norm-
ally. In two cases the onset was
at 18, in one at 19, and in one
at 21. The knee jerk. was absent
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in nine cases, present in two, and
exaggerated in two; the plantar
reflex was absent in five and
present in eight ; contractures were
present in seven; speech was af-
fected in seven; nystagmus was
present in nine, absent in four
patients. In one family of three
patients, all died of pulmonary
consumption at ages of 26, 26 and
24. In this family there is now
a third generation of three child-
ren, all perfectly normal. In
families in which there were two
or more cases, the type of disease
was similar.

Rheumatism L. W. Ely, another
of the Feet. vriter in the Iledical
Record, says that among the
patients seeking relief at an or-
thopedie clinic probably the niost
frequ ent complaint is '-rheumi tisni
of the feet, yet it might be said
with slight exa;geration that an
article on this subject should read
like the old book on snakes in
Ireland: TLre is no rheunatism
of the feet." One of the common-
est affections giving rise to pain
in the feet is flat foot. Another
is anterior metatarsalgia, or Mor-
ton's toe. Gonorrheal arthritis or
periarthritis of the ankle bas often
been observed, and the author
says that there is a form of
gonorrheal infection characterized
by extreme sensitiveness about the
sole, to which he gives the name
of gonorrheal foot. The pathology
of this affection is still a matter of
doubt. Ilysteria may simulate

rheumatisn of the feet, and tuber-
culosis of the ankle and tarsus
inust also be carefully excluded,
as any circuiscribed persistent,
painful swelling in the foot, especi-
ally of a child, is to be viewed
with extreme stispicion. The se-
quelS of fractures, and the pains
of late syphilis or of loconotor
ataxia must also be kept in mind.
Gout and acute rheuiatism itself
close the list of such affections,
and it, is pointed out that 'acute
articular rheumatism never leaves
behind it a damaged joint. The
treatment of these conditions is
then briefly outlined, the chief
adjuvants required being zinc ox-
ide plaster, plaster of Paris, a few
drugs, and some assistance from
the bracemaker and shoemaker.

Trachoma C. Cole Bradley writ-
in Children ing in the iledical
Record says that the soft follicular
trachoma seen daily i . New York

school children is often ivery diffi-m
cult to distinguisli from follicular
conjunctivitis. His rule is to
classify as follicular conjunctivitis
those cases in which the follicles
are limited to the lower lids. In
these cases they are lightly scatter-
ed over the lids In rows and are
superficial. When, however, these
saine benign follicles appear on the
upper lids, even without deep in-
filtration of the conjunctival tissue,
the case should be classed as trac-
homa. Cases that respond to mild
astringents in a short time, or to
fresh air, better food, and to relief
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from erroi.s of refraction are cases patients in the Crai Cooy, only
of follicular con junctivitis. When,
there is doubt, it is safer o p r-
ate and isolate. Later, he hyper-
trophy and conseeiu nt shinkin g
of the corjunctiva as sre'
appear if t is a true e .lI
discussing the treatmenit e says
that the general use of sulphate of
copper is not altogether harmless,
as it may lead to serious cicatricial
contractions. The use of 1 per
ce n t. solution o f bichloride of
mercury is hariuless, and is equal-
ly good in its curative resuits as
sulphate of copper. Copper it-
rate is apparently harniless, and is
devoid of the objectionable features
of copper sulphate.

is Epilepsy In the Journal Kerv-
Ever ous and Mfental .Disease

Idiopathic? for January appears a
contribution by Onuf which is of
unusual interest. Wishing to study
the blood and gastric functions in
a dozen cases of idiopathic epilepsy,
le made a careful selection of his

subjects, excluding all in whom
there was a history which might
in any way tend to make the case
non-idiopathic. Choosing from the
most intelligent class of male

fourteen out of: more ha fifty
cases examined were, co ensidred

even upon superficial examination,
to b free fi-dm non-idiopathie
factors. When subjected to a
more rigid scrutiny, six out of
these fàurteen patients were found
to present miuscular conditions

partly iuscular atrophies, partly
defective m uscular action without
clearly demonstrable atrophy. The
distribution of the disturbances
was fairly definite:W(1) iWing-like
standing off of the scapula., due
apparently chie¶ly to weakness of
the trapezius ;possibl also seratus
magnus, and rhomboideus, and
levator anguli scapula> muscles (2)
atrophies of the scapular muscles
in a strict sense, naimely, infra-and
supraspinatus; also occasionally of
the deltoids and other muscles of
the shoulder joint; (3) lordosis of

The War Against Quackery.

