GRAIN RISKS.
From this time forward the product of

the harvest of 1887 will begin te be re-
ceived into storehouses situate near to
railroad tracks. Those storehouses are
generally built of wood and the roofs are
covered with shingles; they are generally
built upon posts inserted itto the ground
sfo that tho buildings are from one to six
feet fron the surface of the ground; the
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sides are generally unplaned pine boards
battened, so that they, as well as the roofs,
invite the stray spark froin the passing
locomotive; under these buildings rubbish
usually congregates, whether from the
withering grasses, the refuse of the build-
ere or by the action of the winds, se that
these erections are constant invitations to
the incendiary vhether in shape of the
stray spark, the match of the mischievous
boy or of the careless smoker, the cil eau
of the enemy, the pyromaniac,or the over-
insured.

These buildings are generally erected on
ground leased from the railroad company,
and the leases contain clauses exempting
the company from any liability wbich
miglt arise in consequence of a fire; they
are generally occupied by grain buyere
whose operations are conducted by means
of advances froin banks who hold ware-
house receipts upon their supposed con-
tents without knowing or caring whetlier
tbey contain the grain specified in the
warehouse receipts or not-so that from
every possible standpoint thesegrain ware-
houses are specially liable to destruction
by fire.

It is necessary that such warehouses
should exist; it may not be necessary that
tbey should bebuilt of such imaterial or so
neglected as to invite destruction, but the
facts and the experiences overpower any
contrary reasoning ; se that we must deal
with the facts and try if we cannot, froin
the experiences, evolve some improve-
monts which, without being so expensive
as to be omierous, wiill be of such utility as
to make the future record more favorable
than the past.

The performance of the simple dutyef
inspection, by the proper oflicer of the
bank, would demonstrate, from time to
time, the presence or absence of the grain
to correspond with the warehonse receipts,
and to justify the advances made by the
banks, and would assist in the preserva-
tien of that mercantile morality which is
so essential to the safe prosecution of the
business of the banks. The neglect of this
duty is one of the causes of the destruction
of the buildings for the purpose of attempt-
ing to bide the shortages which muet nt,
some time or other make tbemselves ap-
parent.

ileasonable inspection by insurance
agents would prevent over-insurances
which are standng incentives to arson;
but insurance agents are too often more
interested in the amount of commissions
obtainable than tbey are in the welfare of
the companies they represent or of the
communities in which they reside, so tbat
the discounts of the bankers and the in-
terests of the insurance agents both mili-
tate against thie preservation of the prop-
erty; this is bad enough when the local
representatives of the bank and of the in-

surance company are separate persons, but
when they are one person the dangers are
necessarily intensified, because the dual
representative is tempted to excuse his
own negligence in the matter of proper in-
spection and control, by joining with the
warehouseman in the perpetration of a
fraud the success of which will ensure'his
retention of the bank agency anyway,
whereas, an exposure of his ieglect would
deprive him of the representation of the
agencies both of bank and of insurance
company.

Aiother means of reducing the inflam.
mability of these buildings is the free use
of lime and salt; if the. openings below
were closed, even by being boarded up,
there would be less chance for the accuinu-
lation of inflammable matter below them,
or for the introduction of tire in any of its
forms by accidental or by intentional
means; if tIhe every board and batten
and shingle were Lightly nailed there
would be fewer interstices aflording the
saine invitýtions to incendiarismu; if next
every part of the ouLside of the buildings
were saturgied and covered with a wash
composed of say one bushiel of-quick lime
and one peck of sait reduced by water to
the consistency of milk, and applied say
every spring and every fall, the work of
tle stray spark of the locomotive, the
match of the boy or the smoker, and the
coal oil can of the incendiary, would be
innocous from the outside.

If then, reversing the quantities, a liquid
of the thinness of say blue milk was pre-
pared by the mixture of one barrel of salt
and one peck of lime with water, were ap-
plied to every part of the interior of the
warehouse. the burning of the building
would be an exceedingly diflicult affair.

These inexpensive saturations would
lengthen the lives of the buildings by pre-
serving themi from decay by reason of the
operation of the weather, or by the depre
dations of-insects ; the cleanly appearance
of the buildings would have a boneficial
effect upon their surroundings by inciting
to the clearing away of much of that un-
sighitly rubbish whichi so disgusts the eye
of the traveller when his train is approach-
ing to or departing from almost every rail
road depot; and as cleanliness and neat
ness bave their good effect upon the morals
of the people, we need not add any furle
inducement to the adoption of the simpl
precautions ve have recommended. It i
not only in the case of grain warebouse
that this lime and salt wash would b
found useful. Year by year the farmers o
Canada find it more diflicult to procur
timber suitable for. the construction o
barns and other outbuildings, consequentli
many of thei are elevating the outbuild
ings they now possess and placing ston
stables underneath them; if they woul
then use these aidmixtures freely the

would find thei valuable not only in the
preservation of the buildings from the
ravages of the weather but aleo in the
protection of their cattle and poultry from
insects and from impure air.

But, the increase in the number and the
audacity of tramps from year to year, and
the number of fires which are plainly
traceable to them, is of itself an argument
for the use of cverything which may lessen
the inflammability of farm buildings. ln
addition to the tramp, danger in the use of
steam thrashers froi which sparks fly to
the roofs of buildings, and the use of soft
wood for fuel from which accumulations
of soo" nd biurEing chimneys are year by
year becoriiug- more frequent and more
disastrous, so that when the water froin
the roofs is not needed for domestic pur-
poses the shingles should always be satur-
ated with the salt-lime mixture.

Of course the necessary presence of straw
and bay renders the barn and the stable
particularly liable to destruction, but there
is yet no reason why the dangers sbould
not be lessened as much as is possible.

All other wooden buildings whether
mills, factories, sheds, or whatever their
use, should be similarly protected, and
when we, day by day, sec or read of the
terrible destruction of property by fire, we
are led te believe tlîat it le imperative
upon every one to do bis level best tb de-
crease the liability le tbis disaster.

aboard of previsioîîal' directors, wlioee per-

f may be considered synonymous wilh suc-
rcees snd ivliose energy sud ability are a
-1sufflcest guaranîce Ibat the. enlerprise te
awbich llîey bave lent their prestige wil.1
d be puelied o the ullerincet, ThaI Uic
yFederal leleplîcue oempany is a genuiîîu
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compotitor in the telephonic field and not
an opposition organized for the simple
purpose of being absorbed by its already
establlisied predecesior, w'e do not for one
momtent doubt, but at the saime tLime it is
well to take every factor iunto consider-
aition before attenipting any prediction as
to whether it really will prove a boon tu
ic public, anid lhre is nu doubt thbat ii

this cage diflicuîlties lie in the way tait
wotild not liresent themiselves under other
circtii uiines and in the case of other
enterprises.

