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The QOsservatore Romano publishes the Latin
text of a brief issued by Leo XIII. on the
10th of September last, granting 300 day
indulgence to all those who, to the customary
ejaculation, ¢ Blessed be the holy Immaculate
Conception of the blessed Virgin,” add the
words # Mother of God.” This brief was is-
sued becaunse of the propngation of opinions
antagonistic to the belief expresscd by the
ejaculation, and has now, at the request of
one of the monks of Ara Cali, been publish-
ed in consequence of their public repetition.

The great changes which Pope Leo the
Thirteenth has introduced into the personal
expenditure of the Vatican bring the routine
of the Pontifical household somewhat more
into harmony with that personal simplicity
which is not more striking in him than it was
in his predecessor. Pius the Ninth ate the
same Spartan dinner, but he was too gentle
and goodnatured to aholish long-existing
sinecures. Pope Leo does not ee why a per-
spective of kitchens and an army of cooks
shoulds Le daily in labour for the the produc-
tion of that ridicule mus, his daily minestre and
single dish of meat.

In the city of Florence, Ifaly, a precious
relic is preserved. It is nothing less than the
staff carried by St. Joseph at the time of his
espousel to the Blessed Virgin. This staff was
brought to Florence by the celebrated Greek
Cardinal Bessarion in the 15th century, on
the occasion of the General Council held in
that city. The relic was then confined to the
monks of the monastery of St. Mary of the
Angels, in whose guardianship it still remains.
It has been the object of great veneration to
the faithful, who flock to the sacred shrine in
large numbers. In very many cases their con-
fidence in the glorious intercession of the fos-
ter-father of Our Divine Redeemer has been
miraculously rewarded.

A telegram from Rio Janeiro, dated March
13th, announces that the Catholic bishop con-
tinues his attack on Freemasons. He has
publicly stated that the cemetery has been
polluted by the burial of some members of
the craft. This announcement caused great
excitement. The Minister of the Empire, on
beine interpellated on the subject, said that
the Government awaited official reoprts res-
pecting the proceedings of the bishop. Should
the bishop assail the right of the State the
Government would urge Parliament to pass
measures anthorising civil marriages, the se-
cularisation of cemeteries, and civil registra-
tion, and granting to priests the right of ap-
peal against the episcopal decree of suspen-
sion.

The magnificent cathedral of St. Patrick,
New York, will be solemnly consecrated on
the coming 25th of May. This glorious struc-
ture, commenced by Archbishop Hughes, is
now all but complete, exteriorly and inte-
riorly, on lines of extraordinary dimensions,
on the Gothic style, and is ornate and sym-
metrical inthe highestdegrue. Ithasalready
cost millions of dollars, and yet no copside-
rable debt remains. The outer surfaee is all
of polishud white marble, and it shines like
burnished gold under the rays of the snn.
The window frames, girders, and supports of
roof and tower floors are of iron. The two
front spires have yet to be completed and cur-
ried up to an amazing height. The eloquent
pulpit orator, the Right Rev. Patrick J. Ryan,
Coadjutor Bishop of St. Louis, will preach the
consecration sermon. Archbishops, bishops,
priests, and 8 vast concourse of lhity from all
parts of the United States are expected to be
present, and the celebration will be on a scale
of imposing grandeur.

The Colonization Scheme.

The following items of information regard-
ing the grand Colonization scheme now afoot
may be of interest :—The name of the Society
is « The Colonization Society of the Diocese
of Montreal,” and it is calculated that if eash
of the 300,000 Catholics in the diocese give
ten cents a year, the spum of $30,000 thus
realized would enable the stream of emigra-
tion to flow onwards and thus relieve the dio-
cese of a number of poor people who would
be made independent and in turn help others
and sdvance the interests of the country in
general and Montreal in particular. Out of
this annual eubscnptlon & church will also
be built and primary roads constructed.

A monthly annal of the doings of the
new Colony will be published, each director
who pays an annual subscription of & dollar
receiving one gratia.

The Patron Saint of the new colony will be
Saint Isidore, and on the 15th of May every
year the fuast day of this Saint, Grand Mass
will De celebrated in one of the Churches ot
Montreal, chosen by the Bishop, in order to
call down the blessing of Heaven on the na-
tional enterprise.

'The newspapers will pubhsh the names of
those who give the annual eubscnphon of one
dollar.

Parish priests, presidents of colleges, direc-
tors of convents, religious and national
societies will be appointed to take charge of
circles of ten, twenty or a hundred members
of the Society and raceive contributions.

Every year the missionaries will advocate
the cause in the diocese,

The Government will be requested to make
an annual grant of $500, to make roads, build
bridges, etc, which sum will be accounted
for.

The colonization of the counties of Mont-
calm, Berthier and Joliette ia also to be advo-
cated in this connection, .

Cantholic Education in Scotland.

An extract from the Gencral Report for
1877 of one of the Government inspectors of
schools reveals an activity on the part ot the
Catholics of the diocese of Glasgow which is
worthy of all praise. Dr. Middleton says:
uide by side with the boards, with equal
vigor and liberality, the LRoman Catholics
have been carrying out a systematic schemo
of achool-building. Besides the boarde and
the Catholics, no other body has built schools
during the past five yenrs.” The efforts made
by the Catholics of Glasgow during the pre-
vious seven years are then recorded. Since
August, 1870, they had built eighteon schools,
furnishing eecomodutxon for 9,874 children, at
o total cost of £70,735 14s. 24‘d and one tem-
porary school mtb e.ccomodut:on for 250,
while four new scheols were tin immedinte
contemplation,” at an estimated cost of £14,-
000, There were employed in these schools
n total of 269 teacbers, of whom G4 wers cer-
tificated, 17 non-certificated, 137 pupil-
teachers, and 31 paid monilors. The report
further states that.be new Catholic achool
premises nre - excellent, and fitted up with
the most modern appliances,” that «the
schoold are mostly large, and are doing an
immense amount of goud among a compara-
tively poor class of cuildren, who are for the
most part of Irigsh extraction.” The report
then proceeds to correct & prevalent misap-
prehensionsthat in Catbolic schools “ ihe re-
ligious eduration is everything, and the secu-
lar educahon, as nearly as pomuble, nothing.”
« My extensive experience,” the inspector
says, ¥ enables me to correct this misappre-
bension, and 1t seems only just to do so bere:
No school managers can bt mure moxious
than our Catholic clergy are thut the children
gut as good & secular -education as possible,
and for ayvery good reason, that the poor
Catholic child may be enabled to begin the
battle of lifp from a3 good an educational plat-
form us the poor Protestant chilu does.
They considler that a sound secular education
will help to make the child not only a better
citizen, but'a better Catholic. In the Roman
Catholic scl;mols exactly the same kind of se-
cular instruction goes on asin ather schools.

