At 11 o'lock
last night another severe shock swept under
the city, coming with a heavy booming sound,
apparently from the south-east, The earth
trembled perceptibly, with a short wavy
moticn, for two seconds.  Nearly everybody
hed gone to bed in their tents or houses with
confidence that the worst weaa over. 2t the
first ntote, however, of the well known and
dreaded sound everybody was awnke and on
their teet, snd the streeta were filled ina
twinkling with men, women and children.
A large ruin in Kinpg street was thrown to
the ground with a crash, and several other
tottering blis of totlering measonry csme
down.

Savaxyam, Ga, Sept. 4., 2.40 a.m.—Sincs
last night's shock slight vibrations have beea
folt in the upper stories of the AMorning News
building almost centinuously, the intervals
between them varying cnly from 8§ to 10
minutes.

SOME FAMOUR THIEAVALS,

Tminecul geologists and historians claim
. that 13,000,000 people have been kitled by
carthquakes. In Southern Italy and Nicily
no century has elupsed since the earlicst
periods of hictory that has not been distic-
guished by severeif notfrequert earthquakes,
From 1773 to the end of 1776 this region wus
almost constartiy disturbed. The greatearth-
quuke of 1783, in Culabrin, killed 10,000 per-
sons. Ia Central Itely, among the earliest of
the recorded earthquakes, is that of the
year A D. 63, which resulted in the partisl
deatruction of Herculaneum and Pompeii,
sixteen years previous to the time when those
cities wore buried under the ashes and lava
accompanying nu eruption of Vesuvius, The
most memovrable earthquake recorded in his-
tory is the one which visited Lisbon on the
morning of Nov. 1. 1735, The rumbling
tounds thub precede most earthquakes wus
immediately followed by the great shock,
which threw down the principal portion
of the city. The sea retired, leaving the
har dry, aad returned in o mwinute us &
great wave or breaker, fifty feet or more
in height. It is believed that 60,000 peo-
ple were destroyed in less than six months.
Tho part of the city that was permanently
inguifed bencath the waters of the by was
covered to the depth of G00 feet. The per-
tion of the earth that was shaken by this
eartbquoke was ostimated by Humboldt as
cqual to four times the extont of Europe.
The earthquake that devastated Judea at the
time of the battle of Aotium, 31 B.C., caused
the death of 10,000 civilians and soldiera.
That which ocourred at the crucifixion was
accompanied by n darkness very similar to
that recorded Jan, 22, 1835, in Central
Americe un the occasion of the eraption
of the Volcamo Coseguina, and the at-
tendant earthquake, The ancient city of
Antioch has been peouliarly visited from time
imwmemorial, 1t was almost destroyed A, 1),
.115, at the time of the visit of the Emperor
Trojan, who was himeelf hurt. In 5§26 an
earthquake swallowed up 250,000 of Antioch's
people, and sixty years later 30,000 more met
a similar fate, On March 19, 1873, San Sal-
vador was utterly destroyed by an earthquake,
The loea of life was comparatively emalias the
people had been forewarned by previous
noises. 1o 1872 au eruption of Papandayang,
cne of the loftiest voloanos of Java, an area
of one hundred equare miles was overwkelmed
with ashea, destroying forty villages and
3,000 people. ‘

By the first upheaval the towns of Cosamec-
ctola, Lacon and Forio were compietely de-
stroyed, killing nearly four thousand peraons
and deatroyed property valued, at msany mil-
lione, Itiseatimated th-t 80,000Jspanesa were
ala‘n by the shocks and tidel waves of Aug, 26.

PETERSBURG, Sept, 2.—0On August 30
Prince Alexander sent the fclloming telegram
to the Czsr through the Iluseinn Cousul at
Rustchuk :(—

S IRE, —Having renssumed the governrrent
of Bulgaria, I venture tooffer to Your Imperial
Majesty my most reapectful thanks for the ac-
tion ot your Consul ut Rustchuk, whose ofli-
cial presence at my reception showed to the
Bulgarisoe that Russia did not approvecf tae
revolution and the act directed at my person.
Ialeo thank your Imperial Majesty for de-
spatching Prince Dolgorouki as envuy extra-
ordioury to Bulgsria, My first acton resum-
ing power ie assure Your Mujesty of my firm
intention to muke every sacrifice to reward
Your Majesty's magnanimous intention to
extricate Bulgaria from the grave crisis
through which she is passing. I beg of
Your Msjesty that you will suthorize Prince
Dolzorouki to place himself in direct com-
menication with myself as speedily as pos-
sible. I shall be happy to give Your Majesty
decided proofs of my unalterable devotion to
your august person, LTie monarchical prin-
viple compelled me to restore the legnlity of
my crown in Bulgsrin aud Ronmelia. Russia
having given me my cirown, it is into the
hands of Kuaein's sovereizn I em ready tu
render it

The Czar replied to Prince Alexander :

T cannot approve of your retura to Bul-
garin, forseeing frow it sinister conscquences
for the comntry already so sorely tried. The
mission of prisce Delgorouki has become in-
expedient. 1 shall nbste in solong as Your
Highness remains in Bulgeria from any inter-
vention. LIm the sad cendition to which the
country is reduced, Your Highness must de-
cide your own courae, I reservo o myself to
judge what my father's venersted memory
and the interests of Russia and the peace of
the East require of me.” .

