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Comment and Criticism.

HE Dominion Artillery Association’s competition, open to the gar-

rison batteries of the Dominion, is this week in progress at the

Island of Orleans, below Quebec. Full particulars of the prize winning
scores and other details of the meeting will appear next week.

UPPLEMENTARY to the scores published in last issue, of the
matches completed during the first two days of the Dominion Rifle
Association prize meeting, we this week present to our readers a detailed
report of the subsequent proceedings. This will be found much more
complete than anything that has appeared or could have been expected
to be published in the daily press, no trouble having been spared to

secure all the details likely to be of interest to the competitors and our
readers in general.

N point of attendance, the meeting was the most successful ever held

on Rideau range. The greatest number of competitors in any one
match this year was 351, the highest figure ever reached here, and an
increase of 29 over last year’s, then also the highest to date. Itis
highly gratifying to note the steadily increasing interest thus shown to
be taken in the competitions of the association, an increase which no
doubt will continue so long as there is presented a prize list so liberal
and attractive as that of this year, when the money prizes showed an
advance of nearly $750 over the largest amount ever offered previously.
That with such an unexpectedly large attendance the meeting should
have been conducted as smoothly as it was, is greatly to the credit of
those to whom its\management was entrusted. .

LARGE share of the credit for this happy result is due to the
painstaking secrctary of the association, Lt.-Col. Bacon, whose
arrangements were very complete in every respect. Mention of his name
will not appear invidious to anyone who, having a knowledge of the num-

berless details left to be attended to by the secretary, realizes the extent.

of his tesponsibilities. The statistical officer and his staff were well up
in their work, and issued the prize lists with a promptitude which earned
the gratitude of all in expectation of seeing their names upon them.
And to add to the general happiness, the treasurer was early in attendance
with a well filled cash box, the contents of which he apparently took great
pleasure in distributing to the claimants. There were no vexatious de-
lays about the extra series entry office—buying a ticket being in fact sim-
plicity itself compared with the task of getting an opportunity to shoot it.
The range officers gave general satisfaction, and though a complaint has
appeared in a daily paper of a “flagrant case of checking” of a competi-

ding of the resolution.

tor who was a lieutenant-colonel by a range officer who was a lieutenant
simply, it seems to us that a well regulated lleutenant-colonel should not
leave himself open to be checked by a range officer of any rank.

HE extra series matches were the weak point of the meeting. The
accommodation was utterly inadequate, and had the proverbial Job
been a competitor, even his patience must have been sorely taxed in
waiting an opportunity to shoot. Particularly so if he had wandered off
to the far distant riverside sandpit where the butts for the 8co and goo
yards targets were situated. There were only two targets, and these
could in the week be operated for about thirty or thirty-five hours at the
most. Yet two distinct matches were to be fired here, unlimited entries
for which were to be allowed the 350 competitors. A simple arith-
metical calculation would have shown that if all the competitors chose
to enter in both matches there would barely be time for each to fire once
only, allowing five pairs to a target per hour. It seems to have

become an absolute necessity that greater target accommodation should
be provided.

T is a pity that the late hour at which Major Delamere brought up
the subject of allowing unlimited team entries from the same corps
in the military matches should have prevented a full discussion taking
place. There is a very great deal which might be urged in favor of this
proposition, the strongest argument perhaps being the excellence of the
practice the militia would have in preparing themselves for these
matches. It is unfair to the large body of the competitors to keep
them idle on the range for a whole afternoon while one-fifth engage in a
series of competitions from participation in which the remaining four-
fifths are debarred. At Toronto a few weeks ago the same subject was
brought up at the annual meeting of the members of the Ontario Rifle
Association, and a resolution recommending that the number of entries
from any one corps be unlimited, was carried at that meeting. The
Quebec association has already adopted the principle. *

HE committee appointed at the competitors’ meeting to wait upon the
Minister of Militia to urge upon him that the Canadian force be
armed with the Martini rifle, did not have the proposed interview. Why,
is not exactly known. Probably upon reflection the older heads of the
committee found that they could not conscientiously carry out the bid-
Had they waited. upon the Minister to ask, not
that the Martini entirely replace the Snider, but that the supply of the
former now in the stores should be issued to the city corps and those of
the rural battalions who would make good use of them, for practice at
the longer ranges, then their request would have been a reasonable one,
and properly pressed might have had some chance of being granted.
Why should these Martini’s be kept in store until they become obsolete?

HE late hour at which the London Merchants’ Cup Match was fired
no doubt had the effect of making the scores considerably lower
than they would have been had the light been good for 6oo yards. At
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all events many of the men did considerably better in the Governor-
General’s match next morning, when the conditions were all favorable.
The chief prize in the latter match, the great reward of the meeting, has
this year been taken by a young man whose name is comparatively little

known to Dominion riflemen. Private Duncan has, however, an enviable

record which shows it was no happy fluke that has now brought him
so suddenly into prominence.

