THE DISOBEDIENT SON.

“T'wo young men, the children of pious and weal-
thy parents, feit themselves exceedingly displeased, at
being constantly refused the faniily carriage on the
Lord’s day. It was 10 vain they urged their confine-
meut during the week, asa suflicient reason why
they should be thus indulged on the Sunday. It was
the father’s settled rule, that the autliority which com-
manded him 1o rest, included also hLis servants and
cattle ; he therefore turned a deaf ear to their entrea-
ties and remonstrances. In their madoess or in their
toliy, they determined to resent his retusal, hy leav-
ing their situations and going to sea. _Intelligence of
this step was transmiitted to the Rev. John Griffin, of
Portsea, and bie was requested to make dilligent in-
quiry, and on finding them, to use every means to
induce them to return home. After some scarch he
found them in & rendezvous house, and introducing
himself, he stated his business, and urged their re-
turn.  He, however urged in vain ; for bent upon the
fulfiliment of their design, they thapked him for his
advice, but determined to reject it. Among other
reasous for their return, he urged the feelings of their
parems, and especially those of their mother. * Think,
said the good man “ What must your mothers situa-
tion be, after years of anxious watching and lervept
prayer ; alter Jooking forward to this time, when in
your society and in your welfare, she hoped to tneet
a rich reward for alk that <he had guffered on your
account; yet in one moment, and by one imprudent
step, she finds you plunged into misery, the depths
of which you capnot couceive of, and herself the sub-
jeet of a wretchedness she has never deserved atyour
hands. Ir the heart of the youngest, there was a
sense of gratitude, which auswered to this appeal;
and, bursting into tears, he expressed his sorrow for
bis conduct, and his willingness 1o return.

{o judgment. One, and but one consolation remains.
1 refused the offer of going to your house until 1 could
be provided for, assigning as a reason, that it would
wake my parents feel to have it said their son was
common sailor. A little refiection showed me the
cruelty of this determination; I assuned another name,
under which I entered mysnlf ; and my chief consola-
tion is, that 1 shall die unpitied and unknown.”
What the feelings of Mr. Griffin were at this sad
discovery,may be more easily conceived than describ-
ed. He spent some time with him iu prayer and of-
fered him that advice, which was best suited to his
unhappy case. The prisoner was dgain placed in
confinement, and Mr. Grifiin remained witli the of-
ficer who wes then on duty, % Can nothing be done
for this poor young man ?” was one of the first in-
quiries made after the prisoner was withdrawn. ¢l
fear not,” replied the officer; “the lords of the ad-
miralty have determined to make an example of the
firsy offencer in this particular erime. He unfortu-
nately is that offender; and we hourly expect the
warrant for his execution.,” Mr. Griffin determined
to go immediately to London, and in humble depend-
ence upon the Lord, to make every effort to save the
criminal’s life, or to obtain a cominutation of the
sentence. It was his lot, on the day of his arrival i
the metropolis, to obtain an interview with one of
the lords of the admiralty, to whom he stated the
respectability of the young man’s connexions, bis bit-
ter and unfeigned regret, for the crime which had
forfeited his life : and, with that earnestness which
the value of life is calculated to excite, ventured to
ask if it was impossible to spare him. To his regret,
lie was informed that the warrant for his execution,
had been that morning signed, and was on its way
to the officer, whose melancholy duty it was to see it
executed.  With compassion the nobleman said,
“ Go back, sir, and prepare him for the worst. I can-
not rell what is to be done; but we are shortly to
mcoi (s Majesty in council, and all that you have
urg.« hnll ve then stated ; may it prove successful.”
