These misfortunes are not due lo baîd bulsi-
ness tlus year but te a series of losses mode
tlroughout the long years of depression,
and only brouglit to puiblicity by the suspension
of the Coiisolidated Batk, in which institution
most of the dishoiored paper is known to
lodge. It is thouglt flia thie fill ramifications
of this business, s0 far as Ite retail fur trade is
concerned, have now been brought ta light.

- Dangerous ceiterfeit one dollar Domin-
ion bills (payable in Toronto) are in circula-
tion. The paper is mucli hinler, but tlie
engraving is singularly welil executted, and,
apart from the general appearance and
lexture by uwicb experts can usually de-

lect cointerfeits, it is not casy to point out
dilferences by whiich Ite bogus bills are te be
dis.tiguislied fromp genuine. Perhaps the mîost
roticeable diffirence is the engraving of tle
liead of Jacques Cartier. In tlc genuine bil .
the neck is fairly exposed between the beard
and collar, while in the bogus there is a light
line inniediately below the beard, and the work
about the ieck is doue sa imnperfectly tbat it is
dillicult te say wietier tihe collu' reaches cloe
up) te the beard or al portion of' the neck is ex-
posed. The face of the feiale figure is also
inferier, and miuch coarser in expression. The
nîext mlost consopicuouls diflerenîce ii in the
eloud work about the central figure. The
lile engraving in the genuine bill will lire
be found even, continous and quiite distinct,
though very faint, while in lite bogus bill the
same general eilfct is obtainecl by coarser and
less regular lines, net colntinuous but dotted. In

THIE FAIiIEIS' PARLIAMENT.
'ie anual neeting of' the Dominion

Granige wras ield last veek in Toraionto,
aind, judging fron the report, the organiza-
tion is increasing in influence. ''ie
number of inembers is stated ta be about
31,000, and there are 700 subordinate an
51 division granges. We aire not informi'd
of the numnber of granges, or of msenibers
isn'each of the provinces, but iwe learn
that since the last report 32 subordinate
granges were formed in Ontario, 21 in
Nova Scotia and 1 in eaci of the provin-
ces of Quebec and Manitoba. The repoit
stattes that it is a comparatively nei step
for ais arganization composed of men and
wvomen vhose occupation is agriculture
"l ta send representatives frons the differ-
" ent provinces of the Dominion to legis-
"late upon mlatters pertaining ta that
" insdustr'y." WVe have italicizedi tise wor'ds
"ta legislate " w'hich are calculated ta
convey a very failse impression as ta the
funsctions of the Granigers, who assume ta
be a sort of Farners' Parlianent.

The practical difliculties in the way of
such organizations as the Dominion Grange
and the Dominion Board of Trade are very
great, so great, indeed, as ta be almas t

insurnnn talle. Ail that tsese boaies
can do is ta discuss subjects of' cominon
interest, and ascertain the views of' the
mlinjority an each of' such subjects, and

comininn icate themi to the Governmnsi t
as' Parliamssent of the Domin ion. I t is evi-
dent tnt the nembers o the Grange are
chiefly fron the povince of Ontriino, il-
though a few' members fron Nova Scotia
appear ta have been present. It must be
a ieavy tax in tine andri noney on resi-
dlents in Nova Scotia to attend n mtee ing
in Toronto foi' the puirpose oi discussing
subjects brlgit before theitn .vii buit
littie prospect of satisfasctor'y resuits.
''ie local Boards of 'Tride are probably
better organizel than the Grangers, and
are certainly iuch less numerons. Tihev
have nuci better mseans ai' raisiîg mioney
for casualexpenses than the G rangers can
possibly have, but the inconvenience of
attending the aniual meetings has beei
found suficiently greant ta prevent many
considerable tovns fromi sending repre-
sentatives. It has been fouind absolutely
necessary ta granut sessional allowances ta
the mseibers'of our various Legislatures,
Local and Dominion, in order ta indemnifv
thei'm for the expenses which they have ta
incur in the public service. Without
such indensnification, we doubt very msuel
ihetier it wvill be found possible ta induce

our farmers ta attend meetings of the
Domsinion G-range at Tor'onto.

