PROVINCK OK Ontario,
County of Cauleton,

To Wit :—

We, the undersigned, residents of the City of
Ottawa, in the County of Carloton, in the Province
of Ontario, on behalf of ourselves as office-bearers and
members of the Club undermentioned, and the other
office-bearers and members composing that Club, do
hereby declare that we are desirous of forming the said
Chib into a body corporate under the provisions of the
Act 37 \'ic., chap. 34, intituled :

" An Act respecting
Benevolent, Provident and other Societies, and the
A(;t amending the same, both Acts being of the
Statutes of the Province of Ontario.

That the corj)orate name or title of the said Club is

or shall be " The Ottawa Eowing Club," under which
name it shall be known in law.

That the office of the said Club is in the City of
•Ottawa aloresaid.
