The Christian Guerdian says:

There is ene interesting bill before
the Ontario Legislature~which, we
venture to prophesy, will not become
law. . We refer to the bill introduced
by Mr. W. Proudfoot of Centre Hu-
ron. It provides simply that in gities
of over 50,000, where a street car pas-

senger has to stand. on account of all
the seats.in the car being occupled,
the passenger shall only be bound to
pay a fare of two cents. . W& do not
think that there is even a possibility
of the bill becoming law, and yet it
offers a solution of+ street car  over-
crowding which has suggested itself
to many. There can be no doubt that
the strapholder does not receive from
the rallway the same valué which the
occupant of a scat receives. He is car-
ried to his destination, true, but he
suffers such inconvenience as certain-
ly renders his ride less enjoyable. And
from the company’s standpoint there
should be no objection, for they cer-
tainly would be better off carrying a
few sfanding passengers at twg cents
than carrying only those who are
seated at the regular fare. And there
are other features which are worthy
of note. The company would prob-
ably be more .anxious to provide all
its passengers with seats if the stand-
ing ones paid only half fare, 4nd it
might even be found that' tracks
which can now carry only an inade-
quate complement of cars could then
carry & few more. And the passen-
ger himself could not object to stand-
ing quite as muech if standing cost
him a cent or two less than sitting.
We wonder what would happen if this
bill- should pass! Probably no one
would be hurt, and a partial remedy
at least would have been applied to
an evil of long standing. If it de-
pended on Toronto voters we think the
bill would become Jaw in a hurry.

East Toronto. The proposed site of
the intake is 1700 feet out from shore,
at the foot of Beech-avenue, situated
betwveen Balmy Beach and Kew
Beaeh, The pumping station is to be
situated near the shore at the foot of
this street, the water to be pumped
into a settling basin and ‘thence to the
town, 280 feet above the lake at its
highest point. The cottagers on both
of the beaches use earth closets. There
are no sewers entering into the lake in
the neighborhood. They say the “Pre-
vailing currents and winds are from
the east towards Toronto”’—from 900
feet out to 1700 feet. - Samples were
taken every 200 feet, { saniples in all.

Griggs. As grapblc, as picturesque, aw

ent end fertile in plirase ag Mr. Griggs
knows how to be, the leciure promised
a treat of rare quality in the eight

Inepector J. L. Hughes, in intro-
ducing Mr. Griggs, said tiey were
ceger to return to their lessons, for
such he regarded them, rather than
lectures.

More facts had been accumulated in
the lest century than in all previous
centuries of human -history, and wa
had not yet been able 10 interpret the
epoch adequately in the fields of art
and philogophy. In the previous perioq
arising omt of the dark.ages, the
renascence, the Freath revolution,
there had been ai interpretation in
philosophy, and in art ard Germany
gave it, end both found their great-
est expressicn in Goethe.

Goethe distrusted metaphysics, ané
he did not Belong to the great cirele
of metaphysical thinkers, but in con-
crete ‘thought e <wag supreme. All
his art and philusophy were manifest
in ‘‘Faust.” Theré were the greatl
elements of poetry; the study of the
ncodern spirits; all that Gocethe meant
to gay about the great coinmon riddles
of human life as ha gazed into his own
breast, ani the cxpreseinn of his own
life and developmenit. And this was
peculiarly representative of the age in
whieh he lived.

For an hour and a nhylf Mr. Griggs
followed the career of ‘the poet, mark-
ed as it was by the dault and fajlure

morsal frontier, Gocthe's aim in life was

Dante had the moral idea, taking sides
with good and keeping up the struggle
with evil while life lasted. Goethe

viewed the problem of sin from the}

futellectual point of view. He foit]
that man could accept all the trouble
and darkness for the sake of the
growth of the spirit going thru it.

Goethe’s loves and amour$ gave Mr.
Griggs an opportunity to trace the de-
velopment of his character; his devo-
tion to Lessing’'s “Laocoon,” his stu-
dies in alchemy, astrology and magic
black and white; his absorption in art
and-architecture; his encounters with
Herder, and other Mephistophelian in-
fluences; his storm and stress perio@
and the ‘“Sorrows of Werter.” Gtreat
breadth, strength and sanity marked
his- thought rather than spiritual
height.

Then came the years at Weimar, and
a‘ 87 his tour in Italy, where the clas-
sical and the pagan excluded for him
all else.

¥ Toronto Audience

. Mischa Elman, the famous Russian
violinist, entirely captivated the hearts
of 'his audience last evening at his

. young ' virtuoso is.not new to Toronto
imusic lovers, and there were many in
the assembly who were windful of his
former appearances here, and who
were almost unanimous in the opinion
that never before had the artist ac-
quitted himself with so much grace,
or shown a more pronounced mastery
over his instrument.

The artist's work last evening was
palpably more finished, more mature,
than on former octasions. His tech-
nique was, if possible,’ more meritor-
ious, and he clearly demonstrated how
unassailable is his right to the title
of one of the grecatest masters of the
violin. ; .

From the opening number, which
was the concerto “Symphony Espag-
nole,” of Lalo, the audience was en-
thralled by the exquisite melody,
which the master wooed from his in-
strument., Blman made his violin
dance and sing, and weep and wall,
and the assembly sat In breathless
silence, hanging on his every strain.

In his opening congerto the artist
demonstrated the wonderful adroitness
of his ‘technique. His command over
mechanical difficulties, his ¥omplete
assurance and security could not fail
to impress one with the fact that here
stood one who could commmand all that
thrilled the world of music,~that tem-
perament which can put poetry into
the mere mechanics of song.
