LONE WIDOW'S 54D TALE
LONG WORK WLTHOUT PAY

Took Her and Her Two Sons Six
Years to Pay Off Back Rent
to Markle

Scranton, Pa., Dec. 9.—Tales of evic-
tions from houses owned by G. B.
Markle & Company, the narration of
the ‘death of a wife as a result of an
enforced removal from her home, and
the story of a mother whose husband
was killed in the Markle mines, of how
she and her two boys struggled for
years to pay the Markles the back
rent and coal bill she owed them, were
the principal features of to-day’'s ses-

sions of the coal strike arbitration
commission.

Mrs. Kate Burns of Jeddo testified
that her husband was killed under-
ground, leaving her with four children,
the oldest a boy of eight years. The
company never offered her a nn
but the employes gave her aboulze$18y6
to defray the funeéral expenses. After
her husband had been killed she mov-
ed from her four-room house into one
containing only two, the one above the
other, and for the next six years she
struggle as best she could to pget
along.

She took in washing, scrubbe.
the neighbors and oace in a whll?e sfg;
was given work cleaning the offices
of the Markle Company. During these
six years she said she kept her child-
ren at school. When the eldest child
was fourteen years old she sent him
to work in the mines, At the end of
the first month the boy brought home
his wage statement, showing. that the
mother owed $396 for back rent. The
boy's wages for the month had been
taken off the bill, and he came home
open handed.

She submitted to this, .and in the
course of time her next boy was old
enough to help earn a living, and he,
too, was sent to the colliery. Like the
other brother, the second boy received
no pay, his earnings being deducted for
rent. When the woman added that the
money she earned for - cleaning the
Markle office was neveér given to her,
but kept by the company for rent,
the commissioners looked at one an-
other in surprise.

She said it took the three of them
thirteen years to make up the debt,
the mother’s earnings from neighbors
being the principal contribution toward
the maintenance of the family. The
debt was cleared last August ,During the
six' years from the time Her husband
was killed until the time when the first
boy went to work the company never
asked her for rent.

Breeders From Far and Near
Exhibiting at Guelph’s
Winter Fair.

Guelph, Dec. 9.—One of the most flat-
tering displays of the live stock in-
dustry ever made in Canada was in-
augurated to-day, when the Ontario
Provincial Winter Fair was opened.
The spacious building is handsomely
decorated with flags and 2000 specta-
tors passed thru the doors from 1
o'clock until night.

the patronage accorded the Fair the
first day. In all the departments ex-
cept the oattle the exhibits were
promptly in place. Some delay has

started. Abcut eighty splendid speci-

mens of Canada’s best product are in
the stalls.

The dis-
play of hogs is the largest in the his-
tory of the association, containing
ninety-six pens and some 250 animals.
The sheep exhibit is above the average
and the poultry display is amazingly
large, including about everything that
wears feathers in the barn-yard. A
finer tribute to the enterprise of the
Canadian poultry fancier could not be
daesired. The dairy tests were continu-
ed dn the presence of 300 enthusiasts,
who climbed ‘to positions around. the
stand in their efforts to see everything,
Royal City Crowded.

The great building was the scene of
great activity all day. The main struc-
ture is 310 feet long and 50 feet wide,
with a recent addition of 100x50 feet.
It is divided into two storeys, making
the apartment very roomy. That the
attendance exceeded the expectations
of the officers was early evidenced hy
the overflow at the hotels.

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LET THE POOR HAVE COAL.
There is probably more suffering
Toronto this winter on account of the
fuel shortage than the general public
is aware of. Even the well-to-do have
had difficulty in securing coal, but as
for the very poor it is stated that they
have in many cases had their supply
cut off altogether.

In order to convey to the reader an
idea of the situation of these unfortun-
ate people, it must be explained tha.t
they are accustomed to procure their
fuel from one or another of the 60 or
70 small dealers who are scattered over
the fess prosperous portions of the city,
and who make it a business to cater
to the very small purchaser. The man
or woman whose funds were very low
could go to one of these dealers and
buy a single stick of cord wood, or
twenty-five or even ten cents’ worth of
coal and carry it away himself. A re-
gular branch of the coal and wood
pusiness was thus conducted, and, any
day in the Ward, and other quarters
of the town, youngsters could be seen
carrying their daily pittance of coal
homeward in their arms or on their
hand-carts.

