Dr. Norman Allen declared that the
present government was not a fusion of
the two parties, but that it was only in-
tended to last during the war, and that
the Liberal-Conservative party was still
alive and kicking.

Lt.-Col. Levesconte-shared Dr. Allen’s
views, and B, W. J, Owens, M.L.A.,; call-
ed down Sir J, Willigon for saying in The
New York Tribune that the Liberal-Con-
servative party was about to disappear,
He discussed the high cost of living, for
which he was inclined to blame the gov-
ernment, ‘and, declared that no man in
Canada should be allowed to remain a
millionaire.

Sir Sam was given a hearty cheer w}}en
he rose to his feet, and made a passing
reference to the sow which fattened on
swill and made plenty of bacon. He said
there was no necessity for union govern-
ment; but, as it had been formed, he
would give it hearty support. He thought,
however, that the Conservatives should
retain a majority in the mnext house. He
then branched off intg a historical review
of the war, commending the bravery of
the Canadian boys at the front and de-
fending the Ross rifle.

Archie Draimin tried to revive . the
gpirits of the crowd by denouncing uhion
government, but he got rather a poor
hearing, and brought his remarks to a
speedy close.

“Put your
hand in your pocket and feel the money jingle,” was
one of his favorite aphorisms.

There is more-money in the country now than

thers was then, but the people complain that unduly |

high prices render it dificult for them to live in'ordin-
ary comfort. .Cut dowh the prices of some products
and you have an b,rgumenvt that reaches the consumer.
Ten ‘¢ents a pound off ‘the price of bacon would gn-
thuse a city constituency more than the greatest ora-
tion. The pass book of the corner grocery should be-
come the best campaign literature of the government.

And this will be accomplished, we believe, with-
out injustice to the farmer. The farmer, no less than
the consumer, is being held up. The consumerﬂ-lik'es
to pee the farmer get & good retama, for when the
farmers have money to spend ‘the town is proéperous,
byt they look to the government to come down with
an iron hand on the profiteers.

Food Control and Potatoes.

‘We have ‘several letters from correspondents whor
eomplain that Hon. Mr, Hanna fixed the price of po-
tatoes at $1.25 a bag, and that they waited for re-
sults and mow have to pay 75 cents a bag more than
if they had bought three weeks ago.

They should not blame The World. "We took par-
ticular pains at the time to point out that Mr. Hanna
had not fixed the price of potatoes at $1.25 a bag.

In the exalted atmosphere in
which: Mr. Hanna moves high prices are a token of
prosperity. The committee did mot appreciate this.
If they had: recommended $2.25 a bag instead of $1.25,
it is probable that the price would have appealed to
the official food controlling instinct.

There is scarcely anything to be compared with
high prices as a food controlling device. When prices
go sky High and one hasn’t the money, one just na-
turally has to control oae’s food supplies. In thig re-
spect Mr, Hanna 8 a great food controller. People
are not stq}’ﬂng themselves with ham and eggs, and
bufter ‘and cheese, and beef and potatoes, the way
they used to do, It is one way of controlling, and it
works. There may be other ways, but Mr. Hanna
sees that if food costs more than you caa afford to
pay, the control is operating like an air-brake.

We trust the Anarchists and the Socl‘-
ists and the Leninists and all the other disturbers ‘ol
the domestic peace have been loaded up with it.. The
influence of Germany on Russia'has been of the most
deadly character. Every deviee for the corruption
and demoralizatioa of the people and of the army ha.s‘;
been adopted, as in India, in France, in Ireland, in
the United States and in Canada. “Evil, be thou my
Good!” has been the motto of the German monarchy,
and every effort has tgeen made to serve the Adversary.
