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BARON ALPHONSE
DE ROTHSCHILD

Death of the Head of the Great
French Banking House---He
Gave $2,000,000 to Erect
Homes for Workingmen ---
Had Much to Do With Gov-
ernments.

“Baron Alphonse de Rothschild was the
leading spirit of the Rothschilds in their
relations with practically all the govern-
ments of Hurope. Because of the colos-
eal task of financing the indemnity which
France paid to Germany, after the Fran-
co-German war of 1870-71, he actively car-
ried on relations with other governments.
In Italy these included both the govern-
ment and the Vatican finances. The house
also has large interests in Spain, largely
‘controls Austrie’s railroad development,
and held considerable parts of all the old
Russian loan issues, but the house has not
exercised a controlling interest in the new
Russian Joans. The large industrial inter-
ests of the house in Ruesia inclpde the
petrolenm fields of Baku. The house has
also had considerable dealings with Ameri-
ocan securities.

Baron, Alphonse de Rothachild, who died
today, was the second son of Baron James
de Rothschild, having succeeded his bro-
ther, the late Baron Edmond James de
Rothschild, as head of the Parie house.
Baron Alphonse. was born February i 4
1827. He was a governor of the Bank of
France, a member of the Academy of
Fine Arts, a member of the French Insti-
tute, and a commander of the Legion of
Honor. - The deceased baron leaves two
children, Baron Edouard and Baromess
Beatrice. He has two surviving brothers,
Baron Gustav and Baron Edmond.  Baron

BOSTON BANKERS FAIL

Burnett, Cummings & Co. Close Threirh Doors---
Liabilities are $1,700,000 and Many Banks

Are Badly Stuck.

Boston, May 25.—Seventy-one banks and
frust companies, most of them in Massa-
chusetts, but many located in various parts
of the country, are among the creditors of

the banking firm of Burnett, Cummings &
Co., of this eity, which today filed a volun-
tary petition in bankruptey in the United
Btats district court with liabilities placed
at $1,714,368. The assets are stated to be
uncertain. The creditors have been given
to understand that they will not exceed
€200,000, if indeed, they prove to be of
any value "whatsoever. The bankruptcy
petition is the heaviest filed in this district
since the present bankruptecy laws went
into effect in Massachusetts.

Attorney J. A. Lauterbach, counse] for
the bankrupt firm, said that the cause of
the failure was the building and tinancing
of the Concord and Boston Street Railway
Company, the Middleboro, Wareham and
Buzzard’s Bay Street Railway Company,
the Lowell and Boston street railway and
the Bristol County Railway Company.
These roads were in thinly settled dis-
tricts and were unable to make suitable

- eonnections with roads running to Boston.

The four companies were placed in the
Jdhands of receivers and théreupon the notes
given by them became valueless. Furbher-
more the Massachusetts Securities Com-
pany’s bonds which were secured by ob-
ligations of these electric reilways lost their
value and entailed losses upon the firm.
Lawyer Lauterbach stated also that the
failure of the Hampden Trust Co. of
Springfield and of the Taunton Safe De-

posit & Trust Company, which unknown to
the firm were in serious financial straits
and which were placed in the hands of re-
ceivers, hastencd the firm’s financial em-
barrassment.

The secured creditors number eighty-
seven and the unsecured eighty-one. There
are thirty-two banks in the list of credi-
tors and thirteen Massachusetts national
banks, The largest unsecured claim is that
of the Worcester Five Cents Savings Bank
for $80,600. Other bank creditors are the
Danvers Savings Bank of Danvers for $26,-
721, the Millbury Savings Bank of Mill-
bury for $26,660, the City National Bank
of Lynn for $19,789, the Newton BSavings
Bank for $35,154, and the International
Trust Co. of Boston for $44,495. All these
claims are in the secured list.

Among the other large claims, most of
them unsecured, are the five cents savings
bank, $17,500; city savings bank of Prov-
idence (R. 1.), $20,711; Kingston -National
Bank, Kingston (R. I.), $26,000; Megunti-
cook National Bank, Camden (Me.), $6,480,
and the Crocker Institution for Savings,
Turner Falls (Mass.), $4,158.

The largest individual claim is that of
Frank C. Wood, of East Boston, for $43,-
000 -C. G. Moffett,of Rockland (Me.), has
a claim for $22,666.

The firm of Burnett, Commings & Co.,
composed of Archie C. Burnett & Charles
8. Cumings. The firm has been in
business three years and a half, succeed-
ing the firm of C. 8. Cummings & Co. Mr.
Burnett has had no connection with the
business for over two years.
