Paris, Aug, 20—On the initiative of

".the division of intercourse and education
of the Carnegie Endowment Fund for

international peace, a committee repre-
senting Great Britain, the United States,
France, Russia, Germany and Austria,

‘hu been appointed to make an impart-

ial inquiry into the alleged massacres in
the Balkans during the recent war and
the economic consequences arising from
the war. The inquiry will not be affect-
ed by any political considerations.

The work of the committee will have
a8 its basis evidence' published by the
various governments and by official
news agencies and the testimony . of
American ‘and European travelers who
have visited the scene of events. It will
endeavor to purify this mass of testi-
mony and ' compare it with evidence
which the committee adduces, and after
a careful sifting the result of the com-
mittee’s’ findings will be published in a
general report; which will be translated
into many languages and widely dis-
seminated.

The committee believes the work will
meet a widely expressed desire by the
people in drawing out the moral of the
drama which was played for nearly a
year before the whofe world, and that it
also will. point out consequences that
are feared. The work .will not be ex-
clusively retrospective, but will call at-
tention to fresh” dangers liuble to arise
‘and claim further vietims in both the
Balkans and Asiatic Turkey.

Hundred and Twenty-Eight
Arrested in the B. C. Troubles

Vancouver, B. C., Aug. 20—One hun-
dred and twenty-eight men now lie- in
prison at Nanaimo. Yesterday afternoon
forty-eight of them were brought before
Magistrate Simpson on a multitiude of
charges, and in every case remanded.
The prisoners were brought to the
count house under a guard of military
with fixed bayonets. Constables were
stationed all around the court room, and
the gallery was thronged with friends

of the men.

Danger of Serious Results Unless

Toronto, Aug. 20—A despatch to the
Globe states that serious fires are raging
at Lochlin, Donald, Harburn, Eagle
Lake, Red Stone, Pine l.ake, and Min-
den.

L. C. R. Fire Looked
‘Bad For a Time

Locomotive Spills Gasolene and Sets
- Fire to it—The Warehouse and Wharf
Catch—Fire Well Handled -

Two alarms about 1245 today, one
from box 152 and the other from box 8
called out the North End and city fire
departments for what might have result-
ed in a very serious fire on the govern-
ment property at Long Wharf, had it
not been speedily checked by the fire
brigade, assisted by men from some. tug-
boats. Prompt action prevented much
greater damage being done, for, with-
in a few feet of where the flames first
burst forth, lay fourteen big casks of
gasolene. These were at once rolled
out of the way.

The fire was caused by a shunting en-
gine striking one of the gasolene casks,
knocking a hole in it and causing many
gallons of the fluid to flow about the
wharf and warehouse adjoining. The
locomotive, it was said, then returned
over the ‘track wheéreon the gasolene had
trickled and the vapor caught fire. With
the oil, the woodwork of the wharf and
warehouse proved ready kindling for the
flames and they spread quickly. The
fire looked ominous for a time, but soon
after the arrival of the department, un-
der direction of Chief Blake, the blaze
did not appear so serious, although sec-
tions  under the wharf and shed con-
tinued to burn for some time, where the
gasolene had soaked itself into the wood
and refuse. g

The steamer Granville which had been
loading at the pier, and on which the
shipment of gasolene was to be made
was moved back from the danger zone,
and four tugboats, the Nereid, Wasson,
Springhill. and . Winnie, ' steamed - up
alongside, edch sending forth a stream

of water which proved decidedly help=~
ful. Fortunately it was high tide and
their pumping was very effective. There',
wads also a powerful stream from. the
inside of the warehouse, while the fire
department had several streams play-
ing with killing force upon the flames,
one from the I. C. R.:track nearby, '
another from Long wharf, and two more '
including a Siamese connection, from in
front of the Union Depot, and from
Smythe street hydrant.

The fire was most capably handled;
8s was evidenced by the rapid manner
in which the progress of the flames was
checked, and many citizens, including
Commissioner Wigmere and Commis- .
sion McLellan who were on the scene,
were pleased ‘with ‘the way in which
the departmeni attacked the blaze.

It was a difficult fire to fight. The
gasolene had run to many parts of the
wharf under the top floor and had also
found its way beneath the shed, so that
the fire was burning in many parts at
once, and in places where it was hard
for the men to find their way. The
damage done was not very extensive.

Horse Fell

One of the horses being driven in No.
8 engine in going to the fire at the gov-
ernment pier today slipped and fell on
the pavement in Smythe street, near the
Union Depot. It was raised safely and
unhurt. This is said to be a particularly
bad place for horses with heavy loads
and merchants doing business in the
vicinity are strongly of the opinion that
it would be an improvement to have it
grooved so as to give the animals a
more secure footing, as this is not the
first horse Which has tumbled there.

