Mr. Roach also began his work as a
traveler when railway service was poor
or did not exist, and there were fre-

WE LAG BEHIND.

Hon. W. J. O'Hearn, the new Attor-
ncy General of Nova Scotia, submit-
ting the annual report of the Depart-
ment of Neglected and Dependent /Chil-
dren to the Legisiature, paid a tribute
“to the Children’s Aid Societies and the
Juvenile Courts, A report of his ad-
dress says:— -

“Hon. Mr. O’Hearn paid tribute to
the work of Ernest H. Blois, Superin-
tendent of Neglected and Dependent
Ciiildren, and took occasion to say that
ihe success of the work of the depart-

~ ment had been achieved largely through

the splendid contributions m one way
and the other of organizations and in-
dividual citizens throughout the Prov-
ince. He had a word to say with re-
gard o the work of the Juvenile Courts
*%n Halifax and New Glasgow, and de-
clared that a most forward step had
been taken, one for which the Govern-
ment should receive the highest con-
gratulations and feel very gratified,
that these courts had been established,
thus removing the young boy or girl
charged with some misdeameanor from
the sordid influences of the Criminal
Court. There were eleven Children’s
Aid Societies, the success of which was
due to the generous aid and work of
individual citizens.”

It is much to be regretted that New
Brunswick is still without a Superin-
tendent of Neglected and Dependent
Ckildren, and without even one Juven-
jle Court, The need is as obvious in
this Province as in Nova Scotia, but
we still lag behind. The Children’s
Aid Societies of St. John, Moncton and
Fredericton are often asked to give aid
in places that are beyond there Jjuris-
diction, and children suffer because
there is no wrganization to come to
their rescue. If we had a Superintend-
ent of Neglected and Dependent Chil-
dren he would have authority anywhere
in the Province, and he would organ.
ize Children’s Aid Societies to carry
on the work in every municipality. If
we had Juvenile Courts in St, John and
Moncton and perhaps some other cen-
tres the reproach that attaches to
the taking of boys and girls to the po-
lice court building would be removed,
and with probation officers the propor-
tion of young people saved from evil
courses would be greatly enlarged. Let
us follow the example of Nova Scotia
and practically every other Province in
Canada. -

SEND A DELEGATION.

On March 81, 1922, there was avail-
able at Ottawa for the benefit of voca-
tional training in New Brunswick, the
sum of $49,699.75, and a balance ot
$47,700.27 from past years since the act
came into effect, which the Province
could have drawn but failed to do so,
The Province, of the $97400.02 avail-
'able drew only $22,160.78, It allowed
$15,114.04 to lapse altogether. There is
available this year the sum of $110,~
846.12, In three years the Province had
drawn only $36,966.17. How much
'will lapse this year because the Pro-
vince, and especially the city of St.
John, where the need is greatest, is
{not alive to its own interests?

The Province of Ontario, which had
1$878,174.84 available in the year ending
March 81, 1922, drew every cent of it
and would have been glad to get more.
Alberta also drew its full quota. In
the three years the act was in force,
up to the date mentioned, the various
'provinces had drawn as follows:—

_ It is interesting to look at the figures
of attendance at vocational schools in
Ontario. For the year under review
the total enrolment in evening classes
was 27,297; in day classes, 2,600; and
in part time classes 907. In New
Brunswick the total enrolment in even-
ing classes was only 1,085; in day

85 different localities for a short per-
jod, 1,541. The comparison is not cred-
itable to this Province.

In Ontario the municipalities in the
year 1920 spent on dayi and evening
industrial education $1,847,005.04, or
almost double what was spent the year
before, In 1921 the Province granted
$511,021.41, compared with $140,294.41
the year before. The municipalities,
which in 1920 spent $1,847,905.04, in-
creased the amount in 1921 by 56 per
cent. The report shows that last year
Sault Ste Marie was completing a voca-
tional building at a cost of $255,000;
Sarnia was completing a new collegiate

|institute and vocational school at & cost

of $570,000; Hamilton an addition to
its technical school to cost $800,0004
Windsor and Walkerville a technical
school building to cost $800,000; while
St. Catharines, Kitchener and Guelph
were building secondary schools of the
composite  type, providing for both
classical and vocational courses under
thg one roof. A school of this type
exists at Edmundston in this province,
and others will probably be established-
in Fredericton and Moncton, The Fed-
eral grant is available for the portion
devoted to vocational training,

