A Biff Boom In Progrew—The Hants

The Daily Sun of July G is informed 
by Levi Young,of the Bolt and Nut works, 
who is one of the promotors and has re­
cently returned from a business trip to 
Nova Scotia, that railway building is 
booming in that province. The latest 
scheme, and one that meets with most 
popular favor, is the Hants Central rail­
way to run from Truro to Windsor direct 
via the valley of the Kenneticook river-

This scheme was taken in hand by E. 
A. Charters of Sussex, N. B., who saw 
the advantages and necessity for* its 
construction, and having arranged with 
the directors of the Hants Central Rail­
way Company a definite line of action, 
succeeded in interesting some American 
brokers and capitalists in Boston, among 
them being Mr. Winthrop, M.. B. Ham­
mond, broker, a Mr. Mudge, capitalist, 
and a Mr. Frink, contractor, who have 
looked into the merits of the proposed 
route and expressed themselves ready 
and willing to float the bonds of the line 
and construct the same.

The preliminaries are now about all 
arranged and the prospects are that the 
matter will be pat into business shape as 
speedily as possible and the surveys and 
work of construction commenced.

So favorably are the people of Truro 
disposed towards the scheme that they 
unanimously voted the company a cas 
bonus ot $30,000 in aid of the construc­
tion of the same. Maitland and Wind­
sor are both proposing to do likewise, 
and the municipalities of Hants and 
Colchester have signified their 
willingness to provide 
right of way over the whole line, which 
will be about 50 miles. This road meets 
with universal favor all through Nova 
Scotia, as with the construction of the 
“missing link” and construction of this 
line a direct line of travel will be had 
from Cape Breton to Boston via Hants 
Central railway ,W. and A. Railway .West- 

Counties railway and Yarmouth 
steamship line.

The only heavy w ork of any impor­
tance is the bridge across the Shuben- 
acadia at Maitland, which will probably 
cost in the vicinity of $300,000.

Oct 1. He will have placed at his dis­
posal one of the navy vessels to transport 
the party and necessary instruments. 
Beside apparatus for investigating fhe 
nature of the sun’s corona, to be furnish­
ed by Harvard, there will also be a large 
photographic telescope, 40 feet long, that 
will be used to record all the phases of 
the eclipse from beginning to end.

The entire length of the eclipse will be 
a little more than two hours, and the total 
eclipse will give observers a fine view of 
the solar corona for somewhat more than 
two hours. It occurs at 3 p. r 
sun is about 45 degrees high.

Prof. Todd explained the 
his station, where the eclipse will best be 
seen. It is about 125 miles inland near 
Quanza river, and 1000 feet above the 
sea level. The position as at present 
determined is 14 degrees 47m 
east, and 9 degrees 12m. south.

The appointment is a high compli­
ment to Prof. Todd and to Amherst Col­
lege. Everything connected with the 
expedition is put into his hands, with 
instructions to push arrangements as rap­
idly as possible. In addition he will 
have control over the party for the en­
tire trip. As yet no one has been sel­
ected to accompany him except Dr. J. G. 
Holland,an eminent entomologist,of Pitts 
Durg, Pa., who is to be the naturalist of 
the expedition.

render every possible aid. The country 
is very dangerous for strangers, so fright­
ful are the fevers.

Prof. Todd will remain in Amherst for 
a short time, doing as much work as pos­
sible here, and will then go to Harvard, 
Princetown and Washington to complete 
his plans.

While the interests arrayed in favor of 

such a restrictive policy are powerful, 
there are other interests almost equally 
strong against it The people of New 
England, especially those of Boston, 
Portland and Bangor are deeply concern­
ed in the maintenance of the present 
conditions, for the competing Canadian are 
roads keep down freight rates from- the 
West, to their great advantage. This 
was pointed out by the Boston witnesses, 
who testified or. Saturday before the Sen­
ate’s Interstate Commerce Commission.
It is still more strongly affirmed by the 
Boston Herald, which concludes a long 
article on thé subject witiTtEeàe signifi­
cant words:—

And now the demand comes to us to 
let New York, Philadelphia and Balti­
more, and the territory tributary to these 
cities, have all of the advantages which 
low rates of transportation between dis­
tant points can give to a community, 
while we of New England are to content 
ourselves with high traffic rates and un­
equal conditions. Gentlemen of the 
Senate, there is a point where concession 
implies an infamous abandonment of 
just rights, and this point seems to have 
"been reached when this last and unjust 
demand is put upon the people of this 
section of the country. If there is any 
spirit in our people, they will, 
a man, resist what threatens 
first step towards the transformation of 
New England into a country virtually 
abandoned by trade, manufactures and 
commerce.

Yesterday a Maine delegation, headed 
by the President of the Bangor and Pis­
cataquis Railway and representing the 
Bangor Board of Trade, appeared before 
the Senate committee. They filed with the 
committee the resolutions adopted by the 
Bangor hoard of trade on the 2nd inst, 
declaring that good faith requires that 
the Canadian. Pacific railroad having 
built its road through Maine under a 
charter granted by 
legislature, should be 
all the privileges now allowed by the 
laws of the United States for the trans 
portation of merchandise through the 
state, to and from points in Canada, and 
that all facilities should be given for the 
transportation of bread-stuffs and other 
merchandise to and from all points in 
the western states over the railroads in 
Canada to and from all points in Maine 
and connecting railroads. Corporation 
Counsel Stetson, of Bangor, said it was 
the desire of Bangor’s citizens that that 
city should become a distributing point 
for northern and eastern Maine. The 
interests of the entire section imperative­
ly demanded that nothing be done to li­
mit. or trammel international commerce.
So the ease at present. It is thought 
that the matter will not be finally settled 
until the meeting of Congress, when the 
Senate committee will report. In the 
meantime trade is hampered and the 
commercial community kept in a state of 
uncertainty by this last development of 
American meaness.

MINERS ENTOMBED.

Terrible Disaster In n Coal Pit In

Paris, July 4.—An explosion of fire­
damp occurredjin a coal pit at St Etienne 
today. Two hundred miners are en­
tombed.
