POLITICAL SITUATION OF CUBA.

After extended travel in the Weslern Territory
of North America, the Christmas of 1874 found the
writer on the sea-board of the State of Georgia, from
whence an opportunity too tempting for resistance
offered for again visiting Cuba, with facilities for
enquiry and investigation as to the true state of
affairs, which it may not be politic just now to re-
veal. Suffice it to say, that he believes himself to
have apprehended the tryth in regard to the sad
state of Cuban affajrs, notwithstanding the veil of
sophistry and deceit with which Spanish officials so
artfully endeavor to conceal them ; and though to
minds ignorant of the frightful barbarities of the
Government, this recital may seem over-drawn, to
those who know, the statement will appear as plain
matter of fact, far from exaggeration, for every as-
sertion made can be proved by men now in England
whose names would command attention and respect.
It is a sad picture, and, would to God, the duty of
presenting it had no reason for existence.

Few really authentic histories of the later past
and present political condition of Cuba have been
published ; and such books of travel upon the Island
as may have appeared paint matters generally
couleur de rose, as seen by travellers only in quest
of health or pleasure, hastening through the most
magnificent tropical climate and. scenery of the
world, enravished by the surrounding enchantments
of nature, while impenetrable walls hide and deaden
the groans of political victims, and the more im-
penetrable secrecy of officials conceal the existence
of facts which, if known, would excite the execra-
tion of the world.

After five monthssojourn in the Island the writer
left, about end of May, 1875, with as thorough
a conviction'of the pltimate success of the revolu-
tion as one can possibly form of apy eyent yet to
happen. These conyictions were confirmed by simi-

Indeed, theSp ds now
admit the probability of losing Cuba (if not by
words,by actions) in the increased endeavertoget all
they can while the opportunity and power remain.
Their admission is evident from the almost pathetic
appeals of the Government Press to induce the in-
surgents to lay down their arms by promises of
pardon, which the Cubans know too well to accept ;
while their actions in the increased and superhuman
labors enforced upon the slaves, adding tenfold to
the miseries and tortures of these victims of oppres-
sion, show their appreciation of the adage of
“making hay while the sun shines! and their
belief that for them it will not shine forever.

The almost boundless wealth drawn from the soil
of Cuba through slave labor,can scarcely be credited
in England. In a work recently published by Capt.
Townshend, 2nd Life Guards, entitled, “ Wild Life
in Florida, with a visit to Cuba,” the author in
describing a visit to a small estate near Havana,
(1874), remarks:—“From the overseer I learnt
that the plantation consisted of about six hundred
and fifty acres under sugar-cane, employing six
hundred slaves, black and Chinese. The annual
produce averaged fifteen hundred tons of raw sugar,
which at £16 per ton, the average valuein Havana,
would amount to £24,000 per annum, or nearly £37
per acre.” But most of the sugar estates throughout
the Island are conducted on a fur larger scale, with
more magnificent retprns, the period for rest dur-
ing the crop season to the slaves averaging four
honrs oply oyt of the twenty-four. If they could
be ground pp in the mills, like the cane they are
forced to sup(Yly, they would hardly be more fear-
fully or rapidly crushed. The lash, the goad, the
macheta, or long butcher knife, itself is driven into
them if they hesitate; and to one who hasseeu these
atrocities and heard the suppressed wails of agony
they evoke, the cry bursts from the soul, “how
long, oh Lord, how long !”

And after Ris weary labor, let us look at that
paternal treatment so often advanced in favor of
slavery by its advocates, as securing for the negro
those comforts of a home denied to the free laborers
of Europe. We will take Captain Townshend’s
description, not likely to be overdrawn, as he frank-
ly avows slight apologies in favor of the domestic
glavery of European countries. He states: —

“From the mill weui)ro«-ee«led to the negro bar

Walls black with dirt,
uneven clay floors about fourteen feet square, no means of
admitting daylight except by the door, a wooden table, bench
and bedstead the sole furniture. On the latter hung the
remnants of a filthy blanket, while} the worst filth covered
the foor, furpjture and walls, which also were alive with
vermin. In each of these pesjiferons dungeons g whole
family lived in & condition more foul and degraded than any
beasts of the field. We looked into several and found them
all alike; while from an open drain a few feet from the doors
a most slcken:lug stt,"nch pr‘ocecdo(l,

“ Though the fate of the poor African slave in Cuba is hor-
rible, that of the unfortunate Asiatic, who is serving under
contract, struck me as even more pitiable.”

