Sir Thomas Shaughnessy Says, “From Commercial
Viewpoint Scheme Is Impossible”--“It
Is an Absurdity.”

Montreal, Dec. 8.—Sir Thomas

Fhaughnessy, president of the Can-
gdian Pacific Railway, was interviewed
in-day regarding the All Red route,
which an influential deputation repre-
renting the Blacksod Bay scheme is
now visiting Canada, Sir Thomas said:

“If in this proposed All Red route
scheme, the mails are chiefly to be con-
gidered, it is conceivable that for this
purpose governmental subven}ion might
be applied for the realization of certain
sdvantages in this regard. On the other
hand, if the commercial principle is
«onsidered with a view, through profit,
to lessen or eliminate governmental
subvention, it is an absurdity.”

Being asked what the attitude of the
. P. R. will be should the new project
be actually set on foot, Sir Thomas
said: “The duty of the C. P. R. would
be as it has been in the past, to protect
its own business, to extend its advant-
ages, to preserve and enlare the trade

The Lawrence route has a great at-
traction for travellers, and I would
consider its loss or its neglect almost in
the light of a national calamity.

“Of course,” continued Sir Thomas,
fthe St. Lawrence needs improvement,
efficient lighting and buoying, a clear
and sufficient channel. So, too, does the
Atlantic Coast need careful attention
to reduce to a minimum the chance of
accident, but with ample provision and
facility you have in the St. Lawrence,
during the summer, a most desirable
route, which now a few travellers com-
ing to the Gulf, desire to prolong for
the beauty which marks it; and as to
the matter of time, there would be little
difference as far as the clock is con-
cerned between the Halifax route and
the St. Lawrence route, for, if you con-
sider the time taken up by the train
journey, there would be very Ilittle
gained over the St, Lawrence route in
the surpmer.”

“Naturally, it is worth noting, be-
cause the companies mentioned are
not tyros. Their business is to study
conditions and meet them as they
arise, and the fact is that there is no
disposition to build new vessels de-
signed to reach speed limits.”

“No sir, I do not say for a moment
that there might not be a greater

FLEMENTS IN
CHINESE CRISIS

GREAT BRITAIN TAKES
DETERMINED STAND

Will End Fifty Years of Piracy. on
West River--Influences of
Japanese School.

Pekin, Dec.. 9.—The Imperial Customs
department, of which Sir Rebt. Hart
is director-general, setting aside previ-
cus objections, is now prepared to
proceed with the policing of the West
River according to the plans of Great
Britain.

In the face of much opposition from
the officials of Kuantung province, the
department is pressing forward in its
purpose 1o end fifty years of piracy.
Great Britain is showing a determina-
tion in. the present crisis tu effect a
steadying influence on the Chinese gov-
ernment, which is asking ‘time to man-
age the angry provincials.

An unexpected element in the situa-
tion is-the fact that the Chinese news-
papers to-day sent out broadcast the
London Times correspondent’s dis-
patch, which is optimistic on Chinese
progress, encourages the control by
China of its own and foreign interests
in its own country, and anticipates the
withdrawal of foreign troops from
China.

The: British newspapers published
here condemn this optimism as wun-
justified. Three of the most prominent
Englishmen in Pekin deprecate it se-
verely and apprehend an aggravation
of the sinister influences which the
Japan schooled Chinese are exercising
over the people.

It is the general opinion that the dis-
patch will become a weapon for an
anti-foreign crusade.

Shortly after the arrest of Bankers
Brown and Bartnett last night detec-
tives were hurried to San Mateo to
keep President Walker, of the bank,
under surveillance, but finding he had
already left his home, traileq him down
to Santa Barbara, where he was held.

It was determined on Saturday to in-
vestigate .the affairs of the Fillmore
street branch of the California Safe De-
posit & Trust Company, looking to the
arrest of the officers for embezzlement.

AGED EUROPEAN
MONARCH IS DEAD

RULED SWEDEN FOR

THIRTY FIVE YEARS

End Hastened by Rupture Wilthor-
way in 1905--Succeeded
by Custave.

- . ——

Stockholm, Dec. 8.—King Oscar IL
died at 9.15 o'clock this morning. The
King has been in ill-health since the
separation of Norway and Sweden as a
dual monarchy, in 1905,

He is succeeded by his eldest son,
Oscar Gustave Adolp; who will be
known ag King Gustave.

3 Embalming Body.

Stockholm, Dec. 9.—The body of King
Oscar of Sweden, who died here yester-
day morning, is being embalmed. The
necessary arrangements for the funeral
probably will necessitate delaying this
ceremony for a fortnight. Queen Vic-
toria, wife of King Gustave, arrived
here this morning.

His Reign.

The late King of Sweéden, and of the
Goths and Vandals, Oscar IIL, was
born on January 21st, 1829, and suc-
ceeded to the throne on the 18th of
September, 1872. He married in 1857
Sophia, daughter of the late Duke
William of Nassau, who in 1801 pre-
deceased him at the age of 65. The
issue was four sons, the eldest of whom,
Oscar Gustave Adolp, Duke of Warm-
land, and Crown Prince of Sweden,
succeeds his father on the throne.
~kife reign .of the late King, while
marked with many petitical tumuits,
which resulted in the dissolution of
Norway and Sweden, saw both coun-
tries prosper along all lines of indus-
try. The event of most historical im-
portance, the dissolution of the two
countries after 8t years of union, was
the culmination of many vears of un-
rest in Norway, where in 1889 .the
first note of dissatisfaction was heard,
Ten years later, ## 1899,  Oscar allowed
the flag to be made “pure,” the symbol
of unity being taken out.

The actual rupture came in 1905, when
a. bill introduced by the Norwegian
Storthing was not countenanced by the
Risdag. The bill asked for a seperate
consular service for Norway, and fol-
lowing its rejection the Norwegian
house declared the union dissolved and
Oscar II. deposed.

time were focussed on the contending
factions, as it was thought that war
would result from Storthing’s action.
The Swedish house, however, decided
to put the matter of dissolution before
the people of Norway, and the latter
immediately declared for separation in
overwhelming majorities. A conference
of delegates.sat from August 3ist to
September 23rd, 1905, at which matters
were amicably adjusted. As soon as
the union, which had been in effect
since it was brought about by General
Bernadotte at the Vienna congress in
1814, when Norway was taken from
Denmark, was dissolved, the present
King of Norway, Haakon VII, was
crowned.

Although a grandson of General
Bernadotte, into whose hands the reins
of government fell during the reign of
Charles XIV., and who succeeded the
latter as King in 1818, the late ruler
of Sweden, during his long and pros-
perous sovereignty, quite overcame the
prejudice which existed in many quart-
ers against the old alien King and his
offspring. Indeed, more so than his
two predecessors, King Oscar II. won
the respect not only of his own people,
but of the whole world. Even now,
when Norway is at the gateway of a
new era, the news of his death has
wrung the hearts of its people who
have separated from their sister nation
in a commercial and constitutional
sense only.

The new King, Oscar Gustave Adolp,
was born on June 16th, 1888, and in 1881
married Victoria, daughter of the
Grand Duke of Baden,

RECLAIMING BODIES
FROM MONONGAH Mi!

Fire Drives Rescuers From Unexplored Part--
Volume of After-damp Increasing--Another
Explosion Threatened.

Monongah, W. Va., Dec. 9.—Sixty
hours after the terrible explosion of

black damp, which wrecked mines No. ;
6 and 8 of the Fairmount Coal Com- |

pany at this place last Friday, 53 bod-
ies had been brought to the surface,

while less than one-fourth of the total
number have been actually located.

| The others, undoubtedly between 300

and 400 in number, lie in unknown sec-
tions of the east workings that ex-
tend two miles and more back from the
main entrance to the mines.

\These unlocated bodies are seriously
menaced by two destroying elements,
by decaying in the overheated humid
and vapor poisoned atmosphere at the
mines, and by fires that are smoulder-
ing here and there in the workings and
from time 4o time bursting into flames.

Steadily the chance is ebbing that
these bodies will be brought to the
surface, or identified by friends and
relatives and given Christian burial.

A large force of skilled miners, vol-
unteers for the hazardous task of res-
cue, are on the scene ready to re-enter

the mine and take up the work where |

they were forced to leave yesterday
when fire broke out In mine No. 7.
These men await only the word from
Clarence Hall, the expert of the fed-
eral golvernment, and J. W, Paul, West
Virginia,, chief mine inspector. =

’;‘hese two men are now in charge,
superseding the officers of the mining
company and others, who directel the
first rescue work.

New difliculties and complications
have confronted the rescuers on cvery
hand, but only with brief interruptions
the work was continued until 3 o'clock
yesterday afternoon. The fire drove all
from the unexplored regions and the
search had to be abandoned. The
flames have been fought by every pos-
sible means, including the laying of a
water pipe from the river far into the
mine.

The bodies so far recovered are in a
horrible condition. An undertaker is
the authority for the statement that
of 53 bodies handled, only three were

intact. Some were headless, arms were
missing from some, and legs from oth-
ers. The conditions of the bodies still
in the mine is such that in the interest
of the public health, the county health
board yesterday, at a special meeting,
adopted resolutions calling for the
speedy burial of all bodies in a bad
state of decomposition.

The volume of after-damp is stead-
ily increacing in the mine and the dan-
ger of another explosion is becoming
ominous. Several leaks have been
found in the brattices which the res-
cuers put up as they worked their way
forward through which gas is seeping
in dangerous quantities. These are be-
ing repaired as rapidly as possible and
every other possible precaution is be-
| ing taken.

A second explosion would undoubt-
edly be attended with great loss of
life among the crowds that constant-
ly surround the entrances. Forces on
hand are powerless to keep these
crowds back and it may yet be neces-
sary to: call out the militia for that
purpose.

Almost from the first it has been
said that many of the bodies are. in
the entries and it would be easy 'to
bring them to the surface, but it is
now eyident ‘that it 4s going to require
| & Tong tin® te wnmplete this work. That
{the tompany now recognizes this is
| evidenced by the fact that to-day
buildings were equipped for cooking
and serving warm meals to the res-
cuers.

It is estimated that there are be-
tween 300 and 400 families of the men
i who lost their lives now in want. Some
| of these will later receive insurance
but many have nothing to look for-
ward to. Headed by the churches, re-
lief work and a general appeal to the
public is being made. Many Waest
Virginia towns have already acted and
others are ready to do so.

To a reporter this morning Mr,
Drury intimated that he found condi-
tions in the KEast fairly satisfactory,
though much financial nervousness
was evident as a result of the crash in
New York.

While in the Dominion capital, where
he made a stay of several days, Mr.
Drury found occasion to note a healthly
emphasis of British Columbia affairs
in the parliamentary atmosphere, and
observed a common inclination there to
credit this change in the status of pro-
vincial matters to the influence of Hon.
‘W. Templeman. The idea conveyed to
him by one of the prominent govern-
mental heads, during a conversation on
the subject, was that a new era had
been introduced by the minister of in-
land revenue with respect to the rela-
tionship of British Columbia and the
Dominion at large.

During casual conversation concern-
ing his trip, Mr. Drury recalled a most
interesting interview that he had with
the premier at Ottawa. Sir Wilfrid,
notwithstanding the pressure of depart-
metnal business, extended a courteous
reception to the British Columbia visi-
tor. And during the conversation he
agtonished the Victorian by his inti-
mate knowledge of provincial and even
local affairs. For instance, the premier
broached the subject of the Songhees
reserve, and indicated an intelligent ap-
preciation of the question from the
local point of view, The premier also
spoke of his contemplated visit to the
West, and seemed to have it in pleas-
urable prospect. He expressed a strong
desire to renew his acquaintance in
British Columbia, and intimated that
he planned to come as soon as he could
be released from the duties which were
ever crowding upon him.

