Cook’s version of the trouble with 
Commander Peary over supplies.

Dr. Cook told practically the ‘same 
story to one of his closest American 
friends just a week ago, before Com­
mander Peary re-appeared upon the 
scene, but said he did' not intend to 
make it public because it might lead to 
unpleasantness.

Dr. Hansen was with Dr. Cook for 
some time in Greenland, and returned 
with him on the Danish government 
steamer Hans Egde.

“Now that Dr. Cook has gone,” 
he writes, “I am no longer under any 
obligation to keep silent, and will ex­
ercise my right to publish the story 
about tha^house in Annatook, a story 
which Dr. Cook himself had too much 
delicacy to relate to the world. I write 
it from memory, as Dr. Cook told me. 
and I am fully convinced that in no 
details are my recollections wrong.

“Dr. Cook had built his house for 
stores in Annatook, north of Etah, and 
it was this depot which he started to 
reach in February, 1909. crossing 
Smith Sound. It was a pretty large 
house, the walls being built of heavily 
packed provision boxes, so Dr. Cook 
knew that when this important point 
was reached everything was safe, tfe 
had before the start given permission 
to a young friend named Whitney to 
use the house while hunting musk 
oxen for sport in the winter of 1908-09.

continent as far as the North Pole, 
upon which it would be possible to nail 
a flag. This position will be taken, it 
wa, emi-offlclally stated, in reply to a 
question asked in the British House of 
Commons as to the ownership of the 
North Pole soon after the result of Dr. 
Cook’s and Commander Peary’s ex­
plorations became known. The question 
was referred to Canada for reply. •

Canada’s answer in effect will be 
that all territory between the Ameri­
can boundary and the North Pole must 
be recognized as Canada’s land. The 
islands, it is maintained, have been 
formally taken possession of by Cajit. 
Bernier, Canada’s Arctic explorer.

(Times Leased Wire.)
Sydney, N. S., Sept. 13.—Plenty of evi­

dence designed to back up his. state­
ment that Dr. Cook did not reach the 
north pole, is in the hands of Comman­
der Peary, according to assertions made 
here to-day. This view is taken by a 
large number of explorers, scientists 
and others who are here to greet the 
explorer. *

“Commander Peary will have with 
him incon testable proof to support 
every statement he has made in con­
nection with Dr. Cook’s trip to the 
Artie,” Herbert L. Bridgman, secretary 
of the Peary club said. “Every one who 
knows Peary realizes he never makes 
statements unless he can prove them 
absolutely. When the proper time comes, 
and that will be when Dr. Cook has 
made his statement over his signature, 
the truth will be forthcoming.

“I agree with President Hubbard, of 
the Peary Club, that Dr. Cook might 
have learned weeks ago in Greenland of 
Commander Peary’s discovery and that 
in the interim he wove the story of his 
discovery of the north pole. News, you 
know, travels fast among the Eskimos, 
and it is quite likely Dr. Cook heard of 
what Peary had done.’’

Proposes Commission.
Paris, Sept. 13.—Throughout France 

a cry for scientific arbitration of the 
difficulties of Commander Peary and 
Dr. Cook as to who discovered the 
north pole first is being heard to-day 
in echo of a statement published yes­
terday by Prince Roland Bonaparte, 
president of the Paris geographical 
society. Prince Bonaparte said :

"The recitals given are inconclusive. 
They contain plenty of literary effect, 
but small detail, and they lack exact 
information. Personally, I think both 
Commander Peary and Dr. Cook should 
be asked to producce their proofs, fpaps 
and- diaries,

Until this is done, the scientific wqyld 
has the right to entertain scientific 
doubt. This does not imply distrust, but 
it is proper a demonstration should be 
given. It is possible that both Dr. 

Cook and Commander Peary reached 
the pole, but why one rather than the 
other?

’’I think all documents should be sub­
mitted to a commission composed of 
explorers, astronomers, navigators and 
polar experts. Every document should 
be produced in order that the conclu­
sion may be definite. The commission 
should have the right to summon wit­
nesses and cross-examine them.

“In the United States the scientists, 
according to their sympathies, are di­
vided into Cookists and Pearyists. 
Therefore, and American verdict would 
convince no one. England should also 
be excluded as an arbitrator,"as the two 
countries are bound by ties of blood. 
Besides, the English countrymen have 
displayed some jealousy.”

“We were playing in front of our 

house late yesterday when a man com­
menced to talk to Teresa. After he 
had given Teresa some money she 
called out: ’Come on with me; this 
man is my god-father.'

“The man took us to t|je outskirts of 
the city, when he suddenly turned on 
Teresa, and with an oath, shot her. 
Freddie and myself were unable to 
move. I begged him not to do it, but 
he took Freddie, and holding him in 
his arms shot him. Freddie groaned 
and the man threw him on the ground 
beside Teresa.

“After he had shot Freddie the man 
turned his revolver on me. He shot 
me through the arm, and I fell .to the 
ground, too. Then he put the revolver 
in his pocket and ran away. Although 
I spoke time and again to Teresa and 
Freddie they would not answer me. 
Then I fell asleep and do not remem­
ber anything more until I was awak­
ened by another strange man.”

When questioned by the police to­
day the milkman stated that he no­
ticed the three children lying, appar­
ently asleep, in the culvert.

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ÿ S'New York, Sept. 10.—“The affairs of 
the Union and Southern Pacific rail­
roads are so systematized that there 
would be no hitch In the management 
of the two roads in the event of my 
death or in the absence of any of the 
officials."

The above was one of the very first 
statements made by E. H. Harriman, 
who died yesterday at his home at 
Arden, upon his recent return from 
Europe in response to queries of 
newspapermen.

The statement is being conceded by 
prominent New York financiers as far 
as Harriman’s subordinates are con­
cerned, but who is the man that is big 
enough to step in and acceptably fill 
the shoes éf the late railroad wizard? 
This is the question heard on all sides 
on Wall street to-day.

The man most prominently mentioned 
to-day as his successor, is L. F. Loree. 
president of the Delaware and Hudson 
railroad. Loree was Harriman’s per­
sonal representative on the directorate 
of a number of “Harriman lines" and 
probably was closer in touch with the 
affairs of the railroad king than any 
other man in America. Others being 
mentioned in this connection are Judge 
Lovett, Kruttschnitt and F. D. Under­
wood. The latter is president of the 
Erie railway.

Harriman did not own all of the 
railroads with which his name was con­
nected. However, he was at the head 
of the pool owning and controlling 
them. And his word was law.

The question that is agitating rail­
road men to-day is whether there is 
another man in the country that can 
succfessfully hold this pool together.

Many reports concerning Harriman’s 
wealth are being circulated. Close 
friends of the late financier to-day are 
estimating his fortune at from $100.- 
000,000 to $150,000,000.

Statement by Stubbs.
Chicago, Sept. 10.—Traffic Director 

Stubbs, of the Union -Pacific railroad, 
to-day issued the following statement:

"No arrangements have been made 
for administering the Harriman pro­
perties in other than the accustomed 
manner. The organization will carry 
on the operation of the roads just as 
it has in the past and while Mr. Har­
riman was in Europe.”

He declined to discuss the proba 
successor of Harriman, although Stu 
himself has been mentioned for 
place.

Legal Battles Will Continue.
Portland, Ore., Sept. 101—1The death 

of E. H. Harriman has removed from 
the path of J. J. Hill the greatest op­
ponent the "empire builder" has ever 
had in the northwest. It has thrown 
a heavy weight on the Hill side of the 
scales in the battle of Hill and Har­
riman for the control of the central 
Oregon and central California, and has 
given Hill an incalculable advantage in 
the northwest where a railroad war is 
predicted by those familiar with the 
situation.

Although Harriman’s death will not 
result in a recession on the part of the 
Union Pacific system and its suBsid- 
iary western lines in either its opera­
tion or legal battles, it will be 
lowed by a decided lack of impetus on 
the part of the renowned “Harriman 
lines.”

speech made by President David Starr 
Jordan, of Stanford University, during 
the annual session of the ■ State Hu­
mane Association of California is creat­
ing much comment here to-day, for the 
reason of the caustic way which Jor­
dan arraigned Japan for not stopping 
her sealers from slaughtering fur seals. 
He said in part:

“The Japanese have disregarded 
every international law in regard to 
killing fur-bearing animals. Its ac­
tion is an uncivilized one. I would 
not say that Japan is an uncivilized 
nation, but its attitude in regard to 
the killing of seals has been one of the 
greatest affronts offered to American 
civilization.

“The bounty offered by the Japanese 
government of $10 a head for each fur 
seal caught or killed is an uncivilized 
aet. Japan has or at least the Japan­
ese have come to the conclusion that 
the only way to keep themselves in the 
circle of national activity is to become 
buccaneers or pirates.”

A. J. Carey,; of Gore & McGregor's 
office, left town this morning with “ a 
gang of men to undertake the prelim­
inary work in connection with the big 
Jordan River power project for the B.

As far as Sherring- 
ham Point, a few miles up the coast 
from Otter Point, the poles which 
are thé property of the Dominion tele­
graph line will be utilized to string the 
wire from the city, 'but from Sherring- 
ham Point in new poles will be erected 
for the B. C. Electric Railway Com­
pany. A gang of twenty linemen will 
be at once employed on the latter 
work.

