Year’s Day.

American Wafships Will Salute Span-
ish Just Before Noon,

Then the Spanish- Artillerymen Will Return
the Salute at Noon.

HAVANA, Dec. 23.—At the joint

Spanish military »ommissdmm today
the programme was” finally agreed
upon for: the change of flags on Janu-
ary 1st at noon. Just before 12 o’clock
the American war vessels will fire a
salute of 21 guns%in honor of the
Spanish flag. Promptly at 12 the
Spanish flags on the various public
buildings will be lowered, and: im-
mediately thersafter the Stars and
Stripes will be hoisted over El Morro
and ithe public buildings of the city, L
. While: Spanish’ artillerigts at Cabenas
fortress will saluté the American flag |
with 21 guns, Spanish warships in the
harbor particinating in the salute..

At the same  hour the Spanish
troops, if any then remain in thecitv,
will be paradad in barracks and will
rendcr proper salutes to the American
forces passing.

Just- before noon the United States
and Spanish military commissioners,
Gen. Castellanos, the Spanish captain
general and the  ranking - American
officers in Ouba, .fajor General John
R. Drooke, if he arrives in time, and
dthenwise Major Genemal Lee, will as-
samble at the -palace. . The Spanish
commissioners will then formailly sur-
render the government to the United
States commissioners, who will im-
mediately transfer .it. te the American
gereral commanading. After this the |
various functionaries will remain a
while to.receive those who may wish
to pay their . respects, or tnpoming
authoriti2el i

Provinces,

Whose Achievements Shed Lustre on the
Land _of Their Birth.

. NO. 8.—~THE JUDICIARY.

It is not competent for a layman to
Ciscuss the careers and records of the
members of the judiclary. The gen-
tlemen of the woolsack must stand
beyond such general treatment. We
will therefore not attempt the role of
critic, but be satisfied to state a few
facts 'about the lives of some of the
maritime provirce men who have be-
come eminemt as expounders of law
and interpreters of the comstitution.
© Mhe name that naturally suggests
itself first of course is that of Sir
William Johnstone Ritchie, who was
chief justice of Canada from 1879 to
1892, being the only maritime prov-
ince man who has attainéd the high-
est honor that can be bestowed upon
a Canadian lawyer. He was born at
Annapolis, N. 8., Oct. 28th, 1813, his
father being Th.omas Ritchie, juds'e
of the court of coifimon’ pleas of Nova

J Sonun.. He was. educated at. Pletou

Academy, . the foster parent of many.
eminent men, and studied law in HaM-
fax with his brother, who afterwards
hecame judge in equity of Nova. Sco-
tia. In 1838 he was called to the bar
¢f New Brunswick, and in 1846 entered
the assembly as member for St.. John,
retaining the seat until 1851 and sup-
porting the reform movement of the
time with all his energy and ability.:
‘He -was appointed a member of the
‘executive council of New Brunswick
in October, 1854, but resigmed in Aug-
ust, 1855, on becoming a puiene judge
c¢f that province. In 1865 he repre-
sented New Branswick at the confed-
eration comference, and - gave that
movement. his ungualified support. In
December of that year he was pro-
moted to the chief justiceship of the
province. He was cdlled to the domin-
ion supreme court as pulsne judge in
1875, and on Jan, 1ith, 1879, ‘was made
chief justice. In 1881 he was created
a Knight Rachelor, He died at Otta-
wa Sept. 25th, 1892.

He was appointed &
puisne judge of the supreme courtl in
1866 and was advanced to the chief
justiceship in 1875.

Hon:. Willilam Wiltvlﬂ Sullivan, chief
justice of Prince Edward Island, was

Sir James Cochrane was for many
years chief justice of Gibraltar.

DUE TO VIOLENCE. |

Such Was the Verdict on the
" Death of John Doyle.

The Evidencé in Soms Cases Was of
a Very Contradictory Character.

T Jail Management Censured for Lack of
Attention to the Deceased.

Coroner Bercyman resumed his en-
quiry into the death of the late John
Doyle on Friday. George Durant
was the first witness.. He spoke of his
arrcst and being lodged in the Brittain
street lockup. He with the other pris-
oners, were brought to the cemtral
station about five o’clock Sunday
morning. It was dark and witness

This concluding the case, Mr, Mudlin '
‘addressed the jury. He ‘said every '
effort had been ‘made %a‘ shed. light on
thb -deplarable deed, t it ‘still re-
malins  shrouded in mystery. The cor-
cner had breught forward all the evi-
dence possible, but nothing had been
adduced to show how Doyle .received
his injuriés. In the evidence we*have
the facts brought out that deceased
was a quiet, inoffensive young man
‘while in the habit of taking a drink
cocasionally, he was never seen’ to
stagger. Mr. Mullin reviewed the evi-
dence as to Doyle’s condition up to
bhalf-past twelye o'clock, which show-
ed that it was not that of half an hour
later. Half on houar later  we have
Doyle drunk in the vacant lot. It was
a singular thing that two able-bodied
policemen found it necessary to drag
the man, who only weighed about one
hundred and sixty pounds, after only
taking him a block. When Doyle
went down on Sydney street it could
not. be;possible for him to hawe sus-
tained “the injuries by omne fall. © He
did"'not believe any punishment was
inflicted on Doyle by persons in Lower
Cove; there would be no motive, as
Doyle was well known and respected.
His own theory is (while the evidence
may not sibstantiate it) that Doyle
may have got a rack while making
some resistance; this is just possible;
Pitt did not see the arrest. The ac-
tion of the police in dragging the
man, it sesmed to him, not commend-
able; they might have gone to the
lock-up and got White's assistance.
Then again there is a considerable
Jiscrepancy in regard to the distance
Doyle was dragged. The police  say
Doyle was draggel fifteen or twenty
feat, while Kearms and Pitit swore he
was dragged between seventy and
eighty feet.
