The stalls should be kept clean,and
the floor daily aprinkled with some good
abeorbent, as yypsum, to absorb the foul
odors continually arising. Absorbents are
not gemerally used freely enough about
ir for the

ventilated, and kept clean, that the impuri-
ties of the air may not penetrate theee. All
food should be kept as pure ss poesible.
Cleanliness in the stable is jast ae impor-
tant to the beilth of the horse, as clesnli-

‘When 10 Plaster Clever.'

The late Hon, tisorge Geddes, of Onon-
daga County, N. Y., a voted farmer, and
suce President of our Siwte A:ricultural
Society ~thought the best time to apply
slaster to clover was after the plants hadt
made some growih,say after wheat harves:
a1 clover sown in spring. His idea war
that the plaster acted directly upon the
leaf 02 which it was spr nkled. In sup
port of this idea he claimed to have select
~d a plant haviog three branches of very
qual and uniform growth, each about four
waches i) height, sad standing out alike
trom the root, Oa the leaves of one of
these branches a ittle ground plaster was
carefully applied with & peaknife. Io
three days rain came, and in & few weeke
the lesves and stalks of the plastered
branch were nearly twice as large and rank
a those o the same plant not plestered.
Mr. Geddes was & lite-loog resident of a
région famed for it beds of plaster, and
made magy experiments ia the use of that
waluable fertilizer, in wiich, we may add,
be bad great faitl

Speaking of plaster, or gypsam, as it is
called by mavy, itis s mmgular fact that
hearticle is eo little used by farmers. T¥e
gheapeet of all mioeral feriilizers, snd the
ove best adapted to clover, its use rarely
extends far beyond the localities where il
is dug avd grouad.  There ita cheapness
insures a large uss by neighboring farmere,
who flad it very profiable. Probably soil
tiliers at a distance could do ss well with
it, and they sbould, at least, give it re-
peated trials 1o leara to what crope it is
bert adapted. It is mot so beueficial on
strong clays as on light soile.

Marketing Hinta.
It is not always possible, however, to
take marketing lessons, and such help as
can be ﬁiven without practical demonstra-
sion shall be given here:
- Fioe, well fod beef may be known by
yellowish white fat, very firm.aad of &
fine grained bright-red lean. Very good
beet is sometimes not very fat. That s to
say, an excellent steak may only have a
half-inch bani of fat round it, or even
leas, instead of the inch that the butcher
is proud to point out; but this parrow
band must be fa? and not gristle. Soms-
times meat, instead of being covered with
fat, is covered with & quarter of an inch of
e ; ot others there will be the gristle,
but it will bave ma outeide layer of fai,
These indications do not always show bad
meat, only that it is second olase. Thia is
the case when the grain of the meat is
,and the kideey fat firm aod good
here the gnstle is foaund in conjunction
with & dull red, or, a8 we may borrew s
term from art to describe it acourately, s
darkish terra cotia red, the meat ia to be
‘avoided altogether.

To return to fiae meat, the color ditfers
in differest parts. The leg, neck and
coarser parts are, as a rule, darker than
prime parts. The sirloin is a rosy red
