It is found in
moist, shady places and presents two
forms, one erect and the other climb-
ing, It clambers over rocks and fen-
ces and by means of aerial rootlets
ascends the trunks of the tallest trees,
When bruised, it exudes a milky juice
which becomes black on exposure to
the air, and on fabrics makes a stain
indelible to all ordinary solvents, A
country remedy which has proven ef-
fective for poison is ordinary lard with

thick paste. Apply often rubbing well
into the poisoned surface.

Spread
thin on a well-buttered tin, skin and
cut thin a pound and a half of rhu-
barb. Add a cupful of sugar and
shake well. Pour over this a custard
made of a half cupful of sugar, yolks
of two eggs, and a cupful of rich
milk. Bake twenty-five minutes;

No, 2.~At night set a sponge with
three-fourths of a pint of milk, one
teaspoon salt, and one yeast cake,
flour to thicken. In the morning
cream one-half cup of butter, one half
cup sugar, two eggs, Add a little nut
meg and a little lemon rind, Add
sponge to this, and beat well, then
add enough flour to make a thick bat
ter. Put in well-buttered tins—1it will
make three—and Jet rise again. One
can be used for the rhubarb cake and
the other two can be made into cof-
fee cake by spréading generously with
butter and sprinkling sugar and ein-
namon on top.

The smooth
fruit is pale brown., It is found In
moist, shady places and presents two
forme, one erect and the other climb-
ing., It clambers over rocks and fen-
ces and by means of aerial rootlets
ascends the trunks of the tallest trees,
When bruised, it exudes a milky julce
which becomes black on exposure to
the air, and on fabrics makes a stain
indelible to all ordinary solvents, A
country remedy which has proven ef-
fective for poison is ordinary lard with
sufticlent prepared chalk to make a
thick paste. Apply often rubbing well

into the poisoned surface.

Put six pounds of rhubarb, which

and let stand all night; boil until it
begins to jelly and stir to " keep it
from burn}zxg.

» RHUBARB DELICACIES, () ;

. Apple and Rhubarb Mll\g.

Boak one pint of very fine bread
orumbs in one quart of milk until they
are soft, then spread a butter dish
with pared and.cored sour ‘apples cut’
as thin as a wafer; lay over these
Some thin slices of rhubarb; beat
three eggs with one-half pint of su-
gar and mix with the milk and crumbs,
pouring over the fruit; set in a pan
of hot water in a moderate oven to
cook untll the custard 1s' firm and
apples tender. Serve with meringues
on top placing a bit of apple jelly in
each ring,

Rhubarb Sherbet.
Cook rhubarb without peeling, sweet-
en it well, add orange juice to taste
and a little powdered gelatin in pro-
portion of one teaspoonful to three
cupsfuls of sherbet; straln, add one
beaten egg white to every two cups
fuls of mixture and freeze. Serve in
glasges and garnish each one with &
slice of kumquat. This dish when once
eaten will become a favorite,
Rhubarb Short Cake 5

No. 1.~One and one-half cups of
flour, one and one-half teaspoons bak-.
ing powder, one-fourth teaspoon sait,
one-half cup butter, scant, milk en-
ough to make a stiff dough. Spread
thin on a well-buttered tin, skin and
cut thin a pound and a balt of rhu-
barb. Add a cupful of sugar and
shake well, Pour over this a custard
made of a half cupful of sugar, yolks
of two eges, and & cupful of rich
milk. Bake twenty-five minutes.

No.'2.-~At night set a sponge with
three-fourths of a pint of milk, one
teaspoon salt, and one yeast cake,
flour to thicken. In the morning
cream one-half cup of butter, one half
cup sugar, two eggs. Add a little nut:
meg and a little lemon rind, Add
sponge to this, and beat well, then
add enough flour to make a thick bat-
ter. Put in well-buttered tins—it will
make three—and let rise agaln. One
can be used for the rhubarb cake and
the other two can be made into cof-
fee cake by spréading generously with
butter and sprinkling sugar and cln-
namon on top. For the rhubarb cake
boll a sauce of two pounds of rhu-
barb and & cup and a hall of sugar,
When cool add the yolks of two eggs.
Pour this on the dough when raised
and bake fifteen minutes. Make a
meringue of the whites of eggs and
brown lightly; it is much nicer if the
meringue is. omitted and whipped
