Incidents of the Battle
And here is a story of a brigade 

headquarters in a house surrounded 
by a moat over which there was only 
one road. On Thursday the enemy’s 
artillery found the house, and later 
on, as the rush came, their rifle fire 
found it also. The staff went on with 
its work until the end of the week, 
when incendiary shells set the place 
alight and they were forced to move.
The road being impossible on account 
of shrapnel, they swam the moat, but 
one of them was badly wounded, for 
whom swimming was out of the ques­
tion! Captain Scrimger, medical offi­
cer, attached to the Royal Montreal 
Regiment, protected the wounded man 
with his own body against the shrap­
nel that was coming through the nak­
ed rafters, and carried him out of the 
blazing house into the open. Two of 
the staff, Lieut Col. Hughes (brigade 
major of the Third InfaMry Brigade), 
and Lieut. Thompson, (Third Brigade 
Grenade Company officer), then re­
swam the moat and, waiting for a lull 
in the shell fire, got the wounded man 
across the road onto a stretcher and 
into dressing station, after which they 
went on with their official duties.

This is but one of a hundred deeds 
done on the spur of the moment, of 
which there will never be any memo­
rial, except the moment’s cheer, or 
the moment’s laughter from those 
who had time to observe.

A man can be both heroic and ab­
surd In the same act, and human na­
ture under a strain always leans to 
the comical. What follows is not at 
all comical, though it made men laugh 
at the time.

In one of the many Isolated bits of 
nightwork It happened that a German 
detachment was cut off by one of ours 
and its situation was hopeless. There 
was something like a gasp as the ene­
my. realized this, and then a silence, 
broken by a voice, crying in unmis­
takable German-Americaro accents,
“Have a heart"

The National Patriotic Fund Committee has decided on a £asls of distribution of funds among the wives and children, and other 
dependents of volunteers. It Is estimated that a wife on her own account requires Thirty Dollars Per Month for her maintenance. The 
Canadian Government provides Twenty Dollars per month of this amount and the Patriotic Fund the remaining Ten Dollars, if required. 
Children between ten and fifteen years of age are allowed twenty-five cents per day; from five to Hen years of age, fifteen cents per day; and 
under five years of age, ten cents per day. Thus a wife and three children of the ages of three,, seven and twelve, may receive a total month­
ly allowance of Forty-five Dollars, of which Twenty Dollars Is payable by the Canadian Government and Twenty-five Dollars by the Patriotic 
Fund. This Is of course In addition to the Thirty-three Dollars per month paid to the soldier, and which may be assigned by him to his 
family.

Before retiring at night 
make up a nightcap ofBesides the above, provision is made for a compassionate allowance for temporary extraordinary need, suph as accident, sickness, 

etc. In short, the whole purpose of the Patriotic Fund Is so to supplement the Government allowance as .to provide ali reasonable comfort for 
the famines of men on service. Such provision/ in each Individual case, is subject to the report of local copimlttees, who shall consider all 
the circumstances of families affected, with respect to the earnings of members of such families, amounts received from former employer of 
the soldiers, and other sources of income.

Every reasonable provision is thus made tor dependent relatives, and volunteers need have no anxiety regarding the welfare of 
those left behind. ,

THE WAR SITUATION.
An inquest held on the high seas is 

rather an uncommon occurrence, out 
this 4a what happened on board the 
Norwegian steamship Edda, which ar­
rived In port early in the week. Capt. 
P. Meddell, who is in command of the 
ship reported the full particulars -to 
Yke Consul K. J. M-acRae while in 
port, and Ma ©tory is an interesting 
one. The captain states that the Edda 
was bound from Macorle to 9t, John 
via Delaware Breakwater, leaving Ma- 
coris early in the marningi of May 5th. 
At 7.45 o’clock on the morning in 
question the second engineer saw the 
foot of a man sticking from the coal 
bunker door, and on investigation the 
decomposed body of a sailor was found 
almost entirely hurled in the coal, only 
part of the head protruding. The body 
was dug out of the coal and it was 
then discovered that he was Emil 
Lendkvist, a native of Abo, Finland. 
The man was not a member of the 
steamer's crew hut a stowaway. He 
had been paid off from the English 
bark Sunlight for being drunk and 
making threats against the captain.

