UNITED STATES MAY BREAK
WITH AUSTRIAN EMPIRE

Berlin Announces Dual Monarchy is one With Germany in
Unrestricted Submarine Campaign—Ambassador Pen-
~ field Calls Upon Austria to State Position.

Washington, Feb. 20-—Ambassador
Penfield is acting under explicit in-
structions from the state department
in requesting the Austrian govern-
ment to state its position regarding
the intensive submarine warfare in-
augurated by Germany. Such an in-
struction was sent to the ambassador
more than ten days ago, and it is pos-
sible that it has been reinforced, in
view of the delay in securing the re-
sponse, although state department
officials today declined to make any
statement on the subject for publica-
tion.

Berlin, Feb. 20, via London—While

the official text of the memorandum
handed by Ambassador Penfield to
the Austro-Hungarian forefgn minis-
ter is not yet known here, thd pur-
pose of the note is apparently well
understood. - It is authoritatively
stated that the dual monarchy is one
with Germany in its. determination to
carry out the unrestricted submarine
campaign, in which it is already ac-
tively operating in the Mediterranean
blockade zone.

It is confidently asserted that Aus-
tria-Hungary will not recede, in the
slightest degree, from the position
jointly assumed with Germany,

“So far, it has had very little ef-
feet on the entry of supplies to this
country, but it has intarfered, to some
extent, with trade between neutral na-
tions,

“The German piracy decree is not,
indeed, a bluff; it is far too murderous
for that. But its terror lies not imn
anything like wholesale destruction,
the actual number of ships sunk bear
ing a very small proportion to those
getting through unscathed; but in its
very uncertainty, its erratic strokes.

“However, we are very anxious tb
meet the wishes of neutrals in this, as
in all other matters, even when we do
not think they are well-founded. We
accordingly are arranging, in certain
cases, where we are satisfled the ves-
sel concerned Is not trading in the in-
terests of our enemies, that they shall
be examined at some other British
port, such as Halifax, / '

“This course does not mean the
abandonment of the right of visit and
search, which, obviously ,it would be
impossible for us to abandon.”

State Department Says

It Is As Grave As It

Could Be Short of War—Two Americans On

Washington, Feb. 20—Another cabinet meeting passed today with-
out an announcement concerning the crisis with Germany.

High officials said, after the’ me eting, that there had been no devel-
opment of impoftance, and indicated that President Wilson had not
made known his decision as to whe n his next step would be taken.

during the day gained the impression that arrangements for the pres-

ident's appearance before congress

would be made early next week.

Apparently only the president knows just what he will ask of con-
gress, but it is generally assumed that with the session at an end he
will seek authority to deal with any situation which may arise as a
result of the unrestricted submarine campaign.

At the state department it was said
that the situation continued to be as
serious as it could be, short of war,
The department received, after the
cabinet meeting, a despatch from
Consul Frost, at Queenstown, an-
nouncing the sinking by shell-fire of
the Norwegian steamer Dalbeatie,
with two native Americans in heér
crew. The consul said the Dalbeatie
stopped at the first shot, but that the
submarine continued shelling while
per cent.? His opponents say that he

Supported by Labor.

He gave concrete rea-
sons why McAnn was opposed to him
and the statement of some of McAnn's
methods while mayor of Moncton
made a decided impression on all
those present. “Let me tell you that
I am ready to, meet my accusers at
any time and I can defend my actions,
I have done nothing that 1 have been
ashamed of and my only desire is to
serve the people faithfully and well,”
sald Dr. Price.

In opening Dr. Campbell expressed
his regret at hearing of the illness of
his friend, Mr. Thornton, and he hop-
ed that it would not be serious.

He was glad to have an opportuni-
ty of speaking to the electors of the
North End and proposed to deal with
the issues of the day along two lines,
men and measures. He would first
deal with the men, for it was no use
to have good measures without ‘gopd
‘men to tarry them out.