Oui good American friends, ai-
ays on the alert for some fresh

diversion, are just now enjoying
hat threatens to prove a surfeit

of investigation into varions ii-

quities. The magazine of this day
vhich does not number among its

contributors some daring writer
w'ho, with keenly pointed pen,
reveals to an astounded and horri-
fied public, the profundity of the
degradation to which the greed for
gain compels men, niust find sing-
ular difficulty in attracting readers.
The "Story of Amalgamated," the
exposure of the methods of the
great insurance companies, the
revelations of the corrupt practices
of those in control of civic, state
and even national administrations,
have followed one another with sin-
gular rapidity, and have awakened
our cousins to the South to nuch
introspection and questioning as
to the future. Just now there
appears to be an almost hysterical

desire on the part of fame-seekers
to unearth fresh scandal, and the
promises of revelations to cone
continue to send thrills of expect-
ation through the insatiable search-
ers after exciteient.

It is hard to believe that so
unseemly a scraimble on the part
of magazine writers to lay bare the
unrighteousness of a nation does
not indicate a want of balance
which should be taken into ac-
count in the final judgment. Too
free a play of the imagination may
add to the spectacular affect; but
surely detracts froin the reason-
ableness of an argument, and we
may have suspicion that much of
what we read in these "revel-
ations " is coloured far too highly.
Yet where there is so much smoke,
the existance of some fire may
well be suspected, and it cannot
be doubted that there is room for
improvement in the ways and
means by which some of our
American nei ghbours acquire their
wealth.

Froin the physician's view-point,
an interestir ,, perfectly justifiable
and highly commendable agitation
is that aimed at the sale of pro-
prietary medicines, which lias been
carried on for some time by
several of the better class journals,
notably Collier's Weekly and the
Ladies' Home Journal. The ar-
ticles in these journals have all
been moderate in tone, and have
been convincing because of the
skillful manner in which, proofs
of the contention have been set
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forward. It is gratifying: o know
thit the campaign inaugurated o3
these excellent journals bas created
widespread iterest, and that ai-
eady there are ample indicationls

of good results.
And nowr we have the satisfac-

tion of knowing that quackery in
its more vicious phases is being
brought under the search light.
Sonie recent revelations of the
muethods of the "Force of Life
Company" have attracted the at-
tention of President Roosevelt
who, with his usual energy and,
discernin ent, bas adopted what
was doubtless the nmost effective
expedient for dealing with such a
case. Two directors of the com-
pany were arrested, charged with
using the Post Office with intent
to defraud. In the course of the
investigation, so far as it bas been
conducted, it has transpired that
the company bas or bas had on
its directorate several of the lead-
ing financiers of the, Republic-
men who vere supposed t be of
unquestionable integrity. The
names of nearly a million patients
appear on the books of the con-
cern, and proof bas been adduced
of the most shameless and in-
iquitous abuse of the credulity of
unfortunates, to whomî impossible
promises were made, and from
whom were exacted fees and prices

enoriously iii excess of actual
value. Doubtless many othe+ con
cerns equally as disreputable,
continue to ply teir neaons
trade but it may be hoped that
a beginning haing been made, it
w,il not be long before the iost
objectionable at any, rate vill be
exposed and punished as they
deserve.

It is a liopeful sign of the times
that a very respectable proportion
of the leading magazines now
refuse to accept tbe advertise-
nents of "patent " medicines. Is

it too much to expect that the
religious periodicals vill soo fo l-
lowv suit? Possibly it is even not.
too venturesome to trust thatthere
is a day coming when meibers of
our sister professions, notably
judges and clergymen, wili cease
to give testimonials to the nos-
trums so widely advertised. The
doctor lias a practical interest in.
all this-though very differ'ent in
character to that which some un-
kind people consider, and he for-
sees fn the events of to-day a
presage of a healthier and saner
race, freed from the temptation to
self-dosing to which so nany now
give way, and which is responsible
iii no small mneasure for the
"nervousness" and other forns
of illhealth so prevalent in our
tim e.

TRACHEOTOMY AS A REMEDY IN SEVERE
T ,WHOOPING-COUGH.

N December 29th, 1903, I
was called to see G. B.,
aged C years, who had been

suffering from whooping-cougb for
ten or twelve days, which was be-

Scomgin more and more severe.
)uring the followino week or so 1

used inhalations of eucalyptus oil
and varioùs other remedies with
but little effect. During this time
th temperatueran froin 99.5 to

0. and he was considerably pros
trated by the disease. A bo ut
every half hour at night the
boy, was wakened by the attacks
cf cough.