In the firit plaie but litile fauilt cain be
liîund witi he present service. 'lhe Bell
Telehoe Company furisihiei us witl L a
long listi (if connections; with a prompt
an ready nius of couninnication ; and
at a price far below tiat charged in cities
of thei saie siz(s ii tie United States. No
com plaincxcept ithose iulavoidably aris-
ing froi ic inattention of employés, can
be charged against Uie existiig company,
tLierefore the stereotypel claimi that the
now outerprise will fili a long fult want
canniot b brouglt forward ;but on the
other band the Federal promiises an
eîquially clliicent service at a reduction
of thirty per cent in tie annual cost, no
iiiall indiiencit in these days of closely
caluilaited expenses.

Were exact:Lly tle samo numii iber of con-
nections available, this sweeping reduiction
in) co4t woul render the Fedoral at once
the popular favorilo, but this is liot
aissured, and .oiisequcitly subscribers in
order t0 enjoy their presient facilities,
wolld b coopellol to take in both tle-
phones and thug, su far from eflecting any
saving, will he callcil upon to add largely
t.o tleir existing ex penditure withoit a(ny
corresponding advantage beyond t.he pos-
sible addition of new connections. Suppose
we place the proisent nuiihor oi telephones
in ise in thii City at 2,000 ; unless the
]Irderlil coutld add an equal nuîîiîmber of
new oics it would nmercly absorb some of
those already supplied by the Bell, and it is
Iulestionablie, even were it able to fuilfil this
uniiderltalki ng, whehelior onle company with
.i1,000 sibscribors would not hbe preferable
Io t.wo with 2,000 eaci. If the merchant
is in futturo ha li 'obliged to pay $70 for
two tclephoiles Io supply him with that
commuitiu oun with ihis Cistomiersi which
he las hitertuo obtained froms oie tele-
phone at a cost of $50, lie will regard the
initiation of this nouîw enterprise witi very
(l)btfuil favor and, therefore, unless tlic
Fedral can guarantee increaised accomi-
miod ation conmlseniuirate with the in-
creaised cis t Otailed, ift wil] le looked
upo il lossi nîg Ve-ry msudcil lisgu ised.

'Thora is another point, 100, to which, in
Ui interosis of flic long suffering residents
of this City, attention iulist b drawn, and
thit ln flic question of the erection of
morc telegraph)0 poles in o1u aiready over-

crowded streets. Unlees tLIe Federal can be
induced to employ soine system of under-
ground wires our streets will have ftle
existing number of unsightly poles nearly
doiubled, and the limited accommodation
on the sidewalks still left ta us consider-
ably curtailed. The forest of poles and
network of wires on some of our leading
strees ias aiready proved a serious hind-
rance in ile case of fire, preventing the
erection of ladders and consequently en-
dangering the lives and property of the
iimatesq. If this iiimber of poles is to
receive so larje an addition as woild be
required by a new telophone Company, the
danger aid unsightliness at present ex-
perienced will be nearly doubled. On the
other hand if the Federal can give eflicient
service withi an underground system of
wires, in time our city fathers miglit con-

pel the otlier comîpanies to follow their
examnple and thus permit strangers to
admire our stately buildings without the
intervention of a gaunt telegraph pole and
a cob%% eb of teleplione wires. The proposal
te enploy the superstructure of an exist-
ing telegrapli company offers a partial
solution of this difliculty ; but tljs catn
searcely be more than a temporary sub-
stituite.

These are all considerations that should
be taken into account aud therefore we
have endeavored te lay them before our
rendors as impartially and judicially as
possible so that they iay draw their own
conclusions. It is a subject upon which
inuich can b said pro and con and that is
capable of many difibrent points of view.
lu ordinary cases we should hail the
arrival of any conpetitor that may tend
L improve public accommodation by
hanishing the suspicion of muonopoly and
substituting the healthy stimulus of open
rivalry, butin the presentecase ti benefit to
bu derived is not sa obvious and therefore
it may be well te hasten slowly. It may
be well, aiso, perhaps, ta bear in mind
that other enterprises with which some of
the gentlemen whose naines appear as
provisional directors of the new company,
are connected, presented obstacles almost
unsurmointable, and yet have been pusied
te the utiost degree of success far within
tue tinte proposed.

THE FAILJRE LIST.
As lias been prognosticated already in

these coluns, Vie afilcial list of failures
in the Domninion for the past nine months
of the present year shows a marked in-
crease over that of 1886. This will be no
surprise ta rendors of the JoUnRNAl who
will remember that the average nuimber
of assignmno s, etc., recorded in our sumn-
mary coltumnus alis been twenty-six per
week and tliat in only one or two cases
lias the weekly record fallen below twenty.

The total figures given by Dan, Wiman
& Co. for the three quarters past, are 1,017
failures with liabilities of $13,45S,000 as
against 957 failures' with liabilities of
$7,423,000 for 'the corresponding nine
months of last year. These figures include
all compositions, settlements, or failures to
pay 100 cents upon the dollar, but do not
apply ta extensions. They also include
the failure of the Maritime Bank.

Of course statistirs like these cannot be
held to he strictly accurate, since the total
given inqludes also all indirect liabilities
as weil as those due to tie banks. Tlese
latter usutall3 consist of notes sectred by
endorsation or other collateral and conse-
quently tram the point.of view from which
this article is taken should liardly be in-
cluded as liabilities at ail. For purposes
of ascertaining the actual position of trade
what is needed is a comparision of the
liabilities with the assets, se as to show
the actual amount of loss really accruilg.
It is easy to see that without such com-
parison te figures are really valuieless
since the total liabilities may easily be
swollen by large amounts of indirect lia-
bilities ta a figure utterly at variance with
the true state of the case.

Still the figures given are not reassnring
and when coupled with the steady increase
in the amount out upoun discount by the
banUs, seem to call for increased caution
in the future, Thle discounts for last
August were nearly two millions more
thanl in July and more than eight millions
larger than in August last year, an in-
crease which nay of course point to an
enlarged *volume of business throughout
the Dominion but whicIh, on the other
hand, is far more likely ta be due, in part
at all ovents, t tie fact that tliere li an
increase in renewals arising trou) the
difliculty experienced in mnaking collec-
tions and tiat houses are now driven ta
make discoints Who have previously
leld tîheir notes locked up in thseir
safes. The decrease i sales, too, is an
important factor since more assistance is
required froi the banks te carry the
heavy stock orf unsold goode. 'Tlhe experi-
ence of mnost commercial travellers is that
country ierchliants are busying very eau-
tiotusly and this has naturally led ta a
certain anctmnt of accumulation in the
hands 6f vholesalers accompanied with in
increased demnand for financial assistance
on the part of the weaker bouses.