Forty-six
received tho snerament of Confirmation from
the hands of the Bishop of Cork, and 3¢ had
the happiness of Leing ndmitted to their first
communien.  All the workshops were
busily eoxaged throughout the year, and the
cabinetmaking department turned out some
moxt creditable specimens of artistic hundi-
craft. Mr. Lentaigne, the Government Inspec-
tor, visited the cstablishment and reported
most favourably of it.  The income of the
reformatory for the year was £5917, and
the expenditure exhansted the entire of that
sunt, excepting a bulance in hands of £33 128

RRKAK-DOWN OF MR, LOWEK.

The London correspondent of Saunders
Irish Daily News, says :—

An extraordinary and painful incident fol-
lowed the conclusion of Mr. Hanbury's speech
in tho House of Commons to-night. Mr.
Lowe and Sir Robert Peel roso together, and
Sir Robertat once gave way in favour of the
veteran statesman.

Lowe's quaint and sputtering mmcismu and
banter drew peals of laughter from the Liberal
benches, and covered the faces of Sir Robert
Pecl and Mr, Plunket with the broadest of
gentlemanly grins. Mr. Lowe next pro-
ceeded to criticise tho specch of the Coloniatl
Secretary on the prevxous night, and reterred
to particular passages in it. But ho could not
find either bis spectacles or his papers, I don’t
know which, Mr. Lowe fldgetted with his
hands, felt in his pockets, all the time mutter-
ing what seemed to bo achoes of a digjointed
wemory. .

After a few prefatory remarks as to the
weather, and the perspective good times, the
following conversation took place

RerorTER.—\What part of the old country
do you come from, Miss ?

Jruia.—From the town of Killarney, in the
county of Kerry.

R.—Have you any brothers or sisters?

J.—=Yes. two of each; they areall in the
States, but I have not heard from them since
my arrival in Montreal, over four years ngo.

R.—Are your father and mother living?

J.—Neither. They both died beforc we
immigrated. My father was a boatman on the
Lakes of Killarney.

R.—Have you heard of a man named Daniel
O'Kecfe, who died in India a few years ago,
leavinzi a large fortune to the next of kin?

J.—Yes.

R.—Do you think he is anything to you ?

J.—From what I can learn, he was my
uncle (my mother’s brother.y When the
Queen was visiting Killarney, nineteen or
twenty years ago, he enlisted as a soldier,
went to foreign parts, and ultimately to
India. He wrote my mother three letters
from there, telling her of the immense riches
he was accumulating between that country
anit China after he had left the army, in which
he had held some rank, either Quartermaster
or Quartermaster-Sergeant, I am not sure
which. None of our family were educated
enough to rcad those letters (1 myself can
neither read or write) ; and I remember a Mr.
Galway, who held some Government situa-
tion used to read the letters for my mother.
The tenor of them, as near as I can recollect,
was that he would send for us all and make
ladies and gentlemen of us, give us silks and
sating and jewele and diemonds, that we
should drink tea instead of buttermilk, and
that we should be az rich as Jews.

R.—Were those letters, or any one of them,
‘ever answered ?

J —Never n one; my father was dend after
the first letter,and my mother used to take great
delight in having thom read to her whenever
she got a chance, but, poor woman, she never
once dreamed of replying. Sho was almost
afraid, and thought he must have killed ali
the natives to get 80 much money, though I
heard her say occasionally she would like to
6ee more of his money and less of his lavish
promisger.

R.—Where are the letters now ?

J.~Faith I don't know ; they were kept in
a jug and crumbled away in pieces and grew
old and withered trom the smoke and age.

R.—Have you taken any steps to establish
your claims ?

J.—Mr. McCormack is secing after the affair
and he will do what is right.

R.—Was your uncle educated to any ex-
tent ?

J. =1 should think he was; he was the
cleverest of the whole lot; yes, and could
write a letter to the Lord-Lieutenant ; he was
always about with the soldiers nnd was con.
tinuatly forming plans to make us all rich.

R.—Do you think he was any good at
smuggling ?

J—Well, maybe he was ; but at all events
1 heard from some man 1n Ireland that he
wasg engaged in it out in China.

R—What will you do with the money if
you get it ?

J.—I will give Mr. McCormick r million
and the Post 2 million, and I will give ten
mi lions to free Ireland.

R.—Thank you, on bebalf of the Post. I
presume your friends are becoming much at-
tached to you of late ?

[To this there was no answer.}

baving married o man named Danaher some
years ago, but who is now dead.

TIIE WAR IN ZULULAND.
Posaltious of the Troops.

The past week, in common with the whole
period which hag elapsed since the disaster at
Isandula, has been characterized by virtually
complete inaction upon either side. Interest
now principally attaches to the fact that Colo-
nel Pearson, who remains cooped up at Ekowe
with a force of nearly 1,000 men, of whom 700
are combatants, Bis position is impregnable,
but the fort is provisioned for so short a pe-
riod a8 to moke relief & matter of present
necessity. The manuer in which this ebject
will be accomplished has yct to be deler-
mined upon, but probably it will be after the
same fashion as did Havelock, apd conse-
quently Lord Clyde, relieve ¢ Luckoow," by
cutting straight through the enemy's lines,
and drawing away the garrison.

Fort Tenedos is an eutrenched post on the
Zulu side of the Tugela, five miles above the
nmouth, and will be the base of the force for
relieving Kkowe.

Col. Glyn’s column is entrcnched in ihrec
divisions posted along the main road con-
necting Maritzburg with Rorke's Drift. The
total strength of the column does not exceed
2,000 men, nearly sll Luropeans. In conse.
quence of the privation and exposure, the
health of this column is but indifferently
good.

At Krantzkop, midway between Fort Tene-
dos and Norke’s Drift, part of the remaining
battalion of the Native Contingent are in
occupation of a defensive position, and the
intervening distance either way iz patrolled
by volunteers, police and natives.

Within a limited radius of his position at
Kambula Hill, on the eastern side of Neabeska
Lawane, Colonel Wood is greatly harassing
the enemy by constant patrols of mounted
men, consisting of about twe hundred ot the
Frontier Horse and fitty Boers. The destruc-
tion of the military kraal Ragulusini was
effected sonie time ago, but the operations of
this column do not generally extend beyond
the line of the d'sputed territory. Colonel
Wood’s force, a total of 2,500 men, inzludes
1,000 usefnl natives raised in the Transvial,
with this force be covers' Utrecht. He is
arxious to obtain a reinforcement of mounted
nien,and the Dordrecht Volunteers and Baker's
Horseare accordingly under orders for Utrecht.
Colonel Rowland is at Derby, in the north,
with a wing of the 80th Reglment, two guns,
and & small Swazi detachment, but reinforce-
ments from Raafs Horse and Weatherby's
Borderer's Volunteer Corps, raised in the
Transvaal, are expected to join his command
forthwith,

The Lntest News From the Cape.