Paris, Sept. 2.—The publication of the
correspondence between the Czar and Prince
Alexander has created a great sensation in
publis circles. Fhe Czar's menacing reply to
the Prince’s submissive epistls is regarded by
diplomats as eneuring Alexander’s abdication
and Russia’s occupation of Bulgaria, It is
feared war will ensue unless Bismarck inter-
terea.

BULGARIA'S RULER VOLUNTARILY
VACATES BIS THRONE TO 3AVE
A RUSSIAN OCCUPATION.

His Patihetic Farewell (0 His Officers—&
Regency (o be Formed, Pending a New
Appolatient—The News in Contl-
nental Centres—Alexnnder's
Prubable Suacceessor.

Sorra, September 3. —~When Prince Alex-
apder reached Sofia he was met ny s vast
concourie of citizens, headed by the mayer,
The lutter present:d to the Pricce an address
cf welcome, It expressed loyalty and eub.
wmiesion oo the pars of the Bulgarisns and
upiversal v f over the recent events, Prince
Alexender, in reply, said his confidence in
the future was unsheken. He sammoned ail
Balgarians to assist him in preserving order.
The Prince cntered the town in triumph. His
cortege was preceded Ly a troop of Roumelian
hussars, followed by infuntry.  Gayly attired
peasants, who had ridden out to meet the
Prioce, followed. The denss masses which
lined the streets cheered the procession as it
made its way toward the cathedral, where the
Te Dewm wassupg. A paradefollowed, during
which Prince Alexancer left hi eunite and
galloped toward the troops, amid Bthelldeafen
ing cheers of the multitude. All the consulate
buildings, except that belonging to Rusaia,
were decorat:d with bunting swnd flags in
honor of the restoration. During the review
of the rroops I'rince Alexander rode with
Colonel Moutkoroff, the commander-in-chief,
When Colonel Moutkoroff went to mee
Prince Alexauder, the latter saluted and
kissed him. Toe Prince rode a splendid
charger with gold trappings. Metropolitan
Mirikoff met the Prince st the city gate, ad-
dregeed him with a speech of welcome, cailed
him Bulgaria's pride, and thanked God for
his safe return to the peopls of whom he was
the heloved. At the conclosion of the ad-
drese Alexander #nd Mirikoff kissed each
other,

ALEXANDER ABDICATES,

Soria, Sept. 4.—Prince Alexander has
publicly announced his intention of abdicat
mng. He says he cannct remain in Bulgaris
on account of the chjections of the Czar, Be-
fore leaving he will establish a regency.
Prince Alexander made the fellowing address
at a reception given by him to the officers of
the army : —** For seven years I have labored
for the independence and interests of Bul-
garia. My constant solicitude has been for
mv army and officers. I consider them my
family, my children and I have felt secure in
my personal pesition when I have seen my-
self surrounded Ly cilicers who had heen my
comrades in our struggle for the glory of
Bulgsria.” Here teara came from the
Prince's eyes. Recovering hia composure, he
resumed : ‘* Oa tkat sad night, having henrd
a noise, I asked first whether the troops were
thera, ‘Yes,” woas the reply. Then I felt
trupquil, for 1 had confidence in my army.
Notwithstroding the unfortunate events
which followed, I have not been disappoint-
ed in my eflicers.  They rose to the level of
the situation .nd proved themselves capable
of coping with the troubles which followed
my departure, Thanke to Popoff and Moat-
koroff’-—here the Prince embraced those
ofticers,—*“the honor of Bulgaria’'s officers
has been reassured. Around me are officers
who sre devoted tv me, and

M. Popoff exclaimed:—** We have been
and shall ever be with you, Courage—for-
ward.”

Prince Alexander replied :—*‘ The inde-
pendence of Bulgaria requires that I leave
the conatry. If I did not Russia would oe-
cupy it. 1 will, however, consult with the
suprrior oflicers and constitute a regency,
which will endeavor to protect the interests
of my cflicers. In any cuse, I rely on the
army.’

A
grand council, sinong the members of which
are M. Stambuloff and Kavaveloff, is being
held to arrange for the regency. The Prince
will probably leave within two days. The
officers of the army are greatly excited and
talk ot detaining the Prince, They have re-
solved in nny case to refuse to receive a Kus-
gian envoy. They will hold a meeting to
decide what course to adopt.

ALEXANDER'S TREATMENT IN RUSSIA.

Sr. PETERSBURG, Sept. 4.—The Journal de
St. Petersbourg denies that Prince Alexander
was insulted while in Russian territory.
The Journal declares that ne was recelved at
Reni, Bessarabia, with the respect befittin
his atation. He was hospitably entertaine
at the maycr’s house, and both himself and
his brother, who accompanied him, expreseed
themselves ag satiefied with the treatment
they had received, and accepted sn invitation
to go to Voitchist, Further, Prince Alexan-
der having intimated that he had with him
only $10,000, tae Ruasian anthorities ordered
the railways 10 convey him free, and‘s Rus-
sian official was detailed to accompany the
princes merely to ohserve the incidents of
their progress.