The Governor General's Prize Winner,

RIVATE W. S. DUNCAN, of the Queen’s Own Rifles, who on
Friday last won the special badge and $250 granted as the chief

prize in the Govetnor-General’s match, with the fine score of 93 points
out of 105, has been a regular attendant at the D. R. A. meetings ever
since 1882, in which year he joined the Queen’s Own Rifles. From this
corps, after three years’ service, he retired in 1885, but rejoined in the
‘autumn of 1886. This is the first occasion upon which the honor of
winning the prize has fallen to the Queen’s Own.
now thirty-one years of age.

He was born 1in Orkney Island, but com-
menced his residence in Canada’ when only six months old. He never
fired a military rifle before joining his present corps, btt the proficiency
he soon acquired has won for him every year since the silk cross guns
awarded for marksmanship in the regiment. In 1884, when with 648
points, an average of 81 per man, the highest score ever recorded, the
Queen’s Own won the Tait cup in the regimental match of the O. R. A,
Pte. Duncan was a member of the team. He has twice won a place in
the Ontario Grand Aggregate, winning the Governor-General’s bronze
medal in 1885, but never until this year got into the Dominon aggre-
gate, though he has been almost in on three occasions, once losing his
chance by making a bull’'s eye on the wrong target in the last match.
We congratulate him upon the good use he has made of the opportunity
now that he has got in. His friends will be all the more pleased at his
success from the fact that Pte. Duncan is of a very modest and retiring
disposition. He has, however, a keen eye to business, and found time
while in Ottawa, in addition to making prize scores in nearly all the
matches, to secure some valuable orders for the firm of whom he is the
Toronto agent, that of Mason & Risch, the well-known piano manufac-
turers.

Dominion Rifle Association-Prize Meeting.

N last issue there appeared the scores of the matches of the D. R. A,

fired on Monday and Tuesday of last week. Those of the Gzowski

and British Challenge Shield matches, which took place on Tuesday
afternoon, were not made up in time for publication. .

As the result of the change from heavy marching order to drill
order, in the dress required for the military matches, there was a large
increase in the entries, there being fourteen teams competing in place of
nine last year. Owing to a delay about commencing these matches, it
was almost dark before they were concluded. The skirmishing for both
was done first, then the volley firing, and next the independent firing.
The Eighth Royal Rifles, whose team consisted of Sergts. Goudie, Dew-
fall and Hartley, Corpl. Norton and Pte. Thomson, were victorious in
the Gzowski cup match, scoring 418 points, or 37 more than stood to
the credit of last year’s winners. The score in the British Challenge
Shield match also showed an increase, the Governor-General’s Foot
Guards becoming its custodians for the year with a total of 286 points,
four more than that of the Eighth Royal Rifles, the winners in 1886,
This is the second time the Guards have won this handsome trophy,
they having taken it in 1884. Their team consisted of Staff-Sergt.
Newby, Color-Sergt Mailleue, Sergt. Short, Ptes. Armstrong and Suther-

Friday, 2nd September.

During the night rain fell heavily, but it had ceased long before the time for
shooting to commence on Friday, and there was almost perfect weather for the great
match of the week, the contest of the sixty highest in the grand aggregate for

and for places upon the Wimbledon team of 1888. There was no sun, but the light
was beautifully clear. Not a trace remained of the smoke which had been so trouble-
some the two preceding mornings, the rain having quenched the forest fires. There
was scarcely any wind—none to give trouble with the Martini. All the sixty had
made their entries in good time, and promptly at nine o’clock the match commenced.
Everything was favorable to high storing, and this was the order of the day. The
splendid prizes offered caused every competitor to do his utmost. Sergt. Keddy, of
the 68th, made a great bid for first place by putting 34 points out of 35 possible, to his
credit at 200 yards; but he started with two outers at §00 yards, and thus spoiled his

chances. At the end of the firing at the second range, Pte. Armstrong, of the Guards,
was top man with 63 to his credit, and he seemed once more safely on the way to the
big prize which he so narrowly missed last year, when he finished second. Capt. Mc-
Micking, who had made 31 at 200 yards, had a damper put upon his hopes by the
waving of a ricochet bar when his target reappeared after having gone down in response
to his first shot at 500 yards. Six shots then fired as he thought the first had been, gavs
him 29 points, five bulls and inner, but the ““ricochet” had ruined him. There were
a number of men with scores over sixty when the 600 yards range was commenced,
and the excitement began to run high amongst the spectators. Armstrong made three
misses, and the vision of the prize money disappeared. Lieut. H. C. Chamberlin, the
game little crack shot of the 43rd, starting with two magpies next made five bulls,
making 31 at 600yards, and 9t in the match, and was heartily congratulated upon
making a prize score. But Lieut. Mitchell, firing alongside, had 88 with a shot to go
and putting an inner to his credit took the lead with 92. Everybody congratulated
him, he was the winner sure! But while the handshaking was still going on there was
a great cheer from the butts on the left. Inquiry showed that Pte. Duncan, of the
Queen’s Own, who had made an even 30 at each of the former ranges, had topped his
score with 33, and wound up with the grand total of 93, assuredly first place. for he
was about the last to conclude. No others touched the nineties, and Duncan, Mitchell
and Chamberlin, in that order, took the three handsome money prizes generousl
donated by His Excellency. This is the fourth occasion upon which Lieut. Mitcheﬁ
has shared in these prizes. In 1880 and in 1881 he was third, and in 1883 he won
first money. Lieut. Chamberlin has also previously had the good fortune to share in
them, having been second in 1881. The following were the scores in detail of the

PRESENTATION OF PRIZES.