WlVe have endeavored ta forma saise opi-
niion as ta the utility of the late imeetings
froms the proceediings, but we mist onis
witlhout mssuci success. If the Grange
were to confine its efforts ta the advance-
sment of the art of agriculture in imitation
of the Royal Agricultural Society of Eng-
land, wre could understand how it miiiglit
be the imeans o eflectiisg ismuchs good. We
fear, however', that it ias other aspirations,
and when it tells the farmer " ta claim
lis right and assert lis position," we can-
not but appreliend thagit there is a desire
ta promote saome class objects. We learn
froni the Master, that being the designa-
tion of' the chief oflicer, thsat the Grangers
look fosîrard ta the day Il when money

kings and railway rings, and all comsbina-
" tions whichi have hitherto ield the fai'-
" nsers beneatli their iron grasp, will suc-
"l cumb ta the popular verdict of the
"lpeople, and r-ight shanll rule."l Let uis

exaisine this sentence: " There is but
aise way in wrhich msoney kings can fasten
ais iron grasp ais faimiers, whici is by tie
latter borrowing moiney.1'

It is the fasshion just at present witi
others as well as theGrangers ta designate
as Jews and Slylocks thosewho have attthe
ennest solicitation of Canada lent their
moiey on ivhat they have deemed good

security, viz , the national faiti as regards
loans ta Goveriiinent and the security of
property as regairds individuails. It iiglt
he very good advice on the part of the
Master of the Grangers to warn their

llow' iembers not to be induced ta
boirrow msoney at interest, but when lie
comlsp lains of the borrower being in the iron
grasp of the lender lie goes a little too far.
As ta " iaiilvay ring," tiat taunt msight
nwell be spared. 'The unfortunate share-
iolders in onr railways have not received
a dividensd If' year's on the money fur
nished for the construction of railroads
whici have materially cheapened the
cost of transport ta the great beniefit of
the very class whose exponent is not
ashaned ta charge then witih fastening
an it ain ilon grasp. As ta the politicians
of all classes, they are charged with riding
into place and power by " fraudulent
harangues." We incline ta think that
the Master bas conceived the idea that
"firauileiit harangues " constitute the
best mode of attaining power, for mnost
assuredly lie has given a specinen of one
that it would be diflicult for any one of
the class designated as " political partizans
and party leaders" ta rival. What the
political course of the Master may have
beeni we have iot the slightest idea, but
we infer fron tie.concludng paragraph
of his address tiat, lie is given ta making
forecasts of' the future. lefer'ring ta lus
cordial reception as delegate of the
Dominion Grange by the National Grange
of the United States, and ta the wai'm in-
terest manifested by that bod in tie
success and welfare of the Caiadian In-
stitustion, lie told his brethren that this
"gives no nicertain sound as ta the final
cenenting of the last link in the chain of
fraternal relations existing betweein us."
I t would be interesting ta learn froin the
orgai of the Grange the precise meaning
of the foregoing sentence. What does
the Master mean by the " last link ? "

It is in the discussion o the Bankruptcy
Lav that the Grangers h.ave given a practi-
cal illustration of the mseaning ofi many of
the vague expressions in their report and
in, the address of their -Master, in wlsici
conplaints are made againist those wha
Cg vould debar us froim our just riglts and
position." After inveighing against the In-
soivency Law, and threatening the Domin-
ion Senate writi extinction l'or hiaving re-
fused ta repeal that law which, probably
affects the fariners of the country as littie
as anîy other class of the community, a
suggestion is offered tiat the farimers
siould be allowed each ta set apart a cer-
tain portion of his land, na doubt includ.
ing his house and. outbuildings, wlhich is
not ta ba liable for his debts. We pre-
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sume that this suggestion is offered to thle
mercantile classes as tle condition on
which the Grangers will withdraw their
opposition to the Insolvency Law. It is
we think on the whole fortunate that the
Farmers, Parlianent bas shewn its band,
and enabled other classes to form soie
idea ofits aims.