Now we understand that many of
these small dealers are not able to get
coal this winter, and considerable suf-
fering among their ordinary clients
must be the result,

The city authorities should enquire
into the situation, and, if it is as bad
as represented, they should take steps
to remedy it. The suggestion, it may
be said, has been made to The World
that the city should turn over its
supply of Welsh coal to these small
dealers to be by them disposed of at
a fixed rate. It was principally to pro=
tect the poor of the municipality that
the city went into the coal business,
and those in authority should see that
the poor get the benefit of the ven-
ture. The line of action here suggest-
ed would secure the widest distribution
of the fuel among the very people who
most need it.

Stiles is going to hunt for a specific
that will kill the germ of uncinariasis,
thus curing the disease and elevating
the physical, mental and moral condi-
tion of the South’'s “poor whites”; he
would also educate the physicians of
the “sand districts” so that they may
recognize the germ and make war on it;
and to this end he is going to issue an
exhaustive report on the disease, which
the Washington government will scat-
ter broadcast thruout the Southern
States.

So far as The World has learned,
however, the germ of uncinariasis has
not been discovered as far north as
Canada, so until further information is
to hand none of us can with any degree
of confidence fall back on the newly-
fcund disease as an excuse for shirking
our work.

A HORRIBLE DEATH CHAMBER,

The revelations of Molineux touch-
ing New York State prison methods
have sent a shudder thru the western
world. This ex-convict is a competent
judge of the matter whereof he writes,

| for two years of his life have been
! epent in the death chamber at Albany,

where he awaited execution. The story
of his trying experience is given to the
world in book form. It is a gruesome
recital, and calculated to provoke a
well-defined case of the horrors. It
may serve a good purpose, however, in
exposing a penal system that seems to
involve unnecessary cruelty. Reforms
may be forced by the publicity given
the revolting practices in vogue at
Albany.

The book ie a fitting climax to the
sensational story of the trial and con-
viction of the author for the' murder of
Mrs. Adams and of his final acquittal
of the charge after
chair. The victim and author is a man
a manner devoid of sensationalism. The
details are too horrible to require em-
bellishment to attract attention.

This is the first time any information
concerning the methods of handling
felons condemned to death in . New
York has been given to the public
since the electrocution law was passed
several years agp. Prior to that capi-
tal punishment was administered in the
ccunties where the crimes, expiated on
the scaffold, occurred. The new law
sent all condemned murderers to Al-
bany, there to be held for execution.

Molineux explains that when he re-
ceived the sentence of death he was
taken to Albany, given a suit of light
clothes and shoes with felt soles, and
introduced into a large steel cage, con-
sisting of single cells. In each was a
man condemned to death, and he had
more than a score of such neighbors.
The walls and everything in and around
the cells were painted white, and every
man was exposed night and day to the
rays of a powerful electric light. Every

he was under the eye of one or more
guards. They tramped round and
round the cage of death, and, sleeping
or awake, every convict was at all
times closely watched. The bright light,
made more brilliant by reflection from
the glistening white surroundings, in-
creased the sickening conditions of in-
carceration to an excruciating degree.

When the day approached for an ex-
ecution the chosen victim was taken
from his cage and placed in a smaller
box-like structure, where he remained
one week, making final preparation for
death. He was never seen again by
his companions, but the day before the
execution the family of the man would

Inspector John Seath Points
Out Some Defects of Our
Educational Scheme,

John Seath, ngh' School Inspector,
has sent to the Minister of Education
a report on the educational system of
Ontario, in which he makes some in-
teresting observations concerning the
inadequate accommodation of the To-
ronto Collegiate Institutes. Of the
Jarvis-street Collegiate, he says, five
'additional teachers, and at least five
or six additional class-rooms are need-
‘ed to make them moderately efficient.
The large increase in the attendance
for the present term-—over 175—which
has produced this state of affairs, is
due almost wholly to the fact that in
1001 the Collegiate Institute Board
made its first forms free. Many pupils,
too, who had passed the entrance ex-
amination, were unable to secure ad-
mission last September, and there can
be no reasbnable doubt that under the
present conditions, with over 800 still
in the Public School fifth classes and
free first forms in the Collegiate Insti-
tutes, the attendance at the institutes
will, in the immediate future, entalil
upon the city a very much larger ex-
penditure for High School purposcs.