THAW MAKES FIGHT
AGAINST BEING TAKEN
BACK TO THE STATES

(Canadian Press) ;
Sherbrooke, Que., Aug. 20—Harry K.
"Thaw, fugitive slayer of Stanford White
caught by-a New Hampshire sheriff, af-
ter. his sensational escape from Mattea~
wan, spent the night in the hospital ward
in the jail of this little border town, aqd
this morning, at the urgent telegraphic
demands of his family, retained new
counsel to fight deportation to the
United States. George Lauder Carnegie,
his brother-in-law, wired during the

| night, that he was hurrying here with

Thaw’s sister, Margaret, and cautioned
Thaw..to delay all proceedings, if pos-
sible, 'pending his arrival.

Meantime ‘Charles ° D. White, recom-
mended to the Thaw family as Sher-
brooke’s most .astute lawyer, has taken
charge of the case, and at Thaw’s ar-
raignment before a commissien today,
was expected :to ask for adjournment of
the proceedings. :

Held as Fugitive from Penitentiary

The question of insanity was not em-
bodied in the commitment which brings
Thaw before the immigration authori-
ties here. He is held merely as a fugi-
tive from the penitentiary at Mattea-
wan, ‘where he was confined for'life on
a criminal charge. Thaw himself was
quick to see the chances for fighting the
deportation on such grounds, for at Mat-
teawan he was charged with nothing,
being held as a lunatic acquitted of the
‘White murder. Along such lines, it was
expected his lawyers would seek to bar
deportation to New York state.

The immigration officials, it was said,
were aware of this loophole in the com-
mitment, and were considering the ad-
visability of changing the charge. How-
ever, should they deport him simply as
an undesirable alien—a lunatic—it might
mean his entering the United States via
some other state than New York, and
this would invoke protracted extradition
proceedings within that state, the out-
come of which would be doubtful.

Since his arrival here, Thaw money has
poured into Sherbrooke and Dr. Burgess,
an alienist has been tentatively engaged.
Thaw would welcome any test of his
sanity, it is said as indicated last night
in his statement quoting William Trav-
ers Jerome, former district -attorney of
New York, to the effect that he (Thaw)
was a sane man.

Diplomacy Effective But Rebels
Killed When Engineer Drives
Into Column of Traops

Mexico City, Aug. 20—The Mexican
government today sent to all the foreign
legations here, a note in which it was
stated that negotiations between John
Lind, the personal representative of the
president of the United States, and Pro-
visional President Huerta of Mexico,
were continuing in a cordial manner.

The note also made denial of a re-
port that Doctor Urrutia, the minister
of the interior, had made any statement
which might be regarded as an ultima-
tum to the United States. Foreign Min-
ister Gamboa and all other government
officials refuse to discuss the character
of the notes exchanged between Presi-
dent Huerta and Mr. Lind.

A series of attacks upon Mexican
railway trains running between the cap-
ital and Vera Cruz, which have hitherto
been unmolested, is feared as the result
of a serious incident which occurred
yvesterday a short distance outside the
capital. The engineer of a train from
Vera Cruz, who saw a column of reb-
els crossing the tracks, deliberately
plunged his train into the ranks, crush-
ing five men to death beneath the
wheels. The Zapatistas opened fire up-
on the train but no one was injured.

Budapest, Hungary, Aug. 20—Count
Stephen Tisza, the Hungarian premlier,
fought a sword duel this morning with
Marquis George Pallavicini a lieutenant
in the Austrian army.

Don’t scold or ridicule your child for
mistakes in judgment or even thought-
lessness and never- tell it an untruth.
Remember if you once lose your child’s
confidence, it is lost forever. Do not
evade its questions; tell it the truth
about the facts of life; its physical and
spiritual welfare is of greater import-
ance than any other thing in which you
are concérned.

Let your little children form the habit
of answering the call of nature each
morning before they go to s¢hool. Insist
that they shall pay a visit to the bath-
room the last thing before putting on
their wraps.. This will help much to
ward off diseases that come from con-
stipation and it also forms a habit
which is of incalculable benefit to them
all their lives.

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THE THREE-DECKER
- It would be unfortunate if on the first
occasion on which the referendum was
appealed to, under the new form of civic
government in St. John, the people
" should endorse a reactionary policy.
On Tuesday next a vote is to be taken

for and against the by-law which pro-
hibits the erection in the city of three-
decker wooden tenements.

It is difficult to understand how the
three-decker can be defended. People
who have spent considerable money in
erecting comfortable homes for them-
selves have been greatly worried and
have seen their property depreciate in
value when three story fire traps were
erected in the immediate neighborhood.
No man would expend as much money
in the erection of a home for himself in
the immediate vicinity of three and four-
decker wooden tenements as he would in
a locality where these were prohibited.
They increase the fire risk very materi-
ally, and they also invite the develop-
ment of slum conditions.