It must be borne in mind that a year
has passed since the report under re-
view was prepared, and that during
this year great progress has been made
in Ontario and other provinces; while
some progress has been made in New
Brunswick—outside of St. John—where
it is needed most,

What assistance would St, John get
if il decided to erect a vocational high
school? From Federal and Pnovincial
grants it would get 25 per cent of the
cosl of the building; 50 per cent, of
the cost of equipment; and 60 per cent.
of the salaries of approved teachers.
The fact to keep in mind in oonnection
with thig matter is that while the grants
will Iapse if not taken up within &
stated perioa the financial loss is not
the worst feature of the cas€. The
greater loss is suffered by those who are
denied vocational training, and by the
community which turns out young peo-
ple unfitted to compete with the voca-
tionally-trained students of more wide~
awake provinces.

There is soon to be a great educa-
tional conference in Toronto.  The
Times suggests that the Chairman of
the School Board, if his duties will per-
mit; & member of the Councll of the
Board of Trade; and a member of the
City Council, or someone nominated by
it, be sent as a delegation from St
John to attend this conference, and at
the same time to visit half a dozen
Ontario centres within easy reach of
Toronto, to study on the spot the man.
ner in which vocational schools are
conducted. The City Council and
Board of Trade should be as deeply
inlerested in this matter as the Board
of School Trustees.

Responsibilities, Says Lord
Ashfield.

London, March 9.—(By mail.)—Lord
Ashfield, speaking at the Working
. Men’s College, St. Pancras, said the
\7ival of the fittest had become the sur-
Y/ival of the opportunist, by which . he
\meant the man who availed himself of
opportunity. Safety first was a cow-
ardly doctrine except within the nhar-
rowest limits, It pointed the way to
deciine and stagnation. Opportunity
favored the bold. It might be sug-
gested that in these days, when every-
thing in manufacture tended to be
specialized and men were subordinated
to machinery, the opportunities for suc-
cess had become narrower. But the
opportunity awaiting the discoverer of
improvements in machinery or econ-
omy in workmanship was still very
great. Those who, like himself;, were
charged with the future of large and
important -business gndertakings were
always looking for men who could
share their responsibilities and re-
wards,

Oftentimes it was a disappointing
search. The chief obstacle to the re-
alization of their constant expectations
was that the intricacies of modern
business required a specialized train-
ing to a greater extent than was pre-
viously the case. It might be that
sound education, strong character, clear
foresight, and a firm purpose must be
supplemented by a particular experi-
ence. But that was not a complete
excuse for the poverty of enterprise
which sometimes one felt in looking
wound. It seemed that we were be-
oming less able to concentrate on a
course of study, and less thorough in
the pursgit of it than our fathers were,

STOCK-SELLING SCHEMES,

(Toronto Globe.)

The most useful contribution to the
debate in the Legislature on the L. R,
Steel failure, which will involve a loss
of several.million dollars to thousands
of small investors in Ontario, was that
of J. W. Curry, K. C, who said he
had ascertained that none of the stoclk-
selling campaigns of the Steel Com-
pany had been conducted 'in -States
where there were Blue Sky laws.

The assumption is that had the
Steel flotation been subjected to the
serutiny of an.officer of the Ontario
Government objection would have been
‘¢aken to the plan of selling to small
Winvestors in Ontario stock in a company
‘incorporated in the State of Delaware,
}yhlch in the last analysis was the cor-
poration controlling the assets in Can-

da of the Steel chain stores,
¥ The bulk of the persons who bought
stock of the Delaware corporation be-

eved they were buying shares in the
Aangible assets of the Steel stores in
Canada. Many of them probably do
ot know yet that the surplus of Can-
‘adian store assets remaining 'after the
payment of the liabilities must be put
in a pool with all the company’s as-
sets in the United States and used to
‘meet liabilities outstanding there as
well as in Canada. The important prop-
erty interests of the Steel corporations
in Canada, which were doubtless pre-
gented to investors as excellent security
and as evidence of the sound financial
position of the concern, were, under the
circumstances, merely a stock-selling