Such is the paternal system of slayery in Cuba;
and, indeed, it is only a partial picture of their
sufferings. The benevolent - system of Spanish
emancipation by the Moret Law in Cuba when the
negre becomes free on attainingsixty yeaars of age,
shopld pis yitality hold out, as it seldom does, then
turns him lyorlh broken down, crippled, upable to
work, sick, or diseased, to starve on such spots
where his weary limbs may enable him to reach ; and
the merciless wretches who pass him by, leave him
as coldly to his fate, as if he were adying dog. No
home, no shelter, no food, he gradually starves. T'he
writer has seen such cases in the verystreets of Havana,
and knows them to be frequent throughout the Island
where the Spanish vulg.

nition to arm them. - With the system of terror and
espionage exercised by the Spaniards in Havana it
is no wonder the gallant Captain heard nething of
the fighting going on in the interior; although he
mentions of news having arrived from Puerto
Principe, “ that the insurgents had routed a con-
siderable body of Spanish cavalry, killing 400 men
and capturing 500 horses.” But had he mixed much
with those classes of either Cubans or Spaniards
who hear and know of such matters, of which they
dare not talk, he would have obtained a more cor-
rect idea of the magnitude of the struggle.

The want of correct information prevailing in
England as to the Cuban war is astonishing. But
few persons hear of it at all gave by an occasional
despatch, from Spanish sources, in the press, and of
those few, a smaller number know aught of Cuba
save as a colony of Spain and a stroughold of
slavery ; which institution many believe it is a war
on the part of the Cubans to maintain, or only a
revolution of the blacks, such as broke out in Ja-
maica not long ago. Those better acquainted, think
that the native Cubans, like the Mexicans or other
Spanish races of South Ameriea, if they should

Cuba, as every one knows, was discovered by Ce-
Inmbus (whose ashes repose in the cathedral at
Havana) in October, 1492. Since, it has been held
by Spain, save when Havana was captured by the

nglish, who, after about a year’s possession, gave
it back in 1763. ‘The Island contains 48,589 square
miles, being nearly as large as England, with a
population of about 1,500,000, of which some 800,-
000 are whites, scarcely 100,000 of whom are Span-
ish born. The mulattoes, blacks and Chinese num-
ber about 700,000, of whom over 300,000 are slaves.
The Island is magnificently situated in the mouth
of the Gulf of Mexico, of which, as well as of the
whole West Indies and the North Eastern coast of
South America, it is.the key. It exceeds 650 miles
in length, running East and West ; so covering for
offence or defence ihe places mentioned. It lies
between 75° and 85° West long., and 20° and 23°
lat. North. In the language of a Times correspond-
ent, “ Her' extreme seaboard, 2000 miles, abounds
“ with large, deep, well sheltered harbors, admir-
“ably adapted as sites for new commercial towns,
“ which must inevitably spring up with the rapid-
“ity of American cities as soon as opened to free
“ competition and free labor and Anglo-Saxon en-
“ terprise.”

. The Island is- marvellously fertile ; its product-
iveness astounding, being siated upon the best au-
thority to produce about ene-seventh of the entire sugar
crop of the world! No reliance can be placed on

only present the same unhappy t as an in-
dependent country ; and h;lee bestow little sym-
pathy or attention io the matter. Besides, large
pecuniary interests are opposed to the Cuban patri-
ots, thinking if Cuba should be lest to Spain what
would her bondholders do ? Henee public opinion
in England is, through ignoranee or interested
motives, largely contributing to the maint

Sp h statistics. They are a system of deceptions
throughout as regards Cuba,—its products, income
and expenditure—as, indeed, about everything
bwhere there is any object to be gained. Without
going into items of sugar and other productions,—
molasses, honey, wax, coffee, tobacco, &c.—we fine

from an annual report of the New York Chamber

of Spanish tyranny and the most degrading system
of slavery in the world.

On the subject of this slavery, both African and
Asiatic, we commend attention to Captain Towns-
hend’s description in Chapter XIV. With eighteen
hours hard daily labor under brutal task-masters,
the average life of the strongest African sinks to the
limit of five years. Should mereiful death fail|to
relieve him under this self-praised Spanish paternal
system, he is, when useless to his master or himself,
turned adrift to starve, as before described, or| to
join the horde of “starved, maimed, half-starved,
and prematurely wornout negrées,” whom the cap-
tain describes as seeing ‘even in the streets of
Havana.”