Among the legal fraternity in Ottawa,
Mr. Drury says there is a general con-
cession that Mr. Justice Duff has made
a splendid impression in the Supreme
court, and that his ability is steadily
recognized.

OTTAWA SAW MILL
CLOSES DOWN

Lumber Manufacturers Discontinue
Operations Throwing 1200
Men Out of Work

Ottawa, Dec. 7.—J. R. Booth's saw-
mill, employing over 600 men, has been
closed down. Other local lumber man-
ufacturers have also discontinued
operations for the season.

In all nearly twelve hundreéd men are
affected by the closing down of the
mills.

All mill owners agree that this year
has been hardly as good as’last, but
in some mills an equal amount of
lumber has been sawn.

WILL NOT HANG.

Man Who Murdered Galician in Mani-
toba Has Sentence Commuted.

Brandon, Man.,, Dec. 7.—Edward
King, who was sentenced to death by
Chief Justice Howell, will not hang,
his sentence being changed to life im-
prisonment. Word to this effect was
recelved by Sheriff Henderson last
night from the minister of justice.

King, it will be remembered, was
found guilty of shooting a Galacian at
St.-Lazre, near Shoal Lake last spring,
Both were working in a M. T. R. camp
when the Galacian was supposed to
have insulted King by spitting on his
shoes. He was to have been hanged
on the 15th of December.

OLDEST EGYPTIAN MUMMY.

Believed to Be Aged 4,000 Years—Now
Belongs to New York Museum.

New York, Dec. 7.—What ig perhaps
the oldest Egyptian mummy in the
world has come into the possession of
the metropolitan Museum of Art and
will soon be placed on exhibition. It
was found by the expedition sent to
Egypt last year by the museum. It is
that of a woman and is said to belong
to the twelfth dynasty, which flourish-
ed about 4,000 years ago.

The mummy is said to be in excellent
condition. In the coffin with the mum-
my was found a ceremonial whip of the
Senbtes, sald to be the only complete
one ever discovered. A portion of the
objects found by the cxpedition are now
on exhibition and the rest will be
placed in the galleries soon.

PEON COLONY
HELD IN SLAVERY

HORRIBLE CONDITIONS
PREVAIL IN LOUISIANA

Austrian Commissioner Makes Ter-
rible Charges Against Mclihenny
Canning Company.

Portland, Dec, 7.—That horrible con-
ditiong prevail in ithe Peon colony of a
thousand ignorant foreigners on Avery
Island, La., are charged by Stephen
Jozca, special commissioner of the
government. The
Peons are practically all Austrians.
His charges skeletonized are as fol-
lows:

Laborers, men and women, are
threatened with drowning or shooting
if they attempt to leave the McIlhenny
preserves. One laborer was told he
would be thrown under the train and
ground to pieces if he tried to elude the
guards. '

A regular police system ig established
on Avery Island with a completely
equipped jail for imprisoning dissatis-
fied laborers. A promise of $1.75 a day
was made by agents, who toured the
factory districts of the north and east,
but the payment of only 25 cents a
day by plece system in shucking oysters
is made. Payment is made in cheques,
good only at McIlhenny’'s commissariat.

“Conditions are horrible in the ex-
treme,” said Mr, Jozca. “The poor emi-
grants are neither clothed, housed nor
fed properly, and the most necessary
comforts of life are denied them. Es-
cape is impossible. Armed guards
keep watch night and day, and at the
first moan of complaint the dissatisfied
immigrant is found out and punished.”

The McIlhenny Canning Company is
capitalized at a miilion dollars and 1is
composed of prominent men.

INDIAN TERRITORIES.

Disputes Over Choctaw and Chickasaw
Lands Granted in 1830.

St. Louis, Mo., Dec. 7.—An argument
was begun yesterday in the TUnited
States court of appeals in the suits to
overthrow the Dawes commissions al-
lotment of Choctaw and Chickasaw
lands in Oklohama worth nearly $20,-
000,000. The lands were granted to the
Indian tribes in 1830. The suits were
brought to determine whether the
courts have jurisdiction or whether the
controversy shall be settled by con-
gress. The plaintiffs declare they were
deprived of their interests in the land
through- fraud. The decision probably
will not be reached for a month.

Four of
these are Americans. About eighty
bodies have been found altogether, but
only sixteen have been brought to the
surface. Rescuers are now within 1,-
500 feet of the end of the mines. They

are working in two parties of about
thirty men each with reliefs every
hour.

Rev. St. George Buttram, another
speaker, declared it was scandalous the
way -the provincial government was
treating white laborers, and was not
attempting to stop immigration. He
declared that instead of trying to
Christianize heathens in foreign lands
money should ‘be spent on the white
men we have at home.

SINKING RAPIDLY

Condition Distinctly Worse This
Morning--Gravest Fears En-
tertained for Outcome

dition this morning is distinctly worse.
He has perieds of unconsclousness and
his general and rapidly increasing de-
bility is such that the gravest fears are
entertained as to the outcome of his
illness. It is feared that his heart may
fail suddenly.

This morning’s bulletin ' emphasizes
the gravity of his condition. It says:

“The King’'s strength has been con-
tinuously decreasing during the last
twenty-four hours, and especially dur-
ing the night. The action of the heart
is weaker, the pulse is 88 and irregular,
and breathing is difficult.”

Later—King Oscar’s periods of un-
consciousness are becoming more pro=
longed. During the short intervals
when His Majesty rallies he seems to
recognize the persons at his bedside.

The mileage un-
der contract, the construction of which
is in charge of the Grand Trunk Pa-
cific Railway Company, consists of
998 miles from Winnipeg westerly to
Edmonton, and including the Lake Su-
perior branch,

The mileage under contract, the con-
struction of which is in charge of®the
commissioners of the transcontinental
railway, consists of 852 miles of the
main line of the eastern division, or
a total mileage of the entire railway,
the construction of which is now -in
progress, amounting to 1,840 miles.

On account of the severe winter in
the Northwest and late spring season,
the contractors were very much delay-
ed in getting on with the work, but
the line has been covered with an in-
creased force during the season, with
the .result that on the prairie section
there remains but a small portion of
the grading unfinished.

MADMAN SHOOTS
LABOR LEADERS

Affair Occurred in Boston State
House--E. Cofren' of Antérican’
" Federation May Die

Boston, Dec. 5.—John A. Steele, an in-
sane man of Everett, walked into the
ante-room of the executive chamber of
the state house this afternoon. Finding
Governor Guild’s door closed, he turned
on three prominent labor leaders and fired
three shots at them, probably fatally
wounding Edward Cohen, of Lynn, presi-
dent of the state branch of the American
Federation of Labor, seriously wounding
Dennis J. Driscoll, of Boston, of the
same, and painfully wounding with the
muzzle of his revolver Arthur M. Huddel,
of Boston, former president of the Cen-
tral Labor Union, of this city.

Steele was overpowered by Private Sec-
retary Chas. S. Groves, and General J. H.
Whitney, chief of the stdte police. Steele
was released on parole last month from
the Danvers asylum. He is 37 years old.

Governor Guild was in his office, only a
few feet away, when the shooting oc-
curred, and rushing out assisted in sub-
duing Steele, and subsequently directed
the removal of the wounded men to the
Massachusetts general hospital.

Cohen was shot through the head and
is in a critical condition. The third bullet
siruck Driscoll a glancing blow on the
side of the forehead and rendered him
unconscious. He recovered consclousness
1alf an hour later. Huddel’s wounds
were not serious.

In response to a call for medical assist-
ance, Dr. Owen Copp, of the state board
of insanity, was the first to reach the
executive department. He immediately
recognized Steele, having had him under
observation for more than five years in
various state institutions. The wounded
men were taken to the hospital.

Several state officials said ofter the
ehiooting that Steele was a we!l known
character to the state board of insanity,
and he had an illusion that he was not
getting his rights, for which he held the
Governor responsible.

FIRE IN A TUNNEL.

Eleven Were Overcome by Blinding
Smoke in New York Blaze,

New York, Dec. 5.—Eleven uncon-
scious men were recovered from the
New Jersey end of the Pennsylvania
railway tunnel, foliowing a fire in the
tunnel at Homestead, N. J., to-day.
There weére 150 men in the tunnel
when the fire began, and the place
vas filled with somke.

Ali but eleven fled to the surface, but

¢ eleyen were overcome by smoke
and taken out by rescuing parties and
taken to a hospital in a critical condi-
tion. TLater it was reported that one
man is n.issing,

TARIFF ISSUE,

Dominion Grange and Farmers’ Asso-
ciation to Fight Demands of
Manufacturers.

Toronto, Dec, 5.—The agriculturists
comprising the Dominion Grange and
the Farmers’ Association, which have
amalgamated, are up in arms on the
tariff issue, and will fight what they
declare to be the selfish demands of
the manufacturers on this question.
They want the tariff reduced to a pure-
ly revenue basis.

The report of the legislative com-
mittee, which was adopted, stated that
the issue raised by the Manufacturers’
Association must be fairly met by the
Grangers, as representing the farmers
of Canada. The demand of the manu-
facturers that practical prohibition of
the importation of goods shall be the
permanent policy of this country must
be met by the counter demand' that
the piotective principle shall’ be -eli-
minated and the tariff reduced to a
purely revenue basis. Industries that
have had the advantage of thirty years
of protection, which have the constant
advantage of nearness to market, and
are promised the future benefits of
ele:tric power at a cost much below
that produced from coal, should be
able to stand alone.

Resolutions were adopted against
the proposal to grant a subsidy from
the Dominion to the All-Red line, en-
dorsing the action of the government
in erecting forest reserves, and the
encouragement given to farm forestry,
urging the adopting of a parcel post
system as a means of relief from ex-
tortionate express charges on - small
parcels, and protesting against mem-
bers of the legislature holding inter-
estg in Cobalt mining enterprise.

CATILE DRIVING
IN IRELAND

Jurymen Insist on Disagreeing Where
Their Countrymen Are Brought
Up for Trial.

Dublin, Dec. 5.—The jury before which
James P. Farrell, Irish Nationalist mem-
ber of parliament for North Longford,
and forty men were being tried on charges
of taking part in an unlawful assembly
likely to cause rioting, has disagreed.
This has been the result of all but one of
the many trials held during the past fort-
night through Ireland of men charged
with cattle driving and inciting to riot.

Disagreements by the jurors have been
general, in spite of the fact that the pre-
siding judges had pointed out that ac-
cording to the evidence the defendants
were clearly guilty.

Mr. Farrell and his companions were
tried at the Leinster assizes. There are
stili isolated cases of cattle driving in
Ireland, but the practice has been largely
stopped through the intercession of the
bishops, who have taken a strong stand
against its continuance.

It is openly understood that Mr. Farrell,
who is the editor and proprietor of the
Longford Leader, organized several cattle
drivings in.the grazings of County Long-
ford, and encouraged the movement.r

FORM  COUNCIL

OF COMMERCE

PROVINCE COVERS
A WIDE SCOPE

- cr —

New U. S. Organization Will Deal
With Needs and Desires of
Business World.

‘Washington, Dec. 5.—The national
council of commerce, with a member-
ship starting with thirty odd organiza-
tions of busipess men in the Ilarge
cities, and expected to ultimately em-
brace practically all of the leading
commercial bodies in the country, was
formally launched at a conference in
the office of Secretary of Commerce
and Labor Straus to-day.

The meeting was attended by dele-
gates of chambers of commerce, boards
of trade and other organizations, call-
ed together by Secretary Straus, to
promote closer association between the
department and the commercial bodies
of the United States. Secretary of
State Root and Secretary Straus ad-
dressed the meeting, and later the con-
ference was formally organized.

Gustav H. Schwab, of New York,
was made chairman, and a committee
was appointed to arrange a perfect or-
ganization. Beéfore adjournment two
committees, those on organization and
those on rules, made their report, and
the scheme suggested by Mr. Straus
was adopted.