The B. C. Electric Railway Company 
purposes pushing the big job to com­
pletion with all possible haste and 
hopes to be able to have the power 
house, which will generate 10,Q00 horse­
power, in operation by November of 
next year.

The party of surveyors, after locat­
ing the line for the <telephone which 
will give the company direct connec­
tion with Jordan River, will survey 
the land owned by the company at the 
latter point, and the engineer's offices 
will be erected. Should weather con­
ditions prove favorable work will be 
continued throughout the winter 
months.

The line of poles carrying thé power 
wires will take a more direct route to 
Victoria than that followed by the tele­
phone line via Sherringham point.

The B. C. Eledtric Railway & Light­
ing Company, in thus making so early 
a start on the actual work of begin­
ning the big power project is but car­
rying out promises made the city when 
the agreement between the corporation 
and the company was submitted to the 
electorate a few weeks ago.

The corps of engineers who will have 
charge of the work of installing the 
plant and building the flumes, ditches, 
etc., at Jordan . River will be under 
the charge of Wynn Meredith, an elec­
trical engineer who has had much ex­
perience in such enterprises.

ProspeSome Features of British Co­
lumbia’s Exhibit in 

Ontario.

(From Friday's Daily.)
The Toronto Globe of a recent date 

contains an appreciation of the Brit­
ish Columbia exhibit at the fair there. 
The Globe says:

The government and people of the 
province of British Columbia are to be 
congratulated on the splendid showing 
their exhibit makes at the Toronto 
National Exhibition. Always looked
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upon as the garden of the Dominion, 
and as being especially rich in na­
tural resources, the province has 
amazed thousands at the exhibition 
with its display of rich and varied 
products — luscious pears, peaches, 
plums, apples and other fruits, still 
with the bloom of the garden on them, 
lured thousands of housewives to the 
stall yesterday. Occasionally there 
came an Ontario fruit-grower inter­
ested in learning a lesson in the Brit­
ish Columbian art of packing fruit.

Along the outer walls of the exhibit 
crowds of rten interested in the build­
ing and lumbering trades surveyed the 
samples of -lumber cut from the 
moth trees of the province, and 
were the questions asked of Commis­
sioner William E. Scott, who is in 
charge. “How long does this timber 
grow ” asked one man as he fingered 
a piece of beautifully-figured Douglas 
fir four feet six inches wide and with­
out a knot. “I cut that from a board 
eighty feet long,” replied Mr. Scott. 
The surprise turned to 
when Mr. Scott continued: 
had a Douglas fir felled which was 385 
feet high and had a diameter of 18 
feet.”

Mr. Scott delivered a free illustrated 
lecture at night in the C.P.R. build­
ing, in which, with the aid of moving 
pictures, he showed the method of 
felling the huge forest trees and pre­
paring the lumber for the market; the 
system of salmon fishing, and fish-can­
ning industries; life on a British Co­
lumbian fruit farm, showing the fruit- 
pickers at work, the fruit-sorters, and 
the methods of the fruit-packer. The 
lecture was not only one of the most 
interesting entertainments at the fair, 
but in addition possessed an educa­
tional value hardly to be estimated. It 
helffed. to explain the mystery of how 
a province with but a population of 
a quarter of a million, has yet produced 
$114,000,000 from its 
$500,000,000 from its mines, and pro­
duces annually over $12,000,000 from its 
forests and over $7,000,030 from its or­
chards. Its fruits were described by 
the lecturer as “the finest in the 
world,” and the display in 'the Agri­
cultural hall quite bore out the lec­
turer’s statements. The large crowds 
which thronged the exhibit and the 
lecture hall yesterday will doubtless 
continue to visit the British Columbia 
display while the fair lasts. Nothing 
short of an actual visit to the province 
can give such an impression of its 
wonderful natural wealth and indus­
trial progress as is conveyed by a visit 
to the British Columbian provincial 
display.

HUNDREDS OF VISITORS
FLOCK TO SYDNEY

fhe Roosevelt, Bearing Ex­
plorer, Not Expected Until 

Sunday.

Sydney, N. S., Sept. 10.—Though hun­
dreds of visitors have been in the city 
for several days awaiting an opportun­
ity to greet Commander Robert E. 
Peary upon his return from the suc­
cessful dash to the North Pole it is not 
known exactly when the Roosevelt, 
bearing the great explorer, will ar­
rive.

It is not believed, however, that thé 
vessel will arrive here before Sunday, 
and it is probable that it may not 
reach this port before Monday,

Mrs. Peary and her children are now 
en route to Sydney to welcome her 
husband. Following the reception 
which is to be tendered here to the ex­
plorer, he will hurry to Washington 
and report to the navy department.

Another link in Dr. Frederick Cook’s 
chain of evidence that he succeeded in 
reaching the North Pole was revealed 
to-day when Dr. Briggs Baldwin, the 
famous explorer, announced that he 
has in his possession a letter prov­
ing that as early as three years ago 
Dr. Cook matured a plan to beat Peary 
at his own game. While Dr. Baldwin, 
who came here to greet Commander 
Peary, is working on the theory that 
this evidence will be valuable in win­
ning sympathy for Peary, others of his 
friends are not so enthusiastic. They 
hope to show that Peary actually 
reached the pole first and are not con­
tent to allow Cook that honor, even if it 
is proved that he did so by using 
Peary’s plans.

Declines Offer.

Morgan, the American financier, has 
placed his purse at the disposal of Dr. 
Frederick 'A. Cook, was rumored here 
to-day.

Orders for Grain for Great Britain 
Placed ki Alberta.

Calgary, Sept. 10.—The first carload 
of barley to arrive in Calgary came 
from Namaka, east of here, and gave 
another proof of the early ripening 
qualities of the Bow Valley district.

LIFE-SUPPORTING
ELEMENTS ON MARS

Professor Lowell Discovers 
Oxygen in Atmosphere 

of Planet.

Boston, Sept. 10.—Oxygen in the at­
mosphere of Mars has'been discovered 
by Prof. Percival Lowell, according to 
announcement made to-day. The dis­
covery was made through spectroscope 
observations. • With Dr. Lowell’s proof 
that the atmosphere of the planet has 
in it life-supporting elements and in 
sufficient quantity to support life, it is 
believed that no further evidence will 
be necessary to prove that the distant 
globe is inhabited.

Dr. Lowell's announcement follows 
closely the confirmation of his declar­
ation of last year to the' effect that 
there was water vapor in the atmos­
phere of the planet. At that time there

expreseeddoubtwas considerable 
whether or not Dr. Lowell was right. 
These doubts were proven to be 
groundless several days ago when Dr. 
W. W. Campbell, of the Lick obser­
vatory, took observations from the top 
of Mount Whitney, and got indisput­
able evidence that there is water 
vapor in Mars’ atmosphere.

That the mayor and aldermen are 

somewhat restive under newspaper 
criticism was demonstrated at Friday 
evening’s meeeting of the streets, sew­
ers and bridges committee, when a 
number of members of the board in­
dulged in some sarcastic references to 
the attitude of the local press towards 
the civic administration. Their re­
marks in this connection were intend­
ed to be funny, but it was noticeable 
that the aldermen also showed a dis­
position to get pn more, quickly with 
the business which came before them.

Considerable time was taken up in 
discussing the question of the expedi­
ency of removing a couple of holly 
trees on the Lorimer property, on To­
ronto street, the improvement work on 
that thoroughfare being held up until 
this momentous question of the dispo­
sition of the said trees is settled. It 
appears that all the property owners 
on the street, with the exception of 
Mr. Lorimer and Mr. H. H. Jones, have 
consented to the work being done, but 
the two have property abutting on the 
street and decline to consent to mov­
ing1 back. The holly trees figure large- 
15’ in the cause for the delay. After a 
long talk it was decided to leave the 
matter in the hands of the mayor, who 
will attempt a settlement of the im­
passe.

The plumbing inspector and the pur­
chasing agent recommended that the 
contract for 5,000 feet of galvanized 
iron piping be awarded to C. M. Cook- 
sen, the lowest tenderer, whose figure 

-is $16 per 100 feet. "
A. E. Bowers asked for sidewalk im­

provements on Springfield avenue, and 
the matter was referred to the city 
engineer for report.

Messrs. Moore & Whittington wrote 
asking that the cement sidewalk on 
the south side of Princess avenue, be­
tween Blanchard and Quadra streets, 
be gone on with before the wet weath­
er' sets in. Aid. Bishop urged that the 
matter be attended to at once, as a 
number of the residents had spoken to 
him about it. The city engineer re­
ported that it would be possible to take 
the work in hand at the end of the 
present month, and the Messrs. Moore 
& Whittington will be so notified.

A. C. McCallum, who lives on Foul 
Bay road, between Fairfield road and 
Preston street, inquired what was 
causing the delay, in laying down the 
sidewalk which had been petitioned 
for some months ago. On looking into 
the matter it was found that the nec­
essary notice preliminary to the pass­
ing of a by-law authorizing the work 
had not been posted owing to an over­
sight, in cosnequence of some doubt 
existing as to what proportion of the 
cost would be paid by the municipal­
ity of Oak Bay. The question of ar­
ranging to take the work in hand at 
an early date was left in the bands of 
the city engineer and the mayor.

The city engineer reported that 
Messrs. Wilson Bros, were agreeable 
to Improving the street in front of their 
premises on Herald street with per­
manent pavements, but were anxious 
that some temporary repairs he made 
at an early date. This would be done 
at once.