On Sunday morning, May 2nd, the 
man came on board of the Edda with 
H. Lindhohm, one of the steamer's 
crew, both men were intoxicated, it 
was said. Lindholm was placed In 
irons and Lendkvist was told to leave 
the ship. He returned to the steamer 
ou Monday and asked permission to 
work his way North. His request was 
refused and he was again ordered 
ashore. It is pereumed that he came 
on board the ship later and concealed 
himself in the bunker, intending to put 
In an appearance when the ship got 
well out to sea It was while in the 
bunker That -the coal fell on him and 
he died of suffocation.

When the body was brought up on 
deck, Oaptain Meidell called the crew 
together and held an inquest. After 
obt&ttilng all the information as given 
above the dead sailor was sewed up in 
a piece of canvas. The crew was all 
summoned aft, the ©hip’s flag placed 
at half-mast, and after the burial ser­
vice had been read by the captain the 
body was lowered into the sea.

The steamer Edda is now at Chiv- 
erie, N. S., where she is loading plas­
ter for New York.

Despite German claims of great suc­
cesses against the Russian troop©, 
there is evidence that the forces under 
command of the Grand Duke are again 
resuming the offensive over a consid­
erable portion of their 900-mile battle 
line. Any important victory against 
Russia, to be won at all, must be won 
quickly, for the probability is that in 
a very short time Germany and Austria 
will be forced to divert troops to meet 
attacks from Italy and Roumania with, 
possibly, other Balkan States coming 
in. There is a danger to Austria, too, 
in the reports from Serbia. That de­
voted little -nation, which has already 
suffered severely, has reorganized its 
troops and is prepared to commence 
an invasion of the territory of its big 
neighbor.

The Italian situation, while still 
lacking formal declaration of war, is 
regarded as certain to result in the 
clash of arms within a few hours. The 
Austrians are preparing for this de­
velopment and have withdrawn from 
certain presumably unfortified fron­
tier points. The fact that before leav­
ing they destroyed bridges and took 
other precaution© to delay -the advance 
of an Italian army is clearly Indicative 
of an Austrian expectation that the 
first clash will be on their own ter-

ST. JOHN, N. B.
London, May 21.—One of the most 

remarkable features of the ministerial 
crisis In Great Britain at the. present 
moment Is the sudden outbreak, more 
or les» severe, of newspaper attacks 
upon Field Marshal Bari Kitchener, 
the British Secretary of State for 
War, who at the outbreak of war was 
the nation’s military Idol, and was 
loudly proclaimed by the same news­
papers as the only man In the country 
for the position of War Secretary.

The .Dally Mail and other newspa­
pers under the same ownership have 
been most violent in these attacks, 
even going so far as to call Into ques­
tion the military genius of the Field 
Marshal. The Dally Mall says:

"It never has been pretended that 
Kitchener Is a soldier In the sense that 
Field Marshal Sir John French is. 
Kitchbner Is a gatherer ot men, and a 
very fine gatherer too, but his'record 
In the South African war as a fighting 
general, apart from his excellent or­
ganizing work as chief of staff,„was not 
brilliant."

Other newspapers to a less outspok­
en manner seek to reduce Lord Kitch­
ener’s value to that of a good recruit­
ing officer, or they excuse him on the 
ground of being too much occupied In 
producing recruiting advertisements 
to attend (p the supply of jvroper am­
munition.

Nation Lulled Into False Security
By Misleading Reporte.

The Times, in an editoriad, s&ys:
"Our armies to the field require re­

inforcement» and eheUe of the right 
kind. Neither has been provided in 
adequate quantities for the simple rear 
son that Ixvrd Kitchener’s orders were 
given too late. Plain warnings were 
disregarded and the nation was lulled 
into a false security toy misleading of­
ficial reports, with the result that 
thousands of British lives were sacri­
ficed In an unequal contest.

"Th® natton will not allow that sit­
uation to reoccur. It must be set 
right and set right .quickly, or the con­
sequences will be swift and startling. 
The wlfole troutolo arose because Lord 
Kitchener assumed a burden to which

no man could have proved equal."
The Times then forcibly urges that 

the business of supplying army shells 
and other necessaries of war be given 
Into other bands.

While some newspapers are thus 
almost calling for Lord Kitchener's 
retirement, other organs like the Morn­
ing Post and Dally News protest that a

The Daily News In an editorial pro­
tects to -the strongest language against 
wnat it terms a press campaign 
against Lord Kitchener "organized by 
some of the newepapers which at the 
beginning of ttoe war forced him upon 
the country."