On Jan. 8th, he complained of a
sore throat, and when I saw hini
the next day I found the tonsils
inflained and a few small white
spots scattered over them. I

*ord ared a mixture of chlorate of
potash and tincture of iron, and in
twenty-four hours the tonsils had
cleared off. On Jan. 10th, how-
ever. croupy symptom s appeared

.and became more pronounced in
the evening. I therefore, for fear
,the throat affection had been diph-
theritic in nature, gave 3000 units
of antitoxin subcutaneously, and
began the inhalation of steam from
slaking lime. This was do n e
about inidnight. During the

ensuing day his breathing continued
much the same, but as n i g h t
approached the dyspnma became
worse and 1500 more units of the
antitoxin were administered. I
reinained with the patient during
the night and tried a third dose of
2000 units at 2 a. m. Notwith-
standing all this the dyspnoea and
struggles of the boy became more
and more severe, and at .5 a. m. I
was forced to perform tracbeotomy.
The chloroform was administered
by my friend Dr. McGrath, and
the nurse rendered other assist-
ance. The operation was done at
the patient's home by the light of
coal-oil laiups.

As was expected, instant re-
lief was given to the c r o u p y
symptoms, while, in addition a
very marked change for the better
was observed in both the fre-
quency and severity of the
paroxysins of cough. Whereas
the interval between the attacks
had been only about half an hour
previously, now it was two or
three hours, and furthermore they
were far less violent and of shorter
duration.

I kept up the steai inhalation.
Jan. 13, 9 a. m.-The patient

>here is iio doubt that rmost of'
thé deaths fromu vhooping-cough
are due t e, suffocative effects
produced by tlie violence of the
paroxysms. The spasinodie stage
of the disease becones most pro-
nounced towards the end of the
second week and continues for,
two or thie weeks long'er. )ur-
ing this period w e g e t t h e
cvanosis, ecehymosis of tl e con-
junctivi, epistaxis, h e b e t i d e,
convulsions, etc., which accom-

p 'n that. stage.
Now if, we can divert the cur-
ent of air away froin the over-

sensitive glottis, and at the same
tine provide another outlet for
the escape of Mucus, etc., from
tUe trachea and bronchi, it is
reasonable to suppose we shall
largely remove the exciting cause
of the frequent attacks of spasm
in that part. Sucb seems to be
the explanation of the good effect
upon the whooping-cough which
resulted from the tracheotomy in
the above case.
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It will probably be objected that
tracheotomy is itself an operation
which more or less endangers life,
and may therefore be as serioui
as the disease.

According to statistics. from
five to fifteen per cent. of those
attacked by whooping-cough suc-
cumb to it, and as the operatioin
is chiefly to be restricted to these
in its application, one is justified
in taking some risk iii doing it.
We think, however, this will be
very slight in patients from one
and a half or tvo years upwards;

provided a fair anount of skill
be exercised in the operation, and
the after-treatiment be conducted

properly. In eliiren. younger
than this the operation is apt to
be more difficult and the risk run
somewhat greater. Consequently
one woulcd be more inelined to
hesitate to recomimend it in theni.
Still in desperate cases it imight
be tried even iii these.

In conclusion allow mle to call
attention to the importance of
getting rid of the tracheotomy

tube as early as possible in laryn-

geal cases. I have for many years
been in the habit of renoving the
tube in croup within forty-eight
hours after the operation, and i
bave found that by that time the
tissues around the opening have
b e c o m e so hardened that the
channel made remains f r e e 1y
patulous for several hours; and by.
that time it not infrequently hap-
pens that the obstruction in the
larynx lias suffBciently yielded to
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perit a eonsiderable imount of,
air to ass, ani when supplement
cd by tlat wlch. coieb es through
the tracheal aperture there will

e [nîough su plied tc tin
t sustain lie. If such a favor

rble resut does not follo one
has onily to re-inseit the tube for
twelve to twentv-four hours. and
again try leaving it ont.

A similar course nma vell be
followed if tracleotomîy s used
toi pertussis. altIough it is 0 pro-
hable that the tube would requie
to be left in longer in such caes,

wouild, and thereby more or less
prevent its heaing. For t h i s
reason a longer period_ would
clapse after the tentativer with-
drawal of the tube in 'the case of
whooping-cough b e f o r, t h e r e
would be need of its reinsertion:

THE PRODROMATA OF INSANITY.
R Ili., I iTTIE, M. D.,

(Read before C 'dian Medicai Association, Halifax, Aug., :905.)