Now ithat it is knowns that the crops of
Ontario will fall below an average and are
certain ta be much short of those of last
vear it le evident that no lessening iti the
demands upon the banks enni he expected.
Ontario stands at the ead as a consumer
and if she hna not so Tuch to sell must
consequently find herself less able to buy.
The result will be that lese griods wil go
inîto consumption in that province ind
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that increased difficulty will be found in
meeting paymients since the average store-
keever relies upon the sale of the goods to
meet his note to the wholesaler. If un-
sold goods bave to be carried over we ai e
certain to find renewals becoming the
order of the day and thiat bane of all
genuine commerce, accommodation paper,
reasserting .itself in commercial circles.
Consequently, as far as Oitario is con-
erned, we can look for no decrease in the
number of failures.

On the other band Manitoba is rejoicing
in a bountiful harvest and Quebec and the
other provinces nmay fairly be credited
vith an average crop. Tihis should form

a substantial offset and, providing a cau-
tious and conservative policy be followed,
should counteract the falliug off li On-
tario. But it is well to bear in mind that
although there is no difliculty at present
li customers obtaining ail their legitimate
requirements from the banks at the rates
ruling for the past few months, it is pretty
certain that money will be higher as the
winter advances, and that as there appears
to be no doubt that the aggregate of loans
will be larger throughout the winter, the
resources of our financial institutions will
be heavily drawn upon and those firme
who have nearly reachel the limit of their
line of credit may find themselves embar-
rassed to obtain further accommodation.
Tiiese are indications it is impossible to
ignore, and the prudent man of business
muet therefore exercise ail his foresiglt
aund care to avoid even the semblance of a
check to business prosperity in Canada.

THE INSU1ANCE CONVENTION AT
TORONTO.

''he half-yearly meeting of the Canadian
Fire Undergwriters' Association whiclh was
held in Toronto at the end of last months
reminded us of the life of many a good
nzi-uneventful and happy. Mr. J. J.
Kenuy, president of the Western Assur-
ance Coinpany, made an excellent chair-
mian, and it was mainly due to him that
the business was despatched so speedily
and yet so satisfactorily, and we may
safely say that it was one of the most har-
monous meetings beld since the inaugura-
tion of the Association-every company
except three being represented.

While Dur underwyriters aim at Yhat is
called conservatism, and desire to make as
few changes as possible in the tariff of
rates, yet all human rules are fiable to
error and may be improved, so there vere
certain classes of risks upon which the
minimum. rates were proved by experi-
ence to be insuflicient, and these were ac-
cordingly advanced, but these alterations
were few, and comprised such hazardous
riske as paint mille, sugar reflneries,steam
laundries and so forth. The public will

therefore have no just cause to complain
of being unfairly treated, especially when
it le remembered what a bitter time the
companies have been paseing through re-
cently. We think the latter deserve great
credit for the cool and business-like view
they have taken of a hard, bat as they
judge, an exceptional period.

With regard to the classificatio.. of
totwas it was wisely resolved that the in-
spectors of the Association should on visit-
ing the various cies and places satisfy
theinselves that the tire appliances and
protection are sucb as they are represcnted
to be, and that the general conmtruction of
a town and its consequent liability to a
conflagration or the reverse, is to be re-
ported and actedti upon as regards ite classi-
fication.

The only other mnatters of importance
dealt with at fhe meeting were (1) the ad-
visability of a tariff for dwellings and other
non-bazardous risks in the Province of
Ontario, and (2) the mnethod of meeting
the growing systein of taxation on insur-
ance companies as exemplitied by the
long disputed and now settled tax on cor-
porations transacting business in thelrov-
ince of Quebec.

With respect to the first of these ques-
tions we are very much afraid that by de-
clining to make a tariff the companies
have lost an opportunity which is not
likely to occur again, at all eventa for a
long time to come, and that a considerable
amount of demoralization ls certain to take
place in that clase of business. The plea
thliat the formation of a tariff would merely
have the eflect of building up the mutual
companies, wve think, le a mistaken notion,
and pute one in mind of the maxim, " cut-
ting off one's nose to spite one's face." The
result, unlesse we are conipletely astray in
Our reckoning, will inevitably be that the
non-hazardous clase will gradually come
to be writtei below cost, and be a source
of insidious danger to the business at
large. · .

As to the question of taxation in general
and the tax on corporations in thIis prov-
ince in partictilar, we commend the de-
cision of the underwriters as both sound
in principle. and just in practice. That de-
cision in effect enunciated the determina-
tion of the fire insurance comnpanies to
prove to the public that such a tax is an
indirect one by fixing the rates so as to
recoup themnselves for the saine. The
slort-sighted policy which lemads a govern-
ment to imagine that it can tax insurance
compangies, baiks or other corporations
without such charge reverting eventually
to the general public who support those
companies and corporations, is as childish
as to suppose that you can make the stom-
aci of the body sufer without. ail the
members suffering with it.

In conclusion the shortness of the semi-

alnual meeting just over goes to prove
that the Canadian Fire Underwriters' As-
sociation bas mastered the difficulties
attending the organization, and that its
machinery now works smoothly and well
on the whole.

CO-OPERATIVE STORES.
In a comparatively young and still only

partially developed country like Canada
we aire naturally iot only dependent to a
large extent upon the mother country for
those emigrants who are to formn the bone
and sinew of our coming population, but
also for a considerable number ot the new
ideas and novel methods of transacting
business to which severe competition has
given birth. No sooner does any new
theory, method, or even idea make its
mark in Great Britain or even the United
States, than it is transplanted to thtis side,
and consequently, although in most casas
it flourishes equally luxuriantly in Cana-
dian soif, there are instances, as in the
case of the co-operative store and tihe
English sparrow, where they may fairly he
classed under the head of undesirable
emigrants.

Those sanguine projectors to whom the
formation of the few co-operative stores
on the Englisli system in this country is
due, appear from the outset to have over-
looked the fact that the social conditions
of the two countries are entirely dis-
similar. ln an abinost pnrely agricultural
country like Canada and even the United
States, where the foundation of business
rests upon the produce of the soif, a certain
amont of credit is unavoidable and any
attemipt to introduce ai artificial systLm
of cash trading is certain to resuit in lose
because it is opposed to the current of
general business. The farmer is comt-
pelled to ask credit until his crop be
harvested and sold ;-the storekeeper who
supplies hii musmet naturally demand a
certain amtount of time froin his supplier,
wio in ils titrn obtainis similar concessions
fron the English houses. Throughout
Canada the chain of credit extends fron
the fariner to the miliionaire merchant or
manufacturer, and as in tihis country
thos persols possessinîg means .indepen-
dent of trade or agriculture are the excep-
tion and mnot the rule, the particular class
of purchasers vho have made the English
co-operative stores a financial success are
conspicuotus by their absence.