The Glole (London) publigshes a despatch
from Portsmouth announcing that the naval
Commander-in-Chief received telegraphie in-
structions from the Admiral for the “Orontes”
troop-ship to be made ready for sen imme-
diately, to take out abont twelve hundred men
for the Cape.

EKOWE TO LE ABANDONED.

A telegram to the War Ollice from Saint
Vincent, dated the 22nd says :—Lord Chelms-
ford intends to abandon Ekowe, as the roads,
which are bad, make it ditlicult of ap-
pronch, and will establish a post on the coast
road.

DABULANANZI'S PROPOSAL OF SURRENDER.

A despatch to the Staadard from Gingle-
lova, the 4th, says:—The day after the battle,
Cetewayo's brother sent o flag of truce pro-
posing a surrender. Lord Chelmsford replied
the only terms he could graot were that all
chiefs and men surrender themselves as pri-
soners. The proposal was believed to be a
feint to delay the probable advance of the
British on the King's Kraal at Glundi. Leord
Chelmsford and the main force have returned
to Tugela to await the arrival of the other re-
piments on the march up frem Daurban.
When ha has got his two cavalry regiments
—the lst Dragoon Guards and the 17th Lan-
cers (the « Death or glory " boys)—up, and
with the extra artillery sent out, he will make
an advance in two columns on Ulundi. The
cavalry will be of great use in covering the
advance and also in Bcouting. ireat cnre,
however, will have to be taken of the horses
until they are ¢salted.” The line of commu-
nication from Tugela and Helpmaknar is
strong and well watched.

REPORTED FLIGHT OF CETEWAYO.

A despatek from Pietermaritzburg, April
8th, says it fs reported that the Doers had
surrounded Practoria.

A correspondent at Capetown says it is re-
ported Cetewayo has fled beyond the Black
Umvolosi River. This wou'd bring him near
Umbelini's Kraal. He is said to be prepar-
ing for a grand attack on Col. Wood's column
before assistance can reach that officer.

REOWE BURNT RY THE ZULTS.

Loxpox, April 22.—A correspondent at the
camp of Iyzane says that Ekowe was burned
by the Zulus on April 5th, after its evacua-
tion. There is strong evidence to show that
the Transvanl Boers are tampering with Chief
Mapoch, endeavorinz to induce him to join
them against the British.

The wrecked steamer « Clyde” had on board
120 tons of ammunition and some Gatling
guns, but it is not expected the loss will oc-
carion any serious inconvenience. :

Yet,
there ore some who assure ug that we are now
on fhe highway to the perfectibility of man-
kind. “They bid us give them fuller powers
over education, and trust them for a coming
era of vertue and happiness. But who are
the facts? In spite of many millions
spent on education—in spite of an increase
of measures forithe direct repression of crime
—in spite of shorter hours for work that the
laborer may have time for rest and culture—
in spite of larger wages and every kind of
materint improvement—and in spite, more-
over, of a quite extraordinary activity and ex-
penditure amonpg the 135 different religious
sects into which the Registrar General tells
us that England is now divided, baving
among them 19,900 places of worship—in
spite of all this and much more, the record of
our public crime has izcreased sixfold in fact
or threefold relatively to population, within
a period of fifty years. It is a lamentable
consideration that the wember of crimes clas-
sified under Table I was Ligher in 1876-7 than
it had ever been during any year in the his-
tory of the country.

DECLINE OF FAITH.

The outlock upon what were once the fer-
vent countries of Christendom is esad and
gloomy. Svpernatural faith is dying out
amongst nations, as nations.  Take our own
country ; how many of the distinctive truths
of Christianity are held as positive certain-
ties by the people of England? How many
even among nomial Christians hold a positive
and distinct belief in the doctrine of the Tri-
pity of God? How many believe that Our
Saviour Jesns Christ is the God and Creator
of the universe 7 How many believe in sacra-
ments, in the existence of grace, in the malice
of sinp, in an absolute and independant moral
law, in the eternity of punishment a8 of re-
wazd, in the immortality of the soul? Are any
three of these truths held with absolute cer-
tainty by one-tenth of our thinking and scien-
tiSc leaders in this country? How few out~
side the Church, even among those who pro-
fess to be Christians, hold these fundamental
verities of Christianity with a positive, abso-
lute, divine certainty ? Like the pagan philo-
sopher Cicero, men are confessing that their
faith is only after all a probability. But what
is this but to proclaim the absolute wreck of
divine faith ?

THE GROWTH OF UNDELIEF.

The growth of unbelicf during the last
thirty years hes advanced with a desolating
and astonishing rapidity among all classes.
A few yeurs ngo the publication of certain
Essays and Heviews sent & pang of horror
through English Christiunity. But the doc-
trines they contaired have long since found
their place, und he whose freethought goesno
{urther thau these is now considered behind
the age. Every class of society seems to be
equally nftected. DMen and not a fow women
in what is called the best society have lost
all belief in a revealed religion. They openly
avow it; the profession of scepticism has be-
come fashionable. Unbelief with indiffer-
ence has filtered down into the Jowest classes.
Lieligion bas lost her bhold on milliens of the
population. 1t is certain that a large pro-
portion of the non-Catholic population is not
even baptised. Does one-fiith regularly fre-
quent any place of religious worship? The
number of persons anpually married without
nny religious rite, is n fair test of the growth
of religious iudifference. The number steadi-
ly increases yenr by year. In 1838 there were
only 2,186 persons thus married ; in 187G the
number of such persons had increased to 43,
418. Weare far from eaying that a constant
struggle with cvil isnot perpetually going on,
and we gladly recognize that a deep religious
instinet still animutes the better portion of
the English people; Lut it seems that except
among a comparatively small minovity, belief
in distinct ductrines of revelation is becoming
more and more vazue, undefined and diluted.
It is easy to scewhere this must end. Already
the pioneers of ¢pen atheism are amongst us.
The sappers and miners, of Satan's army,
composed of the enemies of God and men, are
busy among the population. Their blasphe-
mous prints are circulated in millions, and
their blasphemous lectures on atheism, deli-
vered in our noblest public hally, are placard.
ed or advertized in our ptreets and morning
papers. There appesrs to beno pubtic author.
ity in the land able or willing to issue o pro-
test in the name of God and of the people, or
to forbid the blasphemous propeganda of
atlieism. Dut enn we be gurprised at ihe cat-
astrophe of fuith which has come upon us?
The Refurtuation thyew away the divine gui-
danes which God had provided in His Church
for the intellect and will of man. The first
consequence has been that emancipated reason
is nbunduned to itsclf, or a prey to fulse
teachers, I'hysical science says: © Believe in
nothing but in the Jaws of nature ; there is
nothing above you” Materinlism says: ¢ Eat
and drink and live as happily as you can:
while life lasts; there is o0 other life afrer
this” Scepticism says: ©# Whatever you
think or desire may be true; tolerate equally
all opinions; no certainty is altainable by
man.” The whole atmosphere is charged and
heavy with unbelies. You breathe it every-
where. It is carried like & poison into places
where it has not been bred. As keed in the
thistle-down ' is carried by the winds, so are
the seeds of doubt and unbelief blown over
the Jand.