ANOTHER DIRECT REBUFF.

LoxpoN, Sept. 6.--The Post’s Berlin cor-
respondent paya the Emperor William pro-

posed that Prince Alexander telegraph to
the Czar as to the beat meana of eﬂ‘el:gtlngpl:. xe-
conciliation anl that the Crar's reply was
therefore a divect blaw at the Kmperor. The
correapondent says the news of -Prinoe Alex-
ander’s abdication oansed the utmost indig-
nation sgainst Raisis amongst German aray
officers. Advices from Vienua say that the
news of Alexander's abdication was received
with consternation, the Prince’s action being
looked mpon as the beginning of a sexions
atage of the Buigarian question. It is be.
lieved in Vienna that the abdication will
not deter Ruseia from attempting to occupy
Bulgaris, a proceeding which Aunstria capnot
allow. Despatches from Sofia say the Rue.
sian party there, hended by the Russian con-
sulate, shows aigna of great activity, and are
prevaring on addresa to the Czar.

ENGLAND'S ATTITUDE.

fidence only held by Lord Strattord de Red-
cliffe,

Extremes always meet and those ultra
Unionists who contend in favor of what they
term ‘‘Federation of the Empire” are perhaps
unconscionsly greatly aiding the cause
of Home Rule for Ireland. Oddly
enough the journals who oppose Home
Rule are strong advocates of **federation,”
This is utterly inconsistent, and those who
persiet in advocating federation must beled up
to conceding the justice of the claims of Ire-
Iand. The proposals madete Lord Salisbury by
the Federation League had for their object the
defence of all ports and commerce, and inte:-
pal arrangements as to postal convenience
and telegraphic affaira, Each section or part
of the empire is designed to give its quota.
Such & plan must necessitate entire
independence, so far o= home rule is con.
cernd, and the very firat step in the direction
of accomplishing the scheme wonld have to
be the extension of Home Rule for Ireland.
We do not anticipate ths suscess of
the League at present, but the federation
arguments, which are gaining force in Eng-
land, are of infinite value to Ireland just at
preaent,

PARNELL'S AMENDMENT.

It will ke
a singular example of that strange revenge
which tims brings around if the government
is scen accepting Mr. Parnell's lini bill az
the baasie of its own legislition, and this ia
highly probable.

PARNELL'S AMENDMENT.

The rnles of Parliament have become so
fosgilized by precedent pil:d on yrecedent
that it is impossible for any government to
ride rough shod over a minority of it is a de-
termined c¢ne, Thua the motion of Lord
Randolph Churchill that the supply billahave
precedence in the Imperial Parliament with a
view to pasaing them and then adjourning, is
at iesst not going to be carried without
a debate and some explanations, Mr, Par-
nell’s amendment is to the point and asserts
a privciple, 1t ruas:- * The necessity for
measures to amelioratz the condition of the
people of Ircland is so urgent that this House
deciines to surrender to the Government the
uenal facilities enjoyed by members of 1he
Housge.,” This is a plain declaraticn and a
fuir challenge to the Government, It will b
for the latter, not only to vote the amend-
ment down, but to prove it untrue. The
former van, no doubt, be done, but certainly
not the latter. Although there is hut little
to add to what is already known of the de-
plorable condition of Ireland, no harm
will be done by a repetition of
fact and argument, by the Irish representa-
tives, on the subject. No doubt this will not
be very pleasant for the Government, but
until it endeavors to deal with the great
problem now before it, and demanding im-
mediate solution in s more definite manner
than it has shown sigus of dong, notking else
is to be expected. Mr. Gladstone has led the
people too close to the promised land for
them to rest easily ubtil they obtain an en-

bat ““Ouida’ haa placed inthe back ground ot
her sketch some - very zensible, though com.

general, The writer says * there are many
evidences that Lefore very long, whichever
political party may be in office, female
sufirage will be anncunced at Wett--
minater, - and if it be o it s
poarcely to be doubted that the French
Chambers ‘and the Representative House at
‘Washington will be loth to lag behind and
resist auch a precedent.” This, by no means,
follows bacause recent events in England have
proved the truth of a remark, made by the
late Baron Stockmar, to the effect that ve-
presentative government was on its trial—
that was filty years ago. The trial does
not seem t2-day to give  earnest
of a very successful termination, and
go it is that the some time vaunted
British system is not so likely to be closely
imitated as it once was, Thia ia due to the
working of principles whicb Ouida, in com-
paoy with other great thinkers whose
thonghta she borrows, deplorea. We are
told that °* rationmally, logically, political
power ought to be ullotted in proportion to
the stake which each voter possesses in the
country. Bat  this scund principle
has besn totally dieregarded in the
present  political systems of both Ea.
rope and America, Vaporings sument the
ioherent *¢ righte of man™ have been allowed
to oust ont common sense and logical acticis
and he whose contributions to the financial
and intellectual power of his nation ere of the
largest and noblzst order has no more electo-
ral voioe in the direction of the nation than
the drupken navvy or the bowling unit of
the street rowdy. This is esteemed liberty
and commends itself to the populace becanse
it levels or seems .to level intellect and
wealth . with poverty and igoorance.”
«(uida” holda the opinion that America