There was a public presentation of prizes to the winners of the first three places
in each match. This toolli place on Friday afternoon, on the range, at the entrance to
the council tent. The Minister of Militia, Sir A. P. Caron, presided, and made the
presentations. He also made a brief speech, congratulating the riflemen on the success
of the meeting and the increased attendance.

Amongst other distingushed personages present were Sir John Macdonald and
Major-General Sir Fred. Middleton. Sir John being called upon for a speech received
an ovation upon rising. He first expressed the pleasure which he felt at being present
upon the occasion. He was glad, he said, to know that the position of the military
service of Canada was most satisfactory. He had occasion to know from communica-
tions he had had with the military authorities in England that they looked upon the
force in Canada as a great addition to the strength of the military force of the whole
empire. e was gratified to note that the spirit which'led to the adoption of the volun-
teer system had been so developed. They could make a good show in the field, and
if the mother country was attacked they would be prepared (o send an efficient body
of men from Canada ready to fight for the old flag. There were many good shots in
Canada, and he was sure they would make a good many bull’s-eyes at the ecnemy if
they had the chance. (Laughter.) The premier concluded by a congratulation on the
success of the meeting.

THE LIST FOR WIMBLEDON.

The team of twenty to represent Canada at Wimbledon in 1888 will be chosen by
the executive committee of the Dominion Rifle Association, from the sixty competitors
in the Governor-General’s match, their places on the list being determined by the
totals of their scores in this match and in the-“grand aggregate” combined. It will
be noticed that three of the sixty are officers on the retired list, and they are :herefore
not eligible for the team. Their totals are given with the rest, but on account of their
ineligibility they are not numbered: —

Gleanings.

The following is from the Charlottetown, P.E.L., Examiner of the 31st ult:—
‘A very strong feeling of indignation is entertained by the artillerymen of this province,
and of the maritime provinces generally, because their teams have been refused’ rail-

way passes to Quebec to attend the grand artillery competition about to be held there,
though free passes were given members of the Dominion rifle association attending the
rifle competition now being held at Ottawa. The men say they have been unfairly
and scurvily treated.  They think their services just as arduous and of quite as much
importance to the government as those of the riflemen; and why they should be snub-
bed while the others are favored they cannot understand.  'We own to a great deal of
sympathy with the feclings of the artillerymen in this matter. They give, freely, a
large amount of time to drill, and to preparing themselves for active service whenever
their country may demand it; they wield a most important arm of the department of
militia and defence, and on these grounds are entitled to every courtesy and favor
which can be extended by the government without absolute loss to the public. But it
is disheartening to find that their services and their importance are regarded as so much
less valuable than those of riflemen. The discrimination against them seems to be
unnecessary in the interests of the public, and unjust.  'We therefore hope it will be
removed.

Recently some very important and interesting experiments have been made at
Lydd camp. Besides shell practice at a concrete fort specially constructed, an experi-
ment was made by Capt. ITawkins, R.E., with a new and ingenious method of working

clectric search light. The object sought to be attained was to be able to work the
search lights under the fire of the rifles and Gardner guns of an enemy. The engine
and apparatus which worked the light were placed under a casement about 200 yards
from where the light was actually seen, The light was so arranged as to be under
cover and to throw the rays on to areflector on the top of a parapet, by means of which
the country all around was scoured. The reflecting disc had a diameter of 22 inches,
and it was found that although it was struck by bullets several times the damage to the
roflector was practically 27/, the reflecting power being only diminished by the area of
a bullet hole. The reflector was worked by four temporary guy ropes divided equally
round its surface, two to give depression or clevation, and the other two for lateral
direction, the whole of these movements of course being worked from the casement.
The difficulty in shooting at this bright light was found to be very great indeed, as aim
could only be taken through a dark piece of oiled paper placed over the foresight.
Ten riflemen of the East Surrey regiment, under Lieut. Birch, and a Gardner gun in
charge of Licut. English were brought to bear upon this light, Several hundred
rounds-were fired at a range of 1,000 yards and a similar fusilade made at 500 yards.
It was found after two hours’ sharp firing that the reflector had been struck fifteen times
without being seriously damaged. The light was shown ut intervals of about a minute
only. At a former experiment it was found that under similar conditions the reflector
was struck four times by the Gardner gun only. "The Royal engineers have also com-
menced a series of balloon experiments. A captive balloon was held at a distance of
1,000 feet or more from the earth, and observations made on range firing. Some
very interesting photographic experiments have been made from a small balloon which
ascends to a height of about four hundred feet. The cap is removed from the camera
by an ingenious process, and after the balloon has remained in the air a few minutes,
it is hauled down with a photograph of the surrounding country bencath, A captive
balloon is heing moored on the sea-shore at Dungeness, and experiments arc to be made

by firing shrapnel shell at it, -