*We do not find any expression of opin-
ion as to the recent changes in the teriff
on agricultural products, notwithstanding
tie lively discussion tlat has been going
on as to their effect on the interests of
tie very class represented at the meeting.
It would really have been interesting to
learn the views of the Grangers cin this
subject, but neither in the report nor in
the Master's address is there any allu-
sion to it.

RELATIONS BETWEEN TJJE UNITED
STATES AND CANADA.

WVe can readily comprehend that our
Englisi fellow-subjects ilio are so devoted-
ly attached te the principle of free-trade
must feel a good deal of irritation at the
protective policy recently adopted by
Canada, but, when the exponieits of public
opinion in the United States malke grave
charges against us on the sanie ground, we
confess that wie are inclined te feel in-
dignant. We are indebted to the Toronto
Globe for the opportunity of perusing an
article whici recently appeared in the
Albany Evening Mail, in whiclh both the
Canadian parties are charged with evinc-
inig jealousy of and hostility te conner-
cial intercourse wvith the United States.
It is not a little amusing te find in a
United States Journal a charge that our
policy is characteristic of China or Japaen,
in view of the fact that our exclusive
tariff is really a free-trade ene in coin-
parison with that of the United States.
Our chie comnplaint against the Albany
Journal is the oission on his part te
state that precisely tie same duties are
levied on our inports frion the United
States, where heavy duties are iniposed on
every article of Canadian production, as
on those fron oui- own Mothei- Country,
where Canadian products of every kind
ai'e admitted free of duty. Sui-ely this
fact is of essential importance, and ougtli
net to be kept il the back ground. The
Albany paper aflirms that our tariff was
especially constructed with a view te ex-
clude American manufactures froim.cross-
ing the border, but lie nakes io refer-
once te the exclusion of Canadian manu-
factures from the narkets of the United
States. WVith regard to the negotiation of
another reciprocity trenty, it is highly im-
probable that Canada will niake any
further effort in that direction. She lias
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undergone quite suflcient humiliation
already in connection with reciprocity, and
lias now deternined te adopt a policy of
ber own, which, if not perfect, she will
anend without reference to the opinions
of her neigihbors.

The Albany Mail is equally .unfair on
the subject of the fishleries. It must be
borne in mind that Canada does not feel
any desire te lease lier fisheries te the
United States for considerations of any
kind, pecuniary or otherwise. Thie United
States fisiermen are anxious te enjoy.the
privilege of fishing in Canadian waters, and
in the last treaty on the subject all their
demands were granted, notwithstanding
their refusal te entertain the Canadian
demand for a new reciprocity treaty. As
the United States would not consent to
give an equivalent for the riglt of fishing
in the form of free commercial inter-
course, the only mode left for settling the
value of the fisieries was by arbitration;
and, after interposing delays for years, a
fairly selected commission gave ai award
whiclh Canada at once accepted, thougi
far below wlat it deems the fair value
of the riglts conceded, but which was
bitterly conplained of by the United
States. The Albany Mail, referring to the
Fortune Bay affair, insists that the Ameri-
can fishermen were doing nothing but
enjoying the riglits secured ta thein by
the Treaty of Wrashington." That is pre-
cisely the point at issue. Is there one
line in the Treaty of wNrashington granting
te United States fishsermen privileges
which are denied to Britisi subjects ?
Tlie United States journals are most
careful to 'avoid the discussion of the
question of Sabbath breaking. Are their
laws, we should like te know, sucb that
Canadians would be permitted te carry
on fishing in United States waters on Sun-
day ? W\e feel assured that;aeven if there
was any tenptation te filsh in the United
States, ne such impropriety would be
attemipted, but it would be interesting te
learn whether there are any laws in the
United States for preventing the desecra-
tien of the Sabbati. It is wlolly incor-
rect to assert, as the Nelail lias done, that

an attemspt lias persistently been made
"to justify the lawless depredations o
" the rioters." It lias bee adiitted by
the entire Canaiadian press that the peo-
ple of Fortune Bay vere wrong in
taking the law into their own bands,
but it is likewise imcaintained that the
United States fishsermsen were the first
violators of the law, aid_that, when re-
dress is claimed for ee act of violence, it
is net unreasonable that it slould like-
wise be souglit for .aflagrant violation of
tse municipal law. The case lies in a