As to the Public Schooils, the report
goes on to say that during the last
year the fifth book classes nave been
discontinued at six schools, and the
aggregate attendance this year is over:
300 less than it was a year ago. The
decrease is wholly due to the existence
of free Collegiate Institute first forms,
'and the Toronto Technical School.
| Of the Technical School, Mr. Seath
says altho it has been in existence
hardly a year, and burdened with a
minimum fee of $15, the day school
has already on its roll 160 in regular
attendance, made up of pupils from
the Public Schools, 29 per cent. from
the High Schools, 13 per cent.; private
schools, 25 per cent., and the work-
shepoffice,etc.,33 per cent. The building

| Too Many ‘ocards.

In addition to the three branches of
{the secondary school system of the
icity, there is the School of Art and De-
isign, and the Public Library. All thesa
!functions of the Toronto educational
system are under separate boards,with
a total of 89 members. These boards
act independently of one another,some-
times duplicating one another’s work
at a sacrifice of efficiency and economy,
iand yet no provision exists for con-
!certed action in adjusting the attend-
ance to the accommodation or securing
an economic organization of work. Mr.
Seath says if the citizens of Toronto
are to recive a full return for the taxes
they pay, the present schools must be
reorganized into a coherent system,

Under such a re-organization, we
should . probably .have  one ov more
classical High Schools, a Technical
High School, a <Commercial High
School (including the School of Art and

ondary schools of different grades, un-
less the special ..commercial school
should become what such schools some-
times are in the United States, a de-
partment of the Technical School, To
all of these schools, the Public Library
sbould, in one ' of its functions,
come a most important -adjunct, not

'only from the educational, but from

the economic point of view. The mini-
mum requirements. of such a system
would be the establishment of free
first forms in the Technical School and
the continuance of free first forms in
|the Collegiate Institutes. _This condi-
tion could be secured at probably less
| cost to the city, and with much greater
efficiency than at present.
Suggests a Remedy.

After detailing the efforts made two
years ago in the direction of amalga-
mating the High School and Collegiate
Institute Boards, and the report of a
{ committee deeming the amalgamation
lundesirable, but favoring legislation
providing for a board of trustees, part-
ly nominated and partly elected, Mr.
Seath gives his opinion that some such
solution as that recommended by the
committee would satisfy the conditions

and probably meet with the ‘approval |

of the majority. :

Mr. Seath concludes: It would be in
the public interests to cancel the pre-
sent general provision for the amaiga-
mation of Public and High School
Boards, and to amend tne statute 8O
as to permit the substitution therefor
Iof comparatively small Boards of Edu-
cation, partly nominated, and partly
'elected by the ratepayers at large;
Isuch boards to control all the educa<
tion functions of a locality, or so many
wf them as the ratepayers might de-
termine. The whole question might, in.
each municipality, be submitted to the:
popular vote. It would, of course, be-
too much to expect all the present
boards to vote themselves out of ex-
istence,

Against the Fee.
no doubt, in the opinion of
the problem in Toronto may be
{solved by re-imposing the fee in the
{Collegiate Institutes. This solution
‘would, however, revive in a more acute
form the many difficulties which beset
the organization of the Col'egiate In-
stitutes and impaired their efficiency |
before the fee was removed. Nazy,
more, in the opinion of progressive
educationists and publicists, it would,
be a retrograde step in the development
of a democratic community. One rea-
son, and probably the greatest reason,
for the prosperity of our neighbors on
the other side of the line, is the fact
that their public Grammar and High
‘Schools are wholly free—maintained
wholly from public funds, often with
& generosity and a munificence to which
in no part of Ontario is there any ap-
proach,

The mos: of ‘hese
people have farms that they work, but
they prefer to live in the towns for the
educational advantages they possess.
Raymond is the last town settled, and
the small community of this place rais-
ed 150,000 bushels of wheat last year,
There is. a rolling mill in the place,
and a sugar factory that will coast half
a million is now being’ built, the ma-
chinery for it being now on the way.
There are over 80,000 head of sheep
fn the settlement, and 25,000 cattle.
The means of education is first-class,
as there are. twenty-two schools, and
the teachers are nearly ‘all from On-
tario, The Ontario Public school sys-
tem has been adopted. There is only
one drawback to the country, and that
is the lack of fruit. Dr. Tannper left
last night for Ottawa to see what the
government will do for the place.