It is contended that the three-story
wooden house enables persons of small
income to get a cheaper rent. This is
not true. Rents in cities where the one
and two family house are the rule are
as cheap as rents in St. John. The land-
lord gets the benefit of the third flat,
while the tenants must endure less
healthy conditions than if they lived in
& one or two family dwelling, and they
must also endure the increased fire risk.

The trades and labor council, whose
members are familiar with the conditions
under which families of moderate and
small income must live, has declared it-
self against the three-decker, and calls
upon its members to vote for the by-law
on Tuesday next.

1t is easy to talk sneeringly about what
this or that individual or organization
may have failed to accomplish for the
betterment of housing conditions in St.
John; but why encourage a policy that
would make existing conditions worse?
It is quite easy to criticise, but more dif-
ficult to gain popular approval for a con-
structive policy. It may be true that
no one has rushed forward with an offer
to present people with new dwellings or
even to build one or two family dwell-

~1hgs in great numbers; but,. if it be true,
it is no argument at all in favor of the
three-decker.

THAT “PERMANENT POLICY”

Of course Sir Richard McBride could
not visit Ottawa without being asked by
the Montreal Star to express his views
on the naval question. Sir Richard as-
sured the Star that British Columbia is
practically united in support of the Bor-
den policy; and he added that when
Mr. Borden’s “permanent policy” was
announced, it would be “acceptable and
adequate, too.”

With what fine complacency these tory
statesmen discuss the naval situation.
Mr. Borden is in power and has at his
disposal the wealth of Canada. Not be-
ing able to rally his forces in support of
a definite naval policy for the future,
he cheerfully propases to hand over
thirty-five million dollars of the people’s
money as a gift to the admiralty, while
he is endeavoring to mgke up his mind
about the future; and whatever he does
is approved beforehand by all the tories
in “the country. They agree with Sir
Richard McBride that, whatever policy
Mr. Borden may announce, it will be
“acceptable and adequate too.” And
why not, since in the meantime the tor-
fes will have full control of the financial
resources of the country and the patron-
age which is so dear to the tory heart?
it is nevertheless a safe bet that the
“permanent policy” of Mr. Borden will
be as near to a policy of contribution as
he dares to go.

While Sir Richard McBride has been
expressing his views in Ottawa, our Mr.
Hazen is boastfully asserting in Van-
couver that in naval matters the tories
are “masters of the situation and intend
to hold that position” This is the

SPOTS ON THE SUN.

We shall consider a little later the na-
ture of sun-spots, but for the present we
may regard them simply as solar storms.
When spots are numerous the entire sun
is disturbed, and eruptive phenomena,
far transcending our most violent vol-
canic outbursts, are frequently visible.
In the atmosphere of the sun, gaseous
prominences rise to great heights. This
one, reaching an elevation of 85,000
miles, is of the quiescent type, which
changes gradually in form and is abun-
dantly found at all phases of the sun’s
activity. But such eruptions as the one
of March 25, 1895, photographed with
the spectroheliograph of the Kenwood
Observatory, are clearly of an explosive
nature.

As these photographs show, it shot up-
ward through a distance of 146,000 miles
in twenty-four minutes, after which it
faded away. When great and rapidly
changing spots, usually accompanied by
eruptive prominences, are obscrved on
the sun, brilliant displays of the aurora
and violent magnetic storms are often

Saskatoon’s New Elevator

Saskatoon, Aug 20—The construction
of the big dominion government interior
elevator at Saskatoon will be commenced
within the next few weeks. At the
outset, its capacity will be three and one-
half million bushels. The plans, how-
ever, permit of its extension to twenty
million bushel capacity, as occasion may
later require, When ’here recently,
Grain Commissioner Jones said that the
Saskatoon elevator would be able to
handle 150 cars of grain per diem, and
when completed would be one of the
largest elevators on the continent, ex-
ceeding the biggest one at Fort William,
and having a larger capacity than either
of the two C. N. R. elevators at Port
Arthur.

The structure will be of reinforced
concrete and absolutely fireproof. Con-
tracts will be let before September 1.
The site, which was provided by the
Industrial League, will be served by the
three railways. The location of the
elevator at this city, of course, involves
the establishment of a sample market
also, and, in due course, a grain ex-
change.

THE NAVAL POLICIES

(Halifax Chronicle)

Sowme of the tory organs are citing the
action of the New Zealand government
in support of the Borden naval policy
of permanent contribution to the ad-
miralty. But that is not the view of

But
roughly, Prussia’s diet retains the party
divisions which were established nearly
thirty years ago. For practical pur-
poses it is a Conservative diet. And
the meamng of that is that Prussia,
which is essentually the Conservative
state, will continue to rule all Germany,
and to baffle all efforts to modernize and
liberalize the German constitutions.