lure.
. The failure of the Steel Company
ghould assure. the adoption of the Blue
Sky law by the Legislature. It should
Jead also to the regulation in some ef-
feclive way of the operations of stock-
selling agencies that have flooded On-
tario of late with clever and unscrup-
ulous salesmen who have been jeering
at the low returns to be had from
Government and municipal bonds and
amply secured isSues of private cor-
porations, and have been selling in their
place “wildcat securities” of the sort
that pay one per cent. a month for the
first year and nothing at all forever
after. The annual losses of Ontario
investors through the operations of
these jackals of crooked finance have
been very great. And the tragedy of it
is that the loses have fallen chiefly
upon poor folk with little skill in
choosing investments, who readily fall
victims to the wily tongue of the con-
sclenceless agent.

The -“sky” must no longer be the
limit of misrepresentation in stock-sell-
ing campaigns in Ontario.

The trade and industrial pace is
quickening and the price situation
shows increased etrength.; The week,
despite severe weather along the At-
lantic seaboard, has shown slightly
more activity in buying, both from
jobbers and retailers; marked strength
with numerous advances has distin-
guished the textile markets; practical-
ly all classes of iron and steel and
building materials, notably lumber,
and additional measures of industrial
movement coming to hand point to
February having - witnessed a surge
forward in many lines of industry,
equal to or in excess of January.
Spurred on by a further advance -in
raw cotton above 81 cents, <cotton
goods have hardened perceptibly, and
the better buying has apparently been
reflected back to the mills, some of
whom have withdrawn  various lines
of goods.

LOANS FOR FARMERS
B IN UNITED STATES

Washington, March 20.—The Fed-
eral Farm Loan Board, taking another
step toward starting the machinery of
the new intermediate farm credits sys-
tem, has granted charters under the
agricultural credits act to the Federal
land banks at Columbia, S. .C, St.
Louis and Baltimore. Commissioner
Lobdell of the Farm Loan Board, ex-
pressed the hope that it would be pos-
sible to have similar action completed
with respect to the other nine banks
within ten . days. -

The board has begun the drafting of
the code of rules for the system and
upon completion of this work will de-
termine the interest rate at which
money will be made avallable to the
producers’ organizations or to banks
loaning to producers.

MOOSE AND DEER KILLED
The report of the Crown Lands De-
partment for the year ending October
81, 1922, shows the number of big
game killed in the province. There
were 811 moose and 2,689 deer killed
during 1922 by resident hunters and
217 moose and 678 deer killed by non-
resident hunters, making a grand total
of 1,028 moose and 3,267 ceer. There
were 474 non-residents hunting during
the year just closed while 9278
licenses were issued to resident hunt-
ers,

Montreal, March 20—In view of the
discussion which has arisen between
representatives of the jockey clubs
operating various race tracks in ‘the
Provinte of Quebec, and the Govern-
ment regarding taxation on betting,
figures available from the provincial
treasury show thet during 119 days of
racing ‘in ~the province last year the
public wagered through the parimutuel
machines $10,699,182. Deductions for
breaks and the ten per cent. take left
to be returned to the public the sum
of $9,608,20085. Of the deductions
the jockey clubs received as their share
$781,152.35 and charity funds of the
province got $859,828.80.

Mr. A. W. Covey, President,
Maritime Provinces Branch, A.A.U,
St. John, N. B., Canada.
Dear Sir,—This is in acknowledg-

ment of your favor of March 12th, in
answer to my letter to you of March
8th, and I can honestly state that I
am more than -surprised at -the con-
tents contained in your letter, inso-
much as you seem to take the infor-
mation contained in my former letter
as being admissions of my guilt in
connection with commercializing the
skating sports as you made public in
your newspaper articles.

While I am absolutely positive that
you are laboring under the wrong im-
pression, I am giving you your an-
swer to the different paragraphs in
order and feel assured that I will prove
to you that you are not correct so far
as certain statements you have made
against me as president of the Inter-
national Skafing Union are concerned.