The Coolie system is still more galling and op-
pressive ; for, they have, added to the same cruel-
ties as practiced upon the negro, the experience of
former freedom and the demoniaeal deception by
which they have been entrapped into slavery;
while the conditions of the terms of their so-called
apprenticeship, as to time, are uniférmly broken,
and the vast majority give way in hopeless and
helpless despair, or end their earthly suffering by
self-inflicted destruction.

As elsewhere stated, the proportion of native Ca-
bans to Spaniards is as eight to one, there being
about 800,000 of the former to some 100,000 of the
latter; and be it observed, ‘these native Cubans
differ entirely from the Spanish descendants of
Mexico and other South Ameriean countries, by
having never mixed in blood with the native In-
dian or negro races ; remaining pure from the ori-
ginal stock of European scttlers, who were far su-
perior in rank and breeding to the present mongrel
class of mean and ignorant Spanish residents.

The nearness and facilities for access to the
coast from all parts of the interior renders the Cu-
bans entirely 1 2 ; while steam
connections with Europe and the United States
bring them into connection with the civilization of
those countries, of which they avail themselves to
a greater extent than Spain herself. Indeed, in
point of intelligence and edugation, the native born
Cuban is far in advance of the average Spaniard’;
and the number of Cubans who have received their
education in the higher collegiate institations of
Europe and America is far greater than that of the
Spaniards in Spain who are educated abroad.

“ But let us visit Cuba. After & most delightful
phssage running along the coast of Florida, so near
as to keep it in view by day, although it lieg ex-
tremely low, we first sighted the high Cuban land-
scape in the towering Pan of Matanzas, some thirty
miles away. Then running down the bold majestic
outline of coast, leoming up with lofty verdure in
the bright sunshine swathing it in sparkling beauty,
by asudden turn of the headland we come in-

upon the glittering sp of the
beautiful Havannah, decked in allthe rainbowcolors
adorning its buildings. Tn an atmosphere trans-
parent as crystal, the brilliant January sun was
sinking below the Punta as we steamed into the
harbor between that towering fortress and the still
more frowning battlements of the Morroaund Ca-
banas, hardly a pistol shot apart. i

From the dazzling azure of the Galf of Mexico,
with a few turns of the screw, you bonnd into the
opening Bay of Havana, whose waters in contrast,
colored with the refuse of the eity, appear typical of
the turbid jurisdiction of Spain.

From every pinacle, house top, spire, and spar of
the forest of opening 11131:!:A spreads the long level
bunting of yellow and red, emblematic of those
insatiate cravings for gold and blood inseparable
from the Spaniards ih Ameriea.

It was the day of King Alphonso’s proclamation.
Thesoi-disant Republic and ﬁnndsua have vanished
and the Bourbon blood bubbles again through the
political arteries of Spain. It was a striking spec-
tacle; and for the severalidays of rejoicing to follow,
enthusiastic demonstrations were boundless. A
grand ball in the Casino Espanel, or Spanish Club,
at night.

The Circulo Ultramarino at Madrid,
and the Casing Espano} at Havana, are the concen-
trated neucleii of the vast number of wealthy Spani-
ards who have made colossal fortunes in Cuba
through piracy, the slave frade, and abuse of
monopolies, many of whom have purchased time-
honored titles of Castile and mow govern Cuba.
According to a Spanish author * their central com-
“ mittee is the Spanish Casino in Havana, which is
“ a species of Congress where the most arbitrary
“ measuresare discussed and resolved, the execution
“ of which is so rife with horrors for the creoles of
“the Island. This fact should be borne in mind
“ by the Governments of other nations interested or
“ concerned in the aflairs of Cuba; for their repre-
“sentatives should seek the real authorities that
“govern Cuba; for their representatives should
“geek the real authorities that govern Cuba,
“not in the Colonial De t of Madrid
“nor in the Palace of the Captain General of
“ Havana, but in the Spanish Casino of that city.”
Think of it, British tax-payers, who, in 1817, paid
four hundred thousand pounds to the Spanish Gov-
ernment, under the stipulations of g solemn treaty,
as a consideration for their sbolilipn of the African
slave trade, not one shilling of which was eyer de-
voted to the purpose ; and who have since paid over
one million pounds in ineffectual endeavors to sup-
press the slaye-trade on the coast of Cuba, besides
thousands of most precious lives ! Think of it, nation
of Wilberforce, and Burke, and Canning, and
Chatham, and Nelson, and Wellington,—a g:md of
enriched slave-trading consﬁiutors, not only robs
you of your money, but with it bribes the Captains
General of Cuba, and the Spanish Government
itself, into complicity with its nefarious pursuits
and degrades you as a nation by compelling your
Government to treat it with the formalities of an
equal. s Has the national spirit departed ?