The scheme declares that the coun-
cil’s functions shall be to keep the de-
partment of commerce and labor in-
formed of the needs and desires of the
business world, as formulated by re-
sponsible commercial and industrial or-
ganizations and representative busi-
ness men on internal trade and foreign
commerce, both export and import, and
possibly transportation, and also to
keep the business community informed
regarding the work of the department,
its plans, methods and results.

The organization wiil consist of two
closely connected, yet distinct bodies,
viz.: a national council of commerce
and an advisory committee. each to
elect its own officers, and establish its
own rules of procedure. The national
council will hold meetings to act on re-
ports_of the advisory committee on
measures’ proposed by delegates from
the various organizations and formu-
late suggestions to promote commerce.

The advisory committee will consist
of from nine to fifteen members, se-
lected by the couneil, officers of the de-
partment to participate, but to have
no vote. The committee is to send out
reports and communications from or-
ganizatiéns as to cammercial needs, fe-
ceive Mformation from the depart-
ment of business interest, confer with
department officials,
partment with data as to different in-
dustries whenever commercial treat-
ies are considered, suggest special in-
vestigations abroad by department
agents, act as ‘an intermediatory be-
tween the department and commercial
and trade bodies in- arranging for the
representation of American products at
international expositions, confer with
the departments for the protection of
trade interests, and confer with the
department regarding the législation
approved by the national council,

The advisory committee will have its
headquarters in this city, and will
meet annually, or may hold special
meetings. The commercial bodies who
join are to pay annual dues of one
hundred dollars. Mr. Schwab will be
chairman of the advisory committee

and will appoint the other members of
the committee.

NEW YORK THEATRES
BANNED ON SUNDAY

—

Police Commissioner Says “Lid Will
Be an Tight”--A Musicless
Metropolis.

New York, Dec. 5.—At g special meet-
ing of the Theatrical Managers’ Assocla-
tion to-day it was decided that all the-
atres would remain closad on Sunday, and
tkat no test of Justice O'Gorman’s con-
struction of tne Sabbath enter ‘tainment
laws would be made. Early in the day
Police Commissioner Bingham announced
that, not in regard to playhouses alone,
but in every respect, next Sunday would
be the tightest in New York's history.

Commissioner Bingham said: “I have
my instructions in the decision of tue
court in the case, and T shKall follow them
to the letter. A place in 5th avenue or
Breoadway is no better than any place on
Ccrey Island. I shall play to no favorites.

“All music in restaurants must stop,
and the order applies as well to the lec-
tures and pictures of foreign lands that
are given or Lxhlbltt‘d at the Y. M. C. A.

“Take it from me,’ continued the com-
missioner, “‘that on Sunday the lid will be
on tight on all theatrical or musical en-
tertaihments or other places covered by
the decision in the theatrical casce, and
the whole police force of New 'Xork will
be sitting on it.”

Every -theatre, music hall and even the
opera. houses will be closed on Sunday

right. A conservative estimate of the
loss thus entailed is given by one man-
ager at approximately $200,000. Hope of
immediate relief, howev. er, ig held for the
board of aldermen, members of which
have assured the various managers that
at the board meeting on Tuesday next
measures would be taken to amend their
clarter so that entertainments may be
given a week from the coming Sunday.
But this will apply solely to musical con-
certs, as the aldermen have not the power
to legalize other forms of amusement.
New legislation at Albany regarding Sun-
day entertalnments, it is believed, will be
the outcome.

Roosevelt Expresses Interest in  Pro-
posed Celebration of Discovery
of Lake Champlain,

V&’ashingtdn, D. C., Dec. 5.—President
Roosevelt to-day received Representa-
tive Porter of Vermont,.who introduced
L., M. Hays and W. H. €rockett, of that
state, members of the New York and
Vermont joint commission appointed to
rearrange a celebration of the 300th
anniversary of the discovery of Lake
Champlain. President Roosevelt ex-
pressed his interest in the project.

The celebration is to take place from
July 4th to 10th, 1909, and will be par-
ticipated in ‘not only by the United
States, but by Canada, Great Britain,
and France, should the natlons respond
to the invitations which are being ex-
tended.

DISTRIBUTION
OF SEED GRAIN

FARMERS WILL BE
GIVEN TEST SAMPLES

Varities Which Will
Who Wish to
ment.

The department of agriculture "at
Ottawa is makirg a distribution of seed
grain and potatoes this season, thus
affording farmers an opportunity to
conduct a test which will be to their
advantage in deciding upon varieties.
A circular issued by Wm. Saunders,
director of experimental farms, con-
tains the following infermation:

By instruction of the hon. minister
of agriculture a dml?éi})utmn is being
made this season of samples of superior
«sorts of grain-and s rmt@toes to Cana-
‘didn’ farrherd Tfor #hé Ymprovement of
seed. The stock for distribution has
been secured-mainly from the experi-
mental farms at Indian Head, Sask,
and Brandon, Man. The samples con-
sist of oats, spring wheat, barley, In-
dian corn (for ensilage only) and po-
tatoes. The quantity of oats sent is 4
pounds, and of wheat or barley 5
pounds, sufficient in each case to sow
one-twentieth of an acre. The sam-
ples of Indian corn and potatoes weigh
3 pounds each. 'A quantity of each of
the following varieties has been se-
cured for this distribution :

Oats—Banner, Wide-Awake, White
Giant, Danish Island, Thousand Dol-
lar, Improved Ligowo, all white var-
ieties. Black oats are not recommend-
ed for general cultivation, a few sam-’
ples, however, are available which can
be sent if specially asked for.

Wheat—Red Fife (beardless); Pres-
ton, Pringie’s Champlain and Huron
(early bearded sorts); Percy and Stan-
ley (early beardless varieties.)

Barley—Six-rowed—Mensury, Odessa,
Mansfield and Claude. Two-rowed—
Standwell, Invincible, Canadian Thorpe
and Sidney.

Indian Corn (for ensilage)—Early
sorts, Angel of Midnight, Compton’s
Early and Longfellow; later varieties,

‘White Cap Yellow Dent.

Potatoes — Early varieties,
White Prize and Rochester Rose. Me-
dium to late varieties, Carman No. 1
and Late Puritan. These later var-
ijeties are as a rule more productive
than the earlier kinds.

Only one sample can be sent to each
applicant, hence if an individual re-
ceives a sample of oats he cannot also
receive one of wheat, barley, Indian
corn or potatoes. Lists of names from
one individual, or applications for more
than one sample for one household,
cannot be entertained. The samples
will be sent free of charge through the
mail.

Applications should be addressed to
the director of experimental farms, Ot-
tawa, and may be sent in any time be-
fore the 15th of February, after which
the lists will be closed, so that the
samples asked for may be sent out in
good time for sowing. Applicants
sbould mention the variety they pre-
fer, with a second sort as an alterna-
tive. Applications will be filled in the
order in which they are received, so
long as the supply of seed lasts. Farm-
ers are advised to apply early to avoid
possible disappointmert. Those ap-
plying for Indian corn or potatoes
should bear in mind that the corn is
not usually distributed wuntil Apri],
and that potatoes cannot be mailed
from here until danger from frost in
transit Is over. No postage is required
on mail matter addressed to the Cen-
tral Experimental Farm, Ottawa.

TIMBER LAWS

———

CHANGES SOUGHT BY
THOSE IN BUSINESS

Newly Organized Association Will
Ask for a Reduction in the
License Fees.

There was a large attendance at the
meeting of the British Columbia Tim-
ber and Forestry Chamber of Com-
merce in Vancouver Wednesday even-
ing, the by-laws being considered
clause by clause before being adopted.
President Bremaer occupied the chair
and opened the meeting by reading an
address.

The president said he desired to con-
gratulate them on the success whichQ
had so far attended their efforts in the
general affairs of organization, the |
large initiatory membership, and above
all the widespread approval and en-
thusiasm which the founding of the B.
C. Timber and Forestry Chamber of |
Commerce had caused amongst those
who are interested in the timber in-
dustry throughout the province. At
present the general outline of executive
work would suggest itself as follows:

(1). The securing of something like
stability of title in special license
Iands.

(2). The definite fixing of license fees
and royalties for some years to come.

(3). The survey of timber Ilands
under conditions which more nearly
meet the approval of timber owners
and the government than the present |
usages permit,

(4). Prevention of forest fires.

It had been considered that the
license fee of $140 per square mile had
gone quite to the limit, If not, indeed,
beyond the limit, of what could fairly
be expected from the. holders of the
land, and it was generally' believed
that it would be in the government’s
interest to reduce the present high
fee, in order to encourage, as much
as possible, the conservation of the
forest instead of forcing the holders
into the necessity of slaughtering their
timber in order to realize on their in-
vestment. Any policy, he held, that
would tend to the conservation of tim-
‘ber within the province was to the ad-
vantage of the government and the
people at large, even to a greater ex-
tent than to the owner of the timber.

There had also been much complaint
respecting unnecessary harshness of
the law in the matter of renewals. In
that, if the license-holder allowed his
license to expire by as much as an
hour, he lost all right and title to his
claim. Tt must not be lost sight of
that the license-holder paid his license
In advance. For this reason it would
only seem like a long delayed matter
of justice to make some provision for
a claim-holder not having to suffer the
loss of his property because of the
possible: blunder of a clerk. A notice
at least should be required and some
force allowed before the rights of a
claim-holder to his property should
lapse.

As a final word he wished again to
urge upon the chamber the necessity
of taking every opportunity to extend
its membership. There was no Teason
why the chamber should not include
at least 1,000 members in a very few
weeks.

It was decided to have the presi-
dent’s address published and sent to
the various people interested, together
with a shorter circular dealing with
the objects of the British Columbia
Timber and Forestry Chamber of Com-
merce.

The following figures were submitted
to the meeting showing the revenue
from timber from June to October, 1907:

From timber' leases ....... «--$ 23,743.74
From timber licenses ...... .« 536,559.45
Hand loggers’ licenses 2,680.00
Timber transfers . 2,852.25
Timber royalties 100,238.33

H. Youdall made a statement show-
ing that a timber license of $140 at
6’4 per cent., compounded for 21 years,
amounted to $6,314.28. In addition to
this expense, say $100 per section ex-
penses, staking and advertising at 614
rer cent. amounts to $375.30, making |
a total of $6,689.58. The holder has
to run the risk of fire, and at the end
of the 21 years his holdings go to the
government, and if his license is not
renewed he loses them altogether. Mr.
Youdall was of the opinion that $125
is enough for a license for the low-
lands, and $100 would be fair for the
Upper Country, and men want the 21
Years renewed for another 21 years.
Further discussion was deferred until
the next meeting, which. will be held
next Wednesday in the O’Brien hall.

The Canadian Fish and Cold Storage
Company, in which a number of business
men prominent in the financial world are
interested, has just been incorporated
with a capitalization of $1,500,000 in -15,000
shares of the par value of $100 each.

esgentially a peacetul man, devoting
such talents as he possessed to the be;-
nign pursuits of liter:’ature and to ef-
fecting essential internal reforms in
his kingdom. If Oscar II. had been
a strenuous prince, more anxious to
magnify his own house and name than
to promoté the welfare of his people,»
he would prbbably have determined O
Haintain’ the connection between
Qieden and Norway by force of arms.
However, seeing that in view of the
feeling of the Norwegians, it were bet-
ter that separation should take place,
he bowed his head to the inevitable,
and the disruption took the form of a
peéaceful parting of friendly nations.
Probably if the blood of the Berha-
dottes had coursed more strongly in
{he veins of the departed monarch than
the thinner commercial stream with
whieh it formed an. alliance a few
genérations back there might have
beent an armed conflict between the two
branchés of the great warlike Scandi-
navian family. But the good King
chose the better part. He permitted
events to take their natural course,
thereby avertinig hot only a fratricidal
war but possible political and military
complications which might have ex-
tended far beyond the boundaries of
Norway and Sweden. His career has
come to an end and he will be laid in
the tomb of his ancestors full of
vears and honors.