The same official recommended that 
the work of laying down a permanent 
sidewalk on Maple street, under the 
local improvement system, be pro­
ceeded with at once.

These recommendations were adopt­
ed, and a claim for damages which M. 
N. Fox alleges his residence on Glad­
stone avenue suffered as a consequence 
of blasting work will be left with the 
engineer to adjust.

Aid. Mable asked if it was not pos­
sible to put more workmen to work on 
the causeway. The public were com­
plaining at the slow progress being 
made.

The city engineer explained that if 
the telephone company were out of the 
way greater progress would be made 
with the work. He understood, how­
ever, that the conduits have arrived 
and that the work would no longer be 
delayed from that cause. But it was 
impossible to employ many more men 
on the job than are engaged at present. 
They had to wait until the cement 
sets.

Replying to a query from Aid. Ful­
lerton as to what was causing the de­
lay in the street improvement work on 
Fernwood road. Mr. Marwick.explained 
that the controversy between a num­
ber of property owners as to how the 
work should be done was mainly re­
sponsible for the delay, and another

reason was that_ filling was being 
taken from one portion of the street 
to another, and this was a slow process.

It was decided to proceed at once 
with the work of improving Linden 
avenue from Oscar street to Dallas 
road.

A committee consisting of Aid. Ross, 
Mable and the city engineer was 
named to make another attempt to get 
the interested owners to agree to the 
plans for the drainage of Skinner's 
bottom.

THE MAYORALTY.

To the Editor:—Permit me to inform 
you, and through you, sir, the citizens of 
Victoria, that I have no intention of 
seeking or accepting further mayoralty 
or other civic service under the old or 
existing impossible conditions.

In your editorial of the 10th inst. you 
forcibly advocate turning over a new leaf 
in civic affairs, in a news article of the 
same issue re mayoralty candidates you 
intentionally prejudice the cause you ad­
vocate.

You solicit suggestions. Allow me then 
to suggest as a starter, as a first aid to 
better civic administration, that the 
newspapers of the city themselves turn 
over a new leaf and quit the old game of 
annually advocating good government 
and for the balance of the year making 
it impossible;,quit prejudicing and "steer­
ing," and confine themselves to afford­
ing the people a true account, of facts as 
they occur, leaving the citizens free to 
form an unbiased opinion.

It Is scarcely necessary for me, sir, to 
remind you of where no small share of 
responsibility lies for the existence of 
the present conditions, which you now so 
seriously deplore.

Deep as are my sympathies for the 
cause you now advocate, and ready as I 
am at all times to render assistance 
thereto to the limit of my ability, in view 
of the value you have in the past and 
present placed upon my attempts to ob­
tain for the city the reforms you aim at.

NEW GOVERNOR OF MALTA.

Lieut.-General Sir Harry Rundle Ap­
pointed Commander-in-Chlef.

The appointment Is gazetted of 
Lieut.-General Sir Henry Micleod 
Leslie Rundle to be governor and 
commander-in-chief of the island of 
Malta.

Lieut.-General Sir Henry Rundle,

The question of the expediency of 

the city agreeing to the departure fav­
ored by a majority of the school board 
for the creation of the post of principal 
to supervise the affairs of the Boys’ 
and. Girls' Central schools is being much 
canvassed since the action of the trus­
tees on Wednesday evening last, and 
the commuinty is divided into two 
camps as te the wisdom of the sug­
gested course. *

Trustee Mrs. Jenkins, who opposed 
the resolution providing for the change 
introduced by Trustee Christie at last 
Wednesday evening’s meeting of the 
school board, taking ’cognizance of the 
feeling which has been aroused over 
■the njatter, will, at the next meeting 
of the board, present a motion that 
the question be reconsidered, urging in 
support of the same that so radical a 
change in the administration of the 
affairs of the public schools of the city 
ought not to be adopted unless at a 
meeting of the full board. At present 
Trustee Hiddeli and Trustee Staneland 
are out of the city.

. An inquiry leads to the belief that 
Sirs. Trustee Jenkins'. resolution is 
likely to carry. Chairman Jay, while 
he did not'vote when the resolution of 
Trustee Christie came before the board 
on Wednesday, is understood to be of 
the opinion that the proposed change 
is not in the best interests of the city. 
This, it is believed, is also the opinion 
of Superintendent Paul, who of course 
has no vote on the board.

It is argued by those who advocate 
the proposed change that a principal 
should be appointed who would not have 
to confine his duties to any particular 
school, but instead would supervise 
both schools and teach model lessons 
as were necessary. It is pointed out 
that in a number of cities in eastern 
Canada this idea has been adopted 
with success. Under the present sys­
tem, where they are separate princi­
pals for both the Boys’ and Girls’ Cen­
tral schools, these officials have heavy 
responsibilities. They necessarily have 
to be absent from their classes a great 
deal of their time, with the result that 
the instruction of the scholars is inter­
fered with. It is contended that it is 
quite impossible for a principal to do 
proper work, where besides teaching a 
class, other classes require supervision.

On the other hand those who 
posed to the proposed innovation 
that the situation in Victoria does not 
warrant any such drastic alteration in 
policy affecting school administration, 
hilt that on the contrary such an ex­
periment might have the reverse of 
good results. These say that Victoria 
in its Girls’ Central school has an 
set of real value which ought not to be 
allowed to suffer any loss of prestige. 
As conducted at present it has attract­
ed pupils from other parts of the prov­
ince, and one reason why many parents 
send their children to such schools is 
the fact that it is a purely a girls’ 
school, no meh being attached to the 
teaching staff.

It appears from inquiries that have 
been made regarding the matter that 
the genesis of the agitation for a 
change of policy, which culminated in 
the resolution of Trustee Christie re­
sulted from a desire to relieve Mr. 
Winsby, principal of the Boy’s Central, 
from some of the onerous duties now 
imposed upon him, and Ms name haç 
been mentioned in connection with the 
new post, should the board persist in 
the determination to create the same.

Opponents of the suggested action 
aieso say that such is quite unnecessary 
because of the fact that thç duties 
which would fall to the lot of the new 
principal are at present being carried 
out in very abl£ fashion by Superintend­
ent Paul, who acts in a supervisory 
capacity over all the schools.

The question will no doubt form the 
basis of a lively debate at the next 
meeting of the board.

Canada' ig going to, assume the 
slbility of establishing 'and maintain­
ing a - navy for coast 'defence - 
poses. None of these things would 
have been possible had there been a 
government in power which was simp­
ly content to sit still and wait for 
“something to turn up.” It is because 
there has been a government in power 
for thirteen' years which was not too 
timid to do something for the develop­
ment of the country that the revenue 
was increased beyond precedent in the 
history of any new land, thus enabling 
the -administration to shoulder both 
domestic and Imperial obligations.

It is an easy matter for the Liberal 
press to justify its enthusiastic sup­
port of such a government. So far from 
being galvanised into support by sub­
sidies from the treasury, we venture 
to say that the Victoria Colonist alone 
has received more pap from the pro­
vincial treasury during the present 
year than all the Liberal newspapers 
west of the Great Lakes have drawn 
from the Ottawa government; and 
every cent so drawn has been earned 
in a perfectly legitimate manner.

RANCHE!tion, and in many instances with ex­
pert knowledge of the work of thpir 
own departments are more reliable, 
and more disinterested guides in these 
matters than many aldermen who ac­
cidentally catch a place at the civic 
board for a year.

If thiç be so, and we do not think 
such a position will "be seriously dis­
puted, it becomes imperative that there 
be some means of regulating that staff 
and making it amendable to the de­
mands of economy and efficiency. This 
is where the true functions of the board 
of aldermen and of the mayor should 
be exercised, not in interfering with 
the routine work, but in insisting-that 
the broad general policy of the City 
Council be properly carried out. The 
council ought to be strong enough to 
insist that where an official manifestly 
fails in his duty, he vacate his office.
And to fail in duty does not always 
imply actual hindering. It may take 
the form of indolence, or dilatoriness, 
or half a dozen failings which may ap­
pear to be minor, but which make all 
the difference between an efficient offi­
cial and one who in the language of the 
street is “sloppy,’’ 1

This being the case it becomes im­
portant that the Mayor of this city and 
his aldermen should be men of person­
ality and force. Systems all fail where 
the man is non-effective. Government 
by annual alderman’s election, by elect­
ed controllers, by commission, or by 
any other form, gets back, in the last 
analysis, for success or failure, to the 
character, ability and stamina of the 
men trusted with the task of carrying 
them out. This, therefore, becomes a 
matter of vital concern to the elector, 
and brings us back to the situation we 
mentioned at the beginning of this 
article.

Within a few months the city will be 
asked to select a board of management 
for the year 1910. In a private corpora­
tion with a business equal to the activi­
ties of this city, the selection of these 
men would be a matter of the greatest 
care and foresight—a matter which 
would occupy the ceaseless attention 
of the shareholders. Yet this city, with 
a huge budget, with works of the 
greatest importance to maintain, with 
water, seweage, light and power-prob­
lems of the first magnitude, drifts on 
each year to the date of annual elec­
tion, without the slightest attempt to 
see that men who are qualified for these 
positions are sought out for office. Be­
hind this indifference it must be ad­
mitted there is a lack of that alert 
public spirit without which no city can 
hope to remain in the race with its 
more enterprising neighbors.