OME years ago a paper, bear-
ing a title very similar to
that upon which I now

venture, was presented before the
Il arveian Society of London by
one of England's inost eminent
alienists. The subject was dealt
v i t h comprehensively, and so'

great a variety of symptoms pro-
dromal to mental disease were

presented that, 'it i sý,aidÏ everyv
one who heard the pape ent
uvay in a great state of perturba-
tion every one discovered that
he possessed on his own account
some of the symptoms indicative
of oncoming insanity. In the face
of s u c h an experience by one
whose faie is for all time estab-
lished amongst those who favour
psychiatry, it surely r e q u i r e s
courage as well as presumption ir
lne to come before you witlh a
paper on the prodronata of nental
disease.

Lest you fear that you may,
like those of the -arveian Society,
be stimulated to an unpleasant
degree of introspectiveness as my
paper proceeds, a disclairner of
evil intent at the outset may bc
reassuring. . There is to be no
attempt at exhaustiveness in this
paper. It will not venture even
a superficial glance at the whole
psychiatrical field, but will deal

only with the more coniion forms
of mental derangement-t h o s e
with whiclh the general practi-
tioner is more or less intimately
ac(uainted. And because it is
presented by one whose work is
donc in a hospital for the insane,
it must not be regarded as authori-
tative, for the asylumn physician
bas little opportunity of learning
about the earlier manifestations of
insanity, wliich necessarily come
u n d e r the observation of the
general practitioner. As a matter
of fact we of the psychiatrical
specialty, after a long period of
observance of our medical brethren
who exploit other lines, have con-
cluded that it is time that we too
assumed the convenient expedient
of poking the responsibility for
our ignorance upon some other
branch of the profession, and the
special reason for bringing m1y
paper into being is to secure an
opportunity to call the attention
of the f a nm i1y doctor to the
splendid opportunity lie lias of
contributing towards our enlighten-
ment by thorough study of early
symptoms and careful estimate of
their relative importance. T h e
majority of patients coming to
institutions for the i n s a n e are
incapable of giving a reliable ac-
count of the development of their
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disorders, aiîd the asluni phy-
sicians iunst necessarily depentl
alilost entireloy nl1 the histories
whicl accompani patienits.

can be deternined, the pathologie,
coidition is the same in e a c h
iin s t a n c. The symptons pre-
nionitory f either phase of this
psychosis nay be divided into
objective and subjective. Among
the objective symnptoms w h i c h
often indicate the advent of a
maniacal attack may be c i t e d
uniusual alertness, quickened mus-
cular reaction (especially indicated
in unusually rapid play of the
muscles of facial expression and
of gesturing), a tendency to over
activity, and often an improvement
in the general "set-up" of the

individual. There are sometimes
a t t a e k s of muscular twitching,
sometimes tremour-e s p e c i a1y
when finer movements, such as
those of writing, are attempted,
and very often an unusual degree
of loquacity. Subjective syimp-
toms of au -approaching manie
attack include a feeling of unusual
well-being. a desire to be occupied,
widened andi increased interest in
the affairs of life, and apparentiy
lessened need for food and sleep.
These symptoms may be present
for some time witbout there being
any noticeable flawý' in ni e n t a
action ; in fact, the period may be
one characterized by exceptionally
good mental work. But if they
are abnormal to the individual,
and especially if there be pre-
disposition to mental d i s e a s e
because of heredity or a previous
attack, they are strongly presump-
tive of oncoming excitement.

While, in a general way, ob-
jective symptons predominate be-
fore an a t tac k of excitenient,
subjective-or in other w o r d s
sensory-syiptoms are most pro-
minent in antecedence of depressed
s t a t e s of mind. A series of
symptonis may precede the de-

pressed phase of manic-depressive

insanity which correspond very
closely with those which have
been described as premonitory of
melanebolia. Comparative youth,

bad inheritance, and especially
the history of a previous attack
of mental trouble, point to the
depressed phase rather than to
melancholia, and an early appear-
ance of indecision and of loss of
capacity for effort add to t h e
likelihood that an attack of the
d e p r e s s e d phase of manic-
depressive insanity is inpending.

Many attacks of mental trouble
bave their incidence in an attack
of acute bodily illness. The vari-
ous febrile psychoses, and some
of the cases of collapse delirium,
etc., are especially to be thought
of in this connection, but an
a t t a c k of manic-depressive in-
sanity, melancholia, or dementia

pnecox, may be determined in
this way. The infectious diseases
are nost likely to be followed by
mental disorder, and t y p h o i d
seens to be particularly apt to
leave behind it a mental warp.
Sometimes the mental symptons
so obscure the clinical picture that
the underlying general disease may
be overlooked. Psychical en-
feeblement in the spheres of
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co ilbprension, thought, nemory,
emoton anId action suggest a

Ovarian Tumours.