It is the clase of emall capitaliste, officers
of the army and navy, and civil servants,
wlmo being paid lixed and ample or fuir
incoines regularly are always in possession
of a certiin amount of ready money, that
form the main reliance of the English co-
operative stores, and it i precisely this
class that l8 most sparsely represented in
the Dominion. For this reason co-opera.
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Live stores bi this country always have
been and always will be failuires, no
matter how promising the aspect under
which they are started, as the record of
these ventures vill abundantly prove.
The store opened in this city started with
a fair ciash capital, the best clientele
obtainable inl Canada, and a staff of picked
assistants4, and yet, although its goods
were fresh and excellent and ifts prices
lower than those i inost groceries, it was
evident even in the supposed heyday of its
prosperity tîiat a species of dry rot was in
progress which would eventually render it
a hopeless failure.

Undor thiese circumastaidsit is~ lndic-
rous ta observe the terror which the threat
of establishing one of these gilded sepul-
chrs for sharcholders money will excite
aiong tlhe establislhed storekeepers of any
town or village. They arc, or should be
perfectly aware that a nethod of doing
business whiich has proved a failuire in al
the larger cities of the Dominion, especially
in Montreal, which cai almiost vie vith
Eniglisl ci ties in the nuimber of its citizoris
paossessinag inlierited incones of fixeI
amounti., cannaaot injire their trade except
temporarily, and that as son ais tie
capital silbscribed is absuobed it mllust suc-
cuamb to the inevitable; and yet the estab-
lisiiment of one0 co-opecrative store causes
an iaminouint of disturbancu wlaich the open-
ing of teni rival stores could not accomplish.
'lhe mveinent an foot for lin estahibila-
ment of lais kind in Cobourg is ian amus-
iig instance in poinat. We aire in receipt
of a lutter on tlhis subject fron a anerchant
of fiant city in whicI le says:-

I 1 take this liherty, thoigh not a sub-
acriber mlayself, because yoi aire in posses-
sion of information whicl will be of benelit
ta the triade in trying to show initend ing
investors thle fallacy of those scemcies, and
becaiso yon wvill be inlterested ina assisting
the regular trade aiiongst which you have
subscrihers here, for whose bieeit as vell
ais imy own 1 address you."
Sa eariest is tiis gentleman that lie goes
ta say,
"Eiclôscd is the pric of one copy of the
JoUNAL o Comm ,
vidnitly afeling tIat ant oxpendituro of

tenl cents in hard cash is a suaflicieantly
suîbstantiai guaaranitee of the sincerity of
lais aippeal.

Th11e gentleman in question is Well as
lis brother istoreleepers ay take leart of
graie fron the previous record of these
stores tiroiglionat this colintry. Evon
uider the most favoiable circuistances
their existence has nover been mare tlian
opheneral and their uîltimate failuro only
a question of tine. The attempt, ta faist
an artilicial method of doing trado, adapted
oily ta the requiroieets Of Englisla habits,
lias iever succeeded oantside of Enigliaid,
and vel there bas had ano appreciable
effect upoin regular traders ''he numinber
of English co.operative stores who have
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failed ignominiously in the very cradle of
the niovenents largely exceeds the few
that have succeeded, and 'tiougli the
success of hliat few lias certainaly been
enorious, it is far mare thai couter-
balanced by the wrecks whichi have
narked the progress of the lmovment

tlhrouiglh the different cities.

THIEI LESIEUR TRIAL.
The regrettable failure of justice in the

case of Lesieur, the postoflice clerk clarged
witli robbing the mail, lias led manly
thinking men ta question whether our,
present jury systen is not more calculated
ta defent the ends of justice than ta pro-
nmote thein, especially when the jury con-
sists entirely or partially of ignorant or ex-
citable iandivduals. The spectacle of the
six bluabberinig bucolic jurors listening ta
the iipassioied oratory of the defeaaalant's
lawyer pointing out the horrors of the
penitentiary, nust have impressed all lov-
ers of justice very uiiayorably, and
althougli it douibtless was vgry flatteriig
ta the eloquence of the advocate ta sit
down amidst the hoo-hooing of his six
compatriots, there camiot be nuch douabt
that men wlose tears flow so readily arc
far too weakly sympathetic ta fori ai just
verdict ipon any point in wbich nia appeal
ta theilr feelings could be made.

The line of arguient to adopted by the
advocates for the defence seeis ta call for
sadme coinent; and it is felt that althouglh
it wouald be dangerous ta curb the liberty
o speech, sane liit should be placed ta
the licensè allowed ta legal gentlemen that
moiglht tend ta keelp their addresses, if not
vitlii a the botinds of exact truth, at all
ovents within those of probability. One
of tle gentleman enployed by the prisonecr
sot up the extraordinary defence that
"l when the English-spakiig le nt camlle
"here, iost i then liad hardly a rag ta

their bauck, and they were iidebted ta
"the aicestors of the aItioniol'sthe pris-

oner, wlo, when they were poor and in:
trouble, opeiod their doors and liad coi-

" passion oaa themaa," and on this ground
aloine called for the acquittal of the pris-
aler 'Tlie prosecution pruved the issue of
the decoy letter and tle iogotiation of the
marked nazaey by the prisoner, and yet
the onlîy defence set up as thlit he was a
Frech-Caadiai, presimably perEecuted
by the presuned descendents of those ta
whoi lais ancestoris night have been kind.
The discouraging point is that (so accur-
ately had the prisoner's lawyers gauged
tli monlal calibre of their .compatriots)
this line of argument instead of ierely
oxciting ridicule was rceeived with sobs
and w'ails by the French speakiig half of
the jury.

.Another point of ianterest ardus6d by this
trial was the revelation itgives of the

mode in which Lesieur was'hi the habit of
passing the tiue vhihl he was supjosed
to devote to bis duties. We find that on
the norning of his detection he visited
twelve saloons before noon, and that in
one saloon he must have stayed a consid-
erable tine. Does not this argue a length-
ened absence from what was popularly
supposed to be the scene of his daily
labor ? And yet this 'point seems ta have
aroused little or nio attention. Agan the
amount of expenditure involved daily
compared with ic salary he recoived,
should certainly have aroused suspicion
long before the decoy letter wîas finally
decided upon. Probably we are bere
again confronted with the baleful spectre
of political influence and the demoralising
effect upon discipline and energy produced
by the conscioneses of possessing powver-
ful friends whose influence is able to over-
ride the authority of the superior oflicials.
Under no other hypothesis can we accounit
for fhe amount of frecdon w'hichl the de-
linquent oflicial must'bave possessed.