THE BESULT OF UNBRLIEF,

With increnring unbelief national education
necessarily becomes more and more indepen-
dentof and hostile to faith. How can they who
hoave po firm belief in revelation impose its
doctrines on the young? For a time they
may do so from regard to prejudice—but how
long will prejudice survive the correding pro-
cess of unbelief? | The second conrequence is
that the will, being enancipated from the laws
of faith, is'led.to trust entirely to its nwn
strength and to reject the divine grace asa
dream and delusion Hence, within a period
of fifty yenrs vico in England has increased
sixfold. Aund this.in spite of & prodigious in-
crease in all kinds of human agencies and ap-
plinnce to diminishit. Thethird consequence
is that the intellect and will being emanci-
pated from the control of faith, man's whole
iden of progress consists in material civiliza-
tion, that is to say, in the advance of phyeical
science, and of arts, liferature, and mental:
culturc, a8 ministering to pleastre, in the,

multiplication and.development of the mute- {°

rial comforts -and -conveniences of this lifa, .
avd of whitever wealth and care can obtain.
towards the gratifieation of: our tastes and in-

chinations. ‘The fourth consequence is ambi-

tion of conquest among nations, and covet- ]

onsness among individuals, These vices
.breed others;. discontent, envy, hatred, com-
binations of the weéak against the strong,
.communsim, socialiam, aud the horrors ot the
‘civilowar, But assuredly, if there be no fu-
‘tore life, no eternal reward and p-nishment,
movimmortality, no Saviour Jesus Christ, no
‘essage from God to man, communism and
socialism are justified in their war against
capital and wealth ; and every excess may be
applauded, if it be only triumphant. The last
oonsequence issuing from the above conclu-
sions.is hatred of the Catholic Church; for
the-Catholic Church alone is clear, precise,
oensistent and uncompromising in her teach-
ing. She claims Divine authority to teach
and to command. Men's hatred of the Church
and .of -her august Head is easily understood.
In Eurgpe and America associations have
been formed for the express purpose of her
destruction. And where no such nssociations
exist, there is opposition to her autbority with
& positive .unwillingness to admit even the
most patent instances of her beneficent influ-
ence apd action upon mankind. His lord-
ship remarks that the world hns returned to
naturalism,that is, to a belief in the natural
order, and that in nearly every land the
Church is fettered, robbed, and impovershed,
or apenly persecuted. And yet, be continues,
the nations are not happy, but rather miser-
able, oppressed with tuxation, and shaken
with fears and apprehensions of wlhat shall
come upon them. Millions of men ever Eu-
rope have been called from their homes,
their trades, and the cultivation of the land
to live in bamraciis, campr, and battle fields. It
is a sad and morally hideous speciacle, un-
worthy even -of effraria or Zululand. But
such is now the condition of the whole of
Taurope. His Lordship asks his brethren and
children to fear mot for the Church though
revolt against ker be so general, but bids each
one to “work out your own salvation with fear
and trembling.”
CATHOLIC MARRIAGE.

Three things are essential for the preserva-
tion of the Catholic faith in England : good
Cutholic marriages, good Catholic education,
and continual use of prayer and the sacra-
ments.  Catholic marriage is the fountain-
hend of Catholic domestic life. A mixed mar-
riages is as & poisoned well. Remember that
the earliest danger to faith arises from mixed
mparriages. These marrirges are detestablein
the eyes of the Church, not only on account
of the danger of lukewarmness, compromise,
and even of perversion, to the Catholic party,
but still more on accouat of the spiritual
danger to the children of such marriages. Are
the children likely to be uniform!y and con-
gistently trained to velue the supernatural
gift of faith as the greatest of blessings and to
entsrtain a due and proper hatred of heresy,
when one of their perents is living, let us
suppose, inculpably in heresy? What cer-
tainty is there that the children will receive
a Catholic education, if the Catholic parent
be taken away 7 What certainty that they
will not full under non-Catholic influences,
and be brought up at last in an anti-Catholic
atmosphere? And then as to promises, what
security is there for their observance ? One of
the reasons of the falling away of so many
Catholic names from the faith, one of the
reasons of the decline of fervour in faith is to
be found in the number of our mixed mar-
riages. These have increased so much of late
years, and the evils resulting from them are
so manifest that we are seriously considering
whether we shall not return te the Holy See
the Faculty granted us to permit mixed mar-
riages upou certain comditions. We ncever
grant these dispeusations without a shudder
and a pang ¢ leur, unless we are assured that
the non-Catholic party has been instructed in
the Catholic faith, and is prepured to embrace
and practise it.

CATUOLIC EDUCATION,

His Lordship observes that in the present
day a good Catholic educntion is absolutely
essential as an armour against unbelief and
immorality. But education is notconfined to
knowledge, even though that knowledge com-
prehend the whole circle ot Cutholic theolugy.
Knowledge of the catechism and of the faith
must be reduced to practice in order to make
children good. The Catholic school, there-
fore, will have failed jn its chief end if it fail
to form habits of virtue in its children. Let
Catholic parents, if there be any so sunk in
wickedness as 1o neglect the Cutholic educa-
tion of their ghildren, vetlect low grievously
they sin in sending their children to Board
and other non-Catholic #chools, to the immi-
nent peril of their Catholic life, when Catholic
schools are withio their reach. It needs many
precautions and a very gruve reason, indeed
one so grave that we know not whether any
of the kind can exist in this diocesy, to excuse
a parent for sicning in sending his children
to a pon-Cathalic school. It is no justifica-
tion to plead that nothing istaught agninst the
Catholic faith. The abstnce of the teaching
of Cutholic doctiines, and stili more of Ca-
tholic practices, is a deaway evil initself. Lhen
again, the companivnship of ron-Cutholic
children is a positive dabnger to whick no
pacents can needlessly expose their ¢hildren
without sin. - Lastly, let the Catholic parent
reflect that the very fuct that a child knows
that his taith bas vot decided the school to
which he has been sent, that his religion Las
been made secondary to secular considern-
tions—this very fact must produce in the end
the worst possible impression upen the mind
and future couduct of the child. The child
will naturally say : « Why should I care more
for my religion than my purents? Are they
not older and better than [ am ?  If religion
is little to then:, why should it be more to
me?” If such be the vital importance of
Catholic education it must be ¢vident to every
Catholic with a wvoice in the atfuirs of the
country that it is his duty to use his influence
to maintain the present integrity of Cathotic
education. The pressure of the State upon
Cutholic schools is already severe: it has in-
terfered with our text books and limited the
time of religious instruction, which it barely
tolerates. A little more in the way of restric-
tive legislation would bring us fuce to fuce
with an intolerable perrecution, and would:
ewbroil us in a bitter contest for the preser-.
vation: of our fuith and for the salvation of.
our souls. God grant that this day may be.
yet far of!