is about to change this within her own
borders, and therefore her conclusion that

the same country will follow ia the wake of
democracy in England is rather fllogical
But she deals immediately with female anf-
frage mors than with general principles, and
points out thet democracy and couservatism
alike ars apparently inclined to favor femi-
nine sufirage, though for wholly dietincs
reasons, The conservatives think women ul-
waya roligious and instinotively conservative,
The other side think they would leud the van
in n}liconoclastic politics, Iln all prebability,
as is often contended, the female vote would
simply be in the majority of cases not a Iree
one. The iufluences brought to bear would
be too many and varied. A dozen arguments
have trequently been raised agsinst the
princple of female voting. But they have been
the arguments of men and sometimes deemed
ucgallapt.  *‘Ouida” is however heraelt a
woman, and is not open to any euch charge,
and she gives her main objection to the pra.
position in the following sweeping words :—
¢ The much graver and truer objection lies
less in the physical than in the mental and
moral inferiority of women, I use moral in
its breadest sense.  Wamen, on an average,
have little sense of justice and bardly any
sonsewhateverof awarding toothers a freedom
for which they do not care themselver. The
course of a1l modern legislation in its tendency
to make by-laws fretting and vexatious laws
trenching nnjuetifiably on the persoaal lib-
erly of the individual. If womon were
admitted to political power these laws would
be multiplied indefinitely and unoecesssrity.
‘€. The woman is the eoemy of freedom.
Give her the power, and she is at once de-
spotic, whether she ba called Elizabeth Tudor
er deMirecourt.” The essayist indulges in
much more in the same strain. WWe do not
think her arguments ure calculated to check
the growing impression that womea having
a ttake in the commonwealth paying taxcs,
and, often bearing & prominent place in o
municipality, should bs deprived of the eame
right as one of the ‘‘canaille” whioch “Quids”
regards with arch contempt exercises. Com-
reon sense and logic point alike to a different
conclusion. The trond of affaira in such con-

ditions in England, at least, where women vote |

in certain matters, has proved that their vots
has been of a thoughtful and peaceful kind,
The jaundioed,unhealthy viewof women ingen-
eral beld by * Ouida” is, we feel sure,not that
held by the majority of people, and her argu-
menta apply more forcibly to men than to
women,

MR. WHITE'S BRUTALITY.

It eeems hard to belleve that the Minister
of the Interior, the Hon. Thomas White,
could have been guilty of sc groes an outrage
a8 ia ascribed to him at Cayuge. Yet the
sourse of information is of toodecided a char-
acter to leave much doubt, The Toronto
@lobe stntes, in a manner that it would heai-
tate to do if it were merely giving currency
to some poliitleal *“ yarn,” that :—

At o meeting at Cayuga lart week, Hon,
Thos. White accentuated an incendiary speech
by produocing a portrait of Riel with a rope

With this every thinking, not to say de-

cent-minded, individual in this civilized
community will cordially concur. No person
not containing an element of savagery in his
disposition wonld make sport of a man now
in his grave, even though he had suffered the
malefactor’s doom. Sach a mean ia at least
supposed to have expiated hia crimes, and, sc
far es the world ia concerned, a veil drops
over his life and deeds.
But Mr. White goes further than this. He
knows that there is difference of opinion, as
there very reasonably may be, conceraing the
propriety of executing Riel, From the
bumanitarian point of view it is deemed by
many that he waa actuated by good motiven
and should have been pardoned ; that he was
insane and should have been sent to ab asy-
lum and aome other theories have been put
forward.

Then there exist in the breasts of eminent
‘urists grave doubts as to the legality of the
proceedings at Regina. It is true that the
higheat appeal did not snatain these doubts,
but we are inclinad to think that even this
ruling did not convince the majority that the
masterly opinion of the Hon, W, Macdougall
on the subject was nct the gorrect atatement
of the poztion of affairs.

There was rorm for doubt and hesitation
on nearly all points connected with the Riel
trial, There was cause for strong feeling.

That streng feeling exists, and knowing
that a lirge zechion of the community frel
strongly onthe subject Mr, Whiti's action
i# an outrage, o disgrace. It is not the less
30 to himself as an individual.

But he is untruthful as well as bratal. How
dare he drag the Church #.to his infamous
oratory ? How dare he mouth aLout sacred
thiogs whbich he does nat understand, and,
Orangeman as he i, cac ooly mention in his
ignorance t> insult and malign ?

Surely, of all men, Mi. White ought
specially to appreciate the force of the maxim
that the cobbler should not get above his
last, .

And, again, when did the Church make
4 saint of Louis Ricl? The Church bas been
particularly non-committal io the matter as
it happens, and Riel haa received nothing st
its hands more than any otaer dead Catholic.

The incident is one which proves conslu-
sively the infawious tactics which the govern-
mental party are carvying into effect in Hal-
dimand, and Haldimand is, of course, only a
sample of the whole line of conduct planned
by the present office-holders at Otawa.