nutslîell. The treaty confers on Unitedî
States citizens the riglt to filsh in commen
with Britislh subjects, but no greaterright.
Ilad, then, Britilsh subjects the rigbt to do
what the United States fishermen vwere
doing in Fortune Bay on the 6th1 January
last? If not the United States ought to
be as ready to grant redress as they are
to claim it. The Albany Mail charges Can-
ada withI "a morbid jealousy " of the Uni.
ted Statesand with assuming " a hostile
attitude" towards that country. We have
little doubt that the feeling here is aliost
universal that the repeated efforts mlle
by Canada to carry on friendly intercourse
with our neighbors have been invariably
met in a hostile spirit. Such articles as
that in the Albany Evening Mail are not
calculated to improveithe feeling which
exists.

TUE GLOBE AND MR. STRATHY.

The chief organ of Mr. Strathy, for,
thanks to the influence of the Federal
Bank, he lias some minor organs, has
replied to our article of last week, and
lhas endeavored to persuade his readers
that we had resorted to abuse of tie
Globe instead of meeting fr. Strathy's
charges. The charge of black mail, the
Globe says le bas not been met at all."
We fail to comprehend how it is possible
to ineet such a charge, otherwise than by
a positive assertion of its untruthfulness.
Wlien on business tours we solicited
advertisements from tie Federal Bank,
precisely as we have doue from other
banks and merchants, but we empiati-
cally deny that we used threats or other
than fair business inducenents. As we
felt that Mr. Strathy's letter involved a
question of personal veracity, we deened
it our duty to refer specifically to articles
in the JouRN&AL oF CosMMsuE of whicih Mr.
Strathy lad complained, and of which
the Globe now coiplains. Our object
was to prove that we had not
attacked the Federal Bank. We are
prepared to join issue with the Globe
on the subject of his criticism of one of
our former articles, which excited tie
wrath of Mr. Stratby, altbough it may not
be irrelevant to remark that it ias pub-
lished about a year and a half ago. We
contend that the rate of interest allowed
by the Chartered Banks on deposits is a
fair subject for the criticismi of the press,
and especially of comercialjournals, and
that, te stigmatize such criticism. as
I tactics whicli no journal of repute wou]d
employ towards any one," is discredital-le
to the Globe. The article was not aim- d
specially at any bank, but, towards the
conclusion, it wa3 remarkedthat the sup-
port of the Federal Bank to a 'educed
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rate could scarcely be expected as it had
advertised that it was paying 6 per- cent.
We pointed out last week that occurrenî-
ces of a similar character to those at hie
1 ondon and Kingston agencies of the
Federal have invariably been noticed by
the press, and that we took pains ta get
correct information, which was ref'used.
What w'e published was substantially the
sanie as ivhst Mr. Strathy has admitted in
his letter. Mr. Strahy and the Globe niust
be conscious of the wveakness of theircase
w'hen they notice seriously our' little para-
graph about ic case of smal-pox.

TUE NATIONAL CURRENCY.
Althougli w'e continue tbe heading

which wve have prefixed ta former notices
of Mr. Brooks' essays in the Natioial,
which have reachel ta No. 5, wve must
acknowledge that it is no longer applica.
ble. Mr. Brooks has abandoned the suib-
ject of the currency, and has devoted his
last letter to an assault on the entire cre-
dit systei. Canada lias been " a niera
field of speculation for foreign Shylocks,"
the persons thus stigniatised being the
capitalists who have, at the urgen t request
of Canada, lent lier the mîîoney with which
she lias constructed ber canals and other
public works. Reference is male ta the
loan of $15,000,000 ta the Grand Triunik
Railway, not a dollar of which, principal
or interest, lias ever been repaid. Consi-
dering that Caadla ias got the railway
and all the indirect advantages w'hich it
lias conferred, and that the Englisli slhare-
holdershave never had a dollar, principal
or interest, for thir investment, it is cer
tainly rather cool ta reproach theim wvith
the nion.payment of their loai.