Hotelmen Express Their Opin-
ions on the Question of

Treating »System.

Hotelkeepers in the city are not such
keen admirers of the treating sysiem so
geveral in practice as many might suppose,
in spite of the fact that it doubtless tends
to swell their receipts. They are unani-
mous in the opinion that legislation -to
abolish the custom would be ineffectual.
Seme thipk that there are no serious re-!
suite from the custom n the Lusiness cen- |
tres of ths city, where men have no time
to loiter about, while it Is admitted by
otheps that the custom has evil conse-
quences in country places, where fricads
are apt to meet in large numbers aand
spend the day in drinking and treating one
aLother. Oplofon seems pretty general,
among a aumber spoken to by The World,
that the law regulating the sale of Hqiaor
ts all right ss it stands, and that the peo-
ple of Torento are particularly foriunate
in having a sirict enforcement nand a mare
willing ‘obseivahce of 1t than in other
districts. A signficent proposition comes
from one of the prominent ones seen,
which might serve as a saggestion to tem-
perance people in their endeavors 1o further
their cause.

J. F. Scholes, proprietor of The Ath'ete:
It is nonsensical to think thab any legis-
lation as that against treating could bLe
enforced. If two old friends meet and

want to have a geniai tume tog:ther, and
sbhow hospitality to one another, it would
be a cruel law that prevented tuein show-
lug it in the way they wisual. ‘The notel-
kecper in T'oronto,as a rule, trieg to prevent
drunkenoess. For my part, 1 would ratuer
see uld Mck come Into my piace thau a
drunken man. We waat respectable and
soGial men in our places, and not men who
'y to make giutions of themselves. Ae
t0 treating—if 1 saw some old friends in
Montreal or Ottawa, what kind of a law
would it be that would prevent me from
asking them to have something? I woud
say, ‘Away with such a law!

Turnbull Smith, proprietor of The Glad-
stone: You might say that I have no love !
nor respect for the treating system; Lut, |
before saying anything more definite on
the matter, 1 would like to think of some
plan. that might tend to abelish the rus-
tom, and this I will let you have just as
scon as I get it prepared.

Henry Winpett of the Queen’s: You can-
not prevent treating as long as there is a
bar. The liquor laws, so far as their work-
ing in Toronto is concerned, are all right,
and are well enforced. 1 do not see jusi
nms where any improvement could be
made.

G. A. Graham, proprietor of the Iroguols:
I do not sec very well how you can pre-
vent the treating system. You could not
stop that any more than you could prevent
4 man offering his friend a cigar. Treating
fs" a custom of showing sociability, and 1
do not understand how any law could pre-
vent a man extending hospitality in any
form he chooses, so long as a person wishes
to accept §t. What do I think of the pre-
cont Heense system? I will tell you what
I think of it. I would change the system
g0 a8 to have the comnisvioners and in-
spectors oatside the influence of any poii-
tical party. and have them men above re-
prcach, and appointed the same as 2 jnudge,
so that they could :ict thoroly ilndep_mdvntlr
for the good of the community, irr:shec-
thve of Wlhgt\lot advantage or disadvantag> their
s&iion might be to the polltical party of
wi™™h they are adherents. In that - case
they would only allow lcensas io men
who wotld conduct their places properly.
Again, inspectors under such commission-
«rs should go around dnd inspect the 1i-
verged places and confiscate any ligaor
fornd net up to the standard
stich finds to their superiors for thelr 1n-
fermation and guidance when the iicenses
were being renewed. What should be alm-
od at is the raising of the standard of ‘the
men in the business, so that they wonld
not sell lguor to a man already under its
influence. or take money from a man for
lquor when they know that the money
is wanted by the man’s family.