Prevents Consolidation

Briefly put, the battle fought at all
such elections is a fight between Prus-
sia and Germany. It is this unceasing
fight which more than any factor pre-
vents the complete consolidation of the
empire. The states of Germany and the
mass of Prussians themselves resent the
domination of Prussia in imperial con-
cils, A certain domination, they admit,
is inevitable because Prussia owns 184,-
558 of the empire’s 208,780 square miles,
and 40,165,000 of the 64,925,000 popula-
tion. But the perils of too much Prus-
sian domination were foreseen.

Bismarck, Prussian though he was, de-
vised special safeguards in order to pre-
vent Prussia from incurring the jealousy
of her weaker allies. He based the
Reichstag on universal suffrage, thus
putting a democratic counterpoise to the
bureaucratic Prussian state; he gave
public assurances to Bavaria and Sax-
ong that the rights of the separate states
would be vespected; and he laid down
financial rules to prevent the states feel-
ing their association with Prussia to be
a burden.

Despite Bismarck’s measures, not one
of these questions is finally settled.
Prussia—by which is meant the domin-
ant Prussian Tories—openly shows her
desire to abolish universal suffrage
which she sees is responsible for a soc-
jalist Reichstag, and to replace it with
a property franchise like her own. The
separate states are persistently chafing
at alleged incursions into their domains
by the empire, and Bismarck’s financial
principles are being thrown overboard.
And gll this makes for a Prussian hege-
Jmony which forty years ago was so lit-
tle in men’s minds that Bavaria seriously
proposed that the imperial crown should
belong alternately to Prussia and to her-
self.

Retrogade Policy

Prussia is unpopular with Germany.
This does not mean merely in the non-
Prussian states, but throughout the
whole entity known as the empire, in-
cluding Prussia herself. Probably jibes
and jeers at Prussia are used more often
by Prussians than by non-Prussian Ger-
mans.

Prussia’s internal policy, compared
with the policies of the South German
states, is distinctly retrogade. In South
Germany progress has gone so far that
even the Social-democrats are making
peace with the government. "Where
Prussia has influence on the small states
it is always of a reactionary character.
She lends reactionary ministers to these
small states and sometimes borrows re-
actionary ministers from them. Prus-
sia’s Agrarian-Conservatives, who fill all
ministerial and high administrative posts
are Prussian in spirif and are indiffer-

Prussia is
unfriendly to the fleet, and resents the
manner in which Kaiser Wilhelm has
backed it up. Not only has he created
the fleet, but he has made friends with
commerce, tolerated high finance and be-
come bosom friend of Ballin, Rathenow,
Simon, and other Jewish merchant
princes. In these respects the Kaiser is
a “German” rather than a Prussian and
Prussians of the old school condemn him
as a backslider.

In Personal Matters

But trlat is only in politics. In per-
sonal matters the Kaiser backs the
Prussian idea against the German. He
exaggerates to a dangerous extent the
rights of leadership given by the consti-
tution to the King of Prussia; and he
has injured the imperial idea by his
collision with other courts. For years
Wilhelm II, was on bad terms with the
late Bavarian Prince Regent; he quar-
relled openly with the court of Lippe,
and strained his rights in Lippe as com-
mander-in-chief of the army; and he
lately had a quarrel over court etiquette
questions with the young duke of Saxe-
Coburg and Gotha.

than once privately protested against un-
justifiable pretensions of the court of
Prussia. At present_ the ledder in this

protest is the new Hgvnnan prince Re-
gent Ludwig. Ludwigs distrust of
Prussia’s pretensions has always been
marked, and seventeen .years ago he
showed this distrust publicly.

Germans complain that Prussia’s lead-
ership in legislation goes far beyond the
leadership provided for by the constitu-
tion. 'This constitution recognizes a
Prussian veto in certain legislative
branches, but nothing more. Prussia el-
ects 286 mebers to a Reichstag of 897;
but in the federal council she has only
seventeen representatives out of sixty-
one. To balance this weakness in the
federal council Bismarck claimed for
Prussia the right to veto new laws con-
cerning army, navy, taxation and tar-
iffs.

He claimed nothing more. The prac-
tice, however, has grown up of taking
Prussian ministers into council before
imperial bills are submitted to the legis-
latures. Chancellor Bethmann-Hollweg
last March admitted this to the Reich-
stag. Prussia has now not only the
power to say what bills shall not pass,
but also the new power of saying what
bills shall be prepared. Also in foreign
affairs, Prussia’s power exceeds Prus-
sia’s constitutional rights. Bismarck
gave Bavaria the presidency of the fed-
eral council committee on foreign affairs,
meaning that Bavaria and the non-
Prussian states should have a real con-
trol; but for years on end this commit-
tee did not meet and the Kaiser carried
on a-foreign policy of his own.