You state you had no idea that you
could secure over my signature so
many admissions of mal administra-
tion and incompetency, particularly
from a man who has been so long con-
nected with sport and wants his name
free from blemish. Now let me tell
you that any admissions made to you
or to the press, in any of my corre-
spondence or in public speeches at
banquets or skating gatherings, were
given as the truth and not to be criti-
cized, as you are trying to do-

You also state that you note I had
carefully gone over the newspaper clip-
pings largely credited to the informa-
tion furnished the press by you, and
that I feel that some investigation
might be held for the good of skating
in Canada. Let me say that I believe
an investigation might be good at any
time in any organization, whether it is
in Canada, the United States or Eur-
ope, as none of us are so perfect that
we do not need to be checked up once
in a while.

So far as the United States is con-
cerned we are pleased that you start-
ed the rumpus in Canada so that we
can peacefully take it up with the
skating officials of the'United States
and if there.is anything in the govern-
ment of the affairs ofsthe 1. S. U. or
any action to be taken against the
skaters, we feel sure that amoh| the
prominent men acting as officers in the
1. S. U, we will be able to successful-
ly determine whether any.crimes have
been committed and make amends,

1 also Wwish to state that investiga~
tions of any athletic organizations are
in order at any time for conditions
arc changing dai{y and in order to kee
up with the times and improve wit
age certain investigations are necessary
whether they result in ‘any finding of
crimes committed or not. I also want to
state that the skating sport has-grown
so rapidly the past few years that
many new angles turn up that need
attention and I am sure that the offi-
cers of the 1. S, U will gladly Iook
into\these matters whenéver they are
called to their attention.

Yiou also wonder why I take excep.
tion to your statement of my being ‘a
professional and a promoter of profes-
sionalism and that as such I have high-
ly commercialized the skating sport.
You also refer that I made tbN ad-
mission at the Y. M. C. I. banquet in
1922 when in the progress of my
speech I stated that previous to gets
ting into the skating sport I was @
professional bicycle rider. Now, pray,
answer me this; what hag the fact that
I was a professional bicycle rider over
25 years ago got to do with me being
now interested in amateur skating or
any other sports. Is it to be believed
that because a man was a professional
in any certain branch of sport back
in his’ boyhood days that he should be
branded asg an outcast and kept from
mixing in any branch of sport in the
official capacity when he is well quali-
fied to act in such an official capacity.
I might have been a professional bicy-
cle rider and may never have had a
pair of skates on my feet, and why
should I then not be qualified to act
as a skating official to help promote
anc boost the amateur skat&g sports,
Is it your contention that a man of
the present time, who was a profes-
sional in any certain branch of sport
years aio, before the organizations
that we have at the present time were
in existence, should not be allowed to
act in any amateur capacity. If it is,
you might just as well, Mr. Covey,
start an investigation now throughout
the entire United States and Canada
and you will find thst there are more
professional men of former years now
mixed in amateur sports than you ever
in your life had any idea of. "I can
name scores of them and they are
looked up to as real honest-to-God offi-
cials who are doing something for the
skating sports, -
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Surely you are not a inan so lit{"

For those Smokers
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as to try and define the different
sports so closely that you take exeep-
tion to an official acting in an amateur
capacity who for over twenty-five years
since his retirement as a bicycle rider
has lent his valuable time and money
to the promotion of amateur games and
sports. :

Your remark that you do not tn-
derstand how I can be president of an
amateur organization and a profes-
sional. It seems most ridiculous to
receive such a statement from a man
of your standing. I can only repeat
that I can name many men today as
the heads of many amateur sports who
were at one time or other profession-
als in some branch of sport or other-
wise.

Regarding ‘promoting professibnal-
ism, another remark you refer to in
reference to having Arthur Staff on
the payroll of the Alfred Johnson Skate
Company for the season of 1922, and
being under my personal management.
You afe all wrong in your assertion, as
I merely acted for Arthur Staff to
help him secure engagements and the
money that he received from the Al-
fred Johnson Skate Company was to
help him defray his training expenses,
and I do not deny that it was done to
advertise our skates. Why should we
not receive some advertisement for the
amount of money we expend every year
for the further development and ad-
vancement of the skating sports.

‘ Why does A. C. Spalding & Bros.
pay for missionary men in every section
of the colntry to help boost the sports
and incidentally secure orders. This
is not only customary of A. C. Spald-
ing & Bros., but is practiced by every
other manufacturing concern of the
same character throughout the entire
universe.