But the Island
exports largely to other ports in the United States,
and also to Great Britain, France, Spain, Germany
and Russia, its trade with Great Britain being
given in the Statesman's Year Book at over £7,000,-
000; but as its exports of sugar and tobacco are
nearly as large to Great Britain as to the United
States, the total in value must be largely in excess
of that amount, Allowing for exaggeration, we
may fairly estimate the total exports from Cuba at
about $130,000,000, or £26,000,000 stg.; and all this
in face of the restrictions of the Spanish tariff,
which virtually prohibits the importation of an
article of merchandize but coal, save in Spanis
bottoms, adding in some cases nearly 500 per cent.
to the cost of articles of necessity in Cuba to what
they are in the United States, parts of which lie
within a few hours’ steaming of Havana. For in-
stance, flour, which in the United States can be
bought for $6 to $8 per barrel, costs from $28 to 830
in Cuba, and in order to give a market to Spanish
flour and a freight for Spanish shipping, the poor
Cuban must pay a fabulous price for what in other
countries is considered the * staff of life.”

The same remarks apply to the revenues and ex-
penditures. It is impossible to rely on Spanish
data. We know the official revenue from Cuba
to exceed $35,000,000 or £7,000,000, to which, in
the language of one of the best authorities on Cu-
ban affairs, (Colonel Macias, a native of the Island
and favorably known in high quarters in London)
“there ean be added from $15,000,000 to $20,000,000

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THE GOVERNMENTS TREATMENT OF THE BAIE
VERTE CANAL.

When the time comes for the people of this Prov-
ince to pronounce upon the conduct of the present
Government at the polls, there is one part of their
record which we hope will be kept in mind, that is
their treatment of New Brunswick with respect to
the Baie Verte Canal. It is not easy for any one,
who has looked into this matter, to speak in mode-

duct in this connexion, for their movements
throughout have been wholly determined by expe-
diency and never for a moment influenced by re-
gard for the interests of the country at large. Ttis
one of the most lamentable results of their tenure

We do not intend here to say anything with re-
spect to the necessity for the construction of- the
Baie Verte Canal, That is & matter that has long
passed beyond the bounds of controversy. Indeed,
during the half century and more that the project
has been before the public, until within the past
few years, such a thing as ‘a doubt of its utility and
necessity was never mooted. In Nova Scotia as
well as in New Brunswick and Prince Edward
Tsland, the construction of this Canal was felt to be
a work of paramount importance. It was reserved
for the very last generation of Halifax newspaper
writers to discover that the Canal was not needed.
And when we say that this discovery was made by
the: same men who throughout the Confederation
agitation argued strenuously and boldly that the
union hetween Scotland and England had been an
injury to both countries, we will have supplied our
readers with a pretty good idea of the amount of
consideration which should be given to their opin-
jons. 'When a man denies the existence of the sun,
it is scarcely worth while to argue with him about
it. All that can be done is to set him down asa
hopeless lunatic.

When the project of uniting the provinces of
British North America was revived in 186, the
Baie Verte Canal again came prominentiy into no-
tice. Tt was felt on all sides that it was a necessary
adjunct to Confederation and that without it no
union | of the provinces could be complete. We
venture the assertion now that without it no union
of the Provinces can be maintained. We do not
suppose that such a consideration would have the
slightest influence on the present Dominion Gov-
ernment, whose ohject appears to be to destroy the
union, but it is worthy of the attention of the