THE C. P. R. AND THF ALL-RED
ROUTE.

It has been apparent from the time
thé idea of an all-red route conneéecting
Great Britain, Canada, Asia and Aus-
tralia was first mehtioned that the
Canadian Pacific Railway Company
was disposed to regard with suspicion
any such scheme. Sir Thomas Shaugh-
nessy, the executive head of that pow-
erful corporation, has set at rest any
doubts there may have been upon the
subject by publicly and practically an-
nouncing that the C. P. R. will exert
its potent influence against the con-
summation of the enterprise. Sir
Thomas is guite frank in his statement,
He is influenced in his attitude by pure-
1y selfish reasons. The C. P. R. is
itself in the transportation business
upon the two gieat oceans. It recelves
siibventions from the Imperial and the
Dominion governments. If another
company were 1o enter the businhess un-
der the aegis of the governments In
question, it ‘would undoubtedly prove a
poweérful compétitor for the C. P. R.
Therefore, having a large amount of
capitaj invested in steamships operat-
ing in the carrying irade both on the
Atlantic and the Pacific, it is not at all
surpriging to learn of Sir Thomas
Shaughnessy’s sentimehts.

The concern the head man of the
great railway compahy evinces in the
interests of capitalists who might be
influenced by purely scntimental con-
sidéerations to investing their money in
a fast Canadian service is also quite
touching. He cites the cases of the
Germah and British companies which
have built extraordinarily fast steam-
ghips in proof of his position that an
all-red route must prove a losing prop-
osition. He points out that the ten-
dencey is all! in thé direction of the
comtnissionifig of vessels of large size
but mederate spe2d. And there is un-
doubtedly a good deal ih what Sir
Thomas says. At the same time we do
not think ships of the Mauretania class
are contemplated by Lord Strathcona,
Mr¢t. Sifton, and other promoters of the
so-called all-red line. The ¢, P. R.
has. demonstrated at an opportune time
~~0bpurtune from the point of view of
the people of Canada as well as from
the standpoint of tHe owning company
—of what can be accomplished on the
Canadian route by steamers of moder-
ate speed. One of the Empress liners
hag made the trip from port to port—
which is, after all, the essential and
practical test in transportation—in less
timie than thé fastest of the Cunard
greyhounds has accomplished a like
passage. That fcat in itself seems to
ug to constitute an efféctive argument
in favor of the dall-red route. It dan-
swers all the objedtions raised by Sir
Thomas. It seems to us it would be a
fine advertisement for Canada and for
the C. P. R. i{ the fact could be finally
and definitely established that at least

.
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one day could be saved in crossing the
ocean by'a Canadian route.: Once the
advantages of the route are established,
there will be plent} of business for the
boats of the C. P. R. and for other
competing companies which will as-
suredly ehter the field. Doubtless Sir
Thomas, has considered what that
would mean for the land end of his
great transportation system. Doubt-
less, also, he will say he speaks with
authority when he mentions the diffi-
culties in the way of the success of the
all-red line and thinks his is the last
word on the subject.

“DOING WITHOUT THINGS.”

A wise teacher has crossed the ocean
for the purpose of instructing the ma-
jority of Americans who are mnot of
the milliopaire class in the use-
ful art of attaining the prive-
less possessionis of happinoss. The
secret lies in cultivating the habit of
“doing without things.” Andrew Car-
negie is so happy that He prays for
an indefinite prolongation of his nat-
ural life. It 'is easy for Andrew to be
happy, because, he has a castle in
Scotland and can ‘disport -himself on
the links there oy elsewhers whanever
the spirit of sport moves him. If he
had to do without the castle and the
links and instead were compelled to
play the part of a *“puddles” in cne
of the superheated rolling mills of
Pittsburg in order to obtain the neces-
saries of life, possibly he might be
praying to-day for the dissolution of
soul and body, finding, as many are
finding, life 4n intolerable burden. It
is an easy thing for millionaire phil-
osophers who lack not any good thing,
or anything which to the inexperienced
appears to be good, to preach the vir-
tues of self-abnegation. Still there
is no doubt that there is a good deal
in what this sage, who is not a mil-
lionaire, although she has not to labor
with her hands for the wherewithal
to keep body and soul together, says.
And this ig8 a very opportune time in
the history of the Uhnited Statés for a
wise. person to set her foot upon its
free shore and preacH to the people
the virtue of “doing without things.”
There are many who for the next year
or 80 will be compelled, willy-nilly, to
actively cultivate the art of denying
themselves. From all we can ]eérn, the
optimism of Henry Clews notwith-
standing, the people .of the United
States are in for a period of dull
times. Confldence has not been com-
nletely restored. Thousands of men
who have had an abundance of work
for their hands to do for a consider-
able number of years have been thrown
out of eémployment, and they are go~
ing to remain idle for some time. That
is the worst feature of life in the
strenuous republic. Industry does
things in spasms, instead of plodding
along in the direction of greatar things,
as it does in Great Britain and in Can-
ada. That is the reason we do not
feel depressions to so great an extent
as they do. And but for the fact that
the idle men gravitate to this side of
the line, to the extent of their com-
petition making us fellow-sufferers with
themselves, the dullness of the times
over there would possess but an aca-
demic interest for us. -

The people of British Columbia are
not accustomed to doing without
things, but they might profitably cul-
tivate the habit, say to a limited ex-
tent.

TOWN WAS SPORT
OF FARTHQUAKE

Karatagh Lifted High in Air--Falling
Roc‘ks Hailed--Houses Sank
Into Fissures.

London, Nov. 50.--Now that the first
full account. coming from Tashkend,
via St. Petersburg, has arrived, there
can be no doubt that the Karatagh
earthguake was one of the most ap-
palling natural catastrophes on record.

"It is difficult,” writes the reporter,
“to describe the scenes which meet the
cye at Karatagh to-day. Whiat was a
short while ago a flourishing township
is now the grave of 4,000 dead. Biit the
scefies which accompanied the catas-
trophe are eveh more difficult of ade-
quate description. A group of surviv-
ors, still shaken by their expetriences,
related a terrible story, to which no
written narrative can do justice.

On the eve of tne disaster, October
20th, a terrific stotm burst over Kara-
tagh and its environments, strikihg a
deadly fear into the hearts of the in-
habitants. The .anima] world seemed
to have .an uncanny foreknowledge.
Dogs howled, horses stamped, cattle
lowed with fright. Early in the morn-
ing the whole town seemed to shudder.
The earth tfrerors were frequént, but
few of the townspeople was sufficiently
disturbed by them to leave their
houses.

Fifteen minutes later a terrific shock
set the entire place swaying, the air
resounding with weird noises, then the
town seemed to be repeatedly lifted
high in the air and set down heavily
by a mighty hand. Buildihgs wete
crumbling and crashing to ruins every
moment or two. In scores of places the

.ground burst open and boiling water

spouted upward.

Huge fragments of rock became dis-
lodged from the surrounding - moun-
taind, and addéd the thunder of their
fall to the subterranean rumblings and
roarings, which contintied all the time.
Numerous houses were battered down
by the falling rocks. Others, with
their gccupants, sank bodily into great
fissuers in the earth. :

The populace, or such of them as had
escaped instant death, appeared to be
mad with terror. From every side
arose awful shrieks. Those who fled
for safety had to blind their eyes to
many sad sights. The storm had come
on again with renewed force and activ-
ity. Pandemonium reigned. Madden-
ed animals tore aimlessly hither and

| thither, continuous peals of thunder

and flashes of blinding lightning added
to the frenzy. Many fugitives perished
under the hoofs of the animals.

In the meantime similar scenes were
being enacted in the surrounding coun-
try, twelve large villages being destroy-
ed on this same terrible morning. In
Karatagh alone 2,000 bodies were re-
covered. As many more still remain in
the ruins of 1,200 houses, while 25,000
animals, on a rough estimate, were de-
stroyed.

IMMIGRATION
- FROM JAPAN

ISHil DISCOURSES
ON HIS FINDINGS

_.’-—-—

Commissioner Says That in U. S
Union Labor Is Controlled by
Unreasoning Persons

Tokio, Dec. 5.—A committee from the
immigration ageucies here has held a
conference with Minister Hayashi, who
announced that the plan of the Japan-
ese government was closely to limit all
emigration to the T@ited States and
Canada. Some members of the com-
mittee angrily announced their oppo-
sition of course, but Minister Hayashi
remained firm and dismissed the com-
mittee without changing his attitude
or making any compromises,

Kiki Yiro Ishii, chief of the Japanese
bureau of commerce, who a few days
ago returned from his visit to the Unit-
ed States and Canada, where he was
sent to investigate the emigration
problem, gathered representatives of
the Tokio newspapers around him at
the foreign office this evening and dis-
cussed his mission abroad.

He said that there were two classes
of Japanese in America—day laborers,
of whom there were 15,100, and agricul-
turists. It was against the former that
the objection was raised. He found
that many of this class were desired
by employers, but others said their
methods of living were objeectionable.
The Japanese agriculturists generally
were successful.

Baron Ishii described .the existing
economic conditions in America, and
explained the method of self-govern-
ment in the United States. He said
that between the trusts and the labor
unions, the middle class of Americans
and foreign laborers suffered, declar-
ing that union labor was largely con-
trolled by unreasoning persons, their
attitude being almost that of tyrants,
and they were liable to destroy any-
thing standing in their way.

“*‘Japanese engaged in agriculture as
land owners or leasers,” said Baron
Ishii, “require a few of the best class
of their countrymen as laborers, but
the government of Japan has been lim-
ited to the emigration of this class.”

KAISER COMPLETES
HIS REST CURE

Arrives in London From Highcliffe
Castle Looking in Splendid
Health.

London, Dec. 9.—Emperor William of
Germany, .who has completed his “rest
cure” at Highcliffe Castle, arrived in
London to-day for three days’ sight-
seeing. He lunched with King Edward
at Buckingham Palace and later took
up - his residence at the German em-
bassy, where he will stay until Wed-
nesday. He will then leave for home.

It is his‘intention to visit Queen Wil-
helmina in Holland on his way back
to Potsdam. His Majesty looks to be
in splendid health.

Highcliffe Castle, where the Emperor
has been recuperating, is on the coast,
about three miles east of Christ church,
and looks directly across the sea to the
Needles. The owner is Lieutenant-
Colonel Stuart Wortley, who was for-
merly British military attache at Parls,
but the present tenant is ‘Sir Alfred
Cooper. The situation of the castle
was admirably adapted to the Kaiser's
purpose, which wasg to spend a quiet
holiday in a mild atmosphere.

Both Highcliffe village and Barton-
on-Sea are rising seaside resorts.
Highcliffe Castle is situated on the
cliffs, and is screened on the land side
by a thick plantation of firs.

Built into the castle are many frag-
ments of ancient monastic buildings,
and even a part of the ruins of the
old Temple of Mars, at Christ church,
so that the castle was a fitting holiday
home for one who has been called the
Modern Mars.

BIG INCREASE IN
DOMINION REVENUE

Receipts for Fight Months Ending
November Exceed Similar Period
Last Year by $9,148,875

Ottawa, Dec..9.—The revenue of the Do-
minion for the eight months to Nov. 30th
totalled 366,662,427, an increase of $9,148,875
over the same period last year.

The ordinary expenditure for the same
period was $41,544,456, an increase of $8,-
457,680, and the capital expenditure was
$16,654,487, an increase of $8,685,32

The customs revenue of $41,173,025 repre-
sents an increase of $7,216,%10 for the eight
months. The post ofﬁce receipts show an
increase of $437,310, and the revenue from
public works an increase of $552,047.