This public lethargy is partly an ef­
fect, and partly a cause, perhaps of the 
absence in the city’s municipal life of 
men of outstanding ability—men
whose dictum will be taken by the 
people, and who speak with authority 
in all matters of civic policy. Victoria 
has not always lacked such men, nor 
does she lack to-day men of the neces­
sary ability to fill such a role. But few 
of them are in public life, and they are 
pot in public life perhaps because of 
the modesty such men often manifest 1 nitrbt

Rule 987 (1) purporting to preserve to-this 
court that power which was formerly 
beneficially exercised (e. g., in Richards v. 
Bank of B. N. A., S B. C.. 209; and Crewe 
v. Mottershaw, 9 B. C., 246), was struck 
out by the order in council of March 28th, 
11906, and therefore I am unable to say 
that now the mere recovery of so small 
an amount is “ good cause” under Rule 
976 for my refusing to allow the costs to 
follow the event, even if the counter claim 
here did not invpk 
in Pacific Towing Co. v. Morris (1904), 11 
B. C., 173, and assist the plaintiff, as to 
which it is unnecessary to express an 
opinion. At thé 'same time I feel bound 
to say that for the future advancement 
of justice this court should, in my opin­
ion, have restored to it the power to pro- 
tèct the public from exorbitant demands 
and oppressive legal expenses by -control­
ling the costs when small verdicts are re­
covered in high courts, and that a rule 
should, be passed corresponding to that 
which has for a long time been in force in 
Ontario, as follows :

“Rule 1132. Where an action of the pro­
per competence of a County court is 
brought in the High court, or an action 
of the proper competence of a Division 
court is brought in the High court, or in 
a County court, and the judge makes no 
order to the contrary, the plaintiff shall 
recover only County court costs, or Divi­
sion court costs, as the case may be, and 
the defendant shall be entitled to tax his 
costs of suit as between solicitor and 
■client, and so much thereof as exceeds 
the taxable costs of defence which would 
have been incurred in the County court or 
'Division court, shall, on entering judg­
ment, be set off and allowed by the tax­
ing officer against the plaintiff’s County 
court or Division court costs to be taxed; 
or against the costs to be taxed and the 
amount of the verdict if it be necessary; 
and if the amount of costs so set off ex­
ceeds the amount of the plaintiff’s ver­
dict and taxed costs, the defendant shall 
be entitled to execution for the excess 
against the plaintiff."

This rule has been effective in remov­
ing in that province the abuse thereby 
aimed at.

SALVED WITH HORSES.

Seattle Captain Saves Tug From Sink­
ing at Dock.

Winnipeg, Sept. 13.—The special train 
bearing the British scientists returned 
this morning from the west and all ex­
pressed themselves delighted and im­
pressed with what they have seen of 
western 'Canada.

Capt. John Hughes, of Seattle, form­

Hughes noticed her the 
tug’s bow was headed for the bottom 
at an angle of about forty-five degrees 
and the water was just about to enter 
her forward hatch.

Some laboring men discovered the 
predicament at the time and rushed 
with pea vies to pry the bow from under 
the dock. But it was Capt. Hugh ess who 
solved the problem. He commandeered 
two teams hitched to delivery wagons, 
ran out on the tug and put a line on 
her stern, gave the line a turn on a 
pile and then, with his tackle securely 
fixed to the rear axle of one of 
the wagons, bid the driver go "full 
speed ahead.”

By this means the Mary D. was re­
leased from the position which threat­
ened her, but her starboard guard and 
bo,w piece were ripped out in the opera­
tion.

Many of the Survivors Now 
Without Food and Suf­

fering is Acute.

The Alaska Junk Company, which 
bought the wreck of the steamer Yo- 
sémite, which went aground near 
Bremerton a couple of months ago, is 
now actively engaged in demolishing 
the once fine passenger steamer. All 
the metal fittings are being removed 
by scow to Seattle. The Yosemite was 
built in 1862, when steamboat con­
struction had not reached the stage 
when weight or strength were sacri­
ficed to artistice adornment.

The machinery in the old traveller is 
heavy and cumbersome when compared 
with modern appliances, and the only 
way the wreckers have of disintegrat­
ing the wreck is by the use of dyna­
mite. Her engines, boilers, the big 
walking beam and the other heavy 
parts have all been broken up with 
charges of explosives, and 
looks as if it had been the centre of a 
cycline.

Everything movable is being stripped 
from the wreck. Among other things 
found in her were the pumps in her 
bilge. These are about five times the 
size of similar pumps made to-day, and 
unlike the modern pumps, the ones in 
the Yosemite were constructed wholly 
of brass. These were removed without 
being broken up, the men doing the 
work having to disconnect the pumps 
and get tackle around them at low 
water, when they were standing sub­
merged up to their necks.

The men on the Yosemite expect that 
it will take over a month of constant 
work to strip the vessel, after which 
they will wait until the high tides of 
December, when the vessel, relieved of 
the weight of all her engines and ma­
chinery, will be floated ashore and set 
on fire. She is sheathed with coppef 
and is copper-fastened throughout, and 
the easiest way of obtaining this cop­
per is by destroying the wooden hull.

The wreckers say that notwithstand­
ing the forty-five years’ constant ser­
vice to which the old vessel was sub­
jected, her timbers are still in good 
condition.

New York, Sept. 11.—That J. Pierpont 
Morgan will take the centre of the 
stage in the railroad world, and as­
suming practical control of the Harri- 
man railroads, combined.with his pres­
ent enormous interests, will"'become a 
greater railroad magnate than was 
Harriman, is believed on good author­
ity to-day.

It is said that J. P. Morgan, jr., son 
of the great banker, will be elected a 
member of the board of directors of the 
Union Pacific Company at a special 
meeting of the directors to be held 
Monday, filling the vacancy caused by 
the death of the wizard and stepping 
into his shoes.

Morgan & ‘ Co. has accumulated 
enough Union Pacific stock to get the 
place on the board, and if Morgan 
shows his full strength, it is declared 
that he could make his son chairman 
of the board.

It is understood that Morgan will 
carry out Harriman’s plans by making 
Judge Robert S. Lovett president of 
the Union Pacific, and that all the 
great Harriman aides will be retained 
or advanced in the management of the 
properties.

These reports are strengthened by the 
fact that J. P. Morgan was one -of the 
very last men with whom Harriman 
talked business. On Thursday of last 
week the banker visited the Arden es­
tate and it is known that they talked 
long and earnestly. There is no doubt 
that the conversation dealt with the 
manner of meeting the effects of Har­
riman’s death which he then knew was 
near at hand.

Harriman’s will is being carefully 
kept secret and will not be read until 
after the funeral is held. It is believed 
that it provides that the estate must 
keep the bulk of the securities together 
for a number of years and that when 
they are sold they are to go to Mor­
gan, Kuhn, Loeb & Co. and the Rocke­
fellers.

The Union Pacific is the key to the 
Harriman holdings and if Morgan gains 
the Union Pacific he will control the 
other Harriman lines.

Dr. Lyle’s Certificate.
Turners, N. Y., Sept. 11.—The death 

certificate of E. H. Harriman, signed 
by Dr. Lyle, was given to the under­
taker to-day and sets forth that Har­
riman died of “heart failure, superin­
duced by an internal complication.” 
Physicians say that this certificate 
would cover almost any kind of illness, 
and throws no light on the cause of 
the magnate’s death. '

Vancouver, Sept. 12.—The finance 
committee last night recommended the 
lease with right of purchase from the 
C. P. R. of 6 2-3 acres lying immedi­
ately to the south and east of the pre­
sent Kltsllano park. A by-law to raise 
$140,000 for the acquiring of beach lots 
on English Bay between Chilco street 
and the park, was also recommended.

A. H. Nichol, of the C. P. R., appear­
ed in reference to the former matter, 
and , stated that his company was will­
ing to lease the property to the city on 
the terms of the lease which the city 
now holds in respect to 2 3-10 acres, 
where the bathing house stands. The 
city has the option of purchase within 
five years at $185,000. It was arranged 
last night that the clauses restricting 
the use of both properties to park pur­
poses only, be modified to “public pur­
poses.” The C. P. R. is also to agree 
not to lease the foreshore of the pro­
perty to the west, which the city 
sought last year, for any commercial 
use.

Comptroller Baldwin reported that 
he had secured options on the six 
lots on the English Bay waterfront for 
$185,000. There is in all a frontage of 
396 feet, and the price asked figured 
out at $353 per foot. It was recom­
mended that a by-law for the purchase 
of the property be put before the rate­
payers at the time of the elections. Aid. 
Morton, taking the view that the prices 
asked were high, offered a motion that 
the assessor be instructed to value the 
English Bay property at that ratio, but 
an amendment by Aid. McSpadden sim­
ply to refer the matter without in­
struction carried.

In reference to the request of the 
school board for a grant of $1,000 for 
night schools, the committee decided 
to ask the board to meet it at the next 
regular meeting.

The civic salary by-law will come 
up on Tuesday evening at a special 
meeting.

On Friday or Saturday, of the pres­
ent week, a preliminary test of the 
high pressure salt water system will be 
made under the direction of Chief 
Davis, of the fire department. The 
chief this morning made all necessary 
arrangements to that end with Mr. 
Hutcheson, superintendent of the elec­
tric system of the city, who will have 
charge of the pumping machinery, 
which is housed at the station at the 
foot of Herald street.