Tinours of ovarian or tubai
origin are dangerous fron their
position. obstructing delivery, from
tosion of the pedicle in the case
Of the forner, or from inlanina-
tion.

A differential diagnosis betwveen
ovarian, tulbal or uteriine tuinours,
il' the tunour is low down in
pelvie cavity. is often difficult or
impossible.

Extrauiterine pregiiancy presents
su ci a varied clinical picture that
it never can be excluded in jnak-
ing a diagnosis.

Fibroids.
\When pedunculated, fi b r o i d s

closely simumlate ovarian tuiours,
and are liable to the saine kind of
accidents, while sulbperi ton eal or
interstitial fibroids may c a n s e
trouble in various ways. Change
in the tuimour itself, or iii its
relations. and the cardiac, vascular

and nephritic changes which take

place with tumour development,
all mnake for early operation, 'at
least during the child-bearing ages

Fibroids present in a uterus
after the age of 40 maV give rise
to symptoins which are somyietimnes
attributed, before operation, to an
increase in size or to a cha.nge in

the eharacter of the uterine gorowth.
Operations bave been repeatedly
done uder these conditions, ani
a pregnancy founid as the basis for
tie apparent ligiting up of the

INJURY FROM GUNPOWDER

INVOLVING BOTH EYES.

F-redericion. i.B

N ?O as a specialist in eyework do I report this case, for
I an a geneial practitioner.

On the 12th of July last I was

called to Gibson, a distance of one
and one-half miles from ny oflice,
to find a boy, by name Loriston
Estabrooks, fifteen years of age,
blackened and burned and appar
ently blind fromn the explosion
of gunpowder.

Having bored a hole in a block
into which ho had poured several
o u n c e s of gunpowder, plugged
this with paper, driven in a plug of
wood and set fire to the paper.
Not igniting as fast as bis liking
demanded, out he pulled the plug
and off went the powder while
he was peering into the bole,
thereforereceiving the full force of
the explosion in the face and eyes.

i-lis evelashes and eyebrows were
burned off as well as some of the
hair on bis head. Dis forehead,
nose and cheeks were as black
as c'harcoal. The whole surface
of the eyeball was as black as
his forehead.

What was I to do? Prevent as
mnuch disfigurement as possible,
and uncover some of the iris if
nothing more, that the oculist
might later on do an iridectomy
and gi1ve light.

With these ends in view I
began my task and at once found
the whole conjunctival surface of
the eveball cooked. Under cocaine
it vas dissected, the powder of
course lifted. off with it. After

completing one I thus treated the

other. The saine method was
applied to the face. but to clean
this it was necessary to scour off

every bit of blackened epidermis,
and then this lotion vas kept
applied: Calamine, Zinc Oxide,
of each 2 2 drains Glycerine, 4
drams; Aq. Calcis, 4 ounces; Hy-
drogen Peroxide add to 8 ounces.

It is very gratifying to know
that this renoved every blackened
spot in the skin; there is not now
a particle of discoloration.

I did not ban dage the eyes
fearing the formation of adhesions.
When in much pain morphia in-
ternally was administered, and
to the eye was applied a 2% solu-
tion of cocaine. Liquor atropia, 2
grains to the ounce, was applied
twice daily. The secretions were
washed away often with boracic
lotion. Later on an ointment of
ung. hydrarg. ox. flav., one grain
to the dram, was applied to lids
several times daily.

The boy now secs out of both
eyes ; one pupil is partially ob-
structed by a. white scar, but ho
is able to work in a cotton mill and
play ball as well as any boy.

THE USE AND ABUSE OF ANALGESICS.

C HAPTER III of the specialarticle of The iPh ysician
and the Pharmacopeia

treats of analgesics, one of the
most important and at the same
time most misused classes of drugs
in the whole materia niedica. The
importance of a thorough acquain-
tance with these remedies is
obvious, and the impropriety and
danger of the use of nostrums
containing them without regard to
the special needs of the individuail
case is emphasized. The danger
of forming the opium habit, from
even a short* use of t1e drug, is
well known and other agents are
only a little less harmful, if at all,
yet there are few physicians who
duly appreciate the extent of such
addictions, and how mnuch the nos-
trum makers profit by them. In
administering these drugs they
should be disguised as far as pos-
sible, and this is more readily
accomplished with the deodorized
preparations. For convenience,
these remedies are divided into five
groups: the opium, atropin, acetani-
lid, chloral hydrate and bromid
groups, the first tbree being more
properly analgesics and the last
two sQporifics, though the distiinc-
tion is not an absolúte one. The
different preparations qf opium are
taken up separately, and it is remar-
ked that the deodorized tincture is
far superior to all the nostrums.
Of the alkaloids, apomorphin as a
hypnotic, in 1/30,grain doses, is
said to have tbe ad'vantage of not