It is the old old story of toie political ap-
poinîtee, secure in the possession of influ-
entiàl friends and consequently led into a
course of license whicli in this instance
has culhninated in disgrace. So long ns
Goveriinent positions are the reward of
ward politicians and their hangers on, so
long will cases like the present arise ta
cause an inevitable feeling of doubt and
in]security in the w'orking of the depart-
ment ta which they belong. The belief is
beconing unpleasantly general that ta put
noney fin a letter is tantaiiounit to.its
never reaching its destination, and so long
as political usefulness, and not personal
piobfly nUd efliciency, formis the principal
ieuisite for an appointmeilt we caeiot
look for any increase in public confidence.

THE RECENiT MRES.
We think that the fires which have

occurred recently in this city nust have
brought, ta nany of our citizens, lessons
and experiences which cannot soon h
forgotten.

TO the employés of the various estab-.
lishments who have been thrown ont of
regular and conparatively lucrative cm-
ploymient, by reason of the destruction of
the places of business with vhich they
were connected, much distress nust have
been occasioned, as, w'hen we take into
cofisideration the magnitude of these es-
tablishinents, th nonley paid ta skilled
operatives and employés must have been
no smnall sins; and the nonnemploymaent,
or the irregular employment et ruder
labo.r must have had a serious effect upon
their financial ability ta pay debts, tomake
horne improvements, or to purchase such
commodit.ies as those ta wbich their
families were accustomed. Unless they
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obtain their suial employaient before the
winter sets in, which many of them eau-
not do in Montreal, actual want may stare
in the face those vho are villing to earn
and capable of earning such money as
would keep themselves aud their families
in comparative affluence. The losses and
embarrassments in this direction do not
stop at the employé, but extend Lhrough
the retail shopkeeper with wbom he bas
dealt to the wholesale merchant; because
the loss of custom through the employé's
inability to purchase, or of money klrough
his inability to pay, in turn affects the
ability to purchase or to pay of the retait
storekeeper to the detriment of the whole-
sale dealer.

When we look at the tax-paying portion
of the community and consider how much
the assessable property of the city has
been reduced by the fires of the last three
months, we face. a subject which is of
serions import to those vho may seem
indifferent because they have suffered no
direct loss of life ,or property ; yet, for all
that, they must either pay increased taxes
or must put up with decreased accommo-
dations in the shape of pavements, road-
ways, light or police protection, any or all
of which may be the cause of grave conse-
quences to them in robberies or casualties.

One of the tires which occurred this
sumnier caused, or rather gave occasion
for, au increase in the price of sugar, which
must have affected nearly every purchaser
of sugar in the Dominion, the increase in
tihe price being a direct " fire tax," which
should teach ehch one of us that the ques-
tion of fire protection je a natter vhich
affects every member of the community
at large. In several parts of our city may
be seen practical evidences of the"àdage
that "there is nothing like leathrei'" to
burn. The loss of capital by these burn-
ings is of such serious extent as to clip
the wings of many a projected improve-
ruent and to sadden the liearts of marny
wicse daily lives were full of comfort and
contentment. The projected removal of
sote of the manufactories and the final
stoppage of others, means to the city a
permanent loss of income and to the citi-
zens a permanent inorease of taxation, as
well as a permanent decrease in the value
of real estate. As the leaders in a system
of migration the removing factories are
likely to cause extensive losses to the city,
the indirect losses fron which will greatly
overshadow the direct ones,

We think the whole subject is one of
such serious nature as to be worthy the
consideration of our citizens. Montreal is
not alone in suffering from government'by
departments which are jealous of each
other, vhicl thwart each other, and which
appear to exist for the purpose of making
ench other ineiticient and useless; to that
nt only. iare the expenditu'res of each

without adequate benefit te the citizens,
but, for want of completenesa in the gene-
ral system, whatever good mniglit result ls
rendered nugatory.

CANNED GOODS.
The persistent efforts of the packers to

"bull" the market since the very com-
mencement of the season, has led to a high
range of prices wbich le now being felt in
the shape of emall and dragging orders
from the usual channels of consumption.
Buyers are evincing a disposition to pur-
chase. for immediate wants only, the feel-
ing being that in sorne lnes prices have
been carried too high.

It is now freely stated that the stocks of
lobsters and tomatoes held in Montreal
are abnormally large, that of the former
thousands of cases of the old pack are in
hand, and that in the case of tomatoes the
pack this season, thoughi seriously affected
by the drought, will be heavy, and 15,000
cases in excess of last year in the Montreal
district alone. Two new canning estab-
lishments have been in operation in this
district this season, and the tomato pack
of the varions concerna is estimated as
follows: 9,000, 7,000, 6,800, 6,500 and 1,000,
a total of 30,300 cases. Valleyfield, Que.,
this season ias increased her pack to
5,000 cases, and St. Johne, Que., has canned
1,500 to 2,000 cases. About 800 cases of
corn have been packed in this city. A small
quantity of corn, also some Lima and
string beans, h ave been packed elsewhere
in the Province. The market for salmon
continues firin, and two carloads from
British Columbia were distributed bere
last veek. The total receipts to date fron
the Pacifie were fourteen cars. The pack
of salmon on the Columbia river has
already been rcferred to as considerably
less than last year, but the Northern pack
bas been much larger. Recent advices
state that the pack in Alaska aggregates
180,000 toases, or an excese of 60,000 cases
as compared with last year, when the
total quantity put up was 120,7u0 cases.
The catch of mackerel in Canadian 'aters
late in the season has been satisfarctory,
but the general result will not be affected,
and there is practically no canned mack-
erel in the market here, though any orders
received would be forwarded to the coast.
The entire catch of New England mack-
erel to recent date was only 44,150 barrel s
as compaied with 243,610 barrels in 1885,
and 251,201 barrels in 1884. The quantity
in stock in the east l less than 2,000
barrels, against 100,000 barrels a year ago.

With regard to fruit, apples ivili approach
the usual supply, but the scarcity of the

.smaller fruits, with few exceptions, will in-
crease the price of apples. lu Canada
there is likely to be a good pack of blie-
berries, which vere seized upon by some

establishments, owing to the scarcity of
niackcerel. l'eaches have already ad-
vanced 50 to 75 per cent., aud are likely to
go higher. Baltimore goods tbat. have
been selling at $L75 for seconds and $2.30
@ $2.40 for standards, are now held at
$1.00 and $2.50 respeetively. Among the
goods which are less than au average pack
are straivberrics, raspberries, blackberries,
gooseberries, cherries, currants, cucumbers,
beans, etc., all of wvhich were much affected
by the prolonged beated teri. In theStates
the situation is a paculiar one. The eastern
crops were reduced to one-llfthl or thero-
abouts of their usual volume, and the de-
mandý fqlleþggely upon California, which
was not able to meet it at the moment,
and prices promptly advanced. The west
looks to the oast for coin and tonatoes,
while the eat looks to the Pacific coast for
fruits, and in both cases, though fromi
different causes, the result ias been un-
satisfactory. With the eat the trouble is
simply poor crops, wbile with the west the
crops bave been good and abundant, but
labor has been so scarce as to interfere
seriously with the important iwork of
timely harvesting. Despite these reasons
for an advance the feeling is, howver,
prevalent that growers and packers have
displayed speculative tendencies and have
held back front a really good price in order
to force the market highier. The impres-
pion le aIso general that, responding to the
present high rates, the canneries will re-
double thoir exertions, abandon critical
selections of fruits, and at tre end of the
season bc loft, after all, with large stocks
on hand and of inferior grade. The army
of consumers will probably unîdertake Io
settle the question for theiselves byrefus-
ing to buy at prices vhich many consider
exorbitant, and a natural reaction will
follow.