The mother of the child in dispute, Iillen
McClinchy, died some months ago, and in
September lust signed a requestthat the child
should be transterred to the custody of the
Sisters  of the House of Providence. His
Lordship, in giving judgment, held that as
the mother had, months before her death,
freely and knowingly, placed the child in an
institution chartered to provide for such
outcasts, she could not legally de-
volve her personal right when jin-
life to the custody of the child
upon any other person either DLy ap-
pointing them guardians or giving any testa-
mentary directions. Had a Protestant mother
some months Dbefore ber death voluntarily
placed ber illegitimate child with the Sisters
of the House} of Providence I cannot sec
how any testamentary or other directions
given by her could entitle any onc to obtain
possession of the child. There is no ques-
tion here involved of any property having
been bequeathed to the clild, or any sugges-
tion as to any temporal benetit to ir, or any
ground as to its treatment, &c. It only rests
in an alleged right to bring the child up in
its mother's religious belief. I cannot fsee
that I Lhave any power or right to interfore.

THE INTERNATIONAL CONTEST,

Loxpox, April 25.—The pedestrian contest
at the Agricultural Hall attracted over 10,000
spectators this afterncon, and during the
evening over 20,000 filled the building.
Brown's time has beaten all past records, and
Lhe was greeted by the cheers and shouts of
the mass of humanity that filled the building.
Weston, whao covered a greater distance than
he ever did before, was suflering terribly
from his bhistered feet, but he gamely strug-
gled ou, in order to complete 450 miles
by ten o'clock to-morrow night, and thus
receive n share of the gate money.

All the principal sporting houses bulletin
every mile scored, and the scores of Brown
and Hazael are telegmphed atlover. At11.30
p-m., Brown stood 478 Hazael, 154 ; Corkey,
437 ; Weston, 398 miles. Brown intended to
completoe 500 miles before he left the track.
The Detting is 2 agrinst 3 that Brown will
cover 560 miles. Such performances as those
of Brown and Hazuel were never known.

Restoring the Dend.

T'he body of Merrick, who was hanged for
murder in Indiznepolis vecently, was taken
from the gaullows directly to a medical col-
lege there and temporarily restored to life by
artificial menns. An account of the trertment
will prove interesting.

‘The body was drawn upward at full length
by the head until (he toes rested in the tub
in which ho had lnin.  Instuntly the nssistnnts
mbbed the body briskly with towels for twe
minutes, and then wrapped it from the
shoulders down with o warm blanket. Then
the head and neck were manipulated in every
way to set the dislocated joint.  Afterthis the
body was returned to the table, the windpipe
opened and v tube inserted to which a bellows
was attached. Bome of the veins opened to
draw ofl the congulated blood, and a jar of be-
fibrinated sheep's blood was produced to be
injected when all shounld berendy. 'Ihe Indi-
anapolis Herald tells what occurred next . —

And now came the trinl which all awaited
in breathless anxiety.  Tbe professor of ana-
tomy took charge of the jars of bload and
milk,andwas to turn the stopeocks to let it Hew
into the fugnler vein, and thence into tho
heart, and the professor of physiology was to
empty the blood from the head with the aspi-
rator at the same time.  Another student was
to intlate tho lungs with the bellows by slow
ewsy motion, not more rapidly than cighteen a
minute.  Another assistant was to move
scape valve on the betlows tube so that when
the lungs wero filled it might empty itself ol
bad air without Boewing back into the bel:
lows. The other assistants stood by the bat-
terics to make the connections at the word.

At the word #now,” every woll trained head
aud hand began to work—ull in harmony—
and quietly. No sound at first but the wheez-
ing of the bellows, and the mensured thud,
thud, of the piston of the wiv pump. The
cloited blood from the head poured inte the
receiver at fiest like a brown jelly, which after
a few moments was thinner, at last » stream
of thin warm blood.

A shout went up from every one,
but followed in w moment vy deathly stillness,
for the swollen eyes of the dend were seen to
roll in their suckets, ench one looked at the
other as much as to suy, « What Liave we done
in restoring this man to life and suflering 7
‘The buttery of the heart and abdomen were

now disconneeted and all the semblance of
life was obscrvable.  Nearly two piats of the
blood mixturc had entered the veins. This
wag not cut off and artificial respiration kept
up. The pulse conld Le counted ircegular, nnd
over 190 per minute.  The face of the subject
was no longer livid, but rather pale. The eye-
lids were half elosed and the eye balls rolling ;
the pupils were discovered contracting and
diluted nccording us they were shaded or ex-
posed to the light.  Some uitrate of syl was
held to the bellows, for breathing was not
through the mouth and nostrils,and instantly
the heart bent more stendily, the fuce became
of a better color, and the chest jerked s if
there wos a desire fo cough. At this juncture
the profegsor of physiology suid :—

# Gentlerten—Our experiments thus far are
successful. The man is living again, Lut
can have no theught, because the mass of
brains is too nenrly severed from the cord. No
act of will, at least, can be performed. The
spinal cord id iteelf the motor centre of the
body, and as long a8 we keep wp artificinl
Vreathing the body will live.”

He then proceeded to drill several holes, as
Inrge as & gewing needle, 1nto various purts
of the skull, and teuched the bruin with the
galvanic points, which caused the lcgs to
jerk, the bauds to clench, the eves to roll,
open, shut, and the tongue to protinde. A
full description of the anntemical points and
physiological observations was curefully taken
down, and will, doubtless, appear in medical -
peviodiceals. :

The experiments concluded by withdraw-
ing the bellows and closing the opening in
the windpipe by adhesive plaster, pnd all
were startled by & sudden cough from the dead
man and a rollieg of the head, with monning
rounds, like by one exhasted by suffering.
Thin was followed by a convulsive action in
the limbs, & fixture of the eyes, ansppearance
of a second deatk. The body became cool in
twenty minutes, The whole experiment last-
ed from 11.30 p.m. {0 12:20 a.m., Thursday, or
50 minutes.