It is diegraceful and infamous. It is
doomed to failure, and nothing willcontributs
to its failure more tham a few more such

exhibitiona as that made by the Hon. Tnomas
Whita. It would be entertaining to see the
congequences of that gentlemsn taking the
advice of the Globe, which saye: *'Let the
Hon, Thomas White repeat his action at his
own home in Montreal if he is not ashamed
and afraid to do g0.”

ST. PATIUCK'S AND ROME,

The Dublin Freoman says:—It seems a
singular thing, when one comes 7o think of
it, that, with allits wealth und variety ot
churches, Rome shonld not contain on» bear-
ing the name of the Apostle of Irelaud for its
patron saint. ‘Lhercis scarcely une of the
other nations of Eurupe whose patron saint
is not commemorated in the Etermal City
by a temple dedicated to his nume and
honor, Ireland, with her glorious St.
Patrick, is alncst the solitary exception.
When tho 17th of March comes round in each
year the Irish in Rome have to seek the friend-
ly shslter of the Church of St, Agatha or the
Church of 8t Isidore for the celebration .f
the Feast of their National Saint. It is ot
eusy to conceive how this shovld have con-
tinued so long, but nevertheless thereis thn
solid fact ataring us in the faze, und to thia
hour S§t. Patrick has no shrine in Rome, And
assuredly this conld not have been from any
lack of sympathy between Rome aud Ireland,
nor from the absence of holy old traditions t»
bind them together in uffectionste union.
S.nce the golden link of love between them
wus firat blessed by Celestine in the purson
of Patrick, it has never been sullied or
sheltered, and no power of men has ever
availed to break it, Hev unbroken line of
Prelates has nlways testified for Ireland her
lcyalty te the Roman Pontiffs, and her
1eadinoss to do service in their behalf. And
Rome has in turn been always troe to Irc-
land, and the most illnstrious of its Popes
have been the trusst and most constant friends
to this old Cathclic lwna of ours, 1t is nct,
therefora, any want of mutual sympathy
thas hus causced the strange fact of which we
ave writiug, Nor is it that Rome has no

traditions of Ireland abiding in Ther
sacred places. The nchlest ot the Leish
exiles sleep their long  sleep on  the
slopes of the Javiculum, and cluse
to the spot where the maitydom of
St Peter is reverently commemoratzd. The

heart of Ireland’s beloyed Liberator rests in
one of its most avcient onil venzrable
churches, snd the great Luke Wadding is
only one of o host of Irish ecclesinstics uad
scholars whose remaios srz interred in Roman
goil. But yet, in Rume, that has so many
memories of Ireland, Ireland’s National Saict
is without n special temple to his glory.
But at last a chapgo is likely to take
place. Father Glynn, the energetic and
patviotic Prior of the Community of
the Augustinians in Rome, has thought
the happy thought of erecting there
the church whose absence ia certainly so
striking and so eipgular. He has already
made o giant stride in the direction of sue-
cess, He communicated the idea to the
Sovereign Pontiff, Leo XIIL, and His Holi-
pess at once eanctioned ‘the project and
gave it his blessing. From out his slen-
der remcurcea he has contributed the
magnificent sum of four thousand trancs,
ond has thus set a practical example which
is sure to be followed, The venerated
Superior of the Irish College, the Mozt Rev.
Archbishep Kirby, has, as might be expeoted
from his Lrave, genarous Irish heart, entered
enthusiastionlly into the project, and given it
his blessing aod his gift. Father Glynn will
be soom :n ireland to solicit asgistance for his
undertaking, and we can promise him that he
will not have long to wait before receiving n
sufficieut sum from Irish Catholica at home
and abroad for the cicctiou in Romeof o
temple worthy of Ireand’s Nsticonl Saint
and of the scuttersd cnildren of his Jove vnd
protection,

AMERICANS A SHORT-LIVED RACE

The M dical awl Surgical Reporter haa
rece ntly printed acomparative annlysia of the
mortality statietics of the Unit:d States,
France, Eoglond uni Irelund, which i any-
thing bnt llattering in the presentation it
makes of the probabilities of life in this coun-
try., The tablus for this country are these
fouad in the volume of the lust census repert,
which hus recently been issued, and tire
tables of the other countries are made up
from official data of the same perind. Asin
tho year 1890 there was no general epidemic
in tnis country, ond us it is not known that
that year wits in any way out of the common
in the countries of Western Kurofe, it is pre-
sumable that the record presented jaa fair
average of other yeurs,

Not to confuse tie render by statisticel
taoulations, it may suilice to say timt tas
tables in the census roport show that the
avirage durntion of life of people in the
United States ig less than twenty yeure ; that
is to say, of all of those Lorn fully one-hulf
die before they have completed their 20th
year. Of course, the death rate is lurgest
among very young children, about 40 yer
cent dying bLefore the age of ive.  But after
that period the death rale with us aeems ©)
muintain iteulf on what might be termed the
kigh pressure ecele, and thus only tecnty-
twa American men enl women out of 100
live to he more than tifty years of age, nnid
only ubout four out of 160 live ty be eighty
yoars of wze. It is asserted in the ¢ nsus re.
porty that the rates of moriality are higher in
the Lirge citivs thrn o the country districts,
though it is quits proluble that this increase
in ghown in the mortaiity of children under
fivo years of wgr, rather than in tie rates of
death appertatuing to those of more advanced
}enrs,