i-he Essayist holds the opinion Chat
'I'every mortgage represents a debt, and
Il that debtis a curse, notaonly upon those
« wlio individually oNe it, but an the
4 country at large." And mîîost assuredly
lie is right, if it b true that the vliole
world lias been steeped in ignorance prior'
ta the advent of Mi'. Geo. P. Brooks and
the currency theorists, of wlose opinions
lie has constituted llimself the exponent.
If it be ttc alint the Governient eau, by
issuing an indeilite ainouit. of irredeei.
able lotes, not only construct public

ivorks, but supply all borrowers vith
noney ad libitum, and wvithout even ex-
acting interest, thei certainly n'e have
been guilty of inconceivable folly in I soli-
citing British and other Shylocks ta give
us a golden toy .ta play withi." Mr. Brooks
amnits that there are " farmers who have
Ino mortgage on their farms, aîd no notes

u<îînder discount,: men hlio pay ready
« money for their groce'ies, stock, seed,
ufarm implements, and for everything

Il hley use," but he tells these people
hliat they pay ta the usurers " tlheir share
l like the others, and a very large share

"it is." Now certainly they do not pay
" like the others," wh'lo are described by
Mr'. Brooks as having their faims under
mnlortgage, and whlo, ioreover, niay have
notes under discouit, and Who do iot pay
ready nioney for their groceries, stock,
&c., &c. We appreliend that even Mr.
Brooks' reiaders andi disciples are noit so
coipletely bereft of connioii-sense as ta
believe that the two classes of farniers
wlîomî lie hlas descr'ibed cai be placed
exactly on the sane footing. We are by
no ieans prepared ta admit Chat the debt
O the one class is a curse, not only a
Chose whbo lidividually owe it, but an the
counltry at large. Everything deeds on
i,'e circimîstaices Of the particulair case.
It is far froi impossible tChat the arilers
wlio have no mortgages, no nlotes uider
discounît, and wVhIo pay ready moiey, miiay
have once been in the very sanie position
as those wh1o are low uider the curse, as
Mr. BrooIs calls it, Of debt. Oue tling,
however, is clear, vin, that no ale is con.
pelled ta borrow money on mortgage or
by discount, ai ta buy on credit, and it is
equally clear that the fariner who is free
fraim debt does ot contribuhe ta what
Me. Brooks ternis the usury exacted by
an companies. Nothing, therefore, cin

be more absurd than te sumî up the aggre-
gate iidebtdiiess of Canada in the orin
of public debts, bank discouits, railway
debts, &c., and estimate the iiiterest as a
charge ai cach family. 'le fariner who
is free froi debt on his personal accounît
lias ta coitribute, in the faim of' taxes, ta
the public burthens, of vhich a portioi
conîsists of interest on the public debt.
That debt w'as not contracted as the debts
ai most otlier countries, notably Great
Britain, Ruussia, France and the United
States, for n'ar expenditure, but for ob-
jects of vast public utility.

Let us, by way of illustration, cite oae
public work ao nwlicli inuense sumîs of'
ioney have been expcended,-the Welland
Canal. If the value of that work 'ere to
be estiniated by the tolls collected on the
vessels and goodîs passinîg through it, it
imust be ackinowledged that it is unre-
imuierative, but if, oni the other halld, w'e
were ta draw a comîrparison betweeii the
cost of bringing a busliel of vlieat from
the western part of Ontario ta the sea-
boai'd, before that wor'k iais undertaken
and since its coinplotion, it would be founîd
that it lias been as profitable a work as
was ever undeitaken. Wlen Ir. Brooks
enîdeavors ta create dissatisfaction at the
loan made ta tlie Gr'and Trunk Railway,
(lacs lie ever reflect on vihat aur munici-