Germany is further discontented with
Prussia on the score of taxation. Form-
erly the sum paid by all the states
worked out at about 18 cents a head a
year. When the government introduced
its bill providing for $45,000,0400 new
annual taxation, it. proposed to cover
part of this by raising the matriculation
payments to thirty’ &ents.. The extra
twelve cents would be raised by the in-
dividual states and paid over to the em-
pire.

This proposal caused much opposition
among progressives and “Germans” who
contended that the Reichstag must
have the final say as to the way imperial
taxes are levied; whereas the proposal
would mean that the Prussian diet and
the other individual state legislatures
could raise the money in their own way.
In all state legislatures the reactionary
influence is far stronger than in the
Reichstag; and to give fresh power to
the state legislatures meant more reac-
tion and also more “Prussianism and Pa-
rticularism. The opposition is more
marked since the general election to the
Reichstag of January 1912, when the
Reichstag for the first time got a dis-
tinctly Progressive majority and actual-
ly in Dr. Kaempf, got a president who
belongs to the extreme Radical “Fries-
inn.” Naturally with this taste of pro-
gress, the Reichstag aims at defending
imperial rights and resents restoring
powers long abandoned to the politically
retrogade individual states.

The Prussian-German conflict cannot
be fully allayed until the political influ-
ences of Prussia and of Germany are
made to coincide by granting to Prussia
an electoral reform as democratic as as
that- which Germany has. Hence Pro-
gressives demand the abolition of the
Prussian “three-class electoral law,”
which is based on property and its sub-
stitution by universal suffrage, which is
based on individuals. If this reform
were carried, Prussia would become a
modern state and her interests would be
identical with those of the empire. The
prospects of such a reform are remote.
Even the very moderate reform bill
drafted by Bethmann-Holweg in 1910
was cut to plcuts by the lower Prussian
house, and again cut to bpieces by the
House of Lords. And a8 the Prussian

aim of abolishing the Reichstag univers-
al suffrage cannot be attained, the quar-
rel of Pruisia with Germany is likely
to last.

What are we paying them a
big salary for? I notice there is a ‘big
time being made over the milk in re-
gard to the outbreak of typhoid fever.
Well, all I can say is this, that if there
is not some serious results arising in this
particular place there is no need of prob-
ing into the milk or anything else in this
city. Now I trust that those gentlemen
who hold the high positions of health
officers will see that there is something
done at once, not only in this particu-
lar place, but in all others where im=
provements are needed.

- THREE STORY WODDEN BULDINGS

Editor of thc Tlmes:
Sir,—In Saturday evening’s Times I

have read your lengthy article re three
deckers as you term three story wooden
buildings. Trusting to your accoustom-
ed fair play I ask space for a few lines
to present the other side.

I am not conversant with conditions
in large American cities, but think your
argument far-fetched.

I do know that the Shylocks in St.
John are not confined to three story
buildings. I also know that the majority
of our citizens are law-abiding people
who are willing to submit to any reason-
able building restrictions; they are fully
as anxious to conserve the public health
as our officials are.

At the present time it is very difficult
for a family of moderate means to ob-
tain any dwelling place and I think I
am right in quoting one of our leading
officials as saying that people were liv-
ing in places where he would not keep
a dog.

I know that there are women in this
city who are the bread-winners for their
families who go out to their daily toil
through winter storm and summer heat,
that they may shield their loved ones
and keep the wolf from the door and
these women by reason of exorbitant
rents are forced to live in places and
amid surroundings from which every
fibre of their nature revolts.

What is being done to
congestion?

Perhaps the city fathers will tell us
hew many applications for permits to
build three story houses they received in
April? How many they turned down
that might soon be sheltering families
and adding to the comfort and clean-
liness of our city.

Let me cite one instance: A citizen,
who has paid taxes in this city for thirty
years, applied on the 24th April for a
permit to build. He was asked®o wait
a few days, as the head of the depart-
ment was very busy. When the few days
had elapsed he was informed that they
were introducing a bye-law to forbid
the erection of three-story wooden build-
ings. Such bye-law was enacted on,the
80th of April if I remember rightly. /

This permit was asked for in a local-
ity already built-up with three-story
houses, where the erection of another
could not be a menace to public safety.
Needless to say the permit was not
granted.

In regard to the argument that “three-
deckers” increase the cost of asylums,
hospitals and public institutions, permit
me to say that we have always found the
worst cases of destitution in broken
down shacks, in low lying districts, and
the cause of such destitution could not
be traced to three story buildings; but
in nearly all cases it could be traced to
the legalized saloon, which is being fos-
tered and protected by our city laws.

When the voters of St. John go to the
polls on the 26th inst. I hope they will
remember justice and humanity, the hu-
manity that supplies the brawn and
muscle, in many instances the brain, to
build and enrich our city.