" The fact that I did have a connec-
tion between the professional skater
and at the same time acted in an am-
ateur. capacity should not have any
bearing on my not being capable of be-
ing at the head of ‘an amateur organ-
ization, so long as I don’t encourage
professionalism among jhe amateur
skaters.

You state that the question of com-
merciallzing skating is going to take
some time for you té answer, and I
believe you are right; it is going to
take yon a long time. But I woild be-
lieve that if you know so much about
the charges of commerciallsm, that you
would be able to answer and not
require any long period to state
your. charges. Yes, I admit that
charges have been made against me
before by men who take exception such
as you have, but none of these charges
have ever been proven and in nearly
every instance absolutely no foundation
whatsoever in the statement of charges,
except petty jealousy which usually is
the cause of such statements.

I might also add that the statement
I made regarding the charges of com-
mercialism comes largely from state-
ments circulated by our competitors in
the skate btsiness, and I can show
sworn affidavits produced from one of
our competitors. where they absolutely
forged the signature of Joe Moore and
stated that he was using their speed
skates in all his racing. It has also
been circulated that skaters from our
competitors have been paid salaries and
exorbitant expenses for using that
make of skate, but again you would
ask me why I don’t investigate and
prove these charges, but how in the
world, if any person wants to be erook-
ed and cover it up, are you going to
find them guilty?

Years ago Bobby McLean, then the
International Aimateur Champion, was
skating at the College Inn Carbaret at
the Hotel Sherman here in Chicago,
and while we believed he was receiving
money for his performances, we were
not able to get that information on
account of the way the money was
covered up, until McLean admitted
himself, after we had made it “hot”
for him, that he would turn profession-
al, We investigated this case very
thoroughly with the result that you
may call a man a murderer or crook
but you cannot convict or hang him
without a just and right trial and prove
he is guilty, although in some cases
history repeats that murderers and
criminals have been found not guilty
but they were at least given a trial.

The same thing applies now to your

charges against the amateur skaters
who competed at Moncton, While you
have made the statement that you have
charges to prefer against them, and
while it is not an impossibility that
they may be quilty, I would advise you
first to secure the information whether
they did or did not recelve money for
their services. I again repeat that it is
possible for them to recelve money and
no record of it shown but are we, as
officials of the I. S. U., to be held liable
if we have an idea that these skaters
committed this act and we cannot prove
that they did. .
1 do not like your remark in reply
to the statement I made regarding the
prizes and money expended by our
company for the advancement of the
gkating sport,.as you ask if it was done
for the cheap advertising our our
skates. Let me tell you that we could
have purchased a lot of advertising
with the amount of money that we
have given to the skating sports and it
would not be classed as cheap adver-
tising but very expensive, I might
add that we have yet to receive any
cheap advertising and further still be-
lieve that this should not enter into
the subject at all.

When 1 spoke of the positions 1 have
filled and have some that I am now
holding and what had been accom-
plished by my untiring efforts you ask
if my accomplishments had been se-
cured at the expense of some other
community as I attempted to build it
up at the expense of St. John when
1 wrote to Charlie Gorman offering
him a position with our company pro-
viding he would skate for a club that
I would name, Again you are abso-
lutely wrong, as Gorman wrote to us
in reference to a pesition under rather
funny circumstances and our reply to
him did not state anything about his
skating for any certain club and in
part of our reply stated, “Our clubs
and organizations fostering skating and
other sports here in Chicago are capable
of taking care of outsiders who wish
tc make their home here in the best
possible manper.” By this it was in-
sinuated that'if Gorman cared to make
Chicago his home, which he stated in

I have had this experience for many
years and can say that 1 gave decis-
ions that I deemed were absolutely
correct and received a lot of eriticism
from those that did not believe so and
years after had the pleasure of having
the skater in question come to me and
admit that the decision I gave at that
time was absolutely right and admitted
his guilt.

The fact that our skate concern has
given skates to different skaters is

‘nothing more than any other skate

concern, sporting goods house, or any
other branch of industgy has done for
athletics or others, since the beginning
of the world, How many individuals
go to great expense to present some
great golf player, tennis player, base-
ball player, noted automobile driver
or others in the athletic world with
beautiful tokens of the esteem in which

everyday occurrence and should throw
no reflection on me personally. If I
were not president of the I. S. U. these
things would never be spoken of but
it is about the only way that you and
other individuals have of trying to
take a slap at me when you refer to
commercializing the sport.