‘The history of Cuba for the past seven years is

early r d by the Government of Sir John A.
Macdonald just as it has been recognized by Mr.
Blake and other members of the present Dominion
Government, and we are not aware that it hgs ever
been geriously called in question by any one whose
opinions on such a point are of the slightest value.
The Canal Commissioners of 1870, in their report,
carried the Baie Verte Canal a step further and
placed its construction on a national and commer-
cial basis, as one of the first works to be undertaken
by the Dominion. That report, when it came out,
found universal acceplance, and the only one who
had a word to say against the Commission was that
versatile amateur letter carrier, John Young, whose
Caugnawaga scheme for the building up of New

York at the expense of Montreal was by the report

summarily knocked in the head. The then admin-
istration of Sir John A. Macdopald accepted the
report as final and proceedc(;with the necessary
surveys. ‘Owing.to diffe; % as to location and
the disputes of the engineers as to the proper ter-
minus on Cumberland Basin, matters were not
sufficiently advanced to give the work to contract
when Sir John’s Government went out of  office.
But large sums had already been yoted for it in the
estimates; it was considered a part of the national
Canal system of the country, and no voice was
raised from any quarter against its construction.
The present Government when they came into
office found matters in |this position and, so far as
the Baie Verte Canal was concerned, they adopted
the policy of their predecessors. They went on
with the necessary surveys, adopted a final location,
accepted their engineer’s estimates of cost and
placed a millien dollars in their estimates to be
voted by Parliament towards its construction. Tt
was then that Mr. Blake appeared on the scene as
the opponent of the Canal. This Constitution tin-
ker and political cobbler could not resist so tempt-
ing an opportunity of |causing trouble, and he and
some Nova Scotia allies succeeded in frightening
the Government into withdrawing the vote. We
all know what followed. A Commission was ap-
pointed, ostensibly to make further enquiries with
reference to the necessity for the Canal, but in real-
ity to find plausible reasoms for abandoning that
areat work altogether, At the head of that Com-
mission was placed a man who was preferred to do
any kind of dirty work for the Government that
they choose to put him at, and who, besides this
disqualification, was ‘perniciously interested in the
Canguawaga Canal, a work that could not be built
if the Baie Verte Canal were constructed. A gen-
tleman from Ontario, respectable enough, but too
indolent to enquire for himself and entirely under
the Chairman’s thumb, had the second place on the
Commission. The third place was given to a bank
Clerk from THalifax, named Jack, narrow minded
even beyond the usual narrow mindedness of bank
clerks and filled to the brim with that insane fear
and hatred of the Baie Verte Canal which ‘s the
first article in the creed of all Halifax men. St.
John was represented on the Commission by a gen-
tleman, otherwise well fitted for the position, whose
physical misfortune of deafness rendered it impos-
sible for him to exercise much control over the
proceedings of so wily a person as the Chairman,
John Young. With a Commission o constituted ;
two of its members openly hostile, one indifferent
and one from deafness incapable of performing his
duties efficiently, it is easy to sec what chance there
was for the Baic Verte Canal. Tt was like a strong:
man delivered ower, bonnd hand and foot, into the
hands of enemies who seek his life. The Chairman
of the Commission throughout the enquiry acted,
as every one knew he would act, after his kind.
He proved himself to be a man destitute alike of
truth, honor and even of common lionesty. He
bullied the witnesses in favor of the Canal, garbled
and suppressed their evidence, and in the case of
some of them, who insisted in seeing-what his Clerk
had written down as their testimoiy and on revis-
ing it, he had the indecency to aliempt to destroy
the eflect of their evidence by a mean innuendo.
Finally he wrote a report, in which not one particle
of the enormous mass of evidence given in favor of
the Canal before the Commission is ever even re-
ferred to and in which every circumstance against
it is dwelt on at great length, and to crown his dis-
grace, he published this report as the report of all
the Commissioners, when he knew well that Mr.
Lawrence, ones of the Commissioners, had refused

to sign it and had prepared a report selting forth

the necessity for the Canal in the strongest terms.
The doings of this man Young in connexion with
the Canal Commission would be uiterly incredible
were they not written on the records of the coun-
try. It would never be believed, were it not shown
plainly in black and white, that a man who had
ever possessed any character would be so utterly
oblivious of truth and decency as to write a parlia-
mentary report whieh is contradicted by every page
of the evidence annexed to it, and which has not
even the poor merit of being plausible enough to
conceal its falsehood. No man can take Young’s
Baic Verte Canal report and read the evidence
published with it, garbled and suppressed as this
evidence has been, without feeling that Young, in
his eagerness to condemn the Canal, has entirely
overshot the mark and condemned himself. He will
enjoy an immortality of infamy in the pages of this
precious document, standing in a pillory of his own
making for all time, with the words “ falsifier and
time-server” stamped on his forehead.