ST. JOHN WATER
SUPPLY CUT OFF

Manufacturing Industries Close Down
--Serious Inconvenience (o
Trape W.ll Result

St. John, N. B., Dec. 9.—The whole
water supply on the east side of St.
John is cut off to-day, owing to two
breaks in the water mains coming to
the city. Repairs will not be complet-
ed before to-morrow nighi. In the
meantime arrangements are being
made to have watering carts distri-
bute water as far as possible. It is ex-
pected that all factories and other
large establishments in the city which
take their water from the city mains
will have to shut down, and business
will be materially interfered with.

A large number of the manufagtur-
ing industries are shutting down' be-
cause of no water. This will be very
serious inconvenience to trade. Many
people are hauling water from Lily
lake near the city, but not enough can
be secured this way to supply anything
like the necessary amount.

Newspapers are arranging for early
editions pefore the water supply is ex-
hausted. A little water is trickling
through~the low level pipes but prac-
tically the whole city is shut off.

Unless the St. John Railway, Light
and Power Company can arrange for
a supply, the city will be reduced to
cil lamps and the street cars be
stopped. The company has alréady
shut down the gas plant but it has
sufficient gas stored to give service to-
night.

The boiler at the city jail has blown
up and other boiler explosions are ex-
pected where fire is not drawing.

DOMINION WIRELESS STATION.

Gonzales Hill Exchanged Messages
‘With Steamer President at Dis-
tance of 600  Miles.

The latest feat credited to the Do-
minion government wireless station at
Gonzales Hill was accomplished last
night when Supt. Haughton succeeded
in communicating with the Pacific
Coast S.8. Co.’s steamship President
when the vessel was off Point Arena,
600 miles down the coast,

The President reported all well, and
said that she would reach San Fran-
cisco at 5 o’clock this morning.

Thig is the first time that the local
station has exchanged messages with
any vessel as far away as the President
was. The standard ship wave for com-
munication with the British Columbia
wireless depots has been set by the
government ag 300 miles, while the dis-
tance between Victoria and Gonzales
Hill is, approximately, slightly over
600 miles.

The Dominion station was also in
communication with the battleship Ne-
braska yestreday when the warship
was off the Oregon coast, :

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REPORTED FIND
OF GOOD COAL

—_——

ON BEAR RIVER IN
NORTHERN CARIBOO

Discovery Is Said to be Rich and
Within Range of Grand
Trunk Pacific.

Bituminous coal fields which promise
to rival those of the Crow’s Nest Pass
district in size and importance have
been discovered on Bear river, in the
northern part of Caribeo district, ac-
cording to J. Wendle. They are situat-
ed ten miles from the Grand canyon of
the Fraser river, and are located on
the main line of the Grand Trunk Pa-
cific railway, and a hundred miles
northwest of Barkerville. Twenty lo-
cations, each one mile square, were
made during the past season by Joseph
Wendle, a Barkerville mining man, on
behalf of himself and his partner, B. A.
Laselle, general manager of the China
Creek Hydraulic Company, operating
in the vicinity of Quesnel and Barker-
ville. Mr. Lasell has left here for New
York to close a deal with some of his
business associates for the sale of a
large interest in the proposition. He
will also complete arrangementg for de-
veloping the coal measures on an ex-
tensive scale.

“Mr, Laselle and I discovered the coal
basin ten years ago when out on a
prospecting expedition,” said Mr. Wen-
dle. “As the advent of railways looked
a very remot2 possibility we guarded
our secret well until convinced that the
Grand Trunk Pacific would traverse
the region. I went north this summer
and made the locations which embrace
all the known coal lands in the Bear
River district. The coal outcrops in
many places. I know of at least twenty-
five seams, most of which are unwork-
able owing to their small size. Two of
them, however, can be developed on an
extensive scale, as they have a thick-
ness of six and eight feet, respectively.
The outcrop was first found at a point
where the measures are cut by the
steep banks of Bear river, a tributary
of the Fraser.

“It is exceedongly strong, occurring
in an ideal formation of conglomerate
and sandstone. The location is ten
miles southwest of the Grand -canyon
of the Fraser and about the same dis-
tance from a point where engineers of
the Grand Trunk Pacific are making
location surveys. If other trial lines
are adopted, the main line will actually
traverse our claims. In any event we
are certain in time to have a branch
line built into the coal basin, which
undoubtedly contains millions of tons
of coal, or perhaps I should say coal in
practically inexhaustible quantities.

“These measures constitute the first
coal lands ever discovered in Northern
Cariboo, and will be of great economic
importance in connection with the new
transcontinental line. The other nearest
coal lands are situated about three
hundred miles farther west, in the Tel-
qua district. A series of analysis show
that the coal is of the bituminous va-
riety running over 65 per cent. in fixed
carbon, and being equal to the highest
grade coal mined on Vancouver Island.
It is low in ash, and is also adapted for
steaming and coking purposes, Mr.
Laselle is now in New York to confer
with our associates. I expect that he
will make arrangements during his
stay in the east to have the coal meas-
ures opened up, but just when I am
unable to state, ;

“The region ig virtually unknown to
prospectors, but would well repay a
visit. Adjoining the coal basin is a
country which gives indications of be-
ing highly mineralized. Prospecting,
however, will prove difficult as the
mountains are covered with heavy tim-
ber. Here and there, wherever erosion
has taken place, the formation looks
exceedingly favorable,”

COPPER MINES IN fUKON.

Dr. Thompson, M. P., Forsees New
Butte City in Far North.

“I confidently believe that within 15
years the Yukon will have a city the
siz of Butte, Montana, built up like it,
by the development of copper mining.”

This rather surprising statement was

made by Dr. Thompson, M. P., of Daw-
son City, who was in Toronto a few
days ago.

“The largest undeveloped copper de-
posits in the world, I believe, lie up in
the Yukon,” he said, ‘‘some 200 miles
from White Horse, and about 125 miles
from Dawson. The copper is of good
quality, too, and there is no doubt of
an immense undertaking being built up
in that country.

“The deposits lie right near the
boundary line, between <Yukon and
Alaska, and as there has been some
doubt as to the exact location of the
boundary, prospectors have been regis-
tering their claims both in Yukon and
Alaska. The boundary, however, is the
141st meridian, so that it can be de-
finitely and accurately fixed. A com-
mission has been working on this dur-
ing the past summer, and will probably
finish next year, and I am happy to say
that nearly all the deposits will be
foungd to lie on the Canadian side.

“These copper mines are being work-
ed now,” he concluded, “but they are
not shipping at present on account of
the very low price of copper.”

AIRSHIP TRIAL
WAS SUCCESSFUL

Professor Bel’s Cygnet, Built in
Canada, Maintained Its Poise
Without Accident.

Baddeck, Cape Breton, Dec. 7.—The
Tetrahedral Kite Cygnet, the airship
invention of Professor Alexander Gra-
ham Bell, made a successful ascent
yvesterday above the waters of the
Bras D’Or lakes, where Professor Bell's
suinmer home and experimental labor-
atory are located, carrying Lieut.
Thomas E. Selfridge, of the TUnited
States army. The big kite soared aloft
with remarkable ease and maintained
its peise without accident, while it was
towed along above. the water by a
smal] steam launch. To the group of
experimenters associated with Profes-
sor Bell this performance of the kite
was regarded as entirely satisfactory.

Thus far the Cygnet has not been
furnished with a motor for self pro-
pulson, although a space for such a
motor was provided. Professor Bell
desired to make a practical test of the
buoyancy and balance of the invention
before installing the motor and the as-
cension was one of the first of these
tests. Lieut. Selfridge occupied the
place in the machine arranged for its
operator. He was able to manipulate
the aeroplane at will and to preserve
its poise with apparent ease.

FROM TRADE OF EAST

W. S. Hyman, of London, Ont., Says
Such Will Be Outcome of
Japanese Exclusion.

London, Ont., Dec. 7.—For the first
time since his return home, Mr. Hyman
was permitted to see newspaper men
yesterday. L

He said he was feeling much better.
For months he suffered from insomnia
and it was really not until he started
for home that it was possible for him
to sleep as he formerly did. He said
he would have to be very careful for
some time yet.

“There will be no war between Japan
and the United States,” said Mr. Hy-
man. “Such war is unnecessary In
Jaran’'s interests, and Japan knows it.
But just as surely as American policy
of exclusion is carried out, just so
surely Japan will secure all the trade
in the Orient.”

While in Japan, Mr. Hyman heard
no talk of war, but he could not fail
to notice that all Japanese have a
“chip on the shoulder” air. They feel
their power mightily. Japanese are not
worrying about what Canada or the
Urited States are doing, but are keep-
ing track of every move being made,

‘When at Nagasaki he saw a vessel
of 14,000 tons burden launched, which,
in his opinion, excelled anything he had
seen in the Orient. This will give an
jdea of how the Japanese are going
ahead. China is merely a vassel of
Japan. Heaven alone knows what will
happen there in five years, for China
cannot go along “as she is. If the
United States excludes Japanese, and
if Canada excludes Japanese, it will
merely mean that when the act of ex-
clusion is passed the United States and
Canada will be passing an act to cut
oft the mighty trade of the east. Japan
will not go to war with the United
States or Canada. She will simply use
her commercial position in the east to
shut us out of our trade there.

This is a mighty problem. If we are
shut out by Japan, what is to become
of the Canadian Pacific line of boats.
How will the Canadian Pacific and the
Grand Trink Pacific be effected”

Regarding his intentions, Mr. Hyman
said he could say nothing, as yet all
depends on his health.

STRIKE-BREAKERS LEAVH,

Non-Union Bollermakers Imported by
N. P. Railroad Leave Hurriedly.

Butte, Mont., Dec. 6.—Five non-union

boilermakers imported by the Northern
Pacific Railroad Company from Kan-
sas City to take the place of the strik-
ing boilermakers in this city were sur-
prised at their work yesterday by fifty
union men, committees from the vari-
ous labor organizations of Butte. The
union men surrounded the strike-
breakers, quietly telling them that un-
less they ceased work and made tracks
out of town trouble would result. The
strike-breakers at once left the city.

A number of Japanese laborers also
were frightened, and they too quit
work.

WAGING WAR ON
THE HORNED OWLS

The Marauders Are Working De-
‘vastation Among Hen Roosts
and Killing Pheasants.

A plague of horned owls is what
Vancouver Island is suffering from
just now according to advices received
from people living in the suburbs and
the surrounding country. They are
very bold, killing hens, pheasants and
anything and everything that they
come across.

G. A. Knight of the Mount Tolmie
Nursery, tells of twenty-four being
shot - in his district *besides numbers
that were killed and not accounted
for. He says that one man has lost
thirty hens, taken by these marauders.
He sleeps with his clothes on, and, as
soon as he hears any -disturbance in
the trees where the fowls roost, he
rushes out and tries to kill the thief.

A hunter In the district between
Mount Tolmie and Mount Douglas
found the remains of nine pheasants,
and one owl was shot with a cock
pheasant in his claws, undoubted evi-
dence that the long-eared fellows do
actually kill the birds.

The wretches are also cannibals. Mr.
Knight shot a big fellow that was
flying off with a smaller brother, the
victim belng warm, apparently just
killed. Mr. Xnight's son was at-
tracted by crows flying around a fir
tree a few days ago and on investigat-
ing he found that they were daring a
big owl. He brought his gun at once
and shot the owl. When the bird fell
he found that it had part of a ply-
mouth rock hen in its claws, evidence
sufficient to convict in any court of the
Empire.

Mr. Knight says the birds were plen-
tiful last winter_and about ten or
twelve years ago'‘thgy were as numer-
ous as they are to-day. It is reported
that they sometimes carry off spring
lambs on some of the islands, and in
Europe they kill hares and young
fawns.