The machinery has been in place for 
several weeks, and the delay in taking 
up the preliminary tests prior to hav­
ing the entire system inspected by the 
engineer being brought here by the 
Vancouver Island board of fire under­
writers has been due to the desire of 
Mr. Hutcheson to test a number of 
extra hydrants which have been placed 
in position, and which were not In­
cluded in the plans as originally drawn.

In the test this week the pumping 
machinery will be subjected to the se­
verest strain which might be imposed 
upon it should a great conflagration 
break out in the heart of the city. Chief 
Davis said he would run lines of hose 
from six or seven of the big hydrants 
on Government street and test each 
hydrant not only individually, but col­
lectively.

Great public interest attaches to the 
test, as should it prove successful, as 
there is every reason to believe it will, 
the long-promised reduction in the fire 
insurance rates will be made.

5*Reveistoke, Sept., 13.—Mayor Linde- 
niark, general manager of the^-Revel- 
stoke Lumber company, testified be­
fore the Timber S*nd Forest commission 
Saturday that the fire ranging sys­
tem of the provincial government and 
the provinces requiring the taking out 
of permits by settlers for the setting of 
fires had been most beneficial.

Fire could easily be kept out entirely 
with a complete and efficient system 
but he suggested that the lumber com­
panies choose deputy fire wardens to 
act under the permanent districts 
wardens, so as to insure the obtaining 
of practical men. He considered the 
present provincial tenure unsatisfactory 
and uncertain, being a great drawback 
and leading to the slaughter of timber. 
The rental he thought too high, but the 
royalties would be increased and this 
should be done in fixed periods. The 
cost of properly cleaning up limits of 
debris after logging he gave as under 
$10,000 a square, mile, but while it was 
very desirable, he thought the cost pro­
hibitive.

Mayor Llndemark said provincial tim­
ber was being cut on account of high 
rentals. Dominion timber was thought 
more of by lumbermen, because it was 
cheaper and more accessible. There 
was no doubt the province got more 
revenue from its timber than the Do­
minion 'government from its. Regard­
ing protection, the mayor pointed out 
that the prairie farmer had protection 
on his cattle and all his produce, of 
which British Columbia lumbermen 
were large purchasers, but the lum­
bermen had to meet free lumber from 
the states in the prairie market. The 
duty on machinery need not worry the 
lumbermen, he said. It was clearly de­
monstrated to American operators that 
Canadian machinery is as good as that 
imported.

C. R. Skene favored gdvernment re­
gulations as to cutting, under compe­
tent officials and everything should be 
cut down to ten inches on the stump.

J. M. Kellie believed in the perpetu­
ity of license where the land is only 
fit for timber. A nominal rental of $5 
or $10, after a man had paid for two or 
three years, would be beneficial to the 
province and the operator. In ten or 
twelve years, he considered, the royal­
ties would be greater than all the ren­
tals.

He was an 
old employee of Mr. Gibbons, manager 
of the mill, having served under him 
at the Arrowhead Dumber company's 
mill for three years, and was at thq1 
Pingston Creek mill for 14 months pre­
viously. He was 38 years of age and 
unmarried. He came from Cape Wolf, 
Prince Edward Island.

Seattle, Wash., Sept. 11.—The re­
enacting of the scene of the landing of 
the pilgrims from a real “Mayflower” 
this morning marked the beginning of 
New England day at the exposition and 
afforded a pleasing spectacle. The 
Mayflower carried 102 members of the 
local New England club, which, as 
nearly as can be ascertained, was the 
exact number which landed on the 
bleak and rock-bound coast 289 years 
ago. Dressed in the old Puritan fash­
ion they sailed up Lake Union on the 
ship which is a reproduction of the 
original Mayflower. The vessel, sailing 
under her own canvas, came to anchor 
off the foot of the paystreak and the 
Puritans disembarked In small boats. 
They were met at the shore, after land­
ing on “Plymouth rock,” by a band of 
Indians, one hundred in number. After 
a pow wow the procession marched 
through tht fair grounds to the Puritan 
inn, where an old-fashioned New Eng­
land dinner was served.

Formal exercises were held in the 
auditorium.

A reception and grand tyill will he 
held in the Washington state building 
this evening. .

Seattle, Wash., Sept. 11.—Finding the 
first buildings erected for the live stock 
show at the Alaska-Yukon-Pacific Ex­
position, which will be held from Sep­
tember 27th to October 9th, completely 
inadequate to handle the enormous 
number of animals which have been 
entered, the department of works at 
the exposition has found it necessary 
to double the size of the barns. The 
new structure will be 120 feet in 
length by 50 feet in width, and it will 
be completed in time for the opening 
of the live stock show.

DECLARES PEARY

Says He Will Produce Sufficient Proof to S ow 
Brooklyn Explorer Never Reached

Bridgman’s Views.
(By Herbert Bridgman, secretary of the

Sydney, N. S„ Sept. 11.—In my opinion

ment is a clean cut narrative, devoid of 
thrills and clap-trap and undoubtedly 
is the best answer to the question of 
“who discovered the pole.”

I have contended all along that there 
is no need for a controversy and that 
the facts in the case will settle the 
question. Personally, and speaking for 
the Arctic club, I want to say that we 
are engaged in no controversy with Dr. 
Frederick A. Cook. I have not even a 
statement for the public as to the cor­
rectness of Dr. Cook's statement. I do 
say, however, that Peary has set the 
standard in the world in the matter of 
proof of his achievements and I be­
lieve that the people will insist that Dr. 
Cook present equally valid proof.

Conditions Favorable.
(By Anthony Fiala. Written exclusive­

ly for the United Press. Copywright 
1909 by the United Press Association ) 
New York, Sept. 11.—Commander 

Peary’s success in reaching the North 
Pole was possible through a combina­
tion of favorable conditions, througli 
his fine equipment and his own and his 
party’s enterprise. Without the ice 
conditions being just right, the party 
would have been doomed to failure. 
Commander Peary’s account of his trip 
is different from the accounts given 
by Nansen and Cagni of their record- 
breaking marches northward. In read­
ing the latter you are impressed by 
the hopelessness of trying to proceed 
swiftly against ridge after ridge of 
moving, broken ice, confronted always 
by storms and thaws. Peary reels off 
the ice distance as if he were on tho 
Klondike trail.

The supporting parties got back with 
clock-like regularity and the pole was 
reached in five dashes after Peary sent 
Capt. Bartlett back.

Peary was wonderfully successful in 
being able to reach the pole taking the 
necessary observations, then making his 
way back over the trail which he 
broke on the outward march. The 
simple ease" of his success is expressed 
in his own words:

“The pole at last. The prize of three 
centuries; my dream and goal for 
twenty years is mine at last. I cannot 
bring myself to realize it.”

“ ‘It all seems so simple and common­
place,' as Bartlett said, when turning 
back, speaking of regions which no 
mortal ever penetrated before, fit is 
just like every day.’ ”

One surprising thing was Peary’s be­
ing able to take enough wire along to 
make a sounding of 15,000 fathoms. I 
don’t suppose he was very sorry when, 
through accident, he lost this heavy 
piece of scientific furniture.

New York,' Sept. 11.—Commander 
Robert E. Peary, at Battle Harbor, 
to-day sent a wireless message to the 
United Press in which he reiterated 
the, charge that Dr. F. A. Cook never 
reached the North Pole, and asserts 
that at the proper time he will pro­
duce sufficient proof to show that the 
Brooklyn physician is an •’imposter.” 
Peary does not expect to reach Sydney 
before September 15th. The United 
Press message reads:

“Accept my thanks for your kind 
telegram of congratulations. Replying 
to your inquries, I found no trace of 
Dr. Cook at the pole. As a matter of 
fact he had not been at the pole on 
April 21st, 1908, or any Other time. 
This statement is made advisedly and 
will be backed by proof at the proper 
time.

United Press, Commander Peary says:
“See my Washington cablegram to 

the White House, state department, 
navy department and coast survey, and 
also telegrams to President Schurman 
at Cornell University.

The New York Times, which has a

contract with the explorer to publish 
his narratives, to-day prints a cable 
message from Peary declaring that as 
soon as Dr. Cook makes his claim be­
fore a reputable geographical scientific 
society, Peary will be in a position to 
furnish material which may prove to 
be very interesting reading for the 
public.

The Two Stories.
New York, Sept. 11.—The adherents 

of Dr. Frederick A. Cook to-day are 
declaring that Commander Peary's 
story is the very best confirmation of 
Cook’s claims. To support their point, 
they call attention to the similarity in 
the two stories.

Friends of the Brooklyn explorer say 
that Peary claims to have travelled 
even faster than Dr. Cook, although 
they allege Peary’s friends scoffed at 
Cook's story of speed.

Ceremony at Arden Will Be of 
Simple and Unpretentious 

Characrer.