producing a drug habit. Cannabis
indica is a coniparatively unimpor-
tant member af the opium group
as here considered, but special
mention is made in this connection
of the extravagant claims made for
the nostrumin bromidia, whicb is one
of the blidgeon type of hypnotics
that may be very dangerous if nsed
as acvised by the manufacturers,
on account of the chloral hydrate
content of fifteen grains to the dose
directed to be repeated hourly if
needed to produce sleep. The
atropin group includes the crude
dru gs yielding the mydriatie alka-
loids. Atropin is of value in com-
bating pain mainly when it is of
spasmodic character, and if the
drug can be applied directly to the
nerve terminations of the affected

part. In lead colic this can be
accomplished by the internal admi-
nistration of belladonna, preferably
a pill of the extract coated with
salol or keratin to insure its pas-
sage through the stomach without
dissolving. The use of scopolamin
as an anesthetic is mentioned. but
the opinion is expressed that its
application in surgery mu st
obviously be very limited. None
of the mydriatic alkaloids should
be used as soporifics except in case
of urgent need as the benefits may
be more than offset by their dis-
advantages. Hyoscin and hyoscya-
min are of little use in relieving
pain, hence they can hardly be
considered as analgesics.-

The Perils of Being Shaved.

At the Marylebone County Court
on Monday, a case of somne moment
to men who shave, or are shaved,
was heard before Judge Self and a
special jury. The plaintiff, a male
nurse, claimed damages from the
proprietor of a hairdresser's shop
in West London on the ground
that vhilst he was being shaved lie
contracted a skin complaint. The
defence vas that the plaintiff did
not suffer from the complaint, and
on his behalf an assistant was
called, who said that sonetimes
carbolic acid was used as an anti-
septic. He added that he did not
use it, " because it was not obliga-
tory," but only used hot water and
soap. An·other witness for the
defence was a member of t h e
House of Commons, who stated

that he had often been shaved at
the shop in question, and intended
to continue the practice, a remark
w h i c h pronpted the plaintifTs
counsel to ironically wish him " A
Happy New Year." A second
barber having mentioned that & lie
had separate niugs for his less
c 1 e a n 1 y custoniers," and " that
some fussy people kept their own
mugs," the judge submitted the
case to the jury to decide, mention-
ing that it was one of peculiar
interest to him, because he himuself
was in the habit of v i s i t i n g
barbers' shops. The jury found
for the plaintiff, and awarded him
£15 damages. Pos sibly the
plaintiff's success will help to
teach a much-needed lesson to a
large class of persons who have it
in their power, by carelessness or
wilful neglect, to propagate in-
fectio-us and loathsome maladies.
The safest thing is for a man to
s h a v e himself, but if he pays
someone else to do it for him
lie ought not to be exposed to the
risk of contracting skin disease.
It is easy and inexpensive to keep
razors, brushes, and mugs in a
c 1 e a n state : and no one who
cannot do this is fit to pjursue the
c al li ng of a barber. We are

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Animal Remedial Preparations.

J. W. Wainwright contributes

He says that the striking
effect of t h y i o i d extract i
myxedema is an ideal illustiatio
of Brown-Sequard's theory, and
this preparation lias received the
greatest amount of study. Differ-
ent observers still hold conf!icting
theories in regard to its action,
but thyroid extract has been used
with more or less success in myxe-
dem a, operative myxedema, ex-.
ophthlihnic goiter, and obesity.
Several cases of cure or iimprove-
ment have been reported of diabetes
mellitus, eczeina, and e v e n i n
hemiplegia. It is claimied also to
render more active the process of
bon e formation, and is, therefore,
useful in fractures. Thymus gland
or its extract has given somewhat
similar results, except that it
does not stimulate the heart or
cause increased metabolisin. It
has been given with good effect
in rachitis in doses of as many
grams of the fresh gland as the
child is ionths old. The object is
to substitute the gland extract for
the deficient internal secretion,
while at the same time the general
health is improved. Sup rarenal
therapy is then discussed at length,
its various applications being des-
cribed iii detail. The author says
it is probably the best einostatic
known, as it acts by contracting

Some Facts Concerning the Early
Diagnosis of Pulmonary

Tuberculosis.