FALL NOTES.
Owing to the shortness of the between-

season in this country tie slow of autinr
wraps l rrever su large or so varied as
that of rilder clinratea wlere the change
from summer to winter is conparatively
gradua. lu Liis city, at all events, the
possession of a fal ivrap je more a ques-
tion of lixury thait necessity and conse-
quently they are usially included as
lighter varieties of winter wraps inrstead of
occupying a distinct, position of their own.
Still the deimand for betweeir-season wrapa
is a growing one and, in the larger stores,
necessitates the carrying of these lines to
suit the well-to-do class of trade, and since
they point out with toler-able accuracy the
probable bont of the coming season's
styles, it is is woll to take the new modela
into consideration.

Naturally the short modela are shown
in far greater variety than the long. In
the nir long wraps the.general rule seems
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tu bu to have loop or dolaitia sleeves for
thiote tiat aire half looise and coat sleeves for
tiglit-fitting aliil nmret styles. There
siniii tr be a feeling for long wraps tiis
seaisoi, and acrossa the lines none othor
are fasionable in Spite of the efforts made
to puîsl short lies. lanuy of Liese long
wraps reaci the bottoma of the dress and
ari trimed witli flat heads 01r gimp.
Tiey may be made of aiay îlaslhionabhle
elktis, imiiiiel's-iiair, înntehissen or suitings,
and aire aertainly gracefil alnd herorniig
tan the weIreas. 'fTle ametlods of fastening
vary cisiaderly, oine aire littoied,
othersi fastin undier a fly, arid itill others
have ribbonIis set ait; iitervals ail down tie
front to tie thema.

A great deal of attention is now being
directed te tie International European Con-
gres, calleid ait the invitation of EngliaIIld, to
iIgree Lpon f aI îaîbaniconment Of the bounîty
systeii wihich has proved ailinost fatal ta the
EInglish sigar prodtcing industry. Eanglanaîd
threatenis that unialess bounlties are abolished
hy the Continîental powers tiait sihe will place
a duîty anit aIl impîorted sugara sufficient te put
foreigat andîî doilmestic deaIers oni ani even
footing. This, of course, wouid tend ta make
sagars diarer, and it is douabtful if the thireat
cain b iiide good as tlie siagar producing
interests of Englaind, tloiglh large, are amall
in coiparison to the aîggregate conAiieg
iaterests iwlich wuiild seller It vast loss frm
year te year. At present the Eiropean pro-
duicing countries are taxing ilahescves to
give low paieaId sigar tc tLe British public
tuais inldirecly tsi sting oalaer English indus-
tries by aaaliiig the ruit af living sa much
tie chiesaper. This naaaaaatural stat of things
wilt pirobibly not b rcmedied by any
tiretta ittered oaa behiatlf of tlae Eng-
lia siugar refiiers, but riather because
of the heivy drtain iiupon the Naîtional trea-
suries wlicia is rapidly aîsiuming unbearablt
Iroportiion. France and Russia seerni te be
inclieiid ta hold aloof froa the Congress. IL
l fielicved thiat France is jealois of the rapid

developoment of Geriany as il suîgaî-giowing

country ald wili nîot abanadonl gcve'rnmaent
encourageiaent unaatil lost grounld has ben
recovered. France originaitlly was the laîrger
segar grower but tle production of Goranîaay
is iow filly double, notwithstanding the faet
that, France expended iiliait year, in the form of
suîgar bouinties, about o00,000,000 frairs.
ltussia's objection to flac Coigress a it-
knowi, bliit IL has been givean out that lier
bouity' of abonit $o ier toit oi bet augara ia
te be aiiiiteriitly r c n e ieuar future.

Tie direct ffect of a successfil issue to the
anati-boiiiaty congress would bl to make sagar
dearer anîd IL ia therefore important tu nlote
cortai l developiments which iavc a tendency
in tha oliposite direction, The great progress
of but sugar mannîaîaafactuaîre is remarkable and
ai roison for is cheaes, wlhich atlier iro-
dicers will not readily iackaiowledge, is the
perfection ta which cultivation and i mnanua-
facture halts beei brought. 'o atscribe its
cheapness aîltogetlher to bounîties is wrong.
Beet wlite sugar is now so vell and so
celemaliy ainuaiifietuared Liaitt not only is it
tlreatcninag thae very existence of the anîîcient
indistry of sugar relinaing by a second process,
but aifter paying the cosit of carriage ta tlac
Europeaai seailoaird, and thoisands of miles of
sea-freiglit, bet crystailaa and granuîalaftel can
bu sold in the most distant parts of the
worlid and even in cane growing couitries
thaselvos, 'The reliative positions Of the
towering canie and the humble beet have been
changing rapidly of laite years. The former

contaias 18 per cent of saccharine matter, by
weiglt, fron which mcost of the planters
extract, in a debased form, 6 per cent, or une-
third f athe sugar fhe plant contaias. The
mangold, tle original forit of. ,sugar beet,
contais 4 per cent. of sugar. Thea Germaaans,
flat season, fron iiproved viarieties of beet,
extracted close ona to 12 per cent of their
weight, ta I great degree lia tiai fori> Of pure
white sugar fit for direct consumption. Pro-
gress like this must tell on the prico of sugar
aînd if the cane planters really sacrifice two-
thirds of lteir possible incoe, ais alfleged, it
shows tlat they are behind the age The
publication of figures like thete in the Eng-
lisi press niy pussibly effect a clange in the
riglit direction.

Tiiat the cru of dear sugar las gone by,
also seemis evidunt by the experiuoents with
the sorgliam sigar canie in the United Stateog.
A iewa process lias bean adopted which dis-
penses entirely wiith (lac costly and ponderous
mills and steaman engines, and uses a far
simpler and less expensive anethod, by whichi
tlfi the saccharine matter is obtainued, while

by the old mcthods froan 30 to 40 per cent of
the juice is tlt in the catie after passing
tharouigi the illîl. IL is called the diffusion
or saturation process. The cane is eut
ilnto chips and passed ilito a baiLt-
tory of twelve cells, cacl holding u toi
of clips. flot water is then applied which se
tihorouglly exlauaats the raccharine matter
that there is huaiaidly ai trace of iL loft. The
experimental mill ait Fort Scott, Arkansas, is
turning Out sugar of Lhe bet quality, polar-
izing 98.9. Te mil i ls caipable of working
up 150 tonas of cane every twenty-four heurs,
aking 18,000 poinds of segar, or iore.