The Four Masters,

T'o think of & book which tells of & nation’s
history for 3,500 ycars may almost {righten
one, with ity dry, and dreary and dusty re-
cords, but it may be of some interest to know
that such a book is to be fonund. More people
could tell of the Seven Sages of Greece, or
perhaps of the Seven Sleepers, than of the
Four Masters, and yct the Four Masters
flourished nearer to our own century. The
first of them, by name Michael O'Clery, was
bornin county Donegal, about 1580 a.n. He
became a Francisenn monk at Louvain, and
was sent to his own country to search out the
history of Irish Catbolicity, and of Irish
saints. Perhaps his superiors perceived how
the lights of the old faith were buraing dim
in the cold Dblighting atmesphere of
Elizabeth's reign, and the reigns of her
successors. But whatever their motive
Michael OClery worked honestly, humbly,
faithfully, for ten or fifteen years in variovs
parts of the country, among documents,
martyrologies, genealogies and records. He
employed colleagues, and they produced three
«Tracts,” the first on the Kings of Erin, the
second on the $aints of Erin, the third on the
Inhabitants of Erin, from the year 278 after
the Flood to the year 1171 A.D. It is sup-
posed that during the course of this work the
idea was conceived "of compiling the Annals
of the Kingdom of Erin, telling of the general
history, exploits, discussions, conflicts, and
battles; and these writings, all in manuseript,
completed by four monks, who were eminent
masters in antiquarian lore, are called the
« Annals of the Four Masters,” Father O'Clery
was able to gain the patronage of some of the
old native chiefs, among them the Prince of
Cuil o Finn, or Coolavin, who was one of the
two Knights of Parliament sent to Dublin at
that time for the county of Sligo. The work
was finished in August, 1636, in the
wreign of our XKing Charles, King over
England, France, Albg, and over Eire.” The
Historybeganwith the Deluge,and ended at the
Anglo Norman invasion A.D. 1171, and it is
pigned with the names of Feur DBrothers of
the Convent in Donegal where it was com-
pleted. It has been published in Irish
character and algo in translation in seven
large quarto volumes by Dr. John O'Donovan
in 1851. The tangle of Irish history and
legend seems to dispirit writers and scare
away renders, notwithstanding Moore and
McGee, the Nun of Kenmare, and others; even
the portions of Ireland’s story embellished by
the pen of Macaulay have, equally with those
bedaubed by Froude, failed to satisfy the
reader. C. L.

WARDLES, SITFASTS, AND HARNESS GALLS. ~
. . When the saddlé has gelled the skin beneath
it, the inflammation resulting is called &
«warble,” and if this is neglected, so &s to
cause a troublesome sore, the term ¢ gitfast”
is applied. The effect produced is similar to
a harness gall, and there is not the slightest
pecessity for inventing names to distinguish
each stage of cruelty in the rider, for it atten-
tion is paid to the warble no sitfast will ever
make its nppearance. Prevention is better
than cure, and it may almost always be
effected by the adoption of the plan of always
keeping the saddle on (after loosing the
girths) for & quarter of an hour or twenty
minutes. Sowmetimes, however, in spite of
this precaution, the skin of the back swells.
and when a heavyman has been riding for
six or eight hours on a horse uunaccustomed
to his weight, the cuticle will perhaps peel
off, bringing the hair with it, When the
swelling is considerable it should Le well fo-
mented for an hour, and then bathed with a
lotion composed of one drachm of tincture of
arnica in balf ‘a pint of water. The saddle
should never be re-applied until the skin is
quite cool and free from all inflammation,
even if considerable inconvenicnce is thereby
suffered. The sume treatment will also apply
to harness galls. Oiling the inside of the collar
will often prevent the shoulder from suffering
excoriation.
GRUBS.
The Iarva of some beetle, butof what spucies
I do not know, is occasionally met with in
the horse, causing a smull lump, about the
size of a raisin, and usually on the back.
This obstinately continues for months, it
its nature is not understood, in spite of all
ordinary applications. At last a white larva
or grub, with a black head, and very similar
in ¢verything butsize to the maggot found in
the nut, makes its appearance, and either es-
capes to fall on the ground and become a
chrysalts, or else it is squevzed out by the
groom, which is easily done as soon
as the head is visible. When discovered pre-
viously, an opening may be made with the
point cf a peuknife, and then the larva may
be gradually squeezed out, avoiding too much
haste in the operation, which will only retard
the process.
BITES ANXD STINGS OF INSECTS.

Horses are liable to be stung by hornets
wasps, and bees. . If there are only one or two
stings made, no interference is necessary ; but
sometimes a larger number of poisonous
punctures bave been citected, and then
the best treatment Is the application of
spirit of turpentine and laudanum in equal
proportions.

The bites of the gadfly are so troublesome
in their effects that it is sometimes desirable
to prevent them if possible. Thete is effected
by making a strong infusion of the grecn bark
of the elder and washing the flanks, &c., with
it before going out.

CHAPPED HEELS.

When a horse suffers from adema of the
legs, he is particularly prone to an eruption
of a watery nature in the cleft between the
heels and behind the lesser pastern. Those
also whose legs are washed and not dried are
still more prone to it, especially if the bair is
white. The skin cracks, and, in bad cases,
is 50 inflamed and swollen that the leg cannot
be bent without great pain, and often there is
a bleeding from the cracks, caused bv the
action of the limb, but only to a sufficient ex-
tent to show that blood has escaped. The
treatment must belocal as well as general if
the eruption is not entirely due to mis-
mapagement. In any case, the part should
be dressed with cerate of acetate of lead, a
little of which should be rubbed in every
night. Next morning some glycerine should
be brushed on an hour at least before the
exercise, and renewed before the daily work
is commenced. This will prevent all risk of
the skin cracking, while the ointment
will act beneticially on the vessels of the part.
In addition to these applications, the general
health should be attendedto if in fauit, and
tonics or diuretics sLould be given, as the ease
may require.

Stables—toundations.

In most cascs stabics are not built ot more
than the basement story, with a loft over,
which is generally, almost entirely, con-
structed in the roof ; the walls, therefore, are
not high, and do not require deep founda-
tions, even if they are built ou cluy, which is
more linble to cause cracks, &c, than any
other species of soil of a uniform character.
It ig a very common plan, on this account, to
lay the foundations of any kind of course and
stony material ; but if this is done, a course
of broken slates should be laid in cement a
little above the level of the ground; or, in-
stead of this, a course or two of bard bricks
shonld be laid in the same material, so as to
prevent the damp from striking up the walls
by capillary attraction. A neglect of this pre-
caution has, in several instances with my own
knowledge, kept stables damp in spite of at-
tention to drainage and a resort to all sorts of
expedients which could be carried out subse-
quent to the building of the walls.

Farm and Garden.

Fix bushels of peas are equal to ten
bushels of corn for fattening hogs, and peas
yiceld a larger number of bushels peracre than
corn.

Window boxes containing vegetable plants
may be set out during mild days,and, when it
may bo done without risk of frest, be left out
all night.

If potatoes are planted in hills they should
be about three feet and ten inches apart cach
way, and if in drills from fifteen to twenty
inches apart.