’ The comparison of cur tables with those f
England is somnewhat to our disadvantage,
thoupgh not as much so ag eimilar comnparisony
instituted between the American rates of
mortslity and those of Krance ard lrelind,
The death rate under five years of agein
Bngland is, on the whole, higher thun that
of this country. On the other hsni, 12 per
cent of our population die between the ages of
five and twenty yenrs, while in Englani the
death rate of this period isonly 8 per cent of
the whole. In the United States 24 per cent
of the population dis between the age of
twenty and fifty, while in Englaad the svor-
age mortality is only 21 per cent between the
agen of twenty and fifty-five. 1t thus tran-
spires that there are, proportionately, as
maoy peoplein England who live to lis soven-
ty-five yeurs of nge us there are people in the
United States who live to be seventy »ears of
age, .
ant when we come to ¥rance the showing
is very much more to our disadvantige. As
we ss1d above, only twonty-two people vut of
100 in the United States live tv the age of
fifsy, while in France forty-eight peopls out
of 100 altaln that wge; end while with us
only sbout 10 ptrcent. of the inhabitants
reach tha age of threescore years and ten, in
France 25 per cent. of all those born survive
thot traditional limit of human life.

The Irish do not seem to live ua long
a period as the Freach, and yet nearly five in
100 of the deaths are of persons over cighty-
five years of age—a showing in all revpects
better than oura.

The conclasioua to be drawn from this ex-
hibit, says the Boston erald, are entirely to
the detriment of the American aystems of so-
cial and business life. Tho high rate of mor-
tality among children under five years of age
may be due to a number of diferint canees,
such as insufficiert cnre, want o! physical
strength on the purt of parcnss, aud, 1=chaps,
abnormal condithune of life. Tne . :-ptional
high rate of mort.l ty at the pesivi bitween
ten and twenty yenrs of age can dou':tless be
attributed to the sozial exoltemnernt, verging
almost on dissipation, in which youn; people
in this country are allowed to indulge, and,
perhaps, aleo to tha tension upen the physical
aystem of our methods of education. Itiscer-
tainly a sigoificant fact that, proportivoatedy,
nearly twice as many Americans die in the
decade Letween their tenth and twentieth
years as English young people of similar ages,
That so few of our penple live to be over tilty
is equally significant; for, while we have
better food and better lodgings, and while the
sanitary conditions of existence are studied
here, with, perhape, as great care ns clse-
where, these ara evidently altogether insuffi-
cient to offset the results of the wear and
tear of existence, which are the concomitanta
ot our highly nervous and intense social and
bazinees activity.

There are, no doubt, advantages aitend-
ant upon the American system of life ;
but if statistica prove anything, they
demonstrate that we obtain these advan-
tagea at am enormous cost. Certainly,
for the purpose of ¢uataining cur aocial and
business system, and for the enjoynien of
life a8 we endeavor to enjoy it, we praciically
sacritice not lers than 25 per cent of our pos-
sible years of exictence. lvis said that the
cxhibit now is leas appalling than «t once was
that the statistics of the lite insuronce com-
panies indicate the slow but sure tonlency
toward greater Inngevity ; but thie is, per-
hape, the case all over the world, and our
people 4are at the pregcnt time 8o far down on
the lit that enurmious giins weuld Lave to

CHARLESTON, S, C., DEVASTATED BY

history of this city, swept over Charleston 1ast
night shortly after 10 o’clock, causing more loss
and injury to property, and far more loaw of
life, than the cyclone of the year before. The
ity is wrecked, the streets are encumbered
with a mass of fallen bricks and tangled
telegraph and telephone wires, andup to an
early hoar it was almost  impossible
to pass from one purt of the city to anotlier.
The first shock was most severe, BMost people
with fumilies passed the night in the strects,
which even this morang were crowded with
people afraid to enter their homes, Mora than
sixty pereons were killed aud wounded, chiefly
colored people, Among the whites killed and
fatally injured are M. J, Lynch, Dr. R, Alex-
ander Hamniond and Ansley Robinsoun, Ifres
broke out in different parts of the city iiume ti-
ately sfter the earthguake, and some are still
burning.

The
loss by fire and earthquake cannot be readily
estimated but can be' placed safely at
$5,000,000. .As far as could be ascertained
during the night fifteen to twenty were killed
and a much greater number wounded in all
sorts of ways. Shocks equally as severe were
folt at a distance of thirty-five miles and have
done inestimable damage to railroads and
telegraph property.