palities have been doing of late years and
up ta the very time that ne are wvriting ?
Sa advantageous ta the districts of coun-
try tLhrough whIlich they pass have rail-
n'ays been found that our principal cities,
tons and townships have been ready ta
aid them by granting bonuses ta compa-
ies chartered ta build themî, a no other
condition than the construction of the
work. Mr. Brooks recommîends that a
class wlloi lie terms c' the honest but un-
fortuiate idle lieads of families," should
be aided by the Government wvith that
wn'ilderful instrument "' a true national
currency." el N'ew homes, new farms, new
cities and tovns and new wvealthî are ta be
created in addition ta the Pacifie railvay,
and all by inans of bits of paper, irre-
deeimable except in equally worthless
bonds." And yet, Mr. Brooks acknowv-
ledged, in ole of his early letters, hat itl
w'as indispensable ta a sound national cur-
rency that noa more than a sufficiency
should be issucd. What lie wvould deei
a sufliciency lie vill not say, but, consider-
ing that lie objects in lis last letter ta the
payment of interest, it is clear that the

aggregate amîounît wvould be something
enoimous. Usury, w'hich is the teri ap-
plied ta interest is 'la Juggernaut of woe,
injustice and wriong."

'We observe that the National refers
ta the letter of a correspondent of our's
fromt Tronto, in which there n'as ca recom-
mendation ta take sonie active steps ta
prevent the spread of the viewns of the
leaguers. The National challenges suclh
discussion, and regrets Chat its oppoients
refrain frain attending the meetings of'
the league. It is, of course, out of our
power ta judge wliether the league is of'
snflicienti importaice ta render public
discussion expedient. If w'e wiere ta forn
our opinion froi the w'eight of the argu.
mîents used by Mr. Brooks and the Na-
tioial, wve siould thiik it decidedly
better ta let then alonc. The national
actiially cites the case oi Robinson Crus'e,
w'ho vas left a solitary on a desert island
to prove that gold liad then no puiclhas
ing pow'er. We should be quite satisfied
ta subnit the question to the umpirage of
Sitiig Bull, whlo, we venture ta alliiu
would nîot hesitate in lis choice between
gold and national currency.

THE COURSE OF CUEESE.
While the present season lias pre-

sented uunusual features in very nmany
branches of our export trade, in none,
perhaps, are these more mîarked than in
the cheese market. Rarely, if ever before,
lias a season opened sa inauspiciously as
thîat just passed. The large stocks hleld
over from last year, net only in this city
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and thronghout the cheese marts of the
Dominion, but still more notably in Eng-
land, and the low price which ruled
during the winter months, only to be fol-
lowed by further dealings and a sagging
market upon the advent of spring,
together served as a strong check upon
the farmer and factor against free opera-
tions. To these agencies favoring dimin-
ished production, was next added the
fairly ruinous figures reached in mid-
summer, whereby dairymen were led to a
not inconsiderable extent to divert milk
from its ordinary use to the fattening of
calves and hogs. Finally, a long dry
season added its influence in the same
direction, through depriving the grass of
moisture, to the impairment of its milk-
producing power. To these several
causes, all working directly to one end,
may be traced a largely decreased supply
of cheese for the season; but, as stocks
held over entered into the summer ex-
port, the forwarding movement gives no
reliable clue to the extent of the reduc-
tion.

The rise in cheese this year began at
about the time of the apparent absorp-
tion of the last of the stock of 1878, and
then it was that the attention of shippers
was drawn to the condition of the market
as affected by the limited character of the
new makes. At this juncture a few bold
operators, taking the risk of the market
abi oad, succeeded in making quite a num-
ber of contracts for fall makes, but, as a
rule, we understand that factory men
refused to sell beyond stocks on hand.
The revival of business in England now
brought about the same effect in this as
in the butter market, to which we had
occasion io refer last week. - A rapid and
almost uninterrupted rise, from 30s. to
60s, took place, the price at this port,
singularly enough, rather leading that
cabled from the other side, upon whicli it
was in reality dependent. The demand
freely absorbed all that came forward, and
the close of navigation found stocks low
in Liverfool, and not large at this port,
the total visible supply being generally
estimated inadequate to the full require-
ments for consumption to be felt before
the comiiig of another season.