Do not let us forget that verse from
the good Old Book, “Except the Lord
build the house, they labor in vain who
build it, except the Lord keep the city,
the watchman waketh in vain.” This
may not be in line with modern ideas,
but it is true nevertheless, and will be
true when those who today are clothed
in a little brief authority are forgotten.

Cleveland, O., Aug. 20—East Cleveland-
ers are saying agreeable things about
Neighbor Rockefeller since John D. en-
rolled under the good roads banner and
became sponsor for one of the prettiest
of Cuyahoga county’s thousand miles of
paved highways.

Publisher to Publisher—Great Stories
That Went Cheaply

Defoe offered “Robinson Crusoe”
publisher after publisher - without - sue-
cess. It was, howeverfi at last bought
out by a publisher named Taylor, to
whom it proved a veritable gold mine.
He is said to have made a profit of some
hundrefl thousand pounds 'by the sale
of this remarkable book.

W. M. Thackeray offered-iiis brilliant
novel, “Vanity Fair,” to some’publishers
after it had run through the pages of a
magazine; but it was refused, as they
thought it was not an interesting novel,
or one that would meet with a ready
sale.

Jane Austen, who was undoubtedly
one of the greatest novelists that ever
lived, met with great difficulty ‘at the
beginning of her literary career in get-
ting her books printed. She sent her
“Northanger Abbey” to three or four
firms, but it was refused by all of them.
At last she disposed of her amnuscript
for the small sum of £10 to a bookseller,
who, if we mistake not, had an estab-
lishment in Bath. It turned out a splen-
did speculation for him.

Samuel Warren’s very interesting
book, “The Diary of a Late Physician”
first saw the' light of day through the
medium of a Blackwood’s Magazine, the
publishers to whom he had submitted it
having refused to undertake its publica-
tion in book form.

Charlotte Bronte’s first novel was re-
fused by a great many firms.

Mrs. Harriet. Beecher Stowe submit-
ted her “Uncle Tom’s Cabin,” to a firm
of publishers in Washington after it had
appeared in serial form in an anti-slav-
ery magazine, but, on the recommenda-
tion of their reader, it was rejected. They

BEST SPOKEN ENGLISH

The true English is preserved from
generation to generatiorf by the mothers.

In every age you find it accepted that
the middle-aged woman has an auster-
ity, a purity of language, which con-
trasts with the exuberance of her juniors,
The young people are always trying to
be odd. The matrons preserve the stan-
dard. Alwayk the best spoken English
is to be heard from the woman of cul-
ture. She has' responsibilities, and is
aware of them. The man, unless he has
some reputation to' keep up as a purist,
will be easy-going. The woman, when
she is:/the prime minister of a family,
knows that she has the future in her
charge.

When you turn from the spoken word
to the written, you will find that the
eternal talk of decadence was never less
Jjustified, Whether we have great masters
of style or not is irrelevant. Genius
comes and goes, and no amount of good
intentions will make it. The point to
consider is the current merit of writing.
It used to be said that best plain Eng-
lish was found in letters, and no one
writes letters now. We must judge by
the newspaper and the book which has
no longer life, the hurried writing meant
for hurried reading.

There is no reason to fear that com-
parison. Genius is doubtless as rare
or rarer than it ever was. But very
humble novelists of today would never
pass such sentences as Dickens let go in
his early work. The loosest ,newspaper
writing of today is precise and pure
compared with the journalism of the
early Victorians. We may lack bril-
liance, but the general standard of cul-
ture was never so high.—London Daily
Telegraph.

CITY OF THE CAESARS
Hotel Keeping as Rome’s Chief Indus-
try.

(London Standard.)

The principal industry of Rome, if
so it may be called, is that of catering
for foreign visitors, and local enterprise
in that digection seems te be a profitable
one, judging from the large number of
registered hotels and boarding-houses.
These, according to the report for 1912
of the British comsul, Mr. Morgan,
amount to 168 in a city of 551,561 inhab-
itants, irrespective of other very num-
erous unregistered private boarding
houses. :

The consul continues—Laudable at-
tempts have been. made and are still be-
ing made to improve the industrial con-
ditions of the Italian capital in order|
to convert it from a consuming centre!
into a productive one; but the process|
of transformation must necessarily be!
a slow one, and seems to be hampered'
by certain” adverse local conditions, such
as the high cost of living and heavy
house rents, which have contributed to
raise the scale of wages demanded by |
local workmen, who are to a large cx-l
tent unskilled, not having had the train-|
ing opportunities afforded by other Ital-|
ian industrial districts, such as TLom-
bardy or Piedmont.

One other grave-obstacle in the way,g
he says, is the fact that notwithstand-
ing the vicinity of Rome to the sea, there !
does not exist any appreciable means|
of transport up river from the coast to|
the city, as in other large JEuropean
capitals. Those who are interested in the'
welfare of Rome have endeavored during,
recent years to raise the necessary means|
for building a harbor at Ostia at the}
estuary of the Tiber, and at the same
time to widen and dredge the river so
as to render it navigable for vessels of |
a high tonnage. A preliminary step in
that direction has been taken by the
construction of large bonded warehouses.