Naturally as an officer of the skate
concern it is up to me to look after
the welfare of our organisation or
perhaps my services would not be
valuable to our company, but 1 want
it thoroughly understood that I mever
have to stoop so low as to try to com-

usefulness as an officer of the I. 8. U.
1 have never at any time tried to en-
tice skaters to use our skates unless
the were absolutely willing to do so.
In some instances the amateur skaters
have not been in s position to pay a
high price for a good racing outfit and
if we see fit to aid them in any way
to help encourage them to compete in
the skating sports, I fail to see where
we are hurting the sport any in help-
ing skaters who are not financially
fixed to purchase the proper outfit for
their use.

In reference to your remarks about
a certain official in Chicago who paid
the bills for the skaters and passed
a bill of over $18.00 for one meal for
five men, will state that this is also
untrué and while we did have an ex-
cessiveé expense hjll from some of the
skaters; we have investigated the mat-
ter and found that some of our Chi-
cago skaters, not on the circuit, were
guests of the visiting skaters and their
expenses were added to their account.

1 also want you to thoroughly under-
stand that I am not letting the moss
grow under my feet in reference to
making all these investigations in re-
ference to the skaters on the circuit
this year and when the timé comes
for presenting these facts to the I. S.
U., you may rest assured that if there
has beeq anything wrong with either
the officials or the skaters on the cir-
cuit, it will be brought out! at the
next meeting of the I. 8. U.

You seem to think that I, as presi-

to carry the burden of the whole
Union, when we have eleven or twelve
other organizations comprising this un-
jon that have representatives from
each association that will have to an-
swer for any wrong acts according to
assertions made in your statement.

As mentioned to you before, the
skating sport has grown so large and
so fast that it will be necessary for
us to investigate some of the things
that you state were wrong this year
and“1I “believe the members of the I.
S. U. Board of Control are honorable
enough and have the sport at heart
sufficiently enough to take these mat-
ters under advisement at the proper
time,

Again you have taken the wrong
interpretation of the statement I made
that I'had nevér placed a wager on a
skating race in iy life even when I
knew how races were going to turn
out and could ‘have made a lot of
money by taking advantage of my ex-
perience. By this I inferred that I
knew the condition of the skaters so
well that it was very easy for me to
determine the winner while spectators
and others who were not so thoroughly
familiar with the skaters were not ih
the same position as I to pick the
winners. I did not say that races had
been fixed and I want to have it thor-
oughly understood that I have never
in my experience in the skating sport
seen a race fixed and if such a thing
should ever come to my attention, I
assure you that I would explode it so
quick that it would be like the. shot
out of a cannon.

I am sorry that you misinterpreted
several of my meanings and that is
the reason I am trying to make a bet-
ter explanation to you in this letter.
Regarding the article appearing in
the New York World of March 4th,
in which it was credited to one of the
circuit skaters setting forth the fact
how to learn to skate, will ask, did this
skater state that he was doing it for
any mercenary purpose, or would it
infer that he was trying to help the
skating sports by offering his services
gratis? If I found that he was doing
it for compensation, I surely would
prefer charges agdinst him immediate-
ly, or any other skater who would use
the value of his skating experience
and name for a money consideration.
We hear of all of thes¢ things, and
as before explained, we must first
prove the skaters receive some com-
pensation for their services. You of-
ten hear of some person being mur-
dered and the party committing the
crime is never found until many years
after. This also applies to many re-
tired amateur champions who in years
after tell of the different ways they
used to receive money for their ser-
vices and how they fooled the officials
at that time, but how can we at the
present time prove that any of the
amateurs are receiving money with-
out charges being preferred against
them and proven. In.this respect I
would state that we have at the pre-
gent time some skaters under investi-
gation and you may also learn about
them if we are able to secure the evi-
dence that will convict them.

Fredericton, N. B,, March 20 — A
cablegram received by Mrs. Herbert
Hearne announces the death of her
brother, Judson Robar, in Spring Kells
Sanatorium, Moderfontein, South
Africa, on Friday last at the age of
47 years.