We will now leave this poor spectacle, over which
we have perhaps already lingered too long, and
turn to the Government who employed this man to
do what they had not the courage to do themselves.
We are glad to’ know that they are not yet quile
lost to the sense of shame. They blush at the men-
tion of John Young’s report, as a courtezan blushes

‘through her paint, and they used all their influence

last session to prevent it from being discussed in
Parliament. Perhaps they flatter themselves with |
the idea that the people of Canada will forget their
conduct in this affair and suffer the Baie Verte
Canal o be buried in oblivion. Perhaps the Min-

.ister of Marine, whose constituents are so vitally

interested in this great work, hopes by some juggle
to pacify them and reconcile them to the want of
the Baie Verte Canal before the next election.
Perhaps the Minister of Customs is under the im-
pression that the great Commercial Community of
ohn will forget the part he has taken in this
affair. We are satisfied that both these Ministers
will find their expectations disappointed. when
election day comes round. When they found that
the Government were determined not to do justice
to New Brunswick in this matter, there was but
one honorable course for them to adopt, that was
to resign their offices. Had they done so, they
would have compelled the Government {o go on
with the Baie Verte Canal. But the sweets of
office proved tao aitractive and they kept their
places and betrayed New Drunswick. The result
is that the Baie Verte Canal project is dead and
buried for the present, but there will be another
funeral some of these days, that of the present Do-
minion Government, and then the Baie Verte
Canal will be avenged.

There has been a pretty little quarrel between
Minister Smith and Manager Brydges over the ap-
pointment of a successor to the defaulter Brush.
Brydges transferred Chas. D. Thompson from the
St. John ticket office to Brush’s deserted post, and
sent his name to Ottawa for confirmation. Minister
Smith, highly indignant at the Manager’s pre-
sumption, swore that the appointment should not
be confirmed, and named Mr, James McAllister for
the office. This Jeft Thompson out in the cold, as
Mr. Brydges has filled his old place in St. John.
Mr. Brydges remonstrated frantically against Mr.
Smith’s interference, and Mr. Smith angrily de-
manded the confirmation of his nominee. Bctween
Brydges and Swith the Premier had a hard time.
He could notwell go back on Brydges about so
small a matler as an appointment, after having
made him Deputy Minister of Public Works, or.
virtually, Minister of Railways. Brydges, who is
really, so far as actual power is concerned, more of
a Cabinet Minister than Smith, Burpee, Vail or
Coffin, could not brook the interference of a less im-
portant Minister ; and Smith, smarting under the
taunts about his powerlessness in the matter of ap-
pointments, and bound by pledges which he had
given without consulting Brydges, was firmly re-
solved to show that the Minister of Marine and
Tisheries was not a cipher as compared with the
Railway Dictator. It was during the height of this
quarrel that Smith indignantly rejected the invita-
tion of Brydges to ride in the Brydges Palace Car
from Dorchester to St. John, the news of which re-
fusal was received in Shediac with as much ap-
plause as the news of the victory of the Fisher-
men four over the Paris Crew was received in
Halifax. But the breach has been healed, both
sides have been satisfied. And how? By the
creation ‘of another office, by burdening the tax-
payers with another official salary, sojthat Brydges’
and Smith’s nominees might both be provided
for. Brydges triumphs directly, and Smith’s de-
feat is covered up by the giving of his candidate
a higher office. And Smith is soothed by this
into accepting humiliation! Verily, the great
Albert J. has grown humble as he bas become
stout. But how convenient it is for Mr. Mac-
kenzie to have the public purse to dip into when
any of his supporters are to be pacified! *Stop
fighting- over that thousand a year,” he says;
“one of you take it, and here is fifteen hundred
for the other” And then he plunges his hand
into the public crib and pulle up the cash.
What a blessing it is to have an economical and
pure-minded statesman as the guardian of the
public treasury.

MAN AS A MONKEY.