ROOSEVELT'S MESSAGE
T0 NEVADA'S GOVERNOR

T. Monte Says W. D. Haywood Is
Responsible for Present
Situation.

San Francisco, Dec., 6.—Soldiers of
the 22nd United States Infantry from
Angel island and the Presidio, about
250 in number, left to-day for Gold-
field. General Funston will remain
here unless the situation at -Goldfield
becomes so serious that more troops
will have to be sent. The troops should
reach Goldfield early to-morrow. It is
reported that a machine gun is part
of the equipment.

Miners Disconcerted.

Goldfield, Nev., Dec. 6.—Despite the
supposed excitement among the miners
over the ordering of troops here, -hey
are keeping the peace in every way.
They seéem to be disconcerted and daz-
zled by the rapidity with which the
operators are moving, and appear 1o
be totally unprepared for the latest
coup. Citizens and miners may make
some demonstration, inflamed by the
sending of the troops, and are using
every precaution that they may be
prepared should trouble begin. Mem-
bers of the miners’ union in large
numbers surround the union headquar-
ters, and meetings are held at frequent
intervals, but are always guarded.

Alarming Outlook.

Washington, Dec. 6.—A situation of
immediate danger exists at Goldfield,
Nevada. This is revealed in corres-
pondence between Governor Sparks, of
the state, and the president, just
made public. The governor’'s appea!
to the president, after detailing what
he terms the dangers of the situatiom,
with certain crimes said to have oc-
curred, declares:

“The lawfully constituted authori-
ties of this state are unable to appre-
hend and punish the perpetrators of
said crimes and to prevent the com-
mission of other-threatened crimes, and
unless the relief hereinafter requested
is granted, this state and the lives and
property of a large number of its peo-
ple will’ be irreparably affected and
damaged, contrary to the peace and
dignity of the United States and of
the state of Nevada.”

The president’s reply, dated to-day,
follows: “To Acting Secretary of War
Oliver: Referring to the accompany-
ing formal report of Governor Sparks,
of Nevada for federal troops to re-
store order at Goldleld,  please direct
General -“ Funston to serd a sufficient
number of troops to be -wholly. ade-
quate to meet any emergency. It is
far better to avoid conflict by sending
too many troops than by sending too
few to run the risk of having blood-
shed. (Sgd.) Theodore Roosevelt.”

mining excHange, and one of the pro-
minent operators of Goldfield, is quot-
ed In an ‘interview as follows: “All
the present trouble at Goldfield is due
to. the activity of Wm. D. Haywood,
secrétary-treasurer of the Western
Federation of Miners. It was due
solely to his influence that the miners
refused to accept cheques on Goldfield
banks in part payment of their wages
some time ago, at a meet of the min-
ers, urging them to refuse these
cheques.

“I am satisfied that 75 per cent. of
the members of the union were not in
sympathy with him in this meve, but
they seem to be so thoroughly under
the control of a few leaders that they
have been afraid to take any action.
Many of these men are anxious to re-
turn to work, and in my opinion there
will be either a split in the union in
Goldfields or the openshop rule will
prevail tn all of the leading mines
there. The mine owners’ association
has détermined that it will no longer
submit to the action of a few union
leaders.”

HOW LORD STRATHCONA

YIEWS SITUATION
N

Australia Least Enthusiastic of
Colonies--Imperial Help
Taken for Granted

Montreal, Dec. 6.—A special London
cable says: Lord Strathcona and Mr.
Sifton both say they are acting on the
assumption that the Imperial govern-
ment is committed to a substantial
subsidy to the -Rea project. The
question remaining to be settled with
the British ministers are questions of
detail. These include the amount and
character of the subsidy, and the ques-
tion whether the British subsidy to the
over-seas mail is to be brought into
the scheme.

Another most important question still
open is how far Australia and New
Zealand are prepared to go in support
of the scheme. Australia is appaently
the least enthusiastic, she being now
committed to the expense of a renewal
steamship contract with the Orient via
the "Suez canal. New Zealand talks
co-operatively, but somewhat indefin-
itely, while the British government re-
gard proportionate subsidies from both
colonies as essential.

The ministerial press here continues
about divided in respect to British sub-
sidies. The Morning Leader says a
free trade government has other and
better uses for its money at home. The
Manchester Guardian says: “Mr. Sif-
| ton speaks of ships considerably larger
than the Lusitania, which would de-
veiop the same speed, and yet carry
heavy armaments and be designed in
case of need as good troopships. The
man who can produce these ships will
certainly be snapped up by the admir-
alty. Mr, Sifton is far teo optimistic.”

BLYGH PLATFORM.
Candidate for Aldermanic Honors ‘Out-
lines a Policy for Coming
Campaign.

(From Saturday’s Daily.)

In an interview with Andrew Blygh,
who will be a candidate in ward § at
the forthcdming municipal = election,
that gentleman briefly enunciated the
platform on which he will ask the suf-
frages of the electors. Mr. Blygh is
strongly of the opinion that the board
of aldermen should in future adopt a
broad comprehensive policy, which
should cover matters that are for the
general good of the city, and give their
whole time and attention until he
much needed improvements are carried
out. “Constructive legislation should
be the aim of the aldermanic board,”
said Mr. Blygh, ‘rather than a
captious, criticising policy.”’

As illustrating this policy, Mr. Blygh

pointed out that the question of an
adequate water supply, the improved
lighting of the streets, the betterment
of the condition of the business streets,
the removal of grass from the sides of
the streets, the proper disposal of rub-
bish and refuse, and the general beau-
tifying of Victoria could all be accom-
plished in the year 1908 if the board of
aldermen would approach these ques-
tions in a business-like manner and
with a determination to- see that these
improvements were carried out.

PANAMA BONDS.

Secretary Cortelyou Reduces Issue t
$25,000,000, Owing to Improve-
ment in Conditions.

Washington, Dec. 6.—Secretary of the
Treasury Cortelyou has g¢ecided to re-
duce by one half the issue of Panama
canal bond allotments, which are thus
limited to the amount of $25,000,000. The
first best offers which will be accepted
will be between 102 and 102%, ranging
up to 106, the average being a figure
slightly in excess of 103.

The amounts of bids from individ-
uals and institutions which it has been
possible to accept will, as- heretofore,
not be large. The remainder of the
acceptances will be from national
banks. The bids accepted have come
from every section of the country, and
are mostly in small lots,

Secretary Cortelyou further an-
nounced that the notices of acceptance
will be prepared and mailed to the
successful bidders with the least pos-

sible delay. The notices will state that
payments for the bonds will be ¢x-
pected to be made at the treasury of
the United States, or at some snb-
treasury, within ten days’ notice by
subscriber. In cases where the sub-
scriber has not indicated the place of
payment the notice sent will include
a request that the place of payment
be immediately known to the secre-
tary. All subscribers should await re-
ceipt of the notice from the depart-
ment before taking any action respect-
ing payment for the bonds.

The offering of Panama canal bonds
was largely over-subscribed, but the
improvement in business conditions
following the announcement of recent
measures of reléef by the treasury de-
partment is regarded by the secretary |
as warranting him in limiting the |
issue at this time to half the amount, |
namely, $25,000,000. This ig almost ex-
actly the amount of the disbursements
from the general fund from the treas-
ury that have been made during the
vear on Panama canal account. The
allotments of the 3 per cent. certifi-
cates will not, the secretary, said, go
over $25,000,000. They are confined to
national banks throughout the coun-
try, which were in a position to take
out at once additional circulation, this
being a measure designed to afford
immediate relief, inasmuch as a_con-

Complaint has been heard in some
quarters that the Dominion govern-
ment has neglected British Columbia
in the matter of immigration. Against
this there has been the suggestion that
there was no room for the development
of a comprehensive immigration
scheme with respect to this province;
that its industries were too uncertain
and spasmodic to justify . any ultra
liberal invitation to the workers of
the: outside world, and that its lands
were such that ne indiscriminate en-
couragement could be offered to settlers
from abroad.

The Dominion commissioner of im-
migration, J. Obed Smith, has just ar-
rived in the city, and will thoroughly
investigate conditions here from the
immigration standpoint, which is fun-
damentally founded on the hypothesis
that the country has something to offer
the particular classes of immigrants
who are encouraged into it.

Mr, Smith informed a reporter this
morning that he would probably be in
Victoria for several weeks and that
he would refrain from attempting any
appreciation of the immigration sub-
ject until he had gone fully into the
question here in corroboration with
the .immigration department of the
local government.

CONCESSIONS IN
NEW TRADE TREATY

British Foreign Office Comments on
Far Reaching Effects of Franco-
(anadian Arrangements

Montreal, Dec. 5.—A London special
cable says: “The Foreign Office, when
questioned to-day regarding the wide-
reaching effects of the Franco-Can-
adian treaty, admitted that Canada
was bound by the most favored nation
treaties to extend to twenty other for-
eign countries every concession given
to France under tne new treaty, even
though no single one of them had been
asked to give reciprocal concessions.

In this respect Canada stands In
quite a different position to the United
States, inasmuch as the latter refuses
to accept the Dritish interpretation of
the most favored nation treatment, but
on the contrary insists that every tar-
iff concession is limited to the country
with which this is especially arranged.

Canadian official statistics fail to dis-
tribute the import trade showing the
countries of origin. Instead they give
only the trade. It is impossible, there-
fore, to say how Canada will be affect-
ed by this astonishing, and not official-
ly confirmed, extension to foreign coun-
tries of her concessions to France,

Great Britain, therefore, stands to
lose in two ways, first by the reduction
of the margin of preference almost to
vanishing point, over a very wide for-
eign fieid, and secondly, by the new
inducement in giving direct trade with-
out the intervention of British ware-
housement.

TAKAHIRA LIKELY
T0 BE APPOINTED

Vacancy Created by Recall of Aoki
to Be Filled by Weli-Knewn
Diplomat.

Rome, Dec. 6.—All the newspapers
have announced that it is most likely
that Baron Kogoro Takahira will suc-
ceed Viscount Aoki as Japanese am-
bassador at Washington, Baron Taka-
hira, who is the ambassador to Italy,
said that he had heard nothing official-
ly of the matter,

He added: ‘“The most reassuring fact
with regard to the existing relations is
that the Japanese government has com-
municated nothing to me. This shows
that the situation is far from assuming
any character of gravity, as, otherwise,
according to our custom, I would have
been notified. What I am sure of is
that both Washington and Tokio are
animated by a most sincere and earnest
desire to maintain the good relations
between the two countries.”

Baron Kogoro Takahira, K. C. M. G.,
has already gained a considerable
diplomatic reputation. He was ap-
pointed as translator in the foreign
office in 1897. From 1879 to 1884 he acted
ag legation secretary at Washington.
From there he was removed to, Seoul

and then to Shanghai as consul during

the years 1887 to 18%0. In 1891 he was
consul-general at New York, while the
following year he wag the resident min-
ister at The Hague. In 1894 he was
minister at Rome, from whence he was
transferred to Vienna. He was then
recalled home, where he was made
vice-minister of foreign affairs in 1899.
In 1905 he was appointed junior peace
plenipotentiary, and subsequently went
to Rome as ambassador. He received
the order of K. C. M. G. in May, 1906.
The Baron is 53 years old and his record
of diplomatic missions is perhaps un-
equalled in Japan.

California Safe Deposit and Trust
Company Found to be Totally
Insolvent.

fan Francisco, Dec. 7.—Recommend-
ation was made to-day by the bank
commissioners to Attorney - General
‘Webb to take legal action relative to
appointing a receiver for the Califor-
nia State Deposit and Trust Company
of San Francisco, which suspended
business several weeks ago.