Agassiz, Sept. 9.—Within four miles 
of the pretty city of Agassiz, one thou­
sand persons are gathering the harvest 
of ripened hops, for the growth of 
which the valley near Cheam mountain 
is considered second to none on the 
Pacific coast. There are many beauty 
spots in British Columbia, but Agassiz, 
with its mountain scenery, experimen­
tal farm, grassy meadows and natural 
surroundings is an ideal summer re­
sort. Added to this is the close prox­
imity of the noted Harrison Hot 
Springs and the hop gardens in which 
thousands find employment at this 
season of the year. The pickers are of 
all ages and conditions. Here and 
there, throughout the fields, the white, 
Hindu, Chinese and Indian stand round 
the vines pulling off the hops and plac­
ing them in large receptacles for con­
veyance to the drying kilns. From Fort 
Rupert to Kamloops the Indians have 
been gathered together, by agents of 
the Horst, Clements company, who are 
the owners and lessees of the fields. 
From daylight until dark, they pick 
the hops, receiving one cent per pound 
for their labor. Men, women and child­
ren will be engaged during the whole 
of September at the hop fields and it is 
estimated that over fifty thousand dol­
lars will be expended in wages during 
the month; The work is not arduous 
and it is surprising that so few white 
families engage in it. With good facili­
ties for camping and the opportunity of 
spending a month’s holiday where peo­
ple enjoy a vacation away from the 
cities, the hop picking affords an op­
portunity of combining business with 
pleasure that should be taken advan­
tage of by those seeking health and 
recreation.

market actually rose. The Harriman 
shares, under the powerful support 
that seemed to come from all quarters, 
so well had the plans been laid, rose 
in some instances as high as two and 
a half points. The successful turning 
of the expected crisis was a final mark 
of the genius of the master hand of 
finance, for on his very death bed Har­
riman had ordered that his death be 
kept a secret until after the market 
closed, and he had even advised his 
lieutenants as to the best method of 
meeting the situation over night.

Thus, even after his death Wall 
street to-day felt the hand of Harri­
man, and with Standard Oil, Morgan 
and other big interests behind the bol­
stering movement, advancement was 
recorded where a serious crash was 
feared.

The market opened active and strong 
with prices generally higher. South­
ern Pacific was up 2%, Union Pacific 
1%, Reading 1%. The opening was 
strong and orderly with interest cent­

Companies That Have Been 
Given Charters During 

idle Week.
(By a Staff Correspondent of the 

United Press.)
Turners, N. Y., Sept. 10 —Without a 

, -uggestion of the pomp and ceremony 
that usually marks the interment of 
a monarch, E. H. Harriman, king of 
no temporal realm, but truly monarch 
of the rails, Will be laid to rest at 3 
o'clock Sunday afternoon in the little 
country churchyard at Arden, beside 
the body of his born, the son who bore 
his name.

This announcement was made at 
the Harriman chateau at Arden. Rev. 
J. Holmes McGuinness, rector of St. 
John’s church on the Arden estate, 
will officiate at the services.

At 2 o’clock a short service will be 
held at the residence and immediate­
ly after the cortege will move down 
the hill to the little church of St. 
John. Only the members of the family 
and a few friends will attend. A brief 
ceremony will be held in the church, 
and then the burial will take place.

The active pallbearers will be the 
members who served their chief as the 
heads of the various departments on 
the Arden estate, as follows: C. T. 
Ford, superintendent; L. W. Mandigo. 
head carpenter; E. P. Schultz, master 
mason; Wm. Robbins, farm superin­
tendent; W. A. McClelland, supervi­
sor of stores; Wm. Viner, farm super­
visor.

The honorary pallbearers are expect­
ed to include some of Harriman’s pow­
erful financial allies and the heads of 
the railroads which he controlled.

Many financiers of the country have 
already given notice of their inten­
tion of coming here to pay their re­
spects to the memory of the railroad 
king. It is probable that representa­
tives of vast financial interests will be 
coming and going Saturday and Sun­
day, making this small railroad station 
a place of peculiar interest in the 
financial world.

The cause of the death of Harriman 
seems likely to remain a mystery, as 
the members of the family and the 
physicians decline to give any definite 
information. Dr. Lyle refused to add 
anything to his previous statement that 
death was caused by “heart exhaustion 
superinduced by other physical com­
plications.”

When it was suggested to him that 
such a statement would be true of any 
death, he refused to make any com­
ment.

Robert T. Gerry, Hifrrimart’s son-ifi- 
law to-day reiterated his statement 
that the family would not permit an 
autopsy and that it was impossible to 
determine the cause of tFe death with­
out an autopsy. The talk of canceer 
has been revived by this great secre­
tary. It is certain that Harriman knew 
the end was near for he had com­
pleted all his plans for his death. At 
his direction certain papers were pre­
pared in New York and brought here 
for him to sign yesterday morning. 
Harriman gave orders regarding his 
funeral and left instructions regarding 
his burial. He ordered that the most 
simple service be used and that there 
be no sign of pomp. It was at his 
suggestion that the heads of depart­
ments of his estate were named as the 
active pallbearers.

Denial by Dr. Lyle.

The date of the next municipal ejec­
tions is still some way off, but this has 
not debarred the question of mayoralty 
possibilities from the list of topics for 
discussion where men most do congre­
gate—and on one point there is general 
agreement, the approaching contest 
promises to be one of the most exciting 
and hotly-contested In the history of 
the city.

It is taken as a certainty that the 
water problem will prove the main is­
sue of the campaign; and this question 
alone would guarantee that it would 
prove more than ordinarily interesting, 
but other factors in the situation also 
lead to the conviction that it will be 
lively and exciting.

Ex-Mayor Morley is said to again 
have eyes on the chair of the chief 
magistrate of the city, and he Is a con­
spicuous figure on the streets these 
days surrounded by a little knot of sup­
porters who listen eagerly while he 
expounds his favorite theories for the 
better government of the city. That 
he will be in the fight is taken as an 
extreme likelihood.

In respect to the position of Aid. 
Henderson in the approaching mayor­
alty contest, it Is alleged by his friends 
that "Barkis is willin.” And it is 
thought also that this applies to Aid. 
Turner, who, since he first took a po­
sition at the aldermanic board, hap 
been looked upon as a mayoralty "pos­
sibility.”

Mayor Hail will not, it is understood, 
again be a candidate, his ambitions for 
further public service lying in another 
direction.

With an issue, therefore, ^hlch will 
rivet public attention, and with the 
presence in the field of Mr. Morley, . 
there Is reasonable certainty that the 
contest will prove an exciting one.

That the moral reformers will be to 
the fore in force is contended by those 
who have watched the trend of events 
during the past few months. The great 
sixty-day race meet at the Willrws, 
with the train of evil influences which 
it left behind, as Is alleged by oppo­
nents of the practice of betting at 
races, will be -made a peg upon which 
to hang a vigorous campaign In the 
Interests of moral reform In civic 
policy. Mr. Morley may, it is said, make 
a strong bid for staunch support from 
the section of the electorate who will 
be prominent In this phase of the 
campaign.

In this survey of the situation, no 
reference has been made to the large 
and influential class of citizens who 
are sick and tired of the old order of 
things, who see no promise of Im­
provement should the campaign be 
narrowed down to the possible candi­
dates whose names have been mention­
ed and who favor a "new deal.” Prom­
inent citizens who are numbered in this 
class dealare that the time has arrived 
when Victoria should make a sweep­
ing reform. Some are in favor of gov­
ernment by commissioners.

Others who favor a radical reform In 
civic matters urge that a convention 
representative of all classes in the city 
should be called at an early day for 
the purpose of giving serious consider­
ation to the problem of getting a bet­
ter government in office at the city 
hall. They point out that it an absurd 
thing that the list of candidates should 
be confined to those who imagine 
that they can serve the city well in 
the capacity of aldermen, and no can­
vas made of leading citizens with the 
object of inducing them to stand for 
election.

Others there are who urge as a pan­
acea for the ills that afflict the com­
munity In the matter of civic govern­
ment the abolition of the salary sys­
tem as far as aldermen are concerned. 
They say that as long as this system 
prevails men will be attracted as can­
didates who would not otherwise offer 
and who have no special qualifications 
for office. On the other hand, were the 
aldermen unpaid, 
men would be Induced to come for­
ward and devote a portion of their 
time to civic work at the aldermanic 
board.

Having just returned from a trip 
which extended well within the Arctic 
circle and which was no less than 2,- 
300 miles and occupied two and a half 
months, Staff Sergt. Fitzgerald, of the 
R. N. W. M. P., reached Edmonton the 
other day and was interviewed by the 
Bulletin of that city.

Few of the men of the north, says the 
Bulletin, can tell a more interesting 
story than Sergt. Fitzgerald. A keen 
observer and one whose intellect has 
not been dulled by the fact that he and 
several comrades are practically the 
only white residents over the frozen 
area of thousands of square miles, the 
story that he tells is an entrancing

advance on what he paid for it.
During the summer Mr. Howson lo­

cated 26 additional sections of coal 
lands on Morice creek. These are with­
in about 12 miles of the line of the G.

The work is done by the sergeant and 
two constables, who are the sole offi­
cial representatives of law and order in 
the Arctic circle.

Of both, Sergt. Fitzgerald speaks very 
highly. Stefanson is studying the habits 
of the natives and learning their lan­
guage and Anderson is a botanist and 
zoologist.

defences are placed near the ap­
proaches. Esquimau offers especial op­
portunities for the defence of the 
straits could command the straits.