John H. Pryor in the Medical
Record states that as a result of
observation and experience gained
while acting as the first medical
superintendent of the New1 York
State Hospital for the treatment
of Incipient Tuberculosis. bis con-
viction that pulmonary tuberculosis
is rarely recognized at an early

and proper time f o r successful
treatment, h a s , b c e n decidedly
strengthened. This conclusion is
corroborated by the fact that
the hospital, which vas created
under a law providing that only
incipient cases could be admit-
ted, bas never contained more
than one-third of the number of
cases that could be accommodated.
The following definition of incipi-
ency or favorability \ras agreed
upon by a committee of the Nation-
al Association for the Study and.
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Prevention of Tuberculosis: Slight
initial lesion in the forn of infiltra-
tion limited to the apex or small
part of one lobe. No tuberulosis
complications. Slight or no con-
stitutional symnptoms (particuulaly
including g a s t r i c or intestinal
disturbances or rapid loss of weight)
Slight or no elevation of tempera-
ture or acceleration of pulse at any
time during twenty-four hours,
especially after rest. Expectora-
tion usually small in amount or
absent. Tubercle bacili nay be
present o r absent." Inquiries
submitted to a number of sanatoria
in the Uuited States to learn the
per cent. of incipient Cases received,
as thus defined, reveal the fact that
the average percentage of a 11
patients under treatment which
could be designated as early and
favorable varies from two to thirty
An analysis of all cases treated
at the New York State Hospital
shows that sixty per cent. were
received. In attempting to account
for this state of affairs the author
says that one reason is that the
patient does not seek medical
advice early enough. This is

especially the case among the poor,
who also often receive inicompetent
counsel when they do go to a
physician or dispensary. Another
reason is the faulty education in
medical schools and the recent
tendency to give prominence to
laboratory methods at the expense
of the skill in the clinician. The
classical symptoms almost invari-
ably presented in combination, are
loss of appetite, chlorosis or aneinia,
loss of weight, cough, witli or with-
out expectoration, bemorrhage, and
fever. It is extremely rare that
all of these are associated at an
early time. They are apt to be
present at a later stage. This is

particularly true of patients who
bave had rest. nourishing diet, and
open-air treatment. Many times,
under these conditions, few or no
symptoms are apparent, and yet
the disease may be progressive.

disciples. There is, too, a growing
tendency to regard auto-intoxication
loosely as a cause of disease, with-
out laying sufficient emphasis on its
essentially pathological character,
and the fact that it is itself an effect
demanding a cause. Bouchard's
book gives his views of the matter
clearly and concisely, with numer-
ous reports of experiments, step by
step, and deductions from these.
There is a conspicuous lack of
theory as compared with proved
fact, and yet the work is charming-

physical forces upon life are con-

sidered, and so much is presented
in a comparatively small book, that
it is not surprising that here and
there one finds dificulty in tracing
the applicability of instances he

cites to the subject under discussion.
Some debatable matters are set for-
ward, which after ail seem unneces-

sary to the author's contention. One
may reasonably wonder why a writ-

er who seemingly has no difficulty
in believing that a drop of water
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contains somethin tlike 9,556,0o
ooo,ooo,ooo,ooo,oo,ooo molecules,
each molecule being sub-divided
into three atoms-two of hydrogen
and one of oxygen, and each aton
of hydrogen i n t u r n containing
':o m e thousand· electrified corpu-

s c l e s, should express impatience
with the belief of those who hold to

the "orthodox " conception of life.
Nevertheless the book abounds in

good things. Nearly every page
teems with suggestions of a very
practical nature. Full stress is laid
upon the influence of nind over
the bodily functions, and the import-
ance of considering this in treat-
ment. There is a valuable chapter
o n t h e psychology o f living ini

relation to the prevention and cure
of self-poisoning, in which full in-
structions are given as to quantityi
quality and frequency of meals, and
the various niceties associated with
proper performance of the digestive
function. The author again asserts
the value of the sinusoidal current
in strengthening the musculature of
the bowel and abdominal walls, in
improving the abdominal circulation
and thus favouring resorption of
toxic products and r e n o v i n g
abdominal congestion, a n d i n
relieving hyperæusthesia.

The publishers have made a very
attractive looking volume, quite up
to the standard for whiclh Messrs.
Treat & Co. have so long been
noted.

This book, while primarily in-

tended for the trained nurse, is one
which the physician will find exceed-
ingly usetul. Short chapters on
food values and classifications,
nourishment in acute disease, gen-
eral rules for feeding the sick, the
serving of food, etc., are followed
by very clear directions for the pre-
paration of various forms. of liquid,
semi-liquid and solid foods which
may be utilized as diet for the sick.
A very practical section of the work
is that devoted to diet in disease.
The more common conditions which
call for restricted diet are taken up,
and valuable menus presented. This
will prove a boon to those physi-
cians-and there are many of them-
who do not always find it easy to
outline a diet for a finicky patient.
Infant feeding and the feeding of
young children also receive con-
sideration. The appendix contains
a number of practical suggestions
for the nurse in the sick room.
Altogether the book is one which
every physician will find to be of
great utility.