Tie yield of cane per acte is 10 to 15 tons,
calculated te produce 1,200 te 1,500 pouands
of augar. The sugar is wortl, ait a low eti-
niate, 5cOe per lb. at the miil. 'ru every
toit of Haie, there are ten or twelve gallons of
molasses, aso the aeed raised upon the canie,
aanaoating te about twenty-five bushls pier
acre, and just as good for feeding stock as
indiain cort. The seud, iL is estimated, wili
alone pay fer raising the canîe. These experi-
ments possess interest for Canadians as the
cane eau be growi in this coiuitry and a sugar
fctory is just ais possible aIs c flour mi1 li
nowi wlile the returns would e more satis-
faictory. TLe United Statîs commissioners
state thait farmurr are gladt te raise the cane
at $2 per ton, and at that iL pays better than
other fara produce. Net long ago Prof.
Collier clatimedci that suagar could b profitably
made froma sorglumî aitt a cost of one cent per
lb., that ce ton of cane yields 1d0 ta 150
pounids of sugar, 8 ta 12 gallons of molasses,
2 to 3 bushells of seed, 90 pounds of papor
pualp, 80 ta 90 pounads ai leaf fodder and thiat
flac suagar obtained was of high grade polar-
izing 98 degrees. Actua tests tend te bear
out his assertions the yield of sugar being 120
pounds per toua, polarizing 98.9 degrees; The
neir process will bc tried on Southern cane
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Te press of the Souithern States lias recently
expressed the opinion that a cheap and
certain process for extracting ail the sugar
from cane means an end ta the tribulations of
the Southern planter. The New Orlcans
Picaiyune says: "Our cane is far richer in
commercial sweets than il sorghiîum or the
bet, but the difficulty bas beuen to secure
them ail in an available form. It has been
impossible heretoore ta extract ail the sugar,
a large percentage being left in the bagasse.
Now it il claimed haint every appreciable atom
of it can be obtained by methods that are
certain and extremely economical. The re-
ports frarn Fort Scott will stimulate anxiety
and interest for the experiment that is being
provided for at the Magnolia plantation below.
this city. If it can only b established that al
the sugar il Louisiana cane is readily and
economicall> obtained, a new era of prosperity
will be opened to Our people."

Ail the indications, therefore, are favorable
ta low priced sugar. ft is a iistake ta
suppose, as lias been represented for political

purposes, that sigar is much higher in Canada
to-day tian ln recent years. The tendency
has been mainly downwards, and the market
prices have been regulated mare than any-
anything elso by ehle natucral lawis of supply
and demnand. The prices on October 1, were
ias follows in the years named:

The newspaper man is not
exempt from occasional acqcuiintanceship
with this mischievous tendency in things in-
animate-the disposition ta o wrong at in-
opportune timnes,-for if any portion of the
machinery, presses, shacftinig, belting or en-
gine, shows wiere it is weaker than the rest,
unlike "i the wonderfull one-horse sihay,"-it is
almoat sure to exhibit it just as ie is going or
lias gone ta pr-cs. The JOURNAL or CO-
Mua lias beu renarkably free frn accidents
of this kind for the past year or two. Last
week, howvecr, it came ipon ias ini te reputed
way: the engine, a 15 l.p. Westinghouse, made
us suddeuly aware of what danage may arise

during daytiue. The engine continues ta do
its work as satisfiactorily als though, under or-
dinary circumstanccs, a week laid been thken
ta ercet and adjust it in its place.

MACEEREL.

A subscriber at Charlottetown, P. E. I.,
ii-tes to us for the address of a rliable com-

mission house in tihis City ta whoml lie can
send mackerel for sale, He also csks for quo-
tations etc. Sa far little mackerel has arrived
bere this season either tannued or il barrels
owing to the hi h prices prevaling in Boston.
Canadians as a rule are not so fond of tis fish
as the Americans, but the quantity consumed
in the uîpper provinces i8 gradually on the ln-
crease. Large contracts were entered juta
ecarly in tha secason by %Iuntriel and western
bases with Nlaritime Province packers for
canned inackerel, subject tu pack, but when
the caeuirs found that the fishiermen were
asking higlh prices for their fish aud that they
could nlot ill these engagements except et a
dead loss they preferrcd tu break countracts
causing a gret deal of discontent amionîg
their customers. About two honourable litis
sought to please their old friends in the trada
and filied their contacts in part but the others
attempted nothing and will consequently tind
their uppcr province acquaintances very
chary about contracting aliad in future sen-
sous. There is probably less than 100 cases
of canued mackerel lu store here cia against

4,000 cases at this tiime lasc year. Large
quantities of Canadian uackeret have gone ta
the United States and the business lhas heen
so profitable, owing ta the fish schooling
wiîl the three mile limit, tait our aishermen
will largely ilcrecase their outfits next eason,
while the Amiericans)'in consequence of their
poor luck, will curtil theirs lis fer as the
mekerel fishe is concercned. l speaking
of unfilled contracts for canned mackerel it
muast be borne in mind that the caînners are
quite distinct froin the fishermen. The latter
have licen macking large profits whitle the
former, owing to the high prices of fisi vhich
were being sent ta the United Stites,bave
been conpelled in soue instancesg to pack
blueberries and other fruits. There is practi-
ceally no market bere for No. 1 rmackerel in
barrols as the fish rules go high in the Ameri-
cea markets, but for No. 2 about $9 woiuld be
paid.

Even here ill-luck pur-
sued him, for after years of importunity the
appointment was given to him i j'ut 'the day
before the aet was repealed. Mr. Johnston
se.ured the treasurership of the Hamilton
Powder Co. some six ycars ago, and for a time
tLhings went botter until the death of bis
wife, leaving behind five growing-up children,
led himn to give way to stinulants and ulti-
inatély to peculation. Attempts to recover
the surns appropriated by dabbling lu
I bucket-shops " merely led to increased de-
falcation, and when he finally Iled across the
border (ta Ogdonsburg) ha was a defaulter to
the extent of somue $7,000, although wben
discovered he had only a few cents in bis
poclket. He consented at once to return to
Montrei, but feeling unable ta face the cx-
posure and disgrace that awaited hLim, evaded
his captors, junped fron the train as it neared
Montreaa, and chot himself ta death in Flet-
cher's Field, near the Hotel Dieu. The Hani-
ilton Powder Co. will probably lose nothing
as they are covered by a guarantee policy for
$10,000, and it is understood thiat a life policy
for $5,000 exists, which will forcm some pro-
vision for bis unfortunate family.