If salt and charceal be fed to hogs every
week, it will be of great benefit in preserving
their health. If this matter was attended to,
and clean styes provided, there would be less
# hog cholera.”

A top dressing should be given the
Inwa each spring, Ashes, plaster, guano,
fine bone, or nitrate of soda may be applied
iu successive years, or a fertilizer containing
all the essentials may be used.

Bad odors about a barn affect the quality of
milk, The odor of manure from a close cellar
will destroy the varnisk ona carriage or sleigh
in the barn above, and if the odor is so strong
it must affect the breath of the cow and cause
disease.

Cheese made from pure skim milk is about
as digestible as a shingle nail, but three-
fourths of the cream can be removed from the
mill, and if buttermilk is added good cheese
can be made.

Not long age workmen on a flume at
Fenton, Mich., captured a young eel, put in
the stream six months before. It bad in-
creased over three inches in length during
that time.

Hegting milk from 180 to 170 degrees
destroys bad odors in the milk, and the
cream mpkes good firm butter but if
heated to 190 degrees the globules are de-
stroyed.

A crop of clover one yearin three, followed
by fallow for the rest of the scason, which
helps to clear the land from weeds, is the
most economical way to fertilize for, and to
cultivate market garden vegetables.

Lettuce is a sedative, and excellent as food
for persons who are of a ni¢rvous tempera-
ment.

A Wild Horse Breaking.

A well-known traveller gives this account
of the manner in which horses are caught in
South America:—They are canght with a
Insso, which is a greased and plaited thong,
forty teet in length, with a noose at one end,
and driven into a corral, which is a place en-
closed with pcsts.  Of course the guacho or
peon goes at this sport on the back of o tame
animal. The corral was quite tull of horses,
most of which were young ones, about two or
three years old.. The chief guacho, mounted
on a strong Gteady aniwal, rode into the en-
closure, and threw his lasso over the neck of
a young horse, and dragged him to the gate.
For some time he was very unwilling to leave
his comrades, but the moment he was out of
the corral his first idea was to gallop off;
however, a timely jerk of the lusso checked
him in the most effectual way. The peons
now ran after him on foot, and threw a lasso
over his forelegs, just above the fetlock, and
twitching it, they pulled his legs from under
him so suddenly that I really thought the fall
he got had killed him. In an instant a
guacho was seated on his head, and with his
long knife cut off the whole of the mane,
another cut the hair from the end as the tail.
This, they told me, was to mark that the
horsc had once been mounted. They then put
a picce of hide in his mouth to serve of a bit,
and « strong hide balter on his head. The
guacho who was to mount arranged bis spurs,
which were unusually long and sharp; and
while two men held the horse by the ears, he
put on the saddle, which he girthed ex-
tremly tight. He then caught hold of the
animal’s ears, and in an instant vaulted into
the saddle, upon which the men who held the
halter threw thefend to the rider, and frum
that moment no one seemed to take any
further notice of him. The horse instantly
began to jump in & manner which made it
very difficult forthe rider tokeop his seat, and
quite different from the kick and plunge cf our
English steed. However, the guacho’s spurs
soon set him sa-going, and off he galloped,
doing everything in his power to throw his
rider. Another horse was immediately
brought from the cotral, and so quick was the
operation that twelve yuachos were mounted
in a spaee which I think hardly exceeded an
bour. It was wonderful to sce the different
manner in which different horses behaved.
Some would instantly lie down and roll upon
it; while some would stand without being
held, their legs stiff and in natural positions,
their necks half bent towards their tails, and
looking vicious and obstinate; and I could
not help thinking that I would not have
mounted one of those for any reward that
could be offered me, for they were invariably
the most difficult to subdue. It was now
curious to look around aud sce the guachos
on the horizon, in different directions, trying
to bring their horses back to the corral,
which is the most difficult part of
their  work, for the poor creatures
had been so scared there that they were
unwilling to return to the place. The saddles
and bridles were taken off, and the animals
trotted towards the corral, neighing to one
another.

Chaplean ; Revd.,  Father azeau, Pre-
sident of  the Jesuit's College; Father

Labelle, projector of great enterprises and the
promoter of the present scheme ; IFathers Sal.
mon, Veillent, Lecluir, Dubue; Judge
Papinean; Messrs. F. A. Quinn, Alphonse
Lecluir, Fathier Lefebre, Messre. Huguet, Lin-
tour, N. Bourassa, Mantigny, Canon Morenn,
Fatber Lonerpan. On the motion of Iis
Lordship, who was entliusinstically cheered
as he rose. the Bishop Latour was catled upon
to act as Sceretary and Father Labelle was
requested 1o address the meeting, His Lovd-
ship fust muking o few explanatory remarks
approprinte to the occasion.

'The reverend speaker drew attention to the
state of our cities at present, and the difli-
culty of obtaining cmployment, which was
ulso true, though, perbaps, in a less degree as
regards the rural districts, where the farmer
found diflicully in furnishing the means of
living to his children, and hence they had to
cither pour into Montreal, beginning a new
and rtrange life, which often ended in misery,
or they had to emigrate to the States and
lose their nationadity. The present scheme,
which, he was happy to say, was approved by
the clergy, would obviate those difticulties
and be conducive to the interests of nation-
ality, of Dlealth and «f religion, aund

Canada at large to help this noble enterprise

along. A nation is not composed of cities,

provinces, mountains or valleys—it is formed

of men and the iustitutions they surround

themselves with, their religion, their nationuli-
1¥,theirlaws nnd their aspirations (applause).

The Irish aud French Canadian Catho}
lics who will people this uew region and
form flourishing communities along the Val-
ley, and cause stately chinrchics to raise their
spires towards Heaven, will carry with them
their piety, their nationality, and their re-
ligion, and they will prove to the world that
the Catholic Church not only guides them on
the road to Ienven, but to prosperity and
liberty as well (cheers)) The spenker next
took u retrospective glanee of Irish history
and cmigration, and explained, in graphic
lnnguage, what the Trish immigrants have
done towards spreading the farth in the new
workd, and erecting magnificent churches to
the glory of God and a8 monuments to their
own eternnl constancy and honor; and closed
his address by strongly recommending the
enterprize to all lovers of the good cause thoy
had at heart.

The Mon. My, Chaplean was the next
speaker and delivered one of his usual magni-
ficent speeches which thrilled the audience
through with its inspiring eloquence.