A SCIEXTIST'S EXPLANATION,
Wasnixgroy, Sept. 1.—Major Powell,
director of the United States Geological sur-
vey, says the earthquake was well observed
by W. J. McGee, of the Geological survey.
After the culmination of the first shock the
phenomena were timed, A rough substitute
for a seismoscope was impiovised out of o
tumbler ot water placed on & stand in the
centre of the room, and a high headboard of a
liedstead served as a rude seismopeter. Fol-
lowing is the record : The time of the cul-
mipation of the first shock (75 meridiun)
was 9.54} p.m. ; duration of first shock (esti-
matsd), 50 sec. ; time of termination of same,
9,55 ; time of termination of stight tremors,
10 pm,  Several alight tremora fol-
lowed, but were unot timed. The
time of the recommencement of the continu-

remors 10.13 ; direction of vibration, as in-
dicated by the improved seismoscope, nori-

zoutel direction, was from north 80 degrees

to a very little north of east, but there was

Roughly the upward impulee in each vibra-
tion appeared to be a third or half of the
Interal impulse, The rate ot vibration was
measured in the high awinging headboards of
a bedstead during the second shock, and
found to be 115 to 120 per muinute. During
the second shock the head-board, 8} feet
high, swung through an arc of from one-
hall to three-quarters of an inch. If was
estimated that the amplitude of oscilation
during the earlier shock was twice or thrice
ag great, Daoring 1885 there were recoerded
the lollowing earthquskes in the United
States and Canada:—Canadian  prov-
inces 8 ; New England 5; Atlantic statea 9;
Miseissippi Valley 3; Pacific slope 34; total
59, Daring twelve years—1872 to 1883—
there have been recorded in the United States
and Canada 364 earthquakes, many of these
disturbances so elight as to be unperceived
by the majority of the people. The liatin
more complete in the densely pepulated and
frequently ahaken Atlantic States than in
either the seldom shaken Mississippi valley
or the sparsely populated Pacific alope,

THE EXPLANATION OF EARTHQUAKES

naually accepted by geologists is something
like this : The earth is believed to be en-
closed by a solid crust of rock of variable
thickness. In difterent Bections this crust
rests upop material ip & more or less flnid
condition ao that it readily yields to agencies
of deformation lika water or molten iron, The
reasons for believing that the interioria in a
somewhat fluid condition are various. The
most important are : Firat, From very many
obgervations made in mines, artesian wells,
etc,, it has been discovered that thereis an
increase of temperature from the surface
downward and that thiz increase is so great
that a degree of heat suflicient to melt all
known rocks is scon reached. Second, By
certain geologival agencies certain rocks from
below have been brought to the surface in
mountain building, and these rocka bear
evidence of having been greatly heated,
and even of having heen melted., Thivd,
Molten matter in very large quanti-
ties comes up from the interior of the
carth through crevasses and volcanic points.
Besides these lines of evidence there are
many nccessary tucts which tell the same
story. The interior of the ¢arth is constantly
losing heat in a vavielty of ways. A small
amount is probably conducted to the surface
and radiated into space, and a large amount
ot heat is conveyed from the interior through
the agency of hot springs. Such springs are
tound in many portions of the earth, andin
a few districts are very abundant, The
lavas that are brought up yield vast
stores of heat, all of which 18 loat to the
earth, through radiation. Secular cooling,
which results from the above causes, muat
necessarily diminish the magnitude of the
earth, and as it shrinks the solid exterior
crust must in some manner yield go as to
conferm to the lesser magnitude thus pro-
doced, The stresses produced in the crust of
the earth by the shrinking of the interior are
modified by another class of agencies. The
land surface of the esrth is washed by
strenms and rivers, and in aggregate large
bodies of material are carried away
and deposited in lake Dbottoms which are
gradually filled up and especially deposited
nlong the shores of seas. The urloading of
certain water areas to a large extent localizes
it. Agsin the fluid or plastic materisl of the
interior changes its- position beneath the
crust of the earth and portions of it flow
out as lavn, Thus an additiona] net of
stresses are established through the agency
of a contracting interior, through the leading
and unloading at the surface, and through
tha flow of interior matter to lava beds.
When such matter is poured out upon the
surtsce the stresses produced by the various
agencies thus described gradually became so
great that at last the crust of the earth must
yield acd earthquakes e produced.

A NATUBAL PHENOGMENON.
A GEVAER BISCOVEREDL WHILE DIGGING FoR A
WELL —BSLLE FLAIN, I\, THREATEN-
ED WITH DESTRUCTION,

Cuicauo, Ang. 31.-—A despatch was re-
ceived at the ocity hell this evening from the
mayor of Belle Pliin, Jowa, which states
that an artesian well, four inches in diame
ter, burst when a depth of 180 feet had boen
reached in boriug, and instautly s volume of
water was forced into the air to the distance
of several hundred feet. This gradually in-
creazed in size and volume until a atream of
water fully sixteen inches in diameter was
formed, snd the upward torce of thia stream
is equal to the power of powder or dynamite,
The water in huge volumes is spouting high
in the air, and the aupply seems inexhaus-
tible, Two gigantic rivers have Deen formed
by this phenomenal wat:r burst, which are
ruoning through the town at the rate of
twelve miles sn hour, aod carrying every.
thing before them. Housesand lives are threa-
tened by this peculiar freak of nature, ani the
citizens are appalled at their impeading dan-
ger, which at present Lhey are a% powerlesa to
overcome, finding it impcssille to divert the
flood. An attempt was made to insert six-
teen inch boiler iron tubes in'o the well, but
these were instantiy Llown out and forced
high iuto the eir. Finding the plan useless,
the teivified people attempted to fill uwp tne
aperture through which this terrille geyser
was spouting its deluge. Fifteen carloads of
stone were emptied intc the well, but these
were forced upwarda as though propelled by