So it lias lappened that a most un-
promiFing season at the opening proves a
very protiLable one at its close. Il is true
that not a few contracts were made by
factory n en at the low prices, Lut last
year the same plan worked greatly in
their favor, and, nioreover, the contraç t4,
we beleve were generally made not to
extend beyond October. Owing to the
prolongation of fair pasturing weather, it
is thought that the November-make this

year bas been exceptionally large; in
which case the dairymen have somewbat
of an offset against their early sales in
the high price to behad for unexpectedly
late makes. In a majority of instances,
however, as we have already stated,
farmers refused to contract ahead, and
the consequence is that they have reaped
a very good proportion of the gross price
paid for the season's cheese by consumers
abroad. In fact, all interested parties,
shippers, handlers, factory-men and
farmers, have done well, and have every
reason to congratulate themselves upon
the outcome of the year's business. As
to the future course of the market, if the
points we have touched upon seem to
suggest a continued upward movement, it
should not be forgotten that the unusual
November make bas a contrary bearing,
and-furthermore, since consumption has
already been so large this season, there
would appear to be more than usual mar-
gin for miscalculation as to the demand
during the winter months. Added to this
is the probability, which we find generally
ignored, that consumption will not con-
tinue on the ordinary scale of former
good years, since the revival of business,
while having a thoroughly sound basis is
yet, on the surface, of a somewhat spas-
modic and speculative character; more-
over the lower prices of meats might well
have the effect of turning consumption
largely in that direction, to the consequent
neglect of cheese. In the present state of
trade reactions, extending back in their
effects to actual consuners, are not by
any means remote possibilities, and per-
haps it would be the part of wisdom to
regard them as contingencies it were well
to provide against.

CANADIAN FORESTRY.
(Continued.)

PRINcE EDWARD ISLAND.

The area of Prince Edward Island is
2,173 square miles. Population in 1871,
94,021. The ownership of the woodlands
is divided between the Government, resi-
dents on the Island or in the United
Kingdom. The extent of timber lands
was estimated in 1874 at one-eighth of the
whole area of the island, and, though this
proportion is rapidly diminishing, no steps
whatever are taken to retard or prevent
the exhaustion of the timber supply.

The rate of diminution may be seen in
the fact that the amount of timber which
it is estimated should annually be cut is
put at 600 tons, whereas the quanti.ty
actually cut was, in 1874, about 10,000
tons. About 8,000 tons of this is annually
consumed on the Island, no that the sup.
ply, even for home consumption, will

rapidly fail unless some steps are taken
to avert the evil. Most of the trees found
in other parts of the Dominion grow also
in this Province. There is very little oak,
elm or ash, owing to excessive forest
clearing and fires.

BRITIsH COLUMBIA.
The area of British Columbia is estimat-

ed at 213,000 square miles. Population,
50,000, including Indians and Chinese.
The.timbered lands of the Province (with
unimportant exceptions) belong to the
Government, but can be purchased, leased
or pre-empted without restriction. About
two-thirds of the whole area of British Col-
umbia (or, in round numbers, some 110,-
000,000 acres) is covered with timber of
the following descriptions :-White pine,
red pine, spruce, larch, plane, maple, oak,
birch, beech, hemlock, cedar, alder, pop-
lar, yew, ash, &c., &c. No steps appear to
have been taken to prevent waste or to
guard against the ravages from forest fires.

Of all the Provinces of the Dominion
British Columbia alone appears to offer a
supply of any considerable magnitude for
the future wants of the timber trade. The
timber resources of the Province are de-
clared by local authorities to be practi-
cally inexhaustible, but it is probable
that, should the whole strain of the de.
mand be thrown upon British Columbia,
a few years would make a very percepti-
ble inroad upon the stock of native tim-
ber, situated in accessible districts of this
Province.

VALUE.