As matters stand at present, Mr. Mor-
gan points out, the greater part of the!
commodities imported to Rome is car-|
ried overland by rail as well as by!
means of carts for such supplies as arc{
provided by the neighboring districts. |
The existing railway system cannotf
promptly and satisfactorily meet the ex-!
igences of the increasing traffic; hence
the necessity of opening a direct high-
way to the coast. |

The consul adds:—From the contem-
plated regeneration of Rome substantial
benefits must necessarily accrue to its
inhabitants as well as to those countries,
like the United Kingdom, who have ex-
tensive commercial relations with Italy,
and it will largely contribute to free
the Italian capital from its traditional
dependence for its subsistance upon the
uncertain and fluctuating influx of vis-¢
itors. Its geographical position, as well |
as its supply of water-power, general
favorable conditions of soil and climate,
constitute such important factors as to
engender the hope that before long the
capital of Italy will be able to add .to!
its unrivalled art and archaeological at-
tractions the substantial, healthy, and
modern benefits arieimg@ out of the labor
of man. v

|it is expected that when the men leave

They
have-a crew of 100 men at work now
and expect to increase their staff to 200
next week when 800,000 brick will be
laid in position. ;

Taking the men employed by the
Foundation Company, the Dominion

Bridge Co., and E. G. M. Cape there will

be between 400 and 500 at work next
week. The contractors say that they are
using local labor almost entirely and are
purchasing a large part of their supplies
here.

Dickens Was His Custemer In
'Maltby’s Father's Day-

HAS WRITTEN THREE BOOKS

A Great Worker and Careful
About His Material-- An Amus-
ing Adventure When He Kept
Appeintment With Late King

(Times’ Special Correspondence)

London, Aug. 9—That old saying that
it takes nine tailors to make a man will
have to be revised if there are many
more tailors like Arthur Maltby. Mr.
Maltby, who carries on business in the
fashionable West End, has just come in-
to the limelight as the author of a his-
torical novel, called. “Detained by the

King,”—which, it seems, is the third' he |

has had published—and he proves also
to be an ex-athlete with several world-
records, no end of a scholar, and a pret-
ty fair artist in oils, as well as the sole
proprietor of an old established tailor-

ing house which formerly numbered
Charles Dickens, the novelist, Robert
Browning, the poet, and Macready, the
actor, among its customers.

This tailor-novelist, who is fifty-six,
but still looks the all-round athlete,
standing just over six feet, and posses-
sing girth to match devotes four days
a week to his regular business, and
spends the other three at Thorpe Bay,
an east coast watering place, where he
has a house, working on whatever novel
he may have in hand. All three of his
boks, “Queen, But' No Queen,” “Inez”
and his latest one, “Detained by the
King,’ ’are historical romances, and the
one and only .eclaim that their author
makes for them, is that they are true,
for, unlike Alexander Dumas, Sir Walter
Scott and a lot of less eminent novelists,
Maltby doesn’t take liberties with his-
tory to suit the exigencies of his plots.
He writes his novels with the most
painstaking care—each one of them has
taken him more than two years, having
been re-written four or more times—and
he is absolutely indefatigable and reck-
ons expense no object in getting his ma-
terial for them.

His Material

“Although my own life has been ex-
ceptionaly eventful,” he said, when seen
at his shop, “and though I have met
many remarkable people, I cannot make
copy of what happens about me, but
must turn constantly to history. My
plot-germs come to me in the oddest and
most unexpected way. ' A musty old
manuscript about Judge Jeffreys which
T picked up on a second-hand book stall
for eight cents gave me the nucleus for
my last novel, and for the rest I make
endless visits to museums and libraries,
always searching for the forgotten in-
cident, the unpublished secret about my
literary heroes,\ kings who have died.

Collecting the material for ¥Detained

by the King” cost me nearly $800, and!

for my book “Inez” I sent a man to

Spain to make extended inquiries. Do I
get the money back? Well almost if not |

quite. My first book, “Queen, But No
Queen,” which was a story of Yucatan,
did only moderately well, but “Inez”
went into four editions, and of “Detain-
ed by the King, ’700 copies were sold
on the day of publication. ’

Perhaps the queerest fact in connec-
tion with Mr. Maltby’s books is that
they are mostly written in the dark.

“During my week-ends at Thorpe
Bay,” said the author, “I sleep only six
hours and devote the rest of the time
to planning and writing my books. I
do practically all my preliminary writing
between four and eight in the morning.
1 write exceptionally fast and have
learned to do it in the dark. A scrib-
bling pad hangs from the head of my
bed, and as soon as I wake I begin
work. I can’t always read what I write
in this way, but my wife can, and she
copies it out afterward.