Man is an imitalive anjmal. This element of
his character shows itself in childhood by the
manner in which he apes his father’s walk and
manners, and stands out conspicuously in early
manhood in the rhape of his necktie and the cut of
his trousers. Most people seem to be afflicted with
a mania for doing whatever people in other places
are doing, without paying much attention to the
difference in their surroundings. And thus one
“rage” chases another over the continent as one
bustle shape follows another from Paris to the ends
of the civilized world. People are bound to wear
and eager, to do whatever is worn and done in fash-
ionable centres, no matter whether climatic and
other important conditions are similar or not.
New York has been recently favored with several
laughable exhibitions of this spirit. Here is the
spectacle of Mr. Delancy Kane, dressed as an
English coachman, with his English coach and
guard, driving through the sireets with a load of
passengers—a spectacle which has not been ridi-
culed as its merits demand. Mr. Kane exhibits
himself in this fashion because certain fashionable
gentlemen of London have done so before him. If
Lord Fitznoodle should become an amateur dray-
man in London, it is certain that Mr. Kane or
some other wealthy New Yorker would follow the
example. There are New York fox-hunters also,
who not long ago afforded so much sport for “those
who watched their doings or read accounts of them.
A surplus fox would be béught from the keeper of
a menagerie, or from some youth who kept the
animals as pets, and carried out of town in a bag,
and, when the dogs were ready and the hunters
mounted, the animal would be let loose. If it
didn't run between the legs of thé nearest ruslic
for shelter it would dash through the nearest fence,
and the huntsmen, after hiring a boy to let down
the bars, would follow, when the fox would be safely
sheltered in a swamp. Such emergencies are fore-
seen and provided against by securing a dead fox
in town, and having it dragged back dfd forth over
the smoothest part of the country around at the
heels of a horse. The dogs are put on this scent,
and away go the gallant * huntsmen.”

But, alas, it is not necessary to go so far away
from home for examples, as St. John affords plenty
of them. We “will refer to one only. Pigeon
shooting is one of the sports in which the rich and
idle in Europe and some large American cities
indulge for the purpose of amusing themselves.
The poor birds are let out of a box by ones, pnir‘ﬂ,
etc., and shot by “sportsmen ” who stand conveni-
ently near, the “sport” being about as manly and
exciting as the shooting of hens in a barnyard.
And yet certain gentlemen of St. John, with trout
streams and partridge covers within an hour’s
drive, have formed a pigeon-slaughtering club of
the approved fashionable pattern, and are indulg-
ing in practice preparatory to a public exhibition
of skill in shooting the poor birds.. We hope it is
a genuine sense of shame that induces them to keep
the club and its practice secret, as such shame would
show that their monkeyish imitation of an effemi-
nate, cruel and senseless practice was undertaken
against the dictates of their common sense and self
respect. They know they arc making asses of
themselves by thus indulging in a pastime of this
barnyard character, simply because it is fashionable
with certain far-away swells who have plenty of
time and money to waste and little spirit or energy
to lead them into robust and manly methods of
doing so. Tying a goose to astake and firing at it
at long range for ten cents a shot, the,one who first
draws blood to be the winner, is sportsmanlike in
comparison to this cnntc;upliﬂlu tame pigeon shoot-
ing.

EARLY CLOSING. -In Toronto the Early Closing
Association numbers two hundred individuals.
They have a pleasant room in which they hold
weekly meetings, and a debating society and library
will shortly be organized in connection with it.
The store-keepers have been urged by this club to
close their places of business at 7 o'clock every
evening, except on Saturdays. The leading ones
at once complied with the request, bul a few of the
small fry continuing to expose goods for sale after
that hour, the association took their case in hand
and organized a movement to compel'them to close
their stores at 7. A small circular was sent out to
every house in Toronto and placed in the hands of
the leading citizens, bearing these words: “Ladies,
please do not shop after 7 o'clock, and save two
hundred clerks from slavery.” Agents of the asso-
ciation stood on the streets every evening and dis-
tributed these bills to every lady who was outshop-
ping after the hour named in the circular. This
had not the desired effect however, and the war
continued. A few of the more prominent store-
keepers seeing the understanding violated by some
merchants decided to open their stores also, and the
movement was becoming a general failure, when a
new plan was adopted. A ber of the

FASHION NOTES.

As yet the fall and early winter fashions are, to
a certain extent, little more than a promise and a
prophecy. Owing principally to the fact that the
new fall goods have not yet arrived, our leading
authorities on this vital subject are given more to
predicting than affirming; but these predictions
are made with so strong a background for confidence
that, after all, they may safely be regarded as
cerlainty.