It was found by the commissioners
that instead of the legal reserve of
$1,800,000, or 45 per cent. of their capital
of $4,000,000, they had not $400,000. The
gdifference of $1,400,000, in the opinion
of the bank commissioners, could not
be raised by the stockholders of the
bank. The legal reserve was in the
tank on December 4th, a year ago,
when it was examined by the commis-
sioners. The bank commissioners to-
v“lay said that the bank had indulged in
reckless financing. The bank had
made too many investments in Cali-
fornian enterprises, {n sucn a manner
that it was unable to reanze now. It
is s=aid that out of $900,000 assets the
bank would be. able to realize only
3200,000 with which to pay its liabili-
ties,

Totally Insolvent.

Sacramento, Dec. 7.—Governor Gil-
lette to-day made the following state-
ment. “At a meeting yesterday of
the depositors of ‘the California Safe
Deposit and Trust Company, I found
th: Ekank totally insolvent. Orders
have been given to the Attorney-Gen-
eral to place it in the hands of a re-
ceiver.

‘“The depositors found that $3,263,-
449 had been loaned to directors on
their personal notes, without security,
and to .companies with which the
directors were connected. A clerk
named Bamford was loaned $484,410
on his personal npte, without security.

“The committee of depositors work-
ed all day and found that out of $9,-
000,000 assets, only $2,000,000 could be
realized. They discovered that on
the day the bank closed, instead of the
iwenty per cent. of the deposits, which
the law requires, they had only four
per cent. The Building Trades is the

heaviest loser, as this organization had
$100,000 on deposit.”

LUDICROUS SCENE
- IN KANSAS CITY

Painted Actors and Actresses Appear
in Court to Answer Violation
of Sunday Law.

Kansas City, Mo., Dec. 7. — Drastic
measures were taken here to-day to
enforce the Sunday closing law. The

rand jury indicted 228 travelling act-
ors and acresses and employees of
local theatres charged with violating
the Missouri law forbidding labor on
Sunday. Of this number 141 were ar-
rested and gave their bond for $200 each
while the others evaded the officers and
left the city without being appre-
hended.

The court room presented an un-
usuai and almost ludicrous appearance
when the persons arrested were lined
up before Judge Wallace to give bonds.
M:ny of the performers went directly
ferm the matinees to the court house,
and had not an opportunity to remove
the paint frfom their faces. About
one-third of them were women, many
of them chorus girls.

The announcement had been made
that the arrests would come at the
conclusion of the matinee perform-
ances. When the deputy sheriffs
learred that the actors and actresses
at some of the houses were preparing
to leave town, they concentrated their
forcez at the Century, a vaudeville
burlesque house. When the perform-
ers made a rush together to leave the
theatre the officers detained all they
could, but many escaped.

A fight for Sunday closing has been
waged by Judge Wallace for several
weeks. He recently ordered theatrical
managers to close on Sunday. They
refused to do so, and secured a tem-
porary injunction preventing his in-
terference with their performances.
The federal court dissolved this iIn-
junction, and Judge Wallace sought
the indictment to force compliance. It
is his intention to have the managers
and players indicted each week and
to arrest them and place them under
individual bonds.

COMPANIES TO REPAIR
DAMAGED REPUTATIONS

Annual Meeting of Preeidents of
Life Insurance AsscC’a in
Session at New York

e

New York, Dec. 6.—Grover Cleveland
presided at the annual meeting of the
association of life insurance presidents
which was held at the hotel Belmont
to-day. The presidents of twenty-five
insurance companies who are not mem-
bers of the association were present
to-day when the informal session was
called to order at 11 o’clock, and it was
said that all of them would be ad-
mitted to membership in the organiza-
tion. Several commissioners of insur-
ance from various states attended the
meeting, including Commigsioner Kel-
gey, of New York.

More intimate relationship between
insurahce companies and their policy
holders was advocated by Grover
Cleveland in his address.

“With fairness and liberality on the
part of the companies,” said Mr. Cleve-
land, “and an exact understanding of
what the policies mean on the part
of the assured, they ought to be
friends, with a mutual interest in
everything that affects the rights and
treatment of the companies.”

“The mass of the common people of
the land.”” Mr. Cleveland said, “Tre-
gards life insurance as a strong de-
fender against the havoc of death and
a  compassionate benefit against the
deprivations of pitiless want. These
are the relationships in which your
companies stand to your fellow coun-
trymen,” he continued, “and these re-
lationships, closely interwoven, con-
binding life
insurance to the immovable rock of
popular confidence. You who manage
life insurance companies, cannot af-
ford to risk weakness in a single one
of its threads. The - disintegration
through breach of good faith, through
broken promises or through delusive
statements means a loss of strength
which actuarial mystery or manager-
ial calculations cannot repair.”

Mr. Cleveland said the companies al-
ready have done much to repair the
damages disclosed by the insurance in-
vestigation. ‘They have purged them-
selves of those directly responsible for
wrongdoing and adopted methods for
the transaction of their business whi~h
in most important ways enforce fidel-
ity and guarantee efficiency. Vigor and
industry have been instigated, and
study of the conditions that stand for
good management is more than ever
essential.” v

That ;some of the sections of¥the re-
cently “‘enacted insurance laws of this
city should be repealed and others
amended was the opinion expressed
by Darwin P. Kingsley, president of
the New York Life Insurance Com-
rany, in his’ address. Mr. Kinsley
said he would not ask to have repealed
any of the laws which make the com-
panies sound and honest and demand
the fullest and most exacting pub-
Jicity. In many cases, however, he be-
lieved certain portions of the new laws
to be bad. The provision of the law
applying to the limitation of new busi-
ness, he said, was an incorrect con-
clusion based on false philosophy. He
believed the commission which framed
the measure could have first recom-
mended action which would certainly
have purged the companies of errors,
ended extravagance, insured a high
standard of trusteeship from directors
and then placed the directors in the
centre of a blaze of publicity.

Mr. Kingsley was not opposed to
limitation on what may be spent in
the procurement of new business, but
he was opposed to a law which, while
professing to limit expenses, limits
methods.

President- Geo. E. Ide, of the Home
Life Insurance Company, declared
that as a result of the many laws re-
cently enacted, life insurance to-day

1 Is like an automatic slot machine, re-

quiring no management and no brains,
and the policy-holders themselves are
the principal sufferers. Mr. Ide’s se-
verest criticisms were directed against
that section of the New York insurance
law which provides that dividends
chall be distributed annually. He said
the so-called dividend was in reality
not a dividend at all, but simply a re-
turn to the policy-holder of that por-
tion of his premium found to be an
excess over the amount required to
meet all expenses. This expense, Mr,
Ide said, varies in ‘amount at times.
Under ‘the deferred dividend plan it
had been possible to set aside g por-
tion of thc surplus of prosperous
years to provide for ‘“lean” years to
come. TUnder the new law the pro-
portion of the surplus accruing upon
each policy must be ascertained ani
distributed annually.

Mr. Ide advocated the immediate re-
peal of the law. Referring 1o the vary-
ing rates of taxation of insurance com-
panies in different states, ne suggest-
ed a proposition whereby the policy-
holders in each' state shail pay the
_tax which their own representatives
impose, instead of the present ar-
rangement, where the tax is paid by
the policy-holders in general,

I.n presenting a paper on recent
Wisconsin- legislation by Frederick
Frelinghuysen, of the Mutual Benefit
Life Insurance Company, Mr. Hood
of that company, announced that thé
Mutual Benefit will withdraw from
business in Wisconsin at the end of
the present year.

RUSSIA AND JAPAN.

Czar’s Finance Minister Inquiring Into
Trade Conditions With ‘' View to
Fostering Relatiops,

WHAT LONDON PAPER SAYS,

Daily Mail Tells Its Million Readers
That Outlook in Canada This
Winter Is Grave.

Montreal, Dec. 7.—A special London
cable says: At least a million English-
men are learning through the Daily
Mail that Canada s poverty-stricken
and with a grave outlook for the com-
ing winter. Extracts are published
from the Toronto Telegram, Toronto
Star, Hallifax Herald and Woodstock
Express, to prove that the distress in
Eastern Canada is altogether excep-
tional. It is stated that ten thousand
men, mostly Britishers, are out of
work, and more unempioyed are walk-
ing the streets of Montrea] than for
vears. All the big firms are retrench-
ing and laying off men, especially in
Ontario. The outlook for many fam-
ilies seems to be terrible. All indus-
tries, especially metal trades, are do-
ing little or nothing. These reports
wiil tend greatly to restrict next year’s
immigration.

The financial stringency, it is as-
serted, is driving the colonial govern-
ments and municipalities to various ex-
pedients in their urgent need for
money, most of them paying banks
heavily for temporary accommodation
to avoid public issues.

The Cape Government, however, is
facing the market with a five million
four per cent. loan issued at less than
95. Only =ix months ago the issue price
of similar debentures was 98. On the
other hand, the South Australian Gov-
ernment is trying, despite the hard
times, to scale down the interest on its
bonds from 4 to 3% per cent. by a bonus
scheme, which the market is most un-
likely to favor.

SCOTCH HORTICULTURISTS.

Display of B. C. Fruit Pleased Them
and Some May Emigrate.

That the British Columbia fruit ex-
hibit captured the gold medal of the
Scottish Horticultural Society at the
show in Edinburgh recently, has al-
ready appeared in the press. A con-
firmatory letter has since been received
from R. M. PRalmer, who is looking
after the exhibits in the Old Country.
Mr. Palmer says that the Edinburgh
exhibit was made partly in the original
boxes and partly in baskets. It was
subsequently purchased by two of the
leading fruit merchants of the city,
who made special displays thereof in
their stores. He suggests that quite a
number of agriculturists in Scotland
are contemplating emigration, owing to
an unfavorable season just experienced,
and intimates his belief that British
Columbia may receive some Scotch im-
migrants as a result of the fruit dis-
plays and lectures which he is superin-
tending,

PROBLEM SAID
T0 BE SOLVED

Reported Agacement Between U. .
Ambassador and Hayashi
Regarding Immigration

Tokio, Dec. 7.—There is reason to
believe that the entire question of the
emigration of Japanese to America has
been satisfactorily settled, at least for
the present, after a series of confer-
ences which have been held between
TUnited States Ambassador O’Brien
and Minister of Foreign Affairs Hay-
ashi. It is understood that at their
last meeting the report of the Jap-
anese government outlined a plan by
which it is agreed to limit emigration
to students and commercial men hav-
Mg the means of support, and entirely
to prevent Japanese laborers from go-
ing to America.

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EMPRESS HAS RICH CARGO.

After an exceptionally stormy voy-
age, 2. M. S. Empress of Japan, Capt.
H. Pybus, arrived in port this morn-
ing from Hongkong and way ports,
bringing over $2,000,000 worth of silk
and Oriental freight and a large com-
plement of steerage passengers. The
Empress carried 18,148 packages, or 1,-
716 tons measurement of cargo, and in
this there were 1,914 bales of raw silk
and 160 cases of silk goods. The des-
tinatjon of this rich cargo was the east
1,777 packages going to New York, 50 to
Pennsylvania, 15 {o Montreal and 17 to
Connecticut. In adaitmn to silk the
White liner carried a large quantity of
cigars, opium and curios.

Fourteen saloon passengers and 568
steerage passengers came over. Of the
third-class passengers, 49 were Euro-
pean, mostly Russians; 175 Hindus and
444 Chinese. One hundred and fifty
Chinese and Hindus were landed here.
After putting off 800 bags of mail the
Empress left at 11:30 a. m. for Van-
couver.

The white liner left Yokohama on
Thureday afternoon, Nov. 30th, and
was only a few hours late in arriving,
although encountering bad weather
throughout the trip. On Friday last
the liner ran into very heavy gales and
| cross-seas, the wind increasing until
! Saturday night when the worst weath-
er was experienced. For several hours
the steamship battled with great. seas
and head-winds, her speed being ma-
terially reduced, but yesterday the
weather moderated and she made port
only slightly behind time.