Agassiz, Sept. 10.—Mystery still sur­
rounds the tragedy at the mouth of 
Silver creek, on Douglas lake. On the 
opposite shore is a deserted camp in 
which portions of a newspaper were 
found which formed a part of the 
wrapper around some bread lying on 
the ground near the battered, scorched 
and decomposed remains of an uniden­
tified man, -Two weeks ago four men, 
including one Indian, left Harrison 
station for Douglas lake, in a row­
boat. When the body was found Cor­
oner Agassiz summoned a jury and 
proceeded to the locality. Evidence 
was adduced which proved that a man 
named Wade and three other men 
camped where the deserted outfit still 
remained. Indications proved that a 
drinking bout had been engaged in. 
The boat was missing, also a canoe, 
owned by the Indian. The jury brought 
in a verdict of “murder by parties un­
known.” The body, believed to be that 
of Wade, was buried on the spot. Pro­
vincial police officers Wilkie, Lane and 
Gamma remained on the lake for 
time, but no trace could be found of 
the other three missing men. It is pre­
sumed that the Indian knows all of the 
circumstances connected with the 
crime, and a determined effort is being 
made to locate him.

Revelstoke, Sept. 11.—At the sitting 
of the Timber and Forestry Commis­
sion yesterday there was a little inci­
dent which was not only the feature 
of the day, but is of general interest 
as making plain the broad manner in 
which the three commissioners are go­
ing about their work. Near the close 
of the session Samuel H. Bowman, of 
^Minneapolis, president of the Union 
Labor Company, in the course of his 
evidence showed that he had the 
opinion several witnesses seem to have 
got that the commissioners are against 
them, and he rather plainly intimated 
that he did not appear able to con­
vince them that the lumbermen have 
e vested riçht and are entitled to con­
sideration. Mr. Flumerfelt took excep­
tion to this, and Mr. Goodeve followed 
up a little more sharply.

Mr. Bowman explained that he meant 
nothing personal, but it was clear from 
his remarks that he had taken the 
questions put to himself, as to other 
Witnesses, in the light of a decided and 
settled opinion.

The lumbermen are represented by 
counsel and naturally their side of the 
case is being well presented. It re­
mains for the commissioners to bring 
out other sides and obtain the opinions 
of witnesses on these.

A lot of questioning centres around 
a comparison between Dominion and 
provincial lumber tenures, for the 
simple reason that the lumbermen, at 
the very outset, brought this in. Mr. 
Bowman, on the whole, stood for per­
petuity of tenure with fixed royalty and 
rental so far as present holdings are 
concerned. Whenever it becomes ad­
visable to dispose of any of the limits 
now' reserved, he advised charging a 
price in harmony with the then value. 
According to him, the lumbermen are 
losing much money “like water through 
a sieve."

O. L. Boynton, manager of the same 
company, took much' the same line ex­
cept that he would be willing to have 
the royalty fixed at increased figures 
in five or ten year periods, but fixed 
now. He praised the present provincial 
fire ranging system, but advised the 
employment of many mofe men in the 
dry season.

W. C. Brewer, manager of the Big 
Bend Lumber Company, took practical­
ly the same ground as other witnesses 
as to tenure, rental and royalty.

The commissioners took an hour at 
lunch time to accept the invitation of 
Mayor Landmark to visit Revelstoke'a 
second fair, which is in progress this 
week. There is a most creditable 
Showing in all departments.. and the 
commissioners were able to congratu­
late the mayor and directors.

The opening of such works should 
mean a great deal for the city and 
for Esquimalt harbor, which seems now 
to be coming rapidly into prominence 
as a commercial centre.

The Rosebank lime kilns are now 
being operated by Raymond & Son, of 
this city, under lease.

railroad administration
New Westminster, Sept. 10—In less 

than a week the steel of the B. C. elec­
tric railway company will be laid from 
New Westminster to Cloverdale, a dis­
tance of 12 miles, comprising the first 
section of the Chilliwack extension of 
this company’s line. Over eight miles 
of this line has already been laid. A 
gang of from 40 to 75 men is engaged 
on this job. These men do not stay 
steadily at this task. As a result the 
company may have plenty of men one 
day, and the day following he 20 or 30 
short. This condition causes numerous 
days.

It is evident that the line to Clover- 
dale will be put In operation, probably 
about November 1. As soon as steel is 
laid to Cloverdale the whole gang will 
be put at ballasting the new line. With 
two work trains and a large gang of 
men this work will be rapidly proceeded 
with and it will be completed by the 
end of September;

Electrical Engineer Howes has charge 
of the wiring for this line and already 
he has a gang of men putting up poles 
and otherwise preparing to bq|dn this 
task. The wiring should be completed 
by the end of October at the latest so 
that this portion of the new line may 
be in operation before Christmas.

All along the line as far as Chilli­
wack the contractors and sub-con­
tractors are clearing and grabbing the 
right-of-way and the work Is reported 
to be progressing satisfactorily. At the 
present time about 600 men are at 
work between this city and Chilliwack 
and by the time the whole line is clear­
ed it is estimated that there will be 
fully 1500 men engaged on this new 
road. As soon as steel laying and bal­
lasting to Cloverdale is completed the 
men will proceed with laying steel 
from Cloverdale. The grading is com­
pleted as far as Abbotsford and the 
whole line will be graded by the end 
of January at the latest. Three big 
dredges are now at work grading the 
line on Sumas Prairie.

To facilitate the laying of steel on 
this new line three material yards have 
been established. At New Westminster 
there is a large yard containing 3500 
tons of steel which will be used on. the 
line to Cloverdale. At Cloverdale there 
is another yard from which material 
will be taken for the line to Hunting- 
ton. From Huntingdon material will be 
secured to finish the line to Chilliwack.

Hongkong, Sept. 11.—The govern­

ment has failed in its effort to put 
down the sale and use of opium ac­
cording to a report forwarded to Lon­
don. Chinese duplicity l)as rendered in­
effective a vast amount of legislation.

In the city of Laehokow for instance, 
the opium traffic has increased since 
the anti-opium law went into effect. 
Proclamations were issued by the local 
magistrate to close all opium dens.

The keepers bribed the police, put 
the lounges behind screens and con­
tinued business as before.

A proclamation was then Issued that 
all opium smokers must be registered 
and ac deputy official was appointed to 
attend to the registration and also to 
record opium importation and consump­
tion.

A ticket was issued to each registered 
smoker free of charge, stating the 
amount of opium he was allowed to 
purchase each day. In three months 
time it was explained, new tickets 
would be issued, on which the amount 
of opium would be reduced at a time. 
The reduction would continue at inter­
vals of three months until zero was 
reached, after which the smokers 
would not receive any opium and the 
vice would be stamped out.

The result was that the smokers 
when they applied for their first tickets 
asked for an amount of opium many 
times more than that to which they 
were accustomed, so that many years 
would pass before the amount is re­
duced to the size needed to satisfy the 
appetite.

Incidentally, the deputy made the 
dealers pay him forty cents cash for 
every ounce of raw opium and 50 cents 
cash for every ounce of prepared opium 
sold. He told them the larger their sales 
the less likelihood there would be that 
he would interfere with the traffic. He 
made memoranda of all the opium in 
hand in the different shops so that 
they would not Be able to cheat him. 
He has reduced the graft to a system. 
There are at Laehokow 300 opium deal­
ers, so the deputy gets a handsome 
revenue. Non-smokers are taking tick­
ets which enable them to buy opium, 
and they are opening new dens.

In the country no tickets are required 
and anyone can buy as much opium as 
he likes and can pay for. The assistant 
magistrate at Kuanghuhsien owns the 
opium shop which sells to the dens and 
private persons.

WHIPPED BY PRINCIPAL
Calgary, Sept. ll. — That winter 

wheat, when irrigated, will provide 
Southern Alberta’s record wheat yield, 
is now acknowledged by agriculturists. 
Those who irrigated wheat lands last 
fall provide the district with this 
year’s highest winter wheat yields. 
Those who irrigated this year before 
seeding report that their wheat shows 
remarkably strong growth and germ­
inated in two days as compared with 
non-irrigated wheat which did not 
germinate for at least a week. The 
quicker the germination the stronger 
the plant. Estimates of yields now be­
ing received show that oats will, in 
many districts, average at least 75 
bushels to the acre.

Threshing barley aqg cutting spring 
wheat on the same farm and on the 
same day was the sight that last week 
greeted visitors to the 10,000 acre farm 
of Morris Adler, of Namaka, Bow 
River Valley. The barley was hauled 
from the separator to cars and shipped 
direct to Calgary brewers. This farm 
was formerly owned by Sir Lestep 
Kay, and has been cropped for the past 
twenty years, last year returning the 
present owner a large crop of winter 
wheat, 1,000 acres of which went 42 
bushels to the acre.

Washington, D. C., Sept. 10.—It is 
the unsupported word of one white 
man against another as to who first 
discovered the North Pole.

It being impossible to undertake 
boring operations such as were sug­
gested by Mr. Clarke without a local 
improvement petition from the rate­
payers interested, it was decided to 
leave the whole matter in the hands of 
a committee with power to act.

cussed Friday at a public meet­
ing held in the A. O. U. W. hall by 
Professor Odium, of Vancouver, and 
Rev. Dr. Spencer.