OBITUARY.

R.W M. CHRISTIE, of St.
John, died on Sth Febru-
ary, in bis seventieth year,

after a somewhat prolonged period
of ill-health.

Dr. Christie was born at West-
field, Kings Co., N. B., in 1836,
of Scottish parents. le studied
medicine at Jefferson College,
Philadelphia, and graduated in
1864. Froi this period until his
death lie practiced medicine in St.
John.

le was on the visiting staff of
the General Public Hospital for
many years and gave excellent
service. His surgical skill was
well recognized, and bis work in
orthopoedics was especially note-
worthy.

As a general practitioner he
held a prominent and foremost
position in the north end, and his
opinion and advice was held in
high regard by a large clientele.

Dr. Christie was greatly in-
terested in civic and Dominion
politics. le was alderman for
many years and showed much
activity and force of character.
Indeed he was regarded as the
most independent member of the
Common Council, and gave his
views in a very vigorous manner.
His death is greatly regretted by
the community, for he had many
strong friends.

Dr. James Christie is a brother
and Dr. W. A. Christie a nephew
of the late doctor.

The profession of St. John met
on 9th February, Dr. Barry in
the chair, and after suitable refer-
ences had been made, the follow-
ing resolution was passed:

" Resolved, that the rnenhers of the
rnedic , profession have beard with pro-
found regret and a sense of deep loss
of the dath of Ieir friend and col-
league, William-i Christie, M. D.

" Dr. Christie has for very iany
years occupied a prominent position in
tii city, both as a practitioner and
citizen. His energy and ability, united
with an unlusut dlgree of manual
dexterity, placed him in.the front rank
of operailse surgeons, while his warm
he irt anJ kiiidly disposilion enJeared
him o his patients of ail cisse-. As
a nemb r of tlie visiting staff of the
G neral Publlic Hospital he rendered
valuable 'ervices, and his cotinection
with the Board of Health added anloter
re-ponsibility which be cheerfuly dis-
cbarged ; be it therefore

" Resolved, that a copy of this resolu-
tion he forwarded to his widow and
that the medical profession be requested
to attend his fuieral."

The following resolution was
passed by the medical stff of
the General Public Hospital:

"' Resolved, that the staff of the
General Puhlic Ho-pital wisb to give
expression to the deep regret that they
feel -at the loss of their late chairman,
Dr. William Christie.

" Though 'an unusually busy man,
he was uniiring in bis zeal for his
hospital work, and in its performance
always maintained the pleasantest rela-
tions with those it brought him in
contact with.

" Modest of his recognized ability as
a surgeon, yet his opinion was often
scîght by his colleagues, and lie was
always glad to help and encourage
them.

"Resolved, that a copy of this resolu-
tion be forwarded to his widow with an
expression of our deep synpathy."
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Dr. Wm. N. Hand, of Wood-
stock, N. B., died on the 10th of
February under very sad circum-
stances.

Dr. Haind was, 42 years ofage
and a graduate of tho Un ity'
of Nev Brunswick aud he
University of Philadelphia.

'As bas been stated, Dr. -Hand
was a trusted physician and sur-
geon, a public spirited citizen, anid
a most agreeable person in bis
private capacity. He was one of
the founders of the hospital at

THERAPEUTIC NOTES.
The Theoretical Depreciation

Of Diphtheritic Antitoxin.-The
theoretical depreciation of diphthe-
ritic antitoxin has been systenati-
cally attacked of late by scientific
investigators, and the facts as
deduced explode many long ac-
cepted but obsolete theories. Roux
of the Pasteur Institute, Paris,
Marx of the Royal Institute for
Experimental Therapy in Frank-
fort, Germany, Chiadini in Italy,
and Miller in the United States,
are among those engared in the
work. Tests and rctests have been
made in twelve to fifteen thousand
lots of seruir. kept under all condi-
tions of laboratory and field anti-
toxin. All the conclusions concur
in sanctioning a more extended
time limit, ;:nd emphatic statements
are made that I The demand for
fresh serum is not justifiable ", and
that " Anv mistrust of old serum
is unfounded." The iajority of
serums show no appreciable dimi-
nution in antitoxic value, in two,

three, four and even five years.
The maximum loss in the occasional
serum, which frequently occurs
within the first year is 33 '3%.

The practice of adding a pre-
cautionary excess fully compen-
sates any such anticipated loss.