TEnMINATION oF Mit. J. J DILioN'S AnTI'TiO
ToUR IN OANADA AND cLOSE IN MONTREAL

OF nis STUDIo ExilInTIoN oF PlCTDaEs
av BRuTIsH AirsTs.

On Tliursday and Friday next the 13th and
14tl inst: biiére will close at Mr. Dillon's
Studio '1744 Notre Dame strcet, one of the
choicest collections of genuine and excellent
moderin pictures thnt lave leen shown in
Montreal for many year ;it ile to bláegretted
that although thest have been in t le city for
the past thrëf nÎanths this announceent
vill be to nany (liefirst intination repecting
len, owiiig"'ît Mr. Dillon's strict mainte-

nance of 'old' country professional etiquette
which is opfosed to effusive advertising by
inembers of the literary and artistic profess.
ions.

Mr. Dillon wvho l now bringinig an extend-
cd tour in tlils'country' to a close, is an artist
whose works are favourably known in Amer-
ira ; whilst at home hie plictures are accorded
prominent positions in the Royal IHibernian
Academy, Dublin, and the London, Liverpool,
Edinburgh and other establislhed exhibitions
of Great Britain. As a restorer of pictures
and expert, he liolds many valuable and lon-
orary appointments being Conservator of
painting to sone of the principal art collec-
tions in Enîgland, Ireland,including the galler-
ies of the Duke of Abercombie ; Earl 0f Clan-
carty; Marquis of Kildare ; Earl of Erne;
Lord Rossmore ; Trinity College Dublin ; th
Dublin Castie state pictures & &e. Whilst
in this country ho lias receritly comnpleted
the restoration of several important collec-
tions, including the state pictures of Nova
Scotia and Nei Brunswick ; with such an In-
timate acquaintance with art and artists a
more than ordinary selection of good waork
may be expîected at bis bandsfind visitors to
his Studio during thie few remaining days of
bis stay hn this city wvll not b disappointed

on this score. Amongst the artiste represenst-
ad, the veteran T. T. Barker botter known il
art circles as "Barker of Bath," will probably
command the first attention; his fine gallery
:pictures i A Spanish Bull Fight near Badajoz,"
and t Driving cattle on the plains of Andalu-
sia," meets the visitors first glance on enter-
ing. Mr. Dillon states that ilese are the finest
examples of the master on the American con-
tinent, and in confirmation of his statement
intimates hie willingnoss to give a reference
to the Artist if requested ; they are superb
works possessing ail the best attributes of the
master for which at leiast $5,000 lias been cex-
pected ; failing a purchaser, however, they will
be returned to England. A few sailler pic-
turcs by this artist " English Donestic Inter-
lors," and ddHorses and Cattle in a Barn," are
high class beautiful works, worthy a place in
any collection. Claude Dupent, wheve pic-
tures are lamihlar to frequenters of the prin-
cipal Continental and Englishi galleries
is well represeuted by his characteristic pic-
turcs of winter scenes in Normandy and Britt-
any, with splendidly painted cattle, or borses
and figures, lunbering in a Norman forest;
for accîuracy of drawing, beaiuty' of color and
frce masterly trentment, this artist lias few
rivais, and ie already largely sharing laurels
with Rosa Bonheur, and on other erint nt
painters of similar subjects. Several pictures
by this. master have realized large seins, but
in view of Mr. Dillon's approaching retura to
England le is quoting actual cout price ($500
to $750) for the fuw -pictures by Dupont still
li hi bande.

"The Fishers Haunt, Favey Glen on the
Teign," is the gem of this very cholce collec-
tiun, a more charming exquibite bit of nature
transferred to canvas le not to befound in any

,galiery in the Dominion; through a shady
dell, a tumbling brook that verily "chatters
as it fiows,' winds past the spectator and re-
codes into the forest, uintil lost amongst
boulders and foliage; poetry, harmony, trans-
parency and delicious treateiunt, ail combine
to produce a veritable climax of artistie ex-
cellence; Mr. Henry Cleinents, the artist of
this lovely work, regarded it for lialf a dozen
yehrs as an inspiration and refused ail aliers
to part witàh it, but being in ill-lhealth and un-
able to execuite commnisniuns accepte frou
Mr. Dillon, at his urgent request lue at last
consented to sending this piecure, which Mr.
Dillon- firnly declinces to part with under
$500. Several choice worls by A. J. Morior,
one of the most exquisite coloriste of the cent-
ury, are charming in their purity of treat-
ment and aerial perspective, and as this
artist has almost retired fron the profession,
being of advanced lge, it ie probable that
these are the last examiples of this painter
that will ever be seen li Canada. Sani Davis
paitnts highly-fiiished little pictures of old
Englisli street scenes, and his happy selec-
tions of color and truc study of architectural
perspective render lis paintings charming,
beutiful works. Few exionents of charac-
turistic faces derived (rom sea-side and rustic
sources are hiappier in their treatment of such
subjeets than Frank Clayton, whose bode,
chiefly of old men, are qîuaint, clever and'in-
teresting.

Only two paintings remain from the well
knovn pencil of Mr. HIerbert Lee but. they are
inasterpieces. One, "Evening at Glengariffe
after rain," is a powerful, intense picture, the
darkeniig shadows and mountains of purple
heather contrasting finely with the fresh,
briglht color of the green sward still glisten-
ing and wet fron the recent shower ; whilst
the companion, a dreamy, poetic picture of

"-That lake whose gloomy shore
Skylark iever warbles o'er."

is painted in a quiet key in admirable hiar-

mony with the Valley of Glendalouglh and
its surroundings of ponderous hills and sad
legend. It would be a labor of love to dwell
in detail on the excellent productions of other
artiste equally deserving of special mention,
but it vouîld be obviously impossible within
the space'at disaiÏal to do so, especially .as
the choice examplei of W. Cole, VafL. BromNley,
P. 31auzoni, F. St. Clair, Thos. Miles, Forbes
Harding, etc., etc., could not fairly be dis-
missed in a few words. Suffice to note that
the collection embraèes about 80 represent-
ative choice works, afew charmuing drawings
and a valuable, quaint .old picture, by Adrian
Vander Dechen, from the Carlnore Castle
collection, which is a unique voritable ex-
ample of this rare inster. • From many of the
artists reprcsented Mr. Dillon holds exclusive
riglithofelu of their works in Ameilca, the
valie of which, as a waîrrant.y of genuineness,
need no comment. A descriptive catalogue
is published and Mr. Dillon closes his visit to
Canada by a sale condulîcted by 1. Hicksi& Co.
at bis studio, 1744 Notre Dame street, on
Thursday and Friday next ; but a short time
now remains to inspect this exceptionally
excellent collection of works of truc ùrtistlc
merit.-Ad't.