The great Ottawa  Valley was  Jarge
enotigh  and rich c¢nough to receive all
the indigent of the 'rovince of Quebee, and
afford homes and hapiness to them and their
children. This beautiful country abounded
in smiling plains and fertile vallies. It was
traversed by noble streams and rivers, nnd it
was bounded by n magnificent range of moun-
tains, Nature had been kind to it and in-
tended it for the home of happy and healthy
people.  Its mineral, its agricultural and its
floral capacities were immense, and its scenery
was something grand. His (the speaker’s)
first hobby was u railroad one und his next
was one of colonization, which he hoped

would be equally successful, He believed
soin fact, for already over 4,000 people had,
through his exertions, been Induced to rettle
there, and some of those going there withoutn
dollar were now comparatively wealthy and alt
were getting nlong.  The first improvements
wera the formation of four parishes, each
with its priest and his chureh, which church
woild be comstructed of wood, and, together
with the priests residence underneath, wounld
cost only $500.  Schools would immediately
follow, nnd roads would succeed the schools
The formation of & road leading to the
church would be equal in value to $200, for
besides being a route to the church, it would
be useful to the new colonists in other ways,
and feeders to it would naturally and neces-
surily follow., 'The qualifications of a success.
ful farmer in this district were strongth,
willingness to work, cournge and persever-
ance, and these were possessed in an eminent
degree by perople now in our widst,
who have no outlets for them, but would
find them in abundance in the Otlawa
Vulley. In this manner it was that com-
petence aud very often furtunes were secnred
and poverty with its grim attendants scared
away. Qunebee farmers at present had to
divide their farms and property amonyg their
children, and God often blessed them with
many, for they were a virtuous people; this
metlied gave a competence to nons or roein
for energy; Iut in this Ottawa Valley, where
there was room ¢nough for all, this wauld he
obviated. A good plan would be 1o send
their sons in advance to build up shauties,
and make & commencement.  The phosphate
and lime found so abandantly in that region
would be of incaleulable value as fertilizers of
the  soil.  Mcrt  people  sympathized
with  the new movement sct on foot
for the nmelioration of the people, aued
he wincerely  hoped that this sympathy
would take a practical shape, and be to the
extent of parting with a dollar towards its ¢x-
istence, for it would be worth that suwm to
each wan of the city, of the Province and of
the Dominion. The Ottawa Valley would

form a back to Montreal such as the vival

cities of Portland nnd Boston jpossess, and

would swell the commerce to o degree little

dreamed of at present. Those who are now

living in indigence, and contribute little or

nothing towards the public wealth, will in

future become both producers and consumers,

andd ndd to the wealth of the Dominion and

the importance of the Trovince and the

prosperity of Montreal. (Clicers.)

A vote of thanks was then moved to the
Rev. Pather Labelle by Judge Papinecan,
geconded by Mr. £, A. Quinn, and carried with
enthusinsm.

4The Grizzly Giant" is the
king of this group, being about thirty-four
feet in dismeter, and.tbres hundred and
twenty-five fuet in height. ~ There are three
other groups in this county, near the Mariposa
grove; one contains eighty-six and the other
thirty-five mammoth trees, averaging about
the diameters of those ulready described.
Throughout Tuolumne county groups of the
u Big Trees” are found, and still further south,
in "Tulare county, at an elevation of about
sixty-five hundred feet, and about forty-six
tailes northeast of the town of Visalia, scat-
tered over a range of fifty miles in length,
hundreds of these trees are found; and
although the average height is not so great
ns those of Calaveras and Mariposa, some now
prostrate are as grent in girth as the Inrgest in
the State. The largest standing tree of this
group is two hundred and seventy-six feet in
height, and one hundred and six feet in cir-
cumiferenco ; o portion of it hes been burnt
away ; originully its girth is supposed tobave
been about one hundred and twenty feet.—
Not the least remarkable about these moun-
tain monarchs is their age, ascertnined by
scientific observation to be in some cases from
one thousand to three thousand years, and
still there they stand in primeval majesty,
defiant of sunm, rain, frost, and storms, unen-
cumbered by branches, erect, well propor-
tioned. In their crowns of evergreen they
look down from their nerinl heights upon
their offspring, young giants in the bud of a
few hundred yenrs of age, struggling for the
mastery over the ook and sturdy pitch nnd
sugar pine, soon to be dwarfed in comparison,

The Big Trees of Caltfornia.

These are found only in Sierra range, and
chiefly in the groups of Calaveras, Mariposa,
Tuetumne and Tulare counties. They stand
jn solitary grandeur as the most gigantic
specimens of vegetable life on the globe.
These griants of the forest stand in the valleys
nestied in this chain of mountains at an
elevation of from four thousand to five thouns-
and fect above the sea; and as no vegetable
life exists in this range abave nine thousand
feet altitude, their tops are much below that
range There are seven distinct groups of
these mammoth trees—three in Mariposa

The Rev. Mr. Faust.

The Rev. Mr. Fauat, whose conversion to
the Church we noticed on Saturday, was or-
doined eighteen years ago by Bishop Whit-
tingham, of Washington, D.C, and in his
letter, requesting to be deposed ftrom the
ministry of the Episcopal Church, hereminds
the bishop that his study of theological ques-
tions, especially in connection with eccle-
sinstical history, places him in a position in-
compatible wilh a continuance in the minis-
try of the Protestant Episcopal Church. He
therefore requests deposition according to the
canonical provisions prescribed for that pur-
pose.

MR, FAUST'S EXPLANATION.

Mr. Faust explains that the reason he sent
the letter was that Le was received into the
Catholic Church in the chapel of Georgetown
College on December 31, 1878. This fact ig
known to the Episcopal clergymen of the

county, two in Tulare and one each in
Tuolomne ond Calaveras counties. The
group in the latter county was the first dis-
covered and possesses among its numbers
the tallest tree known in the State. To
persons who have not visited the Pacific coast
and seen the immense forests of California,
Qragon, and Washington Territory, & des-
cription of these forests of the Sierras sounds
like romance. To the lumbermen of the
Baltic and Psnobscot, who look upon a pine
of eighty to one hundred feet high and three
{o six feet in diameter as a monster, a descrip-
tion of the #Big Tree Grove” of Calaveras
county, some of thetrees of which are four
and thirty-five feet in length and one hundred
and ten feet in circumference at the base, or
more than thirty-three feet in diameter, must
seem ridiculeus. One of these monsters was
cut down Eome years ago by boring with long
augers, which occupied five men ¢bnstantly
for twenty-two days, equal to oue hundred
ard ten days lavour of ons man; the stump
levelled and planed off, being ' twenty.seven
feet in diameter, has often been the scene of
cotillion parties and festive gatherings not of
children, but of full-grown, able-bodied
California men and women. Another of these
giants now fallen is hollow, forming a tunnel
o large that parties have often ridden into it
on horseback for seventy feet, turned the
‘horte sround and ridden out without die-
.mounting. The top is broken off, and two
. horsemen can ride abreast -through this tree
for its entire length without stopping. Theae
trees grow in a deep, rich soil.; the woed is
goft, light, and dry, splittlng freely, of a