the torce of giant powder. Bags of sand were
then hostily constracted and cast into the
well, bat these, toa, werc harled into the air.
The Chicago & Northwestern Ruilway was
called upon for essistance and instantly sent
o large gang of men to the resone. The
bridge gang of the county was also called
apon, but up to this evening no abatement
in the flow of water was perceptible, and
the rushing rivers formed by it were wash.
ing the channcls they had made deeper
and wider, while the basin formed by this im-
mense volume of wuter was spreading over
the low lands in the vicinity. The mayor of
Belle Plain in hia last extremity telegraphed
to Chicago for the beat engineers that could
be sccured to comeimmediately to the spot
and use their skill and energy 1o attempting
to stop this perilous condition of effairs. The

verantion we feel justified inbelieving that he
did so intend it. While it is most certain that
the present Irish movement is a movement of
the people, and that the Archbishop of Dab-
lin and most of the Bishops and priesta of
Lrelini are with the peopl: in it, we believe
it is the desire of the Arcl bishops and
Buho;s of Ireland, and of the beat of the
Irieh luy leaders, to keep 1t apart from the
movement that has been developing in Eog-
land during the past quarter of a centvry,
the democratic, or *‘radical”™ mcvement.
The Irisb movement is not a proletariat move-
men*. There is no affinity between it and the

Balow was to b2 allow-
ed to buy back the property within a given
time, and this made the deed roally s mort-

age. Balow failing to redeem the
arm, Mr. Palmer fioally decided
to take possession, and Iast spring

served a writ of ejectmeet on the Germen,
who promptly threw the cflicer out of the
yard and refused to vacate, There wero
several anbsequent collisions, and thus mat-
ters stood when on Tuesday Mr. Palmer’s
two sona and an officer named Joseph Berrius
went out to serve a fresh writ.  Balow and
his wife asw them coming, locked the house
up and ordered the party off with a ehot-
gan, YWhen they refused to go,
Balow and his wile, who was also
armed with a shotgun, fired, badly wounding
the three men. Lbsat evening Constables
Doherty and Shuell, having a warrant for the
Balows for attempted murder, drove out to
Greenfield and sooght to strest them. When

a few feet from the house Balow opened the
door and discharged both barrels of his gun

at Doherty, who fell terribly wounded
in the breast and side. His valiant
assisgtant ran away, When Doherty
regained consciousness he crawled to his
buggy and managed lo reach a houeo. Me
now lies very low at St Mary's Hoepital.
By thia time the Sheriff and prosecuting
attarney resolved to arrest them at all
bazarde and fetch them in dead ¢r ulive. A
puese was therefore started out as Etated
above, When the farm wus reached this
evening the officers surrounded the
bouse and called to Balow, who
came out, photgun in hand. His aged
wife ormed in like fasbion followed close.
The pair were covered hy half a dozen Win.
chesters and told to  surrender. Bslow
grasped the situation and surrendered, but
bie wife wanted to fight the whole crowd,
Balow was brought here and jailed. The
woman waa disarmed, aod after a (zernn
speaking officer had converaed with her she
grew pacified and waa allowed to stsy at
home to-night.

IOW TO COUK A FISH.

It has been said by a great epicure that
none but Jews know how to cook a fieh. The
following is a Hebrew ‘‘secrst” which I
learped from a dark-eved Jdaughtcr of the
Jows quarter in Seville, Any nice fish that
ie in season may be used. Puat one and a-
half pints of holliog water in a porcelain or
gronite wara sancepan with a good sizad
onion aliced thin, a little powdered gin-
ger, and & small quantity of . pepper and s .lt.
When the onion is nearly cooked, put in the
fish, anl when both are done take them out
and putop a platter. Strain a cup full of
liquor in which the fish was cooked, add toit
a tablespoonful of chopped parcley, & littlo
grated nutmeg and the juiceof a lemon. Beat
in slowly thres whipped eggs, and retarn to
the fire atirring slowly until the gravy attaing
the consistency of cream. Be cuareful to stir
all the while it is on the fire, and do nct allow
it to boil even for a moment or it will curdle,
Pour over the fish and acrve.

TOMATO SUTPE,

Try this now that tomatoes are plentifal.
It is good in winler with canned tomalo,
Two quurts of tomatoes, peeled and sliced,
three pints of broth—veal or chicken is beat—
one tablespoooful miaced paraley and the
same nuantity of minced onion, one tenspoosn-
ful of sugar; pepper and ealt to tasts;
browned flour for thickeuing ; tablespeonful
ot Lutter, fried bread dice. Stsw the tome-
toes in the broth uotil they are broken all to
pieces, add herbs and onions. Stew twenty
minutes, 1ub through a colander, season,
thicken with a tablespoonful of browned floor
rubbed in ouc of butter, boil two minutes,
and pour upon the fried bread in the tureen.

STANISH CARAMLOLA,

simple. You have only to take 3} lbs of raw
veal or b2ef minced very tine, or, vetter still,
run through a sausage machine, 4 large
crackers, crushed very fine, 1 ogg, 1 cup milk,
butter size of an egg, 1 tublespoon salg, 1
of pepper ; mix in shape of a loaf, and pake
in a slow oven 24 hours, basting often.