Thsat which constitutes history, pro-
perly se called, is in great part oiitted
from works on the subject. Onily of late
years have historians beguns giving is the
truly valuable information. As in past
ages the kiîng nwas everything and tie
people nothinig ; so, in past histories the
doings of the king It the entire pictire
te wlkicl the niational li'e forms but an
obscure background. Wlile onîly noir,
vhein the welfare of nations ratier tisan
of rulers is becoming the dominant idea,
are historians beginiing t occtipy thlem.
selves w'ith the phceoieena of social pro-
gress.

We erant all facts wisich ieip us te
inderstLand hoe a nation lias groeni ainid
organized itself. Aiong tlese, let us,
of course, have an accounst of its goverin-
ment, nith as little as may be of gosip
about the me, who olicered it, and uas
much as possible about tIhe structures

principles, nethods, prejudices, corrup-
tiens, etc., which it exlibited ; anid let
this account not only hinclude thUe nature
and action of the central government,
but ailso those of local governments,
doiwn te their minut.est ramifications.
Let us, of course, also have a paralle des-
cription of the ecclesiastical goverinment,
its organizatioi, its coiducet, its powver, its
relations to the state i the ideas nominailly
ns well as those really believed and acted
upon. Let us at the same timne be in-
formecd of the central exercised by class
over class, as displayed in all social
observances, in tities, salutations and
forins of address. let ns kinow too what
vere ail the other custons wlicl reg-
lated the popular lite out of' doors and in-
doors ; including those w'hich concern
the relations of the sexes, and tle rela-
tiens of parents to childrein. 'Tlie super-
stitions, also, frolmi the more important
myths downe te the charins in conmon
use, shou ld be indicated.

Next should con1e a delineation of the
indulstrial systemu show'ing te wlat exten t
division of laboi Vas carried ; ion trades
were regulatcd, elether by caste giilds
or' othier'ise ; whiat w'as the Connection
bctw'een employers and emîployed whiat
vere the agencies for distributing coim-
miodities; what wiere the means o con-
munication, wlsat w'as the circulating
neliin. A ccomllpaiy ing ail whiclh shouild
come ai accouni o thle industrial arts
techiially considered: slating the pro-
cesses ii use and the quality of the pro-
dicts. FuIrici, the intellectual coidi.
tion of the nation in its various grades
shionld b depicted i not enly with respect
te the kin.d and aimount of educatioi, but
with respect te the progress mado in
science, and the prevailing rmanner of
thinking. 'ie degrce ofi restietie cul ture,
as displayed iii architecture, sculp)ture,
painting, dress, music, pooi'y, and fiction,
shaould be described. Nor sliid there
be oinitted a sketch of the daily lives of
the people, tieir food, their hones and
t.heir amusements. And lastly, to con-
inect the viole, sliould be exhibited the
morais, tlheoretical and practical, of all
classes : as iidicated in thseir law's, habits,
pi'overbs, deeds.

Ail these tacts, given w'ith as mnclh
brevity as coisists wîiti clearness and
accuracy, should be se grouped and
aI'rang d tlhati thley mulay be compreliended
in their eitirety, and tis may be con-

tepiîla.ted as imutually dependent parts
cf one great wlole. 'ie ain, should b
se to present thein that we iay readily
trace the relationship subsisting among
thems', with the view of learning what
social phenomena co-exist w'ith what

others. And tIen the corresponding
delineations of succeeding ages should be

se mainaged ns te show' us, as clearly as
may be, lion' each belief, institution, cus-
tomsi and arranigemîient wts mssodified i a'nd
hew the " consensus" ot preceding struc-
tures and functions was developed inte
tle consensus of succeeding ones.

Such ilonse is the kind of information
respecting past times which can be of

service te the citizen lor the regulabion
of his conduct. 'Tle only iisto'y tiit is of
practical vaine, is wlat nay be called Des-
criptive Sociology, and the historicalwerit-
ings of the liate Lord Macaulay, if we except
tise unfinisied work of llenry Thiomas
Buckle, aie the nearest approacli te it that
have yet appeared. The higlsest office
whiclh the historian can disclharge is tlat
of so narrating the lives of nations as te
furnisl imiaterials frI a comparative Socio-

logy se called, and for the subsequent
deterinisation of the ultimate laws to
w'hich social plenomiena conîforms.