“] know that my work is amateurish,
though the critics have been extremely
kind to me. If I wanted to brag about
anything, it would be the showing I
made as an athlete in my young days,
which’ was unique, I think. At sculling
I never have been defeated and I beat
Arthur Zimmerman at cycling when he
was in this country, and made what I
believe is a world’s record by winning
five running events from scratch and
getting second in a sixth, all in one af-
ternoon.

London, Aug. 9—The ideal of run-

ning the affairs of Engrand with the

smartness, which'a modern business man'

shows in the ‘management of his con-
cerns, took a. lopg time in reaching the
governmental mind. John Bull has been
too prone in the past to muddle along
anyhow, and until about three years ago
no attempt was made to develop the
country’s economic resources. Works of
public utility and improvement schemes
never got under way for want of cash.
The need for such enterprise was only
whispered by bright spirits who knew
what the British dominions beyond the
seas had been doing in the way of real-
izing their potentialities.

This state of things was due to the
inherent conservatism which is a tem-
peramental defect of the Britisher. Now,
although the unrealized possibilities of
the nation are being surveyed, and their
growth assisted officially, not oné out of
every hundred citizens in King George’s
realm knows anything about the means
by which these ends are accomplished.

There is little excuse for this ignor-
ance, because this particular work has
been under way for more than three
vears, carried out by machinery special-
ly devised for the purpose by act of par-
liament. Under the provisions of the
Development and Road Improvement
Funds Aect, 1909-1910, eight officials,
known as the Development Commission, |
were appointed to advise the treasury in
the: administration of a national fund
for the development of cgriculture and
other economic resources of the United
Kingdom. It is pointed out in an official
document that “the scheme for agricul-
tural instruction and research, when in
full operation, should go spme way to-
wards organizing into a coherent sys-
tem the more scientific side of agricul-
ture, as the schemes for promoting co-
operation should help in organizing its
more commercial side.”

A Growth of the Budget

The Development Commission owes
its institution to Lloyd George’s famous
budget, which first imposed a tax on
undeveloped land; and that indomitable
statesman must be, looked upon as the
parent . of this significant movement.
Grants and loans are made to lbcal au-
thorities out of a fund which is fed by
(1), sums annually ' vofed by - parlia-
ment; (2), a sum of §12,000,000 clmrgedl
on the consolidated fund, and (8), sums
received by way of interest and on re-
payment of loans. Before making any
recommendation for an advance for the
purpose of improving rural transport, the
commissioners must - consult the road
board, a subsidiary committee appointed
to look: after the improvement of rural
communications.

Although the Development Commis-
sion has no executive power, it can and
does impose conditions upon the grants
they make, and this, after all, confers
upon them a certain .measure of control.
Every request for a loan or grant is pre-
ferred by the local body concerned

fore the commission. And although en-
gaged in nation-wide schemes, small and
particular local requirements receive
close attention.

As an example of this attention to
small things, it may be mentioned that
a grant of $250 was made to the York-
shire council for agricultural education,
in aid of T. H. Taylor's investigations
into the swede midge; while another
sum was made over to a mid-England
institute in aid of the research into the
discoloration of Stilton cheese.

A good deal of useful work there
would have been no other means of ac-
complishing has already been done. Sup-
{:ort has been afforded to schemes for

orse-breeding, improvement of inland
navigation, harbor improvements, the
organization of agricultural co-operation,
and the establishment of a national poul-
try institute. And a government labor-
atory is in full working order at Ted-
dington, for experimental and research
work in connection with road materials.’
Last year, $68,280 was spent on agricul-
tural research, $400,000 on the provision
and maintenance of farm institutes, and
$4,250 granted to the British Bee-keep-
ers’ Association, while $55,000 was set
aside for teaching forestry in the univer-
sities. The grants totalled $695,405, and
the loans $555,500. The revenue receiv-
ed since the creation of the Development
Commission amounts to $14,688,818, and
its expenditure wp to January 1 last;
$601,545. \

Forestry

One of the most ambitious schemes
supported by the commission is the de-
velopment of forestry as a national in-
dustry, at a total estimated cost of $475,-
000. The money is to be spent 6n advis-
ory work, instruction, research, buildings
for institutions, the provision of forest
gardens and demonstration plantations.
The scheme in its entirety cannot be put
into execution at once, but it is slowly
being realized through tuition in fores-
try at various centres and through de-
monstration in one or two selected areas.

So far as it lies in their power the
commissioners ensure that the fund shall
not go into the pockets of private indi-
viduals. This intention is in accordance
with the act, which gives no authority
to make grants or loans either to indi-
viduals or to companies or asseciations
of persons trading for profit.

Commission the dawn of a new and bet-
ter era is beg‘inning\for the sparse rural