In St. John as elsewhere, the colors which pro-
mise to be most popular are navy blue, seal brown
and a deep olive green. All three being generally
accompanied by cardinal red as enlivenment in the
way of trimmings. Navy blue and cardinal red
are spoken of as the most fushionable combination,
but the latter color is so generally adaptable that it
looks almost equally well with either of the other
two shades. Costumes of either of these three
colors are often trimmed with bows, pipings, and
even facings of this deep red, and the effect, instead
of being gaudy, is very pretty and harmonious, as,
indeed, why should it not be? Our forests are alive
with those identical tints, — why should not we
attempt an humble imitation of the’ great all-
mother’s coloring? The materials in which those
darker shades are exhibited differ essentially from
those shown in the earlier part of the season ; plaids
and squares being very little worn, while: costume-
cloth of the brocade pattern, both in squares and
flowers, is largely shown and sold.

Messrs, Jordan, Magee Bros., Mackenzie, and
most of the other principal stores, have in stock
quite a variety of these dress-stuffs, although, as
before stated, the bulk of the new goods are either
still on their way or making a short delay in the
Custom House. In the stores of Messrs. James
Adams, James Manson, Manchester, Robertson &
Allison, Miss Sharp, etc., the windows are quite
alive with gay colored ribbons, scarfs and flowers,
and still by visiting the show-rooms of either of
those establishments, we-very quickly realize that
the fashions are not yet in a settled state.

The second floor in Mr. Manson’s Commercial
Palace, usually so very gay and well stocked, is
almost sombre this week, the show cases being
cleared out in preparation for the incoming goods,
and there beifig very little on the fashion racks
excepting some mantles, waterproofs, circulars, ete.
In a very few days, however, this state of appear-
ances, will have passed away and the forewoman of
the dressmaking department, returning from a visit
which she is at present making on the other side of
the border, will bring with her the latest novelties
in the way of dress making and millinery.

REMARKABLE CASES OF SUPERSTITION.

The belief in a_mysterious power attributed to
a corpse by some old superstitions is almost incre-
dible.

About
the same time a Suffolk man died of typhoid fever,
and superstition led to deplorable consequences.
An old “wise woman” persuaded a neighbor, whose
son was afflicted with some disease, to submit the
diseased part of the boy’s body to the dead man’s
hand. The typhoid was cormmunicated to the poor
boy, from him to other members of the family, and
from them to the neighbors ; several deaths occured
and the village long remained in a tainted state.
Two young girls went to consult a Berkshire fortune
teller in 1871. She shuffled a pack of cards, made
a mighty fuss with them, and declared that they re-
vealed the word “ London ;” that one of the girls
would obtain a good situation there, and then marry
a widower; that the other would fare even better,
and be married to a gentleman with plenty of
money. Sheinduced both girls to obtain goods
from tradesmen in the town, and bring them to her
house, also wearing-apparel, promising' that she
would gend these articles to them when they reached
Londen. The mother of one of the silly dupes de-
tected the fraud just in time. It was only a case of
fortune-telling cheatry, but it shows in how many
forms this stupid credulity manifests itself. In the
same year, a well-to-farmer at Ilchester, a shrewd
man of business,was troubled with a strange fatality
among his cattle. Believing that they had been
““overlooked ” by a witch, he applied to a “ wise
woman” to remove the spell. Acting onher advice
he heaped up a Ylle of fagots around the body of
the animal lﬁat had last died, burned the carcase,
and pronounced over it an incantation she had

rovided. A veterinary surgeon was also called
in. The remainder of the herd recovered ; but the
farmer and his neighbors attributed the good result
10 the “ wise woman” rather than to the surgeon.
At Stratford-on-Avon, in the same year, a whole
family held firm to a belief that they were visited
by beings of very exceptional character—sometimes
a human creature carrying his head under his arm;
sometimes a headless bein;l; that descended the
chimney ; sometimes a headless couple that tossed
the beds and the inmates about, and made havoc
with the furniture. Neither ridicule nor serious
talk could shake them in their belief ; they declared
th lves to be bewi i, and that relief could
only be found by drawing blood from the person
supposed to be the witch. Unfortunately for her,
the foolish people suspected a woman named Jane
Ward, who lived a door or two off. The father
pounced upon her one day, held her firmly, and cut
her face with & knife.~Chamber’s Journal.