Inciting Murder of Irish

Dublin, Dec. 9.—'There
sational sequel on Friday to the at-
tempted outrage last August upon Lord
Ashdown, when a Wwoman named
Minnie Walsh and her son were
charged with Inciting the attempted
murder of his lordship and with con-
spiring to obtain monéy under false
rtetences.

Later
ha discovered that three persons had
received letters ufrging. them to take
part in_a project to blow up Wood-
land c¢hurch, oh Ashdows’s estate In
Galway, while he was attending divine
service. Counsel added that he could
prove these letters were in the hand-
writing of Mrs. Walsh’s son.

LORNE CAMPRELL ON
THE PROPOSITION

e e

He Thinks the Lines in the Kootenays
Will be Electrified improving
Facilities.

Lorne Campbell, while in Nelson re-
cently, was shown a dispatch referring
to the likelihood of the electrification
of the C. P. R. lines in the vicinity of
Nelson, and asked what truth there was
irn the matter. Mr. Campbell replied
that there was a great deal of truth in
it although he had no recent informa-
tion on the subject. He had approach-
ec¢ the Canadian Pacific several years
ago as to this project and it had been a
matter of negotiation ever since. Mr.
Campbell thought that electrification
was bound to come for business reasons.
His plant at Bonnington was now ca-
pable of generating 20,000 horse-power,
and with the addition of some more
units, which were provided for in the
present building, this could be raised
{o 36,000 horse-power. Even then this
would not be the end as there then
would be power left in the ' Kootenay
river, especially if that were raised by
means of a dam, to supply yet further
voltage.

He had reported to the C. P. R. and
he could make his claim good, that the
Bonnington plant was capable of sup-
tlying electric power within a radius
of 150 miles of the power plant, the
radius being taken in an air line, not
necessarily along the track supplied.

The dispatch talked of the putting in
of electricity only on the heavier grades
but Mr. Campbell was of the opinion
inat of electrification took place It
Would be general over the whole line.
In fact, that was the only practical
way. There would not necessarily be
any change in*“the car rolling‘stock,
an electric train being very much like
a steam train, with the excepjtion of
the locomotive. There were various
ways of applying electricity, but the

ethod most probably adopted would
bé\ the trolly system. That did not
mean a trolly system resembling that
of the street car, but would be some-
thing along the same lines.

On a level bed electricity had a great
advantage, but it was when a heavy
grade was tackled that the great saving
came. Mr. Campbell claims that the
C. P. R., by adopting electricity, wouid
have a great advantage over its rivals
in being able to handle freight more
expeditiously and more economically.
With electrification, the whole business
of moving ore would surely fall into
the hands of the C. P. R., and as that
meant the moving of nearly two mil-

lion tons of ore yearly, even at the
present time, it would be readily seen
that the business was enormous.

The undertaking would be a big one
as it would probably include all the
lines between Proctor and Boundary
Fhlls. Slocan and Rossland. Hence It
would take a couple of yearg to instal.
What the cost would be Mr. Compbell
could not say, as this would depend
largely upon the amount of track to be
covered, the frequency of the service
and the system to be adopted.

DAMAGES CLAIMED
fOR CHILD’S DEATH

Further Troubles Confront Lady-
smith--City Treasury Is
Exhausted.

Ladysmith, Dec, 6.—Unless a comprom-
ise is effected the city council is likely
to be involved in litigation. A week or
more ago a large pile of stumps was
being burned by the city on the corner
of Third avenue and White street, and
on the Sunday morning a little four-
yvear-old girl named Maud Gibbon,
while playing round the fire, had her
clothing ignitéd_and suffered such se-
vere burns thatfshe died the next day.
At the time of the accident no one
one was watching the fire, and Mr. Gib-
bons is now claiming damages for the

.alleged negligence of the city authori-

ties. The question has not yet come
up in open council, but it has been talk-
ed over in secret conclave, and it is
understood that the council was willing
to pay all the funeral expenses. Wheth-
er or not this offer will be accepted by
the parents remains to be seen. Mean-
while the case against the city has been
placed with Russell Simpson, and it is
understood that he has lodged a claim
with the council.

Only last week a resident of White
street, Mrs. W. Sanderson, pitched
headlong over a dangerous rock which
stands out almost to the height of a
vard right in the middle of the street.
Mrs. Sanderson sustained such serious
injuries that she has been confined to
bed ever since, and it is rumored that
a claim is going to be preferred against
the council in this case also.

City is Hard Up.

Meanthime the present council has
had to suspend all improvement work
owing to the exhaustion of the city
treasury, and they are faced with pos-
sible litigation and a scavenging prob-
lem, which at the very lowest estimate
will cost $200. They will be lucky, in-
deed if they go out of office with a clean
ledger.

CATTLE ON STREETS.

Mayor Morley Will Adopt Regulations
Pending Full Settlement of
Question,

WANT HIS HONOR
TO BE DISMISSED

Action of Lieut. Gov. Dunsmuir Ove
Natal Act Distasteful to Van-
couver Trades Council

(Special to the Times).

Vancouver, Dec. 6.—The trades and
labor council last night passed a recom-
inendation te the Dominion govern-
ment demanding the dismissal of Lieu-
tenant-Governor Dunsmuir. The rea-
sons are those which developed in the
recent immigration inquiry, that as
president of the Wellington Colliery
company he had signed a contract with
the Canadian Nippon company for the
employment of five hundred Japanese
laborers, while at the same time as
lieytenant-governor he declined to as-
sent to the Natal Act proposed by the
Hon. W. J. Bowser, and unanimously
passed by the legislature for the con-
ditional - restriction of Asiatic immi-
gration.

E. A. Dutton, who proposed the reso-
lution, said he had the authority of the
gecretary 6 state that ine Sominion
government did not ask Mr. Dunsmuir
to withhold his assent to that act and
that certainly Premier McBride had not
given such adyjce.
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SUICIDE BEFORE
RISE OF CURTAIN

Mrs. Clara Bloodgood, an Actress,
Ends Her Life in Baltimore
Theatre Dressing Room

Baltimore, Md., Dec. b5 —Mrs. Clara
Bloodgood, the actress, committed sui-
cide by shooting in her room at the Hotel
Stafford here this evening. Mrs. Blood-
good’s body was found lying on the bed
with a bullet hole through the roof of her
mouth. Nearby Fay a book entitled “How
to Shoot Straight” and a 88-calibre re-
volver with three chambers &npty.

She attended a matinee performance at
Albaugh’s theatre this afternoon, and re-
turned to her hotel about 4 o‘cleck, seem-
ingly in the best of spirits. Later, when
it was time for the curtain to rise fcr her
own show at the Academy of Music,
where she was appearing in ‘“The Truth,”
she had not put in an appearance. Word
was sent to the Stafford hotel, and a bell
boy was sent up to her room. Just as he
approached the door he neard a pistol
shot. Hurrying back to the office, he
notified the clerks of what he had heard,
and an investigation was made, and Mrs.
Bloodgood was found stretched on the
bed as described.

Mrs. Bloodgood left a note addressed to
her husband, who is said to be on his way
to this city. The audience at the Academy
of Music was dismissed with the an-
nouncement that there would be no per-
formance to-night owing to a sudden in-
disposition of Mrs. Bloodgood.:

Bernard Weiss, the bell boy who was
sent to Mrs. Bloodgood’s room upon the
request of the Academy of Music when
she fajled to appear there at her usual
time, found no @ifficulty in opening the
outer door of the suite, but the inner
dcor was locked and resisted his efforts to
open it. He persisted and finally succeed-
ed in opening it slightly. Through the
aperture he saw Mrs. Bloodgood standing
with her back towards him. She was
nude, but was holding a wrapper in front
of her.” As Weiss hastily closed the door
he heard the rencrt of a pistol. Help was
summoned hastily and the door forced.
Against it had been placed a trunk. The
body of Mrs. Bloodgood was found upon
the bed near which Weiss had seen her
standing, and upen which she had evi-
dently fallen immediately after firing.

Three shots were fired, according to the
coroner, one of which went into the ceil-
ing and theé other two apparently inte the
roof of Mrs: Bloodgood’s mouth. The re-
volver used was a new one of 32 calibre.
Coroner Hayden after viewing the body
pronounced it an unquestionable case of
suicide, and gave a permit for the re-
moval of the body to an undertaking
establishment.

The shots were fired, to all appearances,
with the muzzle of the pistol in the
mouth, and the wounds did not disfigure
the body greatly. Word has been received
that Mrs. Bloodgood's husband is hurry-
ing here on a special train, which is due
to arrive an hour or two after midnight.

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VERDICT RENDERED IN
HOCHELAGA DISASTER

Protestant School Commissioners
Neglected to Carry Out Provision
of Montreal By-Law.

Montreal, Dec. 5—A reminder of
the Hochelaga school fire on February
26th last, in which 18 school children
and Miss Maxwell, principal of the
school, perished in a fire which took
place in the building, ocurred to-day,
when a special jury under Mr. Justice
Davidson in the superior court returned
a verdict awarding J. Almer Ander-
scn, father of one of the children who
perished, $300 damages.

The jury found that the loss of life
was due to two facts, first that the
Protestant  school commissioners of
Montreal, dJespite the fact that a
civic by-law existed which demanded
that fire escapes should be placed on
lall schoo! .buildings, had neglected,
though warned, to carry out the pro-
visions of the by-law, and second!y,
that the fresh air room of the Smeac-
Decwd system, through whica tlie
building was heated -and ventilated
Fad not been protected against the
entrance of smoke, in consequence of
which smoke from a fire which start-
ed in the basement just outside of the
fresh-air room had obtained access to
it, and through the system had been de-
livered to the parts of the buildings
in which the loss of life had occurred.

Eight other suits have been entered
against the commission by the par-
ents of the children, and if the case is
nat appealed a settlement will prob-
ably be effected with the plaintiffs, on
the basis of the verdict rendered in the
present case.

The jury was unanimous in all its
findings.

DIED FROM EXPOSURE.

Body of Mrs. Mary Reynolds, of Fort
Francis, Found Lying on a Farm.

Fort Francis, Ont., Dec. 6.—The body

Wednesday morning about three miles
east of Pine road, on the farm of J.
Lockhart.

The woman had left her home at
Sleemans on November 27th, taking the
train to Pine road, from where she pro-
ceeded to walk east along the railway
to her sister’s, Mrs. T. Kavinagh. It
was not until Monday that her rela-
tives found she /had not reached her
destination. A search party was or-
ganized, and the body was found as
stated. There was nothing to indicate
that the woman had died otherwise
than from exposure. An empty whisky
bottle was found near where the body
lay. Coroner McCrimmon was notified
and is investigating.

GREAT BLAZE NEAR BOSTON.
Group of Buildings Devastated—Loss
Estimated at - $250,000.

Boston, Mass., Dec. 6.—A’ fire which
broke out early last night in the boiler
shop of the Boston & Maine Railway
repair plant, East Cambridge, swept all
l;»ut two of the entire group of build-
ings, including a machine shop, and
consumed much valuable machinery
and fifteen locomotives. The loss Is a

quarter of a million.

_During the fire the horses of engine
No. 31 of Boston ran away and Kkilled
3, spectator, Augustus W. Ring, of
Somerville. In addition to the fatality
two firemen were severely injured by
the falling of steel girders from the
roof of the repair shop, which com-
pelled several firemen who were fight-
ing the flames from the roof to Jump
for their lives. The injured men are
Capt. hieivin Mitchell and Hoseman
James Edwin, both of this city.

The repair plant occupied about 75,-
000 square feet of land, at Prison Point,
110; far from the Charlestown state
Frison. The alarm of fire was rung
in from Boston, and the Boston de-
partment for over two hours fought the
fire before the Cambridge department
appeared.

The fire was a spectacular one, as
the flames were carried high in the air
by the gale which prevailed. Boston &
Maine officials estimate the loss at
$259,000.