Bishop Perrin, in his opening re­
marks, pointed out the reasonableness 
of giving the people the right of de­
ciding whether there should be li­
censed places for the sale of intoxicat­
ing drinks or not. All great movements 
had suffered from the way In which 
some advocates had overstated the true 
state of affairs. The bishop instanced 
the Women's Suffrage movement and 
Socialism. • It had been so with the 
Temperance movement and the intem­
perate talk of temperance advocates 
had passed into a proverb. He did not 
deny that he was an extreme man him­
self, but all exaggeration was to be 

I avoided. The two chief objections 
against local option were first the use­
lessness of making laws that were not 
carried out. It was quite true that in 
some places this was the case, but in 
others the law was enforced, and it was 
almost impossible to get a glass of 
whiskey. It depended upon the will of 
the people ; if they were In earnest, of­
ficers would be elected who would carry 
out the law’. The other objection was 
that the saloon was the working men’s 
club: but If the saloons -were closed 
there would be ample money In the 
hands of the municipal authorities to 
build and equip suitable rooms with the 
best of entertainment. The small sum 
that was paid for licence would be 
nothing compared with the amount 
saved at the gaols alone. As to the 
bar-tenders who would be thrown out 
of work, their trade was so degrading 
and unhealthy that the sooner they 
were compelled to leave It the better; 
no leading insurance company in 
America would accept their lives, what­
ever premium they might offer, 
bishop expressed his hop6x that the 
question of local option would be set 
before the people reasonably and he 
had no doubt as to the verdict when 
the matter was understood.

Professor Odium, who was the speak­
er of the evening, drew attention to 
the fact that in the United States there 
are 87,000,000 people who are now 
under either total or partial prohibi­
tion. Canada's drink bill was $150,000,- 
000, but Is now falling off. In Ontario 
the number of licenses has been re­
duced from 6,100 to 2,000. The United 
States people last year closed down 
11,000 saloon.

Rev. Dr. Spencer referred In a some­
what similar way to the statistics of 
the drink question In Canada. The 
league has decided that their candi­
dates for election should be on both 
sides of politics, and if none were pro­
posed the league would nominate Its 
own.

At the meeting the following resolu­
tion was proposed by A. B. McNeill, 
seconded by Mr. Miller, and carried :

"This public meeting desires to in­
form the leaders of both political par­
ties that local option will be a promin­
ent issue In the next provincial elec­
tions, and requests them to bring for­
ward candidates in favor thereof, and 
we pledge ourselves to support such, 
and such only.”

Hon. Mr. Sifton hag taken a keen 
interest in the establishing of the com­
mission, and under his active direc­
tion it is sure to produce practical and 
immensely valuable results in the mat­
ter of securing in Canada a compre­
hensive and prescient policy in respect 
to the conservation and better utiliza­
tion of the natural resources of the 
Dominion. The other members of the 
commission have ail been selected 
with a view to securing the very bed 
body of men available, fitted to deal 
authoritatively and In a large-minded 
way with questions fraught with so 
much importance to the whole future 
industrial and commercial prosperity 
of the country’.

The commissioners will serve with­
out salary, but will be allowed travel­
ling and other necessary expenses con­
sequent to the carrying out of investi­
gations. both inside and outside of 
Canada, coming within the scope of 
their work. A permanent secretary 
will be appointed, and the commission 
Is empowered to appoint assistants to 
prosecute the work of investigation, 
research and education. The ex-officio 
members of the commission are the 
federal ministers of. agriculture, inter­
ior and mines, and the member of each 
provincial government who is charged 
with the administration of the natural 
resources of his province. In addition 
one member from each province is a 
university professor.

The commission will meet at the call 
of the chairman, and will make a 
printed report to the government at 
the end of each fiscal year.

That Victoria Is growing rapidly is 
conceded on all sides; that the muni­
cipal machinery has this year been tax­
ed to its utmost to keep pace with this 
expansion is also generally recognized; 
but It is probably correct to say that 
but few people comparatively have any 
idea of the Immense amount of civic 
work that has been done since the ad­
vent of Ï909.

Some facts and figures obtained by a 
Times representative this morning from 
c! H. Topp, city engineer, are quite 
amazing, both as indicating the rapid 
expansion of the city and the heavy 
tax imposed upon the various officials 
employed by the corporation In the ef­
fort to cope with the new needs and 
requirements of Victoria in the mat­
ter of street improvement.

It is disclosed, for instance, that, 
compared with Ottawa, a city three 
times the size in population, though 
much less in area, Victoria has under­
taken and carried to successful com­
pletion thus far this year more than 
double the amount of work accomplish­
ed by the capital of the Dominion. And 
it Is probably correct to say that no 
city of similar size in the whole Domin­
ion has done nearly as much work in 
coping with civic expansion this sea­
son as Victoria.

Take the matter of cement sidewalks. 
No less than fourteen miles of such 
work has been done since the first of 
January last. These undertakings im­
posed a tremendous strain upon the 
engineering staff at the city hall—ques­
tions involving grades constantly aris­
ing to impede progress. Wet weather 
in the early part of the season also 
to some extent interfered with these 
improvements, but with the employ­
ment of extra gangs of men that large 
aount of work was successfully ac­
complished..

No less than five and one#half miles 
of new- ’ sowers were laid, and 6 1-2 
miles of streets graded and maca­
damized. Six and one-half. miles of 
streets were also laid with curbings for 
boulevards.

All this heavy work has necessitated 
that employment of an army of work­
men, and since the season opened there 
have been, on the payroll between 700 
and 800 men constantly employed at 
good wages. What this means to the 
tradesmen of. the city, will be appreci­
ated when Jt is mentioned that every 
two weeks tbere has been paid out at 
the city , hall about $25,000, or 
$50,000 per month, and to date $400,- 
000. These figures are approximate and 
include the wages paid the men em­
ployed on waterworks improvements 
and maintenance.

Some of the large pubifc works un­
dertaken by the 6ity since the year 
opened are the block-paving of Govern­
ment street from Johnson to Govern­
ment and Store from Johnson to Pem­
broke ; Belleville street from John to 
Government; all of Wharf street tun- 
der construction—brick blocks), the 
Causeway (work now in progress), Bel­
leville from Government to Douglas; 
Humbolt from Government to Douglas 
(in progress), Douglas across the flats 
behind trie Empress hotel (grading, 
macadamizing and cement' sidewalks 
completed), Government from Fisguard 
to Douglas (soon to be started) Cor­
morant from Store to Government 
(practically complete—graniloid). Gor­
don from Courtenay to Humbolt (un­
der construction); Pemberton Road 
and Rockland Avenue (tar macadam- 
completed) ; Government street from 
Toronto to Michigan (tar macadam), 
Catherine street, Victoria West (under 
construction—macadam).

The city has, moreover, done all this 
under a great handicap, inasmuch ajs 
the expansion has been so rapid and the 
calls for improvement work so press­
ing that the appliances at the disposal 
of the corporation were found quite 
inadequate for the emergency.

“For the first time since I have been 
in chargé qt the engineer’s office,” said 
Mr. Topp, “we are now—or shall be in 
a few days—in a position to handle the 
street work of the city in systematic 
fashion. When we receive the new road 
roller, which we expect to arrive on the 
27th,'inst, we shall then be in the pos­
session of a complete plant for the 
handling of street maintenance and also 
a complete plant for new work. We 
shall then commence to shqw a system 
about our methods which has unfor­
tunately been impossible In the past.”

The new roller to which Mr. Topp 
alluded is a most up-to-date machine, 
costing $3,360. The fine new rock crush­
er which the city obtained some time 
ago has just been put to work at Cath­
erine street, Victoria West. When the 
job there has been completed, it is Mr. 
Topp’s intention to use it entirely on 
maintenance work.

Any estimate of the large amount of 
work done by the corporation this year 
would be incomplete without a refer­
ence to the completion of the balance of 
the improvements to the waterworks 
system left over from last yêar. There 
has been a considerable expenditure on 
the Smith’s Hill reservoir and the high 
level tank, both of which are now in 
operation."It may be mentioned in this 
connection that, since the water has 
been turned into the reservoir and the 
high level tank the pressure, as record­
ed at the guage at the city hall, has 
risen from an average of less than 30 
pounds to 66 pounds. The salt water 
system has now been completed and 
will be ready for an official test in a 
few days.

profitable trip from the standpoint of 
number and kind of game caught.

Thirty-three Knot Destroyer Built in 
Year.Seattle Firm Admitted to Con­

ference of Central Amer­
ican Carriers.

The new 33-knot ocean-going des­
troyer Nubian, whose keel plate was 
laid in May, 1908, has been reported 
ready for active service. Orders have 
been issued for her to leave the con­
tractors’ works at Wooiston for Sheer­
ness, where Commander C. Mackenzie, 
D.S.O., will commission her for service 
in the First Destroyer Flotilla.

Seattle, Sept. 11.—Jebsen and Os­
trander have received a telegram from 
H. E. Moore, freight traffic manager of 
the Tehauntepec railroad, announcing 
that the Jebsen" line of steamships had 
been admitted to the West Indies 
Steamship coffee conference, the com­
bination which controls .practically all 
the coffee shipped from Salvador and 
Guatemala, the privileges of which 
have up to now been enjoyed by the 
Pacific Mai] Steamship Company and 
the Kosmos line.

The coffee trade is oge of the most 
important features of the Central 
American business. Eighty per cent, 
of the crop of these two republics goes 
to Europe, being shipped either to 
Havre, Hamburg or London. It is a 
very valuable cargo on whièfi a high 
rate is charged and it has to<be shipped 
iguickly to its destination owing to the 
dangers of spoiling while en route.

The season lasts from November to 
May and the opening of the conference 
to the Jebsen line will allow their 
steamships, the Ella and the Erna, to 
participate in the carrying of this sea­
son’s crop. The addition of this busi­
ness will materially strengthen the po­
sition of the Seattle shipping firm.
